THE ATLANTIC & LAKE SUPERIOR RAILWAY.
There is a great deal of doubt in the minds of most

business mon in Canada as to the need of the above
railway, especially in view of the position at presont of
our tWo great trunk lines. The local traffl of the por-
tion of the country tirough which the projected line
is inîtended to pass, is now well suipplied by the existiug

1088
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railways, and how it could possibly obtain any bhrough
traffic at paying rates, in view of the competition which
exists for it between the railways now existing both in'
Canada and the Uunited States, is very doubtful.

The building of the road, itself, is an undertaking of
vastnagnitude, and to be carried to a successful ter-
mination must take .manîy years and a vast outlay of
capital. The issue of bonds which was recently adver-
tised, would bc a mere drop in the bucket so far as the
expense is concerned. Ilow the company propose to
raise the balance of the moniey is not shown.

The credit of the Dominion of Canada in the money
market of the world -(whicli is really London) is un-
doubtedly in a high position, and a great responsibility
falls upon those 'vio have the management of our
financial affairs-to keep it so. It is, therefore, a mat-
ter of congratulation to the country at large that the
issue of the Atlantic & Lake Superior Ry. Co. bonds,
recently advertised, lias been withdrawn for the present.
There seems to have been some connection betveen the
Government of Canada and the Company as to the
guarantee of the payment of the interest on the issue.
What that guarantee was lias not yet been fully ex-
plained to the investing public, and even the explana-
tion of our Finance Minister in the House of Comnimons
when questioned upon it a few days ago, was rather
mnisty. This is a great pity, for baziness in such a mat-
ter instead of lulling the anxiety of the public, really
excites thems to know what is the real position of the
affair.

A Goverinnent guarantee of interest is sometimes
very deceitful to investors. ln the first place the in-
vesting public are often net able business people, and
do-not know enougli of financial matters to enquire
thorouglhly into and understand what they are buying,
but have to depend upon the advice of brolccrs who are
too often, unfortunately, more eager to make a coi-
mission for themselves than a safe investment for their
clients. And we have bad more than one case in
Canada of Railways laving interest on their bonds
guiaanteed for a certain number of years and thercafter
never paying another dollar, entailing heavy losses upon
the holders of their securities.

We do not venture to say this is what would have
happened in the case of the railway under discussion,
but it might have happened. W e think the Finance
Minister might have been more frank in lis statenient
to the liouse, as to the Governmneni's connection vith
the road, but we nust believe lie had good reasons for
his reticence.

It is well-known to the business conmunity that
soie of the promoters of the road are extremely weak
financially, and it would be difficult for then to raise
$1,000 on their own naies, much more a million. It
is presmned the Company deposited with the Govern-
ment a suflicient amount of cash whicl, with the inter-
est upon it, vould be ample to pay a yearly annuity of
interest on the proposed issue of bonds for the next
twenty years. Without going accurately into the cal-
culation, it would take probably a million and a quar-
ter dollars deposited, to do this, and the question occurs
to us-How was this money raised?-Or was it raised
at all?-If it was not, how can the Finance Minister
justify the answer lie gave in the House?

We think this matter should be followed up and
more explicit stactmnts given. We do not desire to

ask embarrassing questions of our Finance Minister,
or such as he should not answer ; but wlere lis at-
titude or that of the Covernment is likely to
bring into question the good financial record of this
Dominion, we look upon ourselves as one of the guar-
dians of the public interest, and as sucli, not only
qualified but required, to ask for sucl light upon the
Governmuent's policy and the Governmnent's actions as
bhe public interest requires. The duty devolving up1on
the Goverment iiin such cases was referred ta by Mr.
Hague, general manager of the Merchants Bank, at the
close of his address at the annual meeting, published in
our issue of the 21st instant.

OUiR [LENT EVENTS.

So tborougbly discounted had been the resignation
of the Rosebery ministry in financial circles that the
oflicial announcement of its occurrence did not cause a
fluctuation of even one-sixtecntli in the price of con-
sols. The quotations of 106 5-16 for noncy and 10g
for the account, were unchanged wihen the oflicial notice
reached the Stock Exchange, and not even a tremor on
the Continental. Bourses greeted the news. Ever since
the present session began the fate of the government
has becn continually trembling in the balance, and this
fact was so thoroughly know that no one was parti-
cularly interested in the exact moment wlien they
should accept the inevitable and step down as grace-
fully as possible from the position tley have held on
sufferance, practically ever since the opening of the
session. In fact, from the business standpoint, tlicir
resignation is -looked upon as a distinct advantage.
Lord Roseberry's government lias never been remark-
able for the vigor of its foreign policy. Its attention
has always been directed more particularly to those
local issues which were found of nost value in swaying
the views of their immediate constituencies and con-
sequently at a time like the present, when the en-
croacliments of Russia in the East are just viewed with
alarm by British mercantile interests, the fact of Lord
Salisbury, whose virile foreign policy is well-known,
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being iin power, wili do muheli to deprive the outlook in
bte Orien t of its preseit uncertainty.

Thie conduct of Russia ever since the decisive victory
of Ping *Yang lias been marlked by diplicity. It now
transpires itat the loan of $80,000,000 which the Cii-
nese governiment recenitly placed witl arisian bankers
througli the Russian governiitenit at 4 per cent. aitd for
te guaraitee of whici China is to pay 1 per cent. per

antum to lier protector, was not intended tu be paid
over to Japan iiin compensation for the Lia-Tong pen-
insula as was first annouiced. It was made simiply to
eiable the Chinese Governitmeit to refund to the Rus-
sialis certain sums wiîîch the Muscovite cabinet had
advanced to the Flowery Empire during the war. It is
alleged that at the outbreak of hostilities the St. Peters-
buirg goveritnent advanced $30,000,000 to China. That
titis Vas- followed by a second advance of $15,000,000
and tlcn of several snaller sums. Russia thus indnces
Franuce to repay to ier the ainoutnt of tbese loans, to-
gether with a bonus of one per cent. interest per an-
nim, and at L saine tine, under pretext of guaran-
teiig the other four per cent., she assumes a control
of Chiitese finances and a position of suzerainty wbich
cannot but be danîgerous to the commerce of other
Euroeait nations. The Eastern terminus of the Si-
berian raihvays is likely to be not far froi Port Arthur
aud il wotild seei now as thougi Japan was likely
Lo prove a cat's paw in the hîands of the Muscovite.
Russia, it tmust be reueimbered, is a military, and not a
commercial nation in, the strict sense of the word. Sinice
the accession of the young Czar this disposition has
beenî, if anybhing, acceituated. Both in the East and
iii the West the old aggressive policy of Russia ias
bec rcsuscitated, and altiotughi, as yet, ib bas displayed
itself ontly in the tortuons channels of diplomacy, it is
note the less to be dreaded on that account. As an off-
set tahe b3altic Canil Riussia is endeavoring to induce
)emitark to cede to lier certain islands in the Baltic

whici will fortm advantageous points of eLiier offence
or defence in case of a war with Geruany. The Ar-
itetniat and Balgariati troubles have broken out-as

Lthey usually do-at the proper moment to disari
liritish opposition to the steady advance of the Rus-
an arims in Asia Miior. 1i both hiemispheres Ras-

siain intrigue is actively at work, and that the velvet
glove mnay not lack the support of the iron hand,
troops are being quietly nassed on all the principal
strategic points. Fortunately the very nature of her
operations compel Russia to extend lier aggressions at
such distances froii the central power that they are
neucessarily weakened. Besides this there is lier natu-
rai distaste for imeasuring lier strengtl withi any Euro-
pean power withouit an ally capable of bearing the
brunt of the assault; and such an ally she is not confi-
dent of possessing at the moment. France, as Russia is
aware, can be as fickle and as reacherous as herself;
aid iFrance seetms the only f riend she lias in Europe.

hlIe lesson of Pevua, where the seii-civilized Turk
drove lier ito extremities froi which the courage of!
her Roumai and Bulgarian allies withi difficulty re-
scued her,:has becn laid to heart, and Russia intends to
confine her mnilitary exploits to the subjugation of the
feeble peoples of Central Asia until sie can be certain
of assistance froim better discipliined, better cducated
and braver races tai ier own. iHfence the peace of

Europe is safe for the moment, and the access to power
of so stern and uncompromising a statesnan as Lord
Salisbury is a practical guarantee of its continuance in
the future.

Copies of the full text of- the Japo-Chinese treaty are
now to band, and they contain mnaiiy important and
interesting details which necessarily could not be fur-
niisled by telegraph. The Ku-ping, and not the Hlai-
kwan tael, is used in computiung the indemnity. This
is a gold tael valued at 80 cents in our currency, and
indicates that the indemnity of 160,000,000 dollars is to
be paid in gold, and not in silver. 'One-lalf is to be
paid inside of twelve months in two equal instalnents.

hlie remainder is to be paid in equal annual instal-
neits, the last payable in seven years. Interest is fixed
at five per cent. but if China pay the vhole sum she
miay anticipate paymeit of al], or any part of it, within
three years, all interest shall be waived, and the interesb
for two and a half years or any shorter period, if then
already paid shall be included as a part of the princi-
pal. It is evident fron this that the original denands
of the Japanese have been materially modifed under
pressure froin Russia. The first demand of three iun-
dred million HIai-kwan taels lias been nodified to two
liundred million Ku-ping taels, with casier terns of
paynient; the clause permitting Japanese subjects trad-
ing ii China certain privileges of exemption from taxa-
tion, commutation and the right to use Japanese cur-
rency in paynents for goods lias been withdrawn, as has
also the claim for the removal of obstructions to navi-
gation at the mouith of the Hoang Io River. Only one
fortilled place (Wei-Iai-Wei) is to be held for tempo-
rary occupation. Moukden is not to be occupied, even
temporarily, and Japan lias to subdue Formosa and te
Pescadores herself. In fact the terms exacted are ex-
tremely moderate, and China can congratulate herself
on having escaped so easily the resentment of a power-
ful and enterprising adversary.

THjjjE BANK STATEMENT FOR MAY.

The bank returns for May are lot so encouraging as
Lhose of April. Bat the advance then made was main-
tained with the exception of circulation, which suffered
a decline last month fron $20,152,152, to $28,429,134,
which follows so imany precedents as to be rather re-
garded as the usuail course, than one needing explana-
tion. l'hre was no movement in May which called out
the note issues, operations in the woodsceased, the miei
retunted to other industries ; or idleniess after their
hard life in the camps ; buyers were' not yet ont to
close for fruit, and other crops ; and no periodic pay-
ments fell due that require notes. All these conditions
are usual in May, and in years wheni business was
active there was consequenbly a considerable decline in
circulation. The most marked feature in the returns
is the decrease in the aimunt of overdue debts, tliese
being usually cleared away as far as nccessary, or pru-
dent in naking up bte Profit and Loss Accoutit for te
annual report. The following shows to wiat extent
this w as done in 13 banks whose meetings were re-
cently hcld.

The above banks have an aggregate capital of $38,-
500,000, so the amount written off in May preparatory
to the annual statements was 1.23 per cent. on that
amount. The range however is a vide one, the maxi-
mum being 9.72 per cent., and the minimum, one-sixth
of one per cent. Of course some portion of the amount
written off- may have been owing to debts being paid,
or reduced. by cash on account, but such reductions
would be very small.

The amount of overdue debts carried forward to next
year was $2,283,272, while last year it was, $2,791,922.
The reduction seens indicative of these disagreeable
items not having increased last year, or their collection
baving been very successful, as some of those debts
which were written off this year stood as overdue^in the
statements of 1894. Current loans made the small ad-
v'ance of $298,8241 which bears a striking correspon-
dence to the reduction in balances due frot. banks in
Great Britain, which was $294,717. A further decline
of $306,116 in stock of specie and Dominion notes oc-
curred, as the situation does not call for these reserves
being kept as high as they were when alarm was in the
air. Bianîkers generally scem quite hopeful of the
current year being one of much less anxiety than the
two last, but are not sanguine of any very rapid devel-
opinent of business, for which however they are very
well prepared if it fortunately comnes.

OCEAN STEAMSHIP PROFITS.
That the last three years should have proved excep-

tionally unprofitable to the great trans-oceanie steam-
ship lines was only to be expected. Few branches of
commerce are so sensitive to the fortunes of the others
as that of ocean transport; for the slightest diminution
in the purchasing or selling powers of either of the
countries forming its terminal points is sure to be
faithfully reflected at once in the volume of its ton-
nage. Thus the cloud of depression which practically
commenced in Europe three years ago, and passed
slowly but steadily over this continent fron south to
north until it is now happily lifting to show the clear
blute sky of prosperity beneath, lias rested continuously
upon the shipping interests, gradually increasing in
intensity until it practically reached its culnminating
point at the close of the year just past. In 1891 ont of
the 30 principal lines of ocean steamships four alone
paid no dividends. In 1892 the number of non-dividend
paying lines had risen to eight. In 1893 the unprofit-
able lines bad grown to ten, and 1894 twelve made no
returns whatever to their shareholders, while on ten of
the others the dividends were under 2 per cent. per
annum. When we remember that the capitals of the
steamnship lines are neither watered ior inflated, and
that in most instances the outlay upon the fleet was
greater than the amount of the capital stock, we can
readily see how depressing such a showing must be to
the shareholders.

The lines which have suffered most have been those
trading to this continent. The Cunard Line paid 4 per
cent. in 1890, 3 per cent., in 1891, 2 per cent. in 1892
and 1893, and nothing in 1894. The National paid 1
per cent. on its common and 8 per cent. on its prefer-
once stock in 1890 and 1891, and nothing siunce. The
Dominion Line lias paid only 1¾ per cent. in the past
five years; and probably the record of the proprietary
lines, which do not require to make their statements
public, is but little more profitable. Lines trading to
the East have done far better, and at the head of all the
dividend earners is the Peninsular and Oriental which
enjoys an exceptionally profitable route, a heavy sub-
sidy, and comparative freedom from competition for
the better class of trade. Yet even this unusually
favored Une has felt the effects of depression; for the
dividend of 13 per cent. on the deferred stock which
was declared in 1890, lias been cut down to 10 per cent.
since then. The British and African Steamship Co.,
another favored line, -hich paid 8½ per cent. to its
shareholders, lias reduced its dividends to 6 per cent.
The Amazon Steam Navigation Ca, has fallen froni 11
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to 7 pur cent. ; the British India fron 12 to 10 per
cent.; tie Ution froi 8 to 5 per cent.; the Castle Mail
froi 8 to 5 per cent; whiile the Orient S. N. Co. lias
paid but three per cent. in five years.

Nor does this fail in tle rate of dividends paid repre-
sent Lte whole of the decliine in the earning powers of
the lines. ln mtîost cases theanouînts paid were simply
taken from ie accretions in the underwriting accontits

of tie varios companies, and hence did not represent
earinUgs at all. It all the larger lines it is the custonI
to do tieir owii iisiiriig. Eacli vessel pays every trip
a certain perceitage inLo the tnîderwriting fund, an]d
vhet Lhis fund reaches a certaini height it is he cus-
Lti, ii prosperois years, to biild a niew vessel out of
Lte surplus. Of late, iowever, tiis fund lias beei used
to suppleieiit Uie dividenîds intstead. lndeed in maiiy
iistanuces il lias eonly beein possible to pay dividenids at
all by sucli liberal drafts upon it as practically disconit
Lie future. Tiius the position of the companies is a
far veaker onie ii ruality Ltai the anial stateiients

presetLed to the siareiolders would indicate, anid Lhere
are instaices wiere Lte iisurance funîd lias bnci so de-
pleted Ltat Lte loss of a siigle vessel miight cripple it
seriously. Of course 189'4 was ait excnptionuai year. IL

vas the ciiiniii îîating point of a long and gradually in-
creasiig period of depressioin and nattrally was felt
mîost severely by lte steaiishiip interests vlio fotund
iteir receipts coistaitly diiiiiinishing wlile Lieir ex-

peiditure reiaiined practically at its former level. The
improveiieiit iii the commercial outlook, whici is now
becoming iiarked both in Eigland and this Continent,
lias already had a favorable influence on steainship
arnings.

A CASE OF UNDERVALUATION.

When the Department of Customs, or its officers,
learn that certain lines of goods of foreignî manlufac-
ture are steadily sold iii Canada fron United States
stocks, althougli the duty across the border is 45'per
cent, whîile we in Canada pay only 20 per cent., they
would be very obtuse indeed did they not arrive at the
concilusioin that there was a screw loose somewhere. IL
is not to be inîferred fron the few cases that reach the
liight that there is any unîusuial era of comnnercial
morality upon us. Many cases never reach the liglt ;
but that there is always someone trying to debase the
moral currency in this way is proved by the fact that
Lere is very seldom ail initerval of even a few weeks
between one case of attempted or acconplished fraud
and another.

A case of no little magitude has for somne fime past
ben exercising the ingenuity of the officers of the Cus-
tois. The theatre is laid ehiefly in Chicago, and the
leading actor oe who knows something of the coulntry
to the soutlh of the German Sciwartzenîwald. The
boldniess witli which lie has been operating is more
creditable to himself than to the city of his adoption.
No half measures would do for him. It was (ut Caesar,
(t uis,-" Caesar or nothing." Ii this case-likely
Lo come ere long before the Department-it wouild
take an advance oit an average of about 700 per cent. to
bring the goods to their proper entry valuation.
Manufacturers of paints, printinig-inks and kindred

goods in Canada cannot fail to be largely benefited by
the discovery-tlhat is, if the leak is promptly caulked
-unless, indeed, there be an increasing numiber
amonig them who prefer a tariff such as may enable
themt to obtain similar advantages in buying their sup-
plies in foreign markets-tlhrougi so astute an agent,
one who in a pinch wouild not be over iice in a divis-
sion of benefits derived from ways that are more opaq ue
tlan commendable.

TE:lE IMPERIALJ BANK.

Tihe directors of the Imperial Bank begin their re-
port by expressing "Ipieasure in meeting the share-
holders." They well iight do so for they had a state-
ment to lay before the meeting which was very satis-
factory, one hardly nieeding any apology on the ground

of bad trade. ..The net profits were $203,600 'whicl, on
the capital of $1,963,600, is 1.0.36 per cent. This pro-
vided for two half-yearly dividends of 4 per cent. eachl,
and a bonus of one per cent. for the latter half-year. In
this the Imperial stands alone, as all the other banks
were only able to clear profits just neccessary to meet
the tisuail dividends with small surplises. Mr. Wilkie
evidenitly does not believe in working for " nothing,"
and he as an excellent supply of inaterials for nak-
ing ioney, wlen lie denmand is at all active. The de-
posits are $9,409,479, and current loans, $6,643,000.
The amoiunt of securities lield by the Luimperial is large,
$2,204,442; indeed the bank is in, a very stronîg position
as regards its available assets. Mr. Wilkie has our
congratulations on having done so well in the past year.
Amîid such infavorable cireumi stances, to have cleared
10.36 per cent. on Capital, and 6.52 on that combined
with the Rest, was ait achievemtent to be proud of.
'flie detailed report will be found elsewliere.
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THE PRESERVATION OF WOOD.
Froin the dawn of primitive science, from the days when

the lake-dwellers built those pile-supported lodges of which
traces are found to-day along lake margins in' Switzerland
and the Britisi Islands, somine method of protecting wood
from the ravages of decay bas always been in use. The
lacustiine dwellers hardened their timbers in the fire, as the
Canadian fariner does his fence-posts to-day, to insure them
as far as possible against the effects of smoisture, heat, and
the attacks of the nuinerous larvo of which wood formns the
natural food and habitat. The aucient Egyptians went a
stop farther, and inersed thuir more important tinbers in
boiling bitumen; and since that timîe, the various compounds
of tar and pitch have beon universally used for the purpose.
As early as 1838 John Bethell, of England, applied what was
then called the "cil of coal of tar" to piles, bridgc-timbers,
and railway tics, and since thon the metiod of creosoting
tiuber lias been steadily inproved until to-day it bas deve-
loped alnost into an exact science.

Creosote bas been proved to be the most powerful coagu-
lator of the albumen of wood at present known, and in ad-
dition to this valuable quality it furnishos a waterproof cov-
ering for the fibre, besides preventing putrefaction owing to
iLs well-known antiseptie properties. Whon thoroughly satu-
rated with creosote the softest and inost porous timbers last
as long as heart of oak or any otier solid wood, while ticy
are naturally inuch less expensive. Thore is LIus a consider-
able economic saving, for experience lias shown thsat no
nothod for the preservation of wood has ever produced such
good results bath in resisting the effects of atimospherie do-
cay, the action of water, or the attackzs of the boring worn,
as that of creosoting it by the process of injection of hot oil
of tar into the steaîned wood in a closed cylinder and under
a powerful pressure. The anount used per cubic foot varies
witi the character of the wood and the circuistances under
which it is to be used. In England 10 or 12 pounds is sufli-
S ciit Inl France, in those localities where the teredo le pro-

valent, 19 pounds are used. On the New England and
Nova Scotian Coasts, where lymnoria are abundant,15 pounds
are required, and the ainount becmes larger with the rising
temuperature of the ocean until in the Gul cf o exico 20
pounds becoues necessary. The cost of this inay bie placed
roughly on this continent at $12 te $20 per 1,000 feet, B.M.,
for marine use, and $10 to $14 for preservation against at-
iospherie decay:

The value of this process lies not simply in the cost of the
isaterial preserved-great as this undoubtedily is. Its great-
est econony consists in the saving of the expense of recon-
struction as well as in the avoiding of the inconvenience and
delay of frequent repairs; for in the case of railroad tracics,
bridges, pier foundations, etc., the cost of replacing is often
greater than the original expenîditnre on constrnction. An-
other strong point is the practical security it gives against
losses arising througi accident. Of the many terrible disas-
ters caused by the collapse of railroad bridges and trestes,
inost have arisen fron the gradual and unnoticed decay of the
unprotected timbers, or fromu their catching fire from loco-
motive sparks. Both these dangers are largely prevented by
the preservative process. Creosoted mîaterial is comparative-
I y uninflam niable and henco is hardly likely ta catch fire
easily; while the life ofordinary timiber muay bhe fairly said to
be doubled when it is once thorougbly impregnated with this
useful compound of phenol.

In this country the preservation of wood, except in an ex-
peritmental way, lias hardly been attempted as yet; since
timuber is still too cicap to warrant sponding money to pre-
serve it. But the timse is now coming in mssany
sortions when, as in Europe, it will pay to in-
crease the duration of life of both bridges and tresties
and possibly of railroad tics also, by t1e presorvative process.
At present it is just a question of price. If a tic costs 25cents and lsts eight years, and at an exliense of 25 cents
mlore it can be mlade to last sixteen years, the railroad only
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saves the cost of taking out the old tic and replacing the new
one at the snd of tha shorter period. But if a leînlock tie
which would cost 80 cents and would, nproserved, last thrce
and a half years, could by the process of creosoting b made
to last twelve years in a district where an oak tic would cost
75 cents and last eight years, thon thora is a notable economy
bath in first cost and in duration. This is the view of the
question taken by many of the larger Anierican railroads
wlo are now following the example of the English railroads
in creosoting their tics. Samplcs of tics wbich had been
twenty-two years in use have been proured froi England,
and there is a general iovement tliroughout the southern
and western sections of the United States in laver of the use,
in f uture, of protected tics ouly.

UNITED STATES CROPS.
In its weekly review of the grain situaion the Cincinnati

P>rice Currenl says " The situation of wheat is onc of acute
interest to traders and millcrs. The crop in the central
States, including Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Kansas, Missouri,
Michigan, etc., has been reported upon unfavorably
steadily for ian>y weols past, and the later information ap-
pears on the whol to the meost unfavorable, and to justify
a lowering of estimates with reference to resulting yield.
li Southern localities in this region harvesting lias begun,
and in a few instances threshing is reported, but there is not-
snilliciency of such cvidence yet te atford reliable indications
as te results. The conditions with reference ta yield are se
irregular that it vill be more dillicult than usual to reach in-
telligent and satisfactory conclsions as te jyield in the
winter grain portion of the wheat crop.

We do not, however, in a carcful examination of the
available information, find reason for expecting less than
250,000,000 bushels of winter wheat. While this shortcning
in indications of this portion of the crop has been going on
the season bas been favorable for the spring seedng, and the
unknowable and uncertain promise a monti ago has been
followed by a favorable shaping of the crop, with avidences
of a fuller area seeded than the early information suggested,
so that an enlargement of expectations is justified to ap-
proximately 175,000,000 bushels-the gain in the promise of
spring grain balancing the loss in the winter grain. [t is
therefore safe to calculate upon an aggregate cf 425,000,000
bushels if the present outlook be not impaired. by subsequent
events.

" The position of remnaining supplies of wheat in the coun-
try at the close of the crop year now ending will be lower
than previously since four years ago, wlien marcetable sup-
plies iwere practically exhausted.

The corn crop in the central ragions lias becn somewlat
retarded in growth by continued lack of sullicient inoisture,
but there is almost uniformily a good stand, and the crop is
in-a position to shape quite enceuragingl-y in the early ad-
vent of needful rains.

" The oats crop in the regions west of the Mississippi River
bas been benefited in iiisportant degree by recent rains, and
with the large acreage the indications are favorable for a
fairly satisfactory yield.

"A most serious shortage is being developed in the hay
crop, notably so in the central regions. In many districts in
the States of Ohio, Indiana and Illinois the crop lias been an
alnost or quite entire failure, and va.st areas whiich have or-
dinarily furnished largely of commercial supplies are now so
deficient as to require shipnents fromî other sources to meet
1ocal wants."

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SICILIAN ESSENOES.

Owing te the use of turpentine and the neutral oils as
adulterants the Messina oils of lemon, orange and bergamot
have been depressed in spite of the small crops. Advices
fron Messina as late as May 23 state that the season has
closed, and that the production of all essences is about one-
half that of last year. Notwithstanding this shortage, higher
prices are not thouglt to be anong the early possibilities. A
few of the manufacturers in Sicily are holding for higher
prices, and it is said exporters are not overburdened with
supplies, but the foreign markets are carrying full stocks, a
considerable amount having been carried over from last year.
The demand lias not bea up to the average, and the policy
adopted by consumers of only buying one or two cases at a
time, as wanted, lias a tendency to keep prices down until
actual sortage of stock forces itsalf upon the dealer and coin-

pois him to advanîce bis price.

THE ItOQUOIS UOTEL OBIT.
The newspaper reporter Is a product of titis and of the century.

lie is greater thanl the poet, for he must be made as well as born.
it is a inistake however ta believe that the reporter can be in two
ou throo places at the sane unie, and as his ambition is ta have
"souething about" overy incident of the day, lie often has ta
do ns the poet does, niako copions drafts on his imagination. The
description gin of the Troquoais lotel, St. Hilaire, in a contenm-
porary nust have bean ovolved after such fasilon.

Tho facts are that the hotel, notwithstanding its charming
situation and surroundiings, never paid as a business venture,
but its best years wero under the management ai Mr. Bruce
Canpholl. I a new spirit of enterprise, some two or tbree years
ago, the directors were persuaded that botter prospects awaited
certain improvements reconunîended by a fow people of the class
who are always entrprising with mnoney which they do not pos-
sess. A wing, or rather a western extension, was added and fur,
nisled ; a drive was laid ont around the lake and other initor
improvenients mado, ail of whici cost about $20,000. At a muet-
ing of the sharcholders the wholo property vas vested ini the
aine directors who undertook on this condition ta guarantee the
payient of the loan and pay interest on it at 6 per cent. The
lenders were the Standard fJire Assurance Co., which, apart
fron any real security, hiad the personal guarantee of the direc-
tors, anong them being Chas. Garti (president), Henry logan
(St. Lawrence Hall), C. F. Sise (Bell ''elephone Co.), L. J. Forget,
(president Stock Exchange &c., &c.,) lector Macklenzie, Bruce
Canpbell, Colin Cnnpbell, John S. Allan and Louis Davis.

In signing the guarantee, the president says lie supposedi he
was binding iiimself ta pay iriterest for five years oily instead of
till discharged, aud other directors say they simnply followed
tis lead in the saine belief. tei manageiont chosen grew froni
bai ta worse during the last two years, and eventually the difi-
culties and complications led ta the sale by sheril an the 17th
inst. whon the property was boughît it by order of the directors
for $10,500. 'The two other bidders wore Mr. W. M. Ramsay,
for the Standard Life and M. S. Foley, neither of w hom had any
idon of using the property for the purposes of a hotel.

A visit l the premises early li May led ta the unîpleasant in-
ference that an atteipt liai boen made te lire the hotel-build-
ing by a quantity of matches thrown into the reception-rooi
througlh a winldow evidently broken for the purpose. But the
tire went ont after burning quite a haoe in the carpet-linlg
whlici was usially allowed ta romain ail winter on the floor.
The building was destroyed by lire last Tuesday night. Of the
insurance $7,000 is in the Guardian, on building, $8,000 in
the N. A. of Philadelphia, (donîied), two Lloyd companies $2,500
each, anid th Keystone of Philadlphlia $2,500. The Union
Socioty has $1,500 on fuirnituiro, which, we are inforimied, is cov-
ored altogether for $5,000.

The directors had beom n advertising the place " To Let"
within the last week. The Iotel did not pay, simply bocause rates
auiicient for Bu short a seasoi were net obtainablo; besides most
people who could altord ta pay the necessary figure preferred
four one reason or another ta take their familles to wheue they
could inhala the breath of the son. Perhaps one of the chief
causes wiy it did not pay was that it was not judiciously ad-
vertised.

in the aniageinomot of the hotel, Mr. Bruce Campbell was suc-
ceeded in 1892 by Mr. 11. S. Duning of tle Windsor, who was

succoeeded the following season by Oliver Merchant, and he in
1894 by Et. P. Dye, fresh from keeping a cheap hostelry in
Florida, whose figure in his shirt-sleeves, carpet-slippers and
flowing wliskers was a laughing-stock throughout the season.
The last incident of note ivas the robbery of some $800 from the
hotel safe. The name of the last manager was said to be omin-
ous, and so unfortunately it proved.-In the words of a some-
time guest, we may exclaini, " peace te its (h) ashes."

THE TAGONA WATER AND LIGHT CO.
We referred ta this conpany when the iwork of construction

began about seveni months ago, and a month later when ils plans
and papers were destroyed by fire. It is now reported that the
company lias granted a chattel mortgage to the Trusts Corpora-
tion of Ontario for $160,000.

Titis is one of the companies pronoted by F. H. Clerque, of
Bangor, Maine, and E. V. Douglas, of Philadolphia, who then
claimed to have the strongest financial combinuation of the paper
trade in the United States. The people of the "Soo" are proud
in expectation of having the largest paper mi[l in the vorld; if
ambition can accomplish this, the peopleof the "Soo" will net be
disappointed, for Mr. Cierque will give all they want, if Ambi-
tion wili only pay the bills. His purpose was ta promoto a Lake
Superior Papor Co., there, of a capacity of 70 tons of paper
daily, for the British and United States markets. le can sup-
ply those marlets at a profit, if only ie hlias the plant te do it,
but manufacturers of machinery want cash, and some want a
payment on account, with the order, yes, from aveu that very
strong "l Combination," whici seemingly has not a sufllciency for

miition.
The attraction at the " Soo" is a water-power, with Lake Su-

pariar as the Supply Pond; James Coniee is credited wilh being
the first to think of jts utilization; ho orgainized a company la
1886, ta supply the town with water.

The town took over the compaiiy 'witht ahl. its belongings, and
in October last F. H . Cerque and E. V. Douglas agree d with
the town te take over the plant and liabilities at $200,000, on
which they gave the town a mortgage, andc the town gave the
Tagona Water and Liglit Co. a contract for water and light, good
for 10 ta 20 ycars subject ta the following conditions :

1. That the electric light was ta be in operation on or before
July lst, 1895, under penalty of $50 per day for every day de-
layed.

2. That $200,000 in addition to expcnditures on wator and light
plant was ta be expended in the erection of mills and factories
on or before Dec. 81, 1805.

8. That $500,000 mure vas ta bo expcnded on mills and fac-
tories wvithin the first threo years after mîaking said contract.

According te ain extract from a "Soo" newspaper the company
lias expended $30,000.

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THE ONTARIO BANK MANAGEMENT.

The rumours current upon the street for some days past as to
impending changes in the management or the Ontario Bank
have been confirmed by the official announcement of the resig-
nation of Mr. C. Holland, the general manager. Mr, C.
McGill, who has been .manager of the Peterborough branch of
the bank for the past fourteen years, will assume the position of

geueral manager. Mr. McGill is spoken of as an able and cau-
tious banker and as the possessor of great excuntive ability. Bis
appointment will doubtless do much to strengthen the position
of the bank. During bis career in Peterboro, Mr. McGill had
also opportunities of proving himself in his capacity as executor
of a large local estate, one of the wealthiest in Canada. The new
manager is about 45 years of age; lie is strongly supportedby the
board, a wealthy member of which formerly resided in Peter-
boro. The many friends of the bank lu this city, and in no less
degree throughout the Dominion, wish the new manager boan
voyage in his arduonus undertaking.

-G. BRouILLET, shoe manufacturer of this city, is offering 40
cents in the dollar, cash. Liabilities direct and indirect, are about
$20,000. A meeting of creditors lias been held, and his affairs
ace being looked into. If they find the offer is a fair one it will
be aceepted.

-WM, SHÀw & Co., an English woollen house which opened
branches in this city and Quebec a few years ago, have sus-
pended in consequence of a meeting of their creditors at Hud-
dersileld. They owe little or nothing here outside of indirect
liabilities of about $3,000 ta their bankers.

-TUos. BEDARD & Co., shoe dealers of Three Rivers, in which
his daughter Miss C. Bedard is the only partner, have assigned
withi liabilities of $3,000. Bedard falled in July 1894 and hias
since done business in his daughter's name.

The plethora of mnoney li London con-
tinues, and ln spite Of the number of new
loans gold continues to accumulate. Dur-
ing the week a Chilian loan of $10,000,000
at 434 par cent. was brouglit out and taken
up at once. The issue of $21,748,000 li 4
por cent., twenty year gold bonds of the
oity of Chicago, which was placed on the
market at 1103, was subscrlbed for twice
over, and the $2,750,000 four par cent., forty
year, loan of Newfoundland, which was
lssued at 08%, vas also largely over
subscribad. In fact the quantity of idle
money seeking investment was never
larger, and as a consequence lending rates
are alnmost.at a minimum. Call loans are
still Yi par ce'ut., and discount in the open
market eau be obtained for 9.16 par cent.
L the United States the situation is
largely similar.. The Street took only a

sanguld interest in the transfer of $6,500,-
000 in gold from the bond syndicate ta the
Treasury and the fact that the gold re-
larve is now $100,830,357, and that further
importations of matai are improbable,
caused but little comment. Call money re-
mains at 1 por cent, Time monay is plenti-
fui at 1x per c'ent. for 90 days, 2 per cent.
for four months, and 2X per cent. for six
months on good mixed collateral. Com-
mercial paper runs from 2x to 3 par cent.
for prime endorsed, up ta 5 per cent, for
fair single-name paper. In this market
rates are unchanged. Call loans are made
at 4M par cent., and commercial paper
discounts at 6 to 7 per cent. as to quallty.

The announcement that the Chinese in-
demnity is a gold and not a silver one, and
the easy terms of paymaent granted ta the
beaten country, have depressed the silver
market in spite of the efforts of the strong
bull" syndicate who control the sitiation,
in London. Silver has sagged steadlly ta
30%d-per ounce, and in New York prices
have declined to 66c for commercial bars
and 616% for government assay. Fine gold
bars are quoted at par to a 4 par cent,
on the Mint value.

Sterling exchange closed a trifio weaker
on English purchases of Amarican securi-
ties and only a limited enquiry from re-
mitters; but the fact that the offerings con-
sisted almost solely of the bond syndicate's
bills kept the market steady. Posted rates
in New York were 4,89 for sixties and4.00
for demand. Actual rates were .4.88% ta
,9 for sixties, 4.89% ta Y2 for demand,
4.89y4 for cables, 4.88 to 4 for com-

mercias,and 4.88 for documentaries. In
this market rates between banks were
99 to V for sixties, 10 ta 10% for demand,
10 8-16 for cables, and 1-16 ta 1-82 disot,
for New York funds. Over the counter
rates were 10 to 10X for sixties, 104 to
e for demand, 10;4 for cables, and 1-16 to
% premium for New York funds.

On the Stock Exchange a fair average
week's trading can be noted, ending with
what may be termed the "holiday lull."
After a fortnight's brisk business this was
not altogether unexpected, and the tone of
the market was not injured thereby. Ali
the speculative stocks closed steady and at
practically the opening figures. The street
railway stooRs were, or course, the princi-
pal object of attraction for the speculative
element; but a novel feature ,vas a revival
lu the gambling in Duluth of which nearly
8,000 shares changed hands. This stock
had nearly faded out of the market alto-
gether, and ilts revival as a speculative
favorite was somewhat-of a resunrrection.
The banks were sparingly dealt in at full
figures for investment, and thora were a
few transactions ln the industrials. The fol-
lowing are .the transactions of the week
as par Chas.

Cemlent is
quiet, aithugh some large lots ave
drouglt and higher cables frot England

have sent values for hay up all around.
Petroleun Is very firm, and refiners refuse
to quote prices except1'for immediate de-
livery. The closing of the schools made
the week a buày and profitable one lin dry
goods circles. Iron and the metals are
strong i synpatliy with the improving
situation lu the United States. All que-
tations have been suspended in many
lines of imports, and the nail and wvlre
men will lold nectings in the course of
next wek to consider the advIsability of
cutting off the allowance for freight and
possibly of advancing the list. Failures
are few, and wht. have occurred are the
result of causes .which would have brought
about disaster under any circunstances.
Money remittances are still conplained of
in some quarters; but the larger houses
state that there is a marked improvement
in payments, that their custoners are
more ready to place orders, and that there
is less grumbling at prices and less dis-
position to return goods or to cavil at
their quality.
