CuristiAN REuNION IN INDIA—A correspon-
dent writing to the London Guardien from
Caleuatta staies th:.t asociety has been established
there, having reunion as its aim.. The following
resolutions were adopted :—

1. “ We who are present to-night, confessing
the ovil of division among Christians and feel-
ing the great need of unity, agree to form our-

“gelvos into o saciety, the name which shall be
" the Christian Unity Society."”

2. The object of this socicty shall be hy
mutnal prayer and counsel to ypromote visible
unity among Christian people.

The meeting was composed of about equal
numbers of the Anglican elergy and Nonconfor-
mist ministers. Some of the Church members
were very anxious to express in the title some
iden of an outward unity—e.¢., by using the
word “reunion,” but the Nonconformists secimned
to be frightened at the word.

The Bishop, who' is most anxious for the suc-
cess of any endeavour that has the cause of true
-unity at heart, wrote u letter urging the neces-
sity—if good was the result—of expressing a
belief in-the visible unity of the Church: that our
Lord:intended that His Church on earth should
be o visibly united body. If, any real blessing
and good ave to result.from sich movemonts ds
these Church members of sueh societies should
not be backward in confossing that the ultimate
aim_and desire is to see all Christians united in
the one visible Body.

Onp Caraoric PrinciPLES.—A writer in the
Irish Ecclesiastical Gazette who is evidently
well-posted on the subject gives the following
synopsis of the common principles of the Old
Catholics of Germany, Switzerland, Austria
France, and Italy :—

1. They accept the Holy Secriptures as the
Rule of Faith.

2. They appeal to the witness of the early
Chureh a8 to the interpretation to be put upon
the Holy Seriptures.

3. They receive as authoritative the Three
Creceds, the Undisputed (that is the first six)
Councils, and the teaching of the doctors of the
early Church, so far as they arc consentient
with each cother,

4. They look for a restoration of the unity of
the Chureh to an agreement among Christians
on the basis of Holy Scripture interpreted, when
needful, by the Primitive Church.

5. Thoy reject the Infallibility and the Supre-
mecy of the Pope, the formulary known as the
Creed of Pope Pius IV., and the authority of
the Conneil of Trent.

6. They are gradually substituting the verna-
cular for Latin in their public worship ; they
are removing the Papalrule of clerical celibacy;
they are introducing Communion in both kinds;
they ave giving up the worship of St. Mary and
the Saints ; they have removed the compulsory
character of confession.

7. They are in these and other respects fol-

in the sixteenth century, and they are in full
communion with the Anglican Church.

Tur EasteERN AND THE ANoLICAN CHURCHES,
—Tho following telegram through Reuter's
Agency has been published in England. It is
dated  Constantinople, March 81:—“ Two
Church of Iingland missionarics who have
recently arrived hero prescnted themselves a
day or two ugo at the house of the Qcumenical
Putriarch, and requested an audience of him.
The Puatriarch, in spito of the illness which has
obliged him to keep his bed for some time, im-
mediately received them., The missionaries
were the bearcers of a letter from the Archbishop
of Cauterbury, in which his Grace begged the
Uicumenical Patriavch to be so good as to fur-
nish them with & letter of recommendation to
the Orthodox Patriareh of Antioch, in ovder to
facilitade their mission in Syria, whither they
are bound. The Patrisrch, as soon as he had
read the letter from Dr. Benson, welcomed the
two clergymen very graciously, and at once
ordored several letters of recommendation to be
written, which he gave them,

Mr. Athelstan Riley writes from 1, Kensing-
ton-court, with reference to the abovo :—* The
letters from the Archbishop of Cunterbury to
tho (Heumenical Patrinvch and tho Orthodox
Patriarch of Antioch referred to bis Graco’s

mission to the Assyrian or Nestorian Church of

Kurdistan, and.they weio presenied by the two
Anglican Chaplains at Constantinople, the Rev.
Canon Curtis, M.A., and the Rev, A, BE. Brisco
Owen, M.A. The mission clergy, the Rev.
Canon Maclean, ALA., and tho Rev. W, IL
Browne, LL. M., have not yet left England, but
will probably proceed to Kurdistan in the courso
of thie next two months, if the Primate’s appeal
for funds has reeeived by that time an adequato
response,”

Would you ratler turn away from the car-
penter shop 7 Is it too ecomman for you, too
unlike the fine puintings with tho calm, majestic
face, and the halo of glory ? Do you turn away
from the meanncss of this drudgery 7 Go, then!
You are a Brabmin, not a Christian ! You are
a ivigid easte-worshipper ; a poor, mean, nar-
row-souled scetionist,  Your heart is not wide
enongh for the world-brotherhood, nor warm
enough (o be the friend of seraphim.  Ask the
angelic hosts what makes a man great and
noble. * Not,” they will answer, *the acci-
denta of time; not weualth nov poverty; not
birth, nor lack of it : but, to one and all, to the
monarch on his throne and the slave in his
hovel, the only thing that lifts him out of timo
is brotherhood with the Lternal.” Oh! how
the heavenly choir adored that plain Carpenter!
How their wings quivered with delight while

lowing the szme course taken by our Reformers;they fanned his toil-heated brow ! How they

joyed with joy unspeakable, that there, once for
all, God Ilimself condescendod to show that
meanness of oceupation eannot degrado | When
shall wo learn tho falscness of tho world’s lie,
that the nature of the oecupation ennobles the
man? It fives among us yobt, You still hear
among nobles, *1lo is but a commonor |”
among professional people, “Ils is only a
fradesman |7 among (radesmen, “ 1o is morely
a  mechanic—a  labourer!” Just so, proud
feathertop! he is bul o sworkman ; ho is but a
workman, exquisite | and sowas thy God!’

Toe “ Woaren's Winvow.—-A targe and im-
portant window of seven lights has just
been filled with sfained glass in the north
transept of Fxctor Catheldral, and called tho
‘Women’s Window,” trom the fuct of its cost
having becn defrayed by Devoushive women of
all clusses, The idea of sueh o window was
originated by the Arehdeaeon of Kxoler, bnt
the soleetion of tho subjects hay been the work
of Miss Ii. Marviott of tise Close, Bxetor ; tho
design has been made by Hardman & Co. of
Birmingham, and the execution of the work
has boon carried out conjointly by thosoe artists
and Me. I, Deake of Exeter. The centro lght
is somowhat larger than the othors, and con-
taing tho figure of the Blessed Virgin robed in
whito, with three lumups, emblematic of Faith,
Hope, and Charity, in tho uppor purt; and
above vhig, in wsmall wreoil vpening, Jorming
part of the sume light, is the halflongth fgure
of Hve, looking down on her in whom her re-
proach was wiped away and the promised hope
fulfilled. "Tho othor six lights are filled with
full length figures :(—1irst, of Miriam, with her
timbrel in her hand, represontative of Pootry,
Art, and Accomplishments ; second, the Queen
of Sheba, typical of high rank and intelect ;
third, the little maid of Israol, expressivo of
domestic servico; fourth, Lydia, tho seller oi
purple, representative ol trude and commoreo;
ifth, Bunice, with Timothy, setting forth the
gpeeial work of women, tho training of tho
young ; and sixth, Doreas, expressing porsonal
service o Christ in his poor.  Tho openings in
the tracery arc chiclly of grisaille worle, but in
the eight trefoils of the fargoe cirelo are half-
length figures of Sarah and Ruth, intended to
el forth Christ as the light of the Gentiles and
the glory of Isracl; of Murthu and Mary, to
ghow his consceration off hwman friendship; of
Rahab and the woman with the alabaster box,
to vepresent ILim us the Saviour of Stunors ;
and of the widow of Sureplu and the widow of
Nain, to point to Christ as the Resurrcction
and the life. The work is desceibed uy being of
greats beauty both in eolowr and design,  The
Ggures are by Messes, Hardman,  The window
was opened with a short doedicatory sorvice on
the appropriate festival of Lady Day, in pro-
sence of a lurge congregation, It may be
mentioned that this window, irrespectivo of the
glass, s onc of unequalled beauty in design ;
and it ig said thuat tho late Sir Gilbert Scott
loved to dwell upon its charm whenever he
visited the Cathedral during the work of
restoration,

Began at Speen-
hamland water, nnd round the Marsh, cross the
Basou in the Wharf in a boat, and then pro-
coeding along the diteh, through Mr. Clark’s
yud, &e., through Mr. Loyd’s, and over the
wall, one man and two or three boys, and then
proceeding on for Sandleford. Stopt on tho
the mount in the Inne and cut x eross, put Os-
good on end upon his hoad, and done unto him
1s was necessary to be done by way of remem-
brance. When we carmie to the canal in Mr.
Montague's park, a poor Jew, as a spectator,
was pushed mn, and we suppose he will not very
soon forget it. The grand jury was so good as
to give him Bs., and then proceoded on straight
to n great tree, and then down to the viver, and
then on to the bridge at Newtown, where they
refreshed themeselves with cakes and ato, and all
sung the 104 Psalm, and then procoeded on
through Mr, Colman’s, and through the woods
for the Wash Common, and when wo came to
Mr, Daw’s Mill a shoemaker wus pushed in, and
narrow escapod being drownded.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC,

Gaspe. — Mission of Sandy Beach. — The
Church's solemn fast of Lent has been duly ob-
sorved in this Mission, which lies upon the
shores of Guawspo Bay. Tho Missions on the
Guspo coast are viry trying to the parish
priests, from their isolated condition during
the winter months, when the only communica-
tion with the ouler world is by means of such
trevelling as the wintor snow-roads permit,

Tho Mission of Sandy Beach is situated on
the north and oast sides of Gaape, which is
about threo miles wide at its narrowest part,
This division of the Mission by walor renders
communication between its various sections an
arduous werk at all times, ospecially in the
summor and fall of tho year, when heavy gales
of wind mako erossing the bay dangerous and
sometimes oven impossiblo.

Thoro aro threo churches inthe Mission, via,,
St, Joln's, Sandy Beaeh, on tho south side, and
St. Matthias', Poninsula, and St. Peter's, Little
Gaspe, on tho north side, the distance between
the two last being eight miles of not too goad
rond, The Mission has during the last two
yonrs and a half been in charge of Rev. W. T.
Favrgythe, an alumnus of St Angustine's Col
lege, Cunterbury. During this period the
church at Sandy Beach has beon repaived ex-
tornally and intoriorly, the interior being
newly painted throughout; a new carpet and
communicant’s towels have been procured by
mombers of the congregation; and a handsome
altar cloth, stono font, reading desk and lectorn
have beon prosented through the kind aid of
friends of tho ivcnmbent in Kngland., Services
are hold here once every Sunday and on all
saint's days. During the oarly part of last

summor daily evensong was maintained.

A new frontal has also boen presented to
Penirsula Church, Hore services are held once

an three Sundays of the-month, and on chief
festivals.

Little Gaspe Church has been ceiled and
pined, a new bell procured by the congrega-
tion, a handsome altar cloth and altar linen
presonted by the Killum Sisters. Here ser-
vice is held once on two Sundays in the month,
and also on one week-day evening, besides spe-
cial services in Lent, &c.

During this past Lent special services were
held in all parts of the Mission, The season
was ushered in by an early celebration of the
Holy Communion (the first early celebration
ever keld in the Mission) at Peninsular Church
on Ash Wednesday, when, despite the severity
of the weather, seventecn communicants par-
took of the holy mystories. '

At 11 o’clock a large congregation assembled
again for service, which consisted of matins,
commination service and Jitany, with short
address. Special hymns were sung, but the
canticles wero rend.

Special praise is duo to the young lady or-
ganist at this church, who, since the organ was
procured, two years since, has ably trained the
small choir.

At 7 pm,, evenmsong and the sccond part of
the commination sorvice was said in Sandy
Bench Church, when a sermon was preached
by the incumbent. A Jargoe congregation was
present,

Besides the Sunday services, there was oven-
song and the second part of the comminalion
service, with addresses on the ‘“Seven Last
Words from tho Cross,” every Wednesday at
Sandy Beach Church; and the same service,
with addresses on the Sacramonts of the
Church, at Peninsula Church every Friday;
and three weel-day services at Little Gaspo
Church,

At these apecial services at Sandy Beach and
Peninsula Church the well-known and beauti-
fully pathotic ““Story of the Cross” was sung.

In Holy Week the services became daily,
and on Palm Sunday matins and celebration
(with seventeon commuuicants) at Sandy Bonch,
and ovensong and sermon in afternoon at
Peninanla.

The incumbent was hinderod by bad roads,
caused by warm spring weathor, from getting
to Little Guspo in timo for evensong in the
ovoning; but on Monday evening service was
held there; Tuesday ovening, service at Penin-
sula; Wednesday morning, service at Penin-
sula, with celebration (21 communicants) ;
Wodnesdny evening, sorvice at Sandy Boach ;
Thuraday morning, service at Sandy Beach,
with celebration (10 communicant-); Good
Friday morning, service at Peninsnla and in
the ovening at Sandy Beach; Laster eve, even-
ing service at Poninsula. Loster Sunday—
Barly colebration of Communion at Poninsula,
with special hymns at commencoment of ser-
vico, after prayor of consecration and bonedic-
tion, and tho Ter Sanctus and Gloria in Bxcel-
sis sung ; 24 communicants ; Matins, with carol
and speeial hymns, and colebration (sung as
ut early celebration) at Sandy Beach, with 41
communicants ; evensong, with carol and spe-
cial hymns also at Sandy Besch.

Thus in this isolated Missicn tho Church has
ted her children through t!¢ solemn season,
bidding them to follow thei- Lord along His
path of agony to the triumphal scene of Easter-
tide.  Although the labor of the Mission Priest
has been uphill work, and there are many
obstacles, still tho work of the Chureh has been
steadily progrossing. The incumbent of the
Mission is shortly about to leave it, being ap-
pointed by the Rishop of Quebee to the parish
of Stanstead, E.T.

Broyeron axn Winpsor ——The annual vestry
meotings held throughout this Mission hrought
out the general feelings of interest which has
been for some time apparent in Church work,
The accounts were satisfactory, and the attend-
ance: greater than usual., The following are

the churchwardens for the enguing year.—
Brompton : A. H. Kvapp and David Addison.
‘Windsor Mills: Gardiner Stevens and John B
Riff Hardwood Hill: John H. Bliss and
Greorge Wilkie, the last re-elected.

At Windsor Mills it is purposed to add g

During Lent a weekly service was held,
the neighboring clergy preaching in turn,
which was very highly prized by the people,
and kept alive the feeling of unity among the
various congregation. This plan, if' carried
ount generally, would likely meet with favor
among Churchmen, A new face and a differ-
ent voice, aven if proclaiming the same truth,
is always a welcome and pleasant thing; and
when the Missionary can himself be present, it
does him good to meet a brother clergyman
in what is often lonely and trying work,

The new church at Hardwood Hill is going
on steadily, though slowly, but we are not to
despise the day of small things or feeble efforts,

LexnoxviLLe.—Bishop's College.~The an-
nual meeting of the corporation was held on
April 28th, The accounts for the year 1885
were submitted and approved, The financial
state of the College and School shows an im-
provemont. The legacy from two ladies at
Quebeec amounts to $30,000, being s larger
sum than was first stated. Towards the $5,000
required for the Bishop Williams Wing $3,300
has been promised, and further promises are
asked for by the Reetor. A report of the Prin-
cipalship endowment fund was received. Tho
usuul reports of the Chairman of Trustees, the
Chairman of the Council, the Principal of the
Collego and the Rector of the School were ro-
ceived and adopted.

At the Convocation held the same day, the
Regulations for Divinity Degrees recently
printed in the GuUARDIAN were passed. The
Lennoxville Divinity Degrees are now open to
graduates of other Universities and Colleges
under the same terms as they are to the alumni
of Lennoxville themselves,

On Thursday, April 29, the rite of Confirma-
tion was administered to thirteen of the boys
of the school. The candidates were presented
by the Rector. After the layiny on of hands,
hymn 280, ‘'Thine for ever, God of love," was
sung with greot feeling, One of the boys con-
firmed had heen received into the Church by
Baptism a week previously.

QueBec,—This city has been favored with
the presence the past week of a number of pro-
minent Bishops, Clergymen and Laymen of the
Church of England in Canada. The Bishops of
Niagara and Algoma, Revs. Dr. Partridge and
My, Murray (Rector of the Cathedral), Halifax,
Dr. Mockridgo, of Hamilton (Secretary), Rev,
My, Armstrong, of St. John, and Messrs. Mason,
of Hamilton, Reyunolds, of Brockville, and Dr.
L. H. Davidson, of Montreal, were all present
in attendance at the meeting of the Board of
Domestic and Foreign Missions; whilst tho
Lord Bishop of Montreal, with the following
clergy of his diocese, viz,, the Dean, Archdea-
con Iivans, Canon Mills, Principal Henderson,
Rev. J. Rogers, and Judge Mackay and A.F.
Gault, Iisq., were present to support, and Canon
Davidson (Rector of St. Armand East, P.Q.),
Chancellor Heneker, of Sherbrooke, and Dr.
Duvidson, to oppose, the application of the
Montreal Diocesan Theological College for
power to grant degreesin Divinity. The oppo-
sition to the bill proved successful, and if re-
ported by the Committee it will be in such
form as will secure tho demands of those object-
ing thereto.

Board of Domestic and Foreign Missions in
Connection with the Church of England—A
meeting of the Board was held in the National
School, Quebec, on Wedinesday and Thursday
inst. The Lord Bishop of Quebec presided, snd
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besides the members mentioned above from out-
gide the diocese, there were also prosent Revs.
Mr, Fothergill and VonIfland and Captain
Carter, resident members. A good deal of
routine business was transacted.

The following figures are from our Parivh Re-
gisters and Synod Roturn:—Sunday services,
221; weel-duy services, §79 (daily at Mat-
tawa, when pricsts or assistants in residence,
the averagn daily attendance being 7); cele-
brations of Holy Communion, 45; baptisms,
43; confirmed, 36; marriages, 3; burials, 9;
pastoral visits, 650; familics, 85; individuals,
414 ; communicants, 101; offertory for all pur-
poses $348.15 (our only source of revenue);
miles travelled in performance of duty in Mis-
sion, by priest 2,920 and by lay readers 3,260.
Parochial collections for M ssion Fund will
probably exceed last year, the returns not be-
ing in yet.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

———

John Bull, the most able and influential organ
of religious and political conservatism in Eng-
land says :—

The death of Archbishop Trench must not
pass without notice, if it were only for the his-
torical position which he occupied as the last
Archbishop of Dublin in the Established Church
of Treland, and the first Archbishop of Dublin
in the. Disestablished Church of Ireland, and for
the skill and judgment with which he steered
through the muny difficulties of the changed
relations of that Chuveh to the State. But he
had other claims for our admiration and regard,
as o graceful pooet, an accomplished scholar, and
a learned divine ; so that, even apart from his
old connection with Westminster, it was not un-
suitable, that he should be buried within the
walls of the venerable Abbey which he loved so
well. It was no smasll sacrifice of his own per-
sonal feelings and wishes when heo left its quiet
precincts for the more exalted, but less peace-
ful, position of Archbishop of Dublin, and he
said, with more truth than some of his brethren,

Nolo Episcopari. But he felt that it was the
call of duty, and though he may not have fully

vealised how soon the waves and storms of Dis-
establishment were to pass over his new posi-
tion, none who knew his zeal and energy and
devotion could doubt but that he would have
still aceopted it. He fought the battles of the
Church with all his might, and whea Mr. Glad-
stone pacified Ireland—the first of his many
successful pacifications—by abolishing its con-
nection with the State, he exerted himself to
make the change as little harmful as he could,
and also 10 prevent the ill-reguluted zenl and
Protestant devotion of some of its members from
inflicting on it injuries far more severe than the
Disestablishmen’ itself. It is mainly owing to
him that the state of the Church of Ireland is
not more unsatisfactory than it is. We may
regret that one who by his special talents and
tho bent of his genius seemed better suited for
the studious and literary life than for thedreary
business and wrangling in which he found him-
self involved in the reorganization of the Irish
Church ; yet we recognise gratefully how in
that uncongenial task he did manfully what his
hand found to do.

" A correspondent of the Family Churchman
presents soven problems for the materialist,
He says :(—

Whatever objections may be urged against
Faith, far greater obstacles lie in the way of
Infidelity. The Atheist and the Materialist
have some tremendous difficulties to surmount
before they can expect to commend their cheer-
less creed to reasonable, thinking men., Seven
weighty problems, at least, demand a solution
at their hands. Materialists must, inter alia,
satisfuetorily account for the origin of, and the
phenomena presented by,

1. Matter—The earliest ator, the primeval
molecule.

2. Natural Law—Gravity, growth, chemical
affinity.

3. Life—With its so-called ‘ physical basis,
protoplasm,” and with its dark, inexplicable
negution—denth.

4. Mind — Thought, consciousness, aspira-
tion, :

5. Moral Law—The stern and stubborn fact
that moral evil or sin—wrong-doing—does ac-
tually produce suffering.

6. The Jews—With their time-honored obser-
vance of fhe yearly Passover and of the weekly
S:bbath.

7. The Christian Church—With her universal
observance, during 1,800 years, of the Lord’s
Day and of the Liord’s Supper, and with her
world-embracing practian charity, dealing
with the crying needs of the human family, as
she bears her message of comfort to the sor-
rowing, and with the tender touch of her heal-
ing hand applies balm to the sores and suffer-
ings of mankind.

Wise Worps Faon A DissENTER.—Dr. Parker
of the Temple Church, London, commenting on
the “People's Bible,” on Leviticus II:—12
to 16, snys :(—

“Here is the element of discipline even in
worship. We have not been accustomed to
aggociate worship and discipline, but the two
cannot be properly or justly-—that is, in har-
mony with the genius of the divine purpose—
dissociated, Worship is discipline, discipline
in its highest sense is worship. " Is God careless
about the way in which he is worshipped, or
approached, or sought unto? Already in theso
ancient writings we find that it is God himself
who marks the road, keeps the gate, g ves the
password, indicates times, seasons, gifts,
quantities, methods, There is no human in-
vention in all this poetry of worship, nor is thore
laxity No man is left to himself to invent his
own religion, to-build his own little altar, and to

have everything according to his own way of
“thinking.” i '

Under this title the author presents the
world with a really valuable book setting forth
the duty of the Christian towards threo dan-
gerous developments of the present day—Infi-
delity, Impurity, Intemperance. It is just such
a book as is needed ; popularly written, yet not
loose or indefinite in thought or uim; out
spoken in denunciation of and in attack on
the evils referred to, but yet equally outspoken
in pointing out the true remedy and in exproess-
ing the duty of the Christian. The author evi-
dontly sympathizes with and endorses the work
of Mr, Stend, to which he refers soveral times.
The whole book is so good and frue that we
would willingly, had we space, quote largely
from it. We can but give this ome extract in
reference to the second evil, impurity, in which,
after denouncing in scathing terms the criminal
who betrays and ruins the innocent girl, hocon-
tinues :—“ That the deliberate author of 2 ruin
such a8 this—and there aro hundreds who boast
of the number of ruins they have secomplished
—should be received into the society of the
just, the uprightand the pure; should merit tho
confidence of bis fellow-men, and be entrusted
with the responsibility of a logislator, either
hereditary or elected ; should mingle freely
with the wives and daughters of others, is a
paradox, an absurdity and a crime.” How
much more terrible a ¢rime is it for Christian (/)
parents to bestow a daughter in marriage upon
such outeasts and criminals; and yet it is dove.
Every line of the book is worth reading, and we
heartily commend it to the attention of our sub-
scribers, and would express the hope that it
may be largely circulated in the parishes of
this Ecclesiastical Province.

Mr. Doty unveiled the tablet and made some
appropriste remarks, in which ho contrasted
the weakness and almost hopelessness of the
Awmerican Church at the time of Mr, Baldwin’s
ordination with its present rapidiy increasing
strength and futare prospects.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Bishop of Poterborough stated during a
recent debate in the House of Liords, that be-
fore the Reformation pews were unknown in
England The St James Gazette says that
surely this is a mistake., Church seats were in
use in England some time before the Reforma-
tion, and are mentioned in records as old as
1450 by the name of * pues.” From a plan of
the interior of the Church of Hartlepool, pro-
gerved in the Corporation recovds, dated May
1gt, 1600, the numbor of ‘ pues or stalls” were
thirty-three, including the stall of the ¢ Viear
and clerk, and the *stail or pue for the mayor
and brothren.” Thore appears, moreovor, to
have been an arrangemont between the mayor
and chief burgesses and the Vicar that not only
the chief burgesses, but also their wives, should
have “pues” seperating thom from the ordinary
burgesses. In Omerod’s  History of Cheshire,”
published in 1819, it is statod that in the paro-
chial chapel of Wotton, in that county, supposed
to have been erocted in 1500, that dato is to be
found on the pews amongst somo anciont carv-
ings. Pews in a London Church, in or before
1524, are mountioned by Stow. In the churchof
Geddington St. Mary, in Northamptonshire,
there was in the early part of the present con-
tury a pew dated 1602, and in thechancel of tho
same church was another pew dated 1504, The
Bishop of Peterborough’s disapproval of pews
is indeed no novelty, for thoy were censured by
Latimor and Bradley so far back as 1553.

Counrcn choirs need a little talking to ab
times, and the Bishop of Rochester’s advice to
them is all the more valuuble because it hints
in the most delicate mannor possible to a vory
serions oceasion of scandal. The Bishop said :
T want tosay o word abouf choirs, We are
all coming to feol that Church music is a great
help to worship. It is a very groat privilege
and distinction to be permitied to take part in
leading the praises of the congregation. I
feel that if members of the choir accept the
privilege of taking purt in tho services, the
one thing they owe to Almighty God, to the
congregation, and themselves, is reverence. I
know choirs where their singing is almost a
means of grace; it is done so rovaerently that
it lifts the whole service to a higher level, I
have also, I am sorry to say, seen choire which
during the service were turning over their
music books, or whispering, instead of pray-
ing; and people sco it, and & chill comes over
the services, and thosewho ought to be nearcst
to God when in His presence and helpers of
the service, are actual hindrances. I again
would impress upon you the ono secret—rever-
ence.

Tae Rt Rov. Harvey Goodwin, D.D., Lord
Bishop of Carlisle, has arrived in New York.
Bishop Goodwin is one of the ablest occupants
of the English Episcopal Bench, and we ear-
nestly hope that the Canadian Church will
have the beneflt of his fervid eloquence and
1ipe wisdom beforoe his return to the mother-
land.

THEOLOGICAL EDUCATION,

In tho course of tho discussicn which took
placo before the Privato Bills Committee of
the Legislature of the Province of Quebee, at
Quebec, upon the application of the Montreal
Diocesan Theological College for power to con-
for Dogreos in Divinily, an important question
was started by the Lord Bishop of Niagara, to
the offect that, inasmuch as theological cduca-

. tion in any College within tho occlesiastical

province affocted the wholo Church of England

_-in Canada, the consent of the Bishops of said

- then being sought.

Province, or of a majority of them, should be
‘obtained and bo proved before the Commtttes,
bofore tho granting of any such power as was
His Lorvdship put the
principle not only on the ground of the in-
terest which the Bishops of tho Church, as
such, must have in the education of the clorgy
;who may sorve in their sovoral dioceses, but
also particularly on educational grounds, inas-
much as probably o higher standard of educa-
tion would thus be obtained. In behalf of
himself and Bishops of the Provinee, he enter-

“ed strong objoction to the granting of the

-applichtion until their opinion was expressed
or they were heard before the Committee.
- Another principle was advanced as well by

“the Hon, Judge Irvine, acting in behalf Qf

Bishop's Colloge University, as by others, viz.:
that inasmuch as the matter of degree-giving
power affected the whole Church of England in
Canada, the consent of the Provincial Synod to
any such application should be obtained.

Both these positions are worthy of the calm
and careful consideration of Churchmen
throughout the ecclesiastical province. There
can be no doubt that strong reasons may be
advanced in support of both proposals
and thore ¢an be little less doubt that if they
could be earried into effect it would be for the
benefit of the Church at large. But at once
the question of Diocesan rights avises, and not
only rights but Diocesan jealousics ; and it is to
be feared that mueh difficulty will be expe-
rienced in obtaining the consent of the dioceses
composing the ecclesiastieal province to any
control by the Provincial Synod in this mat-
ter, if such conirol be not already vested in it by
the constitution. There would seem fo be in
this, and in the Declaration of principles, ex-
pressions which would indieato some such in-
tention ; and certainly the suggestion scomed
to recommond itself to the members of the
Private Bills Committes, and perhaps their
judgment, as entire strangers (o the jealousies
and claims of the dioceses, renders it more valu-
able. If such should be the decision of
the Private Bills Committee, it would
render imperative the consideration -of this
question fully, as well in the Diocesan Synods
as in the next session of the Provincial Synod.

We admit that for ourselves we have not
had an opportunity to come to a decided opi-
nicn, The principles certainly recommend
themselves to our judgment, but their applica-
tion is not free from difficulty,

MONTREAL DIOCESAN THEOLOGICAL
COLLEGE CONTROVERSY.

Our readers will bo glad, we feel sure, to
learn that though the necessity of opposing,
before the Private Bills Committee of the Le-
gislaturo of this Province, the application made
for Degree conferring powers by the Represen-
tativos of the Montreal Theological College was
not prevented, (as it might have been}, yet that
the vesult has been such as must be gratifying,
not only to the Diocese immediately affected,
but also to the whole Chureh in Canada. All
the most important demands of those opposing
the Bill have been maintained or conceded:—

1, The objectionable features of the Trust
deed, to which referonce was made in this paper
a fow weeks ago, have been entirely withdrawn
and the promoi:rs of the bill have agreed that
the property shall be placed (as is usual) in the
hands of the Bishop of the Diocese and s Suc-
cessors,in trust, for the purposes of the College,
and without any limitation whatever in regard to
the training to be given therein.

2. The principle also which the opponents of
the bill insisted upon, that private individuals,
however eminent, and even though the Bishop
as such should co-operate with them, were not
cntitled to speak or make such application
without the consent of the Church through its
regularly organized Synods, has been fully re-
cognized ; and if the bill be allowed by the
Committee it is agreed that it shall contain a
clause to the effect that it shallonly receive the

ganction of the Lieutenant-Governor of the

Province after being submiited to the Synod of
the Diocese of Montreal, and by it approved
and accepted. '

3. The third principle which the opponents
of the bill insisted upon, viz.; That the College
to be Diocesan must be connected with the
Synod in some way, and that the latter shonld
have representation upon its Board, if it so de-
sive, has also Deen secured; and it is agreed
that the Bill, if reported to the House, shall
contain a clause providing that the Synod shu.li
be represented upon the Board of Governors by

such number of elected members as may be
agreed upon between the Synod and the present
Board of Governors at the meeting at which
the said Bill comes up for the approval of the
Synod ; and said representation continue unless
changed by mutual consent.

Though opposing an application which was
endorsed by the Bishop of the Diccese was cer-
tainly an unpleasant and painful act, yot we
feel gratified thatthe result has been one which,
we are sure it will be admitted by many even
of those who acted insupport of the application,
is without question beneficial to the Church at
large, as relioving the Bishop and the Diocese
from a thraldom in regard to Theological train-
ing, which we feel sure, had it been fully un-
derstood in the first place would hardly have
been imposed or consented to.

AN who were present were struck by the ex-
treme courtesy manifested by the members of
the Private Bill Committee, none of whom
hanpened to be members of the Church of Eng-
land; and by their earnest desire to subserve
the interests of, and do no injustice to, the
Church; but it 18 much to be regretted that the
reports which appeared in one of our morning
contemporaries of the procecdings before the
Committee were far from impartial and just
and pot always correct. Our readers musttake
them with a very large amount of * salt,” in-
deed; a * grain” will not do.

ITALY, says the Family Churchman, is by no
means hopelessly fastened to the Roman sys-
tem. Padro Curci has made another conovert,
Don Domenico Allessiani, incumbent of St.
Eustacchio, one of the parish churches of Rome.
The new convert hag addressed the following
letter to the Cardinal Viear :

“Eminentissimo Vicario,—~After much time
spent in studying questions of theology and dis-
cipline, [ find it to be my duty from love for
Christian truth to withdraw myself from the
Papal jurisdiction, in order to dedicate myself
wholly to the work of the liberation and refor-
mation of the Catholic Church in Italy. I
therefore spontaneously renounce the benefices
of the Church of St. Bustacchio, which I have
had the honour of holding for the space of a
year, together with the other faculties benign-
antly granted me by the Roman Curia, which
declaring myself most obliged for the many
favors received.”

~ The National Church, referring to the answers
elicited from the clergy in Ireland by the Re-
cord, as to the material and spiritual condition
of the Irish Church, saya: “ Serious as the pre-
sent condition is, the future prospects of the
Church, with Home Raule in view, with land-
owners rained or expropriated, and with £3,-
006,000 of Church funds invested in Irish mort-
gages, are, humanly speaking, simply appall-
ing. - Tt was in-1874 that Sir William Harcourt

-
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Jeclared that the residuary legates of Disestab-
lishment in England would be the Church of
Rome. It would seem a8 though now be were
about to be & party to fulfilling his prediction
in the case of Ireland, where Disestablishment
has, unhappily, been zecomplished, and where
Romanism is rather & political organization
than & religions faith.,”

B0ARD OF DOMESTIC AND FOREIGN
MISSIONS IN CONNEGTION WITH
THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND
IN CANADA.

The Board held its regular meeting in the
Nutional School, Quebee, on Wednesday and
Thursday last. The Lord Bishop of Quebec
presided, and there were also presont the fol-
lowing members:—The Lord Bishop of Nia-
gara, the Bishop of Algoma, Revs. Dr. Part-
ridge and J. Murray (Halifax) ; J. Armstrong
(St. John) ; Dr. Mockridgs, Secretary, (Hamil-
ton) ; Fothergill and Vonlfland (Quebec);
and Messes. J. Mason, Treasurer, (Hamilton) ;
Reynolds, (Brockville} ; Capt. Carter (Quebec)
and Dr. Davidson (Montveal).

A good deal of routine business wae trans-
acted, voports of Committees read, discussed
and dealt with, and the accounts of the Trea-
snrer sebnitted.

A discussion arose in regard t6 the advis-
ability of establishing & monthly magazine
speciaily devoted to Missionary intelligence, as
the organ of the Board ; but it was ultimately
determined that the Secretary should be suth-
crized to issue one number, at a cost not to ex-
ceed $150, as a teutative effort.

The Bishop of Algoms made a short state-
meat in regard to the position of affairs in his
diocese, and informed the Board that on the
30th June pext there would be, his treasurer
said, o deficiency of $2,300 in the sum required
to meet tho stipends of .his clergy, of whom
there ave twenty-four working in the diocese,
at an average salary of §760 per arnum.

Tho Woman's Auxiliary to the Board of
Missions is forming new branches in the seve-
ral dioceses, and already is doing (as the sister
organization in the States has done) s good

work.

Though limited in the number of members in
attendance, the meeting was an earnest, practt-
cal and business-like ore.

In the evening a very large and interesting
Minsionary meeting was held in the Music
Hall. The Lord Bishop of Quebee occupied
the chair, and upon the platform there were

also the Liord Bishops of Niagars and Algoma, | p

Revs. Dr. Mockridge, Venerable Archdeacon
Pinkham, of Winnipeg, Dr. Partridge and J.
R. Murray, of Halifax, J. Armstrong, of St.
Julu, Nean Carmichael and Dr, L. H. David-
son, of Montreal, and the City Cleigy.

After the opening exercises, the Lord Bishop
of Quebee, after briefly stating the object of the
mecting, introduced the Rev. Dr. Mockridge,
Seeretary of the Board, as the first speaker.

In the course of his address, the speaker re-
ferred to the formation of the Society by action
of the Provincial Synod, and to the necessity of
aggressiveness in carrying on the work of the
Caurch, pointing out that she should not be
content to do only her work in the land, but
should also aid in carrying on Missionary work
abroad. He thought the Church in Canada had
perhaps been o little remiss in this work, bub
thero wag no use now in wasting time.on idle
regrets, He thought it was now time, though,

to put our heads together and assist this great
missionary work. He wanted the women and
children enlisted in missionary work, and re-
ferred to the formation of ladies’ associations
1o Torouto, in Hamilton, in Ottawa, in Mon-
treal, and in Quebec. He spoke of the offer-
Ings which even children can give out of their
pocket money if trained in the habit of giving,

{and mentioned instances of what had been done

by children in his own parish, in earrying out
suggestions made him by their excellent Bishop
Hamilton. (Loud applause.) He wanted, while
he thought of it, to thank the city of Quebee for
sending them =0 excellenta Bishop, (Liond and
long continued applauss.) -

After singing a hymp, the chairman cailed
upon the Lord Rishop of Niagara, who received
upon rising to address the meeting a prolonged
ovation, the agplause being such that his Lord-
ghip was unable for some moments to proceed
with his address. The Bishop expressed his
hearty thanks for the warmth of the reception
which welcomed him back to Quebec. In a
visibly affected voice, he said that on this sub-
jeet his heart was so full that he could not
trust himself to say more than simply to give
oxpression to the old saying, that “ Absence
makes the heart grow fonder.” His Lordship
gaid that if thero was anything that was dis-
agresable to him it was making a speech ; yet
when he mef again with all his old friends in
Quebee, be felt that if he commenced to say all
he would like to tell them, he would never
know when to atop. He would like, fiest of ull,
to tell them all about his work in the Dioceseof
Niagara which God and His church had entrusted
to his caie. If thero was a largo slice of his
heart bere, thero was now a larger portion of it
which was interested in his work in the Diocese
of Niagara. He would like to be able fo tell
them, did time permit, of a1l its cities and towns
and villages, to take them all up with him in
fact and show them to them, but if he did so, ho
could say what would become of the Bishop of
Quebec, for he felt that many of them would
not be likely to come back again. Ho reforred
to the manner in which the various magazines
and other pericdieals which were now in the
bands of almost everybody, presented to the
world sl the difficnlties in way of our holy reli-
gion. These were so dwelt upon that they be-
came magnified into real difficulties. e
thought the best remedy was to turn to the his-
tory of the church and #uere find out that tho
Church of to-day is the very same as if wus
eighteen centuries ago. And notwithstanding
this, there was not a single wripkle to show its
age or any sign of coming weukness, but on the
contrary it possessed all the vigor and freshness
of youth. All other societies and organizations
withered and decayed because thay were the
work of man. The Chruch was not the worl
of man but the work of God, and consequently
she never grew old. He glanced at the various
missionary efforts of the Church throughout the
conturies which had elapsed since its foundation,
at its gecret growth apd increasing influence
until it virtoally Christianized the Roman Em-
ire. He glanced at the subsequent preserva-
tion of the Church in Ireland while savage wars
desolated the remainder of Burope, and dwell
upon the wonderfal results of the missionary
efforis of those sont forth from the monasteries
of that Iand, to which so many eyes are turned
at the present day with much anxiety. He de-
geribed the work of the residents in these
monasteries, and said that though circumstances
alter cases and that a clergyman settling down
amongst his people with his family was con-
sidered the best method of doing successful
Christian work amongst them nowadays, yet he
thonght that much good could still be done by
bodies of good men banded together like the
jnmates; of the monasteries to which he had re-
forred, and before error and superstition had
crept in amongst them and corrnpted them. He
urged the necessity of fighting against the pre-
vailing sin of covetousness in these money-

making days, and said that it was mnot by

an annual subscription that it could be over-
come, but by a persistent and continuous prae-

tice of self-denial. His Lordship thanlzed the
audience again, and sat down wmid loud ap-
plauso.

The Ven. Archdeacon Pinkbam, of Winui-

peg, in o somowhat lengthy but intoresting
speech, reviewed the history and work of the
Chureh in the Northwest, and urged tho elaims
of that section of the mission field, Ho recalled
the fact of Bishop Mountain's visit to Red River
in 1844 to eonfirm and ordain; theappointmont
of Bishop Anderson, who resigned in 1865, be-
ing succooded by the present Bishop, the Right
Rev. Dr. Machray, who in 1888 had only about
twenty-two clergy inhisdiocose, Now the one
Bishop had increased to six, while tho number
of the clorgy is nearly a hundred. Of the six
dicceses forming the ecclesiastical province of
Rupert's Land, threo are in tho far north, and
inhabited alinost entiroly by Indians, but the
Saskatchewan, Ropert's Land and Qu'Appelle
were yearly recoiving large ndditions to their
population. He mentionod the fact that the
largest religious body ia tho Northwaost Pre-
vinces was of the Church of England, Of tho
one hundred clorgymen already referred to,
nearly fifty, or one-half, wore engaged in work
in tho Dioeese of Rupert's Lund or the Provinco
of Manitoba, Ho alao explained the ronsons
why help was reqnired, and tostified to tho
willingness of the people, even in the poorost
parts of Raperi’'s Lund, to do all that lay in
thoir power to help on the work oftho chureh,

Tho last speakor was the Bishop of Algoma,
who, ovring to the late hour at which he got
the floor, nearly ten o'clock, was obliged to
limit his address very considorably, as ho said :
“ Missionary m.cetings should closc at latest at
ten o'clock” 1o roferved to the peculiar char-
acteristics of his dioceso, comprising a territory
800 miles long, with o lake shove line of 1,000
miles; the poverty of the people; the barren.
ness of tho country in many parts, and other
hindrances. Yet progress had been made, for
in 1882 there wore fifteen clorgymen in the dio-
cese, now there are twenty-tour. Then there
were forty-eight churches, and now thore are
sixty. They ave not very ccclosiastical in
style, but they ave at ol ovents froe of debt,
and before the building of a new church iscom-
menced it is always insisted that tho plans be
submitted to the Bishop, with o statemont
showing the amount required to build it, in
hand, or pointing out from what source it is
to be received. Ho gave a most interesting
and touching account of the sclf-denying noble
labors of one of his Missionavies, tho Rov. Mr,
Renison, and in coneluding said that if success
was to attend the Chaveh's work in the Novth-
west Missions, it must be by systomatic and not
by spasmodic giving, for “Order is heaven's
Syat law.” Theve is also required, he said, a
little more sacrifice, and “ sclf-sacrifico " at that.
They would all remember tho story of the man
whose patriotism was so intensc that ho ex-
pressed his readiness to sacrifice ever thing to
it, all his wife's relations and evon his mother-
in-law. Now he thought this was something
like tho sacrifices made by some church people,
who when economy becamo necessary seldom
thought of “solfsacrifico,” but commonced and
ended it with the things of the House of God.
For example the giving up of the Church paper,
the reducing of the contributionsto church pur-
poses, the giving up of the pow or seat in
Church, whilst all the time the expenses of the
household for table and style, or for personal
luxury remained untouched and undiminished.
The Dr. administered & strong but kindly
warning aguinst this extensively prevalent evl,
and concluded his address amid loud applause. .
The offertory, which was then tuken up, was,
we understand, very large. The hymns sung,
led by & choir of ladies and gentlemen, under
divection of Mr. Bishop, organist of the Cathe-
dral, were well chosen and heartily joined in by

all present,

It is hoped that in {ime educated
Japancse Christinns will boattached
to the staff’ A theological library
will be in it, as in the Cambridge
Mission in Delhi and the Oxford
Mission in Culeutta.

SQUTH AFRICA.

There is reasen to hope that the
long night of disconragemeont that
has hung over mission work in Zu-
zuland and Swaziland is making
way for & dawn of Dbettor things.
The present boundary of Zululand
. 1o tho south is Tugela river, To

the north of Zululand, next the In-
dian Ocean, we have Tongaland,
inhabited by a race inferior to the
Zulus, and despised by them, espe-
cially as preferring peace to war.
Tongaland was o dependency of
Ketchwayo's; its people now_pass
freely into the labor-fields of Natal,
under the protaction of Chief John
Dunn. To the north-west, Zulu-
land borders on Swaziland. Though
the Swazi men are inferior to the
Zulu men, their women are superior
to the Zulu women, and noted for
their beauty. These tribes have
10t been molested so much of late
by filibusters from the Tranevaal,
Sir Charles Warren's action having
proved a wholesomedeterrent. His
erection of a protectorate over
Bechuanaland, moreover, will be
found of great advantage to evan-
golistic efforts, which can now be
securely extended in the interior
right up to the Zambesi.

WEST AFRICA,
The Bishop of Sierra Loeone's re-
cent visitation of the Yoruba Mis
sion lasted from November to Jan-
uary. He confirmed 512 African
Christiane at Liagos, Abeokuta, &e.,
and admitted two Africans to dea-
con’s Orders. He took an active

Lagos in Christmas-tide.

Bishop Ferguson, of Liberia, has
received from Bishop Bedell, of
Ohio, a gift of 2,000 dollars to be
used for a new mission station,
bearing the name of Thurston, in
momory of Bishop Bedell's mother.

ISLANDS OF THE PACIFIC.
From Hawaii we lately an-
nounced that, in compliance with
a memorial, the Bishop of Hono-
lulu has consented to tho forma-
tion of the English-spoaking into
o distinet congregation at the
Cathedral. Unfortunately this con-
cestion has mnot brought contunt-
ment with it, and a sharp contro-
versy has beon carried on between
the Bishop and the British Vice-
Consul, who is treasurer of the
building committee, and a promi-
nent member of the new congrega-
tion. Bishop Wiilis at length felt
compelled to send to the local
papors a leiter to the Vice-Consul,
in which he says—with regard
especially to & charge of having
formed a plan for proceeding with
the orection of the Cathedral,
whereby a debt of $10,000 would
be kept out of sight:—These
chargoes affect me not merely as a
citizon of Honolulu, but as a
Bishop of the Church of God. I
therefore demand that you prefer
them against me before the one
tr'bunal to which, as Bishop, I am
amenable—that of the Archbishop
of Canterbury. If the charges are
found {0 be true, you will rid the
Anglican Episcopate of an unwor-
thy momber; if they are found to
be false, I shall ask his Grace to
call the attention of the British
Premier to this attack by the dele-
gate of her Majesty’s representa-
tive at Honolulu.

The attempt of Germany to
oust Spain from the Caroline

Islands has brought them into
notice, Whatever has been done
on them for Christianity bhas been
done by Denominational Mission-
aries from the United States. In
1852 the American Board of For-
eign Missions commenced work on
the iste of Ponape, which has from

thence gone forward even to the
Marshall and Gilbert groups. At
present there are twelve American
missionaries, men and women, who
use & small steamer. In some isles
native converts have charge of
congregations; in some the whole
population attends Christian wor-
ship. The people are neatly cloth-
ed, and the condition of society
generally is quite changed.

BORNEO.

From the island of Borneo the
Bishop of Singapore and Sarawak
sends an account of a six days’
walking tour, twenty miles from
the Equator :—It began with two
miles of swamp, passed on batangs
—trunks of trees lengthwise—on
which it is very tiresome to keep

one'’s balance so long. It was a}

relief when we had to climb the
hills. We reached Dor by noon.
At this village, Mr. Howell, the
missionary, presented twelve Dan
Dyaks for confirmation. At the

next the Bishop confirmed twenty-
two.. Here, too, the villagers have
built a mission-house, and they
have decorated the sanctuary with
carving and scroll-work, more
pleasing to iy eyé than any con-
ventional English crnament would
have been, Other like visits fol-
lowed; everywhere the natives
were found ready to receive the-
Gospel and instruction.

INDIA.

At the laying of the foundation
stone of the Cathedral at Rangoon
by the Imperial Viceroy, Bishop

Strachan said that since his prede-
cesgor, Dr. Titcomb, entered the
diocese in 1878, the nummber of
clergy had increased from nine fo
twenty-nine; eight new churches
had been built, and three new mis-
sion stations established—one on
the Andaman and Nicobar Islands.
The cathedral is to be of brick, in
a modified early English style,
with transepis and apsidal east-
end, while a tower and spire, 190
feet high, will be built close to but
distinct from the main building.
The cost will probably come up to
three lakhs, towards which one
lakh has been assigned from the
Church Lands Fund.

At Caleutia, the Bengali cathe-
dral congregation wish to erect a
new church; as they say their pre-
sent worship is neither convenient
in place nor in time, This comgre-
gation dates from 1858; it now
numbers 300.

love, were it not for the riguts of
personal property on which it rest-
ed. The institution of property
must not be weakened. It is inti-
mately allied with the sacredness
of family life. Men who seek to
undermine it are, whether they
know it or not, enemies of Chris-
tinnity and of mankind. Let the
Tomperance crusade be conducted
with scrupulous loysalty to the
principle of the rights of property.
