Loxvox, Oct. 1.—Sir Michasl Hicks-Beach,
gpeakiog at Salisbury yesterdny, said the
Government was attempting, in concert with
the powers, to circumacribo the area of the
existing Roumolian disorders, Referrivg to
the alarming increase of boycotting in
Iteland, he said the Government was prepar-
ing to deal with the evil with & strong
hund.

Duzrrx, Sept, 26,-~The following is the
spirited rejoinder of United Ireland to Hon,
Mr. Chamberlain's cowardly threat to let
loose England’s thirty millions upen Ircland,
and to bis declaration thet Homs Rule, or
Legivlative Independeance, would * never” be
granted to the Irish people. The Irish
National organ writes :—

Can we hurt England? ln the sense of
smushiug ber army and navy, icdubitably No
Urder present couditions, the day on which
England can get ns ta draw out onr forces in
battle urray and pull a trigger, is our lust. It
is because she knows how impregoably she
srands intrenched behind her fortresses, iron-
clads and hundred-ton puns, that she issn
eager fur us to come on with oar tin pilinheads
and blackthorn sticks.  And it is becnnae wei
oourieh no illusiory npen the subject, bu:
know perfectly wel! that numbers, discipline
and bullets are averwhelimingly agninst us,
that we decline tn end the controversv on the
Fifteen Aeres and let Irivh disiffection sink
helplessly into & blondy grave, We know a
rrick worth ten of that. We cannot dghrs
Bagland in the open. We cannot keep her in
hot water. We cannot evict our Erulish
ruiers neck  and crop. We ean make
their rule mare izsupportable fur them
even than for us It mov be o more in-
glovious form of wartare then thut which
is celebrated to the stirring music of the
trumpet and the cannon ; but it is no fault
al ours if wo cannot organize Waterloos to
decide our quarrels. We were nioc mil-
tivns, end Eugland has bled us down to four.
Our young wen have fewer opportunities of
learning the uee of firearms than of studying
Chivese. A man may vory easily lose his
life in importing a rifle. He will a-suredly
lose hia liberty if he keep it auywhero that it
won’t rot. Taking up arms is one thing ;
haviog no arms to take up is quite snother,
and is our cage, I3 Mr. Chamberiain then
quile sufe, not to soy magnanimous, in brag-
ging that Hugland has swollen her own
populstion and depleted ours to the pnint at
which she can rovereignly snnp ber fingera at
our voorst ¥ We think his arithmetical mode
of reasoning dapgerous a8 well as heartless
We cxpect to find his cruel tanat as to the
helplesrness of four millions, us agsinst
thirty-fons, quated with jubilee in the organa
of the dynsmiters as a somplete vindieaticn
ot their recipe for making up for wunt of
unmbers by strength  of guo cotton
The dynamiters in England  probably
never numbered a score all told. Yet for
several years they kept millions of people on
nervous tenter-hooks every timme they heard a
bang ; nnd it took a legion of specin] poiice
to protect the Mivisters, lepisiators, palaces,
arsenals and monumenta of Enuzland from the
contenta uf their black bags, The fnvincibles
wero a band of just twenty-seven; yet who
cenpot recall with o shudder that they mur-
dered two of the principal covernonrs of the
country oppoeite the Lord Liesutcuant's win.
dows, attacked jurors and judges in crowded
streets, held a great city for months in a
wtate of chattering terror, and were only
Gonlly smashed be muse they failed to remem-
ber that refusing to open their lips in the
Castle Star Chamber only involved n week’s
imprisonmeut.  We recall these things, not
that wo do not shrink from ruch mad and
sangtinary conspiracies with at least as
wenuine horror as e, Chamberlain does, but
because Mr Chamherlain’s brate-majority ac-
gument, if pushed to extremitics, wonld bavendd
alt doubt preduce a crop of smilar ¢'ubs d &
enreges, which are disbanded at prescut, no:
ehrough teoror of the tope or the vigilinee of
the potice, but threnwsh a convictivn that the
Irish people ars ot in & mood for tolerating
them. The argument of numbers might in
that event he sardomcelly retorted ; for the
more: millions of peaple there were to be ter-
rerized, and the few er the terrorists, the more

rpvily  they  could  find  victims  to
practice upon, and  could eover up
their  own  tracks. Nor .are murder-

ons clubs of manisws or smelderingeivilvar by
any means the anly physical dizeomforis thut
wonld attend Kngish rule over a thoroughly
rxasperuted Ireland.

It began seven centuries ago, and we have
it in the day we are now living in, with
the same fullness and clearnsas—its clarion
pote ringing in our eara. Mark you, we
kave the voice of the Irinh people constantly
crying ouk to us.” Aud when ia the hours
of joy, an well as of sorrow, it repeats
itaelf from people to people, from gederation
to generation, then wa are in a position to
know and realize the first dnwaing of the idea
of voz populi, snd that the full, honest ex-
preesion of s people’s mind is the expression
of God Himsell.

from Queen Elhzaheth to the present day,
and of the sufferings und persecutions en-
dured by the Irish prople while England was
rosortiny to the most barharous means for
exterminating them, sud taking possession of
their lund, and attempting to bring it to ita
loweet state, depriviag them of all ediucation,
putting to death those who would dare tn
worahip their God, and supplanting Pro-
testants in the place of those whom they
banished—then are wo able $o see that there
is not merely the question of race, but we eee
the question of religion superadded to it for
the purpose of destroying and taking away
their vary character.

Here,
then, Iadies und gentlemen, have we the voz
populi in u very clear munnoer. The Irish
prople had learned that the great and biessed
freedom which God had givea them waa a
right to which they were entitled but of
which they lhad Deen deprived. (Great
cheering. )
Having reviewed the famine periad of 46
and ‘47, and the terrible misery which per-
vaded the coustry at that time, and which
aroused the sympathics of all pations inciud-
ing Turkey, whose Sultan subscribed $3,000,
and having dwelt on the glorivua fact that is
undeniable, of the faith of the I[rish ruce
amidst this proionged period of suflering,
hunger and misery, the learnsd doctor pro-
ceeded :

and banishipg the Irish ruce. Magna Charin
will for ever stand out in the nnnala of
Romnn jurisprudence and be a model for
other nations, bnt excellent as it is in
its principles, it is uselesa to the people
of Ireland while England continues to
control their destinies with the perverse
stupidity which she has shown in her manner
of governing that land. England thinks that
Treland should not be treated in the way she
treats her own people.

And A yesr afier the passing
of that wct I was invited to the same towsn
and the caangs thut had tiken }lace in that
period of two years ustonished me.
H.vioy rcferred to the leform and Eman-
cipation Acts, the learped Munsignor raid
that with the Disestablizshment of the Irish
Church the second question srose ss.to the
extension of education among the Lrish peaple
sud this, teo, hus made many udvances, bu!
yet the present systera retains maoy of the
old peculiarities which are ufiensive to the
people. Yet from all this came an honest
competition for every service to he found in
the bruad ranpe of the Civil Service of Eng
land, and, citing the words of Lord O'Hagan,
**48 soon ag Irishmen could avail of the edn
cution, no less than sixty per cent. of them
conatituted the winners of the prizes in the
Customs of Eugland, (Loud applause.)

A THIRD FACT IS STILL TO BE ADDED.

The spirit of education in Ireland was at the
same time runuing parallel with the spirit of
education in Epgland, sud the Goverumen:
thougnt that such a system might, with the
growth of knuwledgo amony the working
clagses of England, enable those clusses to
behold the injustice rendered to their sister
island.

* In the first pluce, my sweet Abraham,
the Popu is not landed—por are there any
curutes sent out wfter him—nor has he been
hid wt St. Alban's by the Dowager Lady
Speneer—nor dined privately st Hollund
House—nor bren seen near Diopmnore. ., .,
By this time the best informen clergy in the
netghborhoud of the metropolis ure conviaced
that the rumor is without foundation, and,
though the Pupe is probubly hovering about
in o tishing amack, it ia mest likely he will
full & prey to the vigilance of ovur cruieers,
and it is certain he hus not yet polluted the
Protestanism of our soil,

Although it is beside my purpose to ilius-
trnte the ** humorous vein and the pleasing
folly” runuiug through Sydney Smith’s
writings, | shull give by the way aunother
sample of his humcrous sketches. Itis on a
quite diffevent sulbject, showing how the
bodily dispositions react vpon the mind,
favorably or unfavorably, according as they
are gormsl or disordered, and describing in
psrticular the occusional distreesing effects
produced upou the moral conrtitution by such
complsints as poor Mrs. Flanagan labored
under. He says:—

‘* Happioess is not impossible without
health, but iv is of very difficult attainmeant.
1 do not meun by heslth merely au wbsence
of dangerons cumplainte, but that tho buity
should be in perfect tune—fuil of vigor ani
alaeriry.

His expenses are hontly invreasing, and
nothing but n timely retreat cam save him
from ruin, All this is the lobster : aud when
vver-excited nuture hius had time to manage
this testaceous incumbrance, the danghter re
covers, the finances are in good order, and
every rural idea effectively excluded from the
mind,

‘¢ In the same manner, old friendships are

destrayed by tonsted cheese, and hard-salted
meat has led to suicide. Unplereant feolings
of the bady produce correspondent eensations
in the mind, and & great sense of wretched-
ness in aketched out Dy & morsel of indiges-
tion and misguided food, Of such infivite
c'on'ae(}uenco to happiness is it to atudy the
body."—( A Memoir of the Rev. Sidney Smith,
by Lady Holland. )
- In a lettor addressed to the electors relative
to the claims of Catholic Irelund, he presses
those claima with his characteristic force and
menner of ressoning.

WirtLmmaxTtic, Ct., Sept. 30.-—About 100
French-Cunadians, represen-ing communities
all over Connecticut, met, under the auapices
of St. Jean Baptiste Societies, in conven.
tion, at Willimantiv, yesterday evening
The speakers generally urged the education
of ,childrea in the French lenpuage for its
preeervation in fumily apd social aflairs ; also
the preservation of French pames, hut alsn
education iu English, as necessary in busi-
ness, to enable French-Canadiuns to tske an
equul chance with Americars, and to secure
proper political and eocial representation in
American inpstitutions. In turtherance of
their ends, they also urged the formation of
naturalization clubs for se.f-government
and self-protection, The formation of bene.
volent societies was also urged to keep the
poor and sick from becoming a public
charge ; slso for promotion of temperance and
morality, Resolutions were passed embody-
ing these ideas. 1t was proposed to take the
census of French Caonadians in Connecticut,
The next annual convention will probably be
in Meriden. This evening H. A. Dubuque,
of Fall River, mnade an elaborate speech, de-
manding that the Catholic Church supply
French churches in Awmerica with French
priests. This speech created a sensation,
and was heartily applanded,

DESTITUTION AND MISERY AMONG TUHE IALF-
BREEDS OF THE NORTH WEST TERRITORY.

QuEBeg, let. 1, 1885.—A
Father Fourmand, director of the St.
vaurent Alission, on the Saskurchewan
River, to Riel's counsel io thia city, is
published. The writer draws a harrowing
picture of the terrible destisution and s.ffering
of the®w. hundred avd sixty half.-bree women
and children in his mission in consequence of
vhe burning of their houses and the piucdering
of iheir property during the late rebuilion, and
also in consequence of the kudling, thght or im-
prisomnent of the male pupulation.

He furnishes the following figures :—* Men
killed in different battles, 19; crossed the
American boundary sines spring, 35; ted re-
cently, fright-ved by the police and by news
from Regis:a, 23; prisoners, 16,”  Futher Fonr-
mand states the women and children are
vbliged to shelter themselves m rude huts
upen to every wind ; thac they e almost
naked in the daytims and with ub cover
inyz at oight to protect them from tho cold , that

1HE PENALTIES OF CRIME.

MURDERER SENTEXCED TO DRATH—
HEAVY SENTENCE ON A BURGLAR AT
THE WELLAND ASSIZES.

WELLAND, Qut. 2 — At ths Welland assizes
to-dsy John alins iuichk  Donohue was
charged with burglarizing the premises of
W, Goldstein, in Quelice, ta Fehruary, 1852,
und atealing therefrom noereshanm  pipes,
cigar holders, ete., to 3 large amount, The
principal witness was Wm. Hampton, whn
gave evidence yesterday in the civil suit of
the United States Express Company against
Donohue, and who was Douohue's pal in the
crime. r'he jury tock only fifteen minutes
to find him guilty, and the judge immediately
sentenced him to seven yoars in Kingston
Penitentinry. The  grand jury  has
brought in three other indictments against
John Donohue for rveceiving o large
amount of property, knowing it to have been
stolen. John Esterbes, churged with the
murder of his brother, Alex. Esterbes, a:nd
his sister-in-l:\w.\Leafy Esterbes, was tried
here to-dny. The particulars of this case are
still fresh in the mind of the public, and is
one of the most horrible crimes on the pages
of the history of our country. <The families
of both the murdered man and woman were
in court and seemed to take the affair in o
matter of fact way. A great deal of evidence
wes taken tending to bring the orime home
to the prisoner, and the jury retired at 11
p.m. At 1145 they returned into courtand
renaered a verdict of guilty, The judge
sentenced the prisoner to be hanged on the
30th day of November, 15856, The prisoner
received the sentence unmoved,

The other indictments against Clutch Dono-
hoo hove been postpored until next court,
which practically’ means -they will not be
preseed, - he having already been sentenced to
seven, years' penitentiary. ..

A TEXAS TRAGEDY.

GALvEsTON, Texas, Sept. 29, —An Austin
specinl 5 s that o tragedy was ea.cled there
i Sund1y night, in which a negro man aud
three pegro women were brutally murdered
w having their skuils crisheax with an axe.
Chey were servants in the family of W, B
Danham, editor of the Texas Court Reporter,
wed ogcupicl a havty in the rear of his
premiscs. The names of the victims are
Sam Washingwn, tis wife (known as Grace
Vunce). Patty Gitwon and Lucinda Boddy.

It appears that the assassin entered
the room of the sleeping occupanta
through & window, and hefore any

of them awoke succeeded in atriking all four
of them on the head withan axe. Seizing
Grace Vance he dragged herthrough the win-
dow, threw her over the fence, then pulled
her through the weeds across the vacant lot
to a stable seventy-five yards from the shunty,
where he knocked her senseless. She muat
have recovered consciousness, as evidences of
a denth struggle are abundant. He, however,
overpowered her and batterei he. to a
jelly with a brick, and apparently while
life and

she was struggling hetween
death outraged her. While the fiend was
committiog the horror Lucinda Buddy

hnviny recovered somewhat from the blow
she hud received regained strength sufficient
to get up and light & lamp. Tre assastin
eeeing the light returned und sticking his
head in the window cursed the woman and
ordered her to put out the lizht. Oa seeing
him the woman screamed, and ran from the
haildisg. e leaped through the window,

ure, Oct. 2.—Shortly after 3 o'Qlock
thir;l;r:fmng a battery of boilers at the Solar
Iron works of Clarke & Co., on Thirty-sixth
street, exploded with dieastrous effects. The
tarn had just beer relieved by the day force
when ‘the explosion occurred, and that pertion
of the works i the vicinity of the boilers was
filled with a clond of steam. Through tha
dense mist came shrieks and groans which
told the employda beyond the reach of danger
that 8 frightfnl calamity had overtaken &
nomber of -their fellow-workmen. As soon
as the steam had cleared away a rush
was mude Gor the spot where the ex-
plosion occurred, when it was ascertained
$hat the mud drum of the boilers had explod-
.ed and that the escaping steam had scalded
Eaventeen men, Close investigation showed
that of this number fourteen were badly burn-
od and that three were fatally injured ; of the
three, two have since died. Thomas Cattois
and John Murray and three or four others are
not expected to recover, Cattois was terribly
burned snd his skull croshed by & piece of
fiying iron. Murray wea badly scalded and
fearfally orushed under s mass of iron. Th
other names of the injured are :—Fran
Martin, fatally scsldea; F. Thomas, boy,
badly scalded; William Daniels, boy,
scalded and injured by Bying debris;
David Richards, boy, scalded and arms
brokea; Wm. Orth, badly scalded ; R
Goode, boy, badly cut on the head ; Patrick
Henderaon, shearsman, serionly scalded and
injured by flying debris; David Smith,
shearsman, badly scalded; J h thze,
boy, scalded, but not seriously ; W Simp-
son, boy, sealded and ipjured by debris ;
Chas. Heywood, seriously hurt by flyiog de-
bria ; Joseph Steiner, assistant eogineer,
badly bruised and quihtly cut ; Joseph Neff,
boy, bedly scalded ; Praok Neff, badly scald-
ed, and Barth. Anderson, gauger, terribly
burned, will probably not recaver. Secarcely
had the hills along the Alleghany ceased to
reverberate
THE TONBY OF THE EXPLOSION

when frenzied, frightened wives, mothera and
children began to rush upon the scene and
peer anxiously into the fa'cea qi the gaspiog,
dying men, seeking to identify their loved
ones or enqniring in agonized tones if they
bad escaped. Women, bailf dressed, others
patting on their clothing as they run, children
almost nnde ard ecreaming &t the top of
their voices, crowded and jostled each
other in the mad rush for the mill, Arriring
there, there was silence for a moment, and
then a woman’s wail was hesrd and anotber
and another, until there was notbiog buta
discordunt chorus of feminine ehrieks and
moans and cries of anguizh. The cries and
groans of the parboiled men would occasion-
ally rise abave the women's voices.

1T WAS AN AWFPUL SCENE,

and the physiciuns, who arrived at this time,
said they were almost ucnerved st the sight
and in the presence of sc much human saffer-
tog, physical and mental. The injured were
. found lying in all positions; some were go far
away framn the battery that it secmed impos.
sible they conld have been struck by theexplo-
sion. The large number of boys hutt is e
connted for by the fact that they were
employed to handle the hoop iron which was
rolled in the mill near the beilers. Thore
most sevarely hurt were taken to the hospi-
ta), while the others were removed to their
homes, The interfor of the finishing mill
presented
A TERRIBLE SIGHT OF DESOLATION

._aiter the accident, things being badly wreck-
ed. The boilers, six in number, form a bat
tery which is located in the extreme south-
west corner of the mills. The mud drum
roos lengthwise under the six boilers ; it was
the end of this which blew eut. With such
fearfnl force did it explode as to scatter
destructivn on all sides. All tha boilers
were unseated, two of them were tilted
hack and some of them were on ead. In the
rear the wholg wall of masonry waa moved
outward.

A VERY REMARKATLE FEATURE

was the junming of the mud drum’s head
against oue of the engines. This engine was
sitnated o few yarde north of the boilers. The
burst irvu was below directiy ngniust the
oylinder hearl of the engiie, smmshing 1t to
pieces and hlowing the whole hiead in, From
thia the steam rushed out with a loud hissing
sound. Larue stacks of boep iron were blown
all over the mill, machinoes wero upset, rolls
turnid over, and, in one instance, a wheel-
barrow was tumnhled through a door. The
iron machiues and benches were ull

THROWR TOGETNER IN INEXTRICABLE MABSES,

under which severs] of the men were buried.
Accideutv « f this nature base eccurred at this
mill before; the firet cue five ytars ago,
when no oue wus killed ; the sevond one
Bappened cighteen months age, when, al-
thoogh several persons were gculied, no one
was fatally hurt, Oa the iast ovcasion two
nien were arrested for tampering with the
boiler, vut there was no proof on which to
convict them, "This mornisg's explosion
was eatsed by mud cating throuph the cover-
ing of th- snud drum,  Pieces of the drum
were pickes up which were put more thun
the thirty second purt of an inch thick,

Five of the viclima are prononaced fatally
injured anl their Jeaths sre momentnrily ex
pected. Their names are Chas H. tHeywood,
Jog, Gets, I’. Henderson, Thos. Stein und WV,
Duniels, Tne others will, no doubt, recover,
The coroner has adjourned his favestigution

till to-morrow,

CANNIBALS QEFEATED,

BrossrLs, Oct. 3. — D tcehes just received
here from sthe Congo briog further details of
the discoveries made by Lieutenmant WWiss
man, who found the banks of tife Kesui river,
down to its juuction with the Congo, more
thickly populated . than any other portion
of Afrita, For twenty four hours Lieutenant.

on taking up one of the three daily
papers of the city, T became interested
in the report of a most elequent. addrees de-
livered the evining before by the eminent
iawyer and brilliant orator, Emory A. Storrs.
I found that this distinguished jurist did not
consider that South Bend owed its fame to
its great material developments, Mr. Storrs,
a'lading to the University of Notre Daxe,

famona, not becanse of any natural advan-
tages, but because of Notre Dame and Sg
Mary’s—becanse of Father Sorin.

As a Catholic, thia interested me, and I
determined th go out to the University—a
drive of two miles—and spend a day or two
in vieitiog this renowned Imstitution,
or, I should ssy, cluster of Institutions—
for, though separate, yet ir closo prox-
imity ure, the University, under the Fathers
of the Holy Cross, the Industrial Schools con-
ducted by the brothers of the same order ;
heyond the lakes, on the banks of the St
Joseph River, St. Mary's Academy, and the
Mother Honge of the Sisters of the Holy
Cross; and mapy other impusing buildivgs,
of which 1 will make mention farther or.

Forty-fuur years age, the present venernble
Superior-Geperal, Father Sorin, came frow
Fraoce with six Brothers of the Qcder, and
on the banks of the two picturesque lakes—
St. Mary’s and St. Joeeph’s—laid tre founda-
tion of what is now & villuge in itself of over
a thonsand souls, comprising the Uni-
versity of Notre Dame, with itz ample
accommeodation for five handred students.
The grand main buildiog, surmounted by its
eplendid Dome, two hundred feet from the
ground, seems a fitting threme for Qar
Blessed  Mother, whose burnished statue,
sixteen feet high, crowned by an aureole of
eleotrio lights, is gracefully poised upos it, as
it midway between heaven ind earth ; with
outstretched hunds, she is ever, by day
and by night, blessing thu broad acres
with all thefr wenlth of animate and
inanimate nature, which - nearly a &core
years Bago were sclemnly consenrited
to her by the Most Rev. Archbishop
Spalding, surrounded by many other prelates
and priests, aod thousands of devout
Cutholics gathered from muny states to assist
at the memorable crowping of the state on
the Dome of Qur Blessed Lady.

To the left of the University stands the
beautiful Chnrch of Qur Lady of the Sacred
Heart, 276 feet in length, with nineteen
altars, built at tbe cost of over a handred
and fifty thousand dollars—mostly the
contributions of the devout clicots
and children of Mary throughout the United
States. But the real beauty ia within, The
paintings with which it is sdorned, and the
frescoiny of its grained arches have vot their
equal in the Usited States. Thin chef d'@uvre
1 gha work of the celeorated artist, Gregori,
who wus brought from Rome in 1873 by
Fatner Surin for this purpuse, and has since
been rerained as Director of the Art Schools
in the University and at St. May's, The
towers of the church comain a chime of
twenty three bells; the priocipal ono—the
grent Bourdon—is the largent bell in the
United Statee.

¥hne Couservatory of DMasic, or Oleon,
incluoiag also the reading roows and the
Exiubition Hall, is ancther large asd imposing
strueture, to the right of the Universny, any
ny itz side mnotir eplendid  buildivg—
Scvience Hall——with its lecture rooms, muse-
wmns, laboratories, cte,, and o8 pemdant to
it, there’will be crected o lerue Library,
piving a regular frontage of 800 1cet.

In the rear ure situated the lonyg range of
buildings for kitehen, laandry, »nd other
domestic purposes ; the pricting office of The
Ave Marie wnd SciuLastic, with its fiue
ste@m presses, and ite book publishing de-
pariments, And las’, but not leasd, wi the
Uuiversity proper buildings is St I iward’s
Hall, the gem of the dumasin. Is is fitted
up with elegance, and furnighed with
every advantuge a8 o primery ech ol
for youug boys from gix to twelve
years of age.

On another poriion of Notre Dame’s domuin
ia the Mauual Labor Szhool, where, under the
oirection of the brothers, a large vumber of
twys, from fourteen to tweoty ycare, are
teught 2 variety of trades. Oun.the border of
St.  Joseph’s Lake are the Novitiate
and  Scholasticate Houses of the Order;

If we can judge from what we see, I declare
1 never saw & happier lot of men than I did
at Notre Dame. Nor is it so very difienlt to
account for ¢this; on the contrary, it
is quite reasonable. The Order i
not eevere; all it requires is good
10ill, good bealth, and devotedness to duty.
Even with thess qusalifications, muny will
fail in the world ; here they will succeed and
be happy for life and forever. The farm, the

Women, wnd even chil-
dren, were s ruthlessly slaughtered
a8 the meu, and neither the vestments of the
priest nor the garb of the nuns gave immunity
from staughter. The vast wajority were
Lrautally hacked to death, bur ** Carrier’s
Repunlican Marringes,” which werse in vogue
during our first terrihle Revolution, were
rudely imitated, aned hundreds of Christian
men and women were tied together by their
bands and feet and throwa into the sea. In
conpeciion with this terrible outpouring of
Christian blood avery grave chargeia brought
nguingt Gen, de Courcy. The Vicar Apostolic
of Cochin Chiua, Mgr, Van Camelbeke, sent
a missionary to the general with the snd
tidings of the massacres, und imploring aid.
The missionary, it is reported, experienced
great difficnlties in breaking through the ridi-
culous red tape that prevented his seeing
the genersl, buv at last ha sucoveded in ob-
tuintng an interview, and a gun-buat was
promised, bnt thia did not resch. Quinhon
