A VERY MOURNFUL despatch [rom Lon-
don tells the unwelcome stury that “a
digease of the brain, which has for some
time atticted John Ruskin, is increasing.
He is docile and generally quiet, but has
the delusion that he is surrounded by
enemies, who are awaiting their chance
to assault him.” Pocr Ruskin! his
work is evidently done. Yet he per
formed more grand things than suflicient
to secure for his name a niche in the
temple of immortality. Over-worked,
the human system cannot unceasingly
stamd the strain. To Ruskin, as to many
another bright soul, a twilight is vouch-
safed, between the glory of his literury
day, and the darkness of the grave’s
long night. Such cases nlways recall to
onr mind the fate of Hugh Millar, Buat
for him it was not a calm blank at the
close of a storm voyage vpon the sea of
science. Scarcely bad he written the
last line of the * Footprints of Creation,”
which contends with his * Testimony of
the Rocks” for the palm of his master
piece; scarcely had lie Inid down his
powerful pen and turned to rest his
weary brain, than the darkness came—
Iike an eclipse upon the sun, like night
saddenly rushing over space. Buat with
the great mujority of the noble writers
deep thinkers, great minds that grew ex
hausted before the end, the blank was
calm and mournfully tengthy. We fear
it is to be so with Ruskin. But come
what may, aslong as the English Ian-
guage is read, and art admired, the gen-
erations of men can live with Ruskin
and bless him for the countless blessings
he has shed upon their way of life.

It is surprising what a noise is made
whenever a handful of country people,
irritated on the one hand and excited on
the other, step over the threshold 6f the
Church and proclnim themselves Pro-
testants, The thing is so unfrequent that
the presg, lead by the 1Vitness, re-echoes
the news from Atlantic to Pacific. And
yet, all that time, without any pablic
demonstration, calmly, conscientiously,
and®ervently, studious menand women
are entering the fold of Catholicity. To
this siatement the general answer is that
these converis are minors, children, or
persons who change their religion after
marriage. Just to prove the contrary we
will give the figures of the conversions at
St. Patrick’s Church alone, during the
year 1892, Eighty were baptized Catho-
lica, Of that eighty, there were 37 males
and 43 females; 16 of them were mar-
ried and 64 were unmarried ; 23 were
minors (under 21 years) and 57 were ma-
jors ; under twelve years there were 7,
over twelve years, 73. These converts
are from the following persussions :
Anghcans, 57 ; Presbyterians, 97; Metho-’
dlsts, 2; Baptlsts, 5; Lul.henans, 1;8al-
vat.lomsts, 2 zmd undenommatmns.la,

And yet no person ever heard a word
about these conversions ; the Church of
Rome requires no flourish of trumpets to
prociain her triumphs ; she knows that
eventually all must be gathered into one

fold.

Ix the Sundry Oregonian of the 25th
Dec., there appeared an editorial under
the heading * A Relic of Medievalism,”
in which the editor attacks the hierarchy
of the Province of Quebec on account oi
the threatened suit between the Canada
Revue and the Most Rev. Archbishop of
Montreal. A Catholic correspondent
sends ue the article and asks for the
“fucts of the casze or cnses relerred to,”
as he does not think the editor in ques-
tion would do an injustice to the Catho-
iic Church. The fucts are very easily
stated, they require no elaboratton. Un-
der the mask of Catholicity the papers
in question seized upon an unforiunate
event, a sad scandul, and while heralding
it on all sides they pretended to be only
desirous Lo corrcet crrors and do away
with abuses. In order to earry out this
peculiar programme—the usnrping of
the ecclesiastical authority and dictat-
ing to the bhierarchy—they atiacked the
Sacraments of the Church and gave vent
to such principles as were the bnsis of
the Cominune in France. While deny-
ing to the eclergy the right to
have a say in politics, they intruded red-
handed upon the domain of the Chureh
and assumed the right to regulate its ac-
tions, even in its most sucred functions.

, | The united episcopate of the Province

repeatedly warned and advised, almost
begged and solicited these organs to dis-
coutinue. At last when no attention was
paid to the prelates, and ailtacks upon
the faith, upon the most sacred institu.
tions of the Church were repeated, and
under the garb of Catholicity these wri-
ters were attempting to undermine the
confidence of the faithful, the head of
the Church, in this section, was forced
to intervene and protect his flock from
the ravages of the wolf ; he simply drove
the wolf off from their doors. As a se-
quence one of the papers—still pretend-
ing to Catholicity—appeals to the Civil
Courts against the Ecclesiastical author-
ity. There is the sum and substance of
the whole matter.

WE find the names of four Quebecrcv-
erend gentlemen signed to a published
document that purports to be a state-
ment of facts prepared for the Commit-
tee of the Quebec Auxiliary Bible So.
ciety. One of these ministers is Rev. Mr.
Noble ; ergo we may expect more or less
exactness in the statement—we mean as
much exactness as an over-wrought zeal
and a blind bigotry will allow. The facts
{7) collected are for the purpose of prov-
ing that whenever a copy of the Holy
Scriptures is found in a Roman Catholic
family, the priest condemns it to the
flames for the zood of the people. To
substantiate this wholesale and absoluie-
1y false charge these learned gentlemen
furnish the public with four stories re-
sembling in every way the “ tales of our
grapdmothem.” The report says, “in

the light of these facts it would be too
much to say that the priesthood wilfully
deceive the people about the Scriptures
circulated by the Bible Society, but one
thing is quite evident that ‘they do err
not knowing the Scriptures.’” That ia
about on a par with the stories of the
woman in Daulacstreet, the family some-
where in St. Roch’s, and the indefinite
household in St. Sanveur. Surely four
reverend gentlemen must be very far
gone, or very much overcome by the
influence of fanaticism, when they can
subscribe their names Lo such a statement
and procluim it to be the fruit of their
labor and investigation. The idea that
the Cathoiic priesthood does not know
the Scriptures js a good one—there is
really someshing novel aboutit ; Mssrs,
Stobo and Compiny should get a patent
for it.

IT 1s woNDERFUL how the American
secular press grows excited over gvery
rumor about Mgr. Satolli, and pro-
nounces, off-handedly, upon his every
move and intention. Again, it is aston-
ishing with what avidity Italian de-
spatches are seized upon and trumpetted
all over the land ; while the wild and
unfounded statements of every petty
Neapolitan infidel sbeet are given to the
public with as much agsurance as if they
came from the Prelect of the Propa-
ganda. On January the fifth, Mgr.
Satolli wus ot to be tolerated by the
American Bishops ; the Vatican, there-
fore, was obliged to recall him instead
of having him remnin in Ameriea to
represent the Pope at the Chicago
World’s Fair.

Tuxr Southern Crosa;, of Adclnide, gives
the religious census of the Australian
colonies. In ali Australia the members
of the Church of England number 1,485,
066 ; the Catholics, 801,118 ; the Presby-
terians, 493,369; and the Wesleyan
Methodists, 354,594. These vre the four
most numerous detiominations. The
percentages of Catholics in the varicus
colonies are :~—New South Wales, 2553 :
Western Australia, 2532 ; Queénsland,
2356 ; Victoria, 21'81 ; Tnsmania, 17°58 :
South Australia, 1472; and New Zea-
land, 13'93. Ngw South Wales is, there-
fore, the colony in which the Catholic
Church claims the greatest number of
adherents, whilst in New Zealand the
proportion is lowest, but even there
Catholics farout number every denom-
ination except the Anglicans and the
Presbyterians. The percenbage of Catho-

lica for all the colonies is 21:08, or over
one-fifth of the toha.l populatlon.

Pat-
rick’s Soclety. '

_ Rarely has a meeting of St. Patrick’s

Bociety been more largely attended than

the one held in St. Patrick’s Hall, McGill
street, Friday evening.

The meeting wasa specirl one called
for the purpose of presenting a congratu-
latory address to Mr. J. J. Curran, on his
appointment to the position of Solicitor-
General of Canadn. The members of the
society, irrespective of their political
leanings, turned out in full force to honor
their pressdent.

The illumination of the address pre-
pared for the occasion, as carried out hy
Mr. Edwin Cox, was s triumph of the
illuminator's art and bore beautifully
executed drawings of Ireland’s patron
gaint and emblems of the Irish nation-
ality in gold and coloss,

The meeting was called to order short-
ly after 8 o'clock by Mr. P. Wright, the
first vice-president, who, in o few well
chosen remarks, stated the purpose for
which the members had assembled,
closing by inviting Mr, Curran to & seat

on the platform.

Mr. Curran’s appearance was Lhe sigual
for hearty applause, and alter he had
bowed hig acknowledgements, Mr. S,
Cross, recording secretary of the society,
read the address as follows :

The St. Patrick’s
society under its new charter can also
point to names amongst its pnst presi-
dents whohave reflecied honor on the
old land and a benefit to Canada—the
late Mr. B. Devlin— (applause)- —Hon.
Ex-Judge Doherty, Hon. Senator dMuarphy
—(great applause)—and many others I
might mention, The society has been
doing good work all along, and doing it
unostentatiously. Your charitable com-
mittee has done its duty nobly. Your
immigration committee hns been hard
at work, Some people aay we should not
encourage these national associations.
Let me ask you, what is more grateful
to the ear of the poor immigrant landing
on our shores than to hear the lamiliar
accent of his native land. (Applause.)
The man who can forget the land of his
forefuthers will not be any greal acquisi-
tion to the land of his adoption. (Ap-
plause). We love Ireland, but we are
true to Canada. (Applause}. We hope
to see the virtues of theraces frum which
Canadians spring transplanted on Cana-
dian soil, and amongst no class is there
greater devotion to this land and toits
institutions than amongst Irish-Cana-
dians, who take pride in the past and are
satisfied with the present, and who have
the mast ardent hopes for the future of
Canada (Loud applause).

Mr} Curran concluded an eloguent re-
ply by referring to hia political career.
He bad been honored by his chief with
an important trust and would endeavor
to justify the choice. Sir John Thompson
{prolonged applause),undoubtedly as able
o lawyer as could be found anywhere,
had selected bim for hisSolicitor-General,
He hoped to deserve as much commend-
stion from him as he bad met with from
his constituents and friends, He had
sought to do his part honestly, conscien-
tiously, in the past. He could say his
finaneial condition was not more pros
perous to-dny than when he had entered
publiclife. (Loud applause.) He hoped
to do something to cement all good Can-
adians into one brotherhood and ex-
pressed the hope that the old St’ Patrick’s
society would be able to point to as
noble deeds in the future as in the paat.
(Great applause.)

Mr. W. E. Doran next made a brief
address. He said he had been known as
a Liberal in politics, but he had faith in

Mr. Curran. (Applaunss.) He said that

" gentleman had made many sacrifices in

battling for the rights of his people, and
they would not forget it. Had hebeena
self-seeker he might have hud a seat on
the Bench, or an office of ease and
emolument. He had labored until he
had achieved, at least in part, the break-
ing down of the barriers that bad existed
against Irish Catholics in this province
since Confederation. He hoped Mr.
Curran would go on aund prosper, and
nchieve still greater successes. (Ap-
plause.)

The meeting terminated with a general
hand-shaking, which the Solicitor Gen-
eral i likely to remember for a long time.

UNIVERSITY OF LAVAL.

Figures Glven by La Semalne Religeuse.

In view of the project on foot to bunild
n Cntholic University in Montreal as a
branch of the University of Laval in
Quebec, and with fthe object of replying
to certain charges that the mother house
was benetitting unduly from exemptions
from taxation, und otherwise, La Semaine
Religieuse publishes an article this week
giving weveral intereating facis and
figures in connecction with the institu-
tion. In 1663 Mgr.de Laval, who was
related to the Royal family of France,
founded the Seminary of Quebee, and
endowed it with the revenue arising from
the Seigniories of Beaupre and Isle de
Jesus, the fief of Sault au Matelot, a
house at Chateau Richer, and the Seig-
niory of La Petite Nation, near Mont-
real. These properties had belonged to
the prelate himself, and had been ac-
acquired by him at his own expense.
They were not very valuable at the time,
the country being but thinly populated.
The article trices the growth of the
Seminary from

ITS FIRST FSTABLISHMENT

in & little wonden house, built in the gar-
den of the presbytery, up to the present
day, when the priests gccupy a series of
edifices, which, together with the Uni-
versity of Laval, founded in 1852 as an
offshoot of the Seminary, extend to &
length of 1530 feet. :

The teaching staff of the University of
Laval consists of twelve priests, called
itgreges, and sixteen auziliaires, at a
anlary of $120 per annum each. These
are nssisted by fifteen ecclesiastiques at a
salary of $556 per annum each, so that
the total amount paid in salaries to the
forty-three professors annually is $4185,
or “less than the amount received by
one bank manager.)” Further, each of
the twelve agreges receives his board at
the expense of the establishment. Bsti-
ninting this at $120 per anoum each, the
total amouunt paid the twelve agreges in
salary and board would be $2880, or
about helf the salary of a Judge-of the
Superior Court.” These men work four-
teen or fifteen hours a day, and are al-
lowed only two hours and & half for re-
creation. The Rector of the University
of Laval, who is at the same time Supe-
rior of the Seminary, received the same
salary as the other agreges, $120 per
annum ; the Rector of the University of
Toronto receives $4000 per annum. The
University of Toronto is endowed by
Government ; the University of Laval
is supported by the Seminary of
Quebec. The number of pupile in
the Seminary and the University of
Laval is 590, Poor externs pay nothing;
those ,who pay, pay $1.80 per month,
while students of the High School at
Quebec, are charged $50 per annum, or
nearly three times as much. Since 1352,
the total deficit of the University is
$840,509.45. This has had to be met
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by the Seminary, which has had to post-
pone many projected improvements on
that account. The Seminary has cer-
tainly large revenues from the proper-
sities already mentioned ; but large por-
tions of these can only be used for cer-
tain specific purposes. ' The couse-
uence is,” concludes the article, ** that
the Seminary is obliged to have recourse
to external sources of revenne in order to
meet the yearly expenses; aud also Lo
reduce these latterto a minimum, 80
that its principal work (that of wnin-
taining the Grand et Petit Seminaires)
suffers deploraply.”

'The Jubllee of the Pope.

The Ar:zhbishop of Montreal has issued
a pastoral on the approaching jubilee of
the Pope, which occurs on February 19
next, His Griace remarks thal it lns
been noticed that,as a rule, when the
Church was passing through peaceable
times, the reign of the Popes averaged
from eight to nine years. The contrary
occurred during troublous times, as
ghown by the long reigns of Pius VL
Pius VII, Giegory XVI, and Pius [X.
When the present Pope ascended the
throne it was not thonght that he could
live long. His health was bad, but
notwithstanding this he had now filled
Peter’s chair for fifteen years and reach-
ed his eighty-second year. Leo XIII hnd
shown himself to be an indefatigable de-
fender of truth and justice. He had es-
pecially defended the working classes and
the poor and oppressed. He had more
especially defended the sanctity of mar-
ried life and upheld the faumily as the
basis upon which Christian society must
rest. Forthat purpose devotion to the
Holy Family was strongly recommended
by His Holiness, and His Grace recom-
mends the establishment of the branches
of the Universal Association of the Holy
Family. His Grace also orders that un-
til March 3 next, the anniversary of the
coronation of Leo X[1L. the oration Pro
Pgpa be azid at all masses. On February
16, 17 and 18 next there is to be a Bene-
diction of the Blessed Sacrament in all
the churches and chapels of the arch-
diocese, and on Sunday, February 19,
the anniversary of the Episcopal couse-

A TIMELY PAPER.

DOES THE CATHOLIC CHURCII SUP-
PLLESS THE SECOND COM-
MANDMENT ¢

[Published by the Catholie Truin ~wwlely of
London, England.]

One of the chsrges most commonly
mule against the Catholic Church in
Protcstant countries—and that not by
ignerant persons only, but often by
writers wio have some reputation for
canduur and learning,—is, that she en-
courages amongst her adherents an idol-
atrous use and “worship” of holy images,
such as is piainly “forbidden in the
Second Commandment”; and that, con-
scious of such image worship being anti-
Seripturnl, she is gnilty of “ totally sup-
pressing” that Commaudment in most
of her popular werks of inatruction; and
—in order to preserve the number of the
prohibitions in the Decalogue—of “split-
ting the Teuth into two separate com-
mandments.” .

Before giving a direct anawer to the
Protestant charge that the Catholic
Church “suppresses the Second Comnm-
mandment,”—i.e., the words *“ Thou shalit
not make to thyself any graven imnge,”
etc,, it is necessary to call attention to
the following fucts :—

1 That in the original Old Testament
Scriptures there is no mention of the
“ Ten Commandments” at ali, but
merely of the * Ten Wordy” delivered to
Moses.

2, That the original Hebrew had no
division of these “ Ten Words,” and that
many eminent Jewish authoritirs—e..,
Jonathun ben Uzziel, Maimonides, Aben
Ezra, and Moses ben Nachinan,—retain
the combination of what Protestants call
the First and Second Commuandments
{snd so fur sanction the Catholic divi-
sion), but regard as.the first “Word” the
opening declaration :—" { am the Lord
thy God, which brought thee out of the
land ,01' Egypt, out of the house of bond-
age.’ .

8. That the reason why Catholica re-
gard the Commandment, * Thou shait
not covet thy neighbonr’s wife,” as dis-
tinet from that which forbids the covet-
ing of his goods, is simply this :—That
us the Commandment against “stealing”
and that against *coveting one’s neigh-
bour's goods” distingnish the outward
act and the inward desire,—so0 the Com-
mandments against “ adultery ” and
“ coveting one’s neighbour's wife” distin-
guish the outward act and the inward
desire. Protestants themselves surely
cannot maintain that the sin of coveting
& man’s ox or ass is similar in kind to
the desire of seducing his wife !*

“ The Speaker’s Commentary,” a sland-
ard Protestant work, edited by the pre-
gent Archbishop of York,—admits (vol.
1. p. 337) that the Catholicdivision of the
Commandments was formally advocated
by Augustine fifteen centuries ago, and
“universolly adopted in the Western
Church until the Reformation ;" also that
“it is still retained by the Lwtheran as
well as the Romish Church.” Archdea-
con, Paley, the well-known Protestant
author of a work on the * Evidence of
Christianity,” in a sermon on Ezod. xx.
5 (published in his collected Works)
gays :—* The First and Second Command-
ments may be considered as one, inns-
much as they relate to the same subject,
or nearly s0. For many ages and by many
Chlurches they were put together and con-
sidered as one Commandment. The sub-
ject to which both relate is falss worship,
or the worship of false gods**

In Addis and Arnold's Catholic Dic-
tionary (p. 186) it is remarked, that the
Catholic division has * the whole weight
of Rabbinical tradition ” on its side ; and
fuether, that is ** the only one consistent

* It is objected that in the Hebrew of Exod.
xXx. 17, the words * Thou shalt not covet thy
neighbour’s house,” precede the prohibition
against coveling his wife; buithe LXX. ver-
slon placos “wife” first, as In Deut, v.2l.

with the Hebrew text, as usually found
in MSS. and printed editions. The text
is divided into ten _sections, which eor-
reapond precisely with our Catholic divis-
ion, These sections are admitted to he
very ancient, older even than the Maso-
retic text, and the FProlestant scholar
Kennicott found them so marked in 460
out of 484 MSS. which he collated.”
Coming now to the Protestant charge
of *‘suppression,” I remark that every
Cathiohc catechism or work of religious
instruction which professes to give the
commandements at longth, containg, of
course, the whole of what Protestants
are pleased to call the “ Second ” Com:
ment. It is quite true, however, that in
some small catechisms, intended for
young children or very illiterate pemaons,
the words referred to ure wholly or par-
tially omitted—and why® Simply be-
cause &!l the Commandments are given
in the brief and concise form in which
our Lord cited them, St. Matt., xix 18,
19, St. Mark x. 19; and St, Paul in
Rom. xiii. 9; and therefore about images
—which are only a part of the
First Commaidhment—ure omitted; just
in the same way auwl for the
same resson that  the seuntence,
tollowing *“ Honour thy Father and
Mother,” and * Remember to keep holy
the Seventh day,” are alwo invariably
omitted in the small Cntechisms.
Aceording to the Spealer's Commentary
(i. p. 336), Ewald, & learned German Pro-
tesiant, ** supposca that the original Ten
Commandments were all in the same
terse and simple lorm of expression as
appent- in the (Prot.) 1st, Gih, 7th, 5th,
and Otn, such as would be most suitable
for recollection, and that passages in
each copy (in Exod.and Deut.) in which
the most important variations are found,
where eomments added when the books
were written.,” Be this ag it may, Pro-
testants would lind it difficelt to pro-
duce, out of the whole Christian liter-
ature of the finst 1,50 years, any work
of instruetion in which the Comumand-
mente are given at length, as in the An-
glican Catechism. * In those copies of
the Commnndments,” says the Spealer’s
Comment .ry, ** which have been nsed in
difterent branches of the Church for the
instruction of its members, the form has
almost nlwiys been more or less abbre-
viated of n part or the whole of those
commmndnients which are the most ex-
punded in Exodos and Deuteronomv.”

Mauny eminent anthorities—TProtestant
as well as Catholic—consider that the
latter part of the First Commandment
(the Protestunt “Second ") was, in the
letter, intended only for the Jews. The
The late Dr. Arnold, of Rugby, says:—
“The Second Commandment is in the
letter utterly done away with by the facl
of the Imcarnation.” * {Stanley’s Life
of Arnold, vol. i. p. 315). And agsin
(vol. ii. p. 405), he writes during his
“Tonr to Rome and Naples through
France and Italy” :—"Now for Bourges
n little more.  In the erypt is a Calvary,
and fignres ns large a8 life representing
theburial of our Lord. The woman who
showed us the crypt had her little girl
with her; and she lifted up the child,
about three years old, to kiss the feet of
our Lord. Is this idolatry ? Nay, verily
it may beso; but it need not be; and
assuredly it is in itself right and natural,
1 confess I cather envied the child. Itis
not idolatry to bend knee, lip, and  heart
to every thought and every image of
Him, our manifested God!”

It seems very evident that, according
to the leffer, what Protestanis call the
“Gecond ” Commandment forbids not
only the worshipping, but even the
“muking " of “ any graven image, or the
jikeness of anything that is in the
heavens above, or in the earth
beneath, or in the waters under the
earth.” “ The Jews,” says the Spsaker's
‘ommentary (p. 331), “have imagined
Lxod. xx. 4to be a prohibition of the exer-
ciseof the arts of painting and sculpture...
Josephus charges Svlomon with & breach
of the law, on account of the oxen which
supported the golden ses, and tha lions
which adorned his throne (Antig. viii. 7.
3 4), and in direct contradiction of Exod.
xxxvi. 31, he denies that the veil which

* «1tis manifest to every Lhinking person
that the fact ofthe Incarnation is a virtual re-
peal of the Hecond Commandment. For in the
l:erson of Jesus Christ there was given us an

mage of God which we might and should re-
present to ourselves in our own mind; and
what our thoughts and minds may lawfally
and profitably dwell upon mey clearly be no
less lawfully and profitably presontad to onr
bodily sonses.” After argulng the poiut fully,
Dr. Arnald continues thus: *The Bible So-
clety, and other Bocletles ofthe same kind, can
have circulated the Scriptures tolittie purpose
if the glght of the Cross aud the Cruclfix wauld
indeed minister to superstition rather than to
godlinesd,” (Arnold’s Sermons, vol. mEBF' 40,
note. Quated in the Quard{an, Feb, 1, 1888),

concesled the most holy place was orna-
mented with living creatures” (Ankiq.
iii. 6, § 4). “From the time of the
Macoabees,” says another Protestant
writer, “the Second Commurndment was
generally understood by the Jews to for-
bid not only the worship of the likeness
of any living thing, but even the making
of it. .» . Origen Raserts that there wis
no maker of images among their citizens;
neither painter nor sculptor was in their
state” [{Adv. Celsum, iv. 31. See Smith
and Cheetham’s Dict. of Christ. Antig.
vol. i. p. 813). It would seem also, from
the writings of Clement of Alaxaudria,
‘Tertullinn, and others, that some of the
early Christiun Converts must have
adopted this Jewish interpretation of
the Commandment. “ It appears that
most of the Jewish converts would enter
the church thoioughly imbued with a
dislike of images; and it is probable
that many of the heathens would be simi-
larly affected towards them out of mere
horror at the idolatry which they had
forsaken.”

Nu doubt the early converls from
Judsaisin continned for some time to ob-
serve the Jewish Sabbath or “ Seventh™
day of the week (see Matt. xxtv, 20);
and fur & much longer period did they
regard ns still in force the prohibition
against “ eating blood and things stran-
yled,”—a prohibition which was actusally
re-enforced by the Apostles in the fist.
Council of Jerusalem (Acts xv. 20).
After a time, the Church, exercising that
power of “loosing ¥ which had been
given to her by Chtist (St. Matt. xvi. 19;
xviii. 18) entirely released the [aithfu)
from the obligation of observing these
onlinances; and exercising the same
puwer also in regard to the ceremonial
part of the First Commandment, ahe de-
clared that the prohibition of the arts of
sculpture and painting was no longer
binding on Christians, From the numer-
ous paintings, sarcophagi, &c., diacovered
in the Cutacombs at Rome, it is evident
that these arts were exercised by the
Christians, under certain necessary re-
strictions, from & very ecarly period.*
Representations of our Lord as * the
Goud Shepherd,” on the Eucharistic
chalices, and mentioned by TERTULLIAN,
who wrote at the end of the seccnd cen-
tury (De Pudicitia). It was not, however,
until the fourth century,—when heathen
persecutions had ceased, and the Chriat-
1ns were at liberty to erect everywhere
large and stately churches in honour of
God and His Saints,—that pictures and
images began to be comn:only employed
us religious ornaments, and as aids and
ineentives to Christian piety and devo-

tion.

They must be regarded as the
outcome of that evil-intentioned sect,
Freemasonry. Freemasonry, although

ing as such, can never be a sincere
riend of the people, for those who put
erroneoug impressions into the people’s
braing are its encmies. The artitices the
society of Masons dispiays are neither
new nor surprising.

To us in Canada, who come in conlact
with the Freemasons of our oountry,
all this fear and anxiety, on the par of
our Sovereign Pontiff, may seem ex
aggerated.

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ARCHBISHOP SATOLLL

A SUMMARY OF Hi8 ADDRESS,

The Deorees of the Raltimore Council
Rematn in Foroe—Arrangements
Between the Blahope and School
Boards Suggested.

Following is & summary of the address
of Montignor 8atolli, Papal Del(e}su-,
delivered at the recent meetir‘uf the
Amesican archbishops in New York, on
the subject: “ For the Settling of the
School Queation and the Giving of Reli-
gious Education.” Monsignor Satolli
says:

'o the Cathalic Church belongs the
duty and the divine right of teaching all
natious to believe the truth of the
pel, and to observe whatsoever Christ
commanded (Matthew, xxviii 28). In
her likewise is vested the divine right of
instructing the young in so far as theirs
is the kingdom of heaven (Mark, x. 14)—
that is to say, she holds for herself the
right of teaching the truths of faith and
the law of morals in order to bring up
youth in the habite of a Christian life.

Hence, absolutely and universally
sgealnng, there is no repugnance in
their learning the first elements and the
higher branches of the arts and natural
science in public achools controlled hy
the State, whose office it is to provide
and protect everything by which its
citizens are formed to moral goodness,
while they live peaceably together with
a sufliciency of te:x:joral %lood_s, under
laws propaguted by civil authority.

For the rest the provisions of the
Council of Baltimore are yet in force, and
in a general way, will remain 8o, to wit :
“ Not only cut of our paternal love do we
exhort Catholic parents, but we com-
mand them, by all authority we possess,
to procure a truly Christian and Catholic
education for the beloved offspring given
them of God, born again in baptism unto
Christ and destined for Heaven, to
ghield and secure them throughout child-
hood and youth from the dangeérs of a
merely wotldly education, and therefore
to send them to parochial or other truly
Catholic achools,” .

United with this duty are the rights of
parents, which no civil law or authority
can violate or weaken.

OBJECTIONABLE FEATURES.

The Catholic Church in general, and
especially the Holy Sece, far from con-
demning or treating with indifference the
public schools, desires rather] that by
the joint action of civil aad ecclesiastical
authorities, there shonld be .public
schools in every State, according as the
circumstances of the people require,
for the cultivation of the useful arts
and natural sciences ; but the Catholic
Church shrinks from those features of
public schools which are opposed to the
truth of Christianity and to morality,
and since, in the intercst of society itself,
these ohjectionable features are remov-
able, therefore, not only the bishops, but
the citizens at large, should labor to re-
move them in virtue of their own right
and in the cauge of moraity.

DANGERS TO FAITH IN PUBLIC 8CHOOLS.

It is long since the Holy See, after
consultation with the bishops of
the United States of America, de-
creed that parish schools and other
institutions under the direction of the
bishops, each according to the condition
of its own diocese, were opportune and
. necessary f{or Catholic youth, from the
fact that it was held for ceitain that the
public schools bore within themseives
appreximate danger to faith and morals,
for various reasons, viz., because in the

ublic schools o purely secular education
1s given—inasmuch as it excludes all
teachings of religion—because teachers
are chosen indiscriminately from every
sect, -and no law prevents them from
.wori:ing the ruin of youth, eo that they
are at liberty to instil errors and the
germs of vice in tender minds. Like-r
wise, certain corruption seemed to, im-
pend-from the fact that in these schools,
or at lesst in many of them, children of
both sexes are brought together for their
lesgons in the same rooni.

WHERE PAROOHIAL SCHOOLS ARE IMPRAC-
-TICABLE.

Wherefore, -if it be. clear that in a
given locality, owing to the -wiser dis-
positions of public aunthorities, or the
watchful - prudence of -‘school - boards,

- teachers and parents, the above-named

send their children to these schools, to

cquire the elementa of letters, pro-
vided the ts themselves do not
neglect their most serious duties, and
the pastors of souls put forth every effort
to instruct the ok and irain them
in all that pe to Catholic worship
and life. Tt is left to the judgment and
wiadom

of the ordinaries to decide
whether, in a certain part of their re-
spective di a parochial school can

pective

be built and kept up in a fitting manner,
not inferior to the public schools, taking
into consideration the temporal condi-
tion of the parents, while graver needs
for procuring Lheir spiritual welfare, and
the decent support of the Church, are
pressing. It will be well, therefore, as
was the wont of our forefsthers, and as
was done in the early days of the Church,
to establish weekly classea in Catechism,

Goe- { which all the children of the parish

should attend. For the better success
of this measure, let the zeal of pastors
in fulfilling their duty and the love of
Catholic parents leave no effort ur-
'

No reproach, either in public or in
private schools or to academics where a
better education is given under the dir-
ection of religious, or approved Catholic
persons. If they make sufficient pro-
vision for the religious training of their
children, let them be free to secure in
other ways that education which the
position of their family requires.

BISHOPR AND SCHOOL BOARDS.

It is greatly to be desired, and would
be a moat happy arrangement, if the
bishop agrees with the civil authorities
or with the members of the school
board, to conduct the school with mutual
attention and due consideration for their
mg’ective righta.

While there are ieachers of any
description for the secular branches who
are legally prohibited from offending
Catholic religion and marality, let the
right and duty of the Church obtain of
teaching the children Catechism, in or-
der to remove danger to their faith and
morale from any quarter whatsoever.

We further desire you to strive earn-
estly that the varions local suthorities,
firmly convinced that nothing is more
conducive to the welfare of the common-
wvealth than religion, should," by wise
gafialation, provided that the system of

ucation which is maintained at the
public expense, and to which, therefore,
Catholics also contribute their share,
be in no way prejudicial to their con-
science or religion. For we are persuaded
that even your fellow-citizens who difler
with us in belief, with their character-
istic intelligence and prudence, will
readily set aside all suepicions, and al
views unfavorable to the Catholic Church,
and willingly acknowledge her merit, as
the onetgat dispelled the darkness of
paganism by the light of the Gosrel, and
created a new society distinguished by
the lustre of Christian virtues and by the
cultivation of all that refines. We

ing into these things clsarly will let Ca-
tholic parents be forced to erect and sup-
ported achools which they cannot use
for the intruction of their children.

PLANS SUGGESTED FOR BENEFIT OF CATHoO-
LIC CHILDREN IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

As for those Catholic children that in
great numbers are educated in the pub-
lic schools, where now, not without
danger, they receive no religious institu-
tion at all, strennous efforts should be
made not to leave them without suffi-
cient and seasonable instraction in Ca-
tholic faith and practice. We know by
experience that not all our Catholic
children are . found in our Catholic
schools. Statistics show that hundreds
of thousands of Catholic children in the
United States of Americaatiend schools
where, under the control of State boards,
and in which, for that .reason, teachers
of every denomination are engaged. Be-
yond all doubt, the one thing necessary
is religious and moral education, accord-
jug to Catholic principles. The adoption
of one of three plans is recommended, the
choice to be made according to local cir-
cumstances in the different States and
various personal relations.

The first consists in an agreement :be-
tween the bishop and the members of the
schonl board, whereby they, in a spirit
of fairness and good-will, allow the Cu-
tholic children to be assernbled duririg
free time and taught the Catechism. "It
would also be of the greatest - a’dvantage
if this plan were not confined to the
primary schoots, but were exterided like-
wise to the high sthoolsand - colleges in
the form of a free’lecture. - :

pleasure, induced, thereto by the aunthor-
ity of their parents, the persuasion of
their pastors, and the hope of praise and

reward.

The third plan does not seem at first
sight so suitable, but is bound np more
intimately with the duty of both parents
and pastors, Pastors should unceasingly
urge the duty imposed by both natural
and divine law, of bringing up their chil-
dren in sound morality and Catholic
faith. Besides, the instruction of chil-
dren appertains to the very essence of the
pastoral charge. :

Let the pastor have classes of children
in the h school as have been estab-
lished in Rome and many other places,
and even in churches in this country,
with very happy results.

Nor let him, with little pradence, show
less love for children that attend the pub-
lie schools than for those who attend the
parochials; on the contrary, stronger
marks of loving solicitude are to beshown
to them; the Sunday School, and the
hour for Catechism should be devoted to
them in a special manner.

TEACHERS OF CATHOLIC ECHOOLS SHOULD
HAVE STATE CERTIFICATES,

For the standing and growth of Catho-
lic schools, it seems that care should be
taken that the teachers prove themselves
qualitied, not only by previous examina-
tions before the diocesan hoard aud by
a certificate or diploma received from it,
but alse from having a teacher'’s diploma
from the school board of the State, award-
ed, after successful examination. This
is urged—first, 80 as not to appear re-
gardless of what the pubiic athority re-
quires for teaching ; secondly, a better
opinion of Catholic schools will be crea-
ted ; thirdly, greater assurance wili be
given to parents that in Catholic schools
there is no deficiency to render them in-
ferior to public schools ; that, on the
contrary, everything is done to make
Catholic schouls equal to public schools,
or even superior; fourthly and lastly,
we think this plan would prepare the
way to see, along “with the recognized
and teated fitness of the teachers, that
the arls and sciences, to method aud pe-
dagogice, and whatever is ordinarily re-
quired to promote the stability and use-
fulness of the schools.

It is necessary that what are called
norinal schools should reach such effi-
ciency in preparing teachers of Jetters,
arts and sciences, that their graduates
should not fail to obtain the piploma of
the State. For the sake of the Catholic

1| cause, let there be among laymen a

growing rivalry to take the doctorate
diplomas, 80 that, posseased of the know-
ledge and qualifications requisite for
teaching, there may compete for and
honorably obtain positions in the public
gymnasia, lyceums and scientific insti-
tutions.

The knowledge of the truth of every
kind, straightforward justice, united
with charity, the efiulgence and appre-
ciation of the libera! arts—these are the
bullwa.rks of the Church.—The Boston
Pilot.

Another Priest Relnstated.

Mgr. Satolli bas retnoved the sentence
of suspension from Rev. Thomas O’Fia-
herty of Auburn, N. Y., who was placed
under the ban of the Church for twenty-
four years.

Aoction Dismissed.

On Saturday afternoon Judge Tellier
delivered judgment in the case%f Davig-
non and ge. This case, which has
excited a great deal of interest, was, it
will be remembered, one in which the
plaintiff sued the Rev. Measire Lesage,
cure of Chambly, for $5,000 damages, on
account of defendant's refusal to
baptize his éplnintiﬂ‘s) infant child,
until plaintifi’ should have paid the
amount of a special tax imposed by the
church wardens of the parish. Defen-
dant’s plea that as a public_functionary
he was entitled to a month’s notice of
the action, was first of all dismissed by
the learned judge, who held that defen-
dant was not a public functionary.

MUSIC IN THE SCHOOLS.

—

Under the heading of “Our School
Girls” we bave been following up the
different parts of a complete Convent
or Academic course. Last week’s ar-
ticle brought us to what we style the
ornamental, or the embellishments,
and we spoke of the throe classes of girls
.who take muasic lessons: the unmusical,
the ordirary ciever, and the exception-
ally brilliant. With regard to the girls
in the first category, they have no busi-
ness to take Jessons at all; as to those of
the third category, they require all the
attention that can be lavished upon
them; but the young ladies of the
second category—who are by far and
away the most numerous—deserve par-
ticular mention.

We repeat, what we said last week,
that they must receive the rudiments
as thoroughly as possible, otherwise
they will never be even pleasing players.
The attitude, the hands, the fingers, the
touch, all these should he carefully
directed ; the scales should be com-
pletely mastered before a piece is at-
tempted. - Above all, care should be
taken that the ear be kept in subjection
until it is well trained. -

girl who has a fair musical talent and
evidently may be, ons day, a very good

8he is.called tipon to play upon some
public occasion; at &.chuzch concert or &
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literary and musical entertainment, she
acquits herself surpassingly well, she
plays & piece from Mozart or one from
Haydn, and the audience applauds, and
the neighbors say, * what a fine girl;
how accomplished ; what & grand musi-
cian!” A%d, very likely, these remarks
are richly deserved. Let us change the
scene! It is an evening at home, in the
family parlor; the father, mother, older
and younger brothem and sisters, and a
neighbor or so are seated around the
central table, and there is & glow of con-
tentment and happiness upon all faces.
After a while the father asks his daugh-
ter to play something for his friends.
The old gentleman who had just
“dropped in to have & chat over old
times,” is anxious to hear a few of the
airs that always recall so vividly the
scenes of long vanished joys or the faces
of dear ones long since departed. The
father, to please his good neighbor and
pethaps to show what his daughter can
do, asks her to play some of Moore’s
“Melodies,” “The Harp that once,”
“The Minstrel Boy,” “I saw from the
Beach,” or some other one of these im-
mortal and soul-enchanting che’s d’euvre.
It may seem very strange, but never-
theless it is a fact, that the girl who can
rattle off & piece of Wagner's composi-
tion, does not know one of these “ Melo-
dies.” Perchance, if she bas not been
under ber parents’ care, she would say—
as has been said—“Oh! Pappa, these
melodies are Irish; I don’t know any of
them ; they are too common.”

The above words are not exaggerated ;
they fell from the lips of an Irishman’s
daughter, one evening after she re-
turned home from the completion of her
education, and the father was so much
ashamed that his heart sunk in kis
breast and all the joy and merriment of
the evening fled from his face, as a
bright moon-lit spot upon the field dis-
appears when a cloud passes over the
luminary. And no wonder. But, you
may tell us that we have chosen an
extreme and very exceptional case. Not
at all: the young girls may not reply in
the exact same words, but they probably
never once played an Irish melody, &
Scotch national air, or an old English
tune. Still, if there is anything really
beautiful and touching in the music of
earth, it -certainly is to be found in the
imperishable airs that have cheered the
souls of many generations ¢f Irishmen.
After all, what is -the object of music?
Is it not to please ? Is it not & language
that is common to all the world and
that speaks to the hearts of men, in
every clime and in every age? Then
why not make use of it with a view to
pleasing those who listen to yonr execu-
tion? Let us suppose that you read a
passage from Homer for a thorough
Greek acholur, he will go into ecstasies
over it; read the same, with all the
power you may possces and.all the ele-
gance of delivery, to a man who has never
heard the language, who never read a
line of it. who does not know as much
a8 its alphabet, and your most magnifi-
cent passage will ‘““be Greek to him.”
It is precisely th  ame in music; for
the person who does not understand
classical music, but whose soul is stirred
into exultation -and whose heart is
caused to throb with delight at the
familiar notes of some memory-haunting
melody, & young lady might just us well
perform a . series of evolutions in cales-
thenics before him as to ratile out varia
tions that have no meaning for him.

After
the anxiously-expected concert was over,
e friend asked McGee how he liked it
all, and if he were not enraptured to
hear the Irish melodies so grandly ren-
dered. His reply was characteristic:
“I felt, sir, like choking her, when I
heard her smothering every trace of the
original in her meaningless variations
and insane screeching.” The truth of
the matter is that our girls, when they
come forth from school, make use of the
music they have learned to show what
they can do, but not to please others and
make their society a happiness. A girl
should know when and where to play
her classical pieces, when and where to
touch the simpler chord of the familiar
pir. If she does not, her education—
despite diplomas and medals—is un-
finished. Would she talk to zn edu-
cated man in the same language that she
would use in conversation with a profes-
gor? She should, if her course is com-
plete, not be unable to play the more
difficult compositions, but she should
never be above playing the most simples
if it be the most pleasing, piece. We
will continue this snbject as the weeks
go past.

“ A DANIEL COME TC JUDG-
MENT,”’

There are many kinds of prophets,
the “weather prophet,” the “ commercial
prophet;” but womst of all the * political
prophet” Of this last class we have
very few of any note, still one has sud-
denly arisen in our midst.

- Evidently, with Mr. Cleran  the wish
is father to the thuught.,” It was a very
easy thing, seven years ago, to guess
that ten years would bring about so
many changes that most, if not all, of
the men of that day would havo changed
their spheres of activity. But Mr.Cloran
forgot to mention that the men and
party that were wafted into power, with
overwhelming strength, by the Riel cry,
have long since vanished, and forever,
and have not left a single vestige of
their political shipwreck bebind. He
also omitted to inform his hearers that
he, himself, was wiped out repeatedly,
not from political existence—for he
he never had any—bnt from ali chance
of ever becoming a political fuctor in
the country. These prophesiey coat far
less than the investigation of a jury
gystem, and they are just as ineffective
in the end. We .think it very strange
that the patriotic Mr. Cloran should
have lost so much breath erying out for
the rights of his Catholic fellow-country-
men, and that he now squanders his few
remaining spasmodic sighs predicting
some strange and undefined calamily to
tbe only Catholic that, since Confedera-
tion, ever rose to the high station of firsi
minister of the Dominion. It is a pity
Mr. Cloran can’t tind some constituency
to elect him to Parliament; it would be
refreshing to hear him pour forth his
geer-like, lore upon:the floor of the
House, If it be not an intrusion upon

.

his prophetic territory, we would like to-
predit that he will never be wiped off

the political scene—as his Rielite friends
have been—simply because he never had
any hold upon it. Between Dr. Douglas
and Mr. H. J. Cloran, Sir John has a hasd
time of it. Yet he seems to be entirely
undismayed by his enemies. Try your
hand at the * weather,” Mr. Cloran;
Prof. Wiggins can give you pointers, and
you may have better success?

A CATHOLIC PREMIER

Thereis nothing in the constitution ot
Canada to prevent & Roman Catholic
from occupying the high post of Prime
Minister of the country ; but there is
something in the political constitution
of the two parties that renders the posi-
tion a most difficult one indeed for a
Romsan Catholie to hold. High as the

station may be, Sir Juhn Thompson's lot
is not an enviable one. *Weary the head
that wears the crown,” and heavy, at
times, the hearl that bents beneath the
purple. Leaving aside all question of
the government's pohey upon trade mat-
ters—a subject Lthat does not come within
the sphere of our organ—we find that
no matter what course he takes, on ac-
count of his Catholicity he will find men
to upbraid him. We do not now refer to
the Douglas class ; that fretfully bigotted
gentleman has let off his steam, and we
may expect peace for a couple of months
until he has had time to replenish the
boiler. It is of another category of anti-
Catholics that we speak,

Let us take for an example the vexed
question of the *Manitoba Schools.”
The ultra-Protestant party ihreaten all
kinds of terrible things shonld the Ca-
tholic Premier attempt tosettle the mat-
ter tu the satisfaction of the Manitoban
wminority ; the ultra-radicals of the
French and Catholic section send forth
similar threats should he dare to allow
the constitution to, regnlate the diffi-
culty. The Mail hammers at him, upon
this question, because he is a Catholic
and will be partial towards the people ot
his own faith ; La Palrie fires its arrows
at him, in regand to the same question,
because being & Catholic be might try
to conciliate the Protestant element,
to the unjust detrement of Catholic in-
terests. Doctor Douglas—a fire-eater,
and erratic fanatic—denounces the Ca-
tholic Prime Minister : Mr. Tarte—an-
other fire-eater, or rather fire-brand, and
mountebank politiciun—denounces the
same Catholic leader of the government,
and threatens some inconceivably horrid
attacks.

Between these two ranks of bitter en-
emies it i3 no easy or pleasant matter
for a Catholic Prime Minister to run the
gauntlet. It ia tho first time in the his-
tory of our Confederation that our coun-
try has been governed, from that lofty
position, by a Catholie. Judging by his
past, if it can be looked upon as an index
of the future, we have a pretty fair idea
of the course Sir John will probably pur-
sue; but considering that he has not,
as yel,had even one session in the House,
as Premier, we think that “fair play ”
would dictate another course t¢ .those
men of fire and loud-voiced patriotiam.
Let the Mail wait until Sir John per-
forms some act that can be styled mani-
festly unfair to the Prolestant element,
let La Pairie be calm until he has actu-
ally taken some slep adverse to the sac-.
red interests of the Catholics of Canada :
then it.will be time enough to howl.
Meanwhile we have full confidence that
before threg years are passed, the people
of Canada, will realize thie fact that never

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“THE NEW RELUIGION.”

In the Janusry number of the Arena
we meet with a most remarkable article
from the pen of Edwin D. Walker, en-
titled, “The New Religion.” In sbort,
it is a treatise, or pretends to be one,
upon Theosapby and Theosophists.
Evide 1tly the writer desires to acquaint
his readers with the principles of Theo-
sopby and to so explain this “new re-
ligion,” this *'divine wisdom,” so that
each one may fathom the meaning and
grasp the seope of his Oriental importa-
tion. Perhaps Mr. Walker bas set forth
hia belief in a sufficiently clear manner
to satisfy hinigelf; but, unless our brain
is very dull, we fail absolutely to find
anything new in this “new religion.”
In all Mr. Walker’s eight pages we have
only been able to discover a goodly
amount of blasphemy, a fearful confu-
sion of Eastern beliefs, not a few false-
hoods, and no real explanation or definj-
tion of thia Theosophy. All we can
glean from the whols paper is that ‘L heo-
sophy is an Indian invention, that it in-
cludes Parsces, Mohammedans, Brah-
ming, Buddhists and English Christians
{of Mr. Walker's class, very likely),
Roman Catholies {which cannot be) and
Atheists. That all these are upon an
equal footing with regard to this *uni-
versal religion,” each considering the
faith of his fathers ns the most appro-
priate style of the truth for himself and
his people, and all seeking its inner in-
terpretation in Theosophy. Jews, Pro-
testants, Roman Catholics, Spiritualists,
Rationalists, Theists, Atheists and Pu-
gans are in this “ new religion,” earnest
students of truth, “which transcends
and embraces all phases of thought—
which can only be really tested by ex-
perience, nnd best tanght by living.”

Were it not that Mr. Walker’s paper
has been published in & magazine of the
Arena’s importance, decidedly we would
have cast it aside at once as the effusion
of a fevered brain; but, considering the
channel theough which it comes to us,
wo were tempted to re-read the article
aml to honestly try to fathom its mean-
ing. Wefind that il evidently has no
bottom; it is either too deep for our
powers of comprehension, or else it is s0
shallow that it cannot flont a feather-
weight. After our first rapid glance at
the article we thought that the wriler
might possibly be slightly “ off” on the
subject; after our second reading of it
we no longer thought so, but were sure
of it.

It seema to us that Mr. Waulker desires
to convey the idea that the soul is
eternal—or rather the human being;
that ench one has passed through untold
ages, from one form to another, and will
80 continue on, until finally by purifica-
tion and constant perfecting, each in-
dividual becomes part of Gmi. * What
man reaps he has sown, and what he
sows he shall reap;” *“the newest re.
ligion is the oldest,” because we are only
now finding out the treasurts of knov
ledge that the old East has hidden for
centuries {rom the new West ; and as the
material world is being belted around
and the civilization of the West is going
back to the Euast, so in the spiritual
world we are all evolving to that from
wlich we came. This is about his
theory in a nutshell, and he says that
Theosophy is a ‘ wisdom-religion ;" its
motto i8, “ There is no religion that is
higher{than Trnth.” “ r'he basis of Theo-
sophy is experience.” “This doctrine is
the grand corper-stone of ail religions.
" It is, a8 wellp the consummation of all
philosophy, the crowning experience of
mysticism and the teaching of common
sense.” L

o To_the generality-of ni_eﬁ ,__:él_'.igi,‘on isa

- means fhereby 8n.end is lo beobtained ;
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by religion we reach God. But this min
claims that his “ New Religion " is the
end to be raached, and that the experi-
ence of individuals, who are all portions
of God, constitutes the means whereby
the end is to be altained. In order to
reach this absurd conclusion, Mr, Walker
secs proper to open by saying : “moat
thinking peocple unite in rejecting the
largest portion of what the churches
call religion—({this is assertion without
proof), with their revolting ideas woven
"about & human Deity, total depravity,
instantaneous salvation, vicarious atone-
ment, & short earthly probation followed
by a police-court judgment, and cternal
bliss or misery, a heaven of har;s and
crowns, and & hell of fire and imps.
The oppasition to these tenncious dogma,
however, has little or no organization.”
It is to establish such an organization, an
opposition to the dogma that Mr. Walker
blasphemously refers to, that he has
undertaken to preach the “New Reiigion”
or “Theosophy.” )

After speaking of the Maliatmas, or
adepts in Theosophy, whose powers and
wisdom are hidden away in the moun-
tains of Thibet, or in some svlitary her-
mitage, he gives a list of believers in
their genuineness, but who do not desire
to publish the fuct. The list is & short
onhe; as to five of the eminent person-
ages named, we cahnoi speak, but with
regard to the last and second last men-
tioned, we can emphatically tell Mr.
Walker that He wrongs both individuals;
one is F. Marion Crawford, author of
“ Mr. Isaacs,” the other Lord Duflerin,
ex-vice regent of Iudia. Perhaps he read
“The Witely of Prague,” and concluded
that Mr, Crawford was a mystic, or may
be he bas’learned that Lonl Dullerin took
great delight, whiie in India, in visiting
the different temples and learnivg the
manners and customs of ea.h cast, and
thereby decided to include him in the
Theosophists.

After this plece of gratnitous false-
hood, the writer tells us : “ but tho corps
of theosnphical leaders is not contined to
Thibet, Theosophy enrolls the founders
of all religious—Jesus, Gautauma, Con-
fucins, Zorosster, and Mahomet. It in-
cludas the great religious spirits of every
age—like Swedenborge Madame Guyon,
Saint Martin and Jacob Bohme. Espe-
cially notable is the theosophical trend
of those seers of all times—the poets.
Conspicuous examples just now sare
Browning, Swinburne, Teunyson, Ald-
rich, Whitman. The great philosophers
too run in the same direction—not only
such as Plato, Pythngoras, Paracelsus,
Emurson, but even Kant, Leibnitg,
Lotze, Schapenhaver and Spencer.”

We quote this paragraph to give our
readers an iden of how far a man—blinded
by & little knowledge—can go on the road
of blasphemy, and how ridiculous he.can
make himself in the eyes of the woild.
Pick out nny fifty names of poets, states:
men, warriors philosophers, in the dif-
ferent ages, jumble them all together and
say they all supported chis “ New Reli-
gion,” and you will be no_more absurd
than is Mr. Walker in his would be phi-
losophical article. The only Theosophy
that is really ever new and ever
old is the Catholic Theology, which
is the same in the unreckened cycles of
the past and down the future’s
eternity.

LEO XTII. ASHEIS,

In several of our American Catholic
exchanges we find a very vivid Charac-
ter sketch of Pope Leo XIII. Itisdrawn
from life andgives the impressions ve-
ceived at the Vatican by s Lutheran
Missionsry. It would be impossitle for
us {0 give the account of that visit in all
its details, but there are two pointa upon
which we would ask our readers tokindly
reflect. The first is the bumble and
abatemious, life of the Sovereign Pontiff,
as noticed by this Protestant Alrican
Missionary ; the second is the wonder
fully universal knowledge of lLeo XIII,
and the antorilative manner in which
he decides questions of the preatest
moment—indicative of infallibility-~
and yet the spell of his marvellous per-
soualiy that causcs you to accept & de-
cision against you with the fecling that
it is & blessing in disguige. The minister
in question had arrived from the South
of Africa, with credentials signed by the
redonbtable—-now late—Cardinai Lavi-
gerie, nnd the business which let him to
seek an interview with the Pope had
some relation to an attempted settle-
ment of the differences between the Ca-
tholic and Engiish Protestant missionaries
in Uganda and other territories of the
Dark Continent.

'I'here is abroad an idea that the Pope
livea in luxury in the Vatican.  Speak-
ing of the Holy Father's private room,
where in he almost entirely lives, the
Lutheran clergyman says :

“Then I'proceeded to the middleof the
room, repeating the obedicnce, while the
Pontitf, with & mild smile, slightly raised
himself, as if preparing to come towards
his visitor.

% Observing this sign, I quickly stepped
forward and knelt with one knee down
on the edge of the dias to kiss reverently
the hand of the grand old primate.

“ At this moment I was fairly over-
come by an ineflable sense of the extra-
ordinary, and if his Holiness had not
attempied to raise me [ think I wonld
have remained for minutes in thisspeech-
leas attitude.”

As to the great administrative ability
and the regal genius of the Vicar of
Christ, just take the following :—

“He spoke authoritatively, afler a
somewhat commanding fashion, and in
a voice that, dispite his years, echoed the
force of unimpaired lungs.

“ While listening to my preamble,
briefly made, in accordance with the ad-
vices | had received in the ante-cham-
ber, hia smazll brown eyes shone with a
kindling glance, but as soon as he him-
self commenced talking these eyes be-
came vivid With the fire of intelligence
and ardor. '

“ During the time of his discourse he
appeared almost rejuvenated and soon
began demanding seemingly unimpor-
tant details, while be furnished dates
and incidents of distant subjects apper-
taining to the case, that wers at once
surprising and new to me.

“The . Pope's memory, his freulty to
recall remote circumstances astonished
me beyond expression. I was prepared
to meet 8 mild old man and, instead, en-
countered an accomplished dclater,
handling his didactics with the skill and
warmth of & youthful enthusisst,

“ His familiarity with the subject un-
der discussion was the more noteworthy,
as the Pope had had no time for special

preparation ; he commanded me to an
a.udggncef:‘glmost: immediately;upon re

ceiving my petition anmd nome of his
councillors present at the Vatican were
particularly uble to culighten him on the
subject.”

In presence of these wonderful re-
marks comment would .be superfluous.
Let the minister, however, tell how Leo
XIIL decides a question, and how every
one feels obliged te bow to a heaven-
inspired decision. He continues:

“The moment I got through the aged
primats pronounced judgment with a
precision and stability ¢f purpose that
absolutely forestalled further argnment.

“ His decision was exactly contrary to
my expectations, but the feeling of dis-
appoiniment never entered my mind,
seeing that the weight of the awthorita-
tive power expressed was su overwhelm-
ing as to render all objections useless.

“This, at least, was the initial impres-
sion received. I, the Lutheran, uncon-
sciously submitted to the dogma of in-
fallibility the fint time the T'ope ex-
pressed an opinion to me, :

*The otticial business being at an end,
the Pope encouraged me to speak to him
on general netlers concernipg my coun-
try, and ne who, & quarter of an hour
ago, had displayed a truly wonderfl
knowledge of the geography of the dark
continent, appearing to know Togoland,
Kanternon and Zanzibar almost as thor-
onghly as if he had been v traveller in
those remute parls, now exhibited & like
intimacy with the politics of Germauy.”

Two more quotations and we bave done
with (his interesting account—written
by Henry W. Fischer—and certainly
pregnant with grand suggestions. He
tells how the Pope spends ench day :

“The lack of exercise in the open air
and his aversion to the pleasures of the
table are very cvident in Leos appear-
ance.
“I was told the Pope manages to live
on & lesser amount of toxl than would
suftice fora £ year-old baby. He riges
between 6 and 7 o’clock, and), after devo-
tions, buries himself in the contempla-
tion of hundreds of newspapers from all
parts of the world, 1talian, French, Span-
ish and Loglish.

“ While rewling bie sips & demitasse of
black coflee, which coustitutes his break-
fast, ycar in year ont.

“At 10 o'clock hik councillors siud visit-
ors bheyin to arrive, and the rest of the
duy is devoted to atlairs of the Church,
with the exception of the dumer hour be-
ginning at 2,

“ Like the Sultan, Leo always dines
alone, probably because of a feeling that
he must not ask any ol his officials and
Iriemls to share so poor & meul as the pa-
pal board offers, consisting, as it does, of
i plate of strong bonillion, a reast or
atenk with vegetables and salad and a
ulass of old Rhine wine. In the evening
the Pope partakes of bouillon and toast,
und only very occasionally docs he add
a little Maderia or Tokay.

“The room in which the Pope received
me serves both as his private audience
and living chamber. Aside from it he
uscd only two other apartments, a small
bed and dining-room very simply fur-
nished and devoid of uli decorative fea-
tures.”

Thus does he tell of the closing part of
1 memorable interview :

“When talking on German subjects
the Pope pronounced such words as
“ Kalterkampf, which English and
American orators are in the habit of dis-
torting heyond recognition, perfectly
correctly, which is indeed marvellous in
a native of Italy, and an evidence of the
the Pontiff’s great thoroughness and stu-
dious habits.

“1 omitted (o state that our conversa-
tion had been carried on in French, by
the Pope’s initiative. I had been in the
room nearly a full hour when the Pope,
by a polite turn in the conversalion, in-
dicated that my audienee was at an end,

“ Again [ remember the rules of pre-
vailing etiquette, and, bending my knee
reverenily, kissed the Pontiff's right
hand, which he held out to me, at the
same time wishing him a long life.

¥ Jeo XIII. quickly withdrew bis hand,
and resting it for a few seconds on the
top of my bead pronounced the ponti-
fical benediction, in a voice full of ten-
derness and fatherly compassion,

“Je te benis,” —never had French

-words sounded more beautiful to me.

“I stood in the ante-chamber before I -
knew what I was doing. The room was .

La Semaine Religicuse publishea an
article upon the subject of musi¢ ip chur
ches, in which it says: “ Would it not
be well to remember that a}l the profane
musio, operatio or otherwise, has been

ed | expreasly forbidden on varions occasions

in the church, even when played on the
organ alone, without words. The decree
of September 24th, 1884, reads as follows:
‘1t is strictly forbidden to allow to be
heard in the chureh anything that may
tend in the slightest degree to bting to
the mind remitiscences of the theatte, all
kinds of dances, such as the pulks, waltz,
mazurks, ete., and profane pieces such
ns national hy mns, popular songs, comic
or sentimenial airs, etc. _Everybody
understands it : there is in it & question
of religious propriety, artistic iaste snd
common sense. A picture that is suil-
able for a public gallery or a drawing:
room, would not be so in'a temple. The
same remarks apply to singing and
music. The music of the theatre is out
of place in the House of God. Shallit
be suffered that the sublime hymn, the
Tantum Ergo ehall be set to an air that
is heanl on'the street, or an air like the
Last Rose of Summer? Would it not be
absurd to set the Ave Maria Stella to the
music of Un Canadien Errant? What
would one think upon hearing the A che
la morte of Trovatore played during the
Elevaiion? Isit ﬁl.t.inﬁ that the Adicuz
of Schubert should be chanted at a funer-
al service in voices full of emotion?
That is what is sometimes being done,
nevertheless, and if we had to enumer-
ate the profane airs which have been
introduced into religious ceremonies, we
would never come to an end” The
article concludes by expressing the hope
that the drawing attention to the fact
that the introduction of profane music
has been forbidden by the church, will
be sufficient to put an end to these
abuses.

One of the clauses of the will of the late
James McCready read as follows: “To
the Catholic Deat and Dumb Asylum of
Montreal, the sum of $8,000.” As pro-
rietors of the Catholic Female Deaf and
umb Agylum, the Sisters of Providence
claimed the amount, but as thereis an-
other Catholic deaf and dumb institute

might apply to either of the institntions,
the testamentary executors did not feel
justified in giving the amount to one or
the other, without having previously ob-
tained a judgment of the Court on the
subject, so a8 to have their ]poeition per-
fectly legalized. Consequently, a friendly
action was agreed upon, the Sisters being
plaintifis and the testammentary execu-
tors leaving the case entirely in the
hands of the Court. Judge Gill rendered
judgment, in favor of the nuns, holding
that the whole circumstances of the case
left no doubt that the Female Deaf and
Dumb Institute was the one for whom
the bequest was intended.

Sit. Patrioclk’'s Soeloty Wins.

His Honor, Mr. Justice Mathicu, gave
judgment in the case of St. Patrick’s
Society ve. Smith, et al, es qual., on
Saturday in favor of plaintifi. The facts
of the case were given some time ago in
these columns. The late James McCready
bequeathed the sum of two thousand
dollare to the Irish Cathulic Benevolent
Society, of Montreal, and the sum of one
thousand dollars to the Irish Protestant
Benevolent Society. The latter associa-
tion received it legacy from the executors
of the estate ; but as there waa no “Irish
Catholic Benevolent Society ” known by
that particular name in the city, the ex-
eculors declined to pay any of the so-
cieties that claimed the money. Mr.
Solicitor-General Curran advised the St.
Patrick’s Society that they were entitled
to the legacy and suit was brought. In
an elaborate judgment His Honor sus-
tained the pretention of plaintiff and
judgment with costs has been rendered
in favor of the Society.

.Hon. W. J. Onaban, secretary af the
committee in charge of the coming con-
gress of the Catholic laymen, writes a3
follows on the duties of the laity of the
church : .

If the non-Catholies in the United
States are to be won to the knowledge of
the true faith it must bo, next to the
the grrce of God, by and through the tn-
fluence of example, the most powerfu’
and effective of all presching. While
their ears may be clcsed and their under-
standing sealed to the sermons from the
Catholic pulpits and the sacrifice daily
offered on Catholic aliars, their eyes are
at the same time wide open. And here
chiefly lies our responsibility ss Catholic
laymen, and » great responsibility it is!

Theinfluence of the Catholic lrnymen
may, and should, be exerted chielly by
example, which,as I said, is the most
powerful of all influcnces. This example
13 tobe shown in his daily life and
works; of exemplary conduct and cor
rect habits, by charitabie deeds, by in
fact, living up as nearly as possible tothe
teachings of the church.

Catholic Iaymen then must take part
in the activities of public and social life
if they are to exeroise the influence duc
to their numbers, their intelligence and
their wealth. We are in and of this
country, we share in its advantages, we
can not shirk, we ought not to abdicate
our share of its renonsibilities. Do not
imagine your full duty is performed by
sending & check orhanding over a sub-
sceription to this or that good work.

Whatsoever concerns the whole comn
munity cnncerns you. Do not shrink
from a burden of duty beecause it invol
ves labor and attention. What use is
wealth or intelligence or caimcity unless
employed and usefully employed ? Few
people die from overwork ; lots die of
rust. Be active, be alive in every gener-
ous work around you, in your locality, in
your city, in your state. There are no!
a few injustices and inequalities in re
gard to which Catholics reasonably
enough complain, but I must say my
own experience and observation lead
me to conclude that in must cases these
evils might have been averted had we
shown proper activity and alertness at
the right time. 7

We take no part in aflairs, we let
things go and thien when they go against
us we make a great outcry. We must be
up and doing. In the present ageand
march of progress there seems to be but
two pluces in the procession, the front
and the year. I believein getting to the
front.

We want no Catholic party in the Uni-
ted States, no more than we want an
“Trish” or & “German” party. Catholics
will, I trust, always act and vote as free.
men, each following his own_political
predilections according to his judgment
and conscience. I do not believe that
any hostile anti-Catholic movement or
party can become powerful enough in
the United States generally to force
Catholics into counter political organiza-
tion. I believe, whenever and wherever
such hostility is shown, in appealing
openly and fearlessly to the sense of jus-
tice and fair play of the American people.
Bigotry and fanaticism may now and
again in localities atisin a temporary As-
cendency, but this will only be passing
and local. Better and broader views will
prevail. Assuredly the time has come
when the American people begin to see
and to realize how precious and impor-
tant is the influence exerted by the
Cathotic Cbureh in the United States.

It is a power and asafeguard. It pro-
tects the purity of the family, it guards
the peace of society.

ARA COENLI.

The Christmas Legend of the Tomple of
Jove,

On the Capitoline Hill, where was once
the Temple of Jove, stands the Church
of the Ara Coeli. There exists a legend
of this Church of Our Lady,in which an
inscription declures there orce stood on
this spot the hirst altar erected to the
“First Begotten of God.” Tt is said to
be enclosed in the Capella Santa under
the octagon baldaching, in the centre of
the north transept. It is said that
Augustus Cusnr, elated with joy, asked
the Sybil if anyone living exceeded him
in happiness or power, and if he should
allow the obsequious Senate of Rome to
enroll him among the gods of the city.
The inspired woman, shrinking not from
call of duty, told him that one was now
born, whose power should eclipse even
that of Cwsar pimself. Then she led
him at dawn to the Temple of Jove, and
showed to him, amid the glowing disc of
the rising sun, & vision that startled the
eyes of Augustus. It wasg the Virgin
Mother seated and holding her Child in
bher arms. The pions Emperor, then and
there, called for incense, and on his knees
sacrificed to the * First Begotten of God,”
thus revealed to him., The subject is
seen in the paintings of the Ritti palace,
Florence, one especially by Garofalo
shows the Sybilla Tiburtina, pointing to
the image in the sun, and the Emperor
bowed wilth clasped hands before the
altar. Whatever be the origin of the
legend, the words of Virgli's Poem
(Eclog. iv.) are certeinly strange:

* Magnus ab integro saeculoruim nascitur ordo
Jam redit et v/rgo, redeunt Saturnia regoa,
Jam o« progenles cuelo demittitur alto.”

The lines inspired Pope’s “ Ode” and
Milton’s glorious “ Nativity"”:

The oracles are dumb—

No volge or hldecus bam
Runs through the arched roof In words deceiv-

ngl ’
Apollo from hisshrine
Lan no more divine
Wlthlhouow shriek, the steep of Delphos leav-
ng .

In support of this  very curious oracle,
carved up on a stone,is s1id to have been
found among the ruins of the old temple
in the Capital, These are three hexa-
meters of the Delphinn Tythou :

“ Ille puer Jlebracus Divos Deus ipse guber-
NADH,

Cedere sede Jubet trlstemque redire sub orcem,
Acrls ergo, achine taeitis, abscedlie nostres.”

In this church of Ara Coeli, the fam-
ousg Bambino is placed in a splendid crib,
smud every morning little children give
each a discourse of three or four minutes
on the mystery of the Incarnation :
“ From the mouths of infruts and suek-
lings Thou hast perfected praise)’—The
Catholiv.

aidipus The Klng.

(Edipus being reproached concerning
“his parentage left Corinth (whose King,
Polybus, loved him), and in disgust ex-
iled himself, going 1nto Thebes. At this
time the Thebans suffered much from the
persecutions of n dreadful monster, the
Sphinx, who stood upon the publie road
and devoured all who passcd withont
answering a clever riddleshe propounded.
The throne of ‘Thebes was vacaut, and
Creon, the regent and the queeun’s braoth.
er, had proclaimed that the widowed
queen, Jocesta, and all the sovereignity
of ‘1hei.esshonld be given to him who
should solve the riddle of the Sphiux and
free the city from her baneful presence.
- (Edipus passing by, answering ‘the
Sphinx, who in a rage flung haxself down
- from her pinnacle ot rock, He at once
_ was declared the'King of these kingless
-Thebans and took ng his wife Jocasta, the

" childless widowed queen. .
¢ The Oraocle at Delphi had foretold to
-/ (Bdipus that affate wretched, horrible
- and deplorable awaited him. But (Edipus
‘1aughed and was happy in his heart with
~his new kingdom, his queen and his four

and Ismene. His sons were brave

valorous, his dnughters aweet and lovable
maidens. All things seemed toshow that
(Edipus had faced the Oracle down and
his destiny would be al! unfulfilled. But,
alas, the elements of his happiness were to
run to baneful misery ; his hlessings were
to be the very cures which the god fore-
told. About the time his children were
grown to full manhood and womanhood
a dreadful plague ravaged Thebes, and &
famine swept through the city, taking
the beart and conrage out of the people.
It was clear that some curse was work-
ing out, so the people begged @dipus to
send a messenger to the Oracle at Delphi
to know the cause of the trouble and if
possible to lenrn & way to stem it. Creon
went to Delphi and there found that the
murderer of Laing, the former King of
Thebes and husbund of Jocasta, was de-
nounced and proclaimed the cause of the
evil. In bis anxiety to discover the
murderer, (Fdipus was made to learn
fearful things andjmuch became clear to
him which had been shrouded in deep
mystery. When he stopped at Delphi
on his way from Corinth as a jouth, the
Oracle had frightened him by telling him
that he should be the murderer of his
own {ather, that he shovld marry hisown
mother and be the father of an accursed
progeny which mankind should not en-
dnre to look upon. Hence his wild
flight into Thebes and his joy on marry-
ing Jocasta who could in no way be
connected with his past. Conceive his
horror when he finds that an old man
whom he had slain for an &ifront offered
him on the public rvad was Laius, the
former King and husband of Jocasta.
Horrors heap on horror’s head when be
{inds, through the statements of & high
priest, corroborated by those of some
trustworthy ancient servants, that he
was the sun of Laius and Jocasta and
had been exposed in order thut he might
die rather than fulfil the dreadful pro-
phecies made concerning him. In his
helpless infancy he fell into the childless
hands of Polybus, King ot Corinth, who
brought him up as bis own child and

——

was to fulfil his dreadful destiny. When
there was found no circumstance on
which to hang a doubt, Jocasta hanged
herself, and in a frensy under the mad-
dening sting of his abominable disasters,
(Edipus tore out his eyes and wandered
forth from ‘Thebes attended by bis dear
child, Antigone, the beautiful and brave;

For a wesry time they wandered up
and down, the sweet Antigone obtaining
the scanty alms sufficient for their exist-
ence. At last the woe-worn father and
his Inving child came to the vicinity of a
city whose towers and walls showed in
the distance.

A Philadelphia daily says :—

It ia quite time that *high art 'should
cease to be made a pretext for the un-
seemly exhibition of human nakedness.
That sort of exhibition was wall enongh
in the dark ages of haman history, but
the world is becoming civilized.”

The Catholic Stundurd has » most ex-
sct  editorinl, commenting upon this
remark. It 18 so irne that we take the
liberty of reproducing it. )

What our contemporary says was well
cnough in the ‘“dark ages” (so-called)
was almost unknown and unpracticed in
those ages, but it i3 exactly what was
practiced and admired in previous ages,
that were regarded, as is the present
age, as especinlly cnltured. Awmwong the
ancient Greeks and Romans the exhibi-
tion of nude material symmetry and
beauty prevailed and was universally
admired. But the ancient Greeks and
Romans were heathens and auperstitious
idolnters. At the very time when their
art attained its utmost perfection, they
were most licentious, corrapt and de-
based both s regards their idens and
their practice of morality and virtue,

The ages cnlled “dark” were precisely
those in which “high art” flourished
with an excellence and purity not since
attained, and which gave to the world
those beautiful creations of innocence
and modesty which are still admired,
and which modern art is unable to equnl,
much less to excel.

When our poets seek inspiration from
the waters of Siloam’s brook, instead
of from those of Helicon; when our

. musicians make their productions a sub-
ject of prayer, as did the mmnestros of
those “dark ages;” and when our pnin-
ters, archilects and sculptors seek in-
gpimtion from Almighty God, and work
for His Glory, instead of their own lucre
merely, we may expect to have creations
from them such as their predecessors in
what our contemporary miscalls the
* dark sges of human bistory " have left
us—creations that breathe forth the
sweetb odors of purily and religion, and
not the stenches of the bottomless pit.

The Christian Church has not only
been the source of all moral elevation in
the world, but has ever been the chief
promoter of learning and art. The mon-
asteries’ preserved nearly all the most
valyable manuscripls that have come
down to us from antiquity. The uni-
versities and the great libraries were Lo
a large extent founded by the Church;
and, in connection with the great Cathe-
drala, the most famous architects and
