The Abbot of St Mary’s also
gent over a petition, in which he said, * Verily, we be
but stewards and purveyors to other men's ueea for
the king's honor, keeping hospitality, and many poor
men, scholars, and orphans.’ It appears from tlLese
documents that those religious houges, whatever
might bave been their abuses, were in many respects
usefu’ institutiona, well suited to the times,. Whea
they were destroyed, no other institutions to meet
the.wants of the country were eatablished in their
stead, and the men who were most active in the
work of demolition obtained -the confiscated estates
a3 their own private property. . oo

Such proceedings were not likely to heip the're-
formers in converting the natives; on the gnntrary,
they caused them to appear im the light of great
criminals, who bad not only violated natu.sl justice,
but added sacrilege. to plunder. Accordingly,
Archbishop Brown complained, in his letters to Lord
Oromawell, that the Irish were wore zealous in their
blindnees than the saints and martyrs of the primi.
tive Ohurch, and that Rome had greav favor for this
nation’' purposely to oppose his Highness the King,’
Therefore he said his hope was lost. Even the pre-
bendaries of St, Patrick's ¢ thought scorn 1o read’. thy
the new prayers; and though there were twenty-
sight of them il having country parishes, there was
scarcely one of them that favored God's work. “In-
stead of winoing the natives over to'England by
means of religion, the Government policy actually
upited the two races agsinst Zogland. ‘It is ob-
served,’ wrote Archbishop Brown to Lord Cromwell, |
¢ that ever since his Highness's ancestors bad ths
nation in possession, the old natives have been crav-
ing foreign powers to assiat andrule them, aud'both
Bnglish race and Irish begin to oppose your Lord-
ship's orders, and to lay aside their national old
quarrels, which I fear will, if anythiog will, cause a
foreigner to invade this nation.! Then, ag to the so-
cial efect of the changes, he gaid in a subsequent
letter, * Since ever I heard the nawe of Ireland first,
the country was eever farther out of order.’ An-
other member of the Government wrote to Cromwell,
* Here a8 yot the biood of Christ is clean blotted out
of all men's hearts, except the Archbishop,’ &o.—
None, from the highest to the lowest, epirltual or
temporal, * would abide the hearing of God's Word."”
Again, Robert Qowley, in the game year, wrote, ex-
pressing his sorrow to hear how *the Panistical sect
gprings  up and spreads abroad, infecticg the land
pestifernusly.’ Many teatimonies to the same effect
may be tound in the State ‘papers, and in Shirley's
¢ Qolleetion of Original Letters * In 1664 Archbi-
shop Curwin gives a curious reason against convert-

_ The trinmph of Protestantism at the revolution of"
1688 gealed the fate.of the Roman. Oatholics of Ire-
land, and the penal code whieh followed deprived.
‘them of “ the power "of making any organised reeis-,
tance to:the Governmedti down to the' beginning of
the present century::: Part of that code was directed’
particularly against the priesthood. :It.was a felony,
punishable with death, for a priest to celebrate mar-
riage between a Protestant and a Roman Catholic;

But the spirit of toleration had already gone
abroad, and an accident furnished a pretexi for als
lowing places.of piibli¢ worskilp while yet the sta-
tates:proscribed them:: The ¢rowds rof poor pecple
who-flocked to receive the consolations of their reli-
gion were too great for the crazy, edifices. to contain.
‘or gupport them, and serious accidents, attended by
the loss ot sundry lives, occasioned by the falling
dowp of thess places of resort, called for the inter-
ference of 8 bumace Government. Ia the year 1745
Lord Ghesterfield, then -Viceroy of Ireland, permitted
theas congregatiocs to sssemble in more: safe and
public places. The old edifices, consegrated to pub-
1lic worship, wers re-openéd, and new ones gradually
built in the city. And'aifutther toleration was al
lowed to their clergy, unmolested to distribnte their
flocks.in such parochiel districts ag'might be conse-
orated for their atteadance.! S

The rev. author, who 'was vicar of St. Oatherine's,
retarks that the occasion of the re-opening of the
chapels was ¢ well remembered by sundry of ‘men in
.Dublin, not long since dead.’ There was a minute
accoant of this social revolution given in Latin by
Dr. Barke, afterwards bishop of Oasory, in - Hiberniz
Dominicana, , He gpoke rather too freely of the penal
code for the spirit of that age; and the conseguence
‘wap that the: * titular bishops' met at Thaurles, and
beld, a synod, very different from the *synod of
Thurles’ which some, years age condemned the
Queen’s Oolleges. A declaratior wag *published,
signed by ssven prelates, censuring the principles of
the book, because they said ¢ they weaker 'and sub-
vert allegiance, raise unnecessary scruples in the
minds of people, and give & handle to those who dif-
fer in religious opmions te impute maxims that we
entirely reject aa not founded 1n the doatrines of tha
‘RomaniQatholic Cburch.” |, = ’
. The 'new - parochial districts were Arran-quay,
Mary’s lane, Liffsy street, Townshend strest, Rose-
mary lane, Bridge atreet, Francis street, Meath atreet,
Jame's street, and Hardwick street; nine chapels

altogether. There were besides, half a century ago,
8ix friaries and seven nunneries, containing abont 80
nues. - The number of secular or parochial clergy
was 70, and of regulara belonging to the-different
! friaries,’ 40 ; that is, the total number of priests in.
Daublin half a century ago was 110. The penal acts:
of Queen’Apne, forbidding Roman Oatholies to teach
school even in private konses, was repealed by 21st
Geo.-IIL; which allowed * a Popish maste: to teach,
i he took the oatk of allegiance, and received no
Protestant child into bis school. Two years later
such teschers were relieved from the necessity of
taking out a licence, ' 'The consequence was & rapid
multiplication of-schools, the work of education being
chiefly in the hands of monks and nuns. '

‘A few years later ~in 1821 —another Protestant
clergyman, the Rev.G. N. Wright, described the
state of the Roman Oatholic Church in Dublin. He
remarked that there were only three of the chapels
deserving of notice for arebitecture—the Metropoli-
ten Chapel, in Marlbarough street ; Ann .strest Cba-
pel,’'in lieu of Mary's'lane ;' and St. Michael's and St.
John's, in lieu of Rosemary late, on” Essex’s Quay.
He also slludes to :the peral laws and saysthat
while they lasted, even the rich who Buppozted cha-
plains as part of their households, counted their beads
in silence and retirement, adding that even "yet the
Oatholics were not permitied to sammon their con-
gregations by the toll of the bell.

Mr. Wright gives a description of the ¥arlborough
street Metropolitan Chureh, a magnificent structurs,
which was commenced in 1816, on a plot of ground
formerly occupied by the mansion of Lord Annesley,
just opposite Tyrone House, the town rssidence of
the Marquis of Waterford, now occupied by the Na-
tional Board of Education. * The stately edifice,’ he
‘writes, * wan raised by snbscription solely —£26,000
has been already expended upon it, and it will pro-
bably cost as much more to complete it., Mr. Hogh
0’Oonnor contributed £4,000, and Mr Cardiff £3,000."

places of worship afe how ¢ churches,’ and many of
them'the fineést buildings in "the ¢ountry, far" surpas-
sing anything of - which' Protestants' oan' boast; ex-
cept St. »Patriclf's and St..George’s Church. *. -
...Indeed, the progress of the Roman Oatholic Church
in this city lo astonishing, and has no parallel per-
ha%l in any <ountry in Earope. In 1820 there.were
in Duablin‘only ‘ten pardchial chapels, most of ‘them
of an humblé character and ‘ocenpying "obscure posi-
tions, Thers were at the same time seven convents
or ¢ friaries,’ a8 they were then :callud, and ten nun-
'neries, which Mr. Wright described as *religious
asylums where the females of the Roman QOatholic
religion find sheiter when deprived of the protection
_of their relatives by the hand of Providence.’. Now
:the loveliest daughters of some of the best connected
‘Roman Catholic families’ leave -their happy bomes
'and take the veil, gometimes brioging with them
‘ample fortunes —devoting themsélves o' the work of

. 'There.are-now thirty-two churches and chapels- in
‘Dublin and ité, vicinity, In the .diocese the total
numberof secular clergy s 287, and of regulars 135 ;

of professors, there are in: the- diocese .8ix colieges,

GrixvaxoEs oF IxELaND.—We shall next refer to
the gtyrtling anomaly of a Protestant State Chareh
in & Roman GCatholic country.

We Go not stop to i quire how
muach in pocket the Irish nation suffers by it. We
consider it as a galling 1nsult to the majority of the
Irigh people. What have we jost witnessed in the
House of Commoie? The ul:ra-Protestant party
—~the men who most strenuously support the Irish
Established ' Qburch—Lave heen horrified lest some
day or other a Roman Oatholic should be seated on
the throme of England. Letus grant that these
gentlemen are right, and that it would be unseemly
for a Roman Catholic Kiog to reign over a nation
‘ot which the mejority are Protestants. How much
.mare bitter ia the insult offered to Ireland ! The
Irieh are loyal to their Proteatant Sovereign. They
bave sbed their blood like water on many a hattle-
field for the sake of the Protzstant House of Hanover:
It is to . their ‘valour ttat -much of the territorial
-greatness of the British Empire is due. Butisita
fitting reward for loyalty and devotion that the Irish,
a Roman Oatholic nation, should have forced .upon
them a Pretestant State Church, and that their own
bishopa should be under the ban of an Act of Par-
liament? It i8 no use eneering at this as & senti-
mental grievance. It ia one that cuts to the heart
of the .nation, and ought.to be removed.

-valled upon to ‘support, or even to tolerate, a Pro-
testanr Established Church? Would Englishmen
tolerate a Roman Oatholic Established Ohureh in
Eogland ? James IL. tried to set one up, and he was
torthwith Eriven into exile, The Protestant Estab-
lished Church in Ireland is an inealt to Ireland, and
we cannot be surprised that it is regarded as & badge
of conquesat and servitude, Its abolition is essential
to the regeneration of Ireland. Wo come now to tie
chief and main cause of Irish misery and discontent.
Of ocourse we refer to the relations betwesn land-
lord and tenant. ~We are not going to indite an
esgay on the rights of property and on the rgihts of
bumanity.” We are nauseated with abstract pro-
positions in respect to Irish: grievances.. Let the
theorists talk till doomsday, and they will not by
talking convert & pig-stye into a palace.

The landlord says that will interfere
with hie property righta. Notat all, It will only
intarfere with his present privilege of oppressing his
tenants. The landlord” need not let his 'land
except on terms that suit his own views, but hav-
ing- let his land, hig tenant acquires certain rights
that ought to be guaranteed by . Act of Parlinment.
Bince Irish landlords cannot, or.will not, or at all
events do not grant leases, let tenant rights be se-
cured by legislation, and the worst of the Irish
grievanoes will be remadied.=-Cosmopolitan. '

ber of Irish prisoners than usoal for a Monday. The
chargea againat them were of an ordinary deserip-
tion and attended with no circumstances of aggra-
vation. Inspector Beare of the K division, an old
and experianced officer doing duty in Poplar, where’
there is a large Irish population, said he never knew
& quieter Saturday than St. Patrick’s Day, 1866, It
was the same in Limehouse, Ratcliff, Shadwell,
Stepney, and Wappicg.- The Irish people were re-
wmarkably quiet and well-behaved on Saturday, and
were in their homes earlier than ususl. The dis-
trict agaigned to this court containa a larger Irish po-
pulation than any other in the metropolis, and the
good order and sobriety which prevailed amoag
them on Sunday was most remarkable, and deserves
to be mentioned. Harris.court, Ratcliff, with its
mlleys and palaces, which is solely inhabited by the
drish, and has become proverbial for outrages and
riots, was as quiet a8 & church on Saturdsy and yea-
terday. Inspector Honey, of the X division, stated
st 8 Jater period of the morning that ke did not ob-
serve a single drunken Irishman or Irishwoman on
Saturday, and that the quietude of the district was
most aatonishwog, The pastoral of the Roman Qa-
tholic Aachbishop Manniog lately issued seems to
have had the effect he desired.

—The :Ministerial measure for the
gimplification sf the oath of allegianea to be taken by
membors of Parliament has psssed through the,
House of Commons without the attempfed disfigure.
ment of the Tory leader. Sir .George Grey very
properly accepied Mr. Disraeli’s clause concerning
the Aot of Ssttlement, rather than fight abouta
platitade, and the House acquiesced in the futile
amendmen without 'a dissentient voice; bat he ef-
fectually reaiated the other mischievous amendment,
which covertly pieserved an -objectionable feature of
the old oath.of Sipremacy, acnd the bill passed the
House of Qommons in a form to which thers is and
can be no objection. No loyal subject objects to
call God ¢o witness that he will baar true allegiance
to the Sovereign, or to the Sovereign’s succeasors, in
the order prescribed by law, and this is what the
oath ia 1te present form in the Ministerial Bill ro-
vides. We repeat the expression of orr own belief,
-that. all such oaths are useless. It i not an nath
that mekes a subject loyal; and, as we nave more
than oxce observed, there ia but too mach historical
evidence that an oath of allegiance does nut keep
those who bave sworn i¢ from committing high trea-
gon, and evea regicide.

Every man can do sometbivg to-
wards preserving the health of the eity, by his
personal cleanhuess, by his attention to ventila-
tion in s own house, and by keeping Lis premises
free from dirt, and all puisances, He who allows
filth, manure, and decaying animal or vegetable
matter to accumulate in his yard, is an active
ally of the Cholera, ad 15 morally responsible for
the consequences of Ius crimiral neglect: he
should be treated as an enemy, and bis neighbors
should take prompt legal measures to compel him
to do his duty. It seems to us also that the
Police are shamefully negligent in the matter of
domiciliary visits, for many of the yards in all
parts of the town are sull in a most disgracelul
condition_of filth. Numbers in short do uot ap-
pear tu be impressed with a due idea of the ali
tmportance of cleanliness, and good ventilation :
and yet how striking 15 this one fact in the case
of the disease on board of the England. Its
ravages were confined to the steerage passen-
gers, all those m the cabin escaping uascathed.
Daes not this show clearly, that, what fuel is to
fire, are dirtand bad air to Asiatic Cholera?

Dr. Carpenter whose name as a sanitary re-

The inconsistency of the Fenians
and their opecly proclaimed contempt for the
rights and liberties of others, bring disgrace upon
that country of which they profess themselves
the champions ; force the blush of shame to the
cheeks of her best friends; and make it pamful
and diflicult to the latter, nay,. almost impossible,
to advocale her cause, and to justify the reason-
able clamns of Ireland’s true patriots.

The aspirations of the Irish after freedom for
themselves, after the right to-govern themselves,
and to reform Lhe abuses of which their country
has long been the victim, are not only legitimate,
but are high and holy aspirations, if proceeding
from a geouine love of right, if proceeding from
a genuine and intense batred of wrong, no mat.
ter by whom, or to whose profit perpetrated.—
But who shall believe that in such a love, and in
such a batred, the Fenian aspirations bave their
rise, when we see them so mdifferent to the
rights and hberties of others; whea we hear
them boasting of their intention to inflict wrong,
the wrong of alien rule,n theic own behonf, upon
Canada? 'This 1s not, we say, the way to make
Ireland respected, or her cause popular with
honest men : aud altogether irres pective of the
ends which the Fenmans propose to themselves,
the means by which they propose to attan those
ends are such as to deserve .tne scorn of every
honest man, and the execration of every lover of
liberty. :
Certainly if 1t bad been from the beginning of
their enterprise, the object of the Fenians "to-
quench all sympathy for the cause of Ireland, and
to make their own names stink n the ..nostiils of
honest men, they could’ not have adopted a bet-
cer plan than that' which. under the councils of
therr leaders they now declare themselves pre-
pared to follew.

Tt will be seen that by ths Resolution Nova
Scotia rejects, or tgnores all that has hitherto
been done w the premises, whether by the dele-
gates to the Quebec Conference in 1864, or by
the Canadian Legislature in 1365. The Sister

Province'is for a Union of some kind; to that

-Union it is willing even to give the name of

Confederation, though such a title applied to any
conceivable Union of States not sovereign and
independent, not absolutely the arbiters of their
own destinies, 13 a ludicrous misnomer ; and to
bring about this Union 1t is willing to send its
delegates to confer, under the auspices of the
Imperial Government, with delegates from the
other Provisces. This Resolution, 1f acted
upon, is a death blow to the Quebec scheme.

Again it 1s proposed, that the Union of Upper
and Lower Canada inlo one Province, should,
for the purpose of carrying out the plan of a new
Conference ot Provineial delegates, be treated
as rescinded ; that they should, as represented in
the said delegation, be considered as to all ia-
tents and purposes two distwct and separete
Provinces. This also is what we have insisted
upon in the True WirNess. The very term
of Confederation imples previous separation?
since, as no one at a ball caa be his, or her,
own partner, so for a Coafederation of any kind
there must be at least two distinct, or separate
States or Provinces. A virtual repeal of the
existing tacorperating Umion betwixt Upper und
Lower Canada, by which they are at present
welded 1nto oce mass, or political organisations
is a condition, sine qua non, of any future Coun-
federation betwixt them.

It1s nghly probable that the lately passed Re-
solution of the Nova Scotia Legislature will be
accepted as the basis of fresh negotiations on the
questton of the Union of British North America.
If so, we say, the whole work has to be done
over again ; and Lower Canada, if in the con-
templated. delegation she be treated as virtually
a distinct State or Province, will be to a much
greater extent than she bas been heretofore, mis-
tress of her own destinies ; provided only that it
be clearly understood that no system of Union
be imposed vpon her by a majonity of the said
delegation, contrary to the expressed views aud
the votes of her own particular delegates. These,
as the representatives of their several Provinces,
must bave, severally, the right of stipulating ab-
solutely for those whom they represent, and of ac-
cepting, or rejecting without appeal, the proffered
terms. In a word, each Province should have
turough its delegates the right of absolute weto
upon the entire proceedings: for without thiss
Catholic Lower Canada would de obliged to put
up with any terms that a majority of Protestant

.delegates might be pleased to impose upon her,

Maule suddenly found her at his feet, tissing @ pair
of somewhat dusty boots, and refusing to be lifted
up. She said, apparently with much inward, and
certainly with considerabie outward struggling, that
she had made a mistake—that was her mild euphem-
ism for the lie ; but if Massa would not sboot her,
she would never—aever make such a mistake again.
The Cowmmissioners ought to have been indignant,
but I believe the difficulty was to keep grave,~—
Saranh was assured that she would not be ghot, -
but ghe instantly came to the coaclusion that she
would be flogged, and that redoubled her lamenta-

We have here a fair specimen of the nature
of negro testimony ; and with scarce anything
better than this testimony to guide them, it is no
wonder that the Royal Commussioners find their
task a very difficult ome; nor will it be much
matter of surprize 1f but little value be attached to
their Feport based, as that Report m the nature of
things must be, on the evidence of such wit-
nesses as this Sarah Robioson. Where their
evidence 'is corrohorated by that of white men
it may be accepted ; but in all other cases it 1s
not wortl the trouble of taking down, so regard-
fess of truth are negroes for the most part, or
rather so igcapable of appreciafiog the moral
guilt of perjury.

CrivnE AND IGNORANCE. — A gentleman
vamed Dr. Blanchard Fosgate, of Auburn, N-
Y., formerly Physician to the New York State
Prison at Auburn, bas lately published a pamph-
let, contamwg the results of hus experience ;
and has given to the world séme very important
slatistics, as illustrative of the relations existing
betwixt Crime, and Secular Education. On the
principle that one ounce of facts is wortha
pound of theories, we would respectfully present
to the consideration of the Rev. Mr. Ryerson
some of these statistics, as culled from Dr, Fos-
gate’s pamphlet.

The most important facts laid before the pub-
he o bis work are. these. - That the greater
proportion uf criminals are men who have re-
ceived, at least, a common school education ;
that great oumbers have had the benefit ofa stil]
tigher educational course : and that 1he propor-
tion of educated to uneducated criminals or con-
victs, is grealer than that of educated to unedu-

cated persons outside of the walls of the Pent=
tentiary :— '

The popnlar belief that ignorancs i3 the source o
crims, and consequently intellectual cultivation — i.
e. the sbility to read, write and to caleulate,—will
improve the moral sentimeat, statisticg 'aocon'r-uny-
lng. prison reporia for 1hes past seventeen years 'show
0 be an error.

In estimating the number of passengers which
a merchant ship is qualified to carry, and com-
paring |ﬁ'with the number of men on board ot a
man-of-war of about. equal tonnage, it must be
borne 1 mind that, on board of the latter class
of vessels, the ship’s compaay 1s divided into two
watches j of whom, at sea, one watch, that is to
say oearly ooe-half of the "crew, are always on
deck, day and pight; and that consequently the
jower, or sleeping deck, is never occupied by
more than the other balf, at any ope time. Ib
the passenger ship, on the contrary, the whole
body rematns below the whole night ; and in this
simple fact, irrespective of discipline and the
cleantiness practised oc board of a man-of-war,
we can see a reason why the latter 1s able to carry
with impunity, a far larger number of persons 1o
proportion to her tonnage, than is the emigrant
ship. Of two things one. Either the laws re-
gulating ‘the proportions betwixt passengers and
tonnage are very defecuive, or they are very
badly admimstered.

Not so much for
their own sakes, or with the the idea of better-
ing themselves, did the stout sons of O!d France
quit their own pleasant Jand for the dense forests
and stern winters of Capada, as with the idea
of estending the Kingdom of God amongst the
heatken, and ot brusging the wild tribes of the
new world within the pale of the Church.—
Priest and laginen were actuated by this subhme
idea. Evea m the loog contests which m self-
defence they had to wage with the Troquois this
idea was never lost sight of : and whilst to the
South of them, the Pilgrim Fathers and therr
children were hunting down the red men like
vermin, slaughtering them by wholesale, and
selling the wowmen and children wto slavery,the
Catholic settlers of Canada were engaged with-
out ceasing, or without allowing themselves o be
discovraged by repeated failures, in civilising a nd
Christiamsing  thewr  heathen brethren. It was
for this that the Jesuits furnished so tnany re-
cruits to the noble army of martyrs ; for Lhis
too the Sulpicians, the founders, we may say, of

The * Bag-
man's Dog,” though a very fine composition indeed,

and replete with fun and humer, might still be
objectionuble on the scose of being over ' brief-te-
dious” bus the varied powers of gesticulution, em-
phasis and intonation possessed by this talented

gentleman, succeeded in making light and agrenable
what might otherwise bave an exhaustive, weari-
soms influence over the minds of a mixed aundience.

His pupils, Musters W, yec-
Nally, Quinlan and Frank Brows, did very well,
especially the latter, whore gestures and delivery
struck everybody— so easy, gracelu] and uatural were
they. These young gentlemen certainly reflected
great credit on their master, Prof. Swift, under whom
they bave made wonderful progreasin an exceedingly
short time. At the close of the proceedings, the
Revd. M O'Farrell came forward and thanked Prof.
Swift for having afforded them so highly instructive
and amusiog an entertainment, and spoke of that
geutleman in merited terms of commendation, sug-
gesting that parents could not do better than place
