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The Quebec Ri-fle Meeting.

The twenty-second annual prize meeting of the Province of Quebec
Rifle Association was held at the Cote St. Luc ranges, Montreal, last
week, opening on Tuesday, (2th inst., ýand lasting three days. The at-
tendance was very large, numbering about 175, and including about 5o
Ontario rifiemen, the usual contingent fr,)t the neighbouring city of
Ottawa being suppleniented by representatives of Kingston, Toronto,
Hamilton and other Western poins. The weather was fine, thus render-ing life on the ranges pleasant for the campers as well as those making
the daily trip from town. The firing was under the direction of Lt.-Col.
Mattice, B.M., chief executive officer, with Lt.-Col. Bond, 'Majors
Radiger (Vics.) and Hodgins (Guards) and Capt. Manley (Grenaidiers)
as range officers, and the competitors generally were well satisfied that
they could flot have been in the hands of officiais more obliging or more.
courteous in the discharge of the rather tryi ng duties imposed upon
them. Major Blaiklock, the secretary, and bis staff bore with exemplary
patience and good nature the siege laid upon their office, whence the
firing tickets were served out with commendable alacrity. Col. Fraser
prcsided as usual over the statistîcs, and the members who worried for
twenty-eigbt hours about the non-posting of the IlFrontier," forgot all
about their grievance when later in the meeting the prize lists began to
appear almost sîmultaneously with the close of the matches. The
happiec of ail were those competitors who had the opportunity of inter-
viewirig the genial treasurer, Col. Martin, and hearing the kind words of
interest and congratulation accompanying the crisp bank bis rewarding
their skill.

The ranges bad been put in first-class order, a great improvement
over the precading year being noticed in this respect. The competitors'
tents weré much more conveniently pitched, iàeing placed at the end ad-
joining the r,ilroad track, and to the left of the road by which the range
is approacbed. In front ol tlfiese and to the leit were the offices, in the
old spot. To the right, in the orchard enclosure, the officers' quarters
were again placed, *and three or four hnndred yards down the range
stood the :anteen and dining tent. Those who made the long journey
for their midday meal were as a rule anything but satisfied with the
catering ; the dîscovery that a meal seryed.in more. inviting manner.
could be had at the railway restaurant afforded a measure of relief.

There were twenty targets in use, ail in the one butt, and ail used
for the regular matches, there being none set *apart for the extra series
finng, w 'hich went on only when timne permitted an hour to be snatched
between the regular matches. The system of marking was tediously
slow, necessitating a search for each bullet hole before the target was
lowered, as the mark ing disc giving the value of the hit lhad to be raised
simultaneously with the lowering of the targçt. This was a severe tax
upon the patience of the riflemen, especially when the vagaries of the
wind deprived them of a reasonable cýertainty of having bit, and scores
of challenges were made simply because the competitors had flot confi-
dence in the efflcacy of an examination made without lowering the target.
Between the slow marking and the continuous chailenging (for which
there was inadequate telephone accommodation) the matches soon begari
to run bebind, loss resulting to the Association fromn the curtailment of
the possible time for extra series shooting..

Tuesday, u3th «"ius

The matches commenced Tuesday morning with the Nitrsery, seven
shots at 400 yards, open to members neyer having won a Provincial or
Domin;on -rize. It :s sn.tisfictory to note in the prize liqt the names of

After an hour spent in extra series, ail regular firing was stopped at
three o'clock in the afternoon,/ preparatory to thc Il military " matches,
which were carried out with cornmeîndable promptitude, an 'd witho ut the
unnecessary delay usually accoimpanying such contests. Thirteen teams
of five men each entered, and they fired in three squads; each squad
being first paraded for skirmishing, and then, when ail had had a turn at
that, being called upon to perform the volley firing, in the same order
and at the same targets.

As usual the scoring wvas very low. The skirmishing match, five
shots per man at distances varying from 500 t0 200 yards, had for its
best score i i i points out Of 250 possible. Tlhe winners were the team
of B Battery, Regiment Canadian Artillery, whose success wvas notcd
with great pleasure, it being feit that the l3atery men wehi deserved re-
ward for their perseverance in rifle practice in addition to maintaining
their weli known* efficiency in big-gun drill. Tlhe fact thatihe Gu'ards of
Ottawa were a close second was another demionstration of the utility of
practice, for it is well known that the Guards have for years miýde.it a
point to give their skirmishing teani a little regular practice, with th'e re-
suit that they neyer fail to take a high place in these matches'at Ottawa,
Montreal, and Toronto. The four prizes wvere thus taken :

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The so-called volley firing (five shots at 300 yards) was as usual
-about as unsatisfactory as it well couid be, and not only were there very

few decent volleys, but the scoring was -ridiculoùsiy low. *Thetèams
were cautioned that the rule providing ifor, a deduction of -from i to
points for each shot fired out of time would be'enforced, but they*sem
to have regarded this caution as a niere threat, and the pubiished resuit
indicatées that they *were not far astray. The.match was wonby the first
teahvýdf the Guards, who not only scored well,but formed a.n exception
to, the rule ini that they fired almost perfect volleys. The winners of the

-The fact that the third 'Out of the thirteen teais; could only score
32 out of a possible 125 points .shows ihat thé competitors as arIule take
no interest in the match and do not practice for it. The contest is re-.
garded pretty much as a lottery. One corps having entered two teams
about equally matched, tried a very interesting experiment. One of its
teamns went in for points, the irem bers making no effort to fine in volleys
.unless tbey.happened to have the exact aim desired when word was
gi ven to fire. They thus secured good hits, and so trifliîig were the de-
duction for the bad volleys that they took a good prize. The other- teani
determined to, fire good volleys, at whatever loss in the aim ; they fired
about perfect volleys, but failed to get inio the prize list. AIl of which
goes to show that the easiest way to win the volley match is to refrain
altogether from firing volleys.

The challenge cup presented this year by Lieut.-Col. Houghton,
D.A.G., and awarded to the team making the highest aggregate 'in the
two matches-skirmishing and volley firing-went out of the district,
the first winners being the Govérnor General's Foot Guards, who with
182 points were far out of reacb of the rest of the field.

After the miilitary matches the range was thrown open for extra
series practice at 60o yards. giving -an opportunity for sighting at that
distance, and of trying experiments to overcome the difficulty peculiar
to this range caused 'by the evening sun, which shining through the
target from behind almost obscures ail but the buli's eye, and also bunns
into the competitors' eyes in a Most uncomfortable manner. At the
samne time a "lcompetitors' meeting" was in progress with a very slim,
attendance, for with the limited time at their disposai fdr shôoting the
riflemen wilI not give any .of it up to, talk. Some one advanced, the
strange theory that the object of the association is to develop individual
rather than team shooting, and had W resolved ac'cordingly* that the
counicil should be recommended to no longer have the same competitors
squadded together throughout the meeting, but to intermingle the corps
so that each competitor wili be thrown entirely upon* his own resources.
For a pleasant wind-up, Col. Anderson of Ottawa and Capt. Knifton of
Toronto congratulated the association on the improvemnts noticeable
this year in the range and ariangements, and also for the kind treat-
ment accorded the Ontario riflemen.

Wednesday, s3th Aufuat
The'second day opened with the commencement of the Active

Militia and Battalion Match, 200, 5oo and 6oo yards, 7 shots. The
new third class target was used, and in consequence there was a notice-
able drop in the scoring at 200 yards. This, combined with a very
troublesome wind at the longer ranges, made the totals much below
those of last year, when one 79 was counted out, though the highest
man was only one point above Col. Anderson's score. The Dolan cup
being restricted to the militia of Quebec province, went to the second
scorer:

The next ini order were the Governor-General's Foot Guards, 406;
Montreal Garrison Artillery, 390, and Queen's Own Rifles, 387. The
Corporation Challenge-'Cup, awarded to the Montreal teamn making tbe
highest. sc&le,: was won by the 6th Fusiliers, w4ho also won the trophy
the flrst .year contested for, in 1887. Last year and the year before the
Fifth Royal Scots were the winners.

The'flrst range of the Association match was flred in -the aiternoon,
but the unexpected delays in the shooting made it necessary to put off
the second rarige until the following morning.

THE MEMBERS' MEETING.
The annual meeting of.the mermbers of the Association was* held in

the forenoon white the flring was in- progress. There was a very small
attendance, and the non-shooting members predominated. L.-Col.
McEachern, C.M.G., presided.

The president, Sir Adolphe Caron, and the vice-presidents, Lt.-Cols.
McEachern, Quimet and Miller, and. Capt. Trenholme were re-elected.
and the following elective members Of council were named :Lt. Cols.
Brosseau, Martin and Gilniour, Majors Bond and Blaiklock, Capts.
Sims anWd Busteed and Lieut. Spearing ; the only change being the re-
placing of Lt.-Col. Rowe by Lt.-Col. Gilmour, who bas succeeded him
in the command of the 6oth Bn.

The secretary, Major Blaiklock, introduced the question of affilia-
tion fees, suggesting that the amount be reduced from $ io to $5 for each
association, but that no individual membership should be granted in
consideration of this fée. It was explainéd that difficulty had arisen
through competitors from various'military associations, in excez'q of the
ten necçssary to secure affiliation hy payment of $i each, affiliating in
the namne of civilian associations to wvhich they belonged, and claimning
the right to shoot in military as well as civilian matches, hy virtue of
such affiliated membership. The funds of the P. Q. R. A. thereby
suffered. Major Blaiklock's suggestion was favourably received, and the
requisite notice having been given a motion to give effect to it will be
introduced at next meeting.

Major Bond reported the resuit of the meeting of competîtors called
for the previous afternoon, and referred with special pleasure to the
complimentary remarks of Ontario representatives on that occasion.

Mr. J. D. Taylor suggested that a change should be made in the
time of holding the competitors' meeting, and also the meeting of mem-
bers. He said the competitors had not failed to note the many improve-
ments made in connection with the'range and its appointments, and duly
appreciated the unselflsh efforts made by those responsible for the man-
agement of the association, but at the samne tixne there were- nlny sug-
gestions tbey desired to, make with a 'view to further improvement. They
did not wish to bring forward grievances, but rather through open dis-
cussion to remove any possible source of discontent. TEIey would not,
however, attend meetings held white shooting-even if only in the extra
series-was in progress. The samne objéctionapplied to the trne of hold-
ing the members' meeting, whicli was to-day in progress wvhite one of the
Most important matches was being fired ; and flot being able to attend
for more than a few minutes he was unable to present or explain resolu-
tions whîch he had intended to iay before this meeting on severai sub-
jects in which many of the competitors feit a very keen interest. These
încluded the new shooting qualification iclause applied lo those entering
the mîlitia myatches, and which dîscrirninated in favour of the inefficient
and unqualified officer as against the really efficient non-commissioned
officer or man who perhaps bas been accidentally prevented from per-
forrning his last annual drill. Another source of discontent was the
clause permitting the canctîIlation of a teamà or individual aggregate be-
cause a man wvho had shot weIl enough to win a prize was flot an expert
arithn1etician or practised copying clerk, and made a blusider in trans-
ferring the score from - the register board to his ticket. The forfei ture
clause had been dropped at roronto and Ottawa, and the Quebec as-
sociation should foll:ýw suit. He considered it would be of advantage
to the association to have the competitors- generally take more interest
in its management, and that this could not be hoped for until the
meetings were held at a time more suited to their convenience.

Major Bond, Lt -Col. Martin, Major Blaiklock and others agreed
that it was desirabie to interest the members to as large a degree as pos-
sible and to secure their attendance at the meetings, and it was promised
that attention wouid be given to the suggestion of a change in the time
of holding the meetings, and, îf-found practicable, such a change- wouid
probably be made.TH"A IM"

A large number of visitors f rom Montreal attended the Ilat home"
held in the Council tent in the afternoon. The visitors were received
by Mrs. Houghton and Mrs. E. L. Bond. Among those present were
Lieut.-Coi. and Mrs .

While. the Ilat home" was 'in progress, Major W. E. Hodgins,
G.G.F.G.,* had the pleasure of parading at the Council tent *the teamn of
that regiment who-had on the.previous day won the Houghton cup for
the best aggregate in the two *military matches. The members of the
team were-Col.-Sergt. G. A. D. Mailleue, Corp. 1. P. Nutting, Ptes. J.
A. Armstrong, Wm. Short and R. Tink. Lieut.-Col. floughton, D.A.G.,
nmade a brief address, coigratulating -the teamn upon their victory, and
saying that while he wotuld naturaily bave iked to see the trophy won in
bis own district, he hoped that the victors on this occasion would attend
and shoot just as well îiext year, so that when they surrendered the cup
it would be to a teamn who had learned to make even a better score.
Am-idst hearty applause the cup was then handed to Major Hodgins by
M rs. Houghtora. Major Hodgins hriefly returned thanks on.- behaif of
the team, who, he said, would flot fail to attend next year, if possible,
and do their best to retain possession of this beautiful trophy, of which
they were proud to be the first winners.

USEFUL HINTS FOR EXECUTIVES.

EDI'rOR MILîTIA GAzTrE,-I offer a few friendly suggestions,
which, if talcen into consideration by the executives of the D. R. A. and
Provincial rifle associations, I.think might be the means of proving a
benefit both to the competitors and associations. 1 understand that the
targets at Ottawa are to be divided into sections as they were in Mont.
real ; and if so, there ought flot to be more than three sections-that
would make eleven targets to each.

After the experience of going through the P. Q. R. A. matches I
think to- have them divided into any smaller sections will only cause
confusion, as it did in Montreal, which was the sad experience of more
than one competitor, who fired on his own target according to number,
but after thie register keeper called out 1'miss," found out to bis surprise
that he had hi['the target with the corresponding number on the next
section ; in one case that 1 arn aware of, by so doing it threw the
competitor out of the prize Iist, as it did also the teamn with which he
fired.e

Another very important matter to be looked into is this : to know
that every rnarker kno 'ws how to mark properly, and also that every
register keeper knows the signais when they appear and the number of
points value they represent. I saw tbree cases where the register keeper
was checked for giving bull's-eyes for magpies at the P. Q. R. A. matches
iast week, and also where a competitor would have got a bull's-eye for
an outer at the last 0. R. A. matches, and that at 200 yards into the
bargain--a clear case of incompetency. If ail accounts are truc the
saine thing bas also happened at the D. R. A. meetings. The trouble

And now a word or two about the 'cballenging of shots'by the
range officers There is a right and awrong vîay of doing this, and as
there seemns to be no §t worded rule as to how a shot is to bechal.
lenged,the wrong way is often used, and. this is a saminpe: Pte. Grasp
fires. The target does flot go down. He is so sure bis shot struck the
target that he invests fifty cents 10 find out. The range offilcer (perhaps
for the first time) caîls up the officer in charge at the butts tb have the
last shot signalled on No. 5 target. Down goes the target and Wô cornes
an inner disc; the consequence is that in five cases out of six Pte. Grasp
gets credited with the inner although he neyer struck the target. It is
simnply the inner made by Lt. Saynothing, who fired bcfore him. Now,
one of the rigbt ways t0 challenge a shot is this: " Examine NO. 5 target
and see if there:is on ià a shot flot marked." If a shot is found Pte.
Grasp wWl get the benefit of it. IfE not, he docs flot get what belongs to
another as ini the first case.

One mnore item and 1 arn done. Ricochets are signalied at the
D.R.A. by a black bar (or the " rake " as the riflemen generally caîl it)
and misses by the waving of a black disc (i. e., %here the target haï
been lowered thinking ihere was a bit and nonie found). Now, the
trouble is, the markers bave had no black discs to signal a miss with, so
the old rake cornes up for a miss just the samne as for a ricochet. Lt is
flot always easy for the unfortunate competitor to tell which it is meant
for. This could be easily rectified by furnishing the disc. A competitor
may have just grazed the top of the target, aiýnd he marker puis up the
rake for him, so be concludes he bas gone too low, puts up bis sight and
it will be some time before he finds the target, thus perhaps ruining his
chance for a trip to Bisley. FoRE-SIGHT.
