Looking earefully over what evidence
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has been published, we are unable to
discover any very clearly defined suge-
gestions for fisenl changes which ean
be so grouped as to form a hasls lor
A general deduction.  There has been
no broad prineiple Inid down ;Ol' tariff
changes.  Some, wish certain  duties
lowered, athers, Lo the methods of com-
puting most object. 'We venture to say
that not o single suggestion has heen
made which cither involves a fiscal
prineiple, or reveals a taritf novelty.
The Customs Department has heen ad-
vised Tor o length of time as o the
views of those who have recently made
them known personally to Messrs, Fos-

ter and Bowell,

Allhough those inlerviewed have not
bLeen nnanimous on this point., ;;hcre has
heen o nearer approach to o consemns
sus of opinion in regard to Speeitle,
versis Ad Valorem duties, than {ouch-
ing any other feature in the tariff, A
specifie duty 1s eapable of doing griev-
Ous Wrong, nninlun(‘ionu]l}v. When o
duby s Imposed on so mieh per square
yard, or so much per dozen, it is ob-
vious that, If the fabries so taxed vary
widely In }\':11110, the incidence of tax-
ation is greater in proportion to the
lowness of the price of sueh goods. This
Is In diveet confliet with the ardinavy,
the rational, and the equitable basls
of any form ol taxation. 1t violates
the fundamental principle that a tax
should bear o just proportion to the
ability of the payer Lo meet the impost.
If then an article worth five cents per
square yard Is eharged the same as one
of the snme elass, of a quality making
1t worth o dollar o yard, it is manifest
that such o tax Is a discrémination
agninst the cheaper goods, and nnfairly
in favor ol more costly ones, It may
be the case Lhat it is only these lower
priced goods that need protection, to
encourage the home manufacturer. But,
if that is so, and the specifie duty im-
posed Is n necessity for such protection,
the rate of such sgpeeific duty oughti
to be variable on an ad valorem secale,
and from this 16 follows, that the more
rational and equitable plan is, to make
the duty strictly and only one upon
\"uluus_, as an elastic s_pocmc duty 1s
anomalous ; ns well as, a needless com-
plication.

The cffect of sueh o specifie duby Is
not necessurily to ralse the priece of a
clienyp article higher than a dearer one
in proportion to the relation of their
respeetfve values, for bi)c home made
article of the same clnss as the echeaper
foreign one, may be sold, and in gome
cases 1s sold, as chicaply as a foreign

one could be imported for if a more
moderate duty were Imposed.

To agsume that the (1ut_y on an article
is always added to its cost, is merely
to 1gnore faets, A Montreal manud
f:lcbm'cr_. for ingtance, hasg publicly as-
serted that the goods he makes, upon
which the speeific and ad valoremy
duties scem to Ne chormous, are sold
by him as cheaply as those in places
where no duties exist, as cheaply that
is, ag they could be, if Canada hiad
no tariff. But such dutles have thilg
evil, they place such advantages as an
exclusive market affords in the way of
manufacturers of Jow priced goods, that
enterprise s not enecouraged in  the
dircetion of mnitin_g a higher class of
articles, ag it might be by equable pro-
tection being afforded by well adjusted
ad valorem duties.,

The whole subject is too complicated
60 be dealt with oft-hand as is belng
done too generally by those who ralse
the Tariff Reform ery without defining
preeisely what reforms they desire.
Tariff improvement is a mm‘-c sensible
phirase ; this we believe is what the
people desirve, and what the government
will gladly effeet when the nature of
it is ascertained. Reform and improve-
ment  do not mean the same thing,
though they may be combined, as we
Jave.conlidence they will be when the
variff Is revised, so as to eliminate, as
far as possible, whatever Incqualities
now exist, without disturbing Injuri-
ously amy legitimate interests.

VANCOUVER'S INSURANCE TAX.

Vaneouver is the youngest, as it is
one of the most promising of our citles;
we cannotb regard it as wise in propor-
tion to its other features, for it is about
taking a step which is exceedingly fool-
ish. 1t may plead the example of older
places, but surety one of the advantages
of its youth is, freedom from the bad
hiablts of age, and opportunity to act
without reference to old fashioned and
indefensible precedents.

The city council of that place pros
poses to place n tax on the insurance
companics. Why these énterprises are
such a favorite prey of tax Imposery
Is a mystery. Those engaged Il this
businesy work hard, and have no more
leisurce time than other men. Why cor-
porations then should wish to make in-
surance managers tax collectors with;
out pay, we, nor ‘they, can explain,
Yet that is what is done by taxing
Insurance companics. Whatever taxes
they arc made to pay they simply col-

leet from policy holders, Which is o very
Irksome and round about way of gather-
ing in & municipal income. )

‘Insurance companies have no special
claim for such attention. The proper-
ties they insure are already taxed, sd
also are the officials, so also all who
are Interested in risks, and in the busi-
ness, as policy holders or as investors.
This taxation adds to the cost, and so
discourages fire insurance, which the
authorities ghould seclk rather to extend
than to restrict. The tox places a pre-
mium on recklessness, it digeriminates
against the more prudent citizens, and
hampers a business which is a vital
strength to the eredit, and stability of
the trading community,

The Insurance companics threaten to
withdraw from Vancouver if this policy
is enforced. We are not surprised at
{helr frritation, It would do them no
small Injury, however, an injury which
it is quite probable would lead to such
losses by the citizens as would quickly
lead to measures for their relief and
return, .
TOREIGN TRADE THE CAUSE OT T.

S. FINANCIAL STRINGENCY.

The foreign trade of the States for
some time past has been runnlng a
course which largely accounts ‘for thae
stringency and unrest across the line.
A_decrease in exports in ‘March of 15
millions, below the figures of same
month last year, and an Increase of
imports of 6 millions, had a very seri-
ous effeet upon U. 8. finances, the drop
In the onc case being from $81,829,000
to $66,428,000, and the rise being from
$86,570,000 to $92,503,000. Taking
the current fiseal year, nine months of
which expired on 31st Mareh, an equal-,
1y uniavorable record appears. In 1893
in this period the comparison stood as
follows :

Imports, 1893 . ,-) - $700,420,628

Exports, 1893 - - - - 653,301,352
Bxcess of imports - - $47,119,276
Imports, 1892 - - - $610,34.8,274:
Exports, 1892 - - - 819,781,370
Excess of exports - - $209,383,096

The wdvantages of such an nssociation
ol merchants  ave peucrally recognized,
At the luneheon given Dby the members
of the Corn Exchange, one of the speakers
was Joudly applawded when, in allusion
Lo this projeet he olfivmed that, “it would
nob wuly promote trade, but good feeld
ing amongst the dilferent nationnlities

through their becoming bettir acquaint-
ed”, In these respeets valuable service
would be done to the mercantile commun-
ity. :

But wne bi the more useful functions
thot n Merchants’ Ixchange would ful-
fil avauld e, the opportunities afforded
Jor cultivating mutuality of confidence by
awhich protection would De enlarged
ngninst ecommon dangers, Such dangers arise
when ‘merchants ure operating singly, in
ithe dark as to extensions of eredit to buy-
ers, who avail themselves of this isolat-
ion 1o secure woods far in excess of their
legitimate needs and honest requirements.
Instances have Decn commented upon by
us illustrating the grave risks such “play-
ing & lone hand", involves. Two cases,
familiar to our readers, were of couniry
buyers coming herc and exploiting their
eredit at several warchouses, from cach of
which they procured goods for, in each
case, as large an amount as their capital
and trude needed. By this system of dup-
licuting, and. even quadrupling, orders,
they succeeded in gebting from  severa)
houses, a line ol credit which nggregated
a total that no one firm would have ever
dreamt of extending. .

At the Merchants' Exchange our trad-
ors would become accustomed to the inter-
chunge of confidences, aud of information
in regard to the operations of byyers, by
which they would severally he proteets
od from such gross abuses of the credib
.;s',\"é-t'um, and  their  legitimate customers
saved from  the ruinous competition of
knavish  neighbors. 16 is only common
prudence, of course, for the councetions
of a merchant to be, to a large extent,

an offiee seeret. Bub this las its limils,

untt o wide awake firm would prefer

L ubt any time to risk the chanee of harmy

from revealing the name of o customeor,
to the far greafer, and more serious dans
ger, ol being gue of & number who wers
being conspired pgninst by o fraudulens
buyer,

No gmerchant ever prolits by his neigh-
bov ‘being swindled. As the danger of one,
in this fnatter, threatens all, every firmy
will apprecinte the opportunity of guard-
ing ngninst this mischief.

We nre satisfied too, that such an Bx-
change would develop the custom of coun-
try Dbuyers visiting the wholesale ware-
houses, which is more ceonomical to them,
gives them wider views ol what stocks
nre on sale, nnd enables the principals to
judge better as to the men with whond
they arve gealing. The city too wonld
reap greal benefits from such an extension
ol its visitors' list, and the whole busin-
ess interests of the counbry be improved
by the eloser pssocintion of the merean-
tile community, The proposed Merchants’

NEWSPAPER PRIZE SWINDLES.

A case just brought beforc the Polico

Court Toronto shows that the notorious
swindles earried bn by o certain cluyss
lol mewspapers are breaches of the law.
This has been denied as the attempt o
bring them under the opexﬁtion of the Lot~
tery Aet proved sbortive. They are very
justly to be regarded as attempts to ob-
tain money under false pretences. Flam-
Ing advertisements are inserted in country.
newspapers offering gifts of pinnos, and
other costly articles, to those who solve
some riddle or ‘picture puzzle,, of which.
most decently educuted persons know the
angwer or are able to discover it ina few
minutes. To seeurc o prize a subscrip-
tion ‘must be sent, and the winner's sue-
cess depends on his or her being the first
to hand in o reply. In the above case
the puzzle was, to name n Canadian town
of seven letters Deginning with T, WA
glance at n Gazetteer would enable a
child to mmswer this in o moment; yet
for this answer a piuno was to be _gi\'tm
worth seversl hundred dollarsl Manifest~
Iy it wonld be impossible Yor anyone to
prove his or her claim to the _prize; or
indeed to have avy claim, for the first
answer could be placed in his lettor box
by the advertiser himself. Yet on such
o transpurent fraud certain papers have
made large incomes,the number of tlose
who wish to get gsomething for nothing
being legion. Another trick is to offer n‘lll
subscribers a gift of some fancy article
suid to Dbe worth a fixed suny for whicl)
they thave to apply at o general store
where they ave fuenished with some trashy
ornament not worth a  third of what
was promiged, and where they are jm:
portuned to purchase other goods sold at
exorbitant prices.  The whole system of
prize puzzles is o swindle, which we trust
will be stamped out by its being shown to
entail o fumishment that Iité the crime.

MORTGAGES AS SECURITY FOR
IMPLEMENTS.

A Jaw reeently passed hy the Manitoba
Legislature has jntroduced a difficulty
in regard to ynortgages which is likely
to prove very embarrassing to farmers and
loat companies. It appears to be the cus-
tom of farm fmplement manufncturers to
sell these moods on time and seenre pay-
ment by taking o speeial form of mort-
goge when the ovder is given which inelud-
es the land owned by the buyer as well
as the implement he is to be supplied with.
Farmers, it appears, have signed these
order mortgages in entire ignorance that
they were covering their land., They have
‘objected to such instruments being registor-
ed funder the vain impression that their
credit would be injured by such registrat-
jon, The Legisluture has passed an act
which relieves such mortgages from the
law of registration. Bein_f; free from that
rule they are binding against those who
have mo means of knowing of their exist-
cnce, and can be enforced as successfully
against the mortgugor ag though register-
ed, It ean be scen at once how this af-
Teets loan companies and private invest-
ors. They camnot test the validity of any
title, they lave mo_power to scarch the
offices of implement makers, nor can they
trace in any way whether the declaration of
o borrower that his land is unencumbered,
is correct, Indecd many farmers may mpke
guch n statement honestly being wholly
ignorant of thejr having mortgaged their
land when ordeving a reaper or mower.
As the manulacturers regard this secur-
ity essentinl to their business, they cer-
tainly ought to be compelled fo record
all such instruments, in such a way us
to allow ‘of the title to such lands be-
ing accurately scarched.

THE ROSS WILL CASE

This important case involving the dis-
position of some six million dollurs was
decided last week by the Court of Appeal,
Chiel Justice Sir Alexander Lacosie del-
ivering the funanimous judgement of the
Court on which were sssocinted with him
Judges Blanchet, Baby, Hall and Wurtele.
This judgment confiring those of the
Courts below rendered yb Judge Routhier
and Judge Andrews, by which the will
was held to be valid and the trusts therein
contained binding upon the Lxecutor, Mr.
Frank, Ross; also that the Court could
and would find means of carrying out the
bequests of the testator if the Executor
failed to act. Whether this decision will
termingte the contest is mot yet known
but Mr. Jolhn L. Ross, who sought to set
aside hie -unele’s will, has not appealed
and although Mr. Frank Ross’ lnwyers have
oiven notice of appeal to the Privy Coun-
cil iu his absence it is not thought pro-
bable that he will on his return take this
step. It is certainly to be hoped that this
long legal contest will now cease and that
the benelit of distribution of the large es-
tate concerned will shortly be felt by the
Charities of Queébee and the relatives there
and elsewlere. ’

should bo at bnee published and issued
to every collector in the Dominion. Lhe
result is obvious. Each collector would
become an authority on the Tarilf to date.
At preseit he is something else. The
Tarifi with its appendix would however
be its own best exponent. Each dispute
would thus be.settled for all time and
everywhere in the Dominion, But the im-
porting trade—the merehant class—are now
g0 thinmed and lopped and bleeding that
the Customs Autocracy may not think it
worth while t0 go back on their-peenliar
record for o folk so feeble. Perhaps not.

GROWING STRAWBERRIES,

There is no fruit that is casier grown
than strawberries, ond strangely
cnough there .is not one that is more
neglected. The cost for plants, even
when bought from purseryiwen, is small
unless the newer varities are chosen,
and the culture is the simplest. The
same care that is given to a pateh of
potatoes will produce more bushels of
sbrawberries than of potatoes, and in
view of their wholesome qualities it is
somewhat remarkable that not more of
them are grown. Spring is the best time
to put out ‘these berries, for it gives
the roote a chance to get & firm hold
on the ground and to stand the winter
better than it fthey were ‘put out in the
iall. Any time is a good one, up to the
middle of June, and if the weather is
favorable, they may be set later than
that and make a good start before
winter. In getting plants it is best to
get those that have been grown for this
purpose as those thrown out by plants
that have fruited, are not so strong as
those grown purposely for set for sale.
The ground should be thoroughly fertil-
ized before the plants are set, and put
in the best possible condition. It is well

to plow and harrow it, and after the
weeds begin to start, to harrow it again
and this may be repeated scveral times
with advantage, for ‘'t destroys the
weeds, the seeds of which were near
the suriace, and makes after culbivation
much ecasier. When the plants are
veady to set out mark the land off in
rows, three feet apart, with some
marker that will make a very light
mark. Then dip the roots of the plants
in n./very thin mud, and while one hand
drops them along the rows a foot apart,
another can set them in. The Dest
implement for this work being a florists
trowel that can be bought in any hard-
ware store for fifteen cents, In setiing
them be careful that the erowns of the
plants are slightly above the general
level of the land, or heavy rains will
wash the soil over them and smother,
the plants. The after. cultivation con-
sists in keeping the earth stirred about
the roots, and the weeds down between
the rows. All blossoms should be
pinehed oif .and the runpers” trained
along the rows in puch a manner that
they will grow in & mat from a foot
to eight inches wide, This training
them in matted rows has beén found
better than growing them in hills. Cul-
tivation ehould Dbe thorough wuntil
growth of weeds stop in the fall, and
aiter the.ground is frozen a mulch of
straw, corniodder or swamp grass
should be placed between the rows, and
lightly over the plants, No muilch con-
taining weed seeds should be used, and
cornfodder is about the best material
for the purpose. Strawberries do not
freeze to death and the only object of
mulehing them is to keep the ground
from freezing and thawing during
changes of weather and thus throwing
the plants. out of the ground. A smal]
plot of three or four sguare yards de-

voted to this fruit will supply the wants
of the Inrgest family, and the time spent
in cultivating it will bring better re-
turps than it would at almost any
ottler farm work. — American Farmer.
