For Medsl Houses.
Mayor Geary outlined the xslty’s mod­

el house-building scheme. The city 
was asking power from the legislature 
to go to the people at a general elec­
tion and ask what course should be 
adopted. H* thought the city should 
guarantee the bonds of private cor­
porations of pubHc-splrlted men seek­
ing to do away with the slum prob­
lem. J. R. 'L. Starr thought that If 
this legislation passed there would be 
a population In York County for which 
the county would be supposed to sup­
ply sidewalks; streets, etc., which 
would not be right.

Mr. Drayton explained, however, 
that the moment the first house was 
built and the first occupant took pos­
session, the taxes would start and ths 
county would suffer no expense.

Mr. Starr agreed that It would be 
satisfactory to grant the city author­
ity to Issue debentures, etc., for the 
housing scheme, but not to directly 
undertake the scheme itself. The claeige 
was passed.

The clause was carried without dis­
sent providing that any debt Incurred 
ln underground , railway construction 
should not be counted as part of the 
general city debt..

Td Spend » Million.
A second bill Introduced by Mr. Me- 

Naught contained a clause giving the 
city power to pass bylaws necessary 
to authorise the Issue of 30-year deben­
tures to the etent of *1,107,60* without 
submitting the same to the vote of 
the ratepayers. This expenditure dealt 
with the construction Of* new bridges 
at Crawford, gtrgchan and Garrard- 
street# and at RosedaJs and the settle 
market. With the exception of the 
latter one, all the Items were passed, 
George W. Oooderham claiming that 
the moiyy for the cattle market bridge 
ought to pome out of current rates In­
stead of debentures.
Permission was also granted to the city 

to expend money raised under ths by­
law of Jan. 25, 1006, to the extent of 
*300,000 on the erection and Improve­
ment of buildings In Exhibition Park.

Authority was also given to the city 
to take over ft be Toronto and Bcarboro 
branch of thé York Radial Railway 
Company on th* expiration of the 
franchise on Nov. 1«, 1312. Power was 
also given tbe city 
for raising *260,000
tension. . _

Mayor Geary at the close of the 
meeting thanked the committee for 
the courteous treatment they had ac­
corded the City of Toronto, not only 
this year, but In year» gone by.
