Australians Also m Gains,

London, June 28.—British troops in attacks agains!
the Germans have advanced their line over a front of
nearly three and a half miles, to an average depth of
nearly a mile, east of the Nieppe forest, which lies. be-
tween Bailleul and Bethune, according to the’ British
official communication issued this evening, . West of
Merris, Australian troops also captured enemy posi-
tions. On both sectors prisoners and machine guns
were taken. The text of the communicatfon follows:

“This morning English troops carried out a suc-
cessful opération on a front of about three and’a half
miles east of the Nieppe forest. Our line on this front
has been advanced to an average depth of nearly a
mile and miore than 300 prisoners and 22 machine
‘guns have been captured. AH of our objectives were
gained, including the hamiets.of L'Epinette, Verte Rue
and La Becque.

“The enemy was taken by surprise and our euunl-
ties are light.

“At the same hour Australian troops atbacked and
captured certain hostile posts west of Merris, together
with 43 prisoners and six machine guns.

“On the remainder of the British front the situa-
tion is unchanged.”

: Valuable Ground is Taken.

A successful advance of nearly a mile was made
today by the British troops between Bailleul and La

The correspondent says the captured ground lies at
the most debatable point on the British front, just west
of the Bois d’Aval, which forms the northeast angle of
the Nieppe forest.

NATURAL GAS USE :

Consumers in Kent District
Limited to Five Million
Feet a Year.

Large consumers of natural gas in
the Kent district will mot be allowed,
from July, 1, to use more than §,-
000,000 cubic feet a year for heating,
power orany other purposes, follow-
ing an order fssued by the Ontario
Railway 'and Municipal Board yes-
terday. ;

Small consumers, householders and
the like,  will thus be given an op-
portunity of- obtaining larger sup-
plies. of the natural gas than they
have in the past. ' 7

Hbotels, office. buildings, schools and
public institutions will be effected by
the order, as well as manufacturing
plants, H

In other fields the producers of na-
tural gas will be allowed to distribute
natural gas for domestic and indus-
trial purposes.

The price of the commodity is to
be the same for the large consumers
as for domestic users. 2

The large producers have applied
to the board for the powey to increase
their rates and a hearing of their
case hase+been fixed for July 8 at
Chatham.

One of the clauses of the order
provides for the use of natural gas
for domestic purposes. The quantity
of gas used will be determined by the
use of a.meter system.

“There is no need fo be panicky,
however,” said Mr, Harrington, "It
is a matter of not resting until you are
sure of your own supply.  Coal will
undoubtedly advance {0 at least $11 a
ton after July 1. Tt can’t help it with
the increase in freight and wagee and
everything connect2d with handling it.
Even at that the dealers are not tak-
ing advantage of the offer‘of the fuel
controller, which alloss them a net
profit of 50 cents a ton.”

Each nurse wears a locked bracelet
of silver links, which are fastened to
a small identification {ag of silver,
which is marked with the nurse's
name in the centre and in the lower
corner A.R.C—U.8. They also wear a
similar tag and chain round their
necks. 1In case they are killed the
latter chain and tag are taken in
charge by the government and oven-
tually sent home to their family, The
bracelet is left on the wrist.

Bach nurse carries a governmen
insurance policy, generally about $12,-
000, on which they pay out of -their
salaries about $7 a month, according
to .their age. In case of death their
beneficiary will get $50 a month for
twenty years. If they are inecapaci-
tated from wounds or iilness they will
get $50 a month until able to take up
their duties again.

AGREEMENT 1S REACHED
REGARDING BOUNDARIES

Amsterdam, June 28. — A telegram
from Kiev, Russia, to the Berlin news-
papers says that an agreement has
been reached in the peace negotiations
between Russia and the Ukraine in re-
gard to the frontier boundaries to the
effect that all disputes arising after
the conclusion of peace shall be settled
by a court of arbitration. Both dele-
gations were ready to exclude any idea
of annexations or forcible seizure of

2 WAR SUMMARY .

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

By Associated Press.

The British troops in Flanders, and
the French forces further south up-
parently have anticipated the proposed
/German drive toward the English
channel ports or Paris, and struck
first.

Altho slight details of the inan-
oeuvres thus far have been revealed
the allied ptroops caught the enemy
unawares at salient points and, driv-
ing swiftly forward, took terrain
which would have been of consider-
able value as the starting points of
enemy attacks. In addition a com-
paratively large number of prisoners
and machine guns were left in the
hands of the allied troops.

The attack of the British was de-

brouck and Bethune, on a front of
nearly three and a half miles over
territory which the Germans recently
have been deluging with shells, Al-
together the attack was productive of
an average gain of ground to a depth
of nearly aJmile, and included the tak-
ing of several small hamlets. It is
not improbable that the Germans in
a proposed offensive in this region had
set their hearts on the capture of
St. Omer and the railway line running
thence to Calais and Dunkirk.

The stroke of the French troops was
over a still greater front—four and
a half miles—and they at points also
penetrated ,enemy positions to a good-
ly depth, at some points a mile and a
quarter- . The evident intention was
further to block the gatéway to Paris
thru the Villers-Cotterets region.

From Amblemy to the east of Mont
Gobert the French carried out their
offensive and overwhelmed strongly
fortified positions of the enemy along
the entire front, Besides the beating
back of the enemy more than 1060
Germans fell into the hands of the
attacking force,

A British official
communication gays that in atr fight-
ing Thursday 29 enemy airplaner wer>
accounted for, 20 of them having been
destroyed and the others forced to
descend out of the control of their
pilots. Fourteen machines of the Bri-
tish failed to rnturn to their bages.

There is conszdemble fighting be-
tween the Ausirians and the Italians
in the mountain regions of the Italian
theatre, but comparative quiet prevails
along the Piave River, across which the
eneiny were driven by the Italians
early in the week.

prices, while the amount of food is
decreased, is the contention of many
citizens of Toronto, to judge by the
number of complaints received by
Dr. Hastings, honorary food oontrol-
ler for Toronto.

Dr. Ottawa, assistart to Dr. Hast-
ings, speaking to a reporter for The
World, said: ‘f\We have no power to
prosecute ‘or overcharging at pres-
ent, but the complaints have been so
numerous that Dr. Hastings has asked
Mr. Thomson of the Canada Food
Board to have an - order-in-council
passed giving power +#o0 municipali~
. ties to control prices. If that is done,

‘then we can act, and we will be glad
to.”

Dr. Ottawa sald he was under the
impression that Toronto would woon
have some millionaire restaurant
keepers at the rate they were charg-
ing. He gave an example that he
considered ,too0 high a price:

“I was kn one of the restaurants
ihe other day and an old man ordered
‘wached eggs. The two eggs were
on a piéce of toast, but the toast was
s0 small the eggs hid it entirely, His
check was 30 cents, for I looked to
see, So did the old man, and then
he put on his glasses to see if it
could be right. His mouth worked,
but he sald nothing out loud. He
wanted a cup of coffee, but the thinty
cents was evidently his limit, so he
ate his eggs alone.”

Segregation Camp Started.

A segregation camp has been start-
ed at Frensham Pond in the Alder-
shot area  with accommodation for
10,000 to which all drafts from Cana-
da are posted ‘on ‘arrival in England.

The
camp s under the command of Col.
Colquhoun, D. 8, A, and at a recent
parade, over 4,000 men of all branches
of the service were present. The im-
provemeént in appearance and march
discipline effected in ten days has been
something extraordinary. The phy-
sique of the men is good and there is
every reason to believe that, when put
to the test, the men who are coming
from Canada at the present ¥ime will
put up a show equal to the work that
has been performed in the past by of-
ficers and other ranks of the flrst, four
divisions. i

Weather conditions for the past
month have been, on the whéle, favor-
able for training. Altho the Canadian
corps has not, up till now, been in
action, intensive training has been car-
ried out on a shortened syllabus in
order that trained men might be ready
to hand to meet any demands for re-
inforcements from the Canadian corps
in the field.

Preliminary courses for the training
of other ranks from France to be
trained for commissions have been es-
tablished. These have more than ful-
filled expectations, Training has been
standardized and is uniform thruout
ajl areas. The result is that, while the
prespective cadet is waiting for the
next course to start at the Canadian
training school, he is usefully employ-

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WILL RESTRICT TYPES

OF AUTOMOBILE TIRES

]
Washington, June 28.—Immediate
reduction in the number of types and
sizes of automobile tires from 237 to 82
has been determined upon by auto-

mobile tire manufacturers, in aeccord
with recommendations of the con-
ation division of the war indus-
tries board. Under the program an-
nounced today, by Nov. 1, 1820, all-but
nine types and sizes will have been
discontinued.

The nine types to remain after Nov.
1, 1920, range in size from 30 by 8%
to 40 by 8, and include standard non-
skid patterns. The elimination of the
so-called non-essential types will be
gradual. Eleven will be discontinued
by Nov. 1, this year; four Nov, 1, 1919,
and nine Nov. 1, 1820,

Officials of the war industries board
say that the motoring public will suf-
fer no inconvenience, as the industry
will be adjusted so that the types will
be standardized to meet the new con-
ditions,

LARKSPUR FOR LICE.
-~ ]
By Martha McCulloch Williams.

Keepers of pigs or poultry should
plant farkspur lavishly, eince sither
in powder ,nfusion, ointment or soap
it is sure death to lice. Any’sort will
answer ,but the tall growing kinds
make the biggest yield. Sow seed
either in late fall or the  first open
spell after Christmas, in any and every
waste spot about the place. The plants
will take care of themselves unless the
stand is very sparse——thén a weeding
or. 50 may be needed. The richer the
ground the better. Cut close to the
root when just fairly coming into
flower, Jet' lie till wilted, then spread
thinly in shade” to' dfy tie’ in’
lt):rmhes and ‘hang in air under shel-

‘When bone dry rub leaves and blos-
som buds to powder, sift it out, and
put in something that can be covered
tight, "But save all the stems, and
trash, packing them down in a big
box against the time of need. Use the
powdered leaves the same as pyre-
thrum, to dust poultry, mix in their
wallows, sprinkle nests, etc. Spent
stalks mixed in the mest straw give up
there the remnant of their virtue. A
strong infusion of the stalks well
rubbed in, especially behind ears, un-
der the throat ,along the dewlap, will
rid almost any animal of vermin un-
less it be “wolves’” in cattle. But a
better way to use the infusion, is in
soap or_ointment. Melt bars soap,
preferably homemade, in it, and cook
long enough to make the soap harden
again at cooling. For ointment boil
down the larkspur infusion until it is
almost black, then add clean grease to
it—Ilard, butter or a mixture of tallow
and oil—and summer until the water
is evaporated and the residue greenish
in color. Gr newly hatched chicks
with this—a little on the back of the
head ,and still less under the bill
Grease the mother hens lightly under
the wings, at the back of the neck,
and very lightly in the tail coverts and
around the vent. Grease pigs behind
the eas and along the backbone, doing
it if possible in sunshine and letting
them remain in it seVeral hours.

A big wisp of dry larkspur boiled
in the water for whitewash, then fish-
ed out and flung into the bedding stuff
will help to clear stables, pens and
coops of crawling pests. This by no
means exhausts the catalog of lark-
spur uses, but will suffice to show its
effectiveness and value.

HOW TO COMBAT
" DISEASE INBEES

Foul Brood is the Most
Prevalent, But Can Be
Prevented. -

The widespread demand for bées
this year has increased the risk of the
spread of bee diseases. Two of these,
American ‘foul brood and European
foul brood, cause 2 heavy loss to the
beekeeping industry every year, and
wherever they are found they should
be treated promptly and reported to
the previncial apiarist or bee inspector.

Hvery beekeeper should know how to
recognize these diseases and how to
distinguish them from the less seri-
ous sacbrood. 2

In American  foul brood, the bee
larva. or maggot, in the stage just after
it is capped over with wax, becomes
a viscid coffee-colored mass which
can be made -to rope out an inch or
more and has an unpleasant glue-pot
odor. Cells containing the rotten larvae
have their cappings discolored, sunken,
irregularly pefforated or removed
altogether. The remains dry to a scale
which adheres tightly to the wall of
the cell. This disease must be treated
by shaking the bees into a clean hive
containing frames fitted with narrow
strips of foundation, and burning or
boiling the combs, as explained in the
Experimental Farms Bulletin No. 26
(second series), “Bees and How to
Keep Them.”

European foul brood attacks most of
the larvae before they are capped over,
while they lie curled up in the bottom
of the cell. The larva turns yellowish
or greyish and melts into a pulp which
will not rope . or will rope but little,
and has a sightly sour odor.

To guard against foul brood, do not
buy bees on combs or used bee sup-
plies, unless you are sure they are
clean. Do not feed your bees with
honey from another apiary. Keep the
colonies strong and avoid robbing. If
European foul brood is in the district,
Italianize without delay.

‘Faverolles are a French breed orig-
fmating in southern Normandy.

The dJdisease ‘is slcwly  contagious
and for this reason a quarantine pen
is desirable, so that purchased fowls
may be treated for parasites and
watched for any contagious or infec-
tious disease. :

To {reat scaly leg the feet and legs
of affected fowls are held in warm
water for several minuvtes, so that the.
crusts are softened and can be . re-
moved. A mite killer is then applied
to the dry diseased surface. Tha2 fol-
lowing mixtures are recommended:
(1) Oil of caraway mixed in four
times as much lard or vaseline, nand-
(2) flywers of sulphur, ne dram;
carbonate of potush, 20 grains, and
lard of vasseliae, balf an ounce.

Some poultrymen have used a mix-
ture of one part of lerosene and two
parts of raw linseed oil with speedy
effect. The legs of the affected fowls
are dipped in this mixture, care being
taken that the feathers are not wet.

FERTILIZER FOR CROPS.
Different Soils Require Different

Chemicals and Conditions Must
Be Studied.

Jiow shall the farmer know what
analysis of fertilizer to use on his
crops? It is a case of feedinz tle
crops the same as you feed your live
stock. It is common knowledge that
sandy sdlls are relatively short in
ammonia, phosphori¢ acid and pntash.
Clay soils that have been under crops
for some time are usually short of
ammonia, fairly well supplied with
phosphoric acid and potash, but the
phosphoric acid is usvally in a shwly
avaflable form. Muck soils are rela-
tively well supplied with amsnonia, but
in ratber unavailable from—weak in
phosphoric acid and very weak in pot-
ash,

Growing crops themselves on soil in
good condition are pretty clear indica-
tors of the plant food needéd. For in-
stance:’

If the straw or stalk of grain or
corn is short ard poor there is yretty

ammonia or nitrogen.
1f the erups fail to ripen within the
ssascn and the grain  filis
poorly is indication of lack of
avajlable phosphoric acid.
If the straw is weak and the grain
is easily attacked by disease and if the
are smail and the kernels of
wheat, oats and barley are poorly
filled, there is indication of a lack of

potash.

Now, if the farmer has in mind the
natural crop ihdications and a general
knowledge of the characteristics of
his soil types, he can determine with
a fair degree of accuracy Wwhat
analysis of fertilizers will be likely to
give profit on crops he intends to
grow.

bominion Analyst Issues Bulletins
oanesults of Inspection of
_ Certain’ Articles.

Ottawa, June 28—Mr. A. MeGill,
Dominlon analysist, has issued four

| bulletins éeontaining his conclusions

after conducting an inspection of
wines and liquors, marmalade, sugar
and strained honey sold in Canada.
The inspection of the first two nam-
ed commodities was conducted as a

result of complaints received by the
inland revenue department that, in
the case of the former, bstitutes
were being sold as the génuine article
and in the latter, that the pr ct was
adulterated. ;

With regard to wines and liquors,
the Dominion analysist reports on 114
samples which come under that head,
comprising samples of whiskey, rum,
gin, wine, alcohol, brandy, medicated
wine, cordials, ete., and beer or port-
er. He finds that 53 samples were true
to the name under which sold and up
to legal standard, while 13 “may be
regarded as meeting the type, but are
below standard requirements in one
Ql‘: other respect.”” Thirty-nine sam-
ples were found to be clearly fraudu-
lent, while the remaining nine were
judged as doubtful in the absence of
a standard for the term “cordial.”
‘He expresses the conviction that such
names “creme dé¢ menthe” are gener-
ally understood to imply the presence
of alcohol in Jiquor and says that the
sale of non-alegholic liquor under such
names should be regarded as aduiter-
ation, ’

An inspeetion of 154 samples of
marmalade showed that 95 per cent. of
this product purchased in Canada is
made from oranges. In the absence
of specific standards for this variety
of jam, says Mr. MoGill, all the sam-
ples reported on, with the exception
of nine, must be accepted as satis-
factory Of the nine samples found
unsatisfactory, four contain salicylic
acid and three notable ‘amounts of
glucose without declaration of the fact
upon the label, and two contain small
amounts of glucose, added for other
reasons than a sugar substitute.

Eleven samples sold as icing sugar
were inspected and all, with the ex-
ception of one, which showed a great.
er percentage of starch than the de-
partmenta] standards permit, met legal
requirements. Of 87 samples pur-~
chased as strained honey, all but
three were found to meet the stand-
ard set by the department,

in carload lots, $3.25 per 100 pounds
in sheets in carload lots, and $3.60 per
100 pounds in sheets in less than car-
load lots of two tons and over, f.0.b.
the mills of the various manufactur-
ers, for a period of two months from
July 1, 1918, to the last day of August,
1918, subject to the condition that if
the price fixed by this order is too high

price from May 1, 1918, and the manu-
facturers or publishers will be re-
quired to pay into such chartered bank
as may be by me any sum
or sums of which may be found
to be due by them. owing to such a re-
vision.”

The order provides that manufactur-
ers shall, when called upon, furnish
accurate figures showing the total
