"Because people can see the sun 
now on both side4) of the fence they 
forget what we went thru last winter,” 
said M. A. Harrington of the fuel con­
troller’s départaient "At the same 
time we must acknowledge that the 
coal ia not coming In es It should "

Mr. Harrington explained that if 
people did not get eocl it was not the 
fault of the dealer. He was there to 
sell coal, and if he could get it he 
would likely be glad to sell it to his1 
regular customers. For those who 
had no regular dealer it would he a 
sad lookout unless they could see to it 
that they were sure of the coal in the 
bln before winter. It was entirely up 
to the United Stales fuel administra­
tion, now called the anthracite com­
mittee, said Mr. Harrington. He said 
that allotments for each of the state* 
and Canada were made and would be 
out the fluet week of July. The 
amounts would be for the months of 
July, August and September.

"Toronto burned 76.000 tons of coal 
during April. May and June," said 
Mr. Harrington- “They were extra 
cold months, but people must now re­
member that there is now that much 
of our year's allotment gone. Every 
time a cold day comes there is no 
need to rush to the coal bin. People 
must realize that it is not 1916 and 
use substitutes."

"Wool prices in the maritime pro­
vinces run as high as 63 1-2 cents a 
pound for unwashed'.wool in the 
grease," said Mr. ArkeU- "In Ontario 
and Quebec for the medium combing 
quality tne price runs as high as 
76 1-4 cents a pound "

He stated that they were handling 
about 800,000 pounds of fine ring» 
wool, mostly from southern Alberta, 
TMs wool Is a higher grade wool than 
that grown ip Ontario.

"There Is very much more wool pro­
duced In Canada this year than last," 
said Mr. ArkSIl. ”'Ve win handle over 
4,000,000 pounds of Canadian wool this 
seoson."

As compared with this report from 
the Canadian market, is the informa­
tion that 88,000,000 worth of wool from 
the Antipodes will be In Toronto 
within three months, 46,000 bales hav­
ing been allocated to Canada by the 
imperial government from Australia 
and New Zealand. The mills make 
requisition for tht« as they require It 
stating the amount needed. The Cana­
dian wool commis tlon ha# the hand­
ling of all this Imported wool, which 
Is said to be a good thing for Canada. 
It cuts out all proflti, as the wool in 
Australia and New Zealand was com­
mandeered by the government at the 
outbreak of the war. and the Im­
perial government who controls 
the output will not allow any­
one to -have any who Is profiting 
in any way. Mr. Hodgson, manager of 
the Canadian wool commission, who 
comes from Bradford, Eng., has been 
loaned to tbi# country by the British

Subtle as Satan, the German kaiser 

Is busy again in an attempt to repair 
the situation which Von Kuehlmann 
has admitted is past mending by mil­
itary effort. Germany's greatest tri­
umph was the overthrow of Russia. 
This was not a military triumph, but 
the result of intrigue, treachery and 
barefaced lying. Failing to overcome 
the allies by force of arms, the kaiser 
is now setting himself to a new course 
of intrigue and falsehood. He will 
seek to gain by negotiation and dip­
lomacy what is Impossible to him by 
military means.

This is the danger that has now to 
be met and averted. >n offer to 
abandon Belgium, to restore Alsace- 
Ix>rra! 
vaded
Trentino would appeal mightily to the 
Hcarets and the other pro-Germans 
and the pacifists who seem to fear 
nothing so much as an allied victory. 
A peace on these terms, giving Ger­
many a free hand in the east, in 

, RutfU in the Balkans, in Turkey' 
and «eastwards into Asia, would) be 
s world calamity. It would meinMhe 
renewal of the war within ten years, 
and on a more gigantic scale than 
ever.

The issue lies between autocracy and 
democracy, between militarism and 
freedom. There can be no peace, not 
even a truce between them, now that 
the deadly intentions of the militaristic 
power are evident. There is only one 
remedy for the situation. It Is the 
eradication, root and branch, of the 
Hehensollern military tradition. There 
Is no doubt that this must be tin Anal 
goal of the war. If no other i latlon 
insisted upon it, the United I Rates 
would require it as a condition of 
peace. New York bankers are layldg 
odds that the allies will be in Berlin 
before the Germans are In Paris. It is 
not merely brag, but a keen perc iptlon 
of the needs of the qaee, and the abili­
ty to secure them, that are behli d the 
wager.

It may be necessary for provincial 
and federal ministers of the crown

.the battlefrorot, but such 
only be made when necessary, arid the 
cost to the country should^ !><r*s little' 
as possible. It would require a pretty 
sharp state governor south ofcjihe 1 
to get himself a trip to Europeafr>the 
public expense. We doubt If congress 
would pay the vice-president’s ex­
penses to Europe If he wanted the 
trip. They would argue that he could 
beet discharge hie duties a* president 
of the senate by staying in the coun­
try where the senate assembled. How­
ever, our neighbors are a little nig­
gardly about these things, and we are. 
.perhaps, a little extravagant.

In municipal affairs there should be 
economy, tho not of the penny-wise 
variety. Toronto has a bigger budget 
than Ontario, and we think our mayor, 
board of control and city council do 
as much work as the government and 
legislature of Ontario, and receive a 
good deal less in the way of salary 
and perquisites. Yet the Provincial and 
Dominion Government alike preach 
economy. The preaching 1» excellent, 
but there is an old-fashioned pre­
judice which runs in favor of the 
preacher practicing what he preaches.

The woman who le told that she 
ought not to buy a new piece of 
linoleum for the kitchen because It Is 
war time, may be perfectly loyal, and 
yet retort that $100,000 should not be 
spent In war time on rugs and cur­
tains for Government House. The man 
who 1» told that he le little lees than 
pro-Germafi if he does not wear the 
same suit of clothes three years hand 
running, may be excused for suggest - 
ink/ that our rulers at Ottawa are 
spending entirely too much money. 
Private cars, even for the families of 
ministers, expensive trips and-a great 
multiplication of officials will use up 
more money than most of us can save 
by patching our pants. Mr. Hanna’s 
inglorious failure as food controller 
was largely due to the belief that he 
ate a $4 breakfast himself every morn­
ing, and then limited the unfortunate 
tax-payer to one piece of bread for 
his principal meal. We bear gladly 
the "admonitions of those who sacri­
fice everything themselves. Do our 
rulers set an example of economy, or 
do some of them alt in the wagon 
while the tax-payer heaves at the 
wheel?

Editor World; It seems somewhat 
significant that this bankruptcy act 
now before parliament should be pre­
sented at a time when the attention 
of the people Is centred and engrossed 
hi the vital interests of the -war so 
that this act may thus pass Into law 
without the knowledge of the genera; 
public who have known of Its bad 
effects In the past, and the evil re­
sults of Its operation, and are thus 
utterly opposed to Its renewal.

It Is now many years since an In­
solvency law was in force. During the 
time it was in operation bankruptcy 
was rampant thruout the coun.ry, in 
cities, towns and villages bankrupt 
stocks were advertised everywhere. On 
its repeal a marked change for the 
better Immediately took place, and 
trade assumed a juster and safer ba­
sis and proceeded steadily ever since. 
Since that time applications have been 
repeatedly made to parliament to re­
new the act. but have always been 
rejected, as was the cas etn 1894. If 
the bill now before the house is to 
become law, the country will undoubt­
edly witness a renewal of former evil 
experiences of bankruptcies, especial­
ly among the retail traders.

This seems on a su­
perficial view, to be quite -an Innocent 
thing; indeed, it may appear to 
Kome people at first sight to be quite 
a desirable ' and proper thing thus to 
anticipate fraud and make provision 
against -possible preferences in, favor 
of one creditor over another, etci, NOW 
the practical effect of such laws has 
proved to b# the shifting of the only 
right ground on which credit ought to 
bt dispensed, namely, ability, honesty 
and Integrity of the recipient, to the 
false ground furnished to the creditor 
by the assurance to him of getting 
a pro rata division of the assets of the 
debtor in cose of Insolvency. Even 
without an insolvency law there Is 
nothing more demoralizing in trade 
than the manner in which credit is 
dispensed. The root of the evil is here. 
This is really the- occasion of more 
than half of the failures in business.

While the dispensers of credit are 
chiefly responsible for any loss they 
may bring on themselves, for parlia­
ment by special .legislation to enact 
a system of assurance to relieve them 
of théir responsibilities and so aid 
them indirectly, inflicting injustices on 
many others by a feckless haste to 
increase their wealth by inconsider­
ate use of capital, is vicious-iff prin­
ciple. Wealth has power from which 
we do not seek to detract, but it Is 
altogether another thing to make 
laws to_g!ve more power than it 
turally possesses which undoubtedly 
a bankruptcy law does. Those whd 
may incur lose in the absence of such 
a law have the power to prevent it 
almost, entirely In their own hands 
by with-holding or curtailing credit, 
instead of trusting to the provision 
of a bankruptcy act to release them, 
for in doing this they cause others, 
innocent traders to suffer loss.

In advocating this act before par- 
Ilament, the promoters advance a 
silly argument to support their aim, 
namely, that credit Is needed to trans­
act business. Now we all know that, 
for practically the whole trade of the 
D «union is conducted on credit thru 
our banking system. But surely that 
does not Justify parliament furnish- 
Ing dispensers of credit with a pa­
tent assurance policy to protect them 
against the results of their own folly 
in leaving their safes

AT A CAMP Lord Hebert'Cecil so Chsractsrisss 
Speech of Dr. ven Kuehlmann.

London, June If-—Lord Robert Cecil, 
British minister of blockade, in a 
statement today, characterised the 
recent speech of Dr. von Kuehlmann, 
German foreign secretary, as being 
vague in phraseology, and Intended to 
appeal to the pacifist element 1» the 
countries at war with Germany. Lord 
Robert Intimated that his analysis of 
Dr. von Kuehlmann'» remarks, also 
was that of ths British Government. 
He recognised the speech as being 
directed, largely In alllfed countries, es­
pecially England, to encourage those 
who may be Inclined to be war weary, 
to believe that tolerable terme might 
be secured, and that, If these terms 
were not accepted, the war would go 
on Indefinitely.

Lord Robert pointed out that Dr. 
von Kuehlmann, understanding some­
what the British mind, had been care­
ful not to threaten, but had mentioned 
the German gains -in the east.

Lord Robert Indicated that he re­
garded the foreign secretary’s attitude 
ss merely another chapter In German 
hypocrisy, and that hi» reference to 
the freedom of the seas and to 
colonial possessions, and other terme 
named, were too vague and Indefinable 
to discuss. Lord Robert, in conclu­
sion, expressed the belief that, even 
with the recurrence of setbacks to the 
German arme, there yet Is to be seen 
the domination of the pan-German 
spirit.

How U. S. Nurses Go to War.

Miss Reatha Smedb-y, sister of Mre. 
John T. Aggett, and aunt of the late 
Lieut. Harvey Aggett, and Miss Ellen 
Dalton, sister of Fra»! Dation, of the 
Dalton Manufacturing Company, are 
in New York waiting to sail for 
France with the first mobile hospital 
unit of the U. ti. expeditionary force 
to be fully equipped and ready 
for the front. They are eerving as 
surgical operation nurses with the ufiit 
of which Dr. Sidney R. Surnap of 
Roosevelt Hôpital is In command 
with the rank of major, and at the 
head of one of tho five sections, each 
of which is made up of twelve sur­
geons, ten nurses nnti sixty enlisted 
men fvho act as orderlies and stretch­
er-bearers. There ire thus 410 per­
sons in the unit. Other heads of sec­
tions are Major Percy R. Tumurs’ 
Hew York Heopital; Major Frederick 
T. van BeurSn, jr-, Roosevelt Ho»-' 
pitai; Major Bailey, St. Ix>uls,\ and 
Major Powell, San Francisco. After a 
month’s intensive training in France 
they will take stations on th* third 
line of defence. When a drive is on 
the collapsible operating hospital of 
the unit is set up. This takes an 
hour’s time. Every detail Is provided, 
from sterilisation to X-ray equipment. 
The unit will move from battlefield to 
battlefield as may he decided

The nurses are equipped -in practi­
cally the same way as an army offi­
cer, and will bo prepared to camp 
where night finds th«n and live out­
doors. They are provided with a 
mattreeo, three blankets, four shirts, 
collapsible water pall, canteen cup 
und servihg puts, knife, fork and 
spoon. They also, have sleeping hag»,. 
Each nurse wears a locked bracelet 
of silver links, which are fastened to 
a small identification log of silver, 
which is marked with 
name in the centre and in the lower 
corner A.R.C.—U.S. They also wear a 
similar tag and chain 
necks.
latter chain and tag are 
charge by the government and even­
tually sent home to their family. The 
bracelet is left on the wrist

Bach nurse carries a government 
Insurance policy, generally about 112,- 
000, on which they pay out of their 
salaries about 87 a month, according 
to their age. In case of death their 
beneficiary will get $50 a month for 
twenty years. If they are incapaci­
tated from wounds or illness they will 
get $50 à month until able to take up 
their duties again.

| New Day Train Service 

Toronto and Ottawa
By Associated Press.

The British troops In Flanders, and 
the French forces further south ap­
parently have anticipated the proposed 
German drive toward the English 
channel ports or Paris, and struck 
first.

Altho slight details of the man­
oeuvres thus far have been revealed 
the allied $ troops caught the enemy 
unawares at salient points and, driv­
ing swiftly forward, took terrain 
which would have been of consider­
able value as the starting points of 
enemy attacks. In addition a com­
paratively large number of prisoners 
and machine guns were left In the 
hands of the allied troops.

The attack of the British was de­
livered about midway between Haze- 
brouck and Beth une, on a front of 
nearly three and a half miles over 
territory which the Germans recently 
have been deluging with shells. Al­
together the attack was productive of 
an average gain of ground to a depth 
of nearly a mile, and included the tak­
ing of several small hamlets. It Is 
not Improbable that the Germans in 
a proposed offensive in this region had 
set their hearts on the capture of 
St. Omer and the railway line running 
thence to Calais and Dunkirk.

• • *
The stroke of the French troops was 

over a still greater front—four and 
a half miles—and they at points also 
penetrated, enemy positions to a good­
ly depth, at some points a mile and a 
quarter- The evident intention was 
further to block the gateway to Paris 
thru the Villers-Cotterete region.

From Amblemy to the east of Mont 
Gobert the French carried out their 
offensive and overwhelmed strongly 
fortified positions of the enemy along 
the entire front. Besides the beating 
back of the enemy more than 1060 
Germans fell Into the hands of the 
attacking force.

A British officiai 
communication says that in atr fight­
ing Thursday 29 enemy alrplaner 
accounted for, 20 of them having been 
destroyed and the others forced to 
descend out of the control of their 
pilots. Fourteen machines of the Bri­
tish failed to return to their bases.

There Is considerable fighting be­

tween the Austrians and the Italians 
in the mountain regions of the Italian 
theatre, but comparative quiet prevails 
along the Piave River, across which the 
enemy wore driven by the Italians 
early in the week.

Unofficial reports are to the effect 
that troublous events again are In pro­
gress in Russia. The Bolshevik gov­
ernment in Moscow is said to have 
been overthrown by forces wder the 
leadership of Generals Koi.J’cff and 
Kaledines. Moscow is «iid to have 
fallen, and Trotzky and Ueninc, the 
leaders of the Bolshevik governme’it, 
are declared to have fled across the 
Gulf of Finland toward the Murraan 
coast. Another report is that Grand 
Duke Nicholas has b-rn r-ro-.lalmed 
emperor.

The reports that former Emperor 
Nicholas lias been put to death or 
assassinated persist, but there still Is 
no official confirmation.

He died at the field 
ambulance dressing-station the same 
day (June 10) and was buried on Dom­
inion Day at Vfllere-aux-BoU. Lieut 
Basil “carried on" alone till the fall, 
when he was wounded in the foot tn 
Paeechendaele battle. ,»ow he rettims 
to the post of honor and danger. The 
father of these two boys ie Capt A.

Legion and recently president of the 
American Club in Toronto.

Ottawa, June 28.—The following 
description of the training of Cana­
da's soldiers after their arrival over- 

is authorized by the militia de­seas
partment:

The art of training soldiers has 
made a great advancement in the past 
two years In the art of active war­
fare. In the early days of the Cana­
dian army It was impossible to pre­
pare men for conditions in France, be­
cause the conditions were rapidly 
changing. Men in active touch with 
them had to be on the alert to keep 
up to data

During the past year the art of 
modern warfare has been pretty tho- 
roly mastered and the training of sol­
diers has been built up so as to scien­
tifically meet these conditions. The 
men who are now arriving from Cana­
da are trained in scientific detail. 
Every man la drained individually to 
meet bgttle condition», Just as a box­
er is trained for the prize ring or 
football plaÿer for the gridiorn only 
more Intensively as time is at a pre­
mium, and pien are now made finish­
ed soldiers In a fraction of the time 
that it took In 1816, and are better 
trained.

It Is Interesting to see the rapid 
development of these soldiers, who a 
few weeks ago were civilians in Can­
ada. On their first parades- they are 
actually wobbly in the lege and many 
of them wobble when they walk. Ifl 
a very few days a change is notice­
able. They become steady, In a few 
Short weeks. They move about the 
parade ground with rhythm and pre- 
clsion. They are keen to learn and 
as their knowledge grows they, be­
come enthusiastic and anxious to 
learn. The more recent arrivals give 
promise of being equal to those who 
have, by their deeds established the 
title, "Canadian" in the high place it 
holds among the armies of the world.

Segregation Camp Started.
A segregation camp has been start­

ed at Frensham Pond in the Aider- 
shot area with accommodation for 
10,000 to which all drafts from Cana­
da are posted 'on arrivai in England. 
Preliminary training Is carried out 
during the period of segregation: The 
camp Is under the command of Col. 
Colquhoun, D. 8. A., and at a recent 
parade, over 4,000 men of all branches 
of the service were present. The im­
provement in appearance and march 
discipline effected in ten days has been 
something extraordinary. The phy­
sique of the men Is good and there is 
every reason to believe that, when put 
to the test, the men who are coming 
from Canada at the present time will 

1 put up a show equal to the work that 
has been performed in the past by of­
ficers and other ranks of the first, four 
divisions.

Weather conditions for the pest 
month have been, on the whole, favor­
able for training. Altho the Canadian 
corps has not, up till now, been in 
action, intensive training has been car­
ried out on a shortened syllabus in 
order that trained men might be ready 
to hand to meet any demands for re­
inforcements from the Canadian corps 
In the field.

Preliminary courses for the training 
of other ranks from France to be 
trained for commissions have been es­
tablished. These have more than ful­
filled expectations. Training has been 
standardized ryid is uniform thruout 
ajl area*. The result is that, while the 
prespectlve cadet is waiting for the 
next course to start at the Canadian 
training school, he is usefully employ­
ed, has work of interest, and it also 
means the saving of a certain amount 
of time on the assembly at the cadet 
school, because the training. can be 
started from a higher level, and cases 
no longer occur of cadets being back­
ward and so retarding the progress of 
others.

To Train Forestry Corps.
Arrangements have been made to 

train the men of the forestry corps, 
so that in tire event of emergency they 
can defend themselves. Arrangements 
ane being made for a short course in 
musketry, physical training, and 
bayonet fighting and drill. It is con­
sidered that suitable lectures, com­
bined with a little propaganda work 
on the work done by the forestry units 
during operations in the field will 
greatly assist in building up esprit 
de corps.

The training carried out In the 
Canadian forces in England is equal 
to the best standard of the imperial 
army. It is as perfect as science can 
make it. The general scheme is plan­
ned by headquarters in London and 
carried out in detail by the staffs of 
the respective camps. This gives the 
uniformity and system which is in a 
great measure responsible for the 
really remarkable results 
achieved.

The attention of cucumber growers 
le directed to a disease that seriously 
affects the yield of this plant, by the 
pathological service of the Dominion 
experimental farms, 
maintains field stations in several dis­
trict*, so chosen as to afford facilities 
for the observation of particular crops, 
and for exeprimeiltal work in combat­
ing their special diseases.

The mosaic disease of cucumbers 
is not well-known hi Ontario gardens, 
but of late lt has begun to appear more 
frequently, and growers should be on 
the watch for it. Recent investiga­
tions indicate that there are three 
types or kinds of mosaic to be met 
with on cucumber, of which one is 
very i 
pickle
the plants and causes the fruit to grow 
in a lumpy misshapen condition. The 
distortion In the fruit is due to irre­
gular growth. Certain 
sickly, assume a light yellow or pearly 
white color, and grow poorly. Th 
mainder of the surface is normal, re­
tains, its dark green color and grows 
much faster, thus producing distorted 
leaves or lumpy firult.

In the other two types the leaves.are 
the parts most affected. In one of these 
types the leaves are mottled with 
lighter, yellowish green areas and the 
plant is weakened and dwarfed, thus 
reducing the yield. The mottled leaf 
mosaic is not so damaging as the 
white pickle type. The third type is 
known as the speckled leaf mosaic, 
and while the leaves become spotted 
with sickly areas, as the name Indi­
cates, this form of the disease to not 
considered very 4&maging.

Like other mosaic diseases, these cu­
cumber troubles are transmissible 
from one plant to another, tho they are 
apparently not due to any fungus or 
bacterial parasite. If the juice of a 
diseased plant be Injected Into a heal­
thy plant, the disease will be produced, 
and in the field, transfer of this kind 
Is thought to be brought about by 
sucking Insects. *

It has been found that the common 
wild cucumber (Echinocywtto) also suf­
fers from this trouble, and that insects 
will carry it from the wild plants to 
the cultivated crop In spring. It to 
not thought to be carried to any con­
siderable extent In the seed.

In view of the transmissible nature 
of the disease, lt to advisable to de­
stroy affected plants and to bum up 
the dead vine*4n the fall.

that sometimes causes affected birds 
to become worthless. It is caused by 
an extremely small mite that works 
in and under the crusts that form on 
the legs. Caraway or sulphur oint­
ment will kill the perns.

Scales form at the point of Invasion 
of the insect and under them the skin 
is Irritated and bloody. Badly, affected 
birds walk with difficulty and may 
even lose a toe; i&ter they become 
thin, lose their appetites and prove 
worthless. «

The disease le Slcwty contagious 
■and for this reason a quarantine pen 
is desirable, so that purchased fowls 
may be treated for parasites and 
watched for any contagious or Infec­
tious disease.

To treat scaly leg .tile feet and legs 
of affected fowls are held In warm 
water for several minutes, so that the. 
crusts are softened and can be 
moved. A mite killer Is then ai*plied 
to the dry diseased surface. The fol­
lowing mixtures are recommended: 
il) Oil of caraway mixed in four 
times as much lard or vaseline, and 
(2) fliwers of sulphur, .me dram; 
carbonate of potash, 20 grains, and 
lard of vaueliae, half an ounce.

Some poultry men have used a mix­
ture of one part of kerosene and two 
parts of raw linseed oil with speedy 
effect. The legs of the affec.te.1 fowls 
are dipped In this mixture, care being 
taken that the feathers are not wet.

Italian 
will resist this disease, and 

therefore the best treatment Is to In­
troduce Italian queens of a good strain. 
The shaking treatment should also be 
carried out In many cases.

In saebrood, the dead larva with 
larkened skin lies extended in the celL 
Usually the entire larva can be re­
moved from the cell without breaking 
the skin. On puncturing the skin, the 
contents are found to be more or less 
watery. Colonies affected by this dis­
ease usually recover, and no treatment 
is necessary.

To guard against foul brood, do not 
buy bees on combs or used bee sup­
plies, unless you are sure they are 
clean. Do not feed your bees with 
honey from another apiary. Keep the 
colonies strong and avoid robbing. If 
European foul brood is in the district, 
Italianize without delay.

Amsterdam, June 28.—The notable 
speech delivered in the German Reichs­
tag this week by Deputy Hugo 
Haase, the independent Socialist, in 
which he vigorouMy attacked the 
government's foreign policy le given 
considerable space by the semi-official 
Norddeutsche Allgemeine Zeitung.

Herr Haase, says the semi-official 
version of the speech, went on with 
a bitter attack on the German military 
ruMre for their method of conducting 
the war, which was alienating the 
friendship of the whole world. H 
Glared their methods were making a 
decent peace impossible, and that the 
German people must/take matters into 
their own hands.

"The Armenians," the speaker de­
clared, "are sending us affecting calls 
for help against the brutal violence of 
the Turks, who are aiming anew their 
complete extermination. These .calls 
go unheard; altho the victims of the 
Turks are numbered by the hundreds 
of thousands, and we have the audacity 
to permit the handing over to the 
Turks again of the districts of Batum, 
Kars and Ardahan.
. “In Livonia and Eetbonia the Ger­
man police force is treating the-people 
with an arbitrariness of the worst sort, 
as if the district were a conquered 
country. Conditions in the Riga dis­
trict cry to heaven. Ten-year-old 
boy» have been sentenced to lung 
terms of imprisonment for distributing 
proclamations. In the prisons, people 
are tortured In a way resembling that 
of the worst day», of czarism.

“The German military power 
everywhere in Russia tuts been active 
as the strangler of democracy, and the 
oppressor of freedom. In Finland, an 
equal terrorism reigns among the 
working classes.

"If things go oh according to the 
will of our military autocracy Ger­
many will be ruined, unless the people 
take the cause of peace in their own 
hands."

Youth Drowned While Betting 
In the Thames at LondonOttawa, June 21,—R. A. Pringle, K.C., 

controller of newsprint, In a formal 
order Just issued, continues until Sept. 
1 the price of $246 per hundred for 
newsprint in carlbad lots. The order 
also continues the arrangement for the 
pooling of the comparative losses sus­
tained by the makers of newsprint who 
supply Canadian customers at a lower 
figure than is obtained for the ex­
ported article. The order le In part as 
follows:

"I do order and direct that the 
manufacturers of newsprint paper do 
supply to the newspapers thruout 
Canada, newsprint paper in rolls at 
the rate of $2.86 per hundred pounds 
in carload tote, $8.26 per 100 pounds 
in sheets in carload lots, and ÎI8.60 per 
100 pounds in sheets in 1 
load lots of two tons and over, f.o.b. 
the mills of the various manufactur­
ers, for a period of two months from 
July 1, 1818, to the last day of August, 
1*18, subject to the condition that if 
the price fixed by this order is too high 
or too low, there will be a revision of 
price from May 1, 1918, and the manu­
facturers or publishers will be re­
quired to pay into such chartered bank 
as may be designated by me any sum 
or sums of money which may be found 
to be due by them owing to such a re­
vision."

The order provides that. manufactur­
ers shall, when called upon, furnish 
accurate figures showing the total 
tonnage of newsprint paper produced 
and shipped by them during the two 
months’ period covered by the order, 
and the tonnage produced and shipped 
for the Canadian and export market 
respectively, together with prices f.o.b. 
at the mille both for paper for export 
and paper for the Canadian trade.

says a circular issued from the presi­
dent’s office of the Canadian Bankers' 
Association, "net only must there be 
some reduction of existing credits, but 
there will have to be applied a rigid 
check upon the further 
credit in directions not 
senttal for the prosecution of the war, 
and for the health and the necessary 
comfort of the people."

In connection with the May return 
of the chartered banks, it wae noted 
that an unfavorable side of the figures 
wae the expansion in commercial dis­
counts in a month usually marked by 
contraction.

The circular addressed by E. L. 
PeSee to the general managers of the 
banks, and now made public, is em­
phatic as to the necessity for the cur­
tailment and conservation of banking 
credits.

"It is no more possible," says Mr. 
Peaee, "to superimpose upon 
volume of pre-war credits the 
menas volume of additional credit re­
quired by the government for war 
purposes than to super-impoee upon 
the volume of pre-war production of 
goods the Immense volume of addi­
tional goods required by the govern­
ment to prosecute the war.
