There was a miniature Donnyhrook
at Port Dalhousie wharf last night,
when the gardeners’ excursion and the
Wednesday afternoon holiday ~ folks
were. coming home from St. Catharines.
The crowd was large, and the Garden
City boat looked small in comparison.
The people surged upon it at 7 o’clock,
and someone shouted that the boat
would sink if any more tried to get on.

- W. H. Bunting of the Carlton Fruit

Growers’ Association, and one of the
best posted fruit men, says:" - ;
“The season for cherries is now prac-
tidally over; this has. been, from the
gruwers” standpoint, one of the most
satisfactory in recent years. Last sea-
son, owing to peculiar climatic and
atmospheric conaitions, a large portion
of the crop :vited upon the trees with
great rapidity and proved quite worth=~
less and ‘entailed great loss and dis-
appeintment.  Even the most c¢areful
spraying seemed to be eof very little
assistance in staving the  progress of
this disease,

/‘I'he present season has been marked
by an almost absolute freedom from
this trouble, and in cofisequence the
crop has been gathered in good condi-
tion and has given great satisfaction to
all conhcerned. '« ! ;

Canners Get Lots of Berries. .

. With regard to the berry crop, the
last of which is now being gathered,
there has beéen a moderate supply and
a brisk demand for all offerings.” The

tne various canning factories ‘thruout
the province have secured large quan-
tities for future consumption. This has
no doubt exercised a very healthy in-
fluence upon” the general market all
thru the season,

Plam Crop Very Short.
“Coming now.to the fruits that will
beé in season during the nionths of
August and September, ‘the plum erop
will no doubt be very short; there is
almost a. total fallure in the Japan
varletieés, only here and there individual

ties bearing any fruit. It is an open
question with many growers whether
the. introduction of this class of plums
has after all en very beneficial to
the trade generally, from the fact that
it is believed that the San JoOse scale
was also brought into this country at
the same time, and also from their
great productiveness and somewhat in-
different quality they have to some ex-
tent destroyed the market for the bet-
ter class of European and American
piums. Of these latter there will be'a
moderate supply of some varieties,
which will no doubt command fairly
good prices, ;

Full Crop of Tomatoes.

“The tomato crop is of large area and
promises full crop of excellent quality,
“The greatest interest centres around
the peach crop, from the fact that this
crop is generally of an uncertain na-
ture, being subject to so.many vicissi-
tudes before finally reaching the mar-
ket. This district 18, however,. again
fayored with a bountiful crop of this
luscious fruit,” and, while the acreage
is not nearly as large as in soms form-
er years, owing to the ravages of the
San Jose scale in various sections und
severe winter Kkilling during the past
two or three years, there is still suffi-
cient trees and oréhards left, with the
young orchards coming into bearing, to
supply all our people with a quota of
fruit at fairly reasonable prices.’

Apples Very Promising,

‘“The early apple crop promises to be
abundant and of excellent quality. The
same may be said #f the earlier vari-
cties of pears. Winter apples only fair
to emdium in quantity and excellent
in quality.

Reliable Crop of Grapes,

“Grapes, where not affected by. black
rot, are a fairly reliable crop, and pro-
mise well thig season, but the demand
each year in our rapidly expanding
markets seems to keep pace with the
ever-increasing supply:
“‘Taken as a wWhole, the present sea-
son would seem to indicate a bountiful
harvest from the orchards and vince
vards of the Niagara district, and a
product of such uniform good quality
as will meet with an ‘active demand,
not only in the markets of this coun-
try, but oversea as well.”

Mr, Morris of Fonthill,

‘““The prospects for fruit in the early
part of the season were of the very
best, but, owing to the extreme dry
weather, we have had thru thé Niagara
district, apples have dropped badly
from the trees, to such an extent that
there won’t probably bé over half a
crop, Peaches and pears are a good
c¢iop; plums scarce; raspberries light,
owing to the bearing wood dying be-
fore the fruit matured.””

Mr. Bennett of $t. David’'s-
“The peach crop is very heavy and
of good quality: The apple is an av-
erage crop and of very good sample.
The plum crop is very light, not one-
quarter of a yield. The grape crop is
an average one, and, so far, the quality
fs gwod, being free from mildew and
rot. The pear crop is not as hegwyy as
last year’s but will give a good average,
yield.
