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Edward Blake’s Speech

The Dublin Freeman of June 4 gives the
following report of Hon. Bdward Blake's
speech in the Imperial House on Mr. Chap-
lin's amendment to the budget:

Mr. Blake, who was received with Irish
cheers, saids.The right hon. gentleman who
has just sat down (J, Lowther) by his tra-
ditions, assoclations and long career, is a
most fitting exponent tor an up-to-date pol-
icy. (Loud laughter.) Sir, this day twelve-
mont I took leave to say a few words
to the House in opposition to the corn tax,
and on that occasion 1 ventured in a few
words to give some of my particular rea-
scns for the opposition. Amongst them
were these. I pointed out that “this corn
tax wouid open the door again for the agi-
tation for protection in tuis country and
also to some extent for preferential tariffs,
and that the House had felt that the ques-
tion of the permanence of the tax wus a
very aerlous thing. I absoliutely accepted

w~the .declaration of the then (nancellor of
the Exchequer that this tax had not been
proposed by the government in view of
pretection or preferentinl duties, but I ven-
tured to remind the House that when once
the tax was put on it would give the great-
est facility to the gentlemen opposite, or
thelr successors, for introducing these
schemes, and that when we came to con-
sider the possibility of that danger it be-
came a serious thing indeed. (Hear, hear.)
I added the trite observation that time had
always made very quick

Member of Distingunished Nova
Scotia Family Passes Away.

Halifax, June 20.—The part played
by a son of Nova Scotla in the Great
Crimea struggle is recalled by the
Qeath at Gay's River,Colchester County
on Saturday of G. H. O. Parker, a

L‘Wmer %fh Capt. Parker, the hero of
e Welsford-Parker Monu-
;nﬁt. which stands in Old St. Paul's
urial ground was erected to commem-
orate the gallant deeds of Major Wels.
ford and Capt. Parker. The former
was killed at Sebastopol and the lat-
ter who was a.captain in the famous
77th Regiment, was killed at Alma.
He fell while leading_his mén to vic-
tory in that decisive struggle. Capt.
Parker was the first to scale the walls,
but was shot down when victory was
almost in sight. He was a great fav-
orite in Halifax, where his regiment
was stationed before the Crimea, was
several times mentioned in despatches
and would have had rapid promotion
had he llved. *
Capt. Parker’s brother, the subject
of this sketch, was also in the Imper-
jal service having served in the Royal
Navy for many Yyears. About  forty
years ago he retired from the navy
and located at Gay's River, whare he
has since lived a quiet life. The
Parker family has been represented in
the army and navy for over a hun-
dred years, and was one of the oldest
in Nova Scotia. Hon. Benjamin Green,
who was a prominent Nova Scotlan of
the old days, and was once actirg
Lieut.~Governor, was grandfather of
the deceased.

G. H. O. Parker was twice married.
His first wife was a Miss Dunlap ot
a well known Truro family. Three
children were born of this union, viz.:
Mrs. William C. Noble, Boston; Wm.
O. N. Parker, -comnected with the
White House Clothing Co. of St.
Catharines, Ont.; and Arthur Hyde
Somerset Parker of St Lambert’s,
Montreal. The deceased’s second wife
was a Miss Brehm of Dartsmouth.
She died only four weeks ago and
was buried in Camp Hill Cemetery.
Sihee his wife's death Mr. Parker
commenced to fail and passed away
on Saturday. He was K80 years of age.
The body was brought to the city last
night, and the funeral will tnkcj place
from St. George's Church at 3 p.m.
to-day. Mr. Wm. O. N. Parker, wh'o
arrived last night to attend his father's
funeral, is well-known in the Mnrit!me
Province, having traveled in this terri~
fory for ten or twelve years. His home
is now in Toronto.

To Make an Asphailt Wallk,

Take two parts of dry Eme rubbish and
one part coal ashes, aleo very dry, un'd'
Ehoth sifted fine. In a dry place on a dry
day mix them, and leave a hole In the mid-
dle of the heap, as bricklayers do when
making mortar. Into this pour bolling-hot
coal tar: mix. and when as stiff as mortar
put It down three inches thick to form the
walk. The ground should be dry, and beat-
ten smooth. Sprinkle over it coarse sand:
when cold, pass a light roller over it, and
in a few days the walk will be solid and
waterproof. Should your walks be n!rvnd,v:
gravelled, they will only require to beswep
clean; a new-made one to be well beaten
and rolled. Choose a warm day: let the tar
be boiling hot; use the common, long-hand-
ted, iron-bound tar-brush, and iron kettle,
holding about a gallon, for the purposa<of
taking only so much tar for the boller at
one time as can be used in about a guarter
of an honr, and paint over with a g¢ od coat.
Let a lad follow with dry sifted sand,
throwing over enough to prevent the tar
sticking to his feet, and then go over with
| the roller. Two men tarring will employ
la lad to follow with the sand and another
to attend the fire and smpply the tar as
fast as used. This process should be re-
peated every three years. The paths then
will hecome quite hard and dry, pleasant
to walk upon even in the worst of weath-
ers. In asphalting public walks more ma-
terial would be required. The tiles should
be placed in position first.

1 ascended a flight of stairs, and the
attendant, in gorgeous scarlet livery, stop-
ped, knocked at a door, and on opening it
announced, ‘‘The Bishop of New Guinea!”
Certainly there was no formality, no elab-
orate ccremonial, no stiff ' court etiquet,
There was no spectal costume, no formal
presentation, nothing but the bare an-
nouncement of my name, but it wag clear-

1y all right, so 1 waiked in. A pleasant,
elderly gentleman at once rose from his
writing-table and advanced to meet me.
Greeting me with outstretched hand, he
bade me sit down, and putting me at once
at my ease, asked me how long I had been
fn New Guinea. I told him five years, and
he then inquired about his subjects in that
outpost of the empire. 1 showed him a
photograph of the wildest-looking P’apuan
1 had in my possession, and he thought the
man a thoro savage. He certainly was, sO
wanting to leave a good Impression of rmy
flock on  thelr great cidef. I showed a
leasanter pleture—some boys who went
down from the head station for the open-
ing of the school at Samarai.

Want Shorter Hours and More Pay—
Painters Make Denial.

Labor and capital have not yet de-
cided to cease hostilities for this year.
Since the first of May nearly every
week has brought new forces into the
field, to fight the battle that is bound
to be a loss for both sldes. The latest
labor body who have entered the field
for shorter hours and more wages is
the Brass Workers’ Union.

hour was false. He asserted that a
member of the association’s Executive
had offered two of the union men $16.50
per week if they would forsake the
union, sign a year's contract, and work
for him.

MINISTERIAL RESPONSIBILITY

The Globe does not agree with us
that the Attorney-Generals of the
provinces and the Minister of Justice
of Canada are responsible for private
legislation. “The thing is preposter-
Oous on the face of  it” Where,
we are asked, does The World
get its warrant 0o u Y“n
this or any other country worked un-
der British constitutional methods?”
Our warrant is that the Attorney-
General, the Minister of Justice, the
Bolicitor-General, or whatever else he
may be called, s the legal adviser of
‘the Crown. The Crown, under the
ideas that have grown with the growth
of the constitution, means the people,
For instance, the Commissioner of
Crown Lands in this provirce is the
commissioner ‘of the people’s lands.
[When 1t was shown the other day that
& clerk in the Crown Lands Office and
Cap Sullivan had made $8000 between
them out of timber limits, nobody sup-
posed that His Majesty King Edward
the Seventh had been defrauded out
of $8000. The King is the steward of
the people’s property, the guardian of
their rights. No one man being able
to discharge all these duties, they are
relegated, at Westminster, at Ottawa,
&t Toronto, to certain persons called
ministers of the Crown. This is one
part of our warrant for the theory that
ministers of the Crown are responsi-
ble for, the protection of public rights,

Ministers of the Crown are also, un-
der our system of government, mem-
bers of parliament and parliamentary
leaders, with a majority of parliament
at thelr backs. Hence their respon-
sibility for legislation of all kinds.
They can carry any measure, they can
defeat any measure, by calling upon
their followers and exercising their pow-
eT as party leaders. When the followy,
ers fail to respond, when the govern-

1 tion.

Cameron referred to Mr. Gamey as
a common liar, and eas a degenerate
who had left himself open to charges
of larceny, perjury and forgery. On
exception being taken to this language
the Premier said that it was virtu~
ally embodied in the report of the
judges. Messrs, Whitney, and St. John
pointed out that if such language were
alloweti on one side it must be allowed
on the other.

This discussion is very instructive.
Under the Premier's contention, it
would appear fhat one of the re-
sults of this commission, which was
to diffuse a holy calm around the case,
is to abrogate the rules against vwn-
parliamentary language, and let loose
the floodgates of abuse and vitupera-
In the old days, before com-
missions began to sweeten politics you
could not call a man a lar, a thief,
or a4 perjurer; mow you can do this,
and, when calkd to order, appeal to
the judges’ report. It is clear that, as
the House has not yet adopted the re-
port, an equal license must be al-
lowed to those who oppose it. Mr.
Gamey and his friends may refer to
their opponents as liars and slander-
ers, This will go on as long as the
report is before the House. When it
is adopted by a majority of four, we
presume the majority alone will have
the privilege of using Billingsgate.
All these absurdities are the results
of departing from well settled consti-
tutional principles and parliamentary
practicps, Fortupately, ithe Speaker
does not consider that his authority has
disappeared in the confusion.

JUDGES AND POLITICS,

Senator Ferguson’s bill forbidding
judges to take pant in political com-
missions is on the right liness. We do
not know whether legislation is the
right way to get at the evil, but here
are the objects to be attained.

Judges should be independent of gov-
ernments. That is thé reason why they
are appointed for life or good conduct,
and why they are pald fixed salaries.
When a government, whether federal
or provincial, is allowed to select cer-
tain judges for extra duties, and =0
largely increase their salaries, the spirit
of the law is violated. If the salaries
are too small, they should be increased
all round, so as to be beyond govern-
ment favor or caprice,

The assigning to judges of cases in-
volving the fate of‘governmem; ought
to be discouraged, if not ended alto-
gether. If judges do take such cases
it should be only when all panties con-
sent, or, say, by a three-fourths maj-
ority of a legislature or parliament.
Both parties should have a voice in
selecting the judges. It is a gross_vio-
lation of Jjustice to allow one panrty to
a dispute to appoint the tribunal.

If governments are to be allowed to
violate the law by making judges’ sal-
aries depend upon favor and caprice,
and are then to be allowed to appoint
these judges as political umpires, the
authority of the bench and its reputa-
tion for independence will suffer.

If it is necessary to give extra work
to judges, the judges themselves might
meet and allot it, as they do assize
work, so that no judge will feel that
he is favored by the government, Or,

5 Three Affidavits,

The affidavits were given by T. W. H.
Leaviti, a Conservative organizer;
Archie C. Davis, insurance agent of
ochester, and George Palmer, express
agent of Rochester- Mr., Leavitt de-
Doses that he received a letter from
A. C. Davis of Rochester, enquiring ror
information in the following terms:

“Is there a bribery case on In
Toronto, in which G. B. Wilson and
Frank Sullivan are implicated? I
met b yaccident a man who says his
name 8 Wilsonn He says he was
sent here to escape being a witness.,
He told me the full particulars.
His home is in Newmarket, and
Sullivan, his son-inilaw, liveg in
Toronto. 1 don’t know if there is
any truth in his statements, but he
seems to be in-earnest and somewhat
worried over the matter. 1 being a
Canadian by birth and a supporter
of the late Sir John A. Macdonald’'s
administration, is the reason 1 write
to ascertain if there is any truth in
his statement. If there is, I think I
could give you some valuable infor-
mation.”

Went to Rochester,

Mr, Leavitt said he showed the letter
to Andrew Miscampbell, A. W. Wright,
W. D. McPherson and Dr. Pyne, and
then went to Rochester, where, on April
17, he met Davis, who took him to the
National Hotel, where they met Sulli-
van’s father-in-law, Wilson. In part,
Mr. Leavitt deposes:

“Wilson recognized Davis, and at
once entered into a conversation
with him. Both men spoke of Can-
ada and of events that were trans-
piring there re the Royal Commis-
sion.

“I distinctly heard. Wilson say
that he lived in Newmarket, and

that he had been got out of
Camada to prevent his be-
ing summoned to appear in
a bribery case in Toronto.

“I distinctly heard Wilson say

that the way he came to know that
Stratton had bought Gamey was
thru his (Wilson's) son-in-law
Frank, who had told him that
Stratton had furnished the money,
but that Frank had paid it over
to Gamey.

“I distinctly heard Wilson say
that he nad been taken to ‘Buffalo,
New York, where an agreement
had been entered into under which
he was to be paid $500 provided
he kept out of Canada until the
trial was over, and that a paper
to that effect had been handed to
his wife, who took it with her to
Canada.

“I' distinctly heard Wilson say,
several times, that he was a fool
because he did not demand $5000
instead of $500.

“When the conversation termin=-
ated Davis and Wilson went into
the barrroom. In a few minutes
they came back to the reading
room, Wilson taking a chair in a
corner while Davis went out of
the hotel. In a few minutes I took
a chair beside Wilson and entered
into conversation with him about
Rochester and the State of New
York. Wilson said that he was
born in the State of New York and
that he had lived at one time at
Penfield, N.Y. He informed me
that at one time twa of his broth-
ers had lived in Naples, N.Y. I
asked Wilson where he lived, and
he replied, ‘Newmarket, Canada.’
He said that he had a mnice little
place there and a pair of horses.

Told of the Plot.

“I asked Wilson how times were
in Canada, and he answered that
they were never better, but that a
great row was going on over there,
I asked him what the yow was
about. Wilson said a Grit by the
name of Stratton had bought a
Tory by the name of Gamey.

*“I asked him how they managed
that kind of thing in Canada, and
he said the buying was done thru
his son-in-law, Frank, who had told
him all about the transaction. I
asked him what Frank’'s name was,
and he said Frank Sullivan. He
said Frank had a job in the Par-

liament Buildings. I asked him
how much it had cost to buy
Gamey. He said $5000, but that

all of the money had not been paid:
out of the part paid Framk had
kept his share. I asked him how
it was he knew all of the particu-
lars. He said that Gamey had
signed a paper agreeing to sup-
port the Reformers, and that Frank
some time ago had come out to
his place at Newmarket and re-
mained over night. That evening
there were some young people at
the house having a good time, and
Frank had said to him in the even=-
ing, “Don’t go to bed when the
rest do, as I have something to
show you.” Wilson said he remain-
ed up and Frank gave him the
agreement signed by Gamey to
read.

“Wilson said he told Frank to
look out or he might get himself
into trouble, but Frank said that
Gamey was all right and would
stick. Wilson said that when parlia-
ment met Gamey had squealed, and
just after Ross, the head of the
Reformers, had spoken, Gamey put
a lot of money and the papers
down ta prove what he said.

“Frank was scared nearly to
death and resigned his job. Frank
came out to Wilson’s place and hid,

so that he could not be served
with a subpoena. Then he cut for
North Bay. Wilson said Frank

was afraid that he (Wilson) would
tell what he knew if put in the
box as a witness,

Got Wilson to Leave,

‘“They first offered him (Wilson)
$100 to get out of Canada and re-
main away while the trial was on.
This offer Wilson refused, Then
they offered $200, but Wilson said
that if the newspapers had report-
ed that Stratton was convinced
and that he, Stratton, might get
14 years 1In the penitentiary at
Kingston, and that he, Wilson,
would not go unless he was paid
$500.

“Wilson said they sent a con-
veyance to his house and told him
that a subpoena was out for him.
Then he was taken to the trolley
line and went to Buffalo. They
were in such a hurry that they
did not give him time to get the
clothes at home which he should
have taken. At Buffalo Wilson and
his wife and the rest of the party
had stopped at a hotel just
posite the railway station. At this
hotel. it was agreed that Wilson
was to be paid $500, and they had
given an agreement to that effect
to Mrs. Wilson, his wife.

“Wilson said his wife went home
to Newmarket on a Pullman, and

that when Frank was ocut to his
house before he started for North
Bay, Frank bad told him that he
was to be paid $5000 by Stratton
it Stratton got clear.

Further
discussing the financial methods of the
government, the doctor said:
U.S. Methods Here,

‘“We were accustomed to hold up our
ha.nds and denounce Ainerican methods
in politics, yet there is no practice
with which exposures in state and city
government have made us acquainted
that has not its analogy in the present
government of Ontario. That whica
we have dignified by the name of gov-
ernment is as per.ect and corrupt a rin ;
as has been shown to exist in the
United States. We have seen their
method of disposing of place and pat-
ronage. We have seen the highest
judimal office offered to an opponent
in the hope of removing him from their
path. We have the full and complete
exposure of the methods employed by
them in the confession of Macnish, one
of their own candidates. We know
ihat supplies are purchased only from
friends. We know that pool-rooms flour-
ish and that prize fights driven out of
Buifalo are pulled off in Ontario. We
know that timber limits are sold to
political workes for a gong, to be resold
by them with a profit of thousands, We
have seen' judicial promotious tollow
on the heels of party service. There i3
no ring in the United States more per-
feet in its details, more entrenched in
its occupancy, than the ring which
rules Ontario. There is uo form of
graft which has Been denounced in the
United States in connection witn the

legislature which is not being operatei |

along the same lines in Ontario. We
are fond of extolling the great supremn-
aey of British institutions, and whil2 the
government would have appeared to
have introduced a new standard of poli
tical morals we have always felt that
they were at least commercially honest,
but it seems the system of handling
the moneys of this provinea 1z on all
fours with the system of handling the
moneys in the rings.
Bad Financing,

“We find large sums of money on de-
posit on current account in friendly
banks, drawing no interest, In the
bank controlled by ESenator Cox, the
government has $55,000 of an average

monthly balance drmawing no Interest,

and the Ontario Bank, which refused to
allow an expert to examine its books,
with an average monthly belahce draw-
ing no interest of $34,000 and $261,000
drawing 3 per cent. Yet the Commis-
sion which the government issued to
build the Temiskaming Railway made
arrangements with this same Ontario
Bank to have money advanced to them
on loan at the rate of 5 per cent., and
the government had $261,000 lying in
this bank drawing 3 per cent. And
this same Ontario Bank allowed the
Commission 3 per cent. on their aver-
age balance, the government getting
nothing on theirs. This is part of the
bank’s graft. The government were
building a railroad, and the tender
which they accepted amounted to §1,-
646,000, and they are issuing 3 1-2 per
cent, bonds to do this work. and have
lying in the banks $1,478979 drawing
3 per cent. The average balance for the
year on current deposit drawing no in-
terest in friendly banks amounted to
$09,761.”

As o sample of the government’s fin-
ancing, the doctor said there was an
overdraft of $610 in the Ontarifo Bank.
and at the same time they had $62,062
lving on deposit without interest in the
bank controlled by Senator Cox.

CZAR-STREET CLOSING FIGHT

Master Painters Claim City Loses
Money by Employing Day
Labor

The Board of Control listened to a
deputation yesterday, representing the
Canadian Inland Lake and Ocean Navi-
gation Company, who are desirous of
obtaining a lease of the large city dock
at the foot of Bay-street for shipping

purposes,

The objects of the company were get
out fully in The World a few days ago,
when the same gentlemen called upon
Engineer Rust and the Mayor. They
say they had no idea previously that
the Toronto harbor offered such splen-
did ‘facilities for the carrying on of a
shipping business. They had been in-
formed that there was only 12 feet
of water along the water front, but
when they learned of the 16 feet and
18 feet right at the foot of the docks
they decided at once to bring in their
large ships, provided suitable wharfage
accommodation could be secured.

The company want the city to build
a freight shed on the docks, so that the
freight can be passed thru from the
shippers to the boats.

Rate Less Than Railways,

B. W. Folger said the company could
carry merchandise for 60 cents a ton
cheaper than the railroads, Mr. Fol-
ger said a shed 100x30 feet should be
built, but W, Harling thought a build-
ing 300x50 feet would be more like the
thing, and Mr. Rust said this weould
cost about $10,000.

Mr. Kemp said the company was not
ready to go into the matter of rental
at present, but it was understood from
the remarks of Mr. Folger that the
company would pay the interest on the
cost of the building, the wharf and
sheds,

The Engineer will report to the con-
trollers upon the cost of the sheds,

Czar-£treet Closing,

The Board of Works had an interest-
ing meeting when deputations were
heard pro and con upon the question
of Czar-street extension to Avenue-road.

The question is being bitterly contest-
ed on both sides, and at the meeling
yesterday some of those present “waxed
wrathy” at the statements of oppon-
ents.

Bach side was allowed 15 minutes to
present its arguments. The first
speakers were those in favor of the
diversion. Emerson Coatsworth said the
proposal of the college was to give the
city as wide a road as was on Czar-
street at present. The roadway at
present om Czar-street is 20 feet, and
with a sidewalk on the east and south
sides of Czar-crescent,the proposed road-
way, this would give a new road of
about 35 feet for a right of way of 66
feet now existing.

Represented the Students.

Mr. Coatsworth said he represented
about 300 persons, including the stud-
ents of the college. He also repre-
sented the college trustees. He thought
the students were entitled to some con-
sideration inasmuch as these men came
here year after year spending much
money for living expenses and practi-
cally getting no return.

It was most important, he said, that
a college should have a campus, and
¢ this road was extended thru the
college grounds the campus would be
spoiled. Then again this proposed di-

version would make a prettier drive
than the extended street, as it led di-
rectly thru to the park, whereas Czar-
street led only out to Avenule-road.
Trades people would be benefited, as
there were more houses in the park
than on Avenueroad. The people on
St. Thomas-street, to the north of Czar-
street, were in favor of the diversion,
And the most ardent opponents to the
closing were residents of Czar-street
nearer Yonge and just at Yonge-street,

The college would bBe irreparably in-
jured by the opening of this street.

“Why did the college buy the prop-
erty?” sald Ald. Curry.

“It was hoped at that time that the
road would not be carried thru,” re
plied Mr. Coatsworth. The college_hﬂd
always allowed the public the privilege
of passing thru their grounds.
was authorized to say on behalf of the
college that they would give their bond
indemnifying the city from any land
damage by reason of the diversion. He
proposed that the matter be referred
to some of the officers of the corpora-
tion for consideration.

Few Favor Closing.

J. Howard Hunter, against the pro-
posed diversion, said the petitioners
in favor of the diversion represented
about 20 per cent. of the owners of
assessed property. He presented a pe-
tition from owners of 1500 feet of Czar-
street out of a total of 1800 feet, pro-
testing against the closing, also a peti-
tion from the trades men of Yonge-
street.

Ald. Spence: *“‘How - would property
owners ,whose holdings flank upon the
diversion be damaged?”

Mr. Hunter said reports from estate
agents were to the effect that the dam-
age would be $£10 per foot.

Dr. Bain of the colleze representing
Dr. Potts, said the college did not con-
sider that residents of Czar-street
would be specifically injured by the
closing of the street,

Wanted Gate Money.

Fulford Arnoldi said the desire on
the part of the college to close this
street was purely one of seantlment.
Why should the council close up some-
thing which the public has enjoyed for
the past 15 years? The college wanted
this street closed for the purpose of
holding games, and taking gate money.
This was, he said, the one great reason
the college had for having the whole
thing as a campus. He didn’t think
the committee had the power to deal
with the matter, It was a matter
for the Crown to deal with. The com-
mittee had no power and they should
drop it,

A Student Speaks.

A. W. St. John, a student of the col-
lege, said he had felt all the seven
years of his college life, that a campus
was wanted badly.

The college, Mr. St. John said, would
pay all local improvements. The prop-
erty owners would not be called upon
to pay one cent.

This diversion was not a pretended
substitute, but an actual substitute.
Some signers against the closing were
acting from religious principlest If
the city could help them to’consolidate
their grounds, that's all they asked.
They did not want to antagonize the
people of Czar-street.

R. Elmsley claimed the diversion wag
nothing better than a ‘““wretched lane.”

POWERS AT SERVIA,

Withdraw
a Time,

British Minister Will
From Belgrade for

London, June 19.—In the House of
Lords to-day, Foreign Minister ILans-
downe announced that the British Min-
ister to Servia had been instructed to
withdraw from Belgrade for some time,
on the arrival there of King Peter,
and in the meanwhile to do nothing
which could be construed as a recogni-
tion of the hnew government. Lord
Lansdowne expressed indignation at
the crimes at Belgrade, and said he
thought it was not desirable that Siri
George Bonham, the British Minister, |
should be in that city when the new re-
gime was inaugurated. The Foreign
Minister added that no propousal had
been received for concerted action to-
wards Servia by the powers, but the
British government had no intention of
maintaining ordinary relatiors with the
persons concerned in the massacres,

The government had ascertained that
France, Germany and Italy weres main-
taining an attitude towards Servia sim-
ilar to that of Gmreat ritain, while
Russia and Austria were prepared toi
recognize the new regime, altho Russia
appeared to have claimed that proper
punishment should be inflicted.

Not only in
provincial elections are these unions to
act, but also in municipal and Dominjon
elections. The unions are not to toucn
‘‘party questions,” or ‘‘questions of gen-
eral policy,” nor will they of necessity
bring out their own candidates in the
different constituencies- They are to
work for prohibition twelve months a
year, not only at election times. The
following is to be the test of member-
ship for the unions which are tp be
formed in every constituency:

Pledge to Secure Proper Candidates

tion at the earliest possible opportun-
i lly' and who will hold himself absolute-
ly free from party dictation in relatvion
to such legislation, :

Will Gitve Them Sole Support.

And we further agree that in the said
election we will work and vote only
for a candidate who will comply with
these requirements, if such a candidate
is nominated, and is endorsed by the
Voters’ League of the constituency.

By effective temperance legislation,
we mean legislation abolishing the bar
and treating system, and drinking in
clubs, and imposing upon the liquor
traffic such other restrictions as shall
most effectually curtail its operation
and remedy its evils.”
