1000 DERVISHES KILLED
IN A SOMALILAND FIGHT

Three Thousand Brltons Put
5000 of the Entrenched
Enemy to Rout

WITH 11 SLAIN AND 32 WOUNDED

London, Jan. 11.—A despatch to The
Times from Aden, Arabia, says:

An engagement in Somallland
between a British force and the
forces of the Mad Mullah Has
resulted in a severe  defeat of
the latter, who lost one thousand
men killed. The British had two
officers killed and nine officers
severely wounded.

The War Office to-night gave oud
the following despatch, which had been
received from' Major-General Egeu-toyn.‘ i
commanding the Somaliland expedi«
tionary force, and which is dated frons
Jidballi, Somaliland, Jan. 11.

“Advanced this merning 11
miles to Jidballi.

Notice has -been officially ‘given that
the Consumers’ Gas Company will apply
at the next session of the Ontarfo leg-
islature for permission to increase its
capital stock from $2,000,000 to $5,-
000,000. The statement is made by
the company's officials that the plant
has reached the limit of its capacity,
and the growing demand for gas has
rendered it necessary that additional
buildings be constructed. It is not pre-
sumed that the amount of the Increase
will be required at once, but it will be
issued from time to time to pay for im-
provements as made. The last increuse
in the capital stock of the company was
in 1887, when it was increased from one
10 two million dollars, and since then,
the; consumption of gas has increased
by almost a billion feet annually.

It has been suggested that the city
should purchase the new stock offered,
and thus secure an iRterest in the af-
fairs of the company. Corporation

Caswell are of opinion, however, that
the ‘city has not the necessary power
to acquire the stock and that it -would
be necessary to obtain legislation to
enable it to purchase. g

The Board of Control will. consider
the company's application to the legis-
lature, ‘and the old memorandum of
agreement, never ratified, will probably
be used as a basis for an understanding.
That agreement specified that all gross
profits over ten. per cent. should be
applied to 'a reduction of the, price of
gas. The company was not to increase
its rest beyond a certain amount nor
sptnd more than a certain percentage
on repairs. . It also provided that if
the city had the power to purchass, it
should have the option of doing so at
the current market price and the
Mayor should have the power to vote
on the stock as if he were a stockhold~
er. Under the act of 1887 the company
was compelled. to sel its new stock at
public auction aftér having advertised
it in the daily papers.” Tnder the
agreement, the city would take up the
whole of the extra issue on the day it
Was offered without there being :ny
danger if it being ruy up to a high
price,

The Mayor has suggested  the pur-
chase of the_proposed issue at market
prices which would put the city in the
Way. of - having a greater influence on
the dlrectorate. It is.said that ke
city would be . meglectful. of the inter-
ests of other stockholders, but on ac-
count. of .the high price at which the
shares would be bought thé city would
be as greatly interested as any other
stockholder in securing a full dividand.

Controller Spence considers the most
important matter is the putting of a
reasonable limit on the accumulation
of the plant and renewal fund and will
impress this on the Board of Control.

AT THE LUNCHEON,

The annual Iluncheon of the new
Council and the heads of departments
was held at Webb’s at 1 o'clock. At
the head table with the Mayor were
Judge Winchester, Rev. Elmore Har-
ris, - Col. Denison and Controllers
Spence, Loudon, Richardson and Hub-
bard. After the toast of the King had
been ‘honored, Mayor Urquhart called
on Col. Denison to respond to the toast
of the Empire, which was received
with much applause. Col. Denison gaid
that the toast did not require much
to be said in its favor, as no sentiment
had become so widespread or had
taken such possession of the people in
all parts of the empire. The British
empire should now be united for the
protection of her commerce and manu-
factures as well as for defence.

In replying to the toast of the cabi-
net, Controller Hubbard said he had
no fault to find with the mode of eleo-
tion, of which he had been an advo-
cate. The board would feel stronger,
as sectional feeling would disappear.
They might go further and next year
elect aldermen from the eity at large.
Speaking of the deadlock, he would
Suggest that the whole matter might
be referred to Judge Winchester, who
had been a dark horse in the race for
his positicn and a similar thing might
happen ‘regarding the chairmanships.

Controller €ponce sald that in regard
to the vice-chairmanship of the board
the members might act on alternate
days, and perhaps Ald. Dunn would
suggest such a solution out of the
difficulty.

Controller Loudon thought the dead-
leck would be settled satisfactorily,
and hoped the members would get to-
work and have the estimates in eariy,
s0 that. they wwould get thru at least
as early as last year.

Advice From Richardson.

Controiler Richardscn considered that
the Mayor should look up the.custom of
the Council. It had not been the prac=
tice of the Mayor to vote unless there
was a tie. Howvever, if the board. did
not work together as harmoniously as
last yeer, it would not be his fault.

On behalf of the Council, Ald. Shep-
pard said he had come in at the same
time as Ald. Hubbard and Graham.
He had no apologies to make for the
work he had done, as he had given
it all the necessarv attention and his

. Frotected Munieipal Rights.

‘One of the most important matters
which waa, considered during the year
-was the attack made upon municipal
rights by way of proposed legislation
introduced into the Dominjon parila=
ment for the incorporation of certain
railway companies, which, altho local in
their operation, sought by Dominion
legislative enactment to acquire powers
‘Whigh would infringe upon those muni-
cipal rights which have in the past been
considered to be the inalienable right of
the municipalities of Ontario.
® “Aided by other municipalities, we
Were enabled to preserve our .fights,
but only after one of the most strenu-
cus battles which have ever taken place
in the Railway Committee of the Do=
minion parliament. It appears to me
that while the material value to To=
ronto of the rights assailed cannot be
estimated, yet the matters involved and
the contest respecting them had an edu-
cational value which must not be lost
sight of, Our governments, both fed=
eral and provincial, have been notified
that the municipalities of Canada will
not quietly permit the rights which be=
long to them to be infringed by parlia=
mentary action, There must be a closer
union of the various municipalities of
Canada for the protection of those
rights which corporationg are ever on
the alert to assail or acquire. I wish
to specially acknowledge the aid and
assistance given us by-the City of Mont-
real in this contest for municipal rights.
Nearly all the larger municipalities in
Ontario, as well as many in the other
provinces, were united in upholding
against the corporations the right to
control our highways, which were spe-
clally assailed, mot only in the special
legislation, but also in the new Railway
Act introduced and passed I year,
by the Dominion parlfament. But the
final result was that the municipalities
succeeded in maintalning the position
for which they contended,

The Estimates,

“Ome of the matters to which the new
Council will forthwith<have to direct
their attention is the preparation of the
estimates for the current year. 1 feel
sure that every member of the Council
is convinced of the necessity of intro-
ducing and passing the estimates at the
earliest possible moment, and with this
end in view I would urge upon the vari-
ous committeeg that no time should be
lest in having their estimates prepared
and submitted to the Board of Control.
Every care should be taken to secure
the greatest economy possible, consist-
ent with the proper administration of
the affairs of the city. Last year we
were able to pass the estimates and
strike the tax rate on the B1st of March,
the earliest, I believe, ip the history of
the city. The wisdom of ntgllt course
will be apparent to everyone-

“In view of the rapid growth of our
city, as well as of its prosvec‘é‘;:
growth, there are several import
questions which demand the immediate
consideration of the Council.

Radial Railways,

“The first and perhaps most import-
ant of these is the interurban or radial
railway question. It is proposed to
deal “with this question upon a some-
what  different basis from any hither-
to suggested, viz., by the construction
and setting apart of certain lines of a
different gauge from the Toronto Ral_l-
way for an. interurban or Tadial rail-
way service exclusively, providing for
an entrance from the north, an en-
trance from the east, and an entrance
from the west for passenger and light
freight and express traffic. In: dealing
with this question it is absolutely re-
cessary that evepy.right of the ¢ity
should be safeguarded and no agreement
should be entered intéo which will affect
the value to the city of the franchise,
which for a term of years has' been
granted to the Toronte Rallway Com-
pany. When this #ranchise. expires the
city must be in a4 position to make the
most of this valuable asset. At the
same time we must deaj fairly and
intelligently with the problem of inter-
urban or radial railways. It would be
of immense advantage commercial-
ly and financially to Toronto if we
could have two or three hundrad miles
of electrjc railway built into the ten
counties to the north, the east and the
west of the city; and doubtless an ex-
tension of the electric railway eystem
would have the same effe:t upon the
trade and commerce of the.city ss the
extension of -the steam railways had
twenty-five years ago. This matter re-
quires the careful attention of every
member of the Council-

James Bay Raillway.

“At the last session of the Domin-
ion parliament a bonus was granted to
the James Bay Railway Company for
the construction of a railway from To-
ronto into Northern Ontario, connect=
ing directly with the Canadian Pacific
Railway and the Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway, thus cutting down by several
hours the time it will take to journey
to Winnipeg or other western points.
The City of Toronto will be the south-
ern terminus of this road, gnd it will
have the effect of making to some ex-
tent tributary to Toronto a large por-
tion of that territory, the trade of
which has hitherto gone east to Mont-
real and to Ottawa. We will probably
have to deal this yéar with the entrance
to and the terminals of this railway
within our city.

“I have already sald that in dea'ing
with the problems of municipil gov-
ernment to-day we have not only to
consider the city.as it is at present,
but also the city of the future; and one
of the most Important questioas which
should receive our attention at the pre-
sent time is an extension of the limits
of our city. =

Extension of the City.
