Moved by the Rev. Arex. Torp, M.A., of Toronto, second-
ed by the Rev. T. LAFLEUR, in French, and supported by the

Rev. Mr. HAaNKs, of Boston, U. 8. :

“That the present condition of the Roman Catholic Church throughout
the world seems to afford a hope that the gigantic superstition of Roman-
ism is about to be shaken to its fall ; and that, therefore, increased exer-
tions are demanded on the part of Protestant churches for the dissem-
ination of the Word of God, and the preaching of the everlasting Gospel
among the adherents of the Church of Rome in this and other lands.”

Moved by the Rev., C. Lavziy, M. A., seconded by JAMES
Courr, Esq:

“That this meeting rejoices in the continued prosperity of the Society’s
Educational Institutions at Pointe-aux-Trembles, and would encourage

the Committee to sustain their efficiency to the utmost, and to extend, if
possible, their benefits to a still larger number of the French Canadian

youth,

During the evening the pupils from Pointe aux Trembles
sung several hymns in French. The collection taken vp
amounted to $107.58. The doxology and benediction concluded
the proceedings.
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TWENTY-FIFTH ANNUAL REPORT.
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The Committee are happy in having again an opportunity of
presenting their Annual Report to the friends of the Society.
They would solicit attention to the operations of the past year,
and to the progress of the work of Grod committed to their charge.
There has been no abatement of zeal or effort, either on their
part or on that of their Agents, for the conversion of the French
Canadian Roman Catholics, and the eirculation of the blessed
Word of God. Up to the measure of the funds put into their
hands, and the opportunities afforded in providence, they have
endeavoured, to the best of their ability, conscious at the same
time of much imperfection, to carry out the objects of the So-
ciety. The Constitution under which they act as the Society’s
Executive forbids them to entertain any sectarian projects, and
commits them exclusively to the promulgation of those cardinal
verities of the Christian faith, in all their scriptural purity,
which Protestant Christendom regards as essential to salvation.
Their aim has consequently been from year to year to set forth
Christ and Him crucified as the only Saviour, the Word of God,
contained in the Seriptures of the Old and New Testaments, as
the only infallible rule of faith and life, and the Holy Spirit as
the grand agent in renewing the heart, and enlightening the
understanding in the knowledge of God and His will.

These are the general principles on which the Society’s Agents
have ever been instructed to carry on their missionary labours.
They have been sent to proclaim the simple message of the Gos-
rel to the French Canadian Romanists, and God has not ceased
to bless their efforts for the salvation of souls. By their means
much Gospel light has been spread abroad among the people,
many have been convinced of the errors of Popery, and many
<1vingly converted to Jesus Christ.

FFor a quarter of a century, this work has been prosecuted by
i".c Society. During that time they have gathered much know-
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ledge of the field and much experience to guide them for the
future, The past gives them hope. They can see a progress
towards better things since first they commenced their opera-
tions. The Lord seems to beckon them on to still more devoted
efforts than before, with the fair prospect of still greater
triumphs, .

We cannot note any difference in the character of that Popery,
from the soul-destroying delusions and errors of which we have
been seeking, in the spirit of love, to deliver our fellow-country-
men. It is still the same implacable enemy to human liberty
and the Gospel. Its priesthood relaxes nothing of its imperious
claims to the dominion over conscience. Itsidolatrous rites and
superstitions are still publicly displayed in our streets. Tt still
holds a paralyzing grasp on the education of the country, and the
social condition of the people. The Jesuits, who have for cen-
turies been a standing menace to the religious liberty and pro-
gress of European kingdoms, are increasing in number and zeal.
They have the control of large establishments for the education
of the better classes of the French Canadian youth. Here, as in
other countries, they are, by means of their lay brotherhoods, in-
sinuating themselves into positions of influence and power; and,
without exhibiting their work to the public gaze, are gradually
acquiring an ascendency in the affairs of the country. Under
the protection which the generous principles of the British Con-
stitution afford them, it is to be feared that they are secking
to undermine the foundations of religious liberty, and to subject
this Province still more completely to the deadening tyranny
of Rome. They have wealth, with social and political influence
as their coadjutors. The masses of the people, too, in their pre-
sent state of mind, seem, for the most part, to will to have it so,
and either aid them in their efforts, or stand by with indifference,
Within the Roman Catholic Church itself in this country there
is no very decided awakening of mind or conscience. The peo-
ple, generally, are content to be let alone and do as their fathers
did. The field of our labours is thus a hard one. There is
much to discourage.

We are, however, not without hope. - Some progress has been
made. KEducation is advancing. Schools have increased in
L.wer Canada from 2352 in 1853, to 3,501 in 1862; and
pupils for the same fperiod have increased from 108,284 to 188,

635, being an increase of 80,351 in nine years. The quality of
the education imparted is advancing in a like ratio. While in
1853 there were only 27,367 pupils who could read well, there were
in 1862, 77,108, showing an increase of 49,741, This indicates
a tide of advancing intelligence, and a growing desire among
the people for education unknown in former years. We have
no longer to deplore that state of dense ignorance and utter
stagnation which once existed among the French people of this
Provinee. Such signs are hopeful and give promise that a way is
opening for the entrance of truth into the minds and hearts of the

people, and that facilities are on the increase for the operations of
the Colporteur and the Evangelist. This is, however, a state of
things which calls for greater vigilance and exertion on our part,

for we may be sure that unless we give the light of the gospel to

the people, the church of Rome will, by her artful adaptations

to the varying phases of human nature, seck to mould the new

culture of the age into such a form as will perhaps rivet
more than ever her tyranny on the minds of the people. The
liberty of the gospel is the only counteractive to the tyranny of

Rome.

There can be no doubt that ihe French people are now more
open to receive the gospel than they were some years ago. Many
of them are asserting the right of thinking for themselves on
matters of religion, and are perusing the Bible, notwithstanding
the prohibitions of the priests. The Journals of the Missionaries
afford many instances corroborative of this dawning freedom
of opinion. The priests themselves see it, and do everything in
their power to suppress it. Still the people will think and read,
and debate and inquire ; and they will listen, with some interest, to
the kind and persuasive words of the Colporteur. These indica-
tions of awakening religious thought are, we believe, the results of
the combined influences of education, the circulation of God’s Word,
the schools at Pointe aux Trembles, and the evangelistic labours
of the Missionaries of this and other Societies. Let us hope and
pray that this quickening of mind will ripen into still more
carnest feelings, until, by the power of the Holy Spirit, it leads to
the inquiry * what must we do to be saved ?”

The Committee deemed it desirable, for many reasons, to

have a confarence with the Missionaries in the month of Oetober
last. For this purpose they came from their various fields of
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labour, with one or two exceptions, to this city, and we had the

pleasure of interchanging thoughts with them, as to the progress

of the work, and the best methods of conducting it. We found

them unanimous in their estimate of the great importance of the

work of Colportage and the dissemination of the word of God.

The difficulties to be met with were recounted and considered,

and the advantages of persistent and systematic efforts for Bible

circulation acknowledged. Much, it was found, had already

been done for this purpose by the Missionaries in most of the
Parishes on the north bank of the St. Lawrence. It was calcu-
lated that upwards of one thousand copies were annually sold,
lent, or given away, together with many thousands of religious
tracts. It was thought advisable to stimulate this department
of labour as much as possible, and, with this view, districts
were prescribed and assigned to the various Missionaries and
the special character of their labours, such as Colportage,
Evangelization, the Pastorate, and Teaching, were more carefully
defined than before. By this conference, the minds of the mem-
bers of the Committee and the Missionaries, were mutually re-
freshed. The spirit of prayer, zeal, and love, was manifest in
all the meetings, and the results will, we are sure, be beneficial
to the Mission. One of its immediate fruits was the issuing of
an invitation to the friends of the Mission, for a concert of pray-
er, that God, by the outpouring of His Spirit, would bless
our efforts for the circulation of His word, and the conversion of
the French people to Christ. We solicit attention to this invi-
tation; it has been widely circulated, and will be found at the
end of this report.

A detailed account of the various operations of the Society,
to which we would now invite attention, will exhibit the progress
of the Mission during the past year, and the prospects which lie
before us for the year to come.

I.—THE SCHOOLS AT POINTE-AUX-TREMBLES.

"The arrangements for conducting these schools, are still of a
provisional kind. Qur expectations of securing a permanent
Principal from Europe have not yet been realized. We have, how-
ever, again invited the Rev. Mr. Nicolet to undertake this re-
sponsible post. Good hopes are entertained that he will accede
to our offer, and enter on the charge at the begining of next
term, In the meantime, the Rev, Mr. Vernon has kindly con-
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sented to continue his valuable and efficient labours at Pointe-aux-
Trembles for another year, in the hope, after that time, of being
abie to return to the work of the Pastorate.

BOYS' SCHOOL.

Last year we reported the number of pupils in both schools to
be 102, being 52 Boys and 50 Girls. This year the whole
number is 100, of whom 56 are Boys, and 44 Girls. These
come from about fifteen different districts of the country. Of
the boys, 4 are sons of Missionaries, 26 the children of Protestant
converts, 1 is of Jewish and 25 are of Roman Catholic pa-
rents. One hundred and twenty applications have this year
been made for admission into the Boys’ School alone, of whom
our funds would only warrant us ‘n receiving 56, or less than
one-half the number offering. Fiftecn of these pupils pay a
gmall amount for their board.

The course of instruction continues the same as formerly. A
good common school education is imparted to all the scholars.
The older pupils are taught English. Religious studies are the
special object of attention. The Bible is read and explained daily,
and portions of it are committed to memory. There are twenty-
one religious exercises and lessons on the Bible in the Schools
every week, besides morning and evening worship, and the pupils
themselves have private meetings for prayer. These labours, we
are happy to report, have not been in vain. The hearts of the
teachers have been cheered by the manifest presence of the Spirit
of God. At the end of last term the Principal summed up the
fruits, that, by the Divine blessing, had been gathered from the
Institutions, to be twenty-seven youths converted to God, and,
after due examination, received into fellowship with the Church ;
of whom 10 were from the Boys’ School, and 17 from the Girls'.
These, with but one exception, are now growing in grace, and
manifesting daily the sincerity of their piety by the docility of
their dispositions and the purity of their lives.

The annual examination was held on the 7th May last. The
day being remarkably fine, a large number of friends from Mont-
real attended. The pupils, as usual, acquitted themselves in all
their exercises in a way that called forth the admiration of those
present, and reflected credit on their instructors. With great
promptitude, they answered the questions put by the teachers
and others, and manifested a thorough acquaintance with the

word of God, as bearing on the leading doctrines of Christianity
and the errors of the Church of Rome. Their conduct and ap-
pearance were also all that could be desired.

This year, as formerly, the Boys’ School has been under the
special charge of M.and Madame Vernon. Mr. Rivard con-
tinues his able services as assistant teacher and Kvangelist.
Messrs. Vernier, Dionne and Rivet, students preparing for the
Missionary work, devote five hours each day to tuition, besides
attending to their own special studies. Mr. Mackenzie teaches
the English, and instructs the students in Latin, Greek, Mathe-
matics and Algebra.

Miss Shae superintends the clothing department with her
wonted assiduity.

GIRLS’ SCHOOL.

The number who applied for admission this year was 64, of
whom 44 have been received. Five of these are children of the
Missionaries, 23 of Protestant converts, and 16 of Roman
Catholic parents.

Madame Richard, who, to the satisfaction of the Committee,
undertook the Superintendence of this School last Winter, having
retired with her husband to the Missionary field at Mascouche,
it was found necessary to make other arrangements for the pres-
ent term. We cannot, however, part with Mad. Richard, without
expressing our gratification at her devotion to the interests of the
Mission, and the faithfulness which, as Directress, she mani-
fested in conducting the business of the Girls’ School. Her
services will, we are sure, be long remembered with affection and
esteem by the pupils.

In these circumstances, it was, for the present, deemed desir-
able to place both Schools under the care of the Rev. Mr. Ver-
non, providing for him such additional assistance as might be
necessary. With this view Madame Amaron, at the solicitation
of the Committee, undertook the management of the household
department and general superintendence of the pupils;
Messrs Vernon and Rivard, undertaking the literary and re-
ligious instructions, Mlle. Piché giving effective assistance, both
in the household arrangements and in teaching, and Miss Lord

giving lessons in English. This temporary arrangement seems to
work well.

The Ladies’ Auxiliary Society have, this year, by special ar-
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rangement with the General Committee, undertaken a more
complete charge of the Girls’ School than formerly, from which
beneficial results are anticipated. They have published a sepa-
rate Report this year, containing an interesting sketch of the
history of the Girls’ School from the year 1844 to the present

time ;—the following extracts from which will be read with
pleasure :—

The number of girls received into the School during the past year, was
fifty. ~Forty-four being the average number in attendance, of whom
twenty-seven were new scholars.

Mr. Vernon, who, in his capacity of pastor and teacher of the Bible
class, comes much into contact with the girls, writes as follows : ¢ This
last year has been one of extraordinary success in your School, not on
account of any speciality of administration or instruction, but because
of a religious revival with which we have been favoured, for the grace
of God has triumphed over our weakness. To him alone would we as-
cribe all the praise. His spirit has breathed on the two Schools, leading
to fervent prayer. God has heard the united supplications of the friends
of the mission, the Missionaries, and the pupils themselves, and has bless-
ed your School in bringing to the knowledge of himself, no less than
eleven of the young girls, eight of whom have made a public profession
of their faith, and been admitted into the fellowship of the Church.

Madame Richard with true maternal solicitude for the young con-
verts, reminds you of the dangers and difficulties which lie before these
converts, and begs that you will often remember them in your prayers.
The trials which they, in many cases, have to undergo, are very
great, of which the following is an instance: A young girl who is now
at Pointe-aux-Trembles, was drawn thither from her Roman Catholic
home, by the persuasion of a brother who had been for two years at the
Mission College. Her father hearingofit, wrote them a very harsh letter,
renouncing them for ever. A married sister on learning their father’s
severity, wrote to the young girl, offering her a comfortable home, if she
would only leave the Swiss School ; but she preferred going to service
for the summer, that she might earn suitable clothing and return to
Pointe-aux-Trembles in the Fall. One cannot come in contact with these
young Converts, without feeling that there is something in the clearness
and reality of their faith, which strongly reminds one of the faith of the
primitive Christians, ¢ they have seen and believed.’

In conclusion, your Committee, while deeply conscious of the im-
perfection of their efforts to promote the cause of Christ, in connection
with the Mission, would yet devoutly acknowledge the goodness of the
Lord, in smiling upon their labours, and permitting them, in some
measure, to be useful in His kingdom, Encouraged by the tokens of His
presence, which they have enjoyed in the past; they would determine
to go on in this great work, with renewed energy, in the time to come.
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Proposals have, from time to time, been made for the establish-
ment of Scholarships for both Boys and Girls. For the sum of
thirty dollars per annum, it was calculated that a pupil could be
educated in either Institution. Special efforts have been made,
both by the Ladies’ and the General Committee, for promoting
this scheme. The result has been, that this year seven Scholar-
ships for the Boys and ten for the Girls have been offered
by Sabbath Schools and private persons. This is a scheme
that might be greatly extended. The Sabbath Schools of the
Churches taking an interest in the Mission, might, in this way,
enable us to fill our Schools with children. We would again so-
licit the attention of Ministers and Sabbath School Teachers to
this way of promoting the work of Christ.

The Committee feel that they cannot state too strongly, their
estimate of the importance of the Schools at Pointe-aux-Trembles.
They have already done efficient service for the cause of pure
and undefiled religion. Esteeming them worthy of all confidence
and encouragement, they would earnestly commend them to the
prayers and liberality of the Churches of Christ, in this and other
lands.

EXTRACTS FROM THE REV. MR. VERNON'S JOURNAL,

Here is a fact which shows, that the debates between our Pupils during
their leisure hours in the Schools, are not always useless talk. One day
Ph. A. speaking of religion at table, with his neighbour, a Catholic—on
the subject of the new birth, said :—* Yes, we must be born again, what-
ever we may be, R. Catholic¢ or Protestant, Swiss or Canadian, and without
this regeneration, no one shall enter into Heaven, The Gospel is positive
on this point,”—the R. Catholic was sosurprised and vexed, that he rose
and walked out.

Last Sunday we had a very good and edifying meeting, one of our
Pupils, took the ZLord's Supper for the first time, besides 5 other
Boys and 8 Girls were announced, requesting admission into the
Church. Before Communion, I addressed our young brethren in words
of encouragement and warning; we were all deeply moved, and many
tears of thankfulness were shed. Friends from Montreal, Berthier, and
Grenville, participated in our joy—we have the assurance this day will
be remembered to the glory of God, and our edification.

You see from the list of Converts now presented, that the number is 27
and perhaps will think it is little. If you compare that with thé numer-
ous conversions in your large city of Montreal it may appear few, but it is
very much if we take into account the state of our Pupils when arriving
here; this fact is, indeed, unique in the history of your School.

TempraTiON, Fary, axp Vicrory.—In the beginning of March, two
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friends of the Mission had passed over night with us, and deposited in
the passage, 4 large bags of biscuit; but, unhappily in one of them, there
was a hole, through which the boys’ could see the contents. A little boy
was thus tempted, and took a piece—another noticing that, did the same,
and thus 8 to 10 became guilty of the same sin; when we discovered it,
we repaired the fault, but I had to find out the guilty, to warn them and
make them understand the gravity of the sin. I began to make inquiry;
when I discovered the boys and had spoken to them, I was surprised and
grieved to find in them the appearance of insensibility; I retired sad.

An hour after, one came expressing his deep regret—weeping bitterly,
he could hardly speak,—his repentance was so sincere, I had to comfort
him and speak to him with affection. In a few minutes after, they all
came expressing the same feeling, some weeping and begging of me to
have still confidence in them; happy was I, to see their conscience still
speaking, and that by sincere repentance, they had souyht forgiveness of
God.

Apmission 1o THE Lorp's Surper orF 13 Purins.—Last Sunday was a
very solemn one for 23 all, and will leave deep impressio..s on our hearts.
After having had a conversation with each of the 13 Pupiis, proposed for
admission, we have received them, we were all happy of the blessings
granted to the Divine Word sown in those young hearts. The most
ignorant of our Pupils have been impressed by what they have witnessed.

PuriLs EvANepLizING THEIR FRIENDS.—One of our Pupils who, for a long
time, was a defender of Rome, has, dt last, adopted the Gospel, and now
spends a good portion of his time in the study of the Holy Volume. Last
Sunday he met some of his old friends, with whom he passed four hours,
reading and explaining the New Testament to them.

Another, A. G., who was, when he came, a Roman Catholic, and so
full of superstitious ideas, that the first night he slept in the Ccllege,
thinking the Devil was in the house, he remained awake in his bed till
3 o'clock, a.m. Now he is converted to the Lord, and edifies those who
live with him, by his pious conversation and life.

Visir 10 St. MarTIN—] have visited this villoge where I held some
meetings and baptized some children. After service one of the hearers
toldme: “Oh! my dear sir, read and explain to us another chapter of the
Bible”; as he was a Roman Catholic, I complied with his wishes, and
we spoke on religious matters till 12 o’clock at night.

A Tour 1y TR Townsmes oF CEATHAM, HARRINGTON, AND ARUNDEL.—
Having been requested to visit some families, mostly formed by old Pupils
of Pointe-aux-Trembles, and established in those new Townships of Har-
rington and Arundel, where I had to celebrate two baptisms and a marriage.
On the 31st of August, I left for Arundel; the way became very irregular
and difficult, being often interrupted by gates, and trees the wind had
blown across the path, and on reaching a place where the wood had been
cut, I thought I could hurry a little, when all at once my horse, and con-
veyance, and myself, were upset. The darkness began soon to render my
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journey difficult, when I met a Pupil of Pointe-aux-Trembles, who taking
my horse, led him to his dwelling-place, to which I also went. The next
morning we repaired my broken voiture, and at 12 o’clock I reached the
place where I was expected. Everywhere I found warm-hearted people.
The marriage and baptism gave me more than one good opportunity to
preach the Gospel. Though it was in harvest time, they showed a great
zeal to listen to the word of God; I found them generally poor, but
happy and contented—working a grateful soil. On my way back I
called at Grenville, where I was received with unequivocal demonstrations
of joy. I felt happy to see and assemble those friends whose presence
awoke in me so interesting a remembrance, and to note their progress
in knowledge and grace.

MissioNAry Tour or Two or Tae PupiLs.—During a month’s vacation,
two of the students, L. Dionne and F. Rivet, made a tour of Colportage
on the south side of the St. Lawrence, below Quebec, extending 100 miles
to Kamouraska, during which, they visited eleven parishes, besides Beau-
port and the Island of Orleans. The result was, the sale of 1 Bible and
33 Testaments, and about 100 tracts. These young brethren returned
greatly encouraged, having found their countrymen generally ready to
receive them, and, in some places, they discovered an impatience of the
priestly yoke, which argues well for the ultimate freedom of the people,
from the trammels of ignorance under which they groan and perish.
Their success should stimulate similar efforts, especially in that large tract
of country below Quebec; containing, at least, a fifth of the French Canadi-
an population, and among whom there is no resident Missionary.

II.—COLPORTAGE AND EVANGELISTIC EFFORTS.

Our staff of labourers in these departments consists of two
ordained Pastors, seven Evangelists and five Colporteurs. The
two Pastors, besides being Missionaries of the Society, have
charge of congregations, and administer the ordinances of Bap-
tism and the Lord’s Supper to such organized churches as have
not yet secured the services of Pastors. The Evangelists have
charge of one or more missionary stations, holding regular meet-
ings on Sabbath and week days for divine worship and the simple
exposition of the word of God, besides devoting some days of
every week to the work of colportage and the conversion of
Roman Catholics. The Colporteurs devote themselves exclusively
to the work of Bible circulation; embracing every opportunity
that offers for reading and explaining the Word from house
to house, and in such assemblies of people as they may be
able to collect. They all transmit monthly reports of their oper-
ations to the Committee.

Their labours during the past year have been abundant and
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productive of much good, By their efforts converts have been
made to the Protestant faith, much evangelical truth has been
spread among the people, and the hearts of young disciples
strengthened and comforted. Notwithstanding the obstacles
that are interposed by the hostility of the priests, they succeed
in circulating about 1000 copies of the Seriptures annually,
the greater number of which are, to prevent their being
destroyed by the priests, only lent. They every where note
a growing desire among the people to obtain possession of the
blessed Word, and that they begin to understand the reason why
the priests are so desirous to keep from them this fountain of
divine truth.

Attention is solicited to the various Stations under the So-
ciety’s care.

MONTREAL,

The Rev. Mr. Duclos continues to discharge the duties of
ordained Missionary and pastor in this City, with much accept-
ance and fidelity. The members attending the Sabbath and
week-day services are gradually increasing, and a pleasing reli-
gious interest is manifest among the hearers. Roman Catholics
come from time to time to his public services, and converse with
him privately on the interests of religion.

The erection of the Church, long contemplated, has now been
proceeded with. On the lot purchased last year on Craig street,
fronting the Champ de Mars, a tasteful building, with extensive
accommodations for the work of the mission, now stands, and
will be ready for occupation by the month of March next. It
has cost about $15,000, of which amount $10,000 have already
been obtained, partly from contributions in this country and
Britain, and partly from the sale of the farm at Pointe aux
Trembles, together with a legacy from the late Mr. Orr. The
Bazaar lately held, by the zeal and industry of the ladies of
Montreal, yielded the sum of $1,133. The remaining sum of
$5,000 will, it is hoped, be obtained without difficulty from friends

in this country. A detailed statement will be found in the
Treasurer’s accounts.

In connection with the Church, there is accommodation for a
Day-School for French children, which the Committee purpose
opening soon. They also contemplate establishing an effi-
cient Library and Reading Room for the use of the general
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French Protestant community of Montreal. By the erection
of these premises a long felt want will thus be supplied, and
facilities afforded for extending our operations.

EXTRACTS FROM THE REV. MR. DUCLOS' REPORT.

We have reason to be thankful to the Lord for His evident blessings
upon us, as individuals and as a church during the past year. If our
hearts have been saddened by the conduct of some of our members, they
have rejoiced in seeing a new life imparted to others, which manifests itself
in a spirit of prayer and a wish todo something for Him who has done so
much for them. Some of our new converts have resolved to give a portion of
their Sundays to the distribution of tracts and New Testaments among the
French Canadians. In the course of the three last months 12,000 pages
of tracts have thus been put into circulation and about 12 New Testa-
ments. It was a source of gratitude to see thes. young persons returning
from their work happy at having been able to do something for the sal-
vation of perishing souls.

Our meetings have been generally well attended during the whole year ;
with a marked increase. Besides the regular worship we have a Bible
Class attended cheifly by the young, to which some fathers and mothers
come. We have organised during the winter season a regular singing
class attended, by 20 to 30, mostly young people, for the improvement
of that delightful part of divine worship. Two families belonging
formerly to the church at Industry have come to Montreal, and united
with us. We have Lhowever to notice the death of our brother Pagé, who
was to the last moment an example of resignation and a monument of
God’s grace. We are happy to state the whole number of the congrega-
tion is 119: 28 children, 81 adults, of whom 34 are regular members of
the Church, making an increase over last year of 16 members of the con-
gregation. Most of them are earning their daily bread by hard work,
and some are poor. To a small number we have granted assistance
during the past season. For the ability to do this we have to acknow-
ledge the receipt of $104,20, from Mrs Aitken whose zeal seconded by her
young friends has organised a weekly penny society to help the poor and
promote the advancement of the word of God among the French Cana-
dians.

Mr. Van Bueren continues his labours as Evangelist in the city.
His reports are encouraging. A portion of his time in summer
is taken up in aiding friendless and destitute immigrants from
France and Germany. He finds much facility for carrying on
his work, and from time to time his heart is cheered by inquirers
after the truth.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. VAN BUEREN'S JOURNAL.

Although my field of labour is chiefly in the City of Montreal, I have
also visited from time to time some neighbouring Villages, such as the
Tanneries and St. Lamberts,—and in these places have found many in-
stances of people reading, with pleasure, the word of Life.
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% My dear Sir,” said Mr. A,, “I parted with my New Testament, in
favour of a R. C. woman, who was anxious to read it, and I would be so
happy to get anotuer, for nothing like it filis my soul witk comfort.”

Superstition is still doing its work, of which the following is an in-
stance :—A young man who has read the Gospel for a long time, though
not decided enough to join any Protestant Church, is much persecuted
by his own people. One day, with the hope of bringing him back to
his church, they sewed a medal in the lining of his vest, in order that the
amulet might rest on his heart and change it.

Dawning Ligar.—A man who had ill-used me, because his daughter
had accepted a New Testament from me a year ago, told me, “I under-
stand now, why the Priests don’t wish us to read the Gospel—it is not

that they think we can't understand it, but rather, lest we should under-
stand it too well.”

Curisr Precrovs.—An old man lying on his death bed, to whom
I had read some chapters of the Gospel, and spoken of the love of Christ,
wept and said: “Why do not our Priests speak to us of Christ as you
do,—~they would comfort us much more ?”

A CurisTiAN Dearn.—Madame D after long sufferings, left this
world for a better, leaving behind her a husband and seven children. The
whole family came to the knowledge of Christ at Belle Riviere. From that
place they went to the township of Arundel, from whence she came to
the General Hospital, seeking medical help. She had to undergo a

-dangerous operation, and on being consulted about it, answered :—“1
consent to it, for the following reasons: if the operation be successful
I shall be restored to my family, and I would be thankful to the Lord
for it, f. I could be useful in leading them to Christ; if it be not, it
is better for them to be without me—useless and feeble as I am,—and
to me, what a deliverance, to be with Christ my Saviour! He will take

care of my children, and receive me into His Kingdom. ¢ Thy will be
done O Lord!”

The Wednesday evening prayer meeting has been well attended.
Prayers are offered up for the conversion of the French Canadian pcoplc'
and for a baptism of the Holy Spirit upon the Church of God.

At the Tanneries I have distributed a large number of tracts, one of
them was read by a man to a crowd in the street.

In a house in town I offered a c®lendar containing the Ten Command-
ments ; a person reading the Second, said that the calendar was not good
for Roman Catholics, because he read in it that we should not make graven
images or b w down to them. I told him it was the Papacy that was
not good for the Word of God, for what he had read had been written
by the finger of God. He then found fault that nothing was said of the
Heoly Virgin. I told him it was true, it only spoke of Jesus Christ as
our Saviour, but that we did not despise the Virgin Mary. I have always
access to a shop, where I often meet a number of persons, to whom I
am permitted freely to speak about the Gospel.

B
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I had a most interesting conversation with a Mr. L——, who related
the difficulties he experienced in making an open profession of the Gos-
pel, = «d at same time stated that he knew at least twenty others, well

instructed, who were kept in the Church of Rome solely from fear of

persecution, or injury to their worldly interests. = This gentleman is en-
abled to seek the favor of God, above all other considerations.

Mr. George Dorion is also employed as Colporteur in the city
and neighbourhood of Montreal. During the year he has circu-
lated about 130 copies of the Scriptures, distributed about 1000
tracts, and made about 1500 visits to the houses of Roman
Catholics. He too has met with much encouragement.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. G. DORION'S JOURNAL.

A Roman Catholic said to me: “ Since I saw you I have found out
one truth I long desired to know: the difference between Roman Cath-
olics and Protestants. I believe it to be this, that the Roman Catholics
will not bring forward the Bible to prove their doctrines. As for me, I
am convinced we must follow the Gospel to enter Heaven. I am very
glad to be able to read, and will now go to your meetings.”

A woman to whom I gave a Testament, said, “I am very glad to get
it, for a long time I have wished to have one!” and turning to her little
daughter, “ here is the book at last I have desired, we will read it to-
gether.” She invited me to return. Several other facts of this kind I
have met with. Let us not lose courage, the work advances; we meet
gouls thirsting for the Word. The consciences of the people begin to
believe that the efforts of the priests cannot avail against the Gospel.

A person said to me, “I see that the Word of God is always stedfast,
from it we always renew our strength to obey God. T feel so happy to
know how to serve Him.”

A woman to whom I lent a Testan..ntsaid : “ There is a great change
here, several families have left the Church of Rome to follow the Gospel.
I feel inclined to do so algo.” Another said she had suffered a good deal
of persecution from her family on account of the Gospel, but did not
regret the part she had chosen.

I found in my journeyings into the country that the people were in many
cases well disposed to receive the truths of the Gospel. Let us be en-
couraged in thinking that God is doing His work in the hearts of the
people. %

Our aged Colporteur, L. Marie, is still in the field, pursuing
his useful labours.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. L. MARIE'S JOURNAL.

Visiting a house, I found a couple about eighty years old each. I
spoke to them of the love of God for His people, as figured in the Scrip-
tures by the affection a mother has for her infant. The husband shed
tears, and the old woman listened attentively. When I left they offered
me a cup of milk, and invited me to call whenever I passed that way.

1 entered a house and spoke with the family of the joys of Heaven and
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the miseries of the lost. A conversation then took place about the
priests. One present, said, “ Our priests speak always to us in Latin at
Mass and Vespers, and we understand nothing of it, but when money is
wanted they ask it in French, because they wish us to understand what
they say.” We then talked on the subject of prayer. * We do not know
how to pray,” they said. I told them to ask Jesus to teach them, and
offered to pray with them. On rising from our knees they thanked me
very humbly. An old man, ninety-seven years of age, said to me after
[ had read the fourth chapter of St. John, I remember a short prayer
my father often repeated ; ¢ All adorable Jesus, who hast willed to die
for me, permit me to humble myself at the foot of thy cross, for I am
deeply grieved at having sinned against thee, and I beseech Thee to pre-
sent my prayer to your Heavenly Father. I believe in Thee, Oh Lord:
and pardon all my sins I have committed through my whole life,—
Amen.”

MASCOUCHE.

Mr. Richard has for some time had charge of this station, and has
held meetings with the people. He has also visited thew at their
homes and succeeded in awakening much interest in the district
on the subject of religion and in circulating the word of God and
religious tracts. He has now gone to reside with his family in
the district, and will devote himself exclusively to the work
of evangelization. There is a prospect of his being able to com-
mence a missionary school, under the special care of Mrs. Rich-
ard, which cannot fail to be of the greatest service to the families
in that neighbourhood.

EXTRACTS FROM M. RICHARD'S JOURNAL.

MascovcHE.~In one of my meetings here, a man said to me in going
out: “Though it is but a short time since I studied the truth, yet I see
much in it that is not in the Romish Church; and though I am perse-
cuted, cost what it will, I will attend your meetings.”

[ visited several times a man formerly opposed to the Gospel, but who
died two months ago ; the last time I saw him he was more than usually
attentive; when I went away he said, “Mr. R., come back soon.” The
next day he died. His sister-in-law, who was a Roman Catholic, last
month asked me for the Gospel. When I gave it to her, she said: I
will keep the book and read it, for I know it is the Word of God.”

MoxTREAL.—Some weeks ago, when talking to a butcher in the Bonse-
cours market, he asked me for a Testament; I sold him one; said he:
“This is the first time I have had a Testament, and you may be sure I
will read it.” Some days after I went to see him. ‘““Ah! saic he, yes-
terday I spent a happy Sabbath, while reading the Gospel; I did not
leave my room during the whole day. Certainly it is a good book, and
I am glad to have it.” When in town, one Sabbath, I spoke at the even-
ing meeting ; I was told after the mecting that this butcher had been
there with two others.
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PoiNTe-AvX TREMBLES.—A man, whom I had seen at Industry when he
was a boy, some weeks ago was going down the river on a raft ; before
the raft arrived at the village, he left it in a little boat and came on
shore opposite the College. He told me that he had learned that I was
staying in Pointe aux Trembles, and he said he could not pass the village
without asking me for a Bible; “For,” added he, “I could not live with-
out it.” He received a Bible with great joy and thankfulness, and went
on board the raft, saying that he would speak to me when he came up the
river again.

INDUSTRY VILLAGE.

This important station continues to be efficiently occupied by
Mr. Ami. Besides holding regular services in the village, he
visits in rotation the Stations of Ramsay, Berthier, Kil-
dare, and Ste. Elizabeth. In general his charge extends over
the counties of Assomption, Joliette, and Berthier. These
constitute a large field of labour, which, as the work pro-
gresses, it is hoped will be more fully occupied by others.
In the meantime the Colporteurs, Mr. Vassot, Mr. N. Rondeau
and Mr. D. Amaron are associated with Ir. Ami, in circulating the
Word of God and religious tracts, and in speaking, as opportu-
nity offers, words in season about Christ and the Gospel to the
people. In the five stations under his eare M. Ami reports 2:
protestant families in connection with the Mission, 71 children,
44 members of the Church, and an average attendance on his
public services of 144 persons.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. AMI'S JOURNAL.

The Church has increased in number during the last year, and I am
happy to say, in piety also. Four persons have been admitted to the
Lord's table, and a few more, I am fully convinced, are under deep con-
victions, ar if they have met with a change, are yet so doubtful, that
they are afraid to confess it. Our members have been faithful ir the

discharge of their duties, and the Missionary spirit is increasing amongst
them.

Two Sabbath Schools have been established, one at Industry, small
yet, but interesting, under the charge of Miss Vessot, and the other
Ramsay, more numerous; the French portion being under the care of
one of our members.

In most of our stations I have succeeded in establishing little societies
of home missions, which are prospering, and our young labourers are very
much encouraged and increase in number and zeal. Several families
have thus been reached, and have accepted tracts and heard the Word of
God, who otherwise would have been inaccessible. We had also com-
menced aday school at Industry, but it lasted only a short time on
account of the want of support and encouragement.
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The moral state of our members is encouraging; they are mostly
strict Sabbath-keepers, and have joined temperance societies when in
their vicinity. Feeling the deep necessity of a place of worship more
commodious and attractive than the one we now possess at Industry,
we met together, and decided to buy a suitable lot in this town
for the erection of a Church, trusting in the Lord, and in the generosity
of our brethren in this Province, for the necessary means. For this
purpose we made a great effort, and among our French families only,
out of our poverty we collected the amount necessary to buy the
lot, of which we have now the deeds in our possession. But yet our
hopes are more extensive. Knowing the importance of the town as a
large centre, secing the efforts put forth by the clergy of Rome to crush
the light of the Gospel, in establishing colleges and schools, we also
feel more and more the importance of establishing here a little college,
or at least a good school, to check the efforts of our adversaries and
draw the people to us. We have full confidence that when the time has
arrived, the Lord will incline the hearts of the Committee and give
them faith to increase the means of promoting the knowledge of our
Saviour in so important a part of Lower Canada.

I should be ungrateful if I did not acknowledge the work done
amidst our Roman Catholic neighbours. I could tell you of more than
15 families, well enlightened, who read the Scriptures, acknowledge the
errors of Rome, and sometimes suffer persecution ; but what I deplore is
the want of boldness in them to come forward and frankly confess
their belief. I have free access to a good many families. Such a
state of things is, I think, more or less the same over our whole
field, and proves to me that the Lord is preparing the way ; and as has
been the case during many years past till now, several families will
again all at once break the yoke and leave the church. In R, I made an
interesting visit to a man in good circumstances who spent one winter
in our college, against the will of his wife, who is most bitter against
him and all the Protestants. Lately, he sent his oldest son, aged 15, to
the Protestant school in Ramsay, saying he was decided now that the
Gospel should be the rule of the family. Great was the fury of his wife,
bt he did not pay attention to her. A few days ago, his son deserted
him, the next day his wife followed, and left him alone with the family.
After some inquiries he started for I’ Assomption on a cold day, in search
of them, but suffering from cold he came back sick. The neighbours who
are always ready tv find a meaning in every thing, said it was sent by
God to cast the Protestant out of him.

Mrs. B—, while she stayed with us, said that when in the convent,
ghe daily read the Bible, which they tried to prevent but in vain, In one
of the Bighop's visits, she showed him the Bible and asked his opinion
as to its truth; the bishop told her it was good, good for her; “ but
said he, never read it to others nor give any interpretation of it.”

I cannot but repeat again that I am convinced that a general progres-
sive movement is taking place in the minds of the people. Several came
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to my house to talk about religious things and inquire the way of salva-
tion. Ihad, in the beginning of the month, two long conversations
with two Roman Catholics, from whom I had bought hay; they
evinced a great surprise when I unfolded to them the errors of
Rome, and though afraid of knowing more, so as to find their church in
error, they could not refrain from asking questions again and again.
One of them is a very intelligent and wealthy farmer, who asked me
not to forget to visit him whenever I should be called to pass near his
house.

A Mr. L., from Kildare, whose heart was harder than the stones,
is now softened greatly. His son, now at Pointe aux Trembles, has
found peace in Jesus, and writes to his father such Christian, loving letters,
full of gentle warnings, that the father is melted and feels he must be
saved. He wept during that sabbath, and left us deeply moved by the
scenes he had just witnessed.

Visit 70 StaANsTEAD—A NEW FigLo.—Our brother, the Rev. M. Duclos,
having spoken to me of a certain movement in the Eastern Townships,
and some one being called to visit them, it was decided I should go,
and see what it was. We started, brother D. and I, for Montreal, after
vigiting two stations in our field. On Wednesday, I arrived at Stanstead,
and was hospitably received by thc Rev. A. McDorald. I proceeded
after dinner to the village to see the people and visit the Canadian
families. It would be useless here to enter into many details, suffice
to say that my best hopes were more than realized. But what is most
wonderful is the way this awakening commenced. A family who left
my field last Fall were the instruments in the hands of God to com-
mence this movement. They came to that place and the woman talked
of the Gospel to her neighbours. It was soon known they were Pro-
testants, and several, whose feelings were against the church, but who
did not know much of the Guspel, went to her. Her boldness shook
away their fears, and sume avowedly, others in secret, commenced to
read the Gospel. One of them came into Montreal, and obtained some
Testaments and Bibles, and in a short time they were all distributed. I
preached there on Friday night to 27 persons, 22 of whom were French
Canadians. I subsequently visited a great many families and read with
them many passages of Scripture. Since I came here, four others have
renounced the church of Rome. The priests of course try to prevent the
people from coming to our meetings, and some who did not dare to come
till after Easter Sunday, said afterwards, “We dont care about the
priests.” Several families are in a state of indecision and others ar~
bugihning to turn their attention to the truth of the Gospel. I took a list
of those who had rejected the church of Rome, and were resolved to follow
the Gospel, and to my inquiries I found 7 families, numbering 15 adults
and 2 children, total 35 souls, out of the bondage of Popery. I cannot
pass unnoticed the deep interest taken in that work by the Rev. A. Mec-
Donald who accompanied me in several visits, and himself drove me to
several places.
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Axorner ConverT,—How mysterious, ear Sir, are the ways of God, how
indescribable his dealings with men, Who could think that last summer
when the whole family of D. was plunged into sorrow on account of the
disappearance of their/daughter, that this same daughter, caut up in a
convent, should be the fist to become converted, yet, thanks to God,
such is the case; a new soul has thus been taken away from the bondage
of Satan. Philomene D ; afier passing through heavy trials in her soul,
after praying with perseverance for many months, was lately brought to
enjoy fully the peace of the Lamb of God. Last week she appeared
unusually sad, and our dear sister R., always ready to relieve the
afflicted, spoke to her, asking the reason of such a change. She told
the state of her mind, they prayed together, and the next day, was
bright and full of joy, to such an extent thatany one could not but notice
it. Glory be to God for his kind smiles upon her soul. Her father and
mother have also united themselves with the church.

Mr. Vessot still continues, notwithstanding opposition, to oc-
cupy his stall in the important market of Industry. Almost
every week he has thus frequent opportunities of recommending
the Gospel to Roman Catholics. By his kindliness and tact he
succeeds in sowing the truth, and of awakening a desire for a
spiritual knowledge of Christ in the minds of many Romanists.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. JOS. VESSOT'S JOURNAL.

When colporting in the parish of St. L——, I was overtaken by a
person in a sleigh who requested me to get in, saying with evident
pleasure, “ 1 always recollect the excellent conversation we had together.
I have been desirous for a long time to see you, to say to you that I no
longer believe in the church of Rome, but I have said nothing to any one
else, for fear of losing my place.” This man had heard the truth two or
three times on the market, when I had a great discussion. I wenta
couple of miles with him, and on parting, he promised to come some
evening to my houze to converse about the Gospel. One day, this same
man said, “ you must have a geod head to get the better of all those that
attack you.” “Oh,” Ireplied, ¢ just ag light has power over darkness, so has
the word of God over the errors and superstitions of men.”

The first house I entered to-day the people were not much attached to
the priests. We had a long conversation about the religion of Jesus
Christ and the papacy. “We have no religion here,” said the mother of
the house. “Our priest seeks more our money than to save our souls. He
acts with such injustice towards us that we are losing faith in religion.”
I spoke seriously with them as to what they should do and belieye to be
saved. I found they had a portion of the New Testament.

In the third house, I sold a Testament. In the sixth house, after
having read to them several passages, they would have bought a Testa-
ment but had no money, and did not wish to take it on credit. After
I had gone a little distance the master called me back, saying,  we must
have the book it is such beautiful reading.”
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In many -other houses I had long conversations. In this parish the
greater part of the people are very much displeased with their priest.

I had a drive for a mile with a man going to seek a brother to attend
his sister’s funeral. I had much pleasure with him. He does not believe
in the superstitions of the Romish Church and loves much to listen to
the great truths of the Bible. I gave him a Testament for the drive, for
which he thanked me. I have good hope that this journey has been
blessed to several souls.

A man from the same parish of St. L— came to my house to speak
about the word of God. He said that two years before I had given him
and his brother most excellent instructions from the Gospel, which he
had never forgotten and had touched his heart. He complained much
ofthe injustice of the priests. He promised to return again, and left
much pleased.

On my way to the anniversary I came where a number of boys were
playing on the ice, and spoke to them of the love of Christ. They
listened attentively, and when I found they could all read, I proposed,
if they promised to be good boys, to give each a Testament or a little
book if they could gain it by skating to a certain distance. Inthe course
of half an hour each had obtained a book. I left them praying that the
Lord would bless the reading of his word in the hands of these young
people to the glory of His name, and the salvation of many souls.

I was much rejoiced at the anniversary and in conference with my
brethren,

In this village, (Industry) there lsa good number who love much the
reading of the word of God and its exposition, In passing through one
of the streets, a gentleman called me to say thata tract I had given him in
the market had done him mueh good. For two or three years he has been
under conviction of conscience, and would like to come to our meetings but
fears his family, who are much opposed to the gospel. He is obliged to
hide the books he gets from us:—Dear brethren we have great need to
pray for these weak and timid souls, that God may give them courage
and strength to come out of Babylon.

Two wealthy farmers from the neighbouring parish, have encouraged
me much to labour in demolishing the fortress of Satan and rebuilding
on the good foundation, which is Christ. More than twenty years since,
these persons received some rays of light from discussions I had with
priests in different places. One of them is in a very interesting state of
mind and has come a great many times to converse with me on the
market, on religious subjects. He has been reading the Scriptures for
over eight years, and sees many errors in his church, but has not yet
reccived #Christ in his heart. He told me he once asked a priest why
none of them could stand against the missionaries when discussing on
religion ; his reply was that the missionaries were twice better instructed
than they. I told him that the true reason of our superiority was that
we took all our arguments from the word of God, while the priests relied
on the words of men, and sought only their own interest and glory.
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It seems to me, the light continues to pierce the darkness of the errors
of the church of Rome,

On market days, my books are read by a good number of persons. I
have sold as many as nine Testaments on a Saturday ; but if the Lord
does good, Satan is not the less busy., The priests, however, now
direct their agents, not to say anything before me, but to follow those
who buy, until out of sight of me. Then they commence to say every-
thing bad of my books, and torment the persons until they consent to
give back the books they bought ; and as I sell almost always on credit
I am obliged to take them back. However, in spite of all these efforts,
more than half of the books reach their destination.

I cannot express the joy I feel in seeing, every Saturday, persons from
cight or ten parishes come to procure the word of God, or others who
possess it, to speak of religious subjects. I announce to them, as much
as possible, the good news of Salvation.

I have good hope, that all the efforts of the enemies of the Gospel will
turn to their confusion, and serve to enlighten the people. Many have
said to me, “If your books were not against the interests of our priests,
they would not be so afraid; but because they enlighten us on religion,
they are frightened, knowing that once we understand the Gospel, they
will not be able to make gain of us, which they do, not only during our
lives, but after we are dead.”

During the month, I have evangelized in the village and neighbouring
concessions, and have spoken freely of the Gospel.

In my visits I went into a house, whose owner, an old man of nearly
a hundred years, had died a few days previously. Since I came here,
this man always listened to me with attention, when speaking to him of
the blessed Saviour. He spoke much about me to those who visited him,
and to his family ; recommending them to receive me well, and listen
carefully to the good exhortations I gave them. His wife and one of his
sons thanked me for the consolations I had afforded to the deceased and
themselves. May the Lord bless these for the glory of His name, and the
salvation of their immortal souls.

At Grenville I had a good meeting; the people were very attentive,
saying they would willingly pass the whole night, hearing such good
things, and begged me to return,

A young priest who has been eight years one, has just left the order.
[t appears, the unwillingness of the priesthood to meet me, to prove that
my books were bad, inspired him with doubts, and the injustice and hy-
pocrisy he witnessed among them, with other things, bas completely
disgusted him with such a calling.

Blessed be God, notwithstanding the hindrances of the priests, a good
number of persons are enquiring after the truth, Several told me they
have had the Scriptures for a long time. “ We see,” say they, “our
priests do not always follow the instructions of our Saviour, nor what
the first Apostles teach us in the New Testament ; but we are not able to
discuss with them, nor fully understand the salvation by grace and faith.”
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EXTRACTS FROM MR. N. RONDEAU'S JOURNAL.

You will remark that the number of my visits has been very varied.
On the days I have visited the most families, I have sometimes sold the
least number of Testaments. The people are so filled . ith prejudices
against the Gospel and the Missionaries, that the Colporteur who merely
runs over the country, is almost certain to meet with a refusal, but if he
enters into a family, explains the object of his visit, speaks of the love
of a Saviour, shows them the importance of having the Scriptures, and
in a word, labors to remove their prejudices, he often succeeds in plac-
ing a Testament or tracts in their hands, or is, at least, able to read to
them a portion of God's word.

Presupices Rexovep.—Against the advice of friends, I determined to
visit some families, hitherto bitterly opposed to the Gospel. The first, a
very large one, received me well, and I was able to read and explain the
Scriptures for several hours. I then went to the house of a neighbour
who was dying; I told him I was come to speak about the interests of
his immortal soul. Although, formerly, he would not suffer any one to
speak of the Gospel, he received me cordially and consented to my read-
ing a tract, I chose the one, “ Are you in want of a friend.” His wife,
his farm servants, and several neighbours came in, and I commenced
reading. The sick man and all present listened attentively, and I was
permitted to speak long and seriously to them ; when Ileft, they cordially
shook hands with me. I then went to another family, hitherto not less
unfriendly. I stated my object, and was also able to read and speak of
the Gospel, all showing deep interest. During the reading a neighbour
entered, and after I had spoken at length, as to the importance of
possessing the word of God, and of the salvation of their souls, this man
said : “If this be true, w are completely hoodwinked in the church of
Rome.” T placed two Testaments here.

Tue Goop Sgep SeriNnciNg Up.—I entered a family where I soon found
the Gospel had penetrated, and was relished. It was large and intelligent.
The father sent out for the men thrashing, and I had a little congregation
before me, to whom I felt deeply impelled to announce the Gospel.
During the long conversation that ensued, I found the family were en-
lightened upon the errors of the Romish Church, and desirous of being
more instructed in the truth. In another house, where two families
lived I had the pleasure of reading and speaking for a long time of the
word of God. The wife sent for her hushband from the barn, and made
the children keep quiet, while I spoke. They accepted a Testament.

Tur Fruir or ArruictioN.—I visited a family, formerly much opposed
to the Gaspel. At my father's death, the wife said she was glad of it,
because my mother had left the Church of Rome. Five months after,
her husband died of the same complaint. When I entered, she received
me well, and I had an opportunity of speaking a long time to her and
another woman. This latter found the word of God so consoling, that
she agked me for a Testament.

Tur Worp or Gop, TaE Priesrs’ ScArecrow.—I entered & house, where
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I was astonished to find the owner so well acquainted with Bible history.
On leaving, I offered him a Testament, promising to call next day. On
returning he told me, the brother of a gentleman in high position,
had told him the Book was good. I have a Bible,” this person said,
“which I read, but our priests don’t like us to read it, because it reveals
many things they wish kept from us. I advise youa to keep yours.” We
spent a long time together, and he asked me to take dinner with him.
On parting, he said to me: “I see our priests act towards us, as we do
to the crows. We put up in the fields, where grain is sown, a figure of
straw with a large stick to frighten away the birds. OQur priests do the
same ; not liking our being fed with the Gospel, they make it a scare-
crow, to frighten us from reading it. I will open my heart to you, some
day, about them.”

May the Lord bless these feeble efforts, for His Glory. From all parts
there are tokens of the progress made by the Divine Word, and of im-
paired confidence in the priests. Oh may the time come, when this great
Babylon will be thrown down, and everyone shall know the Lord. I
cannot sufficiently ask you to pray for our Colporteurs. The work is
often painful, hearts hard, souls dark, alone in the midst of enemies, but
the Missionary feels himself strong, when he is assured that numerous
and fervent prayers are rising to God on his behalf.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. D. AMARON'S JOURNAL.

I visited Mr. P., who, like the others, is still in Romish error; I found
him concerned about his sins, and affected by the statements of the word
of God. When I went to his sick bed, he caught my hands and expressed
his gladness at seeing me. When I spoke to him about his sickness, he
said, “It is not pain of body, or poverty, or fear of dying, that distresses
me, but it is having sinned against so good & God. Oh Jesus, have
pity on me!” I told him I was glad to find him with such dispositions;
for the Word of God declared that ‘“ They that be whole need not a phy-
gician, but they that are sick.” I cited other passages comforting to the
distressed soul. He told me that he had been visited by his priest, to
whom he mentioned that I was in the practice of visiting him, to afford
him relief, and that I spoke to him only about God. *“Do you want to
become a Protestant?” sald the priest, “ No sir, you know I am firm in
my religion! Mr. Amaron does not speak to me about that; he reads to
me the Gospel, and speaks about Jesus Christ, in whom I am to believe
to be saved. He is the first who has spoken to me in this way, while
you, in place of doing so, ouly speak to me about worldly things."
Finally, the priest agreed that he might have liberty to see me again.

In giving a Testament to an orphan who had been adopted, I asked
her new mother’s consent. She wished to know if my intention in giving
it wag to make the child a Protestant in which case she would not.
“Madame,” I said, “ My desire is that she may become a good Christian,
loving God and her Saviour, obeying her father and mother in the Lord;
and in this book she would find all she should do to please God.”

I was obliged to speak on the worship of the virgin. We need to cry
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to the Lord to bless our feeble efforts to open the eyes of the people to
the light of the Gospel. I went, at the request of a young man and
his wife, whom I hope one day to see among the true disciples of Christ,
to visit their parents, and was very well received. I gave a Testament
to & young woman who has for a long time been desirous of having a
copy. How sad to see how the walls of the houses are covered with
crucifixes, rosaries, and relics. When will this poor people exchange
their heavy burden of superstition for the gentle yoke of Christ? Will

it not be when we pray more, and labor without wearying to advance
His blessed Gospel ?

GRENVILLE.

At this station the Rev. E. Raymond, was stationed for cue
year. The work made some progress during his ministry. T he
church was regularly organized and ordinances dispensed. "T'he
young were taught the truths of the Bible, tracts and New
Testaments were distributed, and the gospel preached from house
to house. It was proposed to Mr. Raymond, to continue his
services here for another year, but this, on account of his health
and other private reasons, he declined to do. In these circum-
stances and at the solicitation of the people the Committee ap-
pointed Mr. F. Rondeau, an experienced and zealous Colporteur,
to act as an Evangelist in his place, and Mlle E. Rondeau to take
charge of a Mission School. This arrangement is giving satisfac-
tion to the people and the Committee. The work is prospering
under their care. The attendance at public worship is 50 at
Grenville, 30 at Arundel, and 12 at Grand Lac. The members
of the church number 18, and there are 24 children of converts
and others attending the school.

Mr. Rondeau reports that an interesting revival has taken
place among the congregation ; the prayer meetings are better
attended, and an increased number take part in the services.
Several have manifested a desire to approach the Lord’s table.
Many have invited him to their houses, for reading, conversation,
and prayer. Journies have been made to settlements in the
neighborhood, with the same encouraging results as to the will-
ingness of the people to listen to the Gospel.

Mr. Rondeau thus concludes his last journal, “ Although there
are always many difficulties, we have great cause to bless God for
the progress His Word has made in this new field. What we
have now to do is to besiege the throne of Grace with new ar-
dour. Oh, let us pray without ceasing.”
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[n this station also the place of worship requires to be put into
propor. repair; and suitable houses for the school and the mis-
sionary’s residence to be erected, in order to give permanency to
the Mission. The present proprietor of the church we oceupy,
and which formerly was a Roman Catholic Chapel, is willing
to give the property in trust for our Mission on terms generous
and liberal. 'We hope soon to carry out this arrangement.

EXTRACTS FROM THE REV. E. RAYMOND'S JOURNAL.

What shall I render unto the Lord for his goodness unto us all?
Though our number at Grenville remaing the same, yet I believe that
those who are daily and weekly fed with tfie bread of life, became stronger
in the Lord. Oftentimes I witness in the people a deep sense of their
unworthiness to come to the throne of God, but, as one remarked, not
long since ; It is because we are guilty that we must draw nearer Him,
through Jesus Christ, who died for us, and now intercedes for us.

Nearly every one present in this station that attends our church,
expresses a strong hope in Him who gave himself a ransom for their sins.
We long, they say, for the next prayer meeting. Indeed the same is
exceedingly sweet to all; there we read the word of God, sing his
praises ;—every one pours out his heart according to the best of the abili-
ties God has given him. “How good, and how pleasant it is, for
brethren to dwell together in unity.”

On a pleasant {day, in a thick wood, in the country, I gathered, I
dare say, about one hundred of the children, first to play, and then
calling them to me, said I had something new to teil them. I opened my
Bible to read Christ's call to little children. They listened very well,
and some said, that they would be glad if Jesus would speak to them
now. I had then a fine opportunity to prove that he was indeed
speaking to them, through his word. One little boy, 18 years old, asked
me for a New Testament, saying that he could not read, but would get some
one to read it for him. Through these little children many doors were
opened, but the parents were not so free with me as their little ones.
However, I hope that God will bless these new efforts. This is not far
from Arundel.

In Grenville the work is going on as usual. But God has been pleased
to chastise us by the death of one of our young men. He engaged to
work on barges. For the first time, he went away from home to make some
money to attend school next winter. On his way down to Montreal, at the
entrance of the Lachine Canal, he was unfortunately thrown overboard
and drowned. His body was found and buried in the Roman Catholic ceme-
tery, butthe priest there, learning that he was a Swiss, ordered it to be
buried in the uncansecrated ground for unbaptized infants. His death is a
heavy blow, we feel it, for he was a good young man. 1 hope that it will be
for the glory of God, leading some of us to realize the vanity of this
world’s life.,
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BELLE RIVIERE.

This Station has for the last two years been under the
care of Mr. Matthieu, and has been occasionally visited by
the Rev. Mr. Vernon, at such intervals as his duties at Pointe
aux Trembles would permit. The little church is kept together.
Some progress is made in the work of evangelization in the neigh-
bourhood. It suffers to some extent by the continued absence
of its pastor, Mr. Vernon, whose presence in the meantime at
Pointe aux Trembles is necessary for the welfare of that Institu-
tion. Qur expectation is, however, that ere another year elapses,
the church at Belle Riviere will have the benefit of his faithful
services. The place of worship which was erected here two
years ago, has been of much service to the people, and forms a
good centre for the diffusion of Gospel truth. But in order to
complete the Missionary apparatus, there is wanted a good school-
house and parsonage, without which the benefits derivable from
the church are much diminished. We hope to accomplish this
good work ere many years elapse.

EXTRACTS FROM MR, MATTHIEU'S JOURNAL.

AFRAID TO BE SEEN.—A school-master, to whom I lenta Bible, said to
me, “ Now, if my priest knew that I had this Bible from you he would
be very much vexed with me; you will therefore let no one know that I
have taken this book from you; moreover, when you come here again,
do not come in daylight, but come in the evening. I like your books
and your conversation, but I do not want the priest to know anything
about it.” “ Why are you so much afraid of your priest?” said I to him,
“‘Because if he knew that I had a Bible he would at once say, ‘do you
mean to be a Swiss too; and he would get me enemies and so take away
my school from me.” A woman to whom I lent a New Testament said
to me: “If you will not tell any one I will take one of your books, I
would not like to have any one know of it, for fear the people might
talk and the priest might hear of it, and so refuse to administer the
Sacrament to me.” “ How I would like one of your books,” said another
to me,” but I am afraid that if I were to take one and read it, the priest
would hear of it, and so refuse to administer the Sacrament to me.”

Not AFrAD T0 BE SEEN.—I lent a Testament und a few Tracts to a wo-
man, who shortly after brought them all back to me where I was, at one of
her neighbours, saying, I have brought back your books, sir; I am afraid
that the priest will hear of it.” “ Why are you so much afraid,” said the
mistress of the house to her. “If you don’'t want them, I wili be very glad
to accept of them if this gentleman will be good enough to lend them to
me as he did to you” Another woman who happened to be there at
that time, said, “If I had any money with me, I would be very glad to
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buy some of your books; there is no harm in reading them.” [ lent to
these women two Testaments and ten tracts. I meet with many who are
afraid and with many who do not fear their priests.

A FavourasLe TesTiMoNy T0 THE PoINTE-AUX-TREMBLES INSTITUTES.—
A woman called on me the other day, to know whether her boy could
be admitted or not at the Pointe-aux-Trembles Institution. “I have
heard such a favourable account of that School, that I have decided upon
sending my children there, and our neighbour intends to send his also,
if they can be admitted.” “ How did you come to hear such a favourable
account of that Institute?” I asked. “ By a young man who was there
last winter.” “ And what does he say 7" “ Why, he says that thereare no
better people in the world and nc ' r schools than are to be found at
Pointe-aux-Trembles. I have been to our best schools in the country,”
said this young man, “ where I used to pay $10 per month, and I did not
meet. with half of the kindness nor learn half so much as I did at
Pointe-aux-Trembles.”

ST. EUSTACHE.

The Committee opened this station about two years ago, in
the hope that it would prove a good centre for Missionary opera-
tions. Mr. Geoffroi was sent here from Kildare. He entered
on his work with much opposition. But he persevered. He
has kept up regular service in the Presbyterian Church in the
village every fortnight, and exerts himself for the instruction of
the young in seriptural truth. He has also extended his labours
to St. Martin and surrounding hamlets. This the Committee
are aware is a hard and difficult field. There are few Protest-
ant converts in it to aid and encourage the Missionary. For-
midable obstacles are encountered on every hand, in any attempt
to reach the ears and hearts of the Roman Catholic people.
Still much seed has been sown, which we doubt not, will, in an-
swer to our prayers, spring up even if it may be many days
hence.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. GEOFFROI'S JOURNAL.

I have held weekly meetings in St. Therese, St. Rose, and St. Martin
with encouraging success. 1 have, also, meetings on alternate Sabbaths
in St. Eustache and St. Martin’s. I find a pleaging change in the minds
of the people generally, even in some from whom, formerly, I received
much ill-treatment. One man especially, who was very bitter against
me, now shows me kindness, and takes an interest in the welfare of my
family. .

I have introduced the Word of God into a family to the father of
which the priest said one day,—“ Why do you keep that book here?” “I
like it Sir,” was the reply. “But you cannot understand it.” “Yes, Iread
what I can fully understand, and I will not part with it.”

The priest meeting a man who was begining to like the Gospel, said
to him,—* Why don’t you come to confession!” He replied,—*Does
confession save, Sir?” The shame and fear of telling me your faults,
prevents you from committing them. “I do not ask you that, but if it
saves the soul ?” “ No —, but —.” “ Well Sir, if confession does not save,
I will not confess to you my sins, but to God, who in forgiving can
save,”

BUCKINGHAM.

Mr. Jamieson continues to occupy this station. He has
succeeded by the aid of kina friends in Montreal and Ottawa, in
erecting a suitable school on a corner of his own farm which he
freely concedes to the Mission. This building will supply a long
felt want in that district for a place in which meetings for prayer
and preaching the Word could be held. The field of his opera-
tions extends from Papineauville to Ottawa, over which he
travels from time to time as a Colperteur.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. JAMIESON'S JOURNAL.

In my journey to the Lake I found much cause for encouragement,
Nearly a year has passed away since these people were last visited and
strange to say they are more or less connected in relationship with the
people at Grenville, and yet the work is quite independent of them, They
are very anxious tolearn. I felt much grieved to see that in two families
who had the word of God they could not read it nor did others care
about reading it to them, the books were as new as when they came out
of the store. To give you a just description of the work as I found it,
I will say, they still continue to recite the credo and make the sign of
the cross, but they have dropped praying to the Virgin. Iendeavoured to
enlighten them upon these points and they are now determined to have
nothing more to do with the Romish Church, I held a meeting on Sunday
evening at which a number of Roman Catholics attended, and such was
the interest shewn that we did not separate till early on Monday morning,
I must say that I never had a more attentive audience as I proclaimed
the Gospel. Iam happy to state that one of the female pupils of the
Institute, residing at Grenville, is now exerting a good influence around
her by her piety and conversation ; so much so, that one family at the
Lake seems to be quite impressed by it, and is being led to see the power
of the Gospel and I hope to feel it also, What a blessing to Canada is
the Pointe-aux-Trembles Institute. May God send out thousands of such
who shall be blessed and a blessing to their countrymen. There is a
likelihood of several families being reclaimed from popery. It would be
a great benefit to this place if some of the young people could be enabled
to attend the Institute, One family was intending to send four of their
daughters, but failed for want of means, The young people were quite
disappointed in not going, There is quite & number of respectable and
intelligent young people anxious to obtain instruction. I found some
familieg jn Cote St. L. who are reading God’s word, although the Gospel
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has not made much progress there as yet. In passing through Cote St.
P—. I  came in contact with a person who through reading a Testa-
ment which I gave him some years ago, left the Church of Rome, and he
in turn is striving to gain ovet some of his relations to the truth, I had
a long conversation with his brother and have some hope of him.

EASTERN TOWNSHIPS.

Our Evangelist, Mr. Solandt, continues to occupy almost alone
the large district comprised within the counties of Megantic,
Wolfe and Arthabaska. A churc* has for some time been
organised there to which ordinances are administered from time to
time by Mr. Duclos and Mr. Vernon. The several stations
within this district are regularly attended to, and house to
house visitations are sustained. The church is growing in life
and numbers. There are enquirers after the truth. Light is
being disseminated among the people. They show good dis-
positions towards the Missionary and are accessible to his in-
structions. Three have been admitted to the church during the
year, and one has emigrated, making the pre. <nt number of mem-
bers fourteen. The adherents number 42, not taking into
account those who are halting between two opinions, and who, it
is hoped, will soon cast in their lot with the church.

EXTRACTS FROM MR. SOLANDT'S JOURNAL.

During the past month I have visited in part along the line of Rail-
road from house to house, but without being able to dispose of any co-
pies of the Scriptures. In the evenings I have conversed principally on
the necessity of conversion to God, and this question generally led to
that of the nature of sin, and the different views which God and men
entertained of its expiation.

At S—— there is a young man who wishes to go to Pointe aux Trem-
bles ; he has not left the Romish Church, but regularly reads the New
Testament, and has frequent conversations on religious subjects with
others. In the same place there are several families reading the Word,
and are not far from the kingdom of God, although they do not come to
our meetings.

Pusuic Feeuine.—People in general are tired of the priests, be-
cause they make them pay too much. The Romish clergy have succeed-
ed in turning the current of religious sentiment among the people into
vain forms and superstitions, and it is a very difficult thing to kindle in
them true religious feeling.

SavLT Rovee.—The meetings here are sometimes very well attended
and the people seem to take a little more interest in matters of religion.
In general we have a hard struggle against irreligion, as the Romish
system tends to destroy religious sentiment.

The priests will not allow their people to read the Bible. One of
C
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them near this even tried to persuade his flock, but unsuccessfully, that
the New Testament, published by the Roman Catholic Archbishop of
Quebec, had been made by the Protestants, who had forged his certifi-
cate of approbation.

Thus, amidst difficulties, the work of the Lord slowly advances. I
commend myself to your prayers.

GASPE,

Mr. P. Tourgis who, for some time, laboured here in con-
nection with a small French Protestant Church, reports a favour-
able disposition of the people, and good facilities for circulating
the Scriptures and religious tracts. For many years he has
been a faithful and devoted Missionary of the Society. On
account of private and personal affairs, he found it necessary to
resign his position for the present to visit Kurope. He has
our best wishes for his future welfare.

AGENCY.

Last year it was announced that wehad secured the services of
the Rev. J. T.Byrne as our Agent in Canada, for a limited period.
From time to time he continued his labours on our behalf until
last summer when, at our request, he resigned his pastoral
charge at Whitby and became our permanent collecting Agent.
To fit him for this duty he spent some time at Pointe aux
Trembles and among the stations. He has thus become per-
sonally acquainted with the whole field of our operations. His
mind is well informed about our difficulties, projects, and pros-
pects. With the deepest interest he has entered on his work.
Proceeding systematically he has visited, in order, the chief
towns and villages of a considerable portion of both provinces.
He has made known our Mission, and awakened an interest on
its behalf, in places where it had not been much heard of before.
Everywhere he reports that he has been received with much cor-
diality by the members and people of all the Protestant Churches.
To all the pulpits of the Canada Preshyterian Church, the Congre-
eational Churches and the New Connection Methodists, he has had
free access, and from their incumbents received every encourage-
ment and assistance. And although theWesleyans, Church of Scot-
land, and Church of England have French Missions of their own,
yet have their ministers and members in many instances given

him aid and contributions. Wherever he has gone he has repre-
sented the catholic aims and constitution of the Society, and its
noble Institutes at Pointe aux Tremble, as worthy of the coun-
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tenance and support of all Protestant denominations. The Com-
mittee solicit for Mr. Byrne, the co-operation of the christian
community at large, and commend him to their affection as an
able and devoted minister of Christ. The accounts show the
encouraging success which has hitherto attended his mission.

We have felt constrained this year again to request the Rev.

Mr. Clarke, our old and tried friend, to visit Britain as our
Agent. The state of our funds seemed to demand this. There
was no prospect of our obtaining an adequate income from C(a-
nada. Our treasury was depleted, and the Treasurer a consi-
derable sum in advance. Unwilling to curtail our work, and
solicitous for the salvation of our Roman Catholic brethren, we
resolved to seek the aid of British Protestants. Many of the
friends of the Mission there, were, we knew, willing to give us
annual subscriptions, and many others, to whom our causc was
little known, might be induced to extend us aid. We regard
Mr. Clarke’s visit at this time to England as a step towards es-
tablishing a permanent agent in that country. We indeed of-
fered this mission to him, but, while willing to aid us for a time,
he did not see his way clear to accept of this appointment. It
is, however, our hope, that some one qualified to undertake the
permanent agency in Britain will ultimately be found, so
that the attention of the Protestant churches at home may
be more awakened to the importance of our Mission to the Ro-
man Catholics of this great Province of the British Empire.

Mr. Clarke writes encouragingly from England. He has
been breaking new ground in the South, with some measure of
success, and 18 now in course of visiting the cities and towns of
the North. We ask for him the prayers of the friends of the
Mission.

FOREIGN AID.

Last year the Committee succeeded, by means of an influential
representation, in opening relations with the Mission Commit-
tees of the Free and United Presbyterian hurches of Scotland,
and the Presbyterian Church in Irelanu. From them we re-
ceived friendly recognition as a Society, and liberal grants in
aid of our work. Last summer our interests were again ably
represented in the Synods of the U, P. Church, and the General
Assembly of the Free Church, by the Rev. Dr. Taylor of this
City; and we are assured by him, that these churches will con-
tinue to extend to us the assistance they have granted in past
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years. To the Ministers and people of the Congregational
Churches of England we are also under a deep debt of gratitude,
for their warin interest in our work, and their generous aid.
We woald also gratefully acknowledge the kindness of many Min-
isters and members of the Churches of England and Scotland,
and of the Wesleyan Church in England. To the United States
we have this year sent the Rev. Mr. Duclos, to endeavour to
awaken anew the interest of the old friends of the Mission there
in our operations. From them he met with a cordial welcome;
and although he did not obtain much in the way of direct aid
for the Mission, he yet received several kind donations of books
for the proposed Library and Reading Room. Many also pro-
mised that in better times they would gladly help our Mission
with liberal contributions. To the Tract Society of New York
we are grateful for a contribution of French Tracts. The Ame-
rican Bible Society have also given us a liberal grant of Bibles
suitable for our circulation. These indications of hearty good
will, we accept with gratitude, trusting that the times of happy
and prosperous peace will come to that country, in which they
will be able again to grant us effective sympathy and aid.
AUXILIARY SOCIETIES.

Under this head the Committee would, as in former years,
gratefully acknowledge the aid cxtended to the Society by the
Synod and people of the Canada Presbyterian Church, and by
the Congregational Union and Churches of Canada. Thanks
are also accorded to those Missicnary Societies and Sabbath
Schools which have sent us donations, or provided scholarships
for pupils at Pointe aux Trembles. Among the latter we would
note Zion, Cote Street, and the American Presbyterian Churches,
Montreal ; also the Sabbath Schools of the Presbyterian Churches
of Widder, Belleville, Perth, St. Catherines, Erskine Church,
Ingersoll, Wakefield and Mosham, C. W. May we hope that
many others will be added to this list before the expiry of
another year.

The thanks of the Committee are due to the Ladies’ Auxi-
liary Society of Montreal, for their persevering labours for the
welfare of the Girls’ School.

The Committee would also gratefully acknowledge the conti-
nued aid and sympathy of our old and tried friends of the
Auxiliary Associations of Edinburgh, Glasgow, Greenock, and
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Liverpool. Obligations are specially acknowledged to John Hen-
derson, Esq., of Park, Scotland, and J. D. Bryce, Esq., of
Glasgow.

The Committee would aiso express their thanks to the Auxi-
liary Societies of Ayr, Carleton Place, Elora, Galt, Guelph,
Stratford, and West Zorra, C.W., and hail with welcome the
new Auxiliaries just formed in Kingston, Ottawa and Peterboro’,
C.W.

We have directed our Agents to give special attention to the
formation of Auxiliary Societies throughout the Province.
They can aid us much. In no better way can the resources
of the Protestant Churches be brought out for the evangeli-
zation of the French Roman Catholic people, than by such
local Societies. .

This year, the only bequest which has fallen to the So-
ciety is one from Chatham, C. W. To this source of in-
come the Committee solicit attention. It is a way most suit-
able by which a portion of a Christian’s accumulated wealth can
be devoted to the cause of Christ. To secure accuracy, the
attention of those who may purpose aiding the Society by be-
(uests, is directed to a legal form at the end of this Report.

STUDENTS PREPARING FOR THE MISSIONARY WORK.

At Geneva Messrs. Desilets and Dorion continue to prosecute

their studies with assiduity. They are supported by John Hen-
derson, Esq., of Park, Mrs. Ferguson, Glasgow, and other bene-
factors. Mr. Desilets, it is expected, will return home this sum-
mer and enter on the work of the mission. William Groulx
who, it was stated in our last report, had returned in charge of
his sick brother, has been accepted as a Missionary by the
Students Missionary Society of Knox College, Toronco, and is,
during this winter, attending classes at that College. Besides
these, there are three young men who have been educated at
Pointe aux{Trembles, viz : Messrs. P. Vernier, Dionne and Rivet,
sincerely professing faith in Christ, and members of the church,
who have offered themselves to the work of the ministry and have
been accepted by the Committee as students. Under private
tutors they have been acquiring those preliminary branches of
knowledge necessary for entering on academic and theological
studies. Their progress has been satisfactory during the past
year. In the intervals of study they assist in the School, and
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during the summer vacation two of them have visited a district
in the neighbourhood of Quebec as Colporteurs, with much suc-
cess. The Committee hope that kind friends of the Mission will
provide the means of carrying on the education of these pro-
mising and devoted young men to completion.

THE ORGANIZATION OF CHURCHES.

This is a department in which the Committee can take no
direct or primary action. In all cases the Missionaries and con-
verts have been left to their own liberty, and to seek such coun-
sel as they might deem neocessary from christian ministers and
friends. Willing to encourage whatever tended to consolidate
the work or promote its progress, they have hailed with sat-
isfaction the gathering of the converts into christian associ-
ations. These they felt were necessary. The Missionaries,
with their eonverts, have long been desirous of assuming some form
of Church organization, and from time to time have made efforts
in this direction. Again they met in Synod last year at Pointe
aux Trembles; delegates from all the stations were present.
They held sweet counsel together on their labours and trials, and
after prayer, and much deliberation, unanimously adopted a con-
stitution for the churches. This form of church order having been
submitted to the Presbyterian and Congregational Ministers inter-
ested in the Mission, and members of the Committee, was unani-
mously and cordially approved of by them, and since that time it
has been accepted by all the congregations in connection with
the Mission. It seems to combine those features of liberty, order,
unity and purity essential to every Church of Christ. Its confession
of faith is based on the principles avowed in the Society’s consti-
tution, embracing the leading and essential doctrines of Christi-
anity. Although avowedly pado-baptist in principle and prac-
tice, it yet offers communion to all who are known and believed
to be disciples of Jesus Christ. Six congregations unite together
on these terms, and meet by delegation once a year in Synod, for
the consideration of matters pertaining to the common welfare.
A French Protestant Church has thus been happily inaugurated
in Canada, which will hold amicable relations with the other Pro-
testant churches in the land, and, it is hoped, be the nucleus of a
large and influential community.

EXTRACTS FROM THE SYNOD'S REPORT TO THE COMMITTEE.
The reports from the different churches and stations, either read or
delivered extempore, were very interesting and imparted to our hearts
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a new zeal; and called forth prayer that we all might give new earnest-
ness to the prosecution of the work in its different branches.

The religious state of the churches, either organized or on the eve of
being so, is very hopeful. The members hear, in general, & testimony to
the power of the Gospel in their souls by their zeal, attendance at meet-
ings, and deep interestin the spiritual welfare of their deluded country-
men. Several are acting as home missionaries, always ready to answer,
for their belief and to enlighten their neighbours. Some delegater, not
missionaries, proposed that all the members who could gpare some few
days or weeks, should employ that time in circulating the Scriptures,
and, according to their abilities, in promoting the glory of Jesus
among their fellow countrymen. A number of conversions have taken
place in every church, and we have reason to hope that a season of
revival is beginning. It must be remembered that we cannot expect from
a people who have lived so long in darkness, superstition and idolatry, the
same efforts that those who were early instructed in the lessons of Jesus
can exhibit; but, in many instances, they manifest a spirit which is indeed
an ornament to the church of Christ.

The moral state of our churches is no less encouraging. The greatest
part of our members were formerly (as is quite common in Canada)
addicted to swearing, some to drinking, and nearly all to idle tales and
plays. DBut there has been a wonderful change in ashort time ; not only
do they not even practice these too common evils, but they rebuke them
in others, so that even the Roman Catholics everywhere testify that the
¢ Swiss” are honest in their dealings, and neither swear nor take pleasure
in plays. But another feature, most satisfactory, is the keeping of the
Sabbath, You are, without doubt, acquainted with the manner in
which the Roman Catholics keep the Sabbath, how they violate it without
any remorse of conscience; but, as soon as these same men are turned
from darkness unto light, one cannot but notice how the Sabbath is
gacred to them, as the Lord’s day. Drinking is almost unknown in our
churches, I am not aware of a drunkard being amongst us.

OBITUARY,

The Committee have to lament the decease of the late Captain
Maitland, who took a deep interest in the Society, was long a
member of its Committee and a liberal contributor to its funds.
They would also note the death of the Rev. Dr, Bonar, Convener
of the Colonial Committee of the Free Church of Scotland at
Edinburgh, who always took the deepest interest in our work,
ghowed the utmost attention to our Agents in Britain, and did
all that lay in his power by word and deed to promote the
welfare of the Society. They deeply regret further to observe that
the Rev. Dr. Monod, of Paris has also, after a lingering illness,
been called from his manifold labours in the church on earth to his
rest with Christ. 1lis visit to this country some years ago will
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long be remembered by those who had the opportunity of en-
joying his society. He always took a warm interest in the
French Canadian Mission and was zealous in advancing its work
to the utmost of his power.

FINANCES.

The receipts of this year have been $10,598, adding to which
$545, the balance on hand from last report, makes the total in-
come $11,143. The sources from which the funds have been
received, are : Canada, $7,359, (of which, Montreal contributed
$2,216,) Great Britain, $3,195, and the United States, $44.
The disbursements have been $13,155, as will be seen by the
Treasurer's Account, making the balance due the Treasurer
$2,012 84c.

It is to be remarked, that the non-receipt of several subscrip-
tions from Great Britain included in last year’s report, which may
yet be expected, together with enlarged expenditure incurred
this year for Education and Colportage, accounts for the consi-
derable balance against the Society.

The mortgage received on account of the legacy of the late
Mrs. Puffer of Quebee, referred to in last report, to the amount
of $1,600, has not yet been realized, and is not included in
this statement. We have thus no reason to complain, but rather
to take courage and thank God for the measure of liberality
which has been shown to the Mission by the Christian Churches
of this and other lands.

CONCLUSION.

From what has been reported, it will be seen that the Mission
has made progress during the past year. All its operations have
been carried on with a good deal of vigor, and the Lord has not
withheld his blessing. Souls have been converted to Christ and
rescued from Papal darkness ; the young have been instructed
in Divine truth ; the Word of God has been put into the hands
and hearts of not a few ; efforts which promise success have been
made to secure new labourers for the Vineyard of the Lord ;
and good prospects are opening of still greater triumphs of
grace than have yet been achieved. The field is ripening to
the harvest. The call for increased exertions is urgent. Im-
pelled by love to Christ and the souls of men, we seek no political
alliances or personal advantages. Our great desire and chief
endeavours are that the “ Word of God may have free course
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and be glorified,” and that the Church of Rome may be trans-
formed into the Church of Christ.

It is doubtless only the day of *small things” with us.
The Society, with all its Missionaries and converts, is yet a
“little one ” among the thousands of Protestant Christendom.
Still we possess the *little seed” which will become great
among the trees of the forest of God ; and, trusting in the Divine
promise, we indulge in the hope that Christ's Kingdom will yet
be established among the French subjects of this Province. But
to realize this hope,it is manifest that we must increase thenumber
of our faithful Missionaries. More Colporteurs must be sent
forth to bear the Gospel to the people. This we are anxious
to do. But, alas! the means are denied us. Qur funds are
not progressing in the same ratio as our work and opportunities.
They are, on the contrary, assuming a fixed average quantity
much below our wants. The Protestant Churches of this Pro
vince, or of the mother country, do not, we fear, adequately ap-
preciate the importance of our Mission. In looking over the
list of contributions it will be seen that the individual subscrip-
tions are for the most part very small, and that they might with
propriety be doubled. We would earnestly appeal to the
Churches of Christ in this and other lands to come to our aid,
and to put it in our power to offer salvation through faith alone
in Jesus Christ to every French speaking Roman Catholic in
(Canada. This is a work to which the Protestants of this country
are specially called.  All that has yet been accomplished by us
and kindred associations is but a beginning of the work that
requires to be done.  While therefore we are profoundly
grateful to God for what he has enabled us, as a Society, to do
during the past twenty-five years, we yet earnestly solicit from
the friends of the Gospel such further aid as will enable us to
gather still larger numbers of ransomed souls into the fold of
Christ ; so that when the next twenty-five years shall have elapsed,
we may be able to celebrate a jubilee of thanksgiving for the
wonderful work of grace which God through us shall have ac-
complished.
