.OIENTIFIO TEMPKUANCE INSTUUCTloN

is h branch ot the work to which we have given very much of our attention 
«lui iny the last year and during many years. Evidently the position of the 
schools ill relation to the law ot, the subject is still not understood, for not 
many days ago a letter was received by me stating that the inspector thought of 
introducing this subject (scientific temperance instruction) at tiie beginning ot 
the year 1889. For the benefit of the delegates from "Ur new unions, whom we 
are glad to greet at this Convention, and who may not have given to this sub­
ject as much attention as the members of older unions have given, 1 may state 
that in the spring of 1887 the Ontario Legislature passed an act providing for 
scientific temperance instruction to he given in the public schools of he 
Province. Shortly afterwards a text-book on the subject was authorized by the 
Hon., the Munster of Education, and the new school regulations issued m the 
autumn contained a provision for the proposed teaching. Fins regulation pro- 
vided that the subject “should be taught as set forth in the authorized text­
book,” and as this book was compiled largely from Dr. Richardson s text-book 

temperance, whose authority as a medical man cannot be questioned, we e 
that sound teaching would be given. Even were any teacher not a tola, ab­
stainer and opposed to prohibition still while such a one retained the position 
he or she would feel bound in honor to teach according to oi< ers. ie woi 
“should” occmriny in the regulations whic1 tried n so much at our last Con­
vention, and tried the honorable minister s well (a least our interpretation of 
it) we Hud is the same word used in regulations as to other subjects on the cum- 
culum and so must carry the same meaning. If history and arithmetic should 
(must) be taught, then temperance “should’ (must) be taught, for the wording 
is the same. It may have been that we bad heard and read so much of vague 
resolutions on the part of politicians, saying so much and meaning so little, that 
we were over-auspicious and did not give to to those m ant ion y u ere 1 °
their honesty of purpose and for their sincere desire to carry out the wishes of 
.he temperance people. If we thus sinned, we are here and now ready to ex­
press our regret and to promise a fuller measure of justice for the future.

While the study of this subject is made compulsory the use of the text-book 
by the pupil is not compulsory, and it remains at the option of the trustees 
whether ti.is book shall be put into the hands of the children or not. Hence 
the importance of having a Board of Trustees in sympathy with this temperance 
work. These trustees are elected annually by tiie people, and, at these elect- 
ions, every woman du.y qualified, married or unmarried, has a vote, ho that,

have lield more conventions this year than in any previous year and a greater 
number are getting into line. More money ought to be placed at the command 
of our county presidents, especially in such counties as Renfrew, Lennox and 
Ad lington where much of the travelling is done by carriage or “spring wagon, 
and there are heavy liyery bills to pay.

TOBACCO.
In view of the prevalence of the use of tobacco, especially among the boys of 

onr country, it would only be wise and right to take some steps further than 
have been taken for the suppression and ultimate eradication of this evil. 
Quite recently I realized, in a more marked degree than ever before, the hold 
this habit was gaining upon our boys when a mother said to me “Oh, my boy 
gave up tobacco three years ago.” And when l asked “how old is your son 
now !” she replied. “He is almost twelveThis may be an exceptional case. 
I trust it is, but you will all agree with me that the boys of our land are being 
injured mentally and physically, yes, and morally, too, by the use of this 
poison. And though many fathers and husbands may say we are going too far 
and too fast, when we seek to banish from them the pipe and cigar, they will at 
least second and support our efforts to keep them out of the hands of their 
boys. In several of the United States a law has been passed forbidding the 
sale of tobacco to minors. Such a law is needed here and 1 trust our W.C.T.U. 
workers will take steps to secure it.

DISBANDING.

Do you know the saddest message that 
county or provincial ? It is this, “Our Union is dead.” or “We are barely 
alive-Ldoing nothing.” The message is sad in view of the great work there is 
to do and of the great necessity for warm, active, living syjnpathy and help.

We are asked sometimes : . ,
where there are no ‘lumbermen,’ no ‘jail, no soldiers, no sailors, no in­
fluential bodies,' no ‘fairs V If there are none of these, ar.d so these particular 
lines of work are not needed, there are still the children to be gathered in and 
tamdit that they may go out from the village into the world when the right 
time conies, prepared and strong to meet and conquer their greatest enemy.
A lecture course may be planned and carried out, perhaps tu connection with 
a church organization in the village, temperance literature may be regularly 
distributed and the cause of scientific temperance instruction advanced in tho 
school. Temperance books may be placed in tne Sabbath school libraries and 
in the library of the village, petitions sent out from time to time, by county or 
provincial officers, may be circulated, and prayer meetings may be held regu­
larly to pray specially for the spread and gtowtli of the temperance cause. It 
will be strange, too, if there is not one or more cases in the village needing 
your prayers and your earnest attention. A club might be formed for the 
study of literary subjects, hygiene and temperance, and where copies of the , 
“Woman’s Journal” and “Canada Citizen” would be taken. Thus the society 
might be kept alive and ready for whatever further work might come to hand-— 
not organizing just when a contest is coming on and going down when the 
election is over.

Letters were wiitten in the early part of the season to lind out if it would 
be possible for us to send a missionary to work among the lumbermen. We 
learned that the work would be difficult and expensive, but productive of much 
more good than our present method of working. It was not thought advisable 
however, to take further sups at that time, but we trust that this 
will give the matter careful consideration and if p issibie 
person for the work.

SUPERINTENDENTS REPORT OF YORK COUNTY W. C. T. V.
More work has been done in the County of York during the past year than 

your superintendent can put in the form of renort, as all the Unions have not 
leplied to the circulars sent. The months of December and January was a busy 
time with the W. C. T. U. workers, the Municipal Election calling forth 
earnest eifort in behalf of temperance candidates for our city and town councils 
and though we were not always successful in securing our candidate, we have 

reason to be discouraged. There is evident progress in the direction of 
Prohibition, by the reduction of saloon licenses in many localities.

In February we received petitions from the Provincial Superintendent of this 
department on the subject of Franchise for women, praying the Provincial 
t arliament, that to all widows and unmarried women possessing the same 
qualification as men voters, be extended the right to vote fur members of the 
Legislative Assembly.

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Many were found in tlie prison and hospital who, in response to the oft 
repeated question “Why do you not forsake such a life?" have said “Where 
can we go !” “Who will take us into their homes without a recommendation ?" 
“Where would we get our next meal ?’' Outcast they are upon the face of the 
earth, without a true friend or home, treated much as the leper was in olden 
times. What wonder that many loath the life they lead ! On their release 
from prison, the bar-room and home of vice stand wide open, while all ways of 
earning an honest livelihood are closed and barred against them. The need 
was felt of a Home, where we could offer a helping hand and shelter to any 
friendless woman, without regard to creed, nationality, age or condition, at any 
time, night or day, the only requisite being a desire to lead a better life. 
Accordingly, the matter was laid before the Lord, a revelation of His will was 
given to us through His word, Luke 11, 24-27, 9: 26, which was corroborated 
by His providence in that an unsolicited donation of $400 was placed at our 
disposal on condition that the management of such a Home be in the hands of 
the Evangelistic Committee of our Union. The ofer was accepted at tho 
regular monthly business meeting of the Union in Novembei, and the present 
constitution read and adopted.

A suitable building (No. 412 Wellington St.) was then rented at $20.00 per 
month, possession being granted on the 15th of November, 1887, and furnished 
with accommodation for fourteen inmates, at a cost of $247.00, but owing to 
the fever epidemic, it was not opened until 1st of January.

The committee was very fortunate in securing the services of a competent 
matron, who arrived in time to take charge of the first inmate, December 28th,

The Tract Distribution Committee has in various ways circulated 4,121 gospel 
and temperance tracts, in many of which the life seeds have been carefully 
underlined with colored ink or pencil

A monthly prayer meeting has been conducted hy members of the Friendly 
Branch in a humble little cottage, and the attendance though small at first, has 
been steadily increasing.

Services of Song have been held as formerly, in Jail, Hospital and Orphan’s 
Home, Sundays at 9 30 a m. We have never y it spoken to either prisoners or 
patients without presenting Christ as tbeii healing, life-giving Saviour, and it 
is seldom that an opportunity is not afforded them of deciding definitely for 
Christ and of giving some outward expression of their willingness to do so. 
Though the result of this work are in a great measure hidden from us, we be­
lieve that some ot our timid workers who may have been discouraged because 
of their imperfect efforts to lead stmls to realize Christ, shall have many sweet 
surprises when the secrets of all hearts are known. While the work of this de­
partment of our Union has been mostly of a preventive nature, the Master has 
also bidden us “Gather up the fragments of broken lives, tho wrecks of hope 
and love, and bring them to Him whose very touch means healing and salva­
tion.’'

In connection with this branch of the work a circular was sent out to all the 
Unions early ill the year, asking them to appoint superintendents of tins 
department in their respective Unions, and to employ every means to have the 
use of Unfermented Wine at the Lord’s table introduced into all the churches 
in their neighborhood that had not already adopted it, also urging them to dis­
tribute literature on the subject, and in every way they could bring it before 
the proper authorities of the different churches, and the people generally. A 
small pamphlet treating on this subject in a very masterley way by Dr. Gordon, 
of Boston, was enclosed with each circular, and the Unions recommended to 
procure and distribute copies of it. A limited number of replies was received. 
This circular also appeared in the Toronto Mail, and elicited among others the 
following reply from a lady ,—

Madam,—I have just read your letter in the Mail, and I want just to tell 
yon you would be better not to talk foolish nonsense about unfermented 
wine, as there is No such thing, as everybody knows who reads, it is only 
very ignorant people who talk that way. Women are much better engaged 
at home or in visiting poor sick people, than writing long letters to get laughed 
at. Unfermented Wine, indeed, you might as well talk of a woman bung a 
man.

P. S.—1 don’t believe one word about men going to Communion and get­
ting drunk after it. What sort of people are they any way? Such like men 
are very bad hearted hypocrites. I think, and the Devil is in them, and notour 
Saviour, when they are seeking a blessing from Communion.

Last month another circular was sent out asking for reports of work dune 
during the year. As a number of letters had been received asking for recipes 
for making Unfermented Wine, two of these were given on this circular. In 
answer tc this, reports were received from twenty-eight Unions, which were on 
the whole very satisfactory, and shows that the subject u receiving everywhere 
serious consideration. One of our leading denominations has adopte 1 the use 
of the Unfermented Wine in almost all its congregations. Another denomin­
ation adheres almost solidly to the use of Fermented Wine, while the remain­
ing ones are divided, some of their churches using it, some not. We are pleas­
ed to note the prominent place this mbject has had both in the public press, 
and in private discussions during the past year, because we feel confident that 
the more the matter is considered the more likely are Christian people generally 
to come to a correct conclusion

Aylmer—Four churches, three use Unfermented Wine.
Aul avilie—All the churches use Unfermented Wine, except one.
Brantford—Eight churches use Unfermented, and live Fermented Wine.
Burgessville—All the churches use the Unfermentud Wine.

This county is not organized. We held a convention of the two counties last 
year, and hoped to have continued the county work, but owing to various rea­
sons, we failed and this year I have tried to do what I could alone. In my 
work as county superintendent 1 have been aided and encouraged very much 
by the St. Catharines Union. i tried repeatedly and in vain to organize 
Unions in different parts of the county. 1 was especially anxious to have 
Niagara on the Lake come into line, as they have population sufficient to carry 
tm a good Union, but met with no encouragement from any quarter, though l 
wrote and did all I could to rouse them. That part of Lincoln is decidedly 
anti-temperance, the Scott Act Association finding it hard to work up the cause, 
at all. Grimsby is another large village which should support a Union, but 1 
could not tind one person willing to undertake anything. Beamsville has a 
Union, but 1 fear they are not doing much. They had a good Band of Hope, 
which is encouraging, but my last letter to them remain unanswered, and I am 
quite ignorant of their present state. Camden, a country Union, is always 
awake and ready for work, but of course in' such small places, they cannot do 
much. 1 am urging them to work among the children, but the population is so 
scattered that they fear they cannot make a success of a Band of Hope. 
Smithville always seems awake, but 1 cannot tind otu whether they are affiliat­
ed. Mrs. Bridgeman is a thorough worker, and speaks nicely, but she is seven 
miles from the nearest railway station, a\d therefore not so easy to reach in 
this work. 1 have tried vainly to stmt Unions in the following rural neighbor­
hoods Virgil, Homer, St. Davids, Jordon and one or two others. We organ­
ized Port. Dalhousie with a few only, but in a short time the number increased 
and now they have a tine working Union. They make sailor work a specialty 
and have made good use of the literature the Provincial Union so kindly gave 
me for work along the Welland canal.

St. Catharines Union cannot do very 
much in this as the canal is too tar away,but the Port ladies have all the ships 
which go through Lakes Erie and Ontario, passing their very doors. They will,
I hope, give you a good report of their work. Failing to succeed, as I had 
lioped in the Union work, 1 then turned my attention to children’s work. 
Preparatory to this, we got permission from the teachers to have Mrs. Hunt 
speak before their Convention, here last February (I think it was). Mrs. Hunt 
we could not find by letter and substituted Dr. Geikie, of Toronto, who gave 
them some very interesting and practical thoughts, which must bo of great 
value to them in their work, After this lecture (which was free—and cost us * 
over $50, $20 of which was kindly presented to us by the Teacher» Association)
1 sent out a circular letter to each teacher in our county, asking them to allow 
us, and when practicable assist us, in forming Bands of Hope among the child- 
ten. 1 then prepared a simple plan for conducting such meetings (after consul­
tation with your superintendent of juvenile work, Mrs. Pratt,) and sent it to # 
such as answered my first circular. I am sorry to say that comparatively few 
did so, but I learned much in the work, and shall go at this again next ycai.
The result has been six or seven hue Bands, which 1 hope will do good in their 
neighborhoods and pave the way for other organizations I have procured 
copies of “Dr. Willoughby and Ins Wine” and “How Roy went West,” to loan 
to the children in tnese places. There is much ignorance about temperance 
matters in the country places. Several children refused to sign a pledge against
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cider sud wine. Was there time I could give interesting instances. 1 think 
temperance sentiment is lining here, as well as all over the country, and that 
we are making some progress.

CAMPDBN.

In making this report I feel that while I have done with God's help the best 
I could, very much has been left undone that ought to have been done. *- 
ihe end of May and beginning of June, in company with Mrs. Fraine-Cooke, 1 
visited all the Unions in North Ontario, and found them working very effect­
ively. Beaverton, as promised last year, has indeed revived, and has earned 
the right to be called the banner Union of the county. Readers of the Citizen 
have probably noticed the persecutions which this Union has been subjected to, 
but through persecution they have waxed strung, and are thankful, not only 
for their success, but for their trials. Many have joined their numbers, be­
cause they felt they deserved the sympathy and support of ell Christian people, 
battling against the evile of intemperance. During the year they have been 
obliged to appear in the courts mere than once, but they can say with Paul, 
“Persecuted, but not forsaken.” They have forty-eight members, twenty-nine 
honorary members, and 130 in Band ot Hope. Mrs. Cooke addressed a large 
audience in oue of the Presbyterian churches there, and found the ladies and 
friends of temperance hearty in their support During the summer a convent 
ion of Christian workers was held in a grove, and one day was devoted to tem­
perance. F. S. Spence and several other gentlemen gave stirring addresses. 
Port Perry Union still keeps up, with thirty-one members, four honorary, and 
150 in the Band of Hope. Prince Albert is a faithful little Union, small in 
numbers, but great in zeal and faithful perseverance. Fourteen members, two 
honorary members, and sixty pledged in Band of Hope. Uxbridge has had 
many trials during the year, but continue» steadfast through ail. A difference 
of opinion at election time lost us the support of some valued friends, but 
through all discouragements we have continued to work on and pray on.During 
the year we we have had the pleasure of entertaining and been profited listen­
ing to Mrs. Youmans, Mrs. Peck, Jerrold Arliugton-Cooke, and last, but not 
by any means least, Miss Skinner. A Y has been formed through the effort» 
of Mrs. Fraine-Cooke. They held one entertainment, and at their last meeting 
decided to open a Night school during the winter. They number twenty, and 

enthusiastic and earnest in their determination to work for temperance. 
Uxbridge numbers thirty-one, and 600 pledged in Band of Hope and Sabbath 
School Temperance Association. The temperance pledge has been introduced 
into every Sunday school in town with the exception of the Roman Catholic.

BEAVERTON.

This branch of the W. *J. T. U. was re-organized, the former Union disband­
ing owing to the non attendance of its members,by Mrs. Youmans, President of 
the Dominion W. C. T, U., on the 14th of January, 1888. The number, which 

twenty-five, who joined then, has increased to forty-four ordinary and 
thirty-three honorary members, in all seventy-seven. The average attendance 
at our fortnightly meetings during the year was twenty-two. We have organ­
ized a Band of Hope of 110 members or over, which is very well attended.
They have purchased fur use at their meetings, an organ, and have added quite 
a sum for its payment, by the proceeds of a very interesting entertainment 
rendered exclusively by the children of the Band. This Union has also been 
the means of placing honor rolls in six Sabbath schools. Three temperance 
lectures, by able speakers, have been delivered in this village under the ausp­
ices of the W. (J. T. U. Since our organisation we have been subjected to a 
considerable amount of opposition from the anti-temperance part of this com­
munity. But the manner of opposition has served to strengthen our cause 
rather than the reverse It has awakened the public (common sense part of it) 
to see the true character of those engaged in the ruinous and condemned traffic 
of intoxicating liquors, and also roused the temperance people to more earnest 
and active work for the cause. The first open act of opposition of the anti- 
temperance party was the summons served on the ladies of the Union, to ap­
pear on the 14th of Feb., as witnesses for a dealer in rum, who was fined for an 
infringement of the Canada Temperance Act. The surprise and consternation 
of those ladies at this summons is indescribable, but they did not fail to appear.
On the day appointed the W. C. T. U., joined by friends, after holding a serv­
ice of prr.yer in our meeting room, proceeded to the court house. The evidence 
of one, the dealer himself, did not ask for more, was sufficient to clear them.
We leave the reader to imagine the reason for such a step on the part of the 
liquor dealer. After this open attack, individuals of the Union were subjected 
to insults of various kinds. Their latest act, which should open the eyes of 
every person of common sens# to see the real character of those engaged in rum 
selling, was the outrageous assault on the character of the honored and ranch 
respected pastor of the Methodist church, an honorary member of the W. C. T.
U. and an active temperance worker, the Rev. T. S. McKee. The charge laid * 
against him was that of perjury. However, in this more malicious attack than 
the former, of the ladies, they were completely foiled, the reverend gentleman 
coming ont of the battle more respected and honored, if possible, than before. 
During the trial, which lasted the greater part of two days, Rev. T. S. McKee 
was sustained by temperance friends and the W. G. T. U. The counsel of the 
accused deserves special mention for the manner in which he conducted his 
case. After the trial a number of temperance friends retired to the parsonage, 
where they held a thanksgiving service. Although the Rev. T. S. McKee’s • 
character was cleared in this case the opposing party are by no means satisfied, 
but continue by reports to darken it. A quantity of temperance literature has

A little girl was lying very sick, unable to speak. The doctor said, “She must 
have some brandy.” but she raised her hand and pointing to her pledge, shook 
her head. In some of the Bands of Hope they have a temperance mission box. 
The children are asked to earn the money they contribute. It is often inter­
esting to hear them tell how they earn it. Some shovel snow, and others re­
member to hang np their coat and hat. Thirty three dollars has been raised in 
this way during the year. The same system of teaching is adopted in all the 
Bands of Hope. No text books are used. A lecture is given weekly on the 
physiology and hygiene of the body, and the effects produced by alcohol on 
each part, the teachers taking notes in blank books. The pledge is used. 
Certificates and badges of membership are given. A marching drill, with flags, 
is a great attraction for the children. Ribbon day comes once a month, when 
a programme is provided. Ribbons are granted for general proficiency. Those 
obtaining ribbons for six successive months, receive a prize. There were 
1,872,000 pages of literature distributed during the year. We have in view a 
cooking school and perhaps a “Dorcas” branch of work. Thus our work moves 
on. Each year we are gaining ground, but the necessity for earnest united ef­
fort still remains The boys and girls who take such interest in the meetings 
now, will soon outgrow the “Band of Hope” and “Sewing School,” for time 
waits for none of us. Let us labor to implant firm temperance principles, found­
ed upon faith in Christ, “Our Saviour,” that in the end the harvest may be 
Eternal Life.

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Fur Uie accomplishment of these objects we shall faithfully and conscienti­
ously employ all the means God lias placed within our reach, and we shall con­
tinually seek His direction and blessing upon our work.

CONSTITUTION.

ARTICLE I.

Name.—This organization shall be known ae the “Woman’s Christian Temp­
erance Union of the Province of Ontario.”

ARTICLE II.

Officer».—The officers shall be a President ; a First Vice President ;*a Cor­
responding Secretary ; a Recording Secretary, and a Treasurer. These officers,
