Province
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MEXICO SIGNED
Company to Build Dam for 

Irrigation, Power and 
Flood Prevention

MEXICO CITY, Oct. 12—One of 
the largest flood prevention, irrigation 
and hydro-electric enterprises ever un­
dertaken in Mexico was announced 
yesterday in a contract signet! by the 
Mexican government and the Mexican 
Light and Power Company, a Cana­
dian corporation. The project calls for 
an expenditure of about 18,000,000 
pesos.

The contract calls for the construc­
tion of a great concrete dam across the 
River Lemer, near Contempec, in the 
state of Michoacan. The dam will im­
pound 500,000,000 cubic metres of 
water, which will be used in irrigat­
ing more than 50,000 acres of agricul­
tural land as furnishing power to a 
great hydro-electric plant.

At the same time, damming the 
river is expected to reduce or prevent 
disastrous floods, caused by the over­
flowing of the river almost every rainy 
season. The Mexican Light and Poxver 
Company expects to spend 15,000,000 
pesos in the construction of the dam 
and hydro-electric plant, while the gov­
ernment will spend several million 
pesos on the irrigation part of the 
project. The construction is expected 
to start soon, and it is hoped that the 
work will be completed within a few 
years.

King George’s Sister 
Has Rough Journey

NEWCASTLE, Eng., Oct. 12—The 
ship on which Queen Maud of Nor­
way, sister of King George, came from 
Oslo to England, underwent a terrific 
buffetting during a fierce gale. The 
Queen was a passenger on the 1,781 
ton steamer Bessheim, which struggled 
into Newcastle at midnight last night 
14 hours late. The Royal passenge 
was too ill to land and passed th< 
night on the Bessheim. Members o 
the ship’s personnel suffered severe!, 
from the effects of the gale.

Delegates to Canadian Board of

MANY VESSELS ARE 
LAID UP IN TYNE

Laid-up vessels in the Tyne have been 
greatly reduced since the demand be­
came so heavy for tonnage to carry 
coal from other countries to the Unit­
ed Kingdom. At the end of August 
there were only 52 idle vessels at the 
buoys, and of that number 18 were 
concrete tugs and lighters which were 
built in war-time. At the end of July 
there were 58 vessels laid up and 112 
at the end of August last year.
