NEAR HALF TOTAL

Amount to be Collected Is In-
creased $76,676; Valua-
tions Decrease

THE assessment for 1926, filed
this morning by the Board of
Assessors, gives the tax rate for
this year as $3.36, an increase
of 26 cents on each $100 over
1925. The total levy is $1.-
@2.782.53, an increase of $76,-
676.66 over last year. There is
a falling off in the amount re-
ceived from the special assess-
ments and super tax, and a very
slight decrease in the amount re-
ceived from the banks. The
board also reports an increase
of 34 in the number of rate pay-
ers over 1925. The big increase
this year is in the amount for
schools, the amount required for
this purpose, including voca-
tional, being almost as great as
the amount for all other city pur-
poses.

" The total assessable valuation this
year is $51,475,600, made up as follows:

$14,772,800. Last year the total assess-
able valuation was $58,300,000, made
up as follows: Real estate, $30,5674,350;
personal, $7,127,950; income, $15,5697,-
700. This shows an increase of $86,250
in real estate and a decrease of $824,-
400 in income and $87,750 in personal
property valuations. !

The special assessment this year on
corporations and companies amounts to
$64,622.72, as compared with $67,192.89
last year; for the banks the amount
this year is $22,251.89, and last
year it was $22,456.88, this year
for super tax the amount is 816,-
328.26, and last year it was $19,851.80.
This is a decrease of $2,5669.87 from
specials, $205.40 from the banks, and
$3,528.04 from super tax.

Last year the number of ratepayers
was 17,952, and this year they number
17,986.

EARL PORTSMOUTH

The restoration of his
British citizenship is contingent upon
only five years residence in England,
and the oath of allegiance to the King,
since he was born a Briton. He is now
64 years old.

because of embitterment over the de-
sertion by the Democrats and the Cen-
trists. The defeat also is a serious
financial blow to the Socialists, as_both
the initiative and referendum were
financed with the party’s funds.

It now remains to be seen whether
the Marx-Stresemann government, in
view of the defeat of the proposal for
confication without compensation, will
be moved to modify its bill concerning
royal properties, now before the Reich-
stag. ‘This bill, while not depriving
the former rulers completely of their
properties, nevertheless contains pro-
visions anything but attractive to the
one-time rulers. It provides, among
other things, features of a retroactive
effect in connection with settlements
with royalties since November, 1918

COMMUNISTS KILLED.

The referendum yesterday was at-
tended by some disorders. There were
clashes between opposing factions at
Madgeburg and Halle, where several
Communists were killed. The spectre
of Bolshevism which was cleverly in-
jected into the last hours of the cam-
paign, proved an effective deterrent to
the taking away of the property of
the one time ruler. The people ap-
parently feared that such dispossess-
jon might be followed by the seizure
of private property and its national-
ization under the communistic- idea.

COAL PROBE REPORT
EXPECTED TUESDAY

Establishment of Coking Plants
at Large Centres Likely
Urged

OTTAWA, Ont.,, June 21.—Recom-
mendation for a trial shipment of Al-
berta coal from the Drumheller mines
by rail to the head of the lakes and
thence by steamer to Midland and
other Ontario ports, will probably be
one of the features of the report of the
special coal commission of the House
which is expected to be tabled on Tues-
day. This suggestion will, it is under-
stood, be made with a view to deter-
mining the feasibility of putting into
effect lower rates for shipments of Al-
berta coal to Ontario, by a rail and
lake haul in place of an all rail one.

A further recommendation will prob-
ably be one for the establishment of
coking plants in large centres of popu-
lation. The taking of this step, which
was advocated at the recent conference
of provincial premiers and incorporated
in a resolution to the coal committee
seems to meet with approval generally.
Co-operation between the Dominion
and Provincial governments with a
view to reducing the cost of coal pro-
duction will, it is believed, be sug-

An interesting description of the dis-
covery of the Falls and subsequent
visits by white men is given by the
New York Times in an article dealing
with their power possibilitiess—

The first white man to set eyes
on the falls was John McLean, an
-~ employe of the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany. In 1837 he crossed the con-
tinent from British Columbia to
~ Ungava in eight months. Arriving
at Fort Chimo, in Labrador, he
was ‘instructed to establish out-
posts in the interior. With four
companions he launched his canoe
on the Hamilton River on Aug. 9,
1839. McLean soon came upon the
great falls. In his report to the
company he gave an impressive
description of them. As his party
stood upon the cliffs above the gulf
the rock surface shook under their
feet. Below the great falls the
Hamilton River continued its
“maddened course for a distance of
about thirty miles, pent up between
walls which rise sometimes to the
height of 800 feet on each side.”
It was not until 1891 that the great
falls were again seen by white men,
Henry G. Bryant and Professor C.
A. Kenaston of Washington. A. P.
Low of the Geological Survey of
Canada reported on them in 1894.
He estimated the discharge of
50,000 cubic feet per second, “or
nearly the mean volume of Ottawa
River at Ottawa”:

The noise of the fall has a stun-
ning effect, and, although deadened
because of its enclosed situation,
can be heard for more than ten
miles away as a deep hooming
sound. The cloud of mist is also
visible from any eminence within a
radius of twenty miles.

.- While very little is as yet known of
this water power from a scientific
standpoint, the Province of Quebec, to
which Ungava is annexed, considers
Grand Falls its most valuable posses-
sion and it is expected the exploring
party will be able to make a fairly
accurate estimate of its power possi-

bilities and the feasibility of develop-,

ing them.

Today is the Feast of St. Aloyslus,
patron of youth, and this year is the

200th anniversary of his canonization.
The Catholic Church is making special
observance of the centenary event, and
announcements in this connection were
made yesterday by His Lordship
Bishop LeBlanc.

His Lordship said that all the
bishops had received from Pope Pius
instructions in this regard leading to
the participation of the Catholic youth
all over the world in the centenary..
There will be special exercises " for
them -some time during the year, and
in this diocese it is likely that Novem-
ber. 13 will be selected as the special
day. That is the Feast of St. Stanis-
laus, who, also, is a patron of youth.

There will probably be a mission or
a retreat for the young people in con-
nection with the observance. This will
include all between the ages of 12 and
24, and at the same time opportunity
will be given the youth to make their
Jjubilee visits in connection with the
holy year.

"~ FOR RULE OF LIFE.

%ishop LeBlanc told of the life of St.
Aloysius, his abandonment of worldly
pleasures at the age of seven years and
of his death at the age of 23. He also
spoke of St. Stanislaus, whose life end-
ed at the age of 18.

The
result of this examination showed, ac-
cording to evidence sworn to in court

contained enough strychnine to kill a
man.

Mrs. Gallop was arrested and chgrg-
ed with the murder of her husband,
and the trial of the woman began on
June 11.

It was brought out during the evi-
dence that strychnine had been bought
by Gallop, who intended to employ it
in hunting foxes, and it was also stated
that a bottle of strychnine, the con-
tents undisturbed, had been sent{ by
Gallop to a friend.

Mickey is only 26 years old, the age
when he should be right in his fighting
prime.

The added
confidence that the championship belt
gives a fighter goes a long way some-
times.

But Latzo will run into a different
fighter the next time he steps into the
ring against Walker. Mickey has hed
his lesson. He’ll know enough to get
into condition. And with the Mick in
condition, Latzo will find plenty of
trouble in landing his fist in anything
but the ozone.

Non-regulated gas ovens should be pre-heated
only for pies, quick breads and meats.

2—_Cakes, unless baked in a regulated oven,
should be put in a COLD oveln. For a llioaf 0{) a‘l:ienet
cake, requiring approximately a one-hour baking
periid. etg:l ragk should be placed in the CENTRE
of the oven. Turn ONE burner on slightly less t_han
half-way for the first quarter of the baking period.
Then turn gas down until burner is on about one-
quarter way. Leave at that height for the remain-
ing three-quarters of the baking period.

Layer cakes, requiring approximately a thirty-
minute baking period, should be placed in a cold
oven and the burner turned on half-way for .th_e
Girst half of the baking period, at which timé it
should be lowered to one-quarter way.

This gives the gases in the leavening property
(the eggs, soda or baking power) an opportunity
to work gradually as the heat increases gradually.
The heat reaches the maximum desired at the end
of the first quarter of the baking period and the
gases have, for the most part expended themselves
before the batter actually starts to cook.

The oven door SHOULD NOT BE OPENED
during the SECOND and THIRD QUARTRS _of
the baking period, for the cells at that time are not
firm and a slight jar may cause them to settle. The
warm expended air which makes the cake light has
already been evolved, and there is nothing present
to lighten it again.

3—Angel-food cakes may be put into a cold
oven and the heat allowed to come on very grad-
ually, or should be put into a very slow oven that
has not been pre-heated more than three or four
minutes.

4—Quick breads should go to the top-most
part of the oven, and a hot oven should be ready
for them. Muffins, which require from twenty to
thirty minutes for baking, should be placed in the
top of the oven. Biscuits should not be in the oven
more than twelve to fifteen minutes at the most, and
should be baken with a very hot oven, at the top-
most part.

5—Broiled meats must be handled very careful-
ly. The oven should be pre-heated at least ten min-
utes before the meat is put in, but the broiling pan
should be removed from the oven before the heat

is turned on.

A hot porcelain broiling pan draws the juices
from the under side of the meat, and prevents it
from browning nicely when turned.

Another rea-
son for less drinking was the allotment
plan, under which working men were
rented gardens in various parts of the
city, on which they could raise market
produce, thus occupying their idle time
and also getting some revenue from the
sale of vegetables and some for their
own table. The third reason was that
the liquor was of a poorer quality than
in former days, according to reports
t Mr. Scott received.

While trade was not good over there
at the present time, Rev. Mr, Scott
said that should the coal strike be end-
ed soon, trade would giuckly pick up.
