PLOT TO POISON
STUDENT BODY

27 Dead When Chinese At-
tempts to Cover-Up Short-
age of Accounts.

Shanghai, Aug. 14—Yu Fr-Heng,
former head of the Students’ Self-
Government Association of the Hang-
chow Normal School, and two cooks,
Chien Ah-Li and Pi Hoh-Song, have
been sentenced to death by the Hang-

chow district court, for participation in

a plot to poison the entire student body
at the school. The plot resulted in the

| deaths of 27 persons -and the illness of

scores of other teachers and students
last February. Testimony at the trial
disclosed that Yu was facing exposure
of a shortage of $200 in his accounts
as chairman of the student organiza-
tion and that he undertook to kill
everyone at the school to cover up the
shortage. He was alleged to have brib-
ed the cooks to steal arsenic from the
laboratory of the school and to put it
in rice served at the opening supper
of the school term. The cooks, shortly
after their arrest, declared they had
been paid $30 by Yu for their share
in the plot.

WARM CURRENTS

Increasing Temperature Brings|

Milder Nights to Faroe
Islands.

London, Aug. 14. — The greater
warmth of the water surrounding the
Faroe Islands, in the North Sea, has
caused the temperature of the. islands
to undergo a radical change during the
last few months.

Scientific investigations have shown
that a warm ocean stream from the
south is encircling the islands and that
great quantities of strange fish scales
have been washed ashore. These scales
belong to a type of oectopus that in-
habits western Furopean waters, but
hitherto has not been known to exist
north of the south coast of England.

The temperature of the islands has
been steadily increasing and the vege-
tation has grown more rapidly. The
nights, which usually are cold, have
become very mild.

D'Orsay yesterday made it quite clear
that little hope is entertained of sav-
ing the Entente.

All idea of coming to an agreement
with London on the essential features
of the reparations problem was lofi
ago abandoned, but it was still
thought, until the receipt of the last
note, that the :British Government
would give France further opportunity
to see what could be done toward
forcing Germany to pay. .

Now, however, it appears to French
officials concerned with the reparations
question that Great Britain stakes thie
life of the Entente upon condifions
intolerable for France. -~

France’s Sacrifices.

Great Britain’s activities in the
reparations discussions, said a high of-
ficlal yesterday, have all been in the
nature of proposals for sacrifices on the
part of France. There is oniy one
more sacrifice, he said, that France is
| willing to make:— :
| She will abandon all claims to
reparations payments on account of
pensions if Great Britain will do the
same, but the British Cabinet, -he
added, has shown little disposition to
take even that small part in conces-
sions to ease the burden on Germany.

The question was raised ot the Quai
D'Orsay yesterday whether Great
Britain was charged by Germany with
proposing arbitration by the Interna-
tional Court at The Hague. Doubts,
were expressed, however, whether the }
Gevrnment of the Reich would give its
approval to such procedure or to a
proposal to hand the reeparations prob-
lem over to the League of Nations.

In yesterday’s
demonstration four _Germans = were
Mkilled and forty wounded. The crowd
was composed for the maost part of
idle workmen. It laid regular siege to
the headquarters and refused’to heed
the police warnings to disperse. After
throwing hand grenades into the crowd
and firing ‘several volleys' the security
police emerged and charged the mob
with sabres and revolvers. Mounted
pblice now are patrolling the citv. The
Belgian troops did mot interfere in the
affair. .

Berlin, Aug. 14—With later reports
indicating an increase in the mob dis-
tirbances throughout Germany, Chan-
cellor Stresemann and his Government
faced another anxious day today.

During the night came rumors that
20 persons had been killed in Han-
over, and fifteen in Seitz, Saxony.

Rioting was ' also seid to be
progress in Neisse, Silesia.

Martial Law in Hamburg. :

The City of¢ Hamburg, by proclama-
tion of the senate, is virtually under
martial law, as a result of the serious
class there yesterday between, strikers
and the police.

President Ebert has sent a message
to Wilhelm Cuno warmly thanking
him for his service to the country.
Strikers Arrested. _

Berlin, Aug. 14—The strike situa-
tion in Berlin became worse yesterday.
Many strikers, including 20 railway-
men, were arrested for forcibly pre-
venting others from working. Sunday
the police took into custody 50 Com-
munists.

Yesterday’s issue of the Rote Fahne
was confiscated on the ground that it
ineited to acts of treason. :

Althotigh many plants are shut
down the police were not called upon
to suppress rioting on a big scale, most
of the outbreaks being confined to iso-
lated cases of plundering and sporadic
attempts by the Communists to per-
suade the workers to leave shops which
are operating.

In a large number of plants em-
ployes are practicing passiye resistance
in order to force their wage demands.

The subway which. closed at noon
yesterday, resumed last evening, but
trains soon had to be stopped because
they were interfered with' by rioters.

.  DIVORCE PUBLICITY.

“There -is a movement in Great Bri-
tain to curtail and to make cleaner the
ndwspaper reports of divorce trials. It
i not a mew effort, but the extension
of one which has been made from time
to time, without much sugcess, because

—aé opposition based on the contention
that the liberty of the press would be
endangered by any law giving the
court power to direct’ what should or
should not_be published. It has been
srgued that the common law is suffi-
cient to prevent newspapers from
sfending against public morality, and
that any measure of control over the
press further than that now existing
would be contrary to the public inter-
est. Some of the English newspapers
undoubtedly wished to continue the
publication of unsavory and sensation-
al evidence. Others, by far the great-
er number, were resisting any form
of censorship, and were right in doing
so, for except in time of war a cen-
sorship of news and views is not in the
public interest and might bring about
the return of abuses which only the
long established freedom of the news-
papers has prevented.

Nevertheless many English newspa-
pers, particularly some in London, have
been in the habit of publishing divorce
evidence to an extent not to be justi-
fied on any sound ground. That they
may be restrained to some extent at
least is now thought probable. A’ parlia-
mentary committee appointed to re-
port on & proposed bill aimed to shut

__off ajcertain type of divorce court re-

ports has completed its work. It has
amended the bill in some respects, re-
fusing to permit any cases to be heard
in private, and denying the judge the
right to decide what shall be publish-
ed. In divorce or separation proceed-
ings the amended bill would permit
the publication of the names and ad-
dresses of the parties, the grounds of
suit as given in the petition and the
answer of the defense, the names of
witnesses, the judge’s summing up, and
the verdict.

That seems to cover about every-
thing but the evidence. The amended
bill will be fought, though it seems a
fair compromise, The English news-
papers can omit much that some of
them now publish with benefit rather
than injury to the public interest. But
there should be no further extension
of such proposed censorships.

posed pew grain elevator at Halifax
and the gite of the new public pler at
‘Dartmouth, believes the elevator, of a
nillion  bushels capaeity, may be eom.
sleted in time to handle grain next
vear. He Informed the Chrénicle, too,

s
that he looks forward to tle direct line
of steamers referred to, though he
mentions no date,

As to this year, Mr. Finn reports
that he has been able to make arrange-
ment whereby the old elevator will be
put in condition in order to take care
of shipments of grain this coming win-
ter, so that steamers loading at Hali-
fax will be able to complete their car-
goes there. The Dartmouth pler is to
be constructed by the Dominion De-
partment of Public Works, at ‘an esti-
mated cost of $200,000. It is the inten-
tion, Mr, Finn says, to have it oper-
ated as a terminal by the C. N, R. As to
some other details, “Mr, Finn believes
that the new grain elevator will be of
the most modern type and that it will
be the last word in construction ’of
such structures. Immediately the plans
are approved tenders will be called
and the elevator completed in such time
next year as to take care of the busi-
ness offering for the last few months
of that year. The new elevator will
be so placed as to serve the four plers
through steel conductors.” “An early
remioval of the differential rate of one
cent_per hundred pounds over St. John
is another matter on which Mr. Finn
expects an early decision,” says the
Chronicle. “The removal of this differ-
ential will place the port of HMalifax
on the same rate basis ag St. John,
Portland and New York. Other sub-
stantial railway changes are proposed
in Halifax, and when the scheme is
carried to completion, Mr. Finn be-
lieves' that Halifax as an ocean termi-
nal port on the C, N. R, system will
b= secorid to none in Canada.”

These are interesting developments,
Evidently rapid co-operation between
the Dominion Department of Public
Works and the national railways is a
factor in the progress on which Hali-
fax is counting, and’ Mr. Finn gives
assurance that confidence as to that is
justified.

CANBERRA

(Victoria Colonist)

Canberra, the new political capital
of Australia, will be occupied by the
Government of the Commonweslth in
the course of a few weeks and the next
session of Parliament is to be held
there, Canberra was chosen as a capi-
tal in 1908. A piece of land, embrac-
ing 900 square miles, was presented to
the Government by New South ‘Wales,
and there, in 1913, Lord Denman, then
Governor-General, laid the foyndation
stone of the new Parliament Buildings.
Canberra is 204 miles distant from Syd-
ney. A city is new springing up on
the site of the capital. A central aera
of 12 mileg square has been set aside
for this purpose, and outside of this
there are 860,000 acres availdbn: for
settlement and cultivation. It appears
as if the site of the new capital was

chosen because of its equable climate. |

It hag but 25 inches of rain yearly;
the mean temperature in summer is
about 68 degrees and in winter 42 de-
grees. The nights are always cool, and
taken altogether the climate is describ-
ed as invigorating. It is a tremendous
task setting up a new political capital
The expenditure on Canberra up to
date must be considerable and 1t will
cost many millidns more before the
Parliament Buildings and the parks,
roads and other public buildings are
finally ready. Parliament when it
meets in a few weeks will be housed
in temporary structure because Parlia-
ment House is not yet ready for occu-
ation, With the holding of the Aus-
tralian session there Canberra will be |

THE DARE OF THE CHANNEL |

(New York Tribune.)

Byron, with all his other glory, at-
tained athletic immortality by swim-
ming the Hellespont to prove that the
storied feat of Leander was not be-
yond human power. The poet’s achieve-
ment would be light exercise for Henry
Sullivan, of Lowell, Mass.,, the first
American to breast the waves from
Dover to Calais across the English
Channel. The hardiest swimmers,
year in and year out, have accepted
Nature’s challenge to try to'cross the
turbulent Channel waters. This is
.the Mount Everest, the N orth Pole and
the South Pole of their sport. Before
Sullivan only two had succeeded, both
Epglishmen—Captain Matthew Webb,
in 1875, and William T. Burgess, {n
1911. The perseverance of the mermen
—and mermaids, too, nowadays—is as

‘remarkable ag are their skill and ®@-
durance. Burgess made the passage on
his sixteenth attempt. Sullivan failed
six-times in ten years, twice after get-
ting within a mile or two of the
Pyeneh caast.. But each rebuff only
“got his Irish up” Now he has the
reward of his never-say-die temper.

Why men and women should be urg-
ed by overwhelming impulse to swim
the English Channel pscyhologists may
answer. Perbaps it is a throw-back to
the primal springs of energy, when all
life was aquatic. Well, Mr. Sallivan
has proved again that what the sar-
dines do man can do.

It is interesting to read that the man
from Lowell, starting awith the trud-
geon stroke, soon reverted to the old-
fashioned breast stroke which Byron
and Captain Webb relied on. Like
Webb, hie has great breadth of beam
and plenty of adipose protection.
Byron was built on the lines of the
Apollo Belvedere, which did very well
for the classic repose of the Hellspont,
but could never have withstood the
terrific buffeting of the Channel waves.
From Dover to Calais is about the dis-
tance from the Battery to Sandy Hook,
yet with ‘all the tacks and turns in
the racing tides Sullivan had to swim
fifty-six miles, and it took him twenty-
seven hours—just as many hours as
the airmen used up in flying from
Hempstead to San Diego!

It is an interesting fatt, and per-
haps not generally known, that Calvin
Coolidge is the first Congregational
President the country has ever had.
There have been several Presidents of
other denominational affiliations, not-
ably Episcopalians, Presbyterians,
Methodists and Unitarians, but not
until now has a Congregationalist oc-
cupied the highest office in the gift of
the American people.

George Washington, our first Presi-
dent, was an Episcopalian, as were
also Presidents Madison, Monroe, Wil-
liam Henry Tyler, Taylor, Pierce and
Arthur Harrison. The second Presi-
dent of the United States, John Adams
of Massachusetts, was a Unitarlan, as
was also his son, John Quincy Adams,
the sixth President. Theré have been
two other Unitarian Presidents, Mil-
lard Fillimore and William Howard
Taft. Seven Présbyterians have oc-
cupied the White House, Andrew
Jackson, James = Knox Polk, -James
Buchanan, Abraham Lincoln, Grover
Cleveland, Benjamine’ Harrison and
Woodrow Wilson. The Methodist
Presidents were Andrew Johnson,
Ulysses S. Grant, Ruthegford B.
Hayes and Willlam McKinley. The
religious connections of other Presi-
dents were as follows: Martin Van
Buren and Theodore Roosevelt, Re-
formed®Dutch Church; James A. Gar-
field, Church of the Disciples. Thomas
Jefferson is recorded as a Liberal in
his religious views. The late Presi-
dent Harding, whose death has plung-
ed the country into deep sorrow, was
the first and only Baptist to attain the
Presidency. ;

The fact that 182 years has elapsed
from the time of the inauguration of
the first President of the United States
before either a Baptist or a Congrega-
tionalist reached that high office may;
perhaps, encourage the followers of
other creeds and beliefs' than those
recorded herein to hope that in time
their faith may be represented in the
White House. A President’s: religious
belief is, of course, his personal affair,
and does not enter into the discharge
of his public duties. It is to the credit
of our Presidents that at no time in
the history of the country has any

Ider of this exalted office permitted
is church affiliations to influemrce his
judgment or sway Hhis conduct in any
public matter.

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Tunnel Uunder
Hudson Shifted
By Silt Flood

Engineers Constructing Twin
Vehicular Tubes Prevent
~ Serious Accident.

New York, Aug. 14—Engineers re-
sponsible for the construction of the
New York and New Jersey vehicular
tunnel have learned one lesson about
the ancient silt under the Hudson Riv-
er which they will never forget. The
lesson is this: You can build a hugr
cast-iron tunnel thirty feet in diameter
through the packed pre-historic silt,
and it will furnish a safe bottom for
the tunnel; but if you lét the watcr
'seep through the silt roof and sides
so that tbe silt turns to the consistency
of thin mush, then beware, for the tun-
nel will float out of position.

In the case of the tunnel now being
built it started upward, and engineers
“walked the floor” until they.checked
it by partially flooding the huge work-
ing shield with the silt itself. The
shield does the cutting for the tunnel
immediately behind it. This tended to
stabilize the tunnel behind the shield
(which is much heavier than the cast-
iron tunnel shell) until the silt, heavier
than water, settled in-around the tun-
nel shell, fixing it to its course.

Level Maintained for Bed.

The theory of the engineers was that
the weight of the tunnel shell would
have a tendency to depress itself into
the silt behind the shield. The oppo-
site developed in this instance. A per-
fect* level was maintained for the tun-
nel bed until the water seeped through,
turning the silt to mush, when the law
of physlos asserted itself, the heavier
liquid silt displacing the tunnel shell
with its huge air space. Hereafter to
tunnel builders dry silt will be one
thing, while oosy silt will ‘be some-
thing else.

The unexpected “floating” of the
tunnel, 100 feet or more below the sur-
face of the Hudson and under a fifty-
foot bed of silt, is the nearest the
engineers have come to a serious acci-
dent.

Meanwhile, the tunnel work is pro-
ceeding apace, the progress for the
month of July breaking all engineering
records for a tunnel thirty feet in dia-
meter. In the south tunpel—there are
twin tubes, side by side—on the New
York side, the contractor, the Booth
& Flinn Company, built 233% feet 'of
thirty-foot tunnel in thirty-one days,
or at the rate of nearly twenty feet a
day.

Three Thousand Feet Complete.

In the combined four headings the
workmen have completed 2,000 feet of
tunnel. In the south tunnel, going west,
more than 1,000 feet of tunnel was
completed on Saturday night. In this
heading the shield men are close to the
solid rock. b Lo

For the Awo Jersey side shaffs . the
foundation piles, comprising eighty-
four steel casings, twenty-four ‘inches
in diameter, filled with reinforced
concrete and bedded in the rock 250
feet below the surface of the Hudson,
are all in place. The last of the four
big caissons is nearing completion and
will be towed to its location by the
end of this month. These caissons
mark the location of, the airshafts in
the Hudson. Four of the big shields
are in ‘operation, gnd the fifth will be
installed on the New Jersey side this
month. Three shifts of men are work-
ing under air pressure in three of the
shields nearest land, and four shifts

May Complete Job in 1926.

The engineers estimate that the tun-
nel, in the rough, will be completed in
the spring of 1925, and then will come
the job of lining it with concrete, which
will take at least six months. Follow-
ing this about 19,000 feet of roadway
is to go in, so that there is little hope
that the tunnel will be ready for traffic
before the summer of 1926. It is ex-

proximately 46,000 vehicles 'a day.

More than 1,000 men aje now engag-
ed in the construction, of whom the
contractor employs about 900 and the
Tunnel Commission about 150.

AIR MAILBOXES, PAINTED
RED, APPEAR IN BERLIN

Receptacles Save Walk to Post-office
and Are Appreciated by
Public.

Berlin, Aug. 14—Near the main en-
trance of the Hotel Bristol on Unter
den Linden a new mail box has just
been put up. It is painted red and
bears the inscription in gold “Luftpost-
kasten” (air box). Unlike its com-
panion box of blue, which hangs near
by and receives ordinary mail, this
new receptacle takes only such mail
as is going by the modern ‘way of
traveling.

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TEACHER SEEKS OLD JOB.

Benjamine Glassberg, Removed Dur-
ing the War, May be Reinstated

New York, Aug. 14—The case of
another public school teacher whose
loyalty to the country during the war

period was questioned and who was
subsequently dismissed may be ire-
opened by the Board of Education.
At a meeting of the board a letter
from Benjamin Glassbery, formerly a
teacher in the Commercial High School,
Brooklyn, dismissed in- 1919, was®read
and referred to Mr. Somers of the Law
Committee and President Ryan.

A month ago another teacher, Miss
Mary S. McDowell, a Quakeress, dis-
missed in 1918 because she refused un-
qualifyingly to sign the loyalty pledge,
was reinstated by the board. In call-
ing the attention of the members of the
board to the case, Commissioner;Somers
said that he now believed Glassberg
“gs thoroughly American as any man
teaching in the public schools.”

Glassberg stated in his letter that he
no longer was active in political mat-
ters, which, he believed, has complicat-
ed his case. Glassberg praised Ameri-
can liberties and stated that he “yield-
ed to mo one in fundamental Ameri-
can ideas.” Two years ago Glassberg
nesigned from the Socialist Party,
pledging himself “to aid in the effort
to establish a Socialist Soviet Repub-
lic in the United States,” with“pn-
conditional affiliation with the Third
International.” :

“This case came up at a time when
we were all upset over the war,” Mr.
Somers said. “I think the least thing
that we can do is to give it reconsid-
eration. I have recently talked with
him several times and am convinced
that he is not as black as he has been
painted. I think that he has been

ORGANIZE FOR
TOURIST TRAFFI

W. C. Allison Advocates
Provincial Action Be-
fore Year Ends.

as

: \

The most promising asset of New
Brunswick, so far as development along
new lines is congerned, in the opin-
ion of Walter C. Allison, of Manches-
ter, Robertson, Allison, Limited, is
tourist trafic. What it has done for
California is familiar to all readers;
but what it has done and is doing
for our neighbor the State of Maine
is more . familiar still. "The amount
spent in Maine each year by tourists,
summer campers ' and sportsmen has
has been estimated at $40,000,000 or
more. To get 4t some. sort of com-
parison, that amount is very greatly
in excess of what is expended in the
lumber and pulp industry in New
Brunswick in a year.

Mr. Allison presents the supposition
that we received from tourist traffic
even half as much as we do from lum-
ber and pulp, and asks what that
would mean. Everybody knows that
when there is a severe slump in lum-
ber for a year or two it means almost
the difference between a profitable and
an unprofitable trade for merchants
generally, affecting wholesale and re-
tailer alike, as well as the farmer, and
practically every branch of business.

Once ‘established, Mr. Allison points
out, tourist traffic. is not subject to
fluctuations, but_tends to increase. We
have the climate, the scenery, and now
the roads. What we need is more
hotel accommodation, camp sites, and,
for St. John and the St. John valley, a
hotel and steamer service up to date
on the river We need also such a
combined effort on the part of the
whole province as would ensure a con-
tinued and effective publicity cam-
paign.

A Source of Business.

The business man who sees a sure
return does not hesitate to invest, and
the same should be true of the prov-
ince. Here is a source of business that
would brings millions into New Bruns-
wick, and distribute. thé money ¥ery
widely among the people, and it would
grow from year to year.

Mr. Allison points to another im-
portant consideration. Among the
many thousands who would come from
year to year would be some who would
be impressed by opportunities for in-
vestment, and this would further ben-
efit the province. But even if they
only came and found healthy enjoy-
ment the money they would spend
each year 'would aggregate a very large
amount,

Mr. Allison has found that more and
more business men are talking about
developing this great asset. They are
found not only in St. John, but in
many parts of the province. The rap-
idly increasing number of American
motorists seen on our roads in the last,
two years have set people thinking. If
we are to have more money spent in
our province by tourists next year the
time to organize for the development
of the business, Mr. Allison maintains,
should not be delayed. fle hopes to
see such an expression of general in-
terest as will ensure a real, province-
wide organization at work before the
end of the year.

Roads Good. : :

Mr. Allison went recently on a motor

tour through a portion of Kings and

Queens counties, covering about a hun-
dred miles. He found the roads good,

Assessment Made By
Compensation Board

Class Two Industries Affected
In Call To Cover
Deficit.

It has been announced that an assess-
ment will be made under the terms of
the Workmen’s Compensation Act on
the industries falling under Class 2.
This class comprises lumbering and all
forms of woodworking. This assess-
ment is'in addition to the annual one

and the rate varies from+50 cents to $4.
Qperators engaged in logging and lum-
bering will have to -pay the maximum
rate, while those manufacturing fur-
niture and similar articles will escape
with the minimum assessment.

J. A. Singlair. chairman of the board,
in an Interview yesterday said that
this further assessment was equal to
the amount assessed on the industries
in class 2 for the current year and was
thade to make up a deficit which had
accumulated in the industries con-
cerned. :

The deficit he explained was due to
the fact that the amount paid out for
compensation was greater and the tota
pay-roiis of the class were less than
had been anticipated by the board.
Consequently the amount of compensa-
tion paid had to be made up out of
the general accident fund and the fur-
ther assessment was made to restore
this amount to the general fund and to
carry out the terms of the act by mak-
ing each class self-sustaining. The ac-
crued deficit, he said, would amount to
between $165,000 and $170,000.

Mr. Sinclair said that, in accordance
with the official notice, the board was
calling for the payment of the first in-
stalment of the further assessment on
or before October 1. All those whose
assessment will amount to $100 or less
are expected to pay the total amount
by that date, and others, assessed for
more than $100 will be asked to pay
one-third of the amount due. The bal-
ance will be subject to an interest
charge unless the full amount is paid
He expected
that the balance of the assessment
would be spread over two or three
years.

Valuable Gifts To

Fxceedingly rare and very valuable
are the most recent gifts received by
the Natural History Society. They
consist of a set of five brown clay
figures, models of five types of coolies
to be seen in British India, and have
been presented to the soicety by T. H.
Estabrooks. Mr. Estabrooks says of
them that they were received from the
agent of his firm in India about twenty
years ago and at that time they were
already rare and valuable. Only two
old men still retained the art of making
these clay models at that time and
the models were highly prized. As
specimens of fine workmanship and
perfect modelling the little figures are
most remarkable.

The
features are beautifully chiselled and
would bear scrutiny under the magnify-
ing glass. So faithfully do the models
follow the original they represent that
human hair is used and the old lady
has hair that is silver grey.

(ONGLUDE CASE
FOR RAILWAYS

Argument in Freight Rates
Appeal Heard by the
Privy Council.

Ottawa, Aug. 14 — F. H. Chrysler,
K. C. counsel for the Railway Asso-
clation of Canada, concluded his argu-
ment before the Privy Council last
night in opposition to the appeals of
British Columbia and Alberta for a
downward revision of railway freight
rates.

Gerald Ruel, K, C., répresenting the
National Railways, followed Mr. Chry-
sler. He took only five minutes to
state his attitude. Before the council
adjourned it was indicated that the
hearing would end by noon today, as
G. G. McGeer, K. C, appearing for
the Province of B. C. announced that
he would be able to conclude his re-
ply during the merning.

Quoting the comtention of Hon. John
Oliver that Britislr~Coeldmbia  was en-
titled to special consideration, by rea-
son of the implications and the actual
covenants contained in the agreement
made with the Government of Can-
ada at the time the former was ad-
mitted into the wunion, Mr. Chrysler
proceeded to contend ,by quotation
from the agreement itself, and the
resolutions of the Commons, the Sen-
ate, and the Imperial orders-in-coun-
cil, that the claim had no foundadion,
in fact or inference. The agreement
was that a railway should be con-
‘structed tp connect with the railway
system of Canada. He referred to it
as neither difficult Yor technical, the
wording in no way ambiguous., The
difficulty of attaching any exact mean-
ing to the supposed implication con-
tained in the terms of unién support-
ed the view that no such implication
exists. .

The agreement dated from May 1&
1871. The Railway Act of 1863 gwas
at that time the governing factor, It
contained no provisions as to equality
of tolls. The only railways in exis-
tence, at that time were 4he Grand
Trunk, extending from Point Levis to
Portland, and the Great Western, from
Niagara Falls to Windser. -In 1871 the
Intercolonial was not constructed. The
Canadian Pacific was not in existence.
The Canadian Northern dated from
1898, There was not then, either in
practice, or under the Railway Act,
any system in force, making provis-
ion for uniformity in rates in fact, the
rates differed in every section, and
varied from day to day. British
Columbia itself, is a party to any
change in the Railway Act, subse-
quently to Confederation.

Summing up on: the constitutional
question, he said:

Upon the completion of the legisla-
tion confirming the agreement between
the other provinces and British Colum-
bia, British Columbia itself became a
province of Canada, and was thence-

The Dominion Railway Act of
1868 did not contain any provision re-

Judgment Given

In Sales Tax Case

| published in Sackville, is devoted to

Small Dealers Who Retail Their
Own Products Are
Manufacturers.

Ottawa, Aug. 15.—The Departfn‘e:nt
of Customs has had considerable trou-
ble with the Retail Merchants’ Asso-

ciation over the question of the liabil-
ity of small candy manufacturers and
bakers for the sales tax, when they
also sell their product by retail over
the counter. The claim of E. M. Trow-
ern, secretary of the Retail Merchants’
Association, has been that such men
are not manufacturers.

A number of prosecutions were
brought by the Government against de-
linquents and the Retail Merchants’
Association finally proposed that a test
case should be tried to be agreed upon
between the Customs Department and
the Association. The Department con-
sented to this, and the case agreed on
was whether the candy made by the
Versailles Sweets, Ltd., of Toronlo,
would be sybject to the manufactur-
ers’ tax and to the sales tax also, and
whether the above company would be
required, under the law, to take out a
license as a manufacturer.

The case was tried in the Supreme
Court of Ontario at Toronto and the
judgment was rendered a™ew days ago

they were manufacturers under the
provisions of the Special War Revenue
Act of 1915 and amendments. Judge
Kelly imposed penalties for failure to
take out licenses. There will be no ap-
peal from this decision, as it was
agreed that this should be a test case.

The Customs Department will now
proceed to collect the taxes due and
remaining unpaid by reason of this
class of manufacturers declining to pay
the tax under the advice of the fRetail
Merchants’ Association. There are very
many such cases. The judgment was
with costs against the defendant. In
the course of his judgment, Judge
Kelly said the defendant had “been
the victim on the one hand of legisla-
tion not free from ambiguity to the
lay mind at least, with the added un-
certainty arising from a succession of
lengthy and important amendments,
and to unwise advice on the other
hand. Left to itself, the defendant

would in all probability not have fallen |.

into so many defaults.”

Rev. Ralph J. Haughton, formerly
a city pastor and now visiting in St.

Two other men waiting outside in an
old American army automobile with an
American shield on the side were ar-
rested after being menaced by a
crowd. The German authorities said
one was an American army lieutenant
and the other a former Russian prince.
Both of Bergdoll’s assaflants were
identified as Frenchmen, said to have
beeri in the service of the American.
Men Seized Him.

Bergdoll said the men seized bim, but
that he succeeded in breaking free and
then drew a revolver and fired.

The police arrested the two men in
the: automobile in order to save them
from the crowd, which thréatened fo
lynch them. Witnesses eaid the two
who entered the hotel had tried to
choke the draft evader. ;

The reported attempt of Americans
to kidnap Bergdoll and spirit him out-
side the jurisdiction of Germany was
the second since he esciped from
military authorities in the United
States in 1920 and sought refuge
abroad.

Bergdoll and his brother, Irwin, were
the most notorious draft evaders in
the United States during the World
ar. Irwin served a sentence at
Leavenworth and only recently was
released to return to the home of his

.wealthy mother, Mrs. Emma Bergdoll,
'in Philadelphia.

Escaped From Soldiers.

We
shall have the same ministers, the same
sesslons, the same elders, the same
bourd of managers, the same book of
praise ,the same form of worship.

“lndeed, where it is desired we know
of no obstacle to prevent a congregation
from retaining its old local name—
though in the wider view of spiritual
union names will undoubtedly come to
have less and less importance.

«It will not be a matter of surprise
that the new body created by the
union of the three Canadian churches
should copform so closely to the Pres-
byterian model. Of the three forms of
church govemment——Episcopal. Presby-
terian and Congregational—the Meth-
odist Church in Canada is essentially
Presbyterian in its polity.

ENGINEER TELLS

BARBECUE SECRET

Just as Easy to Feed 20,000
People as 20, Says
Thornton,

- New York, Aug. 14—Elbert Thorn-
ton, who has been in the hotel and bar-
becue business practically all nis life,
declares that it is just as easy to feed
20,000 people as it is to feed 20—that
l:‘i if everything is properly systematiz-

Mr. Thornton is known throughout
the South and Middle West as the di-
rector of gigantic barbecues, and his
achievements would put even a New
York hotel manager to shame.

“As soon as it is definitely agreed
that I am to engineer one of these bar-
becues, I get right on the scene with
my corps of helpers, which numbers
about one hundred and fifty,” said
Mr. Thornton in describing. his work.
“My chef is a man who has been with
me for years. e is a great, big, jolly,
capable negro, weighing in the neigh-
borhood. of 850 pounds, and what ke
doesn’t know about the giving of bar-
becues!

“When we reach the scene of actlc:h
we begin the preparation of the meat
and the burning of the oak logs which

meats. In the next barbecue which I
am to hold, for the Shriners’ conven-
tion in Cleveland, I am going to use 500
roast animals. These meats go through
elaborate preliminary preparation, in-
cluding long and thorough swabbing
with hot salt water. The meat is spit-
ted, not by a single long iron skewer,
such as you see in the windows of New
York rotisseries, but by four skewers,
two length wise and two -across the
body. s

“Long pits, three feet wide and
twelve inches deep, are dug for a dis-
tance of many feet. For the cooking
of the meats for the Shriners’ conven-
tion I expect we will dig 90 feet of
pit. The heat used to cook the meats
comes from the hot ashes of the blaz-
ing oak logs, which have been built
into a hhge fire some distance away
from the pits. These hot ashes are put,
& shovelful at a time, under the spitted
meats, and the heat
fu] lasts for about forty minutes. The
meat is meanwhile constantly swabbed
with a sauce made of such delectables
as goose, 1onion, pepper, salt and so
on. This is not “basting” as the house-
wife understands it, but is done by
means of a rag wound‘around a stick
and dipped into the sauce.

“nggty—four hours 1s taken up with
the cooking of the meats, but at the
end of this time they are 8o tender they
may be eaten with a spoon.

‘&hth the roast meats we also serve
a Brunswick stew, which is made of
chicken and cooked in fifty-gallon iron
pots, about 1,200 gallons being consum-
ed at the average barbecue. The food
i{s served on wooden plates and the
tables are of plain, clean ‘'wood. The
actual serving of these 20,000 people
doesn’t take more than about an hour
and a half, and everything moves like
clockwork.” b -

Crippled Children -

Saved From Fire’

Forty Are Rescued By Nurses
As Hospital Burns at
Scituate.

Boston, Aug. 14—Forty children,
most of them suffering from infantile
paralysis, were assisted out last week
during a fire: in the Sunlight Repair
Shop Hospital at Scituate. Two nurses
awoke the children, helped -to dress
them and helped them outside before
the fire department arrived.

The blaze started in a laundry in an
ell at about 2 o’clock. An electric irom,
left with the current turned on the
night before, ignited the surrounding
wood-work. Miss Hopkins and Miss
Scott, nurses, who were asleep in the
building, were awakened and gave the
alarm.

All of the children had left the main
building - before -the flames spread to
that part of the hospital. None of them
was injured. They were taken to
neighboring houses and later in the
day removed in automobiles to the
Boston Floating Hospital, Masachusetts
General Hospital and the Children’s
Hospital.

Scituate and Cohasset fire depart-
ments saved most of the main build-
ing and the greater -part of the furni-
ture. Damage is estimated at between
$5,000 and $7,500.

The “Repair Shop,” located on Ken-
nett road in a sparsely settled part of
Scituate, has been used as a home for
crippled children for about four years.
It has been in charge of Dr. Harry C.
Lowe of North Pembroke.
