LORD KITCHENER Brussels, Aug. 14—(Via Paris, 12.25 
a. gi.)—The German casualties in the 
engagement at Haelen, Wednesday, 
were 3,000 dead and wounded. The Ger­
mans apparently sacrificed their men 
without any scruples. During the fight, 
the Germans were obliged to pass two 
bridges over the Gethe and Vilena, 
where they were exposed to a heavy fire. 
The retiring Germans left piles of dead 
and wounded at these bridges.

The same carnage occurred on the 
road from Threck to Haelen, where the 
German cavalry exposed to the galling 
guns of the Belgians fell in droves.

WHEAT TAKES DROP m * ILondon, Aug. $4—Today all is reported quiet along the front according 
to official statements from France and Belgium.

Belgian accounts of yesterday's cavalry encounter, known as the battle of 
Haelen, give the total of German casualties as high as 4,000 killed and wound­
ed. No German report of the engagement has come to hand.

The Belgian staff believes the German movement at Haelen was an at­
tempt to reach Brussels, which today is stated to be “no longer in danger.” 
French official reports says the Belgians captured 2400 German prisoners at 
(Liege and the French have taken 1,500 along the frontier. The Belgian gov­
ernment has requested France to provide places of Internment owing to lack of 
room in Belgium.

Aviators are taking a very prominent part in scouting for the armies in 
the field and are suffering severely, according to reports. Belgian authorities 
report the destruction of three German aeroplanes and the death of two of 
their pilots, while French reports recount the narrow escape of a French aerial 
'scout from German flying machines which hunted him.

Brussels, Aug. 14—News from Liege 
states that Germans, evidently fearing 
an attack from the west, have strongly 
entrenched themselves on the right hand 
side of the Meuse. In the city itself 
also streets are barricaded and machine 
guns placed so they can sweep the prin­
cipal streets. On the right bank, houses 
have been loop-holed and put into a 
state of defense, in order, if necessary, 
to cover a retreat of the invading army 
across the frontier into Germany. Later 
information is to the effect that the 
morale of the German soldiers at Liege 
is very bad and they are completely dis­
heartened by the numerous defeats in­
flicted on them by Belgians. This mes­
sage has been severely dealt with by 
the censors.

1 A Fatesarmory.
The Tribuna says that the prepara­

tion made at Messina for a “noble 
death” by the officers of the German 
cruisers who, before sailing from that 
port, made their wills, left the public 
unprepared for this farce. Seeing the im­
possibility of escape from the Anglo- 
French fleet if they followed their or­
iginal idea of molesting the transports 
moving French African troops, the Ger­
man cruisers sought refuge in the Ae­
gean Sea, where, with the complicity of 
Turkey which continues to make love 
to Germany the two vessels contemplat­
ed how they might paralyze British 
commerce in the Mediterranean and in­
terrupt traffic with India.

“But, closely pursued, they had no al­
ternative to taking refuge in the Dar­
danelles and disarming. Instead Turkey 
purchased them. This is not considered 
permissible according to the law of na­
tions. Never has a nation at war sold 
her own ships, which already had been 
used against an enemy. During the 
Russo-Japanese conflict many Russian 
ships entered Chinese and American 
neutral ports, but they were disarmed 
and there awaited the end of the war.”

London, Aug. 14—A despatch to the 
Daily News from Rome says:

“Turkey’s purchase of the German 
cruisers Breslau and Goeben has made 
an unpleasant impression here. Italy 
probably will demand an explanation 
as to the future use of these ships, and 
also warn Turkey that she will not al­
low the equilibrium of the lower Med­
iterranean to be threatened, as Italy is 
determined to prevent complications.”

The correspondent says the Germans 
yesterday advanced from Haasele to­
ward Antwerp. Belgian troops were sent 
out against them and many were killed 
and wounded. The Belgians were re­
treating, and Nish and old forts 
taken by the Germans.

NOT THOUGHT TO HAVE 
BEEN INCENDIARY

The inquiry into the cause of the fire 
which destroyed the I. C. R. elevator 
was continued this morning under oath 
before L. R. Ross, terminal agent here, 
with J. T. Hallissey, superintendent at 
Truro, N. S., and Chief of Police Clark 
acting as the other members of the 
board.

BELGIANS MAKE 
SUCCESS A HABIT

London, Aug. 14—The Post corres­
pondent with the Belgian army sends 
the following:

“The success of the Belgian army has 
been astonishing. Everywhere along the 
line of outposts the Germans meet with 
baffling checks. Like an angry dog, fac­
ed , by a porcupine, the vaunted Prus­
sian army stands puzzled.

“I do not wish to exaggerate the facts 
or to pretend that the Belgians are win­
ning a series of important battles. Their 
successes so far, are all intrinsically 
small, but they are making a habit of 
success. All dread of the Prussian is 
gone, and that is a most valuable gain.

“Yesterday I walked some distance 
with a soldier who was on his way from 
Brussels to one of the Liege forts. Clear­
ly, therefore, the Liege forts are not 
closely invested, when individual soldiers 
can come and go.

“The Belgians jokingly wonder when 
the German military skill will begin to 
show itself. The audacity of the Uhlan 
raids seems nothing more than the au­
dacity of bewilderment. In contact with 
the Belgian cavalry, the Uhlans show 
inferiority. Moreover, neither the artil­
lery nor infantry has shown brilliancy.

“As an actual fact, the attitude of the 
Germans today, is almost defensive; 
certainly it is not offensive in any spirit­
ed sense.”

The German infantry and cavalry had 

a similar reception near Colfaekin.
The success of the Belgian arms is 

considered particularly important here, 
as most of the Belgian troops partici­
pating had not been under fire before.

The Belgian casualties fit Haelen 
were light indeed, as the troops were 
well entrenched but many were wound­
ed. The situation, which was somewhat 
critical Tuesday morning, when the 
German patrols had arrived close to 

^Brussels, was held to be rapidly improv­
ing from the standpoint of the Belgiains 
twenty four hours later.

The victory described above was fol­
lowed 'by new and successful engage­
ments near Noville-Taviers and Eghezee 
about nine miles north of Namur on 
Wednesday and Thursday. These opera­
tions proved that, the Germans are re­
treating further" and that the allies be­
ing steadily reinforced, are resolutely 
pushing ahead.

Brussels is no longer in danger, but 
the situation a few days ago was such 
that the eventuality of its occupation 
by the Germans was considered.

London, Aug. 14—8.10 a. m.—The 
Daily Mall’s Brussels correspondent de­
scribes the engagement at Haelen as 
showing that the Belgians have passed 
another good test. He says that an in­
termittent fire of heavy guns was audible 
all morning. This was punctuated about 
eleven o’clock by sharp detonations, and 
the Belgians blew up the bridges over 
the River Gfctte just in the nick of time. 
They were under shrapnel fire, and 
German cavalry was just about to cross. 

' With the bridges destroyed the fight 
resolved itself into an artillery duel. In 
the meantime, a squàdron of Mecklen­
burg dragoons, with rather reduced ef­
fective strength, attempted to penetrate 
the town of Diest at a gallop. About a 
mile from the town they dashed into a 
barricade of wagons lined by Belgian 
infantry. The Germans had their revol­
vers drawn and charged directly at the 
barricade.

The Belgians behind the barricade 
opened a murarous fire, and all the 
dragoons were either killed or captured.

The Germans then tried to reduce the 
resistance at this point by a cross fire 
from a battery but after an interval 
ceased firing and, owing to similar re­
pulses on other positions on their front, 
withdrew in disorder, according to some 
accounts, to the other side of River 
Gette.

Only two Belgians were wounded. In 
front of the barricade the dead Ger­
mans lay like a hedge.

THE ROADS TO FRANCE.
To understand the plan of the Ger­

man campaign against France it is 
necessary to know that there are three 
great routes leading from the Rhine, 
which is the base of German operations, 
into France. The first of these starts at 
Cologne, crosses the Belgian frontier and 
ascends- the River Meuse from Liege, to 
enter France by a natural gap between 
the head waters of the Rivers Oise and 
Sambre. The distance from Liege to 
Paris by this route is about one hun­
dred and ninety miles. If the Belgian 
forces should be driven back from Liege 
they would concentrate at Namur, 
where it is said they hare already been 
reinforced by French troops, so that the 
capture of (Liege would not by any means 
clear the way for the German army to 
enter France. It must fight every inch 
of the way.

The second natural route to France 
starts at Coblenz on the Rhine, and 
proceeds along the valley of the Moselle 
River to the border of Luxemburg. 
Crossing Luxemburg it enters France by 
a gap at Longwy; but is then confront­
ed by a line of French fortresses along 
the River Meuse of which Verdun is the 
most important in that vicinity.

The third route starts at Mayence, 
and runs to Strasburg, whence it turns 
west toward the French frontier, cross­
ing near Luneville ana Nancy! but be­
hind these towns are the French fort­
resses of Epinal and Toul. This route 
passes through Alsace.

It is by these three routes the German 
armies are now endeavoring to invade 
France, and here will take place the first 
great battles of the war.

ain, although of late years large quan­
tities of short lumber are exported to 
the United States, where it is now duty 
free.

We have a large stock of these on hand at present an<f can qiiot dition asked as the members felt that 
It was replete with the matter they re­
quired. Col. Loggie’s summary, so far 
as it applies to the leasing of crown 
lands, which should be of interest to 
many in New Brunswick at present, was 
as follows:

“The greater part of territorial rev­
enue is derived from this source. Some­
thing over 10,000 square miles Is now 
held under the new twenty year saw 
mill lease regulations lately authorized 
by the legislature. These leases are sub­
ject to renewal annually at a rental of 
$8 per square mile and stumpage charges 
in addition. The principal lumber cut 
is spruce (four-fifths of the whole), the 
stumpage on which is $1.60 per M. super-, 
tidal feet. The scaling is performed 
by specially selected men, in each dis­
trict, the whole under the supervision 
of the superintendent of scalers. No 
spruce or pine tree is allowed to be cut 
that will not make a log 16 feet long 
and 9 inches In diameter at the small 
end. The mode of marketing logs is by 
“driving” them down the streams, swol­
len by spring freshets, a very small per­
centage being hauled by railway.

“There are large areas of pulpxfrood 
lands in the province, and considerable 
of a stunted nature, under the regula­
tion size. No satisfactory arrangement 
has been yet worked out for the re­
moval of such lumber, and at the present 
time nothing but merchantable lumber 
is allowed to be cut, with a few excep­
tions. The top up to 5 inches in diam­
eter at small end must be removed and 
the under branches of the crown lopped 
off. Saws are used instead of axes in 
felling: Pulpwood In the round on 
crown lands is prohibited from being 
exported outside of Canada by special 
act of legislature. The average amount

Service For Those

Intercolonial Railway, was the chief 
witness before the Dominions Royal 
Commission at its last session at St. 
John board of trade yesterday afternoon. 
He and Col. G. T. Loggie were the only 
witnesses of the afternoon, 
prepared summaries of the work of their 
departments for submission to the com­
missioners and they were examined on 
these by the members.

Mr. Gutelius gave an historical resume 
of the government lines including those 
of Prince Edward Island with dates of 
their acquirement, length, etc. The state­
ment went on:

government railways is vested in the 
minister of railways and canals, who is 
responsible for their proper administra- 

i tion to the federal house at Ottawa.

departments of the railway service, and 
who has powers usually vested in the 
executive of railway corporations, sub- 

I ject to the provisions of the government 
railways act.

1 “Departments are: traffic, transporta- 
j tion, engineering, accounting, legal and 
claims, mechanical, purchasing, stores, tie

In 1859 Austria was once more at war, ^ CO., Union and Sydney Sts. 
this time with France and Italy. After 
the first Austrian defeat, Francis Joseph 
hastened to the front, assumed control of 
the army, and commanded in person at 
the great battle of Solferino.

In 1864 Austria joined Prussia in a 
war upon Denmark, to compel the latter 
to surrender the duchies of Schleswig 
and Holstein to the father of the present 
German Empress, in accordance with 
the decree of the Germanic Confedera­
tion, and two years later Emperor Fran­
cis Joseph found himself engaged in war 
against both Prussia and Italy. The last 
campaign after that, until the declara­
tion of the war with Servia, was that 
which the emperor had to undertake 
thirty-four years ago In order to estab­
lish his hold upon the Ottoman prov­
inces of Herzegovina and Bosnia, which 
had been assigned to his care and ad­
ministration by the Congress of Berlin 
of 1878- It was an occupation which 
was vigorously resisted by both the 
Moslem and Serb population.

The wars of 1859 and of 1866 were dis­
astrous to Francis Joseph, for in the 
first he lost his Italian province of Lom­
bardy, and was compelled to submit to 
the dethronement of the Hapsburg dy­
nasty in the Grandduchy of Tuscany, 
and the annexation of the latter to the 
kingdom of Italy, while the war of 1866 
cost him the city and province of Ven­
ice, which, although he had defeated 
Italy at sea and on land, he was obliged 
by Prussia, which had vanquished Aus­
tria at the battle of Sadowa, to abandon 
to the late King Victor Emmanuel.

Neither defeat nor loss of territory has 
ever interfered in the slightest degree 
with the affection of the Austrians for 
their emperor. Indeed, the popular man­
ifestations of loyalty have always been 
particularly pronounced whenever the 
Austrians felt that their sovereign had 

14409-8—23 been subjected to some great sorrow or 
distress, and Napoleon III, one day, 
commenting on this, declared that Fran­
cis Joseph was the only monarch in 
Europe who did not risk losing his crown 
through the defeat of his arms, and 
who could afford to return to his cap­
ital after suffering military disaster, as­
sured of a more affectionate welcome 
than ever by the population.

When Napoleon III. was defeated at 
Sedan in 1870 his subjects, especially the 
inhabitants of Paris, overwhelmed him 
with execration, and promptly proclaim­
ed the downfall of his throne, the exile 
of his dynasty, and the establishment of 
the present republic.
A Decided Rebuff.

Lady Barclay, who was arrested the 
other day at Buckingham Palace, while 
endeavoring to force her way into the 
presence of the king, in order to place in 
his hands a letter from Mrs. Pankhurst, 
is the wife of that Sir Thomas Barclay 
who was in 1908 the subject of so re­
markable a notification by the English 
Foreign Office. Sir Thomas, who is so 
well known in connection with his self- 
imposed work on behalf of international 
arbitration and peace, had given both 
the crown and government in England 
a good deal of trouble and annoyance 
by the impression which he was able to 
create abroad, that he had some warrant 
for speaking in behalf of one and the 
other.

New York apple sections to pack ap­
ples for storage.

But because of the European war no 
contracts were reported at the Boston 
meeting and the aÿple shippers are all 
at sea.

Not since 1896 have there been such 
ideal prospects for the apple crop in this 
country. At the convention reports were 
made from all apple sections which 
showed that the yield would probably 
be 60,000,000 barrels for the entire 
United States, a record breaker.

As a great deal depends upon the out­
let to foreign countries the closing of 
the seas by the European war is a hard 
blow to the growers as well as to the 
shippers. The fruit on the trees is said 
to be almost perfect. This is particular­
ly true of the fruit in western New 
York.

Although every county in New York 
will have apples to sell, the shippers do 
not know what they can do with the 
fruit. Speculators who had planned to 
buy heavily dare not make a move yet.

At the Boston convention were repre­
sentatives of the great Northwestern 
apple sections. These started back to the 
Pacific coast without any definite ar­
rangements. They said that if early 
ending of the war did not reopen the 
foreign markets they would be forced 
to leave much of their fruit on the trees.

Last year was a poor export year and 
only 2,000,000 barrels of apples went 
abroad. In 1912 when there was n big 
crop, 8,000,000 barrels were exported. 
Exporters had planned to send 4,000,000 
barrels abroad this year.

It was predicted that by Sept. 1 ap­
ples as fine as any ever grown will be 
offered on pushcarts at one cent each.

But while the situation is menacing 
to apple growers, California and Florida 
lemon growers may profit greatly by the 
closing of the seas. It was said that 
there was a possibility that lemons 
would sell at $20 a box. During last 
week lemons advanced $2.50 a bbx, mak­
ing a box of best cost $7,25 from the 
first hands.

Conservation Commission as to the orig­
in of forest fires in the Adlrondacks 
shows that fully 85 per cent, of the fires 
which occurred durmg 1918 were pre­
ventable. If smokers had not carelessly 
thrown burning cigars or tobacco upon 
the dry vegetation, one-third of these 
fires would not have occurred. If fisher­
men had been more careful with their 
fires and tobacco, nearly one-fifth of 
these fires would not have occurred. Of 
the 688 fires reported, only 78, or 11.8 
per cent, were caused by locomotives, 
while nearly 10 per cent were reported 
as being due to the carelssnss of camp­

More British Cruisers to Come Across 
Atlantic—the War Situation on The 
Continent Last Night )

Ernest West of Fitchburg had a ro- 
mance shattered by the tide of war.

The ship carried West to within 700 
miles of his destination and then be' 
was brought back to America.

TMs h England’s Latest Improved and Deadliest Gun. It as called a 60-P. R. These Guns are a Part of the 
Heavy Artillery Which the English Army Landed on the Continent Halifax, Aug. 13—For half an hour on Thursday sight last H. M. S. Bris­

tol, the smallest British warship in the North Atlantic, fought a long-range 
duel with the Karlsruhe, the largest and fastest of the German cruisers which 
have been trying to intercept British shipping on the North Atlantic.

Fleeing from H. M. S. Suffolk, which interrupted the Karlsruhe coaling at 
sea from the North German Lloyder Kronprinz Wilhelm, thé German cruiser 
was intercepted by the Bristol, southwest of Bermuda, and for half an hour a 
long-range running fight took place in the blackness of semi-tropical night.

Racing through the heavy swell at a terrific clip, the ships exchanged 
broadsides without inflicting very much damage, the conditions being very un­
favorable for accurate gunnery. Although the Bristol’s consorts were at least 
100 miles astern, the German would not stand and fight. Altering his course 
he gradually drew away from the Bristol, owing to superior speed, and after 
half an hour was out of range of the British ship's six-inch how-chaser. All 
through the night the chase lasted, but somewhere in the darkness the Ger­
man doubled on his pursuer and made off south to San Juan, where he put in 
for coal some days ago.

Details of *8t« action, the first single ship fight in which a British man-of- 
war has engaged fn these waters in 100 years, were brought to Halifax yester­
day by H. M. S. Suffolk, the flagship of Rear Admiral Craddock, commanding 
ihe fourth cruiser squadron.

A big fleet of British cruisers is now on the way to Halifax to assist in 
guarding the trade routes. They are mainly ships of the Drake class, of about 
15,000 tons displacement, mounting a main, battery of 92 guns with a heavy 
secondary six-inch battery. The first of these ships, the Good Hope, will be in 
Halifax tomorrow,

Earl Kitchener, the British secretary of state for war, has warned 
the British press against the publication of news, other than official, 
relating to naval and military movements, infringement of which 
order will mean suspension.

Italy is reported to have mobilized about 250,000 troops on the 
Swiss and Austrian frontiers as a precautionary measure. All the 
passages over the Alps are strongly held. At the same time the Ital­
ian foreign office has summoned home for a conference on the war 
situation its ambassadors at Paris, St. Petersburg, London and Berlin.

A number of wounded troops have arrived at Southampton from 
Belgium, and although their nationality has not been made known 
it is supposed that they are British.

The Austrian troops have entered Russian Poland, where Ger- 
The Austrian troops have entered Russian Poland, where Ger­

man troops also have been engaged, and Russian forces have cap4 
lured the Austrian town of Sokal, in Galicia, by assault. Two regi­
ments of Austrian cavalry were annihilated by Cossacks.

The ÀmAfiftan ambassador will take over the Austrian embassy 
m London, the Austrian ambassador having departed.

London, Aug. 13—It scons evident from all reports received here that 
the Belgian forces are doing well in their encounters with the Germans, but 
this news must be reduced to its proper proportions and the fact that little of 
tt emanated from Germany must he considered.

Some of the force at Liege, it appears, are still holding out against the 
Germans to such good purpose that the latter are constructing batteries pre­
paratory for long siege operations. So long as these forts hold out, this part of 
the Meuse remains closed to the Germans.

Alibi for O’Brien

Witnesses were called, by Mr. Kerr 
to prove an alibi for O’Brien.

The defendant, sworn, said after he' 
left his father’s store hie went to the 
barber shop and was not off Mill street, 
at all that night and did not throw any ; 
stones.

The magistrate said this evidence was 
sufficient to allow the prisoner his lib- - 
erty and he was allowed to go.

The case of Bedford L. Hines, an al­
leged rioter, was set for tomorrow morn­
ing at nine o’clock. As he is a deaf 
mute the services of an interpreter will 
be required.

Mr. Teed said that he did not intend 
to call the premier and did not think he 
should be asked to give evidence, but if 
the commission wanted him, Mr. Flem­
ming would come without subpoena.

Mr. Carvell said that Premier Flem- 
piing had been subpoenaed and urged 
that he be brought to court.

Continuing, he told of James H- Cor­
bett having been subpoenaed, but Mr. 
Corbett was being kept in Pennsylvania. 
Mr. Carvell said lie could give the time 
and place and the amount of a payment 
made by Mr. Corbett to Premier Flem­
ming in a St. John hotel. .

Mr. Carvell said that he wanted to see 
the New York books before examining 
Mr. Flemming, but if Mr. Corbett could 
not be brought to court to prove the 
payment he wanted to examine Mr. 
Flemming to see if he could prove it 
by him.

Regarding Mr. Clarke’s statement that 
the government did not own the major­
ity of the stock in the railway, Mr. 
Carvell said that this was merely a 
quibble. The court had Mr. Gould’s 
evidence that he had sold the additional 
bonds and if the transaction had not 
been completed and 51 per cent of the 
stock transferred to the government it 
soon would be and the government prac­
tically owned the railway and the rail­
way company and should be able to pro­
duce the company’s books.

“There must be something detrimental 
to Mr. Flemming or the government in 
these books,” he said, “or there would 
be no such determined opposition to 
bringing them here and such deliberate 
flouting of the commission.”

Mr. Teed said that Mr. Clarke had 
informed him that the bonds had not 
been signed and that he did not know if 
they would be. He added that Mr. 
Gould's statement was merely to the ef­
fect that he had arranged a sale.

The chairman announced the decis­
ion of the court that Premier Flemming 
should be required to give evidence. They 
wished further information and would 
secure an audit from Mr. Blanchet to 
,Tulv 81, and reports from the engineers. 
If the books were not available when the 
court resumed they would see nothing to 
be gained by waiting further for the 
books.
