GIVEN GREAT SEND-OFF

Brilliant Scene at State Ball in His
Homor—King George it Was

London, June 27—President Raymond
Poincare, after being the guest of King
George and the British nation since
Tuesday, left this morning for France
amid a great display of cordial enthusi-
asm. King George, the Prince of Wales,
the Duke of Connaught and Prince Ar-
thpr. of Connaught, together with a
brilliant assemblage of court dignitaries,
cabinet ministers and military and na-
val officers, gathered at Victoria station
to bid him farewell. Great crowds lined
the streets from York House to the sta-
tion and loudly acclaimed the president
as' he passed, for during his short stay
he had ‘made himself extremely popu-

ar. |

HOPE TO AVERT A
GREAT RAILWAY STRIKE

Meditation Act Amendment b
Rushed Through the U. S.
Senate

Washington, June 27—With a view to
averting the threatened strike of 90,-
000 railway émployes east of Chicago,
the senate yesterday rushed through the
passage of amendment to .the Erdman
mediation act sought by the railways
and railway employes as affording suit-
able machinery for the settlement of
their pending disagreements.

The amendments enlarge the board
of arbitration provided under the Erd-
man act, from three to six. The gail-
ways have declined to submit the pres-
ent disputes to a board composed of
only three members. It also provides
for the appointment, by the president,
of an official mediator, independent of
all government ‘bureaus, at a salary of
$17,500.

BRITISH TORIES
SET BACK AGAIN

Hon. Winston. Churchill Settles
Attempt to Discredit Him Be-|
fore Public

London, June 27 — Hon. Winston
Churchill, first lord of the admiralty,
has - bowled out the critics who have
tried to fix on him the charge of enter-
taining personal guests of his on the
admiralty yacht during a recent trip to
the Mediterranean. 2

He said, in the House of Commons
last night, that he had paid all the costs
of entertaining his unofficial guests. He
added that since he had been appointed
to the admiralty in Oectober, 1911, he
had spent 132 days afloat in inspecting
naval ports and bases in the United
Kingdom and the Mediterranean.

Action of Minister of Railways in
Ordering Removal of Chelms-
ford Section of Canada Eastern

Chatham, N. B, June 26—That the
interview with the minister of railways
on Tuesday and the various protests
that have gone to Ottawa on' behalf of
the Chelmsford section of the Canada
Eastern have amounted to nothing, is
all too apparent today, for the men™are
now at work preparing to tear up the
rails on the Chelmsford side, and it is
said to be the intention of the railway
management to take these up from the
Blackville bridge down to Maloney’s Sid-
ing, about three miles from Chatham
Junction. :

This jaction ‘followjng so closely upon
the minister’s visit and the protest ad-
dressed to him on that occasion and dur-
ing the past winter have greatly stirred
the people along the royte and the loss
of the railway is made even more bit-
ter by reason of the circumstances at-
tending it. The governmient’s total dis-
regard of their rights and necessities has
aroused deep resentment and the people
find it hard to believe that their line,
that they have used for nearly thirty
years, is actually a thing of the past.

On Wednesday the work train at
Blackville received orders to start the
next day to work on the Chelmsford
side, tearing up the rails from the con-
demned Blackville bridge and working
down to Maloney’s 8iding. The train
went up the line yesterday and is at
present taking up the ties that have been
placed along the line to repair it and it
is expected that the tearing up of the
rails will begin as soon as this work is
completed. 3

M. Duval is trying to limit this young
man’s opportunity for running up debts
by obtaining a restraining order of the
court against him: By the time he was
eighteen. young Pierre Duval had al-
ready accumhulated $4,000 worth of lia-
bilities. He then entered a cavalry regi-
ment for his term of military scrv/ice,
and, despite an allowance of $20 a week
from home, he soon added another ano-
‘other $4,000 to the total. His father
then obtained the transfer for his son
to an Algerian battalion, but a couple
of thousand dollars. were soon owing
there, and in addition Pierre borrowed
$60 from a shoemaker of the regiment.

‘When his son returned to France the
restaurant proprietor advertised in the
newspapers, that he would not be re-
sponsible for further debts.

The Comtesse Aynard de Chabril-
lan’s mansion in the Rue Christophe Co-
lomb ‘was the scene of a brilliant ball
the other day. The guests were all in
black and white. The palatial rooms,
with their curtains of white damask
and .decorations of silver garlands and
bunches of ‘white and black grapes, pre-
sented a charming picture. '

At one end of the ball-room was a
large stage. The first tableau was “The
Queen of the Snows.” Standing on an
iceberg in the centre of a snowy waste
was the statuesque figure of the Com-

and wearing a silver crown. The pic-
ture “La Source” was represented by
the Duchess de Gramont who, in a cos-
tume of silver, appeared in a -niche of
rock from which gushed a waterfall.

One of the numbers most admired
was a dance by two white peacocks—
the Duchess de Bisaccia and the Vicom-
tesse de la Tour du Pin—and a black
peacoek, the Comtesse de Castillon. The
Comtesse Jean de Segonzac, a beautiful
Ariadne, died a. poetic death amid flow-
ers.

Wealthy, But Pilfers Cigars

For the tenth-time a man of some
private means, living in easy circum-
stances in the Paris suburbs, has been
arrested for stealing cigars. His method
was to enter a tobacconist’s shop, where
cigars of various prices were displayed
in open compartments and, while in-
specting one, adroitly to abstract half
a dozen-or so. When arrested he was
found te have- seventy-four fine cigars
in his pockets, and his pretty little villa'
at Gantilly contained more than 700, all
expensive cigars of fine brands. He says
he remembers nothing.

The curious thing is that, though the
man has been convicted several times,
he has always managed to avoid taking
his punishment, so presumably he has
! “protection.” °

Trying to Kill Aviator?

For some days there has been talk of
a mysterious sabotage in connection with
a commissioned officer’s aeroplane. The
officer’s name is Uberthier, and he was
raised from the ranks and ‘promoted
sub-lieutenant, owing to his bravery ‘at
the time of the mutiny of the 17th Regi-
ment at Beziers some years ago wifen he
prevented, at the risk of his life, the
soldiers from blowing up a powder mag-
azine. Some .of the men who had a
grudge against him are said to belong
to the Labor Confederation and are al-
leged to have sworn to take revenge.

During the last month or six weeks
the sub-lieutenant has had a series of
strange accidents. One of these happen-
ed when he was flying at a height of
8.790 feet. Then another time he was
flying at a height of 2,400 feet when
something gave way. On each occasion
the aeroplane came down tilting side-
ways and it was by a miracle that he
was not killed. On a third occasion he
was flying at a height of 800 feet when
a valve got out of order, and it was by
extraordinary presence of mind that the
aviator held to his seat and managed to
steer for a hedge, which again saved
his life. The apvaratus is now guarded
by troopers. It is a complete wreck and
the volice are assisting the military au-
thorities in making an inquiry.

Recently at the Hotel de Ville, was
held the annual examination of drivers
of taxis and fiacres who have taken a
course in foreign languages. Of twelve
examined seven passed and received the
authorization to wear the badge which
indicates their abilitv to speak one or
more of these four languages—English,
German, Ttalian and Spanish. Police-
men also of late vears have the right to
take a course in modern ‘languages, but
few of them now avail themselves of it,
as they have discovered that he who in-
creases knowledge does not thereby in-
crease his pay.

and German. When reminded that he
had now the qualifications which are
demanded of the candidate for the
“baccaleaureat,” M. Hussat replied that
he was already a Bachelor of Letters,
having taken his degree in classics forty
vears ago.

ers in St. Pancras Town hall.

One little girl was so anxious to be-
gin walking backward away from roy-
alty that she dropped her bag on the
floor—but royalty -didn’t mind, and
i stooped to pick up the bag herself.

The Duchess of Marlborough, as pre-
sident 'of the school, was in the chair,
wearing a graceful plum colored gown
and a tulle-swathed brown hat.

In introducing the speakers the duch-
ess said that they had been compelled
to begin the work of their school at the
wrong end. Girls ought to be taught
domestic hygiene and mother-craft, for
a well-cooked meal was a better antidote
tto drink than legislation.

The Lesson—and After

Mrs. Pember Reeves ruffied the sereng
and flowery atmosphere of the meeting
by an impassioned speech, in which she
told something of her research work in-
to the causes of infantile mortality.

She said it was not possible for the
peéople to make healthy homes on their
wages, even where these were regular
and the husband was sober, and she ap-
plauded the work of the School for Mo-
thers and the magnificent teaching of
cookery in the elementary -schaols, be-
cause through these the women and girls
would learn that it was not possible to
bring up families in London on 24s a
week. )

When this impossibility had been
shown to them the people™ would in-
sist on better conditions.

Things were not cheaper in the areas
inhabited by the poot, as many rich
people imagined. The poor paid twice
as much rent per cubic foot of space as
the rich did, while for gas, which the
bought by the pennyworth, and coal,
which they bought by the paper-bagful,
they paid half as much again. ;

Some of the food might be cheaper,
but it was such as the children of rich
people would not be allowed to touch.

As Well Say Champagne

Mrs, Reeves went on to say that she
went among the poor with the idea of
teaching them that milk was the proper
food for babies. She might as well have
told them to give their children cham-
pagne or get them motor-cars for their
airings.

The poor could not afford geod milk.
They had to use the tinned sort, which
even the manufacturers did not recom-
mend for infants.

One of the actual “budgets”. read by
Mrs. Reeves in support of her plea was
that of a father, mother and six chil-
dren. It contained the following items,
the total outlay not having to exceed
2]s. 9d.:— b

Rent, 8c. for three tiny rooms.

Starch, soap and soda, 6&d.;
things, 1s. 10d.

Coal, 1s.; gas, 11d.

Burial insurance, 1s. 8d..

Food, 7s. 11d.:

The baby had to be washed with the
same piece of soap that was used in
scrubbing the floor, explained Mrs.
Reeves, and it was not very pleasant for
the baby when bits of cinder had be-
come embedded ip that piece.

The burial item seemed abnormal, but
what could the people do? In Lambeth
and Kennington the undertakers wapld
not bury a tiny infant until they hhd
80s. paid down in cash. If the parents
could not produce this they were paup-
erized. :

The Schoolboy’s Wisdom

If men chose their yives with a yiew
to their being good mdthers they would
choose only those who had good teeth,
declared George Themson, L. D. S., who
spoke of the good dental work done at
the St. Pancras School for Mothers.

Children’s teeth ought to be examin-
ed when boys and girls were three years
old, and proper attention would spare
them the miseries of toothache. Sound,
hard foods, -especially apples, would keep
teeth clean without such artificial aids
as the toothbrush. A schoolboy follow-
ed Nature when he stole, and ate, sour
apples. ’

Lady Meyer, in appealing for funds
for the school, said that St. Pancras did
not thoroughly appreciate the excellent
work that was being done. There were
several big railway and other compan-
ids that draw their workers from the
district, and she wanted to make these
companies subscribe. If she were a big
shareholder she would go to ti® meet-
ings and ask the directors whether they
were going to have big dividends and
small babies for the workpeople or
smaller dividends and big healthy bab-
ies.

Timbers of the Famous Battleship Captured by the Shannen Just
a Hundred Years Ago Were Used to Build a Water Mill
In English Village of Wickham—"Chesapeake Mill”
is Visited Yearly by Tourists

mer, and the house that has one on its
front lawn is the haven for all the young
sters in the neighborhood. Most merry-
go-rounds are expensive affairs and the
average citizen eannot afford to install
one in his household. They are great
things to keep the children off the
streets and out of danger of the horses
and automobiles, ‘and for this reason,
perhaps, the investment would pay for
itself. ‘

It is not necessary to spend a lot of
money for a merry-go-round that is at
once a safe thing for the children to
play with and a safety device in that it
keeps them at home. A piece of 6 x 6
lumber 12 ft. long forms the centre post.
Sink bolts 8-4 in. in diameter in each
end of ‘this post so that about. 2 in.
of the bolt protrudes from each' end.
Short pieces of wood‘are nailed to the
post 2 ft. from the end ‘that is to be
the bottom. These are to form the hub
for the spokes that are to hold the plat-
form. The ‘spokes are made from 12
pieces of 2x4 material 12 ft. long.

Pwelve hooks are placed at equal dis-
tances about the centre pole about 1
ft. from the top and heavy wires or
cables are run from each of these hooks
to each of the spokes and fastened to
the spokes about 2 ft. from the outer
end.

London, June 17—One hundred years
ago the British frigate Shannon met the
American frigate “Chesapeake” off Bos-

ton and captured her after one of the
greatest sea-fights iin naval history.
Seven years later the Chesapeake was a

1 water 'mill .peacefully grinding out corn
‘|in the slumberous -Hampshire village of

Wickham, .and there today she  still
stands.. “One of the swords which have
been. beaten into ploughshares,” an Eng-
lish writer called her the other day.

The visitor finds Wickham a big
peaceful square, surrounded on three
sides by quaint, low shops and inns and
dignified houses with charming Georgian
fronts, and with a trimming of cobbled
pavements round it. Wickham {s in the
softly undulating Meon valley, the home
of water mills, and Chesapeake mill is a
water mill. The visitor expects to see
a picturesque timber structure, and .is
disappointed. Chesapeake mill presents
a flat stone face to the road. The only,
hint of romance lies in words carved on
to ‘one of its stones, “I. Prior; Built
1820;” for it was Mr. Prior who bought
the Chesapeake from the admiralty as
old timber, paying $2,500 for her. The
Admiralty paid something like $107,-
000 for the Chesapeake.

The visitor, taken inside, sees a great
spacious floor, running back into the
shadows. Above him are huge beams.
These beams were once the Chesapeake.
In order to remove 'any chance of scep-
ticism he is ‘shown how every beam is
beaded. Millers did not go to the ex-
pense of beading their beams. = when
building their mills. That is more con-
vincing even than the shot holes; not
that anyone ever doubted that the shot
holes were caused by the Shannon’s
marksmen, for people do not amuse
themselves usually by boring through
beams, some of them fourteen inches
deep by more than a foot broad, and
these beams are bored clean through. A
walking stick can' pierce them.

They ,are a lasting memorial to the
close range at which the. historic fight
was fought. Smaller beams, beaded in the
old, agent for Carpenter-Marnier, the
same way, cross the great ones, and it
is the same above. The beams-are.of fir,
probably Douglas fir from the forests o}
Oregon. Not so very long ago two por-
tions of one of these beams were sent

to Anierica, to Miss *Lawrence, a de-
scendant of -the commander of’ the
Chesapeake. After a long and interest-
ing ' correspondence with Arthur Arn-
owner: of the mill, Miss Lawrence asked
for & piece -of the ship’s timber.

WL PAY $175,000 IN
PRIZES FOR LIVE STOCK

Panama-Pacific Horse Race Purses
Will Total $225,000

San Francisco, June 27—Great prizes
and valuable trophies are to be offered
for prize winning live stock at the Pa-
nama-Pacific . International Exposition.
The exposition management has set
aside $175,000 as prize money for the
live stock division alone and besides this
there will be. many special funds and
trophies. The sum of $225,000 wil be de-
voted to harness races.

An innovation which has already at-
tracted the attention of breeders all over
the world is that live stock will be on
display throughout the period of the ex-
position, which lasts for ten consecutive
months, from February to December,
1915. This is a decidedly new venture in
universal expositions and a record dis-
play is assured in the live stock divis-

{ion. Prize winning stock from all parts

of the world will be shown.

Two race ‘tings will be held at the
exposition ‘d...ng the year, one in the
spring and one in the autumn. The
$225.000 is offered under the auspices of
the Pacific Coast  Trotting Horse
Breeders’ Association. The races will be
international in character and will be
held on a mile race track which is now
being constructed.

FLEA-BEETLES AND THEIR
CONTROL

The Division of Entomology , of the
Experimental Farms Branch of the Do-
minion Department of Agriculture, Ot-
tawa, hag recently issued Entomologi-
cal Circular, No. 2, by Mr. Arthur Gib-
son, Chief Assistant Entomologist, on
“Flea-Beetles and Their Control.”

The flee-beetles are an important
group of insects which attack the foliage
of many plants. They are particularly
destructive to the leaves of several kinds
of vegetable crops, such as turnips, po-
tatoes, tomatoes, radishes, etc. The

early summer when the plants are vis-
ited by large numbers of the beetles.
Numerous small holes are eaten into
and through the leaves, in fact, some
of the species completely defoliate cer-
tain. plants. Owing to their jumping
habit, these insects were given the popu-
dar name of flea-beetles. In size *they
range from one-twentieth to one-quar-
ter of an inch. TIn Canada there are
five species which are of considerable
economic importance, and these are dis-
cussed and figured. In addition, de-
scriptions are given of eight other spe-
cies which occasionally appear in de-
structive  number. A chapter on
“Methods of Control” gives full par-
ticulars as to remedies which have been
found most successful in the control of
these insects. i
