the Eastern Electric company, whose 
station is at the corner of Union and 
Smythe streets.

There are now six electric power 
stations in this city, including the light 
stations in the North end and Carleton, 
and when all are in operation they sup­
ply the electricity for making over 7,000 
electric lamps glow. Of this number 
nearly 700 are arc lights, and about 6,300 
or more incandescent- Hundreds of 
miles of wire have been stretched, and 
it is known that the three companies 
have now a total of fully 1500 poles in 
use. These with the telephone and 
telegraph companies poles must

up to something like 2,000 or enough to 
make quite an extensive branchless for­
est if they were standing within a few 
feet of each other.

On the 10th of December the New 

Brunswick Electric company are to hold 
a meeting which it is understood, is to 
consider the advisability of amalgamat­
ing that company with the Eastern El­
ectric company. It is believed that this 
move Will enable-the business now con­
ducted by the two companies to be car­
ried to better advantage and will give a 
better chance for extending it.

The New Brunswick company now 
have two stations one on Princess street 
and the other near the ferry floats. They 
ran about 2800 incandescent lights and 
nearly 100 arc lights besides having the 
contract for running 130 street lights. 
Sixty-one of the latter are now being 
run for them by the Eastern Electric 
Company. The Eastern Electric Com­
pany have a splendid station at the foot 
of Union street. It has attracted the at­
tention of prominent electricians and an 
article about it is to appear in the next 
issue of tbe Electrical Engineer. Mr. 
Edison has also sent to get a photo­
graph of it so as to have the picture 
printed in his catalogue of 
electric stations. The company have 
their wires over a large portion of 
the city from Lower Cove to Indiantown, 
sufficient to supply about 3,000 incan­
descent lights. They are now running 
about 1,800 of these and a number of 
arc lights.

The Gas Company has a splendidly 
equipped station on St. James street, 
and their wires run nearly all over the 
city. They are running about 1,800 in­
candescent lights and nearly 250 arc 
lights.

The Eastern Co. are also to sup­
ply the power for the running of the 
electric street cars which will probably 
be put on next year.

The Soap Suds Hand. — Remember 

that one can have the hands in soapsuds 
with soft soap without injury to the skin, 
if the hands are dipped in vinegar or 
lemon juice immediately after.

Indian meal and vinegar or lemon juice 
used when roughened by cold or labor, 
will heal or soften them. Rub the hands 
in this, then wash off thoroughly and 
rub in glycerine. Those who 
suffer from chapped hands in 
winter will find this comforting.

Coffee In Sickness.—A nourishing 
drink for sick people is made as follows : 
Make a strong cup of coffee, and let it 
all come to a boil, then pour it over a 
well beaten egg in the cup in which it is 
to be served. A medical exchange says 
that life can be sustained by that drink 
when nothing else can be taken.

Many fanners are heavily in debt and 
cannot afford to buy purebred stock or a 
large amount of grain to feed their cattle.. 
Money is a scarce article and they are 
looking for a way to get more. Possibly 
they are in the dairy business and want 
to get some better stock to grade np, but 
they cannot raise a dollar to buy another 
animal. Sell some of your poorer cows 
for what they will bring and the hay 
that would keep them until spring. Take, 
this money and bay some grai n with it 
say equal parts of bran or oats, cotton­
seed or linseed meal. Begin to feed each 
cow 4 or 5 lbs: of grain a day with clover 
hay, com fodder and . straw. Increase 
the ration gradually until each cow has 
all the grain that she can make use of, 
say 12 lbs. a day. The extra amount of 
milk will give you money to bay some 
more and will pay twice what 
the grain costs. Raise the heif­
er calves out of your best cows 
and get some others. Go to some 
neighbor who has been grading up with 
Jerseys, Guernseys, Holsteins or what­
ever you want and procure from him 
some of bis heifer calves out of his best 
native cows. He will probably have all 
the high grades that he wants and be 
glad to let you have the half bloods. 
You can get these for about $3 a piece 
when a week old. You may also be able

pure bred, no matter if he has not a gilt 
edge pedigree he will be better than a 
high grade. Next year get some more 
heifer calves the same way and the 
third year you will have some of your 
own.

Feed your calves 12 to 14 lbs. a day of 
whole milk until they are a week old 
when it may be partly skimmed. When 
a month old they may be given all skim- 
milk and about 8 qts. a day. Warm the 
milk to blood heat and give it to them 
three times a day. Fix a rack so yon can 
put in some clover hay where the calves 
can pick at it and put up a box where 
yon can feed them grain. Do not turn 
them out in a bare field or orchard but 
give them a little milk as long as you 
have it and keep them in a small yard 
with a clean shed or stable where they 
can get away from the flies and hot snn 
if it is in the summer. Handle your 
calves to make them gentle and you 
will have no trouble with them when 
they are .cows. Keep them growing and 
feed a little grain all the while and breed 
them when 15 to 16 months old. Use the 
best aged bull that you can find and one 
that.has by his heifers, proved himself 
to be a good one. There is hardly any­
one but that is so situated that he can­
not do this. It won’t cost you any money 
to speak of and you will be making lots 
more in a short time. As you improve 
your dairy yon will improve yourself, 
and the more you learn the more you 
will desire to know. You will soon begin 
to read more, to think more and find out 
for yourself other ways of improvement 
—New England Homestead.

The cheese factories have a firm hold
upon the country. We are glad that they 
have, and hope that they always will 
have; but we are desirous that creameries 
shall become equally well established in 
the farming community. In 1889, the 
number of cheese factories in the pro­
vince was 784, and these used the milk 
of 273,231 cows. The milk, therefore, of 
but little more than one-third of our 
cows went to the cheese factories. If 
the creamery business could be so work­
ed up that the cream from an equal 
number of cows could be sent to the 
butter factories what an excellent show­
ing we could make ! It may take some 
years to do this, but why should it be 
looked upon as unattainable ?

The ladies of the farm homes should 
surely flavor the extension of the cream­
ery system. Viewed in the light of flêlf- 
interest, it is almost marvellous that 
they do not come ont in one united cru­
sade in favor of the movement It would 
so.much lighten their labors. It is just 
more than possible that one element 
of their indifference to the extension of 
creameries is found in the fact that the 
revenues to their side of the honse is 
cat off by sending the cream to the fact­
ory. Many farmer’s wives send batter 
to the grocery; and after the groceries for 
the honse are purchased, the balance 
coming in is, by common consent, their 
rightful heritage. They are thus famish­
ed with pocket money to supply their 
varied wants and those of the family. 
In other words, they enjoy the pleasure 
of laying out money which they have 
rightfully earned as may seem best to 
them. When the cream goes to the 
factory this source of revenue is cut off, 
for the money then goes into the pos­
session of the “ Julius Ceesar ” of the 
home, and it is too apt to remain under 
his jurisdiction notwithstanding the 
degree of authority exercised on the 
other side of the house. We all know 
that possession gives one a great advan­
tage, and, no doubt, this is better known 
to none than our farm matrons. If they 
will be,advised, however they can get at 
the matter in another way. They should 
consent to have the cream go to the 
factory, bnt should stipulate at the 
time, on the ground of ilalienable rights, 
to have their full share of the proceeds. 
They would then have the money, with 
not more than half the work. We sBell 
hope therefore, that the matrons of our 
farm homes will look into this matter 
and withdraw their opposition, where it 
may have existed, to the introduction of 
the creamery.

The travelling dairy which has recent­
ly been inaugurated by the Hon. John 
Dryden, the Minister of Agriculture, can­
not bnt result in a vast improvement of 
the standard of the batter made in the 
country. But as long as butter is made 
on the farm, the labor of making-butter 
is not taken from the farmer’s wife, nor 
is that uniformity in quality secured 
which is so necessary to the establish­
ment, of an export trade. This can only 
be accomplished through the more gen­
eral introduction of creameries.—Canad­
ian Live Stock Journal
