Otficers from  Bes
co were taken irom each of the com-
panies, officers of one company be-
came officers of the other, and it was
sometimes difficult to ascertain which
company a particular officer at a par-
ticular juncture was representing, es-
pecially when transactions were be-
ing dealt with which if they were for
the benefit of one company would
equally be for the benefit of both or
all.
Early in August 1920 Sir Richard
Squires, the then Prime Minister ot
the Colony; he

its own

{ was absent until the early part of

December. He, left his financial ai-
fairs in the hands of Miss J. G. Mil-
ler (now Mrs. Harsant) his account-
ant and manager, who was the sis-
ter of Mr. J. J. Miller, the account-
ant of the Dominion Company at
Wabana, Bell Island.

During Sir Richard’s absence Mr.
Miller engaged in a series of trans-
actions with the ¢object and effort
of relieving the financial pressure up*
on him, and the Bank of Nova
Scotia in consequence transferred
considerable sums of money, amount-
ing in all to more than $43,000, from
the account of the Dominion €Com-
pany to that of Sir Richard Squires.
The transactions were embodied in
the following documents:—

(1) A 30 days draft dated August
3rd, 1920, for $5,973.75 drawn by
“Squires & Winter, R. A. Squires
per J. G. Miller” on the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company, purporting

The,
men state that one man who -died
from measles and pneumonia was
left there for 14 hours before any
steps  were taken to prepare thé body '
for burial. The men suggest that

The Strike
at Deer Lake

'MEN’S DELEGATE WAITS
ON THE PRIME MIN-
ISTER

As we intimated in a recent issue,
the workmen employed principally by
the Fraser Brace Co., sub-contract-
ors for the big power station, etc.,
at Deer Lake, went on strike in or-
der to bring about better conditions.
: Représentatives of the men had made
appeals. to the employers or their
foremen but received very little or no
satisfaction. They were told that
‘there was nothing to discuss. This
fooced the men to hold a meeting, at
! which there was about 800 present.

. A committee was appointed to con-
sider carefully the cause or causes ot
complaint. The complaints were as
follows:— :

LOW WAGES.

The present rate of wages for lab-
orers is 25c per hour, and for ear-
penters 35c per hour. Out of the
1450 men employed about 1200 are
laborers. The remainder are carpen-
ters. At 25c per hour the laborer
earns when he is steadily employed
about $75.00 per month. Out of this
he pays boards at the rate of $25.5¢
per month; doctor 4oc per month;
expenses travelling to and from Deer
Lake will average about $4.50 per
month. This leaves the net earnings
about $4500 per month. This, the
men claim, is not enough to support
their families on even the common
necessaries of life.

2. HIGH BOARD.

The company claims that they have
to advance their board charges from
85c to $1.00 a day. If this be so, the
men state that if it is costing the
company more, it certainly justifies
the claim of the men that the wages
they are getting are insufficient to
meet the requirements of family men
wanting only the common necessar-
ies of life. The men therefore claim
that to increase the price of board
would be an outrage, and should not
be permitted by the Government.
