MOVING DAY.

THE TRIALS AND TRIBULATIONS OF
THE HOUSEHOLDER,.

Carpets that won’t fit and Other Evils
of May Day.

It is generally conceeded that May
day is ofall the days in the year the one
that most tries the temper of the house-
holder. In St. John at least a consider-
percentage of our people, for reasons
best known to themselves, think it
necessary to move on the 1st day of May
and this May day seems to have con-
tributed a larger crop of removals than|
usual to the general aggregate. But
fortunately the day has been fine, and
everything has been in favor of the
unfortunates who have had
to take up their bed
and walk, soto speak. And this year.
there has been a good deal of prelimin-
ary moving done, by parties who took
advantage of the factthat the houses
they were going to were available for
occupancy, prior to the first day of the
month.

The great rush of the movers however
commenoed last evening, when working

men especiallyand others whose employ-
ments did not permit them to lose a day,
began to pack up and vacate their old
quarters. While drays laden with
household goods traversed the streets
women assisted in flitting by carrying
pictures, clocks, lamps and other
portable articles of a valuable character
in their hands. Early this = morning
manyhouses had been vacated complete-
ly by their former tenants and were a-
waiting the arrival of the who are to oc-
cupy them during the current year. This
afternoon most of the work of moving
had been completed, and this evening
will finish all that remains to be done
in that way. The mere moving however
is but part,and not the largest part of the
householders toil. When the household
goods of a family have been dumped in-
to the new house and the truckman has
been paid and dismissed, - the] first ste,
has only been taken in the difficult
work. A family thus situated is like a
wandering band of Arabs who bave to
provide immediately for -their material
wants where they encamp. The kitchen
stove has first to be got in position, for
the women cannot be deprived
of their cup of tea whatever befall.
Happy is the family that have a stove
man at hand in such an emergency, for
the handling of stovepipe exercises such
an effect on the temper of the average
Christian, that none but clergymen of
tried patience, and an occasional elder or
deacon should ke permitted to do this
work, for fear of a fall from grace. The
i stove should be a fixture in

every welt and the inter-
ests of piety would be served
thereby.

When the kitchen stove has been got
into its place, and the neeeded means of
refreshment secured, provision must be
made for sleeping and the beds put up.
This is easily done, but what is more
dreary than to sleep in a cold room, with-
out a carpet, and with the furni-
ture disarranged? Then comes
the great problem, will the carpets
fit? - usually they do not fit for
uniformity in the form and style of 'our
houses and rooms does not. to St
John. And then how-dirty the house is;
exclaims the new comer, and often with
good reason, for even a house that has
péen cleaned is apt to get dirty when
travelled by the muddy feet of cartmen
and those handling the furniture.” Then
there are the little crosses ofithe temper,
which come from breakage and damage
to furniture and the small articles lost
or missing. Everything is new and
strange in the new house; the neighbors
are new also. The groceryman is quite
different from our old friend with whom
we have been dealing for the past year.
The life we are leading in our new home
will be under new and dfferent condi-
tions, and change does not always prove
to be an improvement. Old ties have been
broken and new ones fhave not yet
grown to any strength. May day mov-
ing is a worry and a trouble, under the
best of conditions, and the less we have
to do of it the better.

A BABY COUNTERPART OF CAIN.

In Cold Blood Little Eddie Hexamer
Murders His Infant Cousin.

Canton, O., April30.—Only a few years
ago Canton gained unenviable notoriety
through a triple execution. Three boys,
varying in age from sixteen to nineteen
years, were hanged for deliberate mur-
der. Two of them Frank Mann and
George Orr, killed an old man named
‘Warmouth for money he did not possess.
The other, John Sammett, killed his
chum, Edward Spuhler, for fear the lat-
ter might testify against him in a burg-
lary case. It remained for to-day,
however, to furnish a murder almost
too appalling to be bhelieved. FEddie
Hexamer, aged eight years, in cold
blood killed his five-year-old cousin,
Charlie Deckman, at Malvern, an outly-
ing village, where, the parents of both
children live. Charles Deckman, father
of the dead boy, is Secretary of the Mal-
vern Clay and Brick Company and a
well-known capitalist, while Jacob Hex-
amer, father of the infant murderer, is
associated with Mr. Deckman in busi-
ness. The two urchins, in company
with & number of other youngsters, were
romping about the commons near the
Deckman residence. Young Hexamer
noticed a shotgun standing against the
Deckman house. The children toyed
with it for a few moments, then they
again returned to piay and spent an hour
or more pleasantly together. The Hex-
amer boy finally got tired. He told the
children he was going to quit playing
and he wanted them also to do so. Lit-
tle Deckman demurred and a childish
quarrel occurred. Finally young Hex-
amer ordered his cousin to leave the
place. The five-year-old would not move.
Hexamer then told Deckman that unless
he left at once he would shoot him.

Poor little Deckman stood bravely
still, evidently challenging the execution
of a threat that he never dreamed his
older cousin would execute. Inan in-
stant the gun was snatched up by arms
that could scarcely hold it, and before any
one could prevent the little fingers pull-
ed the trird%ger There wasa flash,a
blood-curdling cry, and the murder was
done. Deckman was carried to his home.
The charge had taken effect in the boy’s
head. He lingered in pain a short time
aud died.

The grief of both families is terrible.
The young murderer scarccly realizes
the enormity of his crime. He is at
his home, within a stone’s throw of the
house where the little lifeless body of
his cousin lies cold in death. Coroner
Schaffer has been summoned. The
authorities will delay action until the
Coroner completes his inquest. Mean-
while young Hexamer will be kept under

I have not done so and
am quite ready to sail against anything
that may be brought out against me.
A 70-footer under ordinary  cir-
cumstances stands a poor chance a-
gainst a vessel of 86 feet like the
Volunteer. No one will deny that a
match between vessels of the same class
is more interesting as a race than one in
which any great disparity of size on the
part of the competitors exists. But de-
fending the international cup is an ex-
ceptional case, and no reasonable objec-
tion can be made to the Volunteer if they
choose to bring her out. The other day
one correspondent expressed an opinion
with which I am inclined to agree name-
ly, that in order to winback the America
Cup we ought to build for that express
purpose. If I fail I trust British
yatchsmen will develop that idea.
My ship is a compromise. I cannot af-
ford the luxury of a vessel built mainly
for the purpose of crossing the ocean and
competing for the cup. The Valkyrie
was designed for racing here, in the
sixty-ratirig class. But as there anpear-
ed to be no other prospect of a challenge
I departed from my original intention
as little as possible, but tothe extent of
constructing her to gail in the seventy-
foot American class.”

THE HARVEY-SALISBURY LINE.

There is a sensible old maxim that
there is no great loss without some
small gain, which ought to give the peo-
ple of St. John some comfort while smart-
ing under the outrage ofthe construction
of a railway from Harvey to Salisbury
as a government work. The government
have embarked in this work and will
probably complete it, although it will
perhaps cost $4,000,000 and may be
actually longer than the line by way of
St. John, By an air line the distance
from Harvey to Salisbury is 97 miles, and
the distance from Harvey to Fredericton
is 23 miles. But it is estimated by en-
gineers who have surveyed the proposed
line that, owing to the difficult
character of the country, a practicable
line cannot be ohtained from Harvey
to Fredericton that will be less
than 37 miles in length. If the rest of
the country to be traversed is equally
difficult, and there is reason to fear it is,
the Harvey-Salisbury line, instead of
being only 113 miles long, as Sir John
estimates, will be actually 156 miles long
or 15 miles longer than the present rail-
way between the same points by way of
St, John. There is every indication also
that, besides being as long or longer than
the present line,and very costly to build,
it will have wuch steeper grades than
the line from St. John to Harvey, so that
the haulage of freight overit wi.l be an ex- |
pensive process and, it will be speed- |
ily abandoned as a freight line. The
Canadian Pacific Railway Company may
be bound by the terms of theirlease 1o
give a train service overit, but such a
clauge can only be applied to passenger
traffic and not to freight. If the road is
ever built, when the Montreal Express
reaches Harvey, passengers who desire |
to view the dreary wilderness between
that point and Salisbury, will be given
the option of changing cars, and passing
over the new line, but the bulk of the
travel will always pass through St. John.

In the meantime, and while the people |
of St. John are properly indignant at the |
treatment they have received at the
hands of the government, they will have

it. Of the $4,000.000 which it will pro-
bably cost, a large part will be disbursed
in St. John, and the people of Halifax
will not handle a cent of all this expen-
diture. Of the 15,000 tons of rails, which
it will take to lay the line, every ton will
have to be landed in St. John; of the
hundreds of thousands of plates, nuts,and
bolts required for the road probably

every one will be made in St. John;
of the supplies for the contractors |
who do the work the greater part will |
necessarily come to St. John. St. John |
in fact, for the next three or;four years, |
while the new line is being built, will be |
enjoying all the advantages of a liberal |
expenditure of public money, while the |
people of Halifax will get nothing. until |
the road is built, and when this occurs |
they will find that they have received;
nothing but a dry crust. We decline to |
believe that any through freight of a |
heavy character can or will be carried |
over the Harvey-Salisbury line to |
Halifax. |
|
Another consideration should afford |
St. Johin some comfort and make the |
bnilding of the Harvey and Salisbury line |
less of an evil than it at first appears. |
Although of no use as a through freight |
road, it may become of value to St. John |
by giving itaccess toa country which |
cannot at present be reached in the win- |
ter, except with much difficulty. |
This district, which may have valuable "
resources, will now become tributary to
St. John, and whatever advantageis to be |
obtained from its trade St. John will re- |
ceive. The Central railway taps the |
Short Line at the head of Grand Lake, |
and will bring to St. John whatever ar- !
ticles the country along the line east or |
west has for shipment; so it may be dis- |
covered in the end,that this line so clam- |
orously demanded by Halifax,may be ofi_
more advantage to us than to the city of \
the frozen harbor.

CAPITAL NOTES.

The Short Line Grant Put Through the
House.

Ottawa, April 30.—The house met at
1.30 o'clock, and after brief routine, plung-
ed into an exciting debate over Sir John’s
motion to receive the report of the com-
mittee of the whole on the resolution
providing for the construction of a rail-
way between a point of junction of the
New Brunswick railway at or near Har-
vey, New Brunswick, and a point of
junction with the Intercolonial railway
at or near Salisbury, New Brunswick,
or somewhere between Salisbury and
Moncton.

Mr. Weldon of St. John renewed his
objection of last night, strenuously pro-
testing against the expenditure of mill-
ions for the work until the house was
given data as to its cost and the distance
to be saved. He recited St. John's disap-
pointments and tribulations since con-
federation as to railway connection with
upper provinces, and denounced the
present scheme as a most hideous out-
rage, in that the Canadian Pacific were
to be paid to shunt off the main line
when less than 60 miles from St John
and pass on to Halifax. He characterized
Mr. Temple’s offer to build the Short line
as that of boodlers, and urged the gov-
ernment to adhere to their original de-
sign and treat St. John on the same
terms as Halifax.

Board of Trade.

The largest and most influential meet-
ing of the Board of Trade ever held here
took place yesterday afternoon. .

The President, W. H. Thorne, occupied
the chair. He explained the meeting
was called to protest against the Harvey-
Salisbury Short Line and all the other
measures proposed by the government
incidental to such Short Line and stated
that the people of 8t. John were unable
to see that the building of this line was
called for in the interests of any section
of this Province or of any section of this
Dominion, a few people in Halifax ex-
cepted. He added it would be of very
great injury to St. John and there was
not the smallest equivalent of any kind.

Mr. C. H. Fairweather moved a resol-
ution which he supported in an able and
earnest speech, temperate in tone yet
firm and just and patriotic in character.

Mayor Thorne seconded Mr. Fair-
weather’s reeolutions in a brief speech.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said no one would
be disposed to find fault with the re-
solutions or with the manner in which
Mr. Fairweather dealt with the case, but
he doubted the expediency of passing
these resolutions now, as the Short Line
matter has been arranged and the con-
traet-with the C. P-R.agreed upon. He
understood it was not decided the bridge
at St. John would not be made free, and
Senator Abbott had said the government
would now give that matter their best
consideration. With a free bridge and
improved terminal facilities St. John had
nothing to fear from Halifax.

Mr. George Robertson differred from
Mr. Pugsley. The citizens would not ap-
proach the government as whipped curs.
Short Line resolutions was the most out-
rageous legislation ever perpetrated in
Canada. In view of the record of the
mover of the resolutions it was useless to
talk about an equivalent, For years the
government had been trying to make Hal-
ifax the winter port. Mr. VanHorne saw
they had all the Short Line required
when the short lire was built to Matta-
wankeag. This was a question between
a Canadian and an American port. Hal-
ifax could not compete with the Ameri-
can ports. He said that the finance min-
ister should have protested and said to
the government “Gentlemen,before I see
this wrong committed I will leave the
government.” Mr. Robertson in conclud-
ing a forcible speech said he would be
sorry indeed now to ask the government
for the crumbs from their table.

Dr. Pugsley again spoke and thought
St. John should not let dignity stand in
the way of her best interests. He trusted
the people would wake up and help them-
selves and improve the facilities of this

port.

Dr. Alward alsospoke arguing that all
the people of St. John wanted was a fair
field and no favor,and the citizens would
be less than men if they did not resent
this action of the government.

C. A. Everett also fully endorsed the
spirit of the resolutions.

After some routine business and ap-
pointing Messrs. Turnbull, Cruikshank,
C A Everett and George Harding as re-
presentatives to the Exhibition Associa-
tion, the meeting adjourned.
