LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The correspondence in connection
with the advertising of the delinquent
tax sale shows clearly that the provin-
cial- officers bungled and the unfortuu-
ate delinquents were the sufferers.

THE PHARMACY ACT.

Amendments Introduced to Secure More
_Careful ‘Hamndling of Poisons.

Mr. Kennedy’s bill to amend the
Pharmaecy Act, 1891, is a short ome, its
two most important clauses being as fol-
“lows: “No person shall sell any poison
named in schedule ‘A, either by whole-
gsale or rotail, unless thy Dbox, bottle,
vessel, wrapper or cover in which such
poispn_is contained is distinctly labelled
with the mame of the.artticle. and the
word ‘poison,’ and if sold by retail, then
also the name and address of the pro-
prietor of the establishment in which such
poison is sold and mo person shall sell
such poison by retail except in a bottle
or other similar vessel covered = with
sharp or raised points blown or made
in the same, and mo person shall sell
any poison mentioned in schedule ‘A’ to
any perscn  unknown to - the sell-
er unless introduced by some
person - known to the wseller, and
on every sale of amny such article the
person: actually selling the same shall,
hefere delivery, make'an entfy in a bBook
to be kept for that purpose in the ferm
set forth in schedule ‘C’ to this Act,
stating the date of the sale, the name
and address of the purchaser, the name
and quantity of the article sold, ‘the
purpose for which it is stated by the
purchaser to be required, and the name
of the person, if any, who introduced
him, to which entry the signature shall
be affixed, under the penalty set forth 'n
section 20 of this.

& Duff, and a conference was held W_Lth
them. Mr. Walkely, who was acting
as spokesman for the contractors, said
that they had received the letter from
the council enclosing’ the resolution as
printed above, but had not been able to
reply to it as vet. He said that he saw
by the reports of the last meeting of
the council that they were not going to
raise the cofferdam. TUnless the coffer-
dam was raised they could not repair
the leaks, save by running off the wa-
ter.

Mr. Schultz, for
the defence, contended that as the twook
trout were caught in a non-navigable
and nontidal stream the court had no
jurisdietion, as a recent decision of the
which de-
clared that certain sections of the fish-
eries act were ultra vires of the Domin=
ion parliament, took away the power of
the Dominion to make regulations re-
specting fisheries in mon-navigable pro-
vincial waters.

Captain Walbran overruled this objee-
tion, and then Mr. Schultz argued that
the accused caucht the trout in =
stream which ran through private prop-
erly granted out of the crown prior to
confederation, and the owner of the land
had given sccused the right to take fish
from the stream. Mr. Schultz further
contended that as the right of fishery
was one of the profits of the land, the
proprietor of tha property had a proprie-
tory right to the fish. He also pointed
out that it is established law that di-
rectly an homest claim of right is sct
up it is mot for the magistrate to ad-
judicate on it unless it is on the face
of it unreasonable.’

i TOWNSITE ' OWNERSHIP.

People at Greenwood City Repeating the
Sandon Operation.

A correspondent writing from Green-
. wood says; ~“Three hundred.and twenty
‘acres, of land on Boundary Creek, . upun
a.portion of which Greedwood .City is
situate, have been ~staked off by cer-
tain residents of Greenwood as a pre-
emption and application made to the
government agent at Vernon to record
the same. Mr. Robert Wood, who is at
present in Victoria, located the greater
portion of this land as a mineral claim,
for 'which he now owns a crown grant,
laid it out as a townsite and has since
adisposed of a very large number of lots
It is claimed by the pre-emptors, follow-
ing a recent decision of Judge Forin at
Sandon, that Mr. Wood ig by virtue of
his crown 'grant entitled to only the

:I'gold, silver and other.minerals,.and.that

he canmot claim the surface rights. . The
qnmstibn appears to be narrowed down
to the construction to be placed on the
words ‘anoccupied crown land’ in the
land act.

“Shouvld the full court not decide ad-
versely to Judge Forin’s conclusions in
the matter of the Sandon townsite, it is
likely that many mineral claims in the
Kettle river district, especially such as
are suited for agricultural purposes,
will be staked off as pre-emptions, there-
by causing endless litigation and imped-
ing the settlement of the country, for no
one will care to purchase town lots or
locate mineral claims unless he is sure
that his title will be unquestioned.”

It will bave been noticed that Judge
Forin has corrected the mistaken idea
that he delivered any sucdh judgment as
these ‘“jumpers” are supposed to be
building upon. .He only made an obser-
vation in regard to the surface rights on
mining -elaims, but that has not the
force of a judgment.

According’to the pre-
amble -the ~aet iy comprehensive in ifs
scope, confirming to the crown all um-
recorded and unappropriated water and
water-power in the province, consolidat-
ing. and amending the law relating to
the aequiring of water-rights and privil-
eges for_ordinary, domestic, mining and
agricultural purposes, and making ade-
quate provision for municipal water sup-
ply, and for the application of water-
power to industrial and mechanical pur-
poses.

The new aet is divided into six parts,
the first being for the purpose of con-
firming to the crown
water. . All unrecorded water is declared
0 be vested in the™erown in the rignt
of the:proyince, and, sdve in the exercise

of. such diversion or appropriation, no
person shall ‘divert ‘or “apprepriate aay
water from any river, water-course, lake
or stream, excepting under the provis-
jons of this act, or of some other act
already or hereafter to be passed, or ex-
cept in the exercise of the general right
of all persons to use water for domesvic
and stock supply from any river, lake
or stream vested in the crown, and to
vshich there is access by a public road
or reserve. No right to the permanent
Qiversion or the exclugive use of warer
shall be acquired by any riparian owner
or_any other personm, by length of use or
otherwise than as the same miy be ac-
quired or conferred under the provisions
of this act, or some other existing or
future act of parliament.

The Lieutenant-Governor in council
may from time to time impose and re-
serve to the crown, in the right of the
province, such rents, royalties, tolls ind
charges in respect of the waters, or of
the lands of the crown and of the pow-
ers, rights and privileges, which are con-
ferred by this act, as by the Lieutenant-
Governor in conncil shall be deemed to
be just and proper, and may likewise
make and pass such regnlations and
rules as may be deemed necessary and
advisable for the collection and enforce-
ment of such rents, royalties, tolls aad
charges, or any of them: Provide],
that where by order in ccuncil suchi rents.
royalties, tolls and charges are fixed in
respect of any power, right or privilege,
the same shall be permanent for the
spage of five years next succeeding the
passing of such order in council fixing
the same, and thereafter shall be sub-
jeet- to quinquennial adjustment, in-
crease or decrease. ul

The second part of the act deals with
the acquisition of water by record for
ordinary, = domesti¢, agricultural and
mining purposes. HBvery owner of land
may secure the right to divert unrecord-
ed water for agricultural or for mechan-
ical or industrial purposes to an amount
reasonably necessary therefor -upon ob-
taining ‘a record in the!#hanper provided
by ‘the act. “Hvery owner of a mine
may secure similar rights for any mining
_purpose - whatsoever. upon obtaining =
reeord. ' The holders of such records are
given the right of entry on and through
the mines and lands of others for car
Tv'ng water, but they must wmake full
compensation for any loss or, damag®
which may be ¢aused by reason of sach
entry. Every holder of a record shall
take -alf rensonable means for utilizing
the water granted to him; and if he wil-
fully waste any. water, or take a quau-
{ity of water in excess of his actyal re-
quirements, the commissioner, or gold
wmr;?ssioner, may, mpon notice, cancel
or reduce the record or impose all neces-
sary conditions.

Provisions are made to appesl from
the decisions of the chief commissioner.

The third part makes provision .for
the sopplying of water by water-works
systems to cities, towns and unincorpor-
ated localities, . Amy municipality may,
from time to time, obtain one or more
records of the unrecordéd water in any
streams or lakes as a source or sources
of supply for a projected water-works
system, or a branch of a system, or to

‘laugment any existing system, or branch

of such system, in manner hereinafter
provided. Any municipality shall, from
time"to time, where a sufficient supply
of . nprecorded water is not available
within rensonable limits of distance and’
