TO THE COMMISSION

Reasons For Asking Increased Wages, 
Reduction of Hours and Change 

in Weighing System.

Hazelton, Pa., Nov. 4.—The statement 
of the anthracite mine workers’ case, 
which was filed with the strike commis­
sion ou Sunday night, was made public 
to-day. Copies of the statement have 
been furnished to the operators, who will 
leply in three or four days. The miners’ 
statement in full follows:
To the Anthracite Coal Commission:

The mine workers make of the oper­
ators the following demands, which were 
formulated by the Shamokin convention 
held March 1st to 24th, and for the en­
forcement of which the strike was in­
augurated.

First—An increase of 20 per cent, upon 
i the prices paid during the year 1901 to 

employees performing contract or piece 
work. This demand is made on account 
of the following reasons:

L The present rate of wages is much 
lower than the rate of wages paid in the 
bituminous coal fields for substantially 
similar work.

2. The present rate of wages is lower 
than is paid in other occupations requir­
ing equal skill and training.

3. The average annual earnings in the 
anthracite coal (fields are much less than 
the average annual earnings in the 
bituminous coal fields for substantially 
similar work.

4. The average annual earnings in the 
anthracite fields are much less than the 
average annual earnings for occupations 
requiring equal skill and training.

5. The rate of wages in the anthracite 
ccal fields is insufficient to compensate 
the mine workers, in view of the danger-, 
ous character of the occupation In rely 
tien to accidents, the liability to serious 
and permanent disease, the high death 
rate and tiie short average life incidental 
to this employment.

6. The annual earnings of the mine 
workers are insufficient to maintain the 
American standard of living.

7. The increase! cost of living has 
made it impossible to maintain a fair 
standard of life upon the basis of pre­
sent wages, and has not only prevented 
the mine workers from securing any 
benefit from increased prosperity, but has 
made their condition poorer on account 
of it.

8. The wages of the anthracite mine 
workers are so' low that their children 
are prematurely forced into the breakers 
and mills instead of being supported and 
educated upon the earnings of their 
parents.

9. The wages are below the fair and 
just earnings of mine workers in this in­
dustry.

Second—A reduction of 20 per cent, in 
hours of labor without any reduction of 
earnings for all employees paid by the 
hour, day or week. The second demand 
is similar to the first, in that it is design­
ed to increase the hourly rate of wages 
of mine workers employed by the day or 
week, and all the reasons applicable to 
the first demand are asked to be applied 
to the second petition. In addition there­
to we submit the following:

10. The 10-hour day is detrimental to 
tiie health, life, safety and well-being of 
mine workers.

11. Shorter hours improve the physi­
cal, mental and moral conditions of the 
mine workers.

12. Shorter hours increase the inten­
sity and efficiency of the labor.

13. The tendency of the national and 
state government and of organized trade 
and of production generally is toward 
shorter hours.

14. A working day of 8 hours is suf­
ficiently long for the best interests of the 
working men of the community.

Third—The inauguration of a system 
by which coal shall be weighed and paid 
for by weight, wherever practicable; the 
minimum rate per ton to be 66 cents of 
a legal ton of 2,240 pounds ; the differen­
tials now existing at the various mines 
to be maintained. This demand is made 
on account of the following reasons:

1. Measurement by the legal ton 
wherever practicable is the only honest 
and just system of measuring the earn­
ings of mine workers.

2. When the operators sell or trans­
port coal is on the basis of a legal ton 
of 2,240 pounds.

3. The excessive ton was originally in­
tended to compensate the other for the 
weight of the small sizes of coal which 
were Then discarded, but which are now 
vtlilized and sold, and therefore there 
is no present necessity for the use of any 
other than the legal ton.

ANOTHER BUSY DAY.

Coal Strike Commission Visited a Num­
ber of Mines and Interviewed 

Miners.

Hazelton, Pa., Nov. 3.—The anthracite 
strike commission spent tiie entire day 
in the Lehigh valley region, visiting 
mine and several mining villages. While 
most of the commissioners were looking 
over the territory. Recorder Wright was 
kept busy on the train in attending to 

T! he confesponâenca of the commission. 
A jiong -the* Stutters he-disposed of was 
the sending of a copy of Mr. Mitchell’s 
statement of the miners’ case. Under 
the agreement made before the com­
mission at Washington, the operators 
will make a reply ini three or four days.

The trip of the commission through 
this region was an interesting one, the 
conditions of mining being somewhat dif­
ferent from these existing in the Lacka­
wanna & Wyoming valley. The com­
mission’s first step of ■ the day was at 
Upper Lehigh. While in this place the 
arbitrators visited one of the homes of 
the miners, the firs.t_ they have been in 
since they have been touring the region. 
Drifton was the next place visited. All 
the miners employed at these mines are 
still on strike because the company in­
sists upon the men returning to work 
as individuals, and not in a body. At 
Jeddow, John Markle, the independent 
operator, jflined the party and escorted 
the commissioners to the mining village 
of Oakdale, near Jeddow. Mr. Markje 
showed them the clnb house, which he 
maintains there for the benefit of the 
men. On the run into Hazelton, where 
the breakers of number 40 shaft was 
inspected, Messrs. Markle, Duffy and 
Gallagher had a spirited discussion over 
the difficulties existing at the Markle 
mine. None of the men at the Markle col­
lieries have returned for the 
sons as those which are keeping the men 
out of Doxe mines. Mr. Markle told 
them he was running the Markle 
pany, and would maintain discipline. The 
commissioners were lowered into the 
workings 350 feet below, through a 
1,100-foot slope. While under ground 
many questions were asked ol* miners 
who worked iby the commissioners.

New York.
New York, Nov. 4.—The returns up to 

a late hour to-night indicated the re- 
election of Benj. B, Odell, Republican, 
to the governorship of New York state 
by from 16,000 to 20,000. The plurality 
of B. S. Coler, Democrat, in Greater 
New York, exceeded 15,000, a surplus of 
3,000 above the claim made by Charles 
F. Murphy, leader of Tammany hall. 
But even that large vote was not suffici. 
ent to overcome the Republican majori­
ties from out the state.

Figures from the congressional dis­
tricts in New York city and the Long 
Island counties apparently showed a 
loss of four members of the National 
House to the Republicans. The Demo­
crats made gains in the state legisla­
ture, but the gain was not sufficient to 
endanger the Republican hold on the 
seat in the United States Senate, now 
held by Thos. G. Platt.

'Washington.
Seattle, Wash., Nov. 4.—Incomplete 

returns from every county and big city 
in the state show, conclusively that to­
day's election is a veritable Republican 
landslide in the state of Washington. 
The Republicans elect the following 
ticket: Supreme court, Justice Hadley; 
Congressmen, Wesley L. Jones, Francis 
W. Cushman and Will E. Humphrey.

In Western Washington incomplete re­
turns from different places in many 
counties give the Republicans ten votes 
against one for the Democrats.
King county, where politics are always 
hottest, the Republicans sweep every­
thing except that Sheriff Cudihee, 
Democrat, is elected over Wooding, Re­
publican, by about 1,500 majority. Out 
of one hundred and thirty-five members 
of the legislature, the Republicans will 
have between '90 and 95.

New Jersey.
Trenton, N. J., Nov. 4.—The Republi­

cans will again control both Houses of 
the New Jersey state legislature by 
heavy majorities.

CANADIAN NOTES.
■ New York, Nov. 5.—With the list of 

12 persons killed and 74 injured be­
fore him, Coroner Scholed has inaugur­
ated an investigation of the explosion 
of fireworks in Madison square last 
evening. Eight men have been locked up 
charged with criminal neglect, and the 
coroner has issued a warrant for the 
arrest of John Dimundio, of Coney Isl­
and, who is alleged to have been in 
charge of the fireworks. “It is a case 
of absolute criminal neglect” said the 
coroner. “One of the mortars was set 
off, and it was pointed at a row of other 
mortars in a line. There was a defect 
in the bottom of the mortar, and it lean- 
erf toward the others, which were set 
gff by the fire thrown toward them.”

DV ii'ic't Attorney Jerome, who was at 
the Union Club on Fifth avenue, not ftu 
from the scene of the explosion, hurried 
to the. scene, and after an investigation, 
ordered the arrest of the men in charge 
of the fireworks. He had the prisoners 
taken to police headquarters, together 
with the unexploded fireworks. Inspec­
tor Brooks, of the district police départe 
ment, also ordered the arrest of the 
manufacturer of the bombs, but he has 
not yet been found.’ The district at­
torney said : “Dynamite bombs should 
not be allowed in such a public place. I 
have no doubt that a permit has been 
issued for the exhibition, but a rigid 
investigation will be made. Steps will 
be taken to prevent anything like tills 
occurring in the future.”

The scenes at the hospital and at the 
morgue, following the terrible crush after 
the explosion in Madison square, were 
beyond description. It is estimated that 
50,000 persons were in the square at 
the time. Probably 20,000 of these were 
massed around the point where the 
plosion occurred, and while they were 
scrambling to reach places of safety, 
knocking each other down and falling 
over park benches, 30,000 others were 
cheering from the oppositè sida of , the 
park, where they were viewing the elec­
tion returns, which were thrown upon a 
screen before the 
kpown as the “Flatiron building.” The 
perso:1,s in this portion of the park a p- 
parently were elated over the returns, 
and supposed the explosions which rent 
the air were a part of the programmé, 
and were totally unaware of the tragedy 
enacted so near at hand.

A detachment of police forced theft 
way through to make room for the pass­
age of men bearing the mangled remains 
of their comrade, Patrolman Shea. In­
stantly a terrible calm swept ovqr„tjie 
crowd, arid all interest in the elections 
immediately died out. As the long line 
of patrol wagons, ambulances and other 
vehicles, carrying dead and injured, filed 
their way up 25th street, for Bellevue 
hospital, thousands of persons lined the 
walks to gaze awe-stricken at the 
veyances. Five hundred persons 
gathered outside of the morgue, and 
other hundreds came and went during 
the night looking among the unidenti­
fied dead 'for relatives and friends whom 
they had lost during the terrible crush 
following the explosion. Thousands of 
persons also gathered in the hospital 
gates, among them many women. The 
scenes around Bellevue were the most 
exciting in the history of the institu­
tion.

“When the pilgrims started from Fox­
warren this morning they were perished 
with the cold. The heads of many were 
wrapped in shawls, though one-third of 
them had no such protection. They 
walked with their hands hidden in the 
wide sleeves of their garments. Some 
have no protection at all for their 
hands, and the sufferings of these, on a 
night such as last Monday, must have 
been great. At the beginning of their 
pilgrimage all to whom I spoke seemed 
to believe that there would be no cold 
weather this winter.

“ ‘Summer all the time,’ they would 
say whenever I pointed out to them the 
madness of journeying on foot for an in­
definite time at this season of the year. 
Now, however, they no longer say ‘Jesus 
will keep us warm,’ when asked regarding 
their journey. They have, as is often the 
case with extreme religionists, taken the 
exactly opposite view, and now rejoice 
in the very hardships they affect to be­
lieve non-existent a few days ago.

“ ‘Yes, very cold,’ said one of them to­
day. ‘Very cold; no sleep for cold, but 
Jesus see us bear cold for Him. He 
knows we like Him. We His people.’

“ ‘But it will keep getting colder all 
the time,’ I said, ‘and then how can you 
go on with your work for Jesus?1 ‘Yes, 
I see.’ he said.

“He thought a while, till a slow, sweet 
smile transfonned Ills dull Slavonic face 
almost to beauty, and his eyes brightened 
as if he had seen a beautiful vision- ‘Yes, 
then we die, yes; and we see Jesus. We 
live with Him.’

“Evidently the mortal life is by them 
regarded as a probationary chrysalis 
period, to be through with as soon as 
possible, to expand into a fuller, more 
perfect, happy existence above.

“The inclemency of last night’s storm 
has increased the number of sick.

“Last evening Wasyl Kinkof and Ab- 
eratis Petroff promised me they would 
be photographed today, and this morn­
ing they twice reminded me of it before 
we arrived at Birtle. After the dinner 

over, therefore, I set up r-- tripod 
and camera, the pilgrims taking the 
keenest interest in my proceedings.

“John T. Baptist asked me when the 
pictures would be done. I told him 
Friday. Kinkof said. ‘Send all pictures 
to me. I see Petroff and all get them. 
Send them to Portage la Prairie. How 
far that?’ I told him about 60 miles. 
He made a mental calculation, ‘Then 
Sunday, Monday, perhaps.’ He said, 
‘Get them at postofflee,’ and it was so 
arranged accordingly. This is important 
as indicating the route proposed to be 
taken by the pilgrims. They will go on 
from Portage la Prairie to Winnipeg, 
where they should arrive by the latter 
end of next week.

“By some mysterious means they seem­
ed to have acquired much knowledge of 
the plans made by the department con­
cerning them. ' For instance, I was 
greatly surprised to hear Kinkoff speak 
of the projected deportation of the Sawn 
River women and children to their vil­
lages.

“To-night the air is mild, bnt snow is 
falling. The pilgrims will 
other uncomfortable night, 
them will doubtless endeavor to sleep In 
empty box cars, as they tried to do at 
Foxwarren. and the farmers’ straw 
stacks in the vicinity of Shoal Lake will 
certainly not be tenantless."

To-night she 
exerted a volte face. After a perfect 
morning, heavy clouds banked up from 
the west. Thé wind grew hourly more 
bitter and keen, and by 5 o’clock was a 
nipping northeaster. At a little before 
6 o’clock snow befean to fall, and by 9 
o’clock the earth lay white under three 
inches of snow. It is falling heavier 
than ever as I send this dispatch, and 
gives every indication of continuing all 
night. This sudden contradiction of all 
their predictions' and the acute discomfort 
Which the pilgrims must be enduring, 
may do what reason and persuasion has 
failed to accomplish—induce the mis­
guided fanatics to abandon their quest 
for a visible saviour and return to agri­
culture, life and their abandoned homes.

Hon. Hale Johnson, a Prohibition

Effingham, Ills.. Nov. 4.—Hon. Hale 
Johnson, a prohibition leader of Na­
tional prominence and a vice-presidential 
candidate on the Prohibition ticket in 
1896, was shot and killed by Harry 
Harris this afternoon at Bogota, a vil­
lage in Gasper county, 30 miles from 
here. Johnson, who was practicing law, 
at Newton, the county seat, went to 
Bogota to collect an account on which 
judgment had already been rendered 
against Harris. An altercation arose 
between Johnson and Harris, and the 
latter secured a shotgun and fired at 
Johnson at close range, the charge strik­
ing Johnson in the face and causing in­
stant death.

Immediately after the shooting Har­
ris jumped into Johnson’s buggy and at­
tempted to make his escape, but was ar­
rested by a deputy sheriff, who had ac­
companied Johnson, and who was a wit­
ness to the shooting. Harris committed 
suicide in the county jail by taking 
poison.

Johnson was the nominee of the Pro­
hibition party in this state for gover­
nor in 1896, but later accepted the 
nomination for the vice-presidency and 
withdrew as gubernatorial candidate.

EXPLOSION OF FIREWORKS.

Several Persons Believed to Have Been

Some of New York, Nov. 4.—By a premature 
explosion of fireworks in Madison 
Square Gardens to-night, several persons 
are believed to be killed and many seri­
ously injured. Owing to the panic and 
confusion among the crowd watching the 
election returns, it was impossible to 
make an accurate estimate of the fatali­
ties.

The explosion took place among the 
fireworks that were to be let off to cele­
brate the announcement of the election 
returns.

There will probably be only one of the 
larger warship fleet here for Christmas, 
and she will be the survey ship Egeria. 
It is expected she will commission for 
another three years on this coast,and will 
be in port most of the winter. The flag­
ship will be leaving for southern waters 
on the first or second of next month, and 
it has now been decided to send the Am- 
phion south. Up till the present it had 
been supposed that she would remain in 
Esquimalt until January or February, 
but there appears to be a disposition on 
the part of the Admiralty to have as 
many as possible winter in southern 
climes. By such arrangement the crews 
escape influenza, which, once contracted 
aboard ship, has been found hard to re­
move. The Amphion, according to pre­
sent plans, will accompany the Grafton 
and, proceeding as far as Panama, she 
will relieve the Phaeton, to allow the lat­
ter to continue her voyage farther south 
to meet her relief, the Flora.

The Shearwater is also to sail from 
Esquimalt to spend the winter in south­
ern climatds. She will be taking her 
departure on the 15th or 16th inst., and 
will be going direct to Pitcairn Island. 
By leaving about the middle of this 
month, it is calculated she will escape 
the severest of the winter storms which 
usually set in early in December and 
continue for a month or six weeks. Tt 
will be remembered that the ill-fated 
Condor delayed her departure until the 
2nd of December last year, and being 
caught in some of the heavy gales which 
prevailed after that date disappeared and 
was never seen thereafter.

Further­
more, it is not improbable that this com­
pany will build the whole structure, 
foundation and all, in view of what 
transpired at the meeting of the streets, 
bridges and sewers committee Wednes­
day. The Victoria Machinery Depot Co. 
through their representative, Chas. 
Spratt, who was present, offered to 
build a “riveted” bridge for $96,000 and 
in ten months’ time. This, he explained, 
meant that $15,000 in mechanical work 
would be expended in this city outside 
the expenditure involved in the actual 
construction.

In this connection it might be pointed 
out that the specifications furnished by 
H. P. Bell provide for what is known as 
a “pin bridge,” which would be of less 
weight than the other, but 
The' Victoria Machinery Depot’s tender 
for a pin bridge (the superstructure) is 
5.74 cents per pound, or in round figures !

All the j 
parts would be shipped from the factory j 
where the order was placed, and simply 
put together here. As was explained, ! 
the pin bridge would be virtually a bridge j 
built on commission—anybody 
street could purchase it and little 
chanical work in connection with it would 
be done here.

The same firm also offered to Con­
struct the bridge for six and a quarter 
cents per pound, in ten months, if the 
weight exceeded 1,200,000 pounds they 
would make a reduction in rate. If the 
council is willing to pay a premium the 
firm will secure material for a pin bridge 
before January and complete it in less 
time than estimated under present condi­
tions. But factories won’t deliver the 
order without a premium.

The committee was attracted by the 
offer to construct the whole bridge (foun­
dation, roadway and superstructure) for 
$96,000. The fact that a great deal of 
money would be expended in this city 
together with the early completion of a 
much-needed improvement makes the pro­
posal an exceptionally tempting one, and 
the discussion that ensued wàs generally 
favorable toward it.

(2) How much (in a whole sum) would 
it cost to build the superstructure of 
rivetted bridge of the same strength 
a pin bridge?

(3) , What would be the difference in 
the price in the event of the rivetted 
bridge exceeding 1,200,000 pounds in 
weight, the bridge to be equal in strength 
to the pin bridge?

Mr. Spratt also agreed to furnish, the 
council’s experts, Mr. Bell and the city 
engineer, with whatever information he 
could to enable them to arrive at a 
speedy conclusion as to plan number 2, 
which provides for the $96,000 rivetted 
bridge, complete.

Although Col. Gregory has already 
served the limit of his term, and actually 
retired under that regulation, there is an 
agitation in the regiment to request him 
to resume his old post.

He pointed out that the total consump­
tion of lead in Canada was thirteen or 
fourteen thousand tons, and it was alto­
gether improbable that the British Co­
lumbia smelters would give ibe mines 
the benefit for that amount by a bvtver 
rate. The smelters only would gain by 
the imposition of the duty, but not the 
mines. Competitive smelting and treight 
rates were wanted, and in "Ritr opinion 
an import tariff would destroy these. As 
a matter of fact, the silver-lead mines 
of Sandon would never be in a prosperous 
condition until their products could get 
directly to the open market. Now, he 
explained, it went through several in­
termediaries. Before the establishment 
of smelters in this province Mr. Hickey 
said they received New York prices for 
their lead. Immediately local smelters 
tvere operated London quotations ruled 
in pursuance of an agreement among the 
various smelting establishments.

The loss to the silver-lead mines, he 
pointed out, was apparent when the quo­
tations were compared. At New York 
they received $4.12% per hundred, a 
figure maintained by the smelting trust 
in the States, while the London rate, 
which was now the rule, was $2.30. The 
silver-lead mines were therefore obviously 
better off when their product gained 
cess directly to the market across the 
line.

The American Refining Company, 
which controls many smelters throughout 
the United States, does not buy from the 
silver-lead mines of the Slogan. If sat­
isfactory rates could be arranged the en­
tire output, of the district, or the greater 
portion of it, say forty thousand tons a 
year, could be disposed of in this direc­
tion.

Mr. Hickey also mentioned that Mr. 
Van Osdel, whose company is about to 
operate a silver-lead refinery in Spokane, 
told him that under existing freight con­
ditions they could treat his product for 
$9 and settle on New York quotations 
less the duty.

STRIKE COMMISSIONERS.

Thty Have Finished Tour of Inspection 
—Hear .Witnesses Next Week.

Mahanoy City, Pa., Nov. 5.—The 
thraeite strike commission ended its tour 
of observation of tlie coal fields in the 
Panther Creek valley to-day, and the 
members of the party will return to their 
homes to-morrow and will meet again 
at Scranton on November 14th to take 
the testimony of the miners. The big­
gest day’s work of the entire trip 
accomplished to-day, when the commis­
sioners made a complete inspection of 
two large collieries and a tour of the 
region lying between Mount Carmel and 
this city.

In all, the commissioners were lowered 
into seven mines and went through 
oral breakers. They met the general 
superintendents, the mine superintend­
ents, and the foremen of the various col­
lieries visited, and also talked with the 
coal diggers and heard the grievances the 
miners have with the companies. Be­
sides this the commissioners gained a 
somewhat technical knowledge of its 
many different features that will be of 
assistance to them. They will be able to 
understand questions and ask questions 
which they could not do before the tour 
of inspection.

The commissioners visited the Potts 
colliery, iu Columbia county, several 
miles from Mount Carmel; it is owned 
by the Philadelphia & Reading 8» 
Coal Mine Company. They went all 
over the building, and were much in­
terested in the employees there, among 
whom were many boys. From the 
Potts colliery the train proceeded 
through Ashland, Girardville and Gil- 
berton, to the Maple Hill colliery, of the 
Philadelphia & Reading Coal & Iron 
Company, in the Mahanoy valley. This 
is one of the best mines in the entire 
thraeite region and is equipped with all 
modern appliances. At the breaker the 
commissioners talked with the boys, 
whose faces were black with coal dust. 
Judge Gray and Bishop Spalding seem­
ed the most interested in the lads, and 
each gave some of them small coin.

From the Maple Hill colliery the com­
missioners’ train was run through Ma­
hanoy city, and Tamaqua to the Pan­
ther Creek valley. Then the arbitrators 
visited a number of the collieries of the 
Lehigh Coal & Navigation Co., of Coal- 
dale. The mine proved to be quite inter­
esting in the lower depths.

After leaving the mine a number of 
idle mine workers crowded around 
Chairman Gray of the commission, and 
told him that they had been discrimin­
ated against by the companies in the 
matter of getting their old places back. 
They said Superintendent Bebner would 
not tàke them back for some reason un­
known to them, and that other men had 
been given their positions. On the other 
hand, the company officials claimed that 
they have not enough work at thisl time 
for all the men on account of repair 
work being done. Judge Gray listened 
to them, but made no comment.

Eight on Streets of Orange. Texas, 
Where Marshal Was Killed.

Orange, Tex., Nov. 5.—Three men are 
wad as a result of a shooting affray 
here to-My. They are Jeff Chenault, 
City Marshal Kordan and Tony Jones. 
Bad blood has existed for some time 
beiwoen Chenault nnd Will Harris, a 
wc-1! known young man. To-day the two 
met. and after a few words Harris 
secured a double barreled shot gun and 
killed Chenault. Harris ran to escapè 
the fire of Chenault’s brother, but was 
arrested by City Marshal Kordan, who 
was close at hand. While the officer 
was conducting young Harris to jail, 
he was shot and killed, and his prisoner 
leaped. It is not known who killed 
Kordan, although there were a large 
number of people in the street at the 
time of the tragedy. Will Harris was 
later arrested and placed in jail. At 
this juncture a half brother, Jas. Har­
ris, started for a nearby store declaring 
he would procure a weapon and take 
part in the affray. It is claimed that 
Tony Jones handed Harris a gun, and 
jumped into a buggy. As he was driving 
away officers appeared on the scene and 
opened fire on Jones, inflicting wounds 
from which he died a few minutes là ter.

We certainly hold to the view that the 
city whose people send to other cities for 
everything they buy would not be worth 
living in. If fifty Victoria gentlemen 
send to the old country for the clothing 
they wear; if another fifty people send to 
Toronto for jewellery; and another fifty 
somewhere else for articles of dry goods, 
the city is many thousands of dollars 
poorer, and necessarily has a less popula­
tion than it would have were all that 
business done at home. A community to 
be successful must pull together. We 
believe, therefore, that the first duty of 
every good citizen of Victoria is to en­
courage Victoria industries, just as every 
good citizen of Canada should encourage 
Canadian industries. If we are all true 
to our own city we will all be true to our 
country. B^t this rule should be univer­
sally acted upon; it will not do for the 
merchant to insist; on others buying his 
goods uni ess/he in his turn does his trade 
locally. The printing offices of the city 
can easily do all the printing required in 
Victoria, and do it as well and as cheaply 
ns those of any city in Canada, 
newspapers can do twice the amount of 
advertising they are now doing, and do 
it thoroughly, completely, and the jewel­
ers and dry goods men can supply all the 
demands in those lines. All the photo­
engravings required in British Columbia 
can be made in Victoria (the British Col­
umbia government get many in Chicago) 
of first class quality and at reasonable 
prices. . *

Still we hardly think the Vancouver 
merchants should begin a boycott be­
cause the newspapers there have accept­
ed some advertisements from a mail­
order house; at least before doing so 
they should inquire very closely into their 
own relations with the press, and find out 
to what extent they fall short of giving 
it that measure of support which it will 
have a right to demand if limited in 
future in its field for business. Such an 
investigation might also have a splendid 
educational effect in the good city of 
Victoria.

POINT ELLICE BRIDGE. governing colonies may outweigh all 
other considerations, and if he were in­
vited by the Dominion government the 
people of Victoria might have the plea­
sure of listening to a speech from the 
lips of one of the most forceful speakers 
in political life to-day.

It allows no 
question of expense to interfere with its 
campaign. According to its special 
cables Great Britain is greatly disnp- 
pqinted over the part played by tne 
Canadian Ministers at the Colonial Con­
ference. They, who should have taken 
the initiative in all movements and the 
lead in all discussions, suggested noth­
ing and did less, if that be possible. The 
ink is scarcely dry upon the paper which 
accused Sir Wilfrid Laurier of approach­
ing dangerously near the verge of sacri­
ficing the autonomy of the Dominion, 
and yet he is practically blamed for 
i efusing to commit the country to a 
scheme of Imperial defence in which 
the representatives of the people would 
have no voice, because they would have 
nothing to say as to the manner in 
which the funds proposed to be collect­
ed should be expended. If Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier had endorsed any such project 
a protest would have been uttered by 
the Star and the Conservative party 
loud enough to raise the roof of Parlia­
ment. The proposal to allow the Im­
perial government to raise and maintain 
an Imperial force of five thousand men 
in Canada was not received with favor 
either. Perhaps the Star thinks that 
was a mistake. Will it say so? Would 
that not have involved a sacrifice of the 
autonomy of the Dominion? Canada has 
taken the lead in a practical manner in 
the Imperial preference and Imperial 
penny postage. When the Mother 
Country and the other colonies overtake 
us, perhaps we shall be prepared to show 
them the way again.

Gentlemen Your standing committee on

facilities. He further expressed himself In 
favor of the city obtaining the whole of 
the reserve to be held for railway termin­
als or other public purposes. Other points 
of the question were discussed, and your 
committee have reason to believe that this 
long-standing question will be settled at an 
early date and in such a way as will pre­
serve to the city a valuable interest in 
this reserve to which it Is justly entitled.

During the last few days there have been 
no sealing arrivals. A big fleet of heme in­
bound senooners are on the Coast, and a 
number were probably in a fair way for 
coming up tlie Strait» on Saturday, when 
the heavy southeaster of Saturday i.:ght 
struck them and carried them away to sea. 
The Annie E. Paint, one of the last to 
arrive, is to-day along the Sealing Com- 
•pauy's wharf in the upper narbor dis- 
charging her skins, and in the shed ashore 
the skins are being salted and placed 
away in casks for shipment to London.

Four schooners, it Is said, will be sent 
to the Japan coast, and others will leave, 
it is stated, if hunters can be found for 
them. But this is one of the difficulties. 
The two Falkland Island vessels which 
sailed a few mouths ago carried probably 
the pick of the men, and when three, or 
four schooners have departed hunters will 
be scarce.

Although arrangements have not been 
completed for sending a fleet to the Japan 
coast, and while it is probable that no­
thing definite along- this line will be done 
until after the return of the Behring sea 
fleet and the annual meeting has been 
held, it is generally understood that the 
schooners which will compose the Asiatic 
fleet will be the Triumph, Geneva, Director 
and Clarence G. Cox. These vessels may 
make Hakodate or some other Japanese 
port their headquarters. They will be 
leaving towards the end of December or 
early in the new year. The Enterprise, 
one of the few schooner» which are not 
operated by the sealing combine, will be 
sailing for the Falkland Islands about the 
15th Inst., making the third sealer to leave 
Victoria for those sealing grounds this fall*

As I cannot within the limits of this 
letter give the sketch I propose to write 
of the mining and lumber trades of Van­
couver Island, I shall conclude with a 
brief digression upon this question of 
Brtish manufacturers in Canada. They 
are conspicuous by their absence. From 
the St. Lawrence to Vancouver Island 
they are so rare that I believe they 
might all be put up in one exhibition. 
All over the Dominion a great wail may 
be heard at the reluctance of British 
capitalists to invest their money in Cana­
dian undertakings. This is one of die 
standing grievances of Canadians in 
every province; and at a public dinner 
the other evening a prominent captain ,cf 
the mining industry declared that Can­
ada wanted twenty timed as much 
ital invested in British Columbian 
ing as is invested at present.

The occasion was a banquet io thé 
members of the Canadian Mining Insti­
tute, upon whose faces blank consterna­
tion was depicted when I informed the 
company that I had visited a great many 
of their leading mines—gold, copper, and 
silver—and at all these workings I had 
not seen one atom of mining machinery 
of British manufacture. Vast and costly 
plant has been erected upon all the great 
mines of the Kootenay and Rossland 
districts, nearly all of United States 
manufacture. Equally good, or better, 
machinery could have been obtained in 
England, and much of the plant has been 
set' up since the 33% per cent, reduction 
upon the duty on British goods has come 
into force.

That, In the 
opinion of this council, no workingman 
should vote for such by-law unless It con­
tain a clause providing for a minimum) 
waga of $2.00 per day of not more than 
nine hours.

Be it further resolved, That a copy of 
this resolution be sent to the dally press 
of the city, the city council, and the Vic­
toria Terminal Railway Company.

SURROUNDED BY WOLVES.

Unpleasant Experience of a Survey Tarty 
iu Manitoba.

A survey party, who were working within 
seventy miles of Winnipeg, spent a most 
disagreeable night recently. Their work 
had led them through thick wood. Two 
tents were erected in the timber. The 
large one was used to shelter the chain, 
rod men and cook, the smaller one 
the temporary home of tbe chief. Provi­
sions, in the shape of beef and pork, had 
arrived, and were hung up in some trees 
near to the tents to keep them sweet and 
cool. The party, on the night in question, 
had retired early to their blankets. A 
weird howl, almost as of a human being 
in distress, aroused the occupant of the 
single tent from what Charles Dickens de­
scribes in Pickwick as 
morpus.” He listened. Again, but closer 
at hand, sounded the horrible shriek.

As they stood in the dark night at 
attention, the call was given to the right 
of them, at a few paces, was repeated to 
the left of them—echoed back from their 
front. Then they knew their friends. 
They were the big timber wolves, as their 
mournful yell is altogether distinct from 
the bark of the coyote or prairie wolf. 
The ordnance of the camp consisted of one 
ancient fowling piece, and a few cartridges 
loaded with No. (> shot for any prairie 
chicken or partridge that might be met 
with. The wolves had smelt out the meat 
in the trees—they were in force and evi­
dently meant business. The gun was 
brought from the tent* and at intervals 
fired in every direction where the howls 
came from. The eneimy withdrew only a 
short distance, and kept the camp busy 
defending their property all night with oc­
casional shots. At the break of day one 
of the occupants of the larger tent took a 
stroll up the blazed path, but returned 
with much rapidity, followed at a trot by 
a huge wolf. A shot sent the brute back 
into cover. The footprints of many wolves 
were found in close proximity, and on 
every side of the tents. The party con­
gratulated themselves on “saving their 
bacon” and grub, although they lost their 
sleep.

SHIPPING ZINC ORE.

Four Mines Contract for the Shipment of 
1-000 Tons.

“The first shipment of Slocan zinc ores to 
the Kansas smelter will go forwaa-d this 
week,” says the Nelson News of Friday, 
“and in a short time the mine owners will 
know just what they can expect iu tho 
way of treatment charges. The first of 
the zinc ores consigned to Kansas will come 
over the Slocan branch, the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company having been 
asked to furnish three 30-ton cars.

“This shipment, it is said, is part of 
1,000 tons that have been contracted fOi/' 
by Thomas Jones, the representative of ' 
the Lanyon Zinc Company, of Iola, Kan­
sas, who has been in the Slocan for several 
weeks looking into the possibilities of that 
section as a zinc producer. Four proper­
ties have contracted for the shipment of 
250 tons each. These are the Bosun, Slo­
can Star, Payne and Ivanhoe. Although the 
basis for settlement at the smelter has 
not been announced, it is claimed that it 
is much more favorable than the Antwerp 
rate, under which considerable of the 
Bosun ore was marketed.

“The general opinlotoi throoighjout the{ 
Slocan is that a very profitable market is 
opening up for the owners of silver-lead 
properties, In which considerable percent­
ages of zinc occur in the ores, and that the 
zinc company represented by Mr. Jones is 
not the only one that will be in the mar­
ket. It is thought the ore will be allowed 
to enter the United States free of duty.

“At the Bosun mine, near New Denver, 
arrangements are being made for the 
doubling of the crew. The Bosun ls likely 
to be one of the heaviest producers of 
zinc In the Slocan. Much of the Bosun 
ore will average 45 per cent, zinc, and 
this week a new body of ore was discov­
ered.”

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY.

Action of Secretary Hay Seems to Indi­
cate Alleged Monuments Were 

Not Found.

Nov. 6.—Lieut. George T. 
navy (retired), has reported

Washington,
Emmons, U. S. 
to Secretary Hay the results of his investi­
gation, along, tlie Alaska boundary, of cer­
tain stories which have found frequent 
repetition in late years to the effect that 
monuments have been discovered, making 
the real boundary line between Alaska and 
the British Northwest Territory at a point 
many leagues further from tne sea than 
the British have been willing to admit. 
Lieut. Emmons is thoroughly familiar with 
the country in which the supposed bound­
ary lines exist, and spent much of the past 
summer in the region. The state depart­
ment will not make the report public at 
present.

It ls regarded as a fair conjecture that 
Lieut. Emmons has not found the stones 
reported to exist to be boundary monu­
ments, or else the state department would 
take steps to bring that fact to the atten­
tion of the British government. Instead 
of this, the report has been referred to th.e 
secretary, John W. Foster, and Senator 
Fairbanks, members of the joint commis­
sion, which was charged with the settle­
ment of the Alaskan boundary question 
among other matters.

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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria MeteorologÉcai ’ Office,
211th Oct. to 4th Not., 1002.

The weather for this week has been 
similar to wnat may be expected during 
the greater portion of the winter mouths. 
The raiufadl lias been heavy along the 
Uoast and on tue Lower Mululanu. and 
eousalerabie snow has fallen between the 
ranges In the Cariboo district. The winds 
on the other hand for this time of tne year 
have been below the average as to force, 
there being only one day when the velocity 
reached a moderate gale. £he cause of 
tht?se heavy rains was due to the passage 
of u series of low barometer areas across 
.British Columbia from the Pacific to the 
Territories, while from Oregon and Cali­
fornia eastward the barometer remained 
Abnormally high. Tnesé conditions caused 
el general tendency for southerly and 
westerly winds along the Coast, hence 
heavy rains occurred upou the windward 
sides of the Vancouver Island and Lower 
Mainland coast mountains.

The Kosmos liner ICambyses. which 
had been carried ashore 60 miles north 
of Cape Blanco, on the Costa Rican 
coast a few weeks ego as a result of 
thick weather and a strong inshore cur­
rent, was in a bad way when the Kar- 
nak came up to her. All hands were 
still on board, and great breakers were 
washing over the vessel. The Karnak 
sent a boat to the Kambyses, taking off 
a few men at a time, and although the 
returning boat was sometimes carried 
clear aboard the Karnak’s (feck by the 
giant rollers and threatened with de­
struction, all the men were safely land­
ed. The captain, chief engineer, two 
sailors and two firemen preferred to re­
main on the wrecked steamer, and for 
the following two days the Karnak 
stood by waiting to take them off. The 
heroic men finally signalled that they 
were ready to be saved, but by this 
time the water was up to the jfirst plat­
form in the Kambyses, and all ih.e cargo 
was submerged. The boat tha^ ix>ok off 
the men was able to go on the deck of 
the Kjamibyses. Two days later, at 
Punta Arenas, the shipwrecked crew 
went aboard the Herodot, of the jKosmos 
line, and sailed for Hamburg. The 
Kambyses, with all her cargo, is reported 
to be a total loss. *

Headers of the Times will remember 
that a month ago the body, of Ah Low, 
a cook employed by Chong Kee, a 
tailor on the comer of Government and 
tisguard streets, was found hanging to 
a beam laid from one fence to another 
in tlie yard back of the shop. It was 
suspended by a sash when discovered, 
and the police were notified. The body 
vas removed to the morgue and an in­
dues* subsequently held. The general 
belief was that the unfortunate China­
man had committed suicide in a fit of 
despondency over financial troubles in 
China.

But during the inquest a suspicious 
feature in connection with the case was 
disclosed. It started the police investi­
gating, and those acquainted with the 
circumstances are positive that Ah Low 
didn’t commit suicide at all, at least not 
by hanging. Dr. Eraser, "who examined 
the body, found absolutely no indications 
that tiie man had died from strangula­
tion. It was then quite evident that Ah 
Low never hanged himself. In order to 
ascertain what really was the matter 
with him, the doctor made a post 
mortem examination of the body after 
the inquest, and found nothing abnormal. 
All his organs were in their normal 
dition, there was no evidence to ’ show 
that poison had been administered, and 
neither was there any pointing to rough 
usage. The mystery of Ah Low’s death 
remained as deep as ever.

At the time of the discovery of the 
body remark was made in these columns 
regarding the peculiar character of the 
noose which was not around his neck, 
tut under his chin and behind his 
It was at first thought that the sash 
slipped from the r.eck, but the charac­
ter of tire loop was such as to prevent 
this, and it is presumed that whoever 
placed the body there was either in a 
gieat hurry or w is working in the dark. 
If Ah Low didn’t commit suicide by 
hanging, what was the cause of 
death.' Wiry was lis body found hang­
ing in that back yard? If hy died a 
natural death the usual procédure would 
hare been observed. Chinese die quite 
frequently in this city, and it isn’t con­
sidered necessary to hang their bodies 
up in a back yard. And yet there 
no evidence to show that he had met 
with foul play.

The police have been ait work on the 
case, but are as much in the dark as to 
the cause of All Low’s death as ever. It 
is possible that he received a blow some­
where causing deaths but leaving no mark. 
Men have been killed in prize tights by 
such blows and their bodies showed 
traces of them.

He went on to advance a number
of arguments in favor of the double Sys­
tem, pointing out that the amount of 
waste water from each residence if util­
ized was sufficient to remove all solid 
accumulation from that house. In the 
combined system there would be no occa­
sion for the automatic flushing system, 
and consequently no loss of good water. 
The system was that used in nine-tenths 
of the big cities of the world. In the 
wet season the danger of too much water 
would be avoided by the introduction of 
overflow. In short, he thought that if, 
as had been suggested, it would be found 
necessary to construct practically an en­
tire new system, it would be better to 
have the combined.

.Mr. Mohun said that the plan of 
pumping to the higher levels had been 
intended twelve years ago and was then 
practicable. In regard to. putting 
the sewers on the side of the streets, he 
said that it had been proposed for the 
city to make the connections to the curb 
but the council then did not see its way 
clear to bear the expense. He did not 
agree with Mr. Sorby that the combined 
svstem was suitable for this city. In 
the first place the enormous expense in­
volved in installing very large pipes was 
probably one of the greatest drawbacks. 
If the system worked in the winter how 
would it be in the dry season? The large 
pipes would not be sufficiently filled to 
form a current and cesspools would be 
formed. Regarding flushing tanks, he 
said that it was considered necessary 
that automatic flushing tanks be placed 
at the head of each main. They need 
not, however, be used every hour, but 
should be regulated by the number of 
connections made. If the connections 
were numerous very little flushing was 
needed, but if few then the tanks should 
be used every three hours, or thereabouts. 
Water entering the sewer would find its 
way from any. part of the city to Clover 
Point in twelve hours.

Continuing, as an illustration of what 
benefit Victoria had already derived 
from the present system, he quoted fig­
ures showing the decrease of the death 
rate of the city since the completion of 
the present system.

There was no reason, he said, why Vic­
toria should not have one of the smallest 
death rates recorded. Mr. Mohun pic- 
sented a statement as follows :

It cannot be considered that the adop­
tion of the separate system of sewerage 
was a conclusion hastily arrived at.

Its final selection by the people of Vic­
toria was only made after the matter had 
been fully ventilated both in the press 
and at public meetings for a period ex­
tending over several years, and after It had 
met thel approval! of the most eminent 
sanitary authorities of the century.

The separate system only undertakes the 
carriage of sewage, and the small amount 
of water needed for flushing, while the 
combined provides for rainfall as well.

•he members of the crew from the 
abandoned schooner Ottilia Pederson are 
now at San Francisco. Tie Ottilia Pe­
derson was en route from Whatcom to 
Hongkong with a cargo of lumber ag­
gregating 900,000 feet, when she lost her 
rudder and began to leak, the effects of 
a gale beginning on October 5th. She 
was 600 miles from the Japanese coast, 
and while the leak was kept down, it 
was impossible to manage the craft. Be­
ing without a rudder, she frequently 
pitched over on her beam ends.

ALLEGED KIDNAPPING. Ti U
Capt. Coleman, of San Francisco, Ar­

A sensational case is about to come 
before the courts, connected with which 
John M. Coleman, of San Francisco, is 
charged with kidnapping his own child. 
The case is one of those in which incom­
patibility of temper between husband and 
wife plays a part. Coleman, who is a 
qualified sea captain, is divorced from his 
wife. Both he and his former Kvife want 
possession of their pretty little seven- 
year-old daughter Kathlynne. Capt. 
Coleman is now with his child, although 
it is behind prison bars.

Wednesday morning when the Umatil­
la arrived at this port Capt. Coleman, who 
was, with his daughter, a passenger on 
the vessel, was arrested by the city 
police upon information received by 
Chief Langley from the police authori­
ties of San Francisco.

The proceedings will be commenced to­
morrow morning, when Frank Higgins, 
who appears for Capt. Coleman, will ta 
habeas corpus proceedings.

The prosecution is in the hands 
George Powell.

When the divorce was granted Capt. 
Coleman was given the custody »>f the 
child, according to his contention. Later, 
the wife, who is now married to a man 
named Smith, was awarded the custody 
of the child. This, Capt. Coleman 
claims, was agreed to by him upon cer­
tain conditions, and it was up the 
failure of the mother to carry out these 
conditions that he seized the child, and 
has come here with her. The father is 
n Roman Catholic, while the mother is 
a Protestant. One of the conditions 
upon which the child was given over to 
the mother is believed to have been that 
she was to be brought up in Roman 
Catholic faith.

Capt. Coleman is a comparative-y 
young man—not more than thirty, prob­
ably. The child, Kathlynne. is very 
pretty, and is kept at the police station 
pending the results of the trial.

An effort xvas made to have her taken 
to th; Roman Catholic home, but this 
was not permitted.

British papers to hand contain ac­
counts of the death of Lascalles Carr, 
the founder, and for many yeàrs editor 
of the Western Daily Mail, the most in­
fluential Conservative journal in Wales. 
Mr. Carr died at Hyeres,\in Southern 
France, where he had been a resident 
for some months. Death resulted from 
paralysis.

Mr. Carr visited Victoria about a year 
ago, and while here was interviewed by 

Times representative. He impressed 
one as being a man of much force and 
stability, as one whose personality would 
be felt in any pursuit.

A writer in the Western Daily Mail, 
speaking of the late editor, says:

“The daily newspaper of the principal­
ity was his creation ; its distinctiveness 
an emanation of his singular personal­
ity. As a writer he had a style as 
clear, and argumentative as the legal 
judgment of ji great jurist. It had the 
qualities and defects of the Anglo-Saxon 
race—clear as crystal, but void of the 
color and symbolism of the master of de­
scription. He could make the involved 
intelligible, the complicated simple, but 
seldom attempted to produce a word 
picture or to excite an emotion. His 
strength did not lie in writing; he never 
wrote much, and in his later years 
scarcely wrote at all for the Western 
Mail. In journalism he first graduated 
as a sub-editor, and the influence of that 
least obstructive, but most important, 
calling remained with him to the end of 
life. Mr. Carr was a great editor be­
cause he had ideas which he applied 
with courage, because he had in an emi­
nent degree the journalistic instinct to 
success, which enabled Delane to make 
the Times powerful. He had ‘a nose for 
news,’ and a gift for gauging the public 
taste. Impulsive, wayward and highly 
susceptible to the pressure applied by 
whomsoever happened to be at his el­
bow, he cheerfully incurred odium on 
account of opinions he had never ex­
pressed and which he may have even 
disapproved. But in law and in the pub­
lic sight he was responsible for every 
word that appeared in the Western Mail, 
and with the strength of a strong man 
he accepted the situation.

“No man ever made more persevering 
efforts to be misunderstood. He was 
perpetually struggling to conceal the 
workings of art exceptionally kind heart 
He gave to the unfortunate! freely, bnt 
with the air of the hardened cynic, and 
in his kindest mood was rough in man­
ner and gruff of voice, oftentimes to 
hide his tears. Among his subordinates 
hé inspired affection without an effort 
in that direction, and no man was ever 
more loyally served. His life was one 
whole contradiction ; his life’s actions a 
continuous refutation of his professed 
beliefs. He was a Tory too radical 
for institutions, whose reforming zeal 
was embarrassing to his allies. The 
animosities which he excited at a dis­
tance melted away under the magnetism 
of personal contact. Cardiff Liberals 
fought desperately to keep him out of 
the council; when the time came for him 
to retire they exhausted every means to 
keep him there, for they had learnt to 
appreciate the shrewdness of that origi­
nal mind, and his humor had brighten­
ed municipal work. As a public speak­
er he had few equals and no superior 
in the principality; he had the makings 
of a genuine orator able to bend the 
masses to his will. Those whs knew him 
best might criticize him, had cause oc­
casionally to do so sharply, even bitter­
ly, but they could not dislike him. His 
personality was too irresistible; his 
frankness of avowal in the matter of 
deficiencies left the critics dumb.

“In capacity he was a giant; his ver­
satility prodigious. When cycling was 
in its infancy he constructed a ibicycle 
which was the wonder of Cardiff until 
it collapsed and nearly killed its maker. 
He had a! theory that all guns were 
designed on the wrong principle, since 
the straight stock ignore! the fact that 
the human arm is crooked and out of 
angle with the eye. So he made a gun 
of his own, with a jointed stock, and 
used it, too, without disaster. He in­
vented an incubator of wonderful 
ture, which might have revolutionized 
the chicken industry, but for the acci­
dent that the joy of seeing the first chick 
emerge from the shell induced him to 
hasten to the house with the first fruits 
of his triumph, leaving the door of the 
contrivance open. When he discovered 
the rest of the eggs cold in consequence, 
the incubator was disintegrated with 
violence, and the hobby, like the em­
bryonic chicks, suffered a fatal chill. He 
had a passion for building, and was 
never happier than when, choking with 
dust and dodging falling debris, he su­
perintended some structural alteration. 
The fine building in St. Mary street re­
mains as a monument to his ability as 
an architect. One of the best judges 
in Cardiff holds that in the latter ca­
pacity he had no superior in the town. 
In the old building it was dangerous to 
mention a draught or to hint at any 
structural defect, because on the slight­
est provocation, he literally brought 
down the walls.

“Mr. Carr took a great interest in the 
development of the colonies, and was 
particularly well informed concerning the 
work of immigration to Canada. 
Through the columns of his paper he did 
valuable work for the Dominion in bring­
ing to the notice of West countrymen 
the oportunities offered by Canada to 
men of energy and industry. His death 
will leave a gap in the ranks of British 
journalists not easily filled.”

PROVIDING FOR FARMERS.

A Deputation From the Voters’ League 
Waits Upon the Minister of 

Agriculture.

A deputation consisting of A. L. 
Belyea, C. H. Lugrin and F. Laughton, 
representing the Voters’ League, wait­
ed upon Hon. J. D. Prentice Mon­
day afternoon for the purpose of urg­
ing upon the government the desirability 
of adopting some scheme by which set­
tlers from Eastern -Canada, Manitoba 
and the Territories, and also foreign 
countries, could be induced to settle in 
British Columbia, 
urged that the necessary information 
with respect to arable lands should be 
prepared in a concise form for distribu­
tion.

Hon. J. D. Prentice pointed out the 
difficulties which stood in the way of 
collecting the information for such 
pamphlets as they described on account 
of the arable portions being broken by 
mountains. To prepare surveys and 
maps would therefore be an expensive 
undertaking.

There had been drafted an act which 
had not been reached last session, which 
the government thought would do much 

- with respect to this matter. This act 
provided for a land commission whose 
duty it would be to seek the most avail­
able tracts of land convenient to rail­
ways and centres of population. These 
lands it was proposed to subdivide into 
lots of from 10 to 100 acres, which 
wTould be sold to actual settlers "whose 
payments would extend over a number 
of years. To raise the necessary funds 
for the survey, purchase and adminis­
tration of these lands, the government 
proposes to issue 4 per cent, land bonds, 
payable in 25 years, which would 
vide for the repayment of all the 
penditure without the province losing 
dollar in the transaction.

In answer to <a suggestion that the 
government might seek to make ar­
rangements with the C. P. R. in the 
matter of inducing desirable settlers 
from Manitoba, it was stated by Mr. 
Prentice that such were now being con­
ducted.

SENTENCE INFLICTED
ON CONRADE SUTTER

Prisoner Made Statement to Court De­
scribing Whole Affair—His 

Counsel’s Address.

Gonrade Sutter was on Tuesday sen­
tenced to three years’ imprisonment in 
the penitentiary for robbery with vio­
lence from the person of Axel Martinsen 
on Saturday night, October 18th. His 
offence made him liable to a far more 
serious penalty, in fact the magistrate 

empowered under the code to send 
him to prison for life, accompanied by 
whipping. Fortunately for the prisoner 
hp was disposed to exercise a more leni­
ent spirit in dealing with his case, and 
the above sentence was therefore in­
flicted. Just before it was imposed the 
prisoner expressed a desire to narrate 
the circumstances surrounding the af­
fair. He said he thought it better “to 
tell the whole thing just as it happen­
ed.” Leaning over the side of the box 
and apparently but little troubled with 
nervousness, he gave his version of the 
episode, which has just been investi­
gated.

“We (meaning Martinsen, Hayes and 
himself) went to Princess saloon in the 
afternoon, and after a few drinks there 
walked to the Leland house. I went in 
first and called for drinks, waiting for 
Hayes and the Swede. When Hayes 
came in I asked him where the Swede 
was, and lie replied: ‘He’s coming.’ I 
paid for the drinks after Martinsen 
came in, and then he called for some. 
He put the bill up to pay for them, 
and the bartender asked him if that was 
the smalest he had. I said ‘I’ll pay for 
the round.’ I think it was 20 cents.

“The Swede then called for another 
drink, and then went out to the back. 
Hayes said ‘he’s gone out,’ but I re­
plied ‘he’ll be back in a minute, wait a 
little bit and I’ll go out and see.’ I 
went out, but the Swede wasn’t there. 
As the bartender was asking who was 
going to pay, I said I would, so there 
wouldn’t be any trouble. I then said 
‘that sucker won’t get the best of me 
like that.’ Hayes (Delaney) and I then 
went out and walked to the corner. 
There were several people standing 
there,, so that the witness who said there 
was nobody on the street at the time 
didn’t know much about it. Hayes sud­
denly said ‘there he is up the street,’ so 
we went after him. I was mad because 
the Swede left me to pay for the drinks, 
but didn’t think of robbery. When we 
caught up to him I said ‘hello, where are 
you goin^? What did you mean by run­
ning off and not paying for the drinks?’
He said ‘you Dutch----- ,’ and made a
swipe at me, and then caught hold of 
my shoulders and tried to butt me with 
Lis head. I tore myself loose and hit 
him in the mouth. Woods said I told 
him I hit the Swede in the ear. That 
was wrong, as I Couldn’t hit him there 
the way he was facing me. He fell 
down and Hayes jumped on him and 
kicked him. He then took his purse out, 
and I said ‘what have you got there? 
Hayes replied ‘his pocketbook.’ I said 
‘for God’s sake give the man his pocket- 
book.’ Hayes said ‘there’s nothing in 
ft’

“We started walking down the street, 
and Hayes suddenly said ‘here’s a bill.’

* I said ‘let me look at it.’ I took it to 
the light and saw it was a fifty. I 
took a dollar bill ouit of my pocket and 
gave it back to Hayes for the fifty, and 
he never knew but what it was a dol­
lar bill that he had. We then went down 
to the Telegraph hotel and had a drink.”

The prisoner was also about to tell 
what he did with the fifty dollar bill, 
but refrained from doing so on the ad­
vice of his counsel. Mr. Moresby asked 
that the magistrate take into considera­
tion Sutter’s respectable connection, and 
also his previous good character. He 
had been employed by Mr. Carthew and 
at Mount Sicker, and was always will­
ing to work when it could be found. He 
also pointed out that it was evident 
that the prisoner didn’t intend to rob 
the Swede when he started out, and 
that it had occurred in a drunken row.

The magistrate observed that many 
robberies were not premeditated, but 
this did not affect the seriousness of the 
crimes.

Preceding the statement by the 
prisoner, Mr. Moresby, his counsel, oc­
cupied the greater part of the morning 
in his address. He did not put his client 
in the box nor produce any witnesses for 
the defence, but claimed that the evi­
dence submitted on behalf of the prose­
cution was no>t sufficient to justify a 
conviction. He then went exhaustively 
into the evidence. There was absolute­
ly none, he said, to show that the ac­
cused knew the Swede had a fifty dol­
lar bill in his possession before they 
went to the Leland house, which knock­
ed on the head the suggestion that the 
robbery was premeditated.. There w-as 
also nothing suspicious in the defend­
ant’s conduct at the Leland house, or 
it would have been observed by Detec­
tive Palmer, who was in there at the 
same time.

Mr. Moresby also contended that if 
Martinsen was robbed at all it might 
have been done by somebody else than 
his client, 
prosecution hadn’t proved that the 

ey was stolen. It might have been 
lost in the scuffle, if Hayes’» story that 
such occurred was true. All the com­
plainant could remember was that hê 
had a fifty dollar bill when he went to 
the Leland house, and when he awoke, 
ten or eleven hours later, it was gone.

Mr. Moresby further held that the 
story of Hayes, or Delaney, an ac­
complice, was unworthy of belief, and 
quoted numerous authorities to show 
that such evidence, unless closely 
roborated, was worthy of but scant con­
sideration. As to the letters and the 
admissions alleged to have been made 
by Sutter to Wood, counsel attacked 
this ^evidence on the ground that Wood 
was in collusion with the police, and it 
should therefore not be credited.

On concluding his address the magis-
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
