A Breezs {n the House of Commons.

On Wednesday moht of last week
just as the debate on the infamous
Queen’s County case was about to close
Mr. Mitchell caused quite a commo-
tion by characterising the conduct of
Sir John A. Macdonald as it deserved.
The report from Hansard is as follows.

Mr. Mitchell.—I have forborne to
make any further utterances on this
question than I made the other night,
and although I am not going to inflict,
at this hour of the night, a speech upoan
the House, I feel that I must rise and
enter my protest against the humili-
ation which this Parliament has been
subjected to by the course pursued by
the Guvernment. It is too late to take
up the time of the House with discuas-
ing the merits of the question upen
this amendment. But, Sir, I hold the
right hon. gentleman there, sitting op-
pusite me, responsible for the act of
humiliation to which he has submitted
a free Parliament. I am bound to ac-
cpt the statement of hon. gentlemen
sitticg behind him to say that they vote
according to their consciences,according
to their judgment. It is right to con-
cede that to them, aud to accept their
statements as they have given them
But, Sir, we all know the position
in which this House stands; we know
that the right hon. gentleman assumes
and exercises the power of dictating to
this House, and of leading the men
who sit behind him. I say that in the
long course of thirty-two years of par-
liamentary life that I have cxperienced,
I have never witnessed an act so humil-
iating, an act which so degrades Par-
liament, which so subordinates the free
interests and the free voice of the
electors—

Some hon. Members—Question.

Mr. Mitchell —You will get the ques-
tion when I am ready—Subordinates
them to tho will of a single man, such
as this vote that he has led, that he
has dictated, that he has forced upon
this House. Sir, when the history of
this country is written, the right hon.
gentleman’s nane will be associated
with this vote as an act—I will not
‘designate it, because parliamentary
rules prevent me from designating it by
the name by which I think it is en-
titled; but were I outside this House,
and speaking of it to anybody, I would
say, that act which induced this House
to pronouncs as it has pronounced to-
night, is an act of infamy.

Mr. Desjardines.—I protest agamst
the insult which the hon. member for
Northumberlaud has offered to those
members who have voted with the Gov-
ernment on this questicn. If we have
been induced to vote to-day as we have
done, it is due to the law that was en-
acted by the Liberal party, and not by
the Government. It has been decided
by Parlisment that all contested elec-
tions should be decided by the tribu-
nals. I do not know that we should
undertake to create a precedent to
pleass either the member for Northum-
berland or any hon. member on the left.

Some hon. members—Sit down, sit
down.

Mr. Mitchell—I rise to a question of
order. The question is this: The hon.
member for Hochelaga(Mr. Dssjardins)
has imputed to me a statemen: alleging
that heand hon. members who had
voted with him, had committed an act
of infamy.

Some hon. Members—So you did.

Mr. Mitchell—I did nothing of the
kind. What I said was this, that 1
was bound to aceept the statement of
hon. gentlemen that they had voted
according to their consciences, and I
aid accept it, and I said that I placed
the responsibility at the door of the
hon. gentleman, and that history would
record in the future that he was guilty
of this act.

Mr. Speaker—The hon. gentleman :
was guilty of a bad example, which I
am sorry should have been set by an
old member of Parliament.

Mre. Mualock—As~ 1 understand the
hon. member for Northumberland is
not allowed to speak at this stage, I
move the adjournment of the House.

Mr. Mitchell—To the Chair I will
always bow with that respect and sub-
mission which are due to the head of an
honorable body like this. Bat, Sir, I
would Iike To' ﬁfv;he\r\emhsu\lhl’)fﬂl

outof order. I did not say that the
hon. gentleman who is s) ready to take
offence on this occasion was guilty of |
an act of infamy. I will not say that |
he has taken this opportunity to take
advantage of a remark which I made—
not applied to him nor to any other
hon. gentleman, but my remarks were
spplied to the man who controls this
House. The hon. gentleman may say
what he likes about his independence.
He may be as independent as the mem-
ber for Northumberland. He may be,
Sir, but his conduct has not shown it.

Mr. Speaker—I must ask the hon.
gentleman not to repeat the words
which he has been using. I think that
I was too indulgent at first in allowing
them to pass.

Mr. Mitchell—What words does the
Speaker refer to?

Mr. Speaker—No hon. member in
this House has a right to qualify a vote
as an infamy,

An hon. Member—He did not.

Mr. Mitchell—I appea! now to this
House who heard me—

Some hon. Members—Order, order.

Mr. Mitchell—I am in order. I will
speak my sentiments. I would like to
put the hon. Speaker right in relation
to this matter. I did not apply the
word “‘infamy” to any individual. I
appeal to the memory of hon. gentle-
men in this matter. I said I would
not designate from my place in the
House the act of the right hon. gentle-
man as it deserved: but I said if I were
outside of the House, I would do so.
I would like to know wherein I am out
of order in that particalar. I:am
strictly in order, and I would call upon
the Speaker to withdraw the statemen’
he has made. I am not out of order.

Mr. Desjardins— It is not permitted
to insult a man who has voted and is
not afraid of the consequencer. But
an hon. member =ays that he will re-
peat outside what he cannot state here.
That is an insinuation that cannot be
borne.

Some hon. Members— You said that
yourself.

Mr. Mitchell— You said it; I did not.

Mr. Desjardins—The law as laid
down in the Controverted Elections
Act provides that we must have
recourse to the courts,and: I think
they are the proper tribunals to which
wo must refer these questions, especial-
ly when we see such a burst of passion
as we have just witnessed in the judg-
ing of this case.

Sir Richard Cartwright—The hon.
gentleman who has just spoken was
good enough to state that he was only
following the precedent set by hon.
gentlemen on this side of the House.
It is. T believe, quite true that the
Liberal party did move to refer these
cises of controverted elections from the
very dabious tribunal which used to
try them to the courts of law. But it
is not true, the hon. gentleman was
gravely misinformed, if he supposes
that the Liberal party had ever set the
example of precedent of causing mem-
bers of this House to be elected by par-
tisans chosen by the Gevernment of the
day for such purpose; and I say, and I
think that this 18 in order, that there
never was a more indecent act commit-
ted than the act of the Government
which chose the greatest partisan in
the county as returning officer to re-
turn this candidate.

Some hon. Members—Order, order.

Mr.Speaker—I have already decided,
I think it was mo later than yesterday,
that the word “‘indecent” applied to
anything passing in this House, was out
of order. I will repeat what I said
yesterday, that I expect the leaders of
this House to set an example in what I
think is the right direction, viz., using
strictly parliamentary language in the
discussions.

Sir ' Richard Cartwright—You will
observe, Mr. Speaker, that 1 did not
apply the words to language used in
this House, but te an act of the Guv-
ernment of this country done ontside
of this House, and I say [ am strictly
in order in 0 designating it.

Some hon. Members—Order, order.

Mr. Speaker—I must maiuntain my
authority. I gave my decision yester-
day on the very same ground. When
the right hon. member for Kingston
(Sir John A. Macdonald) used the word
‘‘indecent,” and said he did not apply
it te any member of this House, but to
the measure or motion hefore this
House, I declared it wan unparlis
mentary; and now the hon. member
for South Oxford (Sir Richard Cart-
wright) has just applied the word “in
decent” to th conduet of the Govern
ment, I maintain that this is the same
thing, and Icall upon the hon. mem-
ber to withdraw it, and T hope he will
set a goed example to the House.

When he was told that he might ascer-
tain by examining a box down at the ex-
press office his uneasiness increased.

Then, & newspaper man, who knows
shad from salmon, told the story of the
Bathurst overseer who came to Miramichi
to counsel with the local officers, so that
the department at Ottawa might be
authentically informed that the inspector
was right in hia theory that bass spawned
late in April or early in May. “The offi-
cials,” said the journalist, ““went up the
Northwest to a certain dealer’s freezer.
The proprietor, not being at home, his
wife showed the party into the freezer,
where fish lay in piles, most of which—
though the time was abodt March—had
been caught away down river the previous
sunmer. Taking up one, the departmen-
tal swvan from Bathurst examined it criti-
cally throagh his spectacles and said, with
oracular deliberation,—‘this is about as
thin a bass as I ever saw.” The party
discusesd the thin bass for a time and did
not feel very much flittered, asto their
knowledge of such matters when the lady
teld them it wasu’t a bass at al!l, buta
shad.”

*Now,” said the newspaper man, to
‘Mac’and ‘Doc,” ““if a wise Bathurst Over-
seer, who was bronght forty iniles from
his district as a departmental expert on
fish, dida’t know a shad from a bass, a
Niagara suspender man ought to be cars-
ful lest “Jo2’ might fail to distingaish
hetween shad and salmon.”

The announcement recently made by
Sir Charles Tupper in the course of his Fi
nancial Statement of certain changes in
the Dominion tariff has provoked consider-
able inquiry here. From a telegram re-
ceived in Liver; ol it is learnt that the
tarift changes as regards iron imports are
now being eaforced. Already, we
told, thousands of tons have besn stopped
in transit in Liverpool alone. In Scotch
pig iron the increase is 100 per cent.; in
bar iron, 150 per cent ; and the fear is
entertained that these large increases will
practically stop the exportrtion to Canada.
Information would seem to be specially
sought as to the effact of the changes
upon the exportation to Canada of iron
rails for construction purpyses. Itis not
as yet specifically stated here that the
changes will have any eff:ct upon this
class of Canadian importa.

The following letter, signed ‘A Canadian
Exporter,” Liverpool, appears in most of
our London contemporavies, aad as it re-
flects the first impressions created in this
country by the Governmean’ proposals we
give-it a place in our columus:—

“‘The unexpected and enormous increase
in the duty of iron and steel proposed by
the Canadian Government at Ottawa, on
Friday last, isa strange commeutazy on
Lord Carnaryon’s speech to the delegates
of the Colonial Conference at the Mansion
House last week. It was known here a
week or two ago that a deputation waited
upon the Canadian Finance Minister ad-
vocating incicased duties, and some alter-
ation was naturally expected, but nothing
like the sweeping measure proposed three
days ago, and which means tha total ex-
clusion of British iron and steel from
Canada. Thatthe Bill will be passed
there is little doubt, and the merciless
way in which it is applied is seen in the
fact that the increased daties are already
being enforced, subject to their confirma-
tion by the Canadian Parliament, no mat-
ter what loss importers or others may
sustain. These increascd duties are owing
not to any deficiency of the revenue, but
merely to the desire to encourage the indus-
try, protected as it was already by a tariff
on iron of 12§ to 174 per cent. a valorem,
besides the ocean freight, which may be
said to represent a further 10 per ceat.
The undernoted figares show the differencs
between the old and new duties on a few
of the most prominent descriptions shipped
hence to Canada. Such treatment on the
part of our Colonial brethren needs no
comment beyond this—that another trade
will leave this country forever, and that a
few thousands more will be added to the
great army of the unemployed that is
being o rapidly recruited day by day:—

The 1talian barqae Eutella from Baiti-
mor which arrived at Chatham on Satar.
day last, hal on board Jas Mc¢Donald and
Oscar Dauaphine, fisherman, belonginz to
the Gloucester schooner, Carrie and Annie,
Capt Isaac Goten: They were picked up
on the bankson 27th ult. Their vessel
reached the banks on 20d May and they
were fishing uatil Tuesday, 24th May,
when both m2n l’cfb the schooner in a dory
to haul in their trawls.

in the boat and all the fresh water they
had with them was contained in a quart
can. This scanty store was exhausted
before the first day had ended. At dark
the wind began to blow quite fresh, stir-
ring up a chopping sea. They could hear
a vessel’s fog horn, but, although they
strained every nerve, they were unable to
locate the sound, which died out -after a
short time. The men were in a sorry
plight, and nothing but starvation seemed
to stare them in the face. To add to their
discomfort the weather was
TERRIBLY COLD

and it was only by constant rowing that
they could keep from perishing. All night
Tuesday they rowed aimlessly about,
Hearing or seeing no vessel in that time
they determined to head for the shore, and
altho’ they knew that the task before them
was & herculean one, they manfully set
about carrying it out.
