They pointed out that a declaration on
a cognate case in the supreme court
of the United States is expected on
Monday next. They were unable to
understand why notice of another ac-
tion should be given pending this deci-
slon. It is stated to be the intentlon
of both the Hill-Morgan and Kuhn-
Loeb-Harriman syndicates to fight the
case out to the end. All the bankers
who were seen expressed themselves
as confident of the ultimate result. A
legal battle is promised, but it is under-
stood that no matter what the decision
may be, the dominating idea which
brought the Northern Securities Com-
pany into life will be substantfally
maintained.

A contingency such as has arisen the
authorities say, was foreseen by the
legal talent when the last details were
arranged some months ago, and provi-
sion is made for the carrying out of
the community of ownership idea,
Charles Steele, a member of the firm
of J. P. Morgan & Co., was in confer-
ence with Mr. Morgan at his residence
as to the effect of the action of Attor-
ney General Knox.

Pacific, Sugar, Meropoll-
tan Street Rallway, Reading and-At-
chison from two to over three points,
Many stocks in the miscellaneous list
including U. 8. Steel stocks showed
losses of a point or more.

‘Large losses were made in addition-
al stocks, St. Paul pfd, Wheeling and
Lake Erie first pfd, Northwestern
Ills,, Central, Wabash pfd., Consolid-
ated Gas and General Electric dropping
from 2 to 31-2. The leading stocks all
made their prices at the start and sup-
porting orders carried them up between
one and two points. Tenn. Coal made
the extreme rally of 21-4, but the Paci-
fics, Readings, Sugar and the Trac-
tions were all prominent in the upturn,
8t. Paul, however, only made a small
recovery and western stocks generally
lagged. Quick profits were taken by
the graders later and was a general set
back on lessened dealings.

UNITED STATES

In Full Sympathy With Pur-
pose of Anglo-Japanese
Treaty,

And on Feb. 1st. Notified the Chi-
nese and Russian Governments
to That Effect.

CHICAGO, Feb. 20.—The Tribune to-
day prints the following social cable-
gram from Pekin, China, under date of
Feb. 19:—

“A sensation was caused in diplo-
matic circles here today when it be-
came known that the United States,
through Secretary of State Hay, had
sent a note to the Russian and Chinese
governments following closely along
the lines of the Anglo-Japanese treaty
of Jan. 30. The note is interpreted as
@ distinct warning to both China and
Russla that the United States will not
permit the integrity of the empire to
bYe molested in favor of one nation to
the detriment of another. The note,
which practically indorses the English
treaty with Japan, says:

“WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 1.—An
agreement whereby China gives any
corporation or company the exclusive
right or privilege of running mines, es-
tablishing railroads or in any other
way industrially developing Manchur-
ia can but be viewed with the gravest
concern by the government of the
United States, It constitutes a monop-
oly which is a distinct breach of the
stipulations of the treaties concluded
between China and foreign powers, and
thereby seriously affects the rights of
American citizens. It restricts their
rightful trade, exposing it to being dis-
criminated against, interfered with
or otherwise jeopardized, and strongly
tends to permanently impairing China's
sovereign rights in this part of the
empire,, while it seriously interferes
with her ability to meet her interna-
tional obligations. Furthermore, such
a concession on China’s part would be
undoubtedly followed by demands from
other powers for similar equal extensive
advantages elsewhere in the Chinese
empire, and the inevitable result must
be the complete wreck of the policy of
absolute equality of treatment to all
nations respecting trade, mavigation
and commerce within the empire’s con-
fines. On the other hand the attain-
ment by one power of such exclusive
privileges for the commercial d*ganiza-
tions of its nationality conflicts with
the assurances repeatedly conveyed to
this government by the imperial Rus-
slan ministry of foreign affairs of the
imperial government’s intention to fol-
low theé policy of the open door, as ad-
vocated by the government of the
United States and accepted by all the
treaty powers having commercial inter-
ests In the empire,

“It is for those reasons that the gov-
ernment of the United States now, as
formerly, animated by the sincerest de-
sire of insuring the whole world the
benefits of full and fair intercourse be-
tween China and the nations on a foot-
ing of equal rights and advantages to
all, submits the above to the earnest
consideration of imperial government
of China and Russia, confident that
they will give due weight to its
importance and that they will adopt
such measures as will relieve the just
and natural anxiety of the United
States.”

ROME, Feb. 20.—The Pope entered on
the 25th year of his pontificate today.
Although the main celebration of the
jubilee is postponed until March 3,
when the combined festivals of the
jubilee and coronation will be observ-
ed; today was marked by the singing
of a Te Deum in St. Peter’s and other
observances. The pontiff, who was the
recipient of congratulations from all
sides, remarked to one well wisher that
his jubilee was brightened by the re-
signation yesterday of Count Giusso,
the minister of public works, “whn ' ft
the government rather than approve
of the divorce bill.”

THE PULP WOOD QUESTION,

The Star recently referred to the
importance of preventing the exporta-
tlon of Canadian pulp wood to the
United States. In an interview with a
Toronto paper E. B, Eddy, the Hull
manufacturer, has expressed himself
very emphatically on the subject as
follows:

“As to the pulp business,’” sald Mr,
Eddy, “it is certainly the most import-
ant that the governement has to grap-
ple with.

We
would be called to time so quickly that
we would not know what happened us,
We would be given to understand
promptly and plainly that if we want-
ed the pulp wood we would have to
come here anc manufactiure the puip.
And quite rigl.’, too. 1t ought to be
remembered trat when raw material
is taken out of a country it robs just
80 many men cut of work in the sub-
sequent maunfacturing process in
which it is used. For this réason alone
home industries should be protected.

“I venture the statement,” added Mr.
Eddy, “that with a $4 duty on pulp
the paper manufazturers on the other
slde would compel their govern-
ment to reduce the duty on Canadian
articles. It just amounts to this, they
have got to have our wood. In the
northern states they are depending
upon it now, and besides with such a
duty the farmers in two years would
get from $1.50 to $2 more a cord than
at present.

“I explained myself on the subject |
once to 8ir John Macdonald before he |
died,” sald Mr. Eddy, “suggesiing to
him that the government should leg-
islate for Canadians irrespective of
the feelings of other nations, and he
agreed with me in this and in the pro-
tection of our forest products.”

ASSOCIATED CHARITIES.

Interesting Conference. Yesterday
Between Citizens and the Board
of Management.

An interesting conference took place
yesterday at the board of trade fooms
between the board of mamagement of
the Assoclated Charities and - city
clergymen and others who are inter-
ested in charitable work.

Vice-President James Roynolds was
called to the chalr, but relinquished
the position to Hon, R. J. Ritchie, who
conducted the conference.

Judge Ritchie explained that it had
come to the knowledge of the board of
management that some misconception
existed in respect to the work of the
assoclation, Some thought that the
board had money to bestow on the
needy. Others had formed the idea
that the members were hard-hearted
pevple who did not sympathize witn
the poor. The chairman pointed out
that the Assoclated Charities was
really a body representing the various
churches and charitable organizations,
and its mission was to enable them to
work in concert and with better ef-
fect. He read from the record the
statement that more than 800 applica-
tions had come to the secretary, nalf
for work and half for help. Work had
been found for more than half of those
who sought it. Help had been obtained
for nearly three hundred applicants.
It had been found that a considerable
number were already well provided
for, and about sixty cases were re-
corded as fraudulent.

Several gentlemen made inquiry as
to the methods adopted in case
of applications for rellef, and ex-
planations were given by the chair-
man, 8. D. Scott, Rev. George BSteel
and others.

James Reynolds then explained in
an Interesting address why he
helped organize the soclety, and
had worked with it, showing how It
had practically put an end to pro-
miscuous begging, and had enabled
the charitable peaple to give assist-
ance where it wa® needed and de-
served,

F. O. Allison sald, as one who had
something to do with the management
of the charitable fund of one of the
churches, he was able to testify to the
advantage of the bureau information
furnished by the board.

Rev. Dr. Fraser did not need to be
told of the good work of the assocla-
tion. What he wanted to know was
how he and his church could help the
organization. He had already learned
how the association could help them.
St. Stephen’'s church was conducting
in its own fleld the same work of In-
vesatigation and inquiry that the As-
soclated Charitles did over the whote
town.

Father Gaynor spoke in the same
sense. He was ready to give any help
he could.

Rev. W. O. Raymond pointed out
that each church could help a good
deal by reporting to the assoclation
those persons against whom the public
ought to be warned. It was an ungra-
clous duty, but still it was a duty. He
mentioned two or three instances.

Hunter. White referred to the work
of the assoclation in finding employ-
ment for women. Heé believed that
many families would like to have sew-
ing or other work done, and could not
zet help while capable women were
gseaking that sort of employment,

Thomas Bullock, Judge Forbes and
Rev. Mr, Beers spoke of schools sav-
ings banks and provident boards. Mr.
Beers dwelt strongly on the importance
of encouraging young people in habits
of thrift and saving, as a protection
1gainst subsequent poverty. Judge
Ritchle explained that the movement
hegan by this association in favor of
rchool # wvings banks was likely to be
tuccessf |, as it had secured the en-
corseme. © of the superintendent of
educatio;, and the local suthorities,

Rev. Mr. Scovil stated that for some
reason he had this year been entirely
free from appeals for help at his door.
Two years ago he was besieged every
day with such calls, He attributed
this change largely to the relief work
and the detective work of the assocl-
ation. He promised that St. Jude's
Church would send a representative
to the association, and stated that he
would himself become a member,

Rev. Dr. Morison and several ct'ers
spoke of the work of the lady visitors,
and it was pointed out that they not
only made careful investigation of each
case, but that they repeated their
visits, keeping themselves informed of
the needs and progress of each family,
and giving them sympathy, encourage-
ment and advice.

Gov. Taft in his testimony before the
senate committee on the Philippines,
Monday stated more succinctly than
he has heretofore done, his theory—
which 1s, he said, also the theory of the
Philipine commisison—as to what con-
gress should do in the way of supply-
ing the Phillippine people with a form
of government. His plan is first to give
the people a qualified suffrage with a
gradual growth in popular government,
which should be enlarged through ed-
ucation in the English language and in
American institutione. Second, to in-
stitute within a reasonably short time
a local legislature to consist o” two
bodies, one to be chosen by vote and
the other to be appointed; third, to per-
mit the islands to send two or three re-
presentatives to Washington.

Gov. Taft advanced the idea that on
account of the fact that the Filipinos
have been under the influence of the
Christlan religion for 300 years, they
would prove to be different from other
Malay races and that in time, under
the influence of American education,
the people might become capable of
self-government as parallel with that
provided in India. He sald that his
idea was to unite example and actual
practice in the American control of the
islands.

He believed, he said, that the result
must be the uplifting and the educa-
tion of the people to a point which
would put them on a plane far above

Mass Meeting in New York Urges
Reciprocity With the Island.

NEW YORK, Feb. 19.— Cuba’'s
needs, and what this country should
do to prosper the island whose free-
dom it accomplished, were set forth
tonight at a mass meeting in Carnegle
hall, by prominerft' speakers of both
political parties. At the close resolu-
tions were adopted endorsing a reduc-
tion of at least 50 per cent in.the ex-
isting duties on Cuban products in re-
turn for an equal concession on the
part of Cuba on products imported
frem this country.

Ceneral Stefart L. Woodford, whu
wady ambassador to Spain before the
war, occupled the chalir. *The speakers
of the evening were E. M. Shepard,
Kdward. Lauterbach and W. Bourke
Cockran. The call for the meeting
was signed by such men as Abram S.
Hewitt, Wm. E. Lodge, W. D, Howells,
R. W. Gilder, John G. Carlisle, Oscar
8. Straus, Benj. F. Tracy, Cornelius N.
Dliss, General Stewart L. Woodford
and Frederick R. Coudert, jr. General
Woodford lald stress upon the advan-
tages of uring the trade of Cuba,
which he said could not be had except
by proper concessions to her.

“Cuba will need meats,” said he, *'Is
she going to take them. from South
Africa. or from us? She will need
textile goods. Is she going to take
them from Europe? She will need
manufacturing iron. Are we going to
supply it? Last year the Cuban im-
ports amounted to more than $66,000,000
and more than half of it she took from
clear across the sea.”” General Wood-
ford concluded his speech with a plea
to the audience to remember the last
speech of President McKinley in which
he advocated reclprocity with foreign
countries.

SPEED OF THE CARRIER PIGEON.

Some years ago Griffit made some
observations (recorded in the TField,
Feb, 19, 1887) in a closed gallery on the
speed attained by ‘“‘blue-rock” pigeons
and English pheasants and partridges.
The two first mentioned flew at the
rate of only 32.8 miles per hour, while
the partridge made but 28.4 miles, and
these rates were all considerably in ex-
cess of what they made in the open.
The carrier pigeon s a rather fast fly-
ing bird, yet the average speed is not
very great. Thus, the average made in
eighteen matches (The Meld, Jan. 22,
1887) was only 36 English miles an
hour, although in two of these trials
a speed of about 56 miles was main-
talned for four successive hours. In
this country, the average racing speed
is apparently about 35 miles an hour,
although a few exceptionally rapid
birds have made short distance flights
at the rate of from 46 to, 62 miles an
hour. The longest record flight of a
carrier pigeon was ‘from Pensacola,
™a., to Fall River, Mass,, an air-line
distance of 1,183 miles, made in 151-2
days, or only about 76 miles a day.—

An Interesting Statement.

Mrs. Katherine ‘Trombley, whose
charges against the hospital commis-
sloners, have d some id
perturbation in the public mind, made
her statement before Chief Justice
Tuck, F\ J. Knowlton and Joseph Lee.
Most of her story she told without the
assistance of questions, and though elab
orated in detall, it was straightforward
and comprehensive. Cross questioning
did not appear to disturb her and in
several small tilts she easily held ber
own. At the close of her testimony ad-
Journment was made to some date to
be hereafter fixed. In the meantime
one of the commisisoners will visit a
number of the hospitals in Canada and
the United States.

There ‘were present a number of the
hospital commissioners and C, J, Cost-
er and W, H. Trueman appeared on
behalf of Mrs. Trombley. Chlef Justice
Tuck briefly outlined the work of the
commission. No subject, he said, was
so important to the public as the pub-
lic health, and so this inquiry would be
a full and searching one.

Mrs. Katherine Trombley, examined
by W. H. Trueman, said she was a re-
sident of Boston, but a native of St.
John. Her maiden name was Kath-
erine Gooley. She was the author of
a letter in the Telegraph of Feb. 4th,
and it was not suggested. She had
some experience in nursing, and had
been present as a patient in St. Eliza~
beth hospital, New York, and had seen
considerable nursing elsewhere. A sis-
ter, suffering from hernia, was taken
to the General Public Hospital, St.
John, Jan. 12th, 1901, Mrs, Trombley
was wired for and came just after the
operation. One day some time after the
stitches were removed, her sister spoke
regretfully of the fact that she had
taken to vomiting and had burst open
the wound. The patient had ascribed
the cause to gruel with which she had
been fed. Later she told witness she
had been given an egg-nog made from
a stale cgg, which caused another re-
lapse. Stewed strawberries were given
her about Feb, 1st, which again vuused;
violent vomiting. About the 9th of|
February Mrs. Trombley again found |
her sister very ill. ‘She had had about |
ten visitors, although she had express-.|
ed herself as opposed to receiving, Wit }
ness made no complaint up to thnt;
time. Later in the day the patient wldI
ther sister that she had been seized)
with a vomiting fit. sA. young lady was |
present and she rang the bell for a|
nurse, but no one came. The young|
lady went out and found a nurse, who|
changed the patient’s clothes, but did
not wash her body. That day Dr. Mor- !
ris advised Mrs. Trombley to obtain a|
clergyman as her sister was evidently
sinking. The patient told the witness
that she had not slept the night before,
although the _chart said differently. !
Mrs. Trombley asked for alcohol to!
bathe her sister's head, but it was not!
supplied for several hours. Later the|
witness went into the room and found|
her sister exhausted from ringing al
bell to summon a nurse. Mrs. Trom-
tley had to go out and find the unt‘nd—“
ant, in order that her sister might ob-'
tain attention that she had impera-
tively needed for some time. After some |
noise in an adjacent ward had been
stopped the patient secured a much
neded rest. That day, a most import-
ant one in her case, when she hung be-
tween life and death, she received but
little attention other than that given
by her sister, who remained with her
all through the night. The nurse came
on her rounds about once an hour. Aft-
er that day the patient appeared to
improve, although the wound grew
worse, The first relapse suffered after;
that resulted fromx eating [mrsnips.?
Boiled mutton was also given. 1

Mrs, Trombley asked Dr. Macaulay ml‘
provide special attendance for her sis-
ter, which she would willingly pay for,
as she was unable from lack of attend-
ance to comply with all natural re-
quirements. Dr. Macaulay informed the !
witness that her sister was getting all|
the attention necessary. Mrs. Trombleyl
then asked Dr. William Christie to take
charge of the patient and she prepared |
food for the patient at home, concern-
ing all of which Dr. Christie was con- |
sulted. The patient had another re-
lapse later, because the dressing on the |
wound was not removed as it became
wet. Had this been done the wound
would have bhecome better.

Chlef Justice Tuck.—''Are you speak-
ing as an expert?” S

Mrs. Trombley.—"Not as an expert,
but as an ordinary common sense wo-
man.”

Then the patient began to improve,
and arrangements were being made to|
remove her, but her death sickness set
in. The night before she died Mrs.
Trombley sought to obtain information
from the house doctor, but without
avail. She went to Dr. Christie, and
he sent word as to what should be
done. Then when Mrs. Trombley came
back she was informed that Dr. Mor-
ris refused to allow her to stay. The
doctor came up and told her she must
not remain. She sald she would stay,
unless force were used. She was allow-
ed to stay. The patient had heard that
Mrs. Trombley had been told not to
stay and spoke of it several times dur-
ing the night. She also complained of
a terrible burning thirst, and the wit-
ness tried to get some cracked ice, but
was not able to do so. Several times
during the night the patient begged
piteously for the ice, but Mrs. Trom-
bley could get neither ice nor alcohol.
At six o'clock in the morning the pat-
fent died.

In answer to the chief justice the wit-
ness sald that she was practically a
resident of the hospital from. Feb. 10th
to March 80th.

Continuing Mrs. Trombley sald there
were other things not in connection with
her siater’'s case. She saw Dr. Mc-
Laren and Dr, Morrig in their operat-
ing costumes, the former ' with his

sleeves rolled up and spattered with

It never
resulted from the food supplied by the
witness. During the last week her
sister was there, she obtained only two
oranges from the hospital.

“Your idea, it I understand it,” said
the chief justice, “is that your treat-
ment and diet was better than that of
the hospital.”

“That is my, conviction,”
Mrs, Trombley.

“Did it ever occur to you that your
treatment might have contributed to
the fatal result?”

“It never did.”

“Everything that was done by me,”
she said, “‘was done openly, and all the
food which was given was either ord-
ered or prescribed by Dr. William
Christie,

“The bread in the hospital was sour,
and the butter was bad.”

The witness had tasted the bread,
but not the butter. She knew butter
was brought in from outside for pat-
ients’ use, she also understood that food
was brought in by friends. One pat-
ient informed her that she had been
given bolled fish and when she ex-
pressed herself as not caring for it, it
was removed and nothing given her in
its place.

Mrs. Trombley said that she had
never seen any assistance given to her

answered

sister while she was taken wi h vomiting

spells, except by outsiders, Sometimes
she was a long time without having the
dressing on her wound changed. Once
it went a whole day. When she died
her undervest had not been changed
for two weeks., She had six of them
altogether, 80 a change could have
been made.

The witness said that the system of
giving medicine was irregular. About
March 15th the chart was taken out of
thé room and she was not allowed to
see it. It was hidden in the examin-
ing room. s

In answer to C. J. Coster, Mrs, Trom-
bley said she could not give the exact
date when she saw Dr. McLaren and
Dr. Morris coming out of the operating
room. She saw the doctors going into
two rooms and heard the patients in a
ward say, “Did you see the butcher?”

Shown the chart of her sister’s ille
ness, Mrs. Trombley said there were
two false entries. The witness did not
know the names of the nurses who
gave the stale egg, the bad gruel and
the stewed strawberrier. Miss Jack-
son was the nurse who gave the beef
tea, but she was not to blame. This
lady was also asked for alcohol but was
too busy to get it, for three hours.
Miss Stewart was the nurse who re-
fused to get cracked ice for the wit-
ness, this lady also informed her that
she could not stay on the night before
her sister’s death. The nurse who was
in attendance on the patient during
the last week of her illness was Miss
Marion Smith. Miss Byrne and Miss
Murphy were the nurses who brought
the same medicine on the same day.

‘The wigness said she had complained
to Dr. Macaulay and to Dr. Christie
concerning the attention.
