The Model is intended to illustrate in the most sim­
ple anil distinct manner the Plan 
Alexander in May, ІНІІ7, for'*1 
" Telegraphic (/"ommimicslioii betwixt Edinburgh 
“ and London, by liieans of Electric or Voltaic Cur- 
'• rents transmitted through Metallic Conductors 
" under ground.''

'i he Plan is proposed to be carried into execu­
tion by the application of certain well-established 
Scientific Principles, viz.—first, that the Magnetic 
Needle, when supported in such a manner ач to J- 
low it to have entire freedom of motion in a hori­
zontal Plane, (as is the cnee in tho common Mari­
ner's Compass), tende lo assume it. position directed 
marly North mid South. Second, That if a Me tallic 
Wire, having one end attached to one of the Poles 
of 3 Voltaic Buttery, he placed in a certain position 
near tlie|Megrtelic Needle, the lutter ceases to point 
North and tioulll, and deflects or turns towards the

H ire is emmetrri with the. other Pole qf the. flattery 
Third, That although the Wire uniting the two 
Poles of the Buttery he many miles in length, the 
Electric or Voltaic current is transmitted instanta- 
namely through the whole length of the Wire.

The Model is contained iu a Mahogany Case or 
Frame, 0 feet long. 52 feet wide, and $ feet high.

The end of Um Case, intended to face the North 
is composed of n Wooden Board or Tablet colour­
ed black, with the 20 1«filters of tho Alphabet, A 
Comma, a Semi Colon, a full Point, and an As­
terisk, «lie wn on While Enamel ut equal distances 
in 31X rows or tiers.

The Tablet is protected by a sheet of Plate Glass, 
and the top or lid of the Case is also of Glass, for 
Wore easy inspection of the interior.

Behind the Tablet are placed (also in six rows or 
tiers) 00 Steel Muguets, about 2 inches long, poised 
on their centres, so ns to admit of their assuming 
tlieir natural position in ih«* Magnetic Meridian, and 
thus having their North Pole pointed to the back of 
the Tablet

On the North Pole of each of the 30 Magnets a 
small piece of Brass Wire is fixed, protruding thro' 
a slit or aperture in tho Tablet t and front the point 
of this Bras* Wire, n thin piece of Brass of about 
oiie-lmll'inch square, coloured black outside, iy sus­
pended.

Each of these 30 pieces of Brass, when the Need­
les are in their natural direction of North and South 
conceal or veil one of the Letters or Points marked 
on the Tablet ; and. in this position, the observer 
of the Tablet perceives nothing but one uniform 
b!a;k surface.
