Tie swagser iy for the
moment gone. [ts loud, boastful tones
have fallen into a hoaree whisper, and its
impertinent challenge 1o the American
prople has lost its deflant ring. The power
and majesty of Law which it has eo often
scorned, inspire it with an awe it never felt
before. Ii hat made its fianl appeal aad
bas found that taere iamo way of escape
for it from the mighty grip of Law. Aay
state may wow declare it & nuisance and
proceed 1o abate i, aad it has no remedy
exoept in rebellion. Erery phas. of the
8Baloon—the brewery, the distillery, the
groggery, is subjact to the exercise of this
sovereign power ; and the mssufsotare and
wholesale snd retail of intoxicasts may
be as rigarously suppressed as amy other

form of nuisance deemed detrimeatal to
health or norals.
The decision of the Supreme Coart de-

clares that compensation fur damage t»
property canuol be exacted from the state
when the maoufactare asd eale of
intoxioants are probibited. Taw is the
great poiot desided.  Every man, hence-
forth, who enters into, or ocoatinaes in,
the basiness of making or selling intoxi-
cants in any state, does so at his own risk.
Hie business may at any time, either by
legislative somotment or comstitutions’

suppreered as in Kinsae, or be prohibited
s ia Maioe aad other statee. It is in effoct
& notice to every brewer and distiller and
dealer that he must be prepared o zive up
this business whenever his state com-

mnds bim to.  Formal solion by the ,
popular voice or by legislative process
outlaws his business, and turas the
criminal machisery of the state against
him. The moral foroe of this fuot is
irreeistible. It will orush the Saloim as
slavery wan crushed. The supreme
igterpreter of our Sapreme Law has given
us this mighty weapoa of warfare. Let
us wield it with all our power.

The new law in Germany against the
socialiste ie very severe.

In the great cities of
England and the United States—enpecially
London snod Chicago—the situstion ie
beginnivg to grow serious. Two bills bave
already been introduced to the Benate of
the United States to prevent the immigra-
tion of anarch sts,

-hippi-f er cargo in Canadian posts, it is
ovidently a great advantage to her; for
otherwise she would be obliged to sail home
every time abe had a full fare, or got out of
provisions, Now, ssy the O 8, you
wish ue to give you all the privileges in
our ports which we ourselves enjoy, to aid
ou in inoressing your catch of mackerel ;
{n( when we go to your ports to sell our
nsckerel, you make us pay & duty of two
dollars If we wish to have
these privileges we should be willing, the
Caoadians confend, to give something in
retarn. And the thing most desired by
them is a free market for their ish. But
to this, of ‘all things, the American fisher-
wea —most object. They canvot, they
Teclare, compete on ¢qual lerms with the
Canadian ermen, for the reason that
the cost of vessels, of labor, and of living,
in much less in the provinoces than in the
United Btates, They affirm, furthermore,
that the Cansdians have nothing to give
which would be an equivalent for a free
warket io the United for Canadian
fish. This is probably said with the
wental reservation that commerial privi-
legzes in Canadian ports belong to them by
right.

If the
Democrats follow the lead of the President,
it will give the Ripublicsns the influence
of all the wmanufsctarers, and those who
are in their employ ; while the Democrats
will bave favor with consamers.

It is noticeable there is not one word on
the question of prohibition from beginning
10 énd of the platform. This will be & gricv -
ous dwappointment to many who hope the
Republicans may take up this issue and so
render the Third Party unvecessary.

Tbe Dominion Parlisment is pot to meet
intil the last of February instead of Jan.

Here I found kind Ohristian friends, with
whom I lived in happy fellowship for
ecighteen monthe, In the meaatime [loved
my Bible, and studied it a3 well as I could:

plain command to be baptised, and the
uneasiness of my counscience, that daily
increased as loog ae I disobeyed Christ’s
word ; also the promises of Ged, that he
would never leave me nor forsake me if I
followed Jesus. Uatil I ‘could no longer
endure the agony, this inward ocoofliot
between the flesh and “the Spirit, and
yielded te the plain teachings of God's
word, and applied to Mr. Spurgeon for
baptism, On the 23rd of March, 1873, I
was immersed in the name of the Father,
8on, and Holy Ghost at the Metropolitan
Tabernacle, London.

And I will veniure to say that if any one
will read the New Testament with an
uobiated mind, and with a simple desire to
know the will of God, and to do it, and to
take the words in their ordinary common
sense meanings, ke will come out a Baptist
in views, whether he be baptized or wot.
