@ opirit of fairness in them. Mr. Baxter
wae wite enough not to take the council
by the tbroat and demand a renswal of bis
clients lease. Inmstesd, he gave the cry
dock scheme a lot ot taffy while at the
same tme he impressed upon the alder-
then that it was in Do semee & reality
as yet. He made s mu h use
ss pomible of the fact that bis ten-
ents hsd not aeked avy reduction in
water rates, that they paid their taxes and
other city charges. 1lhey bad been on
this city lot for yesrs and to he summarily
removed now wasnot fair. He asked that
there shemld be some delay snd that Mr.
Robertson, representing the Dock company,
o committee of aldermen and the represen-
tatives of his clients meet snd come to
some srrangement whereby they could
continve their operations and mt ke some
plans for the future.

It was intercating to note just tow this
stiuck the ccuncil. Ald. Cbristie wae par-
ticularly indignsnt that the plems of the
oouncil should be interfered with and the
ex-mayor delayed on his trip to the old
country. He becsme somewbat abusive ot
those aldermen who tavored a fair hearing
for the gentlemen Mr. Borter represented
and, a8 usuel, he and Ald. Colwell had &
tilt and « xpresred how little they ocared for
each others opinion.

Bata firing party was told off,
and be was stood up sgainst & church wall,
and they were chee:fully proceeding to end
his life when the forces from anotber bar
ricade rushed upon them. He was con-
demned to be shot by his new captors, snd
again he laugbed and again he escaped.

A couple of years later be was in the
midst of the fever and famine of Indis, and
after that he was in the Carlit Warin
Spain, first with one army and then with
another. In a few months be was in Servia
and in the battles of that war he wasa
conspicuous observer. Then attached to
the Russian Army, he crossed the Davube,
followed the campaign, saw the fighting st
Sbipka Pass, and was at Plevna.

He realized the Russians could hold their

position, and bis next thought was the
telegraph « fice. The nearest one w's pne
bundred and eigbty miles away, at Buch-
arest. One bite{ot black bread was all he
ate in twenty-four hours. He wore cut
horse after horse. That ride ended 1n the
greatest newspaper special known in tke
bistory of journalism. The great white
Czar ot Russia siterward eent ter him, and
said : ‘I have had reported to me the ex
ample which you thowed with our forces
on the dsy betore Plevna by succoring
wounded men under heavy fire. As the
head ot the State, I desire to testify how
Russia honors ycur’ conduct, offering you
the Order of tbe Stanislaus ‘with the cross
ed swords’— a decoration never conferred
except for personsl bravery.’

In oll parts of the world where there
was war or promise of war this placid,
cheer ful snd gifted young man was gener-
ally found. He went to the British force
to Jelalabad, and ur der a close and heavy
fire he saved a wounded soldier’s life and
the cflisial dispatches gave him special
mention for his services. In Zululand he
he was the first to see the certain result of
the battle of Ulundi, and although it was
dark he started through the trackless for
est and made his way through one hundred
and twenty miles of that unmarked wilder-
ness to a telegraph wire at Lindsmann’s
Drift, and from there he wired to the
world the result of the fight deys ahead ot
the official intelligence, his despatches be-
ing read in botb Houses of Parlisment
amidst enthusiastic acclamation. This
was Archibsld Forbes, the war correspond-
ent.

Dr. Willism Howard Russell, the great
correspondent of the London Times, went
through a balf-dozen wars, and tfought in
the first rank of the party that drove
out the Sepoys irom the iront at

BRITAIN MAKES USE OF THEM.

The Lutest War [aveutions are now in Oper-
stiom 1o South Afiios.
The spplication in South Africa of the
very latest wor inventions hss character-
ized tbe advance of the English army, and
it these count for anything in competent
bands they should form a determining factor
in the campaign. It is not only in the use
ot lyddite shells, smokeless powder, snd
modern high-power rifles and naval guns
tbat they are thoroughly up to date, but in
the employment of inventi.ns and mechan-
ism never betore attempted in any war. In
fact, the practical «xperiments in the field
with the numerous modern war invention.
will decide many points of contention for
army cfficers.
The armored trains which bave been
foatures of thelsorties trom Ladysmith,
Kimberley, snd Mafeking are distinctly
British inventious, and, with the exception
of the campaign in Ezypt, they have never
been tested in_hard fought battles. The
steam plow for cutting trenches is another
Eoglish invention, used for the first time
in South Atrica. This plow is really an
adaptation of the steam plow used in the
Western part of the country, and was de-
sign:d by!Colonel Templer of Royal Ea-
gineers, after a study of the American art-
cle. A three wheel traction engine drags
the plow through the soil, and the heavy
plowshare cute deep into the soil. ' By
breaking up the surfece in tbis way the’
soldiers can throw up & bresstwork or dig
a trench injhalf the time required by the
ordinary method.
The war surgeons of the British army
sre all using the X rays, but in this respect
the American surgeons were ahead of them
in the Spanish-Americsn war, when the
X rays formed part of every surgical out-
fit in the hospitals  But since the close of
that war the Marconi system of wireless
telegraphy has been improved and brought
into practical operation. The apparatus
is already io South Africa, and probably
before this the instruments sre in complete
workiog order. The use of war balloons
for spying out the enemy's work is constan’y
ard they bave slready demonstrated thei-
fitess for the purpose intended. The
most complets war balloon corps ever sent
to any war was despatched to South Atrica
when hostilities first broke out.
Before Marconi's apparstus reached
South Atrica, however, the latest devices
in electric signalling were adopted, and at
Kimberley it was known thst Loid Me-
thuen’s army had come within twenty or
thirty miles of the place'several weeks ago-
This electric signalling system eonsisted in
bresking up the electric flashes into dots
and dashes to form telegraphic letters.
The code was secret, and the besieged
army in Kimberley beld communication
with the army of reliet witbout fear of the
Boers reading tbeir messages. The
searchlishts which were used tor flashirg
the signals were locited on 8 bigh tower,

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ice sports, in fact in nearly all the lines of
popular gamee in which the club indulged
To those bsving a greater tondness for in-
door amusements and games in which
more of the social was introduced, the
“B. snd A. club” stood for s great de 1.
Its delightful card parties, pool snd bil-
liard evenings, etc. Then again the ladies
cherished the club-for its most charming
balls, its exbilerating club runs to popular
resorts, its not inirequent eocial evenings
in those well furnished spartments in
Pugsley’s building. Musically and dram-
atically, (perhaps **burleequely”’ would be
a better word), the club has an enviable
record. Those ministrel shows with Joe
Rainnie, Murray Olive, Jim Duffell, Jim
McPeake, Percy Thompson and others as
end men otill live in memories of theatre
goers. So, in the retirement of the
Bicycle and Athletic Club numerous circles
of city life will feel an individual loss.

For a Jittle bit o1 history concerning the
now defunct club, recourse was made to
some of the official books. In 1884 the
St: John Bicycling Club was orgen'z:d
with H. J. A. Godard (now deceased) in
the chair upon that initial occasion. W. A,
McLauchlan wes appointed captain, L. J.
‘Donald, lieutenant, snd H. H. Godard,
'honorable secretary. Among the other
young citiz ns present were C. E. Burpee,
J. F. McMillan, Charles Coster, J M.
Barnes, C. W. McKee, and Geo. Robert-
son.. At a subsequent meeting the names
of others are reported smong whom were,
Geo. F. Swith, E. H. Turnbull, F. R.
Dearborn. Ths club existed with increas-
ing success until March 26th 1896, when it
was amslgamated with the St. John Ath-
lJetic Club; this become the St. John
Bicycle and Athletic Club. However after
these twelve years had passed with their
glorious club runs on those old time high
wheels, and track races on the same
machines, the personnel of the club had
undergone & very radical change. ‘‘New
blood,” as the saying goes, was intro-
duced and the wheeling band made much
stronger pumerically.

Upon the amslgamation of the two clubs
the bicycle boys found out that the
Athletic Club was not as financially strong
or as lively an organization as they were,
and consequently the joining together was
not the wisest move possible. - Nevertheless

and decorative pavels, exquisite furniture,
draperies, portieres, oilcloths, kitchen fur-
nishinge, and hundreds of beautifully framed
pictures. The club’s silver trophies are
being held in trust by the president, Mr.
Will White.

Grow th Of American Cities.

There were only seven cities in the Unit-
ed States that by Federal census o' 1890 had
more than 400,000 inbabitants—New York,
Chbicago, Philadelphis, Brooklyn, St
Louis, Boston and Baltimore, ia the order
named. - Since the census of 1890, Brock-
lyn bas been absorbed into Greater New
Yok, the boundaries of Chicago have been
enlarged, and the growth in population of
other American citi¢s has not betn so uni-
torm as to make it probable that each will

retain the position it beld in the census of

ten yesrs ago.

New York, which is now a city of 8,000,-
000, will, of course, remain at the he.d,
and so -far at the head that any serious
thought of actual rivalry from any other

.city may be dismissed. Chicsgo has now

s ‘claimed population’ of 1 800,000, or
700,000 more than it bad in the last Fede-
ral census, and one half as large as the
present population of New York.

St. Louis is row claiming 628,000 and
Baltimore 626,009.

Whativer may be the claims of rival
cities as to fourth snd fitth places, in tte
census of 1900, Boston is secure of sixth
place, with & population 8 550 000, the
other important cities being San Francisco,
with a claimed population ot 850,000;
Cincinnati, 400,000; Cleveland, 400,000;
Baftslo- 400 000 ; Pittsburg. 328 000 ; New
Orlesns, 300,000 ; Detroit, 250,000, Wash-
ington, 250 000; Milwaukee, 250.000;

SYMMETRY EXBRCISS.
A Teacher of Gy tics XK: the Art

of Standiag Vorrectly.

‘Unless you already know how to stand
correctly let me aavise you to stand ten
minutes practising,’ said Miss Elizibeth
MacMartin, a professor of gvmnastios.
‘Begin with feeling your weight evenly
balanced upon your feet, thugh it is not
necessary to stand with beels together.
Draw your knees in fi:mly,}but do not hold
them tensely, draw your hips well back
and contract the abdominaljmuscles. The
chest must be thrown out and then the
shoulders will drop down andjback as they
should do. When told to throw your chest
out, imagine a handle is there and that you
are being pulled forward by it. The next
step is to raise the head slightly, and alter
that draw the chinin. It your body can
now sway easily back and forth from the
feet up, the posture is correct. Swaying
bach and forth does not mean to bend at
the waist, but to maintain the standing
position and imagine that you are a lily
swayed back and forth by the wind. The
weight of the body is well off the heels,
and oneis really sianding on the balls of
the feet. Stand so that a sheet of paper
could be slipped under the heels.

“There are certain exercises which will
hasten ones’ ability to stand correctly—
separate exercises tor the muscles of the
back, abdomen and legs. For a wesk
ankle and fl:bby calt nothing can bs more
beneficial than the beel and toe movements
Frst don low, soft, fl.xible shoes, without
heels. Take correct standing position, only
in this case the heels must be together.
Rise slowly on the toes as far as possible
and keep the position for a second, then
tower yourself slowly. Holding the heels
together helps to keep the balance. Unless
very careful one is apt to turn on the sides
of the feet, which must not be allowed for
a moment. Try this movement for ten or
fitteen times. The following day there
will probabiy be a distinct fecling of sore-
ness ; then you will know that you really
are doing something. In rising on the
heels start with the heels together, and

other.. The movements sre wade with
some force or impetus and not as slowly
as those of the back of the leg, and both
heels at once, which is rather a difficult
matter.

GLINPSES OF A GARE FIGHTER.

Senator Etewart Tells of Jack Watson's

Lightness and Freedom With a Pistol.

«“The gamest man and the best fighter
that I ever knew—and I've known quite a
pumber in my day—was little Jack
Watson ot California,” remarked Senator
William M Stewart of Nevada to a party
of interested listeners.

«Watson has been a member ot Jack
Hayes's famous company, and though he
didn't weigh over 120 pounds and in
beight messured but 5 feet 6 inches he
would fight at the drop of a bat the big-
gost man that ever breathed. I don’c know
what State gave him birth, but he wasa
native of the Soath, and all the pioneers
of Texas knew him well. The little chap
didn't provoke difficulties, but I verily
believe he enjoyed fighting for its own
sake, and odds didn’s figure with him ouce
he concluded to go into a melee. His long
suit was shooting, and a deadlier shot
never fingered & revolver.

I shall never forget the first time- that
Jack Watson and I met, for the circum-
stances were of the sort that burns itself
upon a man's memory. [ was riding into &
mining camp in Nevada county, and stop-
ped at & watering trough to let my beast
drink. About the same time a stranger of
very diminutive stature rode up, and whils
our animals refreshed themselves we en-
gaged in some casual conversation. The
stranger was Watson. Before we exchang-
ed half a dozan sentences our attention was
attracted by a great moise, and looking
around we saw at least 200 men coming
our way with a prisoner. The prisoner was
a remarkably fine looking man, but his
captors had stripped bim to the waist, and
the evident intention was to flog him.

‘Before I could hardly realize what was
happening, Watson spoke up: ‘Dare you
go in with me and stop these men P’ It
seemed bravado, but there was aring in
the small one's voice that sounded like
business, and I, being young and foolish,
answered, ‘I dare.’

‘We rushed afterthe mob at racing
speed, and when I got close enough to the
leaders I yelled at the top of my lungs,
<Hold on, boys; you've got the wrong
man! This was an insgiration, for I
really knew nothing of the case, butT
bated to see sucha magnifcent-looking
fellow undergo the humiliation ot a public
beating. But my cry caused s halt, and
with Watson beside me I repeated that
they had the wrong man, and still using
my highest notes called for the appoint-
ment of 8 committee. Itis curious how
easily a mob is sometimes swayed. In less
than ten minutes this one, previously so
impassioned, had calmed down and was
listening quietly to the investigations of
the committee, of which I had been maae
chairman. [t seems that the prisoner was,
as 1 apprehended, a respectable and
worthy man, and he had letters upon him
that vouched for bis integrity. He bad
been accused of stealing $200 in gold by
a miner, but we not only established his
innocence, but started an ex:mination that
led to the discovery ol the real thief.
Aiter this I saw Jack no more till one

day in San Francisco, when I found him in SON &

a most wretched condition. He bad gone
to a political meeting were he was persons
non grata and there was immediste trouble.
Jack killed two men, but was himself
almost riddled with bullets. An old negro
took me to him, and I found him in an sp-
parently dying condition. Ithehad one
bullet bole in him he had twenty. He bad
no doc'or, no rurse, no tood no friend but
the old darkey. I got him a room in a
good hotel and the best physician money
could bire.

Patriots’ Day. Utah has Juoly 24 as
Pioneer’s Day. Vermont has Angust 16 as
the Beonington Battle Day. California
bas Sept 9 as Admission Day. So it goes
all over the country. When we take all
these holidays and com bine the statistics
we find that they amount on an average to
about ninety days or more—practically one
tourth of the year. This new vill would
sdd a second Lolidsy in February, the
shortest month of the year. Twelve of the
States already have holidays in April, so
that the new bill would also place s second
holiday in that month. We are all in favor
holidays, of course, and wish we could
crowd the calendar with them. Baut it may
be well not to rush toward the conditions
that exist in Russia and some other coun-
tries where there are so many holidays that
the people who waat to work have scarccly
the time or the opportuity to get up in the
world.—Saturday Evening Post.
