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The price of peace will be Im­
partial Justice to all nntiond, the 
instrumentality Indispensable to 
secure It Is a league of nations 
formed, not before or after, but at 
the peace conference- and Ger­
many, as a member, wlU have to 
redeem her character not by what 
happens at the peace table, but 
what follows. This was President 
Wilson's answer September 27 th 
to the peace talk among the Teu­
tonic powers .

The practical program of Amer­
ica's peace terms, and for the 
maintenance of which the United 
Rates Is prepared to assume its 
full share of responsibility fol­
lows:

"First—The Impartial justice 
meted out must Involve no discrim­
ination between those to whom 
we wish to be Just and those to 
whom we do not wish to be Just. 
It must be a Justice that plays no 
favorites and knows no standard 
but the equal rights of the several 
peoples concerned.

"Second—No special or separate 
aim of any single nation or any 
group of nations can be made the 
basis of any part of the settle­
ment which is not consistent with 
the common interest of all.

"Third—There can be no leagues 
or alliances or special covenants 
and understr ridings within the 
general und common faxhily of the 
league of nations.

‘"Fourth—And more Ifoéclfically 
there can be no special, selfish ec­
onomic combinations within the 
league, and no employment of any 
form of economic boycott' of ex­
clusion except as the power of ec­
onomic penalty by exclusion 
from the markets of the world may­
be vested in the league of nations 
itself as a means cf disciplne and 
control.

mans behind the Suippe. This retirement, which relieved 
Rheims, is still going on and in the last twenty-four hours the 
Allies have advanced as much as eight miles in some places.

All powerful defensive positions such ,as MorenvilleVs,. 
Nogent, L" Abbesse and its massif have been abandoned by 
the enemy, who Jr as grown alarmed at the deep wedge driv­
en into his line in the region of Monthois, Chaland Erance.

Just when it began to look as if Gouraud had made an 
extremely heavy effort without definite gain the Germans 
crumbled and the Allies reaped a fine reward for their per­
sistence against desperate opposition.

Amsterdam. Oct. 6.—(By the As­
sociated Press)—The text of the

“In accordance with the governmental method now in­
troduced, 1 submit to the Reichstag, publicly and without de­
lay, the principles upon which 1 propose to conduct the grave 
responsibilities of the office.

"These principles were firmly 
tablished by the agreement of the fed­
erated governments and the leaders of 
the majority parties in this honorable 
house before 1 decided to assume the 
duties of chancellor. They contain 
therefore, not only my own confession 
of political faith, but that of an over­
whelming portion of the German 
pies' representatives, that is of 
German nation which lias constituted 
the Reichstag on the basis of a gen­
eral. equal and secret franchise and 
açcordiug to their will.

ie by the Central Powers arp gJVen in 
a revleuf of the present economic 
situation of Roumanie by E. V. Letz- 
gus. Waiting in “La Romanic,” of 
Paris, he points out the methods em­
ployed by the Teuton empires in stren- 
thening their grip on Roumanie so as 
to make their occupation of the coun­
try permanent both in the political 
and economic sense. In. discussing 
the question how German capital id 
buying up everything that may be of 
any value to the “vaterland,” the 
Roumanian writer declares :

"A new foreign society—one can 
easily guess its nationals, 
making efforts to obtain absolute con­
trol of all the 'coal mines in operation 
and the coal fields that may be ex­
ploited. not only In the Roumanian ter­
ritory held by the powers of occupa­
tion but also in the unoccupied parts 
of Roumania, Moldavia and Bessarabia 
Furthermore, the German official news 
agency reports that the Berlin Dis 
con to GeseJlschaft, the Bleichroeder 
Bank and the Banca General* Romano 
which Is nothing but a Roumanian 
branch of the former, have Just bought 
the oil wells of Roumania. which pur 
chase will give them alone SO per cent 
of the total oil production of Roumania.

Buying Lignite Mines.

"The exploitation of Roumanian oil 
will be intensified so as to save Ger 
man coal by the substitution of oil 
and help the development, of the Ger 
man railways. Furthermore, the above 
mentioned German banks also have 
bought up many lignite mines of Rou­
mania. thus obtaining control of more 
than 50 per cent, of the Roumanian 
mines of lignite.

"After having taken over the Rou- 
man ion railways and ships the Ger­
mans are now trying to seize all the 
available combustibles of Roumania; 
petroleum, wood, oil, lignite. The rich 
soil of Roumania. in the hands of the 
German exploiter, has indeed become 
a field for experiments which enables 
our enemies to put into practice their 
theories of commercial exploitation of 
a given country. But the notion of the

Hake, another form of fish, formerly 
caught In large numbers, shows a 
scarcity in the past summer also. One 
fisherman, who In former years, 
caught as high as ten tons In a night, 
never reached above a night catch of 
two tons during the past summer. 
The slump in catches Is deddedly felt, 
as many of the fishermen entered in 
the early spring at a great expense 
and the end of the summer finds them 
quite financially embarrassed.

Fishermen near Southern Maine re­
port a fair catch during the past sum­
mer, but very far below the average 
of former years.

Many Fishermen Along the 
Coast Are Heavy Losers— 
Past Summer Decided Con­
trast With Last Year.

Authentic Information is to the ef­
fect that the fish industry in southern 
coastal waters of New Brunswick was 
a complete failure during the past 
rummer. In former years sardines 
■were caught In large numbers about 
eleven miles below the city, the fish­
ing area, reaching to southern Maine 
ports.. The past summer was a de­
cided contrast, and weir men, under 
heavy expenses, are now completing 
operations with a reserve fund, the 
■fund being a good debt due to over­
head expenses, and little returns, due 
to scarcity of fish.

Prior 
to this the Imperial Munition» Board 
were building steel ship» In some of 
the yards for England, and It was 
thought a wise policy by the govern* 
ment tor Canada to occupy those yards 
to the full In building steel ships for 
the Dominion government. In order 
to make steel shipbuilding in Canada 
secure a contract was entered into 
with the Dominion Steel Corporation 
ai. Sydney for 260,000 tons of ships' 
plates covering a period of five years. 
This mill Is now under course of erec* 
lion at a cost of $5,000,000. I was In 
Sydney the other day to see what pro­
gress was being made with the erec­
tion of this mill, and I am pleased to 
Inform you that I expect the mill to be 
completed and rolling ships' plates by 
July of next year.

The government Is experiencing 
great difficulty in obtaining ships 
plates from the United States, owing 
to their very large shipbuilding pro 
gramme, notwithstanding the fact that 
Canada purchased over a year ago 
from the United States 80,000 tone. 
This condition of affairs makes it all 
the more Imperative that Canada’s 
plate mill now under erection should 
be rushed to completion as quickly as 
possible. You will be interested to 
know that the annual output of Cana 
da’e yards for steel ships at the pres­
ent time amoutns to 250,000 tons. The 
government have under consideration 
at the moment twenty-two steel ships, 
approximating in cost $25,000,000 and 
the number of ships that will be under 
construction next year will be consid­
erably larger than what is being con­
structed at the present time, and ap 
proximating in cost $35,000,000. The 
size of the ships being constructed by 
the government is 10,500 tons, 8,100 
tons, 4,350 tons and 3,750 tons, d. w., 
the smaller size vessels being con­
structed in the shipyards on the Great 
Lakes, tlieir size being limited by the 
width and depth of the canals.

These ships-on completion will be 
owned and operated by the Canadian 
government I am arranging for the 
moet competent and experienced men 
that I can obtain to look after the man­
agement of those ships for the gov­
ernment. I am determined that the 
government's ships shall be managed 
entirely free from politics and on a 
strictly business basis. Canada re­
quires ships badly, and as quickly as 
these ships are ready to go to sea they 
will be required to carry for Canadu 
the products of the farm, the mines, 
the forests, and our industries. It is 
also necessary for the government to 
have ships to operate on the Pacific 
and Atlantic oceans and on the Great 
Lakes in conjunction with the great 
Transcontinental railway which the 
government now operates, the C. N. R., 
as well as the I. C. R. You will be 
interested to know that there will be 
ready for sea this fall two ships, and 
possibly four, of 8,100 tons and 4,350 
tons. At least two of these ships will 
bo ready to go to sea by early Decem­
ber, and it will be the first time in the 
history of Canada that her own mer­
chant marine will have plowed the

The names of the first two ships will 
be the "Canadian Pioneer," and "Cana 
dian Voyageur." The prefix "Canada" 
will be followed throughout for the 
names of all the government ships.

I understand that St. John is con­
templating the erection of a steel ship­
building plant, and I can assure you 
that the government stands ready and 
willing to give whatever company 
starts here contracts on the same bas­
is as Halifax or any of the other yards 
in Canada. At the present time there 
is a large yard being erected at Hali­
fax by tbe Halifax Shipyards. Limited, 
and before very long they will be con 
structing ships of 10,500 tons and 8,100 
tons. d. w-.

Brodeur and Hazen we were given 
tire freedom of action, and if the City 
of St. John and the government de­
cide that time has come for this port 
to become one of the national ports ol 
Canada I can assure you that so long 
as I am Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries the men selected to manage the 
harbor will be given an absolutely free 
hand.

This is not the first time 1 have visit­
ed your port but I was glad the oppor­
tunity came to again look over the fa 
cilities here. You are 
against the same conditions as exist­
ed in Montreal under the old commis­
sion. Prior to 1906 the board 
posed of eleven men, some represent­
ing the government, some the shipping 
interests and some the Board of Trade, 
and there was always more or less 
friction. In the year 1906 the govern­
ment appointed a board of three men 
and the development at Montreal has 
practically all taken place since the 
change was made. Here you have 
private, city, C. P. R.. and government 
Interests all represented un the water 
front, and it is hard to make much 
headway. Great credit is due to the 
city which has spent its own money 
to develop port facilities, i do not 
know of another city in Canada which 
has spent Its own money to the rame 
extent as St. John for this pu 
but I judge from what I have 
lately, and especially since coming 
here today, the citizens feel the time 
has come when the port should be ua 
tionalized.

TheEi? are my own views and on my 
return to Ottawa 1 will submit a pro­
posal to the government and it will 
rest with them to accept or reject it. 
but I am emlsfied the government will 
act in conformity with the recommen­
dation of the minister and in the very 
near future this port will be

Newcastle, Oct. 5.—Rev. and Mrs. 
W. J. Bate received a telegram from 
Ottawa today informing them that 
their son, Pte. Harold Kingston Bate, 
infantry, was officially reported ad­
mitted to No. 4 General Hospital, Dan- 
nes, Prance, wounds in left hand. Pte. 
Bate, whose brother George Bate, was 
recently killed in action, enlisted with 
the Canadian Engineers in May, 1916.

Ottawa, Oct. 5.—Several ships have 
arrived at a Canadian port conveying 
between four and five thousand re-

rned soldiers. Nearly a .housand 
are “hospital walking cases,” for wh:x 
berths have been specially erected In 
the ships under the supervision of the 
medical authorities. About 3,800 are 
“ordinary discharge cases, ‘ and there 
are three or four hundred soldiers’ 
Wives and children, and 150 officers, 
who are returning.

The sending of so large a number 
at one time is due to a combination 
of circumstances. One is that, under 
the conditions caused by the pooling 
of shipping, increased use of late has 
been made of United States ports as 
against Canadian. Another is that 
difficulty has been experienced in get­
ting sufficiently good steamships ; ves­
sels of inferior type could have been 
procured earlier, but the Canadian 
authorities In England rejected these 
and preferred to wait until they could 
obtain more commodious ships.

Other Difficulties.

As a result of this policy, the 8,300 
“ordinary Hr charges” have an amount 
of space which ordinarily would be 
used to accommodate 4,400 troops on 
the eastbound voyage. Another diffi­
culty was caused by the cancellation 
of hospital ships, which was rendered 
necessary by the recent murderous 
attacks on such vessels by German 
submarines. This had two effects. It 
made necessary the sending of the 
“hospital walking cases,” in ordinary 
steamships instead of in the specially 
equipped hospital vessels, special 
berths being erected so as to Improve 
the accommodation as far as possible. 
It also. Increased the congestion In 
the hospitals in England, and this 
crowding further has been aggravated 
by the heavy casualties caused by the 
recent severe fighting.

Mrs. Alexander Crawford, 78 Ex- 
mouth street, has just received a letter 
from her nephew, Daniel S. Ganter, a 
member of one of the Highland unite 
in France which contains the interest­
ing news that his brigade had Just 
reached a part of France where no 
Canadian or British troops had been 
seen since the war started, which il­
lustrates the advances recently made 
by the Allied troops.

Pte. Ganter says in the letter it was 
the first time the French had seen sol­
diers with kilts and they were the ob 
ject of much curious observation and 
many questions were asked as to why 
they wore such uniforms.

This young soldier enlisted when 
be was only eighteen years of age 
and has been for three years in France. 
He is in the signalling corps of his 
battalion. They had been through 
some heavy fighting just before lie 
wrote and there had been thirteen 
casualties among the eignàllera.

Pte. Ganter evidently has done good 
work since joining the army as he was 
awarded the Military Cross last win­
ter.
