Verses ‘came, however, and when
Charles had reached the age of 17 he
had to leave school and’ join’his father
upon the stage to gain the means of his
livelihood. It was a sad blow to the old

mined to rise to fame. Kemble and
Kean were nightly holding enraptured
The new comer,

mingham ' theatre, in the' character of
“Romeo,” he made hisfirst engagement,
June, 1810, and his first appearance in
London as ‘‘Orestes,” occurred 16th
Seytmnbor, 1816, at the Covent Garden
theatre. ' In a short time Maoready
reached the first rank of tragedians.
His renditions of Sha.kespeari.'m charac-
ters were magnificent 8nceesses, and his
Virginius has rarely been equa.lled and
never excelled. -

In 1826 he made his first professional
vigitito the United States. The tourwas
sipgularly successful. Hc opened in
"Boston “on ‘Mguday, October 20, in his
 great character of Virginius, to a crowd-
ed house. The American orator, Daniel
Webster, was present on this occasion,
.and on entering the theatre was greeted
with' applanse and choering.. Macready
performed, during his engagement,
Macbeth, Damon, William Tell (then a
famous dramatic piece), Hamlet, and
‘some other plays of like calibre. This
was at the “City Theatre” formerly the
“Washington.” The demand for tickets
was very gresat, anitthe yampire specu-
lators reaped an abundant harvest. The
fanagers took pains to put a stop to
this, but their efforts proved futile. They
then determined upon pumng up the
‘tickets at auction, and in ““Merchant’s
Hall” they were sold. The premium
received on the sale of tickets for Mac-
;ready’s benefit was $392.50 and during
‘the whole time of his engagement about
$1,000, in round numbers, One evening
 Mr. Macready was ill and did not play.
"On his last night he was called out, and
announced that before he” returned to
Burope, he should have the pleasure of
pevisiting Boston.

In 1828 he played in Paris, France, to
.nmense and appreciative audiences.

It was after the occasioh of his third
visit to the United States, in 1848, that
his tour was -made memorable by the
‘colebrated Astor Placs viels. Tlfese!
disturbances . were supposed to have
been gotten up at the instance and with
the advice of Edwin_Forrest, but this
ruiior has since been authoritatively
denied. Tt *was held that when Mr.
Forest went to  England the English
people refused to grant him a hearing
and even treated him insultingly. When
the great Londen actor reached New
York, he found the tables completely
turned upom: him. The mob stormed
and railed, people were shot and crush-
ed, and a terrible scene, which beggars
description: ensned. After these scenes
of violence' Macready made no further
attempt to act in Gotham. He went to
Boston, Octi; 1848, and played “a short
engagement, opening with Macbeth.
After this' he left the country and.sailed
for Europe. - In 1850-51 he performed a
series of farewell performances in Eng-
land, and on the 2nd of Feby., 1851,
took his final leave of the stage—the
scene of his triumphs—at Drury Lane.
before a crowded and enthusiastic audi-
ence. - He Has ever since lived in re-
tirement.. About ten years ‘ago -his
death was announéed, and this man of
saurnine disposition, had the grim and
not altogether unp easant task of read-
ing his own obituary notices,

Macready has_ever been held in high
respect botl for his rare abilities asan
actor and his sterling qualities as a
gentleman. In - 1851—March lst—he
was publicly entertained ata banquet
given in his honor dnd presided over
by Sir Edward Bulwer Lytton, since
deceased. At this entertainment were
very many eminent actors, anthors and
artists.

As a player, Macready may be re-
garded as a type of the old school. - His
acting was always powerful, always ef-
fective and alwayscarefal. Hazlitt, the
eritic, pronounced Micrency's debul
the most promising he lad ever ' seen
since that of th: great Kean, ‘and Kean
himself witnessed and applauded his
Orestes. In France his success was
even greater than in England, the lead-
ing French critics ~pronouncing him
segond only to the great Talma.

" At times Macready ‘was a trifle arro-
gant, and in this way rather courted
than appeased the displeasure of his
associates on the stage. He was play-

ing one nig'hi;‘inMobde, the tragedy of |,

“Hamlet.” A local actor whom Mac-
rendy had displeased was cast for|
Claudigs, the murderer king. The
play ' went 61 smoothly enough until
towards the close when the dying king
reels off and dies violently. Claudius
lingered about the stage for a while,
and finally concluded to settle himself
in the identical spot in which Hamlet
himself was to give up the ghost. The
tragedian, much vexed, said quietly,
“Die further up the stage, sir.”” But no
use, the king was as deaf as an
addeér.” Hamlot growled louder, “Die
farther up.” It was possible he might
drag him' there, so Claudins gravely
sat up, "like one of the revivalists in
«Bombastes Furioso,” and observed, “I
believe I'm king here, and I'll die where
I please; mister.” The tragedy. shmﬂy
after concluded.

At another time when Hamlet was
being played by Muacready in Birming-
ham, the great acter walking home-
ward found a erowd of people running
around a smalj house,alive with" flames.
From the cenire of the farnace Mac-
readylieard an agonizing cry. In a
moment his hat, coat and vest were off,
‘and lithe and agile as a patomime per-
former, he dashed in through the little
parlor window, and in a moment - after
appeared with a child in his arms. He
instantly returned it to the open arms of
its half crazed mother, and was soon
lost in the crowd. . He returned to his
lodgings, hatless, coatless and vestless.
A reward was offered for the brave man
who had so nobly risked his life, but his
natural modesty kept him from ac-
knowledging the act. A few days after-
wards'a thief was apprehended in the
actiof selling a valuable coat.
