REV. T. DEWITT TALMACL

Sin as a Taskmaster—“Lifted 
From the Brick Kilos”

The Deathbed of the Infidel- 
Men Who Are Infidel*

Are Men Without Hope?--What 
Religion Does for Man on Earth.

Brooklyn, Dec. 16.—The Rev. T. 
De Witt Talmage's discourse today 
was entitled, "Lifted from the Brick­
kilns.” His text was: “Though ye 
have lain among the pots, yet shall ye 
be as the wings of a dove covered with 
silver, and her feathers with yellow 
gold." Psalms lxviii, 13. He said:

I suppose you know what the Israel­
ites did down in Egyptian slavery. 
They made bricks. Amid the uten­
sils of the brick kiln there were also 
other utensils of cookeiy—the kettles, 
the pots, the pans, with which they 
prepared their daily food—and when 
these poor slaves, tired of the day’s 
work, lay down to rest, they lay down 
amid the implements of fBtàmj 
and the implements of handwork. 
When they arose in the morning they 
found their garments covered with 
the clay and the smoke and the dust, 
and besmirched and begrimed with the 
utensils of cookery. But after a while 
the lord broke up that slavery, and he 
took these poor slaves into n land 
where they had better garb, bright 
and clean and beautiful apparel. No 
more bricks for them to make. Let 
Pharaoh make his own bricks. When 
David in my text comes to describe 
the transition of these poor Israelites 
from their bondage- among the brick 
kilns into the glorious emancipation 
for which God had prepared them he 
says: "Though ye have lain among the 
pots, yet shall ye be as the wings of a 
dove covered with silver, and her 
feathers with yellow gold."

Miss Whately, the author of a cele­
brated book, "Life in Egypt," said she 
sometimes saw people in the east cook­
ing their food on the tops of houses, 
and that she had often seen, just be­
fore sundown, pigeons, doves, which 
had, during the heat of the day, been 
hiding among the kettles and pans 
with which the food was prepared 
picking up the crumbs that they might 
find—just about the hour of sunset 
would spread their wings and fly 
heavenward entirely unsoiled by the 
region in which they had moved, for 
the pigeon is a very cleanly bird. And 
as the pigeons flow away the setting 
sun would throw silver on their wings 
and gold on their breast. So you see 
it was not a far fetched simile, or an 
unnatural comparison, when David in 
my text says to these emancipated 
Israelites, and says to all those who 
are brought out of any kind of trouble 
into any kind of spiritual joy: 
“Though ye have lain among the pots, 
yet shall ye be as the wings of a dove 
covered with silver, and her feathers 
with yellow gold."

HOW SIN WEIGHS UPON MAN’S SOUL.
Siu is tho hardest of all taskmasters. 

Worse than Pharaoh, it keeps us 
trudging, trudging in a most degrad­
ing service; but after a while Christ 
comes, and ho says: ‘‘Let my people 
go.” and we pass out from among the 
brick kilns of sin into the glorious 
liberty of the Gospel: we put on the
ultMil lutivaüt «ï CuïTâUùi.
and when at last wo soar away to the 
warm uest which God has provided for 
us in heaven, we shall go fairer than a 
dove, its wings covered with silver, 
and its feathers covered with yellow 
gold.

I am going to preach something

There

that is that tho grandest possible ad< 
is the religion of Jesus Christ. Tl 
are a great many people who suppose 
that religion is a very different thing 
from what it really is. The —**■— 
men condemn the Bible 
cause they do not understand the 
Bible; they have not properly ex­
amined it. Dr. Johnson said 
that Humo told a minister in the bish­
opric of Durham that he had never 
particularly examined the New Testa­
ment, yet all his life warring against 
it. Halley, tho astronomer, announced 
his skepticism to Sir Ifoae Newton, 
and Sir Isaac Newton said: “Now, sir, 
I have examined the subject and you 
have not, and I am ashamed that you. 
professing to be a philosopher, consent 
to condemn a thing you never have 
examined." And so men reject the 
religion of Jesus Christ because they 
really have never investigated it. 
They think it something impractical, 
something that will not work, some­
thing Pecksniffian, something hypo­
critical, something repulsive, when it 
is so bright and, so beautiful you 
might compare it to a chaffinch, you 
might compare it to a robin redbreast, 
you might compare it to a dove, its 
wings covered with silver, and its 
feathers with yellow gold.

But how is it if a young man be­
comes a Christian ? Ail through the 
club rooms where he associates, all 
through the business circles where he 
is known, there is commiseration. 
They say: “What a pity that a young 
man who had such bright prospects, 
should so have been despoiled by those 
Christians, giving up all his worldly 
prospects for something which is of 
no jjarticular present worth 1" Here is 
a young woman who becomes a Chris­
tian, her-voice, her face, her manners 
the charm of the drawing room. Now 
all through tho fashionable circles the 
whisper goes: “What a pity that such 
a bright Light should have been extin­
guished. that such a graceful gait 
should bo crippled, that such worldly 
prospects should be obliterated !" Ah, 
my friends, it can bo shown'that re­
ligion’s ways are ways of pleasantness 
imd that all her paths are peace ; that 
religion, instead of being dark, and 
doleful, and lachrymose, and repul­
sive, is bright and beautiful, fairer 
than a dove, its wings covered with 
silver and its feathers with yellow gold.

Sec. in the first place, what religion 
will do for a man’s heart. I care not 
how cheerful a man may naturally be 
before conversion, conversion brings 
him up to u higher standard of cheer­
fulness. I do not say he will laugh 
any louder, I do not say but lie may 
stand back from some forms of hilarity 

which he once indulged; but there 
comes into his soul an immense satis­
faction. A young man, not a Chris­
tian, depends upon worldly successes 
to keep his spirits up. Now he is 
prospered, now ho has large salary, 
now he has a beautiful wardrobe, 
now ho has pleasant friends, now 
he has more money than he knows 
how to spend; everything goes bright 
and well with him. But trouble comes 
—there are many young men in the 
house this morning who can testify 
out of their own experience that some­
times to young men trouble does come 
—his friends are gone, his salary is
Sone, his health is gone; goes down, 

own. He becomes sour, cross, queer, 
misanthropic, blames the world, 
blames society, blames the church, 
blames everything, rushes perhaps to 
the intoxicating cup to drown his 
trouble, but instead of drowning his 
trouble drowns his body and drowns 
liissouL

THE PART OF A CHRISTIAN.
But here is a Christian young man. 

Trouble comes to him. Does he give 
up? No. Ho throws himself back on 
the resources of heaven. He says: 
iQod ie tos father. Out of all these

disasters I "shall pluck advantage fbr 
my soul. All the promises are mine. 
Christ is mine, Christian companion­
ship is mine, heaven is mine. What 
though my apparel be worn out? 
Christ gives me a robe of righteous­
ness. What though my money be 
gone? I have a title deed to the 
whole universe in the promise, ‘All 
are yours.’ What though my worldly 
friends fall away ? Ministering angels 
are my bodyguard. What though my 
fare be poor and my bread bo scant? 
I sitôt the King’s banquet"

Oh. what a poor, shallow stream is 
worldly enjoyment compared with 
the deep, broad, overflowing river of 
God’s peace, rolling midway in the 
Christian heart! Sometimes you have 
gone out on the iron bound beach of 
the sea when there has been a storm 
on the ocean, and you have seen the 
waves dash into white foam at your 
feet They did not do you any harm. 
While there, you thought of the chap­
ter written by the psalmist, and per­
haps you recited it to yourself while 
the storm was making commentary 
upon the passage: "God is our refuge 
and strength a very present help in 
time of trouble. Therefore will 1 not 
fear though tho earth be removed, and 
though the mountains bo carried into 
the midst of the sea; though the waters 
thereof roar and be troubled, though 
the mountains shake with the swelling 
fharsof Belah!" Oh. how indepen­
dent the religion of Christ makes a 
man of worldly success and worldly 
circumstances! Nelson, the night be­
fore his last battle, said: "To-morrow 
1 shall win either a peerage or a grave 
in Westminster Abbey." And it does 
not make much difference to the 
Christian whether he rises or falls in 
worldly matters; ho has everlasting 
renown any way. Other plumage may 
be torn iu the blast, but that soul 
adorned with Christian grace is fairer 
than the dove, its wings covered with 
silver, and its feathers with yellow 
gold

You and I have found out that peo­
ple Who pretend to bo happy are not 
always happy. . Look at that young 
man caricaturing the Christian re-

earth anti ail toe principalities of hell, 
and with the other hand beckoning 
messenger angels to come and bear 
him away, as he says: “I am now 
ready to he offered, and the time of 
my departure is at hand; I have 
fought the good tight, I have finished 
my course, I have kept tho faith; 
henceforth there is laid up for me B 
crown of righteousness which the 
Lord, the righteous Judge, will give 
me.”

Which of tho three spectacles do 
you most admire? When the wind of 
death struck the conqueror and tho in­
fidel they were tossed like sea gulls in 
a tempest, drenched of the wave and 
tom of tho hurricane, their di«Ynnl 
voices heard through tho everlasting 
storm ; but when tho wave and the 
wind of death struck Paul, like an 
albatross, he made a throne of the 
tempest, and one day floated away into 
the calm, clear summer of heaven, 
brighter than the dove, its" wings cov­
ered with silver, and its feathers v"“ 
yellow gold. Oh, are you a '

with
with such a religion—a reUgl^r that

always happy.. Look at that young 
man caricaturing the Christian re­
ligion, scoffing at everything good, 
going into roistering drunkenness, 
dashing the champagne bottle to tüe 
floor, rolling the glasses from the bar­
room counter, laughing, shouting, 
stamping tho floor, shrieking. Is he 
happy 1 I will go to his midnight pil­
low. I will see him turn the gas off.
I will ask myself if the pillow on which 
he sleeps is as soft as the pillow on 
which that pure young man sleeps.
Ah, no! When ho opens his eyes in 
the morning, will the world be as 
bright to him as to that young man 
who retired at night saying his prayers, 
invoking God’s blessing upon his own 
soul andthesouls of his comrades, and 
father and mother and brother and 
sister far away? No, no. His laughter 
will ring out from tho saloon so that 
you hear it as you pass by, but it is 
hollow laughter; in it is the snapping 
of heart strings and the rattle of 
prison gates. Happy! that young 
man happy? Let him fill high the 
bowl ; he cannot drown an upbraiding 
conscience. Let the balls roll through 
the bowling alley ; the deep rumble 
and the sharp crack cannot overpower 
tho voices of condemnation. Let him 
whirl in the dance of sin and tempta­
tion and death. All tho brilliancy of 
the scene cannot make him forget the 
last look of his mother, as he left 
home, wjien she said to him : "Now, 
my son, you will do rig»».,; I am sure 
you will do right; you will, won’t 
you?" That young man happy? Why, .

Oh, my friends, there is more 
joy in one drop of Christian satisfac­
tion than in whole rivers of sinful de­
light Other wings may bo drenched 
or the storm and splashed of the tem­
pest, but the dove that comes in 
through tho window of this heavenly 
ark has wings like the dove covered 
with silver, and her feathers with yel-

Again I remark, religion is an 
adornment in the style of usefulness 
into which it inducts a man. Here 
are two young men. Tho one has tine 
culture, exquisite wardrobe, plenty of 
friends, great worldly success, but he 
lives for himself. His chief care is for 
his own comfort. He lives uselessly. 
He dies unregretted. Here is another 
young man. His apparel may not be 
so good, his education may not be so 
thorough. He lives for others. His 
happiness is to make others happy. 
He is as self denying as that dymg 
soldier, falling in the ranks, when he 
said: "Colonel, there is no need of 
those boys tiring themselves by carry­
ing me to the hospital ; let me die just 
where I am.” So this young man of 
whom 1 speak loves God, wants all 
the world to love him, is not ashamed 
to carry a bundle of clothes up that 
dark alley to the poor. Which of

THE AMERICAN PROPOSiTION.
It is not at all likely that the great 

body of the electors ot Canada will be 
tempted by American gold to sell their 
independences—The Empire.

This is an attempt to give the Ameri­
can proposition an interpretation which 
the fleets will not warrant,to arouse the op­
position of the unwary.

It is far from an attempt to buy Cana­
dian independence, as one would so 
many sheep. It is an expressed wish to 
assist us to accomplish something which 
it is thought we may have in view. We 
have an enormous debt saddled upon us 
by a corrupt administration. Under or­
dinary circumstances a partnership is 
not easily made by one heavily in debt; 
each partnership is generally avoided by 
the one with whom it is sought The 
same of cities, municipalities, and of 
nations.

It DAY be said with truth (though the 
annexation sentiment is generally in 
Canada), that the people of Canada, at 
the present time, will oppose annexation 
with the United States, but the American 
proposal will be treated by all thoughtful 
Canadians as at least a courteous and 
friendly one.

RULE BY REPRESSION.
The last public appearance of Lord 

Dufferin as viceroy in the capital of India 
will, if the reports in English papers are 
not exaggerated, be long remembered 
for the remarkable and unexpected on 
slaught made by him upon those who 
have taken part as leaders in the native 
congress agitation. These men appeal 
to the same facts as Lord Dufferin, but 
arrive at opposite conclusions. The ex­
istence of a highly-educated class, pos­
sessing an adequate qualification, as far 
as education is concerned, for taking an 
intelligent view of economic and political 
questions, seems to them a good ground 
for developing representative institu­
tions. They declare that a national feel­
ing is growing up which has spread far 
beyond the few thousands whom Lord 
Dufferin would admit to be sufficiently 
educated to take part in public affairs, 
and they think that the interests both 
of India and of England would be better 
served by fostering than by stifling that 
sentiment. -To the departing viceroy, 
who has enjoyed a sway almost as auto­
cratic as the osar’s over the “ tesselated 
nationalities” he so grandiloquently de­
scribes, it seems that there can be no 
effective representation of the people, 
and that all the strength, power and in­
telligence of the British government 
ought to be applied to prevent one 
race or religion from obtaining dnmin 
ion over another. Does he not overlook 
the fact that at present one race, and 
that a foreign one, has absolute do­
minion, and that the other races, which 
arc native, will certainly in course of 
time, and as soon as a national spirit has 
been developed, object to this absorp­
tion of all power by that one foreign ele­
ment! How long can these others be 
trusted to feel, as he declares they ought, 
that “there is no greater blessing to a 
country than the existence of an exter­
nal, dispassionate, immutable authority,” 
even though it boasts “Justice” as its 
watchword, and even though it “alone 
possesses the power and the will to 
weld the rights and alatus of each ele­
ment to the empire into a peaceful, co­
ordinated, and harmonious unity” T 
Brave words, tfieee; but are they not 
the stock phrases of despotism in all 
ages and in all lands? And, agair,

In the year 1871 the dispi. e arose over 

the boundaries of the Prov.nee of On­
tario between the province and the Do­
minion. Negotiations were casried on, 
end ultimately Mr. Pardee, Crown Lands 
Commissioner for Ontario, and Mr. Laird, 
Minister of the Interior, agreed on a pro­
visional boundary, which ran from Hun­
ter’s island north to the 51st parallel of 
latitude. The Dominion government 
was to legislate to the north and west of 
this line, and the Ontario government to 
the south and easL

This was done with the understanding 
that the titles granted by either govern­
ment should be confirmed by the goven- 
ment securing the territory by the deci 
sion. Then as soon as the boundary was 
settled each government would have to 
account for its stewardship. This state 
of affairs continued until an arbitration 
was appointed according to consent, the 
arbitrators being Chief Justice Harrison, 
Sir Francis Hinoks, and Sir Richard 
Thornton, British Minister at Washing­
ton. They made their award in 1878, 
giving to the Ontario Government the 
lands to the north and west, increasing 
the area of the province from 100.000 
square miles to 200,000 square miles 
Tüe boundary according to this award 
ran north from the northwest angle of 
Lake of the Woods until it reached the 
English and Albany rivers, which formed 
the line to the Hudson bay, thence 
along the shores of the Hudson bay to a 
point due north from the head ot Like 
Temiscamingue. Toe contention of the 
Dominion Government, which it has 
since hold, was that the western bound­
ary was a line running north to the 
height of land from a point due north 
from the confluence ot the Ohio and 
Mississippi rivers, thence along the 
height of land to a point north 
of Lake Temiscamingue. The de­
cision was made on clauses of the Quebec 
Act of 1774, the commissions to several 
governors of the Province, and other 
public documents and acts of the parlia­
ment and the crown. The decision of 
the arbitrators was not accepted by the 
Dominion Government, and was not con­
firmed by the Dominion Parliament

In the meantime, in 1881, the bounda­
ries of the Province of Old Manitoba 
were extended by a dominion act in such 
a way as to make Its eastern boundary 
depend upon the point where the west­
ern boundary of Ontario intersected the 
international boundary. This made 
Manitoba a party to the strife,and blood­
shed was threatened over the dispute. 
Finally Ontario and Manitoba agreed to 
refer the dispute to a special case, which 
was heard before the Privy Council. 
The Dominion Government was expected 
to be a party to the case, and thus put 
an end to the dispute. But it refused, 
although it appeared through counsel 
before the Privy Council and submitted 
to be bound by the decision so far 
as the reference to the western 
boundary of Ontario was concerned, 
but not to the northern boundary. The 
Privy Council found that in the absence 
of legislation by the Dominion Parlia­
ment lhe award of the arbitrators was 
not binding, but their decision was cor­
rect, and sustained it as far as the then 
reference by evidence gave effect to the 
decision. The Dominion then claimed 
that it was the owner of all those lands 
to the north of the height of land, by 
virtue of a clause in ihe British North 
America Act, which gave the Dominion, 
certain powers to legislate io Indian 
lands and in lands reserved for the In­
dians. Also by virtue of a treaty entered 
into with the Indian tribes occupying 
these lands. The contention of the On­
tario Government was that the Domin­
ion bad power to extinguish the Indian 
title, but the lands must then enure to 
the benefit of the Crown; that the pro­
vince represented the Crown; that it was 
lord of the soil, but subject only to the 
Indian interest whatsoever that might 
be, and that when that became 
extinct the lands reverted to the pro-

The dominion, following their conten­
tion, issued titles to lands in the dis­
puted territory and gave timber and 
mining licenses. The Ontario Govern­
ment then decided to assert its title on 
a test case, and the SL Catharine’s Mill­
ing and Lumber Company was selected. 
An injunction was obtained restraining 
the company from cutting timber and 
make it give up what was already cut. 
The motion was argued in the Chancery 
Division of the High Court ot Justice 
before Chancellor Boyd. He delivered 
an exhaustive judgment, in which the 
position of the province was sustained. 
This judgment was upheld in the Court 
of Appeal. It came up before the Supe­
rior Court and was again sustained, only 
two judges dissenting. It has now been 
sustained before the Privy Council.

The Ontario Government will have to 
assume its proportion of the annual cost 
of maintaining the Indians in the land 
conceded in the Indian treaty. Portions 
of this territory are in Manitoba, and 
another portion at Keewatin. The pro­
vince volunteered to do this in present­
ing their case to the council.

Fact» About Climate.
Climate, while depending largely on 

the latitude, is modified by the atmos­
pheric and oceanic movements and the 
distribution of laud and water. The 
land takes up heat rapidly in summer, 
aud, iu the north, becomes frozen and 
snow rind in winter. Land winds may, 
consequently, lie intensely hot or in­
tensely cold; and hence lands have a 
tendency to produce extremes of cli-, 
mate. The waters of the ocean remain 
unfrozen even far toward the pole, un­
less crowded with lands, their perpet­
ual movements tending to produce a 
uniformity of temperature over the 
globe; and, hence, winds from the 
oceans, or any large body of water, 
are moderating, and never very cold. 
They produce what is called an in­
sular climate.

Absence of lands from high latitudes 
is equivalent to an absence of the' 
souivo of extreme cold; and from 
tropical latitudes that of extreme heat; 
and the sinking of all lands would 
diminish greatly both extremes. But 
sinking high latitude lands also dim­
inishes the extreme heat, since the 
lands become very much heated in 
summer, and this neat is diffused by 
the winds. The mean temperature of 
the northern hemisphere is stated by 
Dove at CO degs. F., and of the south­
ern at 56 dogs F., while tlio extremes 
for the globe, taking the annual 
means, are 80 degs. FT and zero. If 
there were no land the mean tempera­
ture would probably be but little above 
wluti- it is now, or not far from 6U 
degs. for the whole globe.—Arkansaw 
Traveler.

STANLEY IN CAPTIVITY.

New York, Dec, 15. A special from 
London to the Times says everybody in 
London believes that Emin Bey and 
Henry M. Stanley are both prisoners of 
the Mahdi. It is at least certain from 
Osman Digna’s letter that the Mahdi is 
in possession of a number of things 
which Stanley is known to have carried 
with him, and it is assumed that both 
Europeans’ lives are too valuable from a 
hostage point of view to be sacrificed by 
the Soudanese. In the light of this dis 
covery it is probable that the Suakin 
fight will be indefinitely postponed.

Si-akin, Dec. 16. The Khalifa’s letter to 
Osman Digna stated that the steamer 
expedition to the equator, commanded 
by Emin Saleh, on arriving at Lado had 
Emin Pasha and a white traveller de­
livered to them in chains by the Emin’s 
officers and troops. Emin Saleh in his 
letter to Khalifa stated he had reached 
Lado on Get. 11th. The khedive had 
sent a white traveller named Stanley 
with a letter telling Emin to go with 
Stanley and offering the remainder of the 
force the option of going to Cario or re­
maining. They retused to enter Turkish 
service and gladly received Emin Saleh. 
Emin Saleh found a large quantity of 
leathers and ivory. He heard that an­
other traveller had vieited Emin, but he 
had gone and was searching for him.

A reconnoisance was made on the left 
and rear of the rebels position today. 
The party was headed by General Gren­
fell and advanced under a heavy fire 
from the forts. The Arabs opened tire 
but did no damage.

Firing continues ou beth sides and the 
Arabs’ earthworks have been damaged.

Beklin, Deo 16. Zeitung and other 
newspapers argue that if Usman Digna’* 
reporte are true the VVessmann expedi­
tion will be useless. The same journal 
argues that it would take at least four 
months to cover the distance which the 
reports must travel from Lado, and that 
therefore they must be false.

London, Dec 16. A despatch from 
Suakin to the Tiroes says the natives do 
not believe the equatorial provinces have 
submitted to the Mahdi. If they had, 
the natives say, proclamations to the 
people of Emin’s territory and other of­
ficial acts of the Mahdi would have been 
made public and the surrender of Suakin 
would have been demanded. A coast 
guard steamer just arrived from the south 
heard nothing of the alleged capture ot

Berlin, Dec 16. Herr Merensky, chief 
of the African missions, thinks Emin may 
be captured, but not Stanley. More likely 
he says, the “ white traveller ’’ referred 
to by Osman Digna is C’apt. Caeatt, the 
Italian explorer.

SHOT DOWN BY NEGROES.

Columbus, Miss., Dec. 17. Near Waha- 
lak, à email station on the Mobile A Ohio 
railroad, near Macon, Miss., last Friday, 
a negro and white boy got into a fight. 
The white boy’s father attempted to 
separate them and was set upon by a 
negro boy and hia father and terribly 
beaten. Yesterday the white man swore 
out a warrant for the negro’s arrest and 
a constable, Seth Cobb, went to the ne­
gro's house to execute it, when he was 
attacked by a number of negroes and 
beaten. He then summoned a posse of 
12 men and went, last evening, to arrest 
the negro. The poeee were Bred upon 
from an ambush; five were killed out­
right and six wounded. The negroes 
were strongly reinforced. Wahalak has 
telegraphed along the line for help. 
Meridian responded with 75 armed men. 
who were joined at every station. On 
reaching Wahalak they marched imme- 
diately to the scene, the negroes were 
barricaded and refuaea to surrender. At 
noon the forces were supposed to be 
about equal. The afternoon news re­
ceived was that lhe belligerent negroes 
had retreated to the swamps and are 
stubborn, while the non-combatant ne­
groes are fleeing to the woods in terror.

BOULANGER INTERVIEWED.

New York, Dec. 17. The World’s Pa 
ris correspondent sends that paper a 
three column interview with Gen. Bou 
ianger which the World sums up as foi 
lows : “ The general frankly admits that 
he would like to be president of France, 
and is confident that he will be some 
day. He denies that he is plotting war 
or a coup d’etat He says there ia cor­
ruption in the chamber ot deputies end 
trouble in the senate. The former h* 
wouid dissolve and the latter abo ish. 
Half of France, he says, is at his hack in 
ihe movement to revise the French con 
stitution. Gen. Sheridan was bis ideal 
of a cavalry general. He also speaks 
enthusiastically of Gens. Sherman and 
McDowell and other memories of hb 
trip to the United States in 1881.

There were 9,373 immigrants to Canada 
last month, but half of them went on into 
tl e States.

81,497 who stayed in Canada aro more num­
erous by over 10,000 than the corresponding 
settlers last year.

Brown, a farmer of Malahide, Ont., who 
died a few day# ago under suspicious cir­
cumstances, the jury returned a verdict to 
the effect that death was hastened by abuse 
at the hands of John Goutta and neglect on 
the part of Mrs. Brown.
