This however will ot prevent the
work being re-let to him and after the  bare-
faced chicapery rascality conmected with
this road from the beggining it wou'd be
folly to expect aoything like honest and
straightforward dealiog oow,

to the Upper House for a second readiog wod
foreed through in defiance of the vote of last
week. The Ministry rode the high horse
very effectively on this occasion and told the
Coupcil that come what would, tbe Govern-
meot should go to Quebec. The soppage
of 1he supp'ies would only cause prorogation
aud the removal w uld take place immediate-
ly.

¢ That the Union of Upper and Lower Ca-
nada under ope Goveromest and Legislature,
bas ot been atteaded by the happy result as-
ticipated by the promoters of the measure ;
the difficuly of usiting two races baving dif-
ferent languages, customs and rebgious faith,
baviag resulted in grave sectiopal jealousies
and discordances, aod the most alarming mis-
mapazement of the public funds; and this
House is of opivion that the iuteres's of both
Upper and Lower Canada will be b-st pro-
mo'ed by a dissolution of the Usion.”

We regret to fiod that & disposition still
exis's in the Westero part of the Province to
dissolve the union betseen Upper and Lower
Cagads, taough thus is not to be wundered at
when the mojority of che Lower Cacadian
members of the Legi-lature are fourd to be
so0 subservieot to sectional in'erests, and so
deficient in those qualities which are requisite
in sta'esmen.

But part of the blame for the evils deplor-
ed o the resolution rests with Upper Cana-
diap members, > ho bave beem equaily gub-
servient to the Goveroment of the day, and
who, kuowing better, bave sioned more deep-
ly than their Lower Cansdian coufreces, by
their peculations and reckless mdifference to
just and bonorable legwilation. We do pot
believe that the union is the cause of the evils
referied to. That cause can best be found
in the nnygvcipled ch::nctet of many of our

Ao act to amend the Laws of this Province
relating to Weights and Measures.
[Assested to 4tb May, 1859.]

Whereas an act was pas<ed in the sixteenth
vear of Her Majesty’s Reign, chap'ered one
bundred and mwety-three, establishing a
Standard Weight for gram and puise ; and
whereas it 18 expedi-nt to estab’ish a standard
weight 1a this Province, for roots, seed and

2. In Upper Canada upon any sale and
delivery of sny of the articles in this act men-
tioned, and in every cootract which sifall be
made afier the passing of this act, for the sa'e
and delivery of aoy of the said articles, the
bushe! sha'l be takeo aod isterded to mean
the weight of a bushel as regulated by this
act, and not a bu-hel 10 mea-ure or according
to a greater or le-s weight; and io Lower

moreover, 1o place an army of observation of
oot less than 50,000 men on the Austrian
frcatier. Thisis the fir-t Treaty, and it is
obvi usly directed against England. Fraoce
cau bave ro hing to fear from the pavy of
Austria ; if she seeks to stre; gthen herself at
se», it must b- agains! some first c'ass paval
Power ; avd what other is there than Eng-
tand ? This Treaty is an agreement between
France and Russa to unite the fleets of the
two empires, in order to keep tte pavy of
England in check, while ove or both of the
coutracting pariies may be eugaged in effect-
wg +ome chj-cs hos'ile 10 the in erests or the
secuiity of Great Biiaw. It is plam that
the parties to this compact d, not coust upon
the n>utrality of England, and the existeoce
of this precastivnary Treaty is in itselt a proof
that the eoleprises which are thus to be pro-
tected are such as it would be impossible for
Englaod to allow to pass unchalienged. The
Russ'an Army of Ob ervation is no less sig-
o ficant tLan the uuity of the Imperial navies.
This corps will, of course, be emp oyed to
exci'e insurre:tion among the Hungariin and
Sclavonian subjeets of Austria, and it requires
oo great «tretch of imagination to forcsee how
quick'y the fl mes would ri-e, avd how far
they would spread. 'We cannot tell the char-
acter nor measure the scope of the secret
understandiog which has prompied this of-
ferswve aliance. Perbaps the great design
may rest upon the Rhine on the ove side,aud
may compreiend the Principalities or even
lvan upon the Bospho us on the otber. It s
hard to believe that'so small a matier asao
lialian war could have rendered nece:sary
such g'gantic precautions agamnst the navy of
Eogland, or such menscing demonstrations
against the esstern prosioces of Austria, It
may bave been foreseen that the incentions of
the two ailied despots must provoke the re-
sistarce of ail Germany, avd reuder pecessary
the bl:ckade of the ports upon the Baltic,and
it may bave been considerd that, however
peaceable may be the intentions ot Engtand,
the contemplated impediments vpon bher Bal-
iic. ccmmerce might render her ab-olate
neutrali'y scarcely possible. The second treaty
seems to have been sugyested by some know-
ledge or su<picioo of tue mtended action of
Austri, for it provides that, in case Austria
should wvade Sardma, Russa th.ll aeclare
war agawst ber wittan fieen days of the
violstioo of the Piedmont: se toil. No union
can be closer than that which these treaties
create. la 1he event of Ausiria iovadiog
Sardinia the two fleets will sail together 1a the
Baltic and io the Mediterranean aod the army
of Observation will occupy Hungary.

These preparations being made and all
things being ready, it was not to be expected
that Aus'ria would be al'owed 1o retire from
the position iu which her precipitate summons
to Picomon' placed her.
