London, July 25, 3:05 p.m.—The British troops 

have captured the greater p art of the village of Pozi- 
eres, says the British official statement issued this 
afternoon. The Germans brought up reinforcements 
of infantry and guns, but the counter-attacks every­
where, the statement adds, were repulsed by the 
British.

The text of the British statement follows:
"In the last few days the enemy brought further reinforcements of 

infantry and guns to the Somme front. Throughout yesterday the hos­
tile bombardment was fairly continuous and at times became very 
heavy.

"An attempt to attack our right flank was made yesterday afternoon 
but it was frustrated by our artillery.

ALL ATTACKS STOPPED.
"Last night two further infantry attacks, preceded by a specially 

violent artillery fire, were launched against the centre of our line. These 
attacks also were stopped by the concentrated fire of our guns

"At no place did the enemy succeed in reaching the British trenches, 
and his casualties in these fruitless attacks must have been severe.

"At other parts in the line there has been a good deal of hand-to- 
hand fighting, and our infantry worked their way forward in places.

"North of Pozieres, the greater part of which village now is in our 
possession, the enemy continued to offer strong opposition, but here 
also we gained some ground and captured two machine guns, and a few 
more prisoners, including two battalion commanders."

Dr. W. J. Stevenson declared that the 
water pressure was hardly such, when 
the fire department commenced their 
fight to save the church, that it would 
not lift more than 18 feet in the air.

Berlin, July 25—Via London, 4:35 

p.m.—Russian troops succeeded in 
penetrating the German first line on 
a small part of the front defended 
by the troops under command of 
Gen. Von Linsingen, according to 
the official statement issued today 
by the German army headquarters 
staff.

A cloudburst which dropped over 
London at 2 o’clock this afternoon 
made Dundas street look as though the 
River Thames had been diverted into 
the main thoroughfare.

While the sky was livid with intense 
flashes of lightning which seemed to 
fill the air, a perfect torrent of swirling 
water was whirled along in a 40-mile 
gale.

Although the rain seemed needle fine 
a tremendous volume of water fell. It 
was said by old residents that it was 
such a cloudburst that caused the July 
flood. (Reporter just assigned to take 
a look at the river and London West 
asks for a bathing suit.)

Streets Swept by Floods.
The stream swept along both sides 

of ail paved streets. Automobiles were 
buried hub deep in water. Business 
was suspended, excepting a very active 
business with brooms on the part of 
merchants who endeavored to sweep 
back the flood. One might as well

try to confine Niagara Falls in a rain 
pipe.

There was wild beauty in the storm, 
so our poetic reporter told us. Un- 
tameable was a better word.

Wash basins on the second floor 
were throwing up spurts of water from 
the overflowing sewers.

Looked Like Neptune.
At 2:45 Peter Taff of the street 

cleaning department, passed The Ad­
vertiser on the opposite sidewalk. The 
water was above his knees and Peter 
looked like Father Neptune.

Electricity flashed around linotype 
machines in The Advertiser, and the 
printers stopped getting out the great 
evening journal in double-quick order. 
If your paper is late, blame Jupiter 
Pluvius, who is the original crab.

Serious results from the storm are 
believed to be confined to the wholesale 
flooding. So far, no lightning strikes 
have taken effect, at least so far as The 
Advertiser has learned.

All wire services are crippled, as well 
as the street railway.

Paris, July 25—Noon.—On the south 

bank of the River Somme yesterday 
evening French troops captured a block 
of houses south of Estrees and drove 
the enemies out of trenches north of 
Vermandovillers, says the French offi­
cial statement issued this afternoon.

FRENCH OFFICIAL STATEMENT.
The text of the French official state­

ment follows:
"South of the Somme yesterday, we 

captured in a small attack south of 
Entrees, a group of powerfully fortified 
houses. Our troops chased the Ger­
mans from some trenches north of Ver- 
mandovillers, and occupied them.

"Between the Oise and the Aisne we 
dispersed with grenades several recon­
noitring parties which attempted to 
reach our lines in the sector of Tracy- 
Le-Val.

"On the left bank of the Meuse, an 
enemy attack with hand grenades 
against Hill 304 failed under machine 
gun fire. On the right bank there was 
violent bombardment in the region be­
tween Fleury and Laufee.

"In Alsace after artillery preparation, 
the Germans delivered an attack upon 
our Balschwiller positions northwest of 
Altkirch. After lively fighting the ene­
my was driven out from some elements 
of the trenches, where they had gained 
a foothold.

“On July 22, Sub-Lieut. Nungesser 
brought down his tenth German aero­
plane. On the night of July 24-25, one 
of our aeroplane squadrons bombarded 
the railroad stations at Pierrepont and 
Longuyon and the bivouacks near Man- 
giennes."

Between the Oise and the Aisne, sev­
eral German patrols were dispersed 
near Tracy-Le-Val.

On the left bank of the Meuse, in 
the Verdun region, there was grenade 
fighting at Hill 304.

On the right bank of the Meuse a 
violent cannonading was in progress at 
Fleury and La Laufee.

A German attack on the French posi­
tions at Baschwiller, in Alsace, is 
claimed to have failed.

BUT CANNOT DEPART

comment the Germans make concerning 
the present Allied drive in the western 
front it now is only a temporary push. 
The real drive, it was said, will not 
come before April or May. 1917.

"It is a mistaken idea that this is 
a drive that will end the war," wrote 
this official. "We are just blooding 
the new army, killing plenty of Ger­
mans in the effort and gaining ground. 
By next year we shall have a million 
or more seasoned men who will know 
what war is. Reports continue to 
reach me that the German losses in 
the great Jutland battle were far 
heavier than were reported. We are 
certain that they lost the Kaiser and 
the Kronprinz, two of the newest sup­
er-dreadnoughts of the German em­
pire, which were built since the war 
began.

Deceived by Rulers.
“There is at least a feeling in Ger­

many among the working classes that 
they have been deceived by their rul­
ers. Also I want you to remember 
this: the Germans are ready for a 
movement on Denmark. There have 
been many outward symptoms of it. 
Don’t forget Herr Ballin’s words: ‘We 
don't mind how much gold we pay 
to Denmark, as we can always go and 
fetch it back whenever we wish to do 
so.’»

CLOSE TO ERZINGaN.

Petrograd, July 25—-Via London, 
4:05 p.m.—Some Russian detach­
ments already have reached posi­
tions about ten miles from the Turk­
ish fortified town of Erzingan, in 
Armenia, says the Russian official 
statement given out here today, 
which says:

“Caucasus front: The Turkish 
armies are retreating in disorder be­
fore the irresistible pressure of our 
troops. Some of our gallant detach­
ments are already 15 versts (about 
ten miles) from the town of Erzin­
gan, in Central Armenia, in which, 
according to the reports of our avi­
ators, the Turks are hurriedly piling 
together all kinds of provisions."

ROPE SEEMED LIKE
REAL "LIVE" WIRE

A rope from the banner calling for 
recruits for No. 1 Construction Bat­
talion, strung across Dundas street, 
near Richmond, gave several hundreds 
a bad scare while the storm was at its 
height.

Budapest, Via London, July 25.— 

Overwhelming artillery power is the 
secret of the Russian successes, ac­
cording to a semi-official statement 
published here. The article says:

"What is the reason for the Russian 
successes? Briefly the answer is— 
nothing but overwhelming artillery. 
The war is developing more and more 
into a war of mechanics and indus­
tries. What Russia cannot provide in 
this respect is being given her by her

Allies. She has received munitions in 
enormous quantities.

“If equipped with these technical 
means of power a general lias no more 
need for the intuitions which hitherto 
have been the most prominent quality 
of an army leader—lie gets nearer to 
the sober viewpoint of the engineer.

"On a front of a dozen miles the 
normal number of cannon is two hun- 
dred to three hundred. If this number 
is doubled or trebled and masses of 
ammunition are provided, then rela­
tive superiority is established."

Berne by way of Pontarlier, France 
given out today hy the wireless 
press, says: "Another speech by 
Emperor William during his recent 
visit to the Somme front, is be­
ing discussed in Berlin. The em­
peror said:
"‘Comrades: It is your especial 

privilege to fight against the Eng- 
lish, which means that you are 
fighting against a nation that lias 
sworn to destroy Germany. The 
English built up during the years 
before the war the combination of 
countries, which at a given signal 
fell upon us, attacked us, the most 
peaceful and peace-desiring people 
in the world. The English led us 
to believe they were our friends 
when they were actually plotting 
our destruction.

“‘English diplomacy brought 
about the war, and now an Eng­
lish offensive is intended to carry 
the operations to German soil, into 
our towns and villages, to the peril 
and undoing of our helpless wo­
men and children. Your duty is to 
break the English offensive; to 
prove once more that Germany is 
invincible, and reduce to despair 
the relentless enemies of our coun­
try so that they will sue for peace 
on terms honorable and profitable 
to Germany.’

"From conservative circles in 
Berlin comes the announcement 
that when the Reichstag reas- 
sembles in the autumn an inter- 
pelation will be addressed to the 
imperial chancellor asking why in­
spiring speeches by the emperor at 
the front are withheld from gen-:

Like another "voice from the dead"I 
'comes a letter from Pte. Everett Bed-i 
|dgood, Thorndale, who was previously 

reported as having been killed in 
in action. The falsity of this report 

i is indicated by the receipt of the let- 
Iter from England.
i Pte. Beddgood was reported wounded 

on June 13 last, and a few days later 
he was reported dead. According to 
his letter he is recovering rapidly from 
his wounds, one of which is a bullet 
wound in the arm and the other a 
shrapnel wound In the leg, received 
while defending the Ypres salient.

Wounded in Act of Mercy.
Though simply told in his letter, 

the fact that the young soldier got the 
bullet in the arm while endeavoring to 

|carry a comrade to safety, stands out 
as another mark of the heroism of the 
boys at the front.

After describing his wounds and 
dealing with some personal matters, he 
says:

"I will now try to tell you a little 
of our fight at what is known as the 
third battle of Ypres. We were given 
our supper about 4 p.m., and told to 
fall in in full kit. On we went up to 
a reserve trench, which was out of re­
pair. fixed it up, and then moved up 
to the city of Ypres, where we stopped 
till that night, June 3rd. We were 
then moved up to about 1,000 yards 
from the first line, digging ourselves in 
and lying there for 21 hours, shells 
dropping all around us. Next night we 
again moved up about 200 yards. After 
remaining here for two days we were 
relieved. On our return to the same 
place we lost four men killed and six 
or eight wounded.

Loss Small Wonder.
"The next night we went up to the 

front line. This is where we had the 
hot time. It was ‘B‘ Company of our 
battalion which was up at this point 
In what is known as the Ypres salient. 
We took over the trench about 11 p.m ■ 
the bombardment started at daylight 
and lasted all day. At 1:30 on the 
13th of June we had back all the 
trenches Fritz had taken from us that 
was about 1.600 yards, and any who 
say that we have not the trenches the 
( ■ M. R- lost don't know, and any who 
wonder why and how the C. M. R. lost 
the trenches need not wonder long for 
there is no men could stand being 
blown up by mines and artillery fire 
that was sent over on the day the 
trenches were lost.
It was about 3 am" 1 got the bul­
let through my arm, I went out to 
help in one of the boys. Well just 
as I got him to the edge of the trench 
(he was in my arms), I got it through 
the arm and he through the heart"

As an evidence of the fury of the 
bombardment he says, "the wood here 
that was once green is now a lot of 
stubs. Hundreds of soldiers who have 
not been buried lie just where they 

dropped, others have died through want of assistance. "I am unable to 
picture it as it really was."

GREAT KENNEDY SHOWSAre Taking Infantrymen Into Trenches, 
Writes London Member.

Big Attraction at Queen's Park Com­
mencing Monday, July 31.Life in the mechanical transport of 

the Canadian Army Service Corps is 
described by Pte. W. Garlick in a letter 
to The Advertiser, as follows:

“Just a few lines to tell you that we 
are still in the very best of health, and 
working hard, as at nights we are 
running out to the trenches to take the 
boys to the trenches and return. After 
the great work they have been doing 
they deserve a ride and not to walk to 
and from the front line trenches.

"They lost quite a lot of men last 
week, but every man lost was accounted 
for by at least ten Germans.

For his work in South Africa. Gen. 
Denison was mentioned twice in dis- 
patches and was awarded the South 
African medals. King’s and Queen’s, 
with four clasps.

After serving with the R. C. R. at 
Halifax, the general was attached to 
the suite of the present King, then Duke 
of Cornwall and York, when the royal 
party toured in Canada in 1901.

In 1905 he was appointed general staff 
officer for Western Ontario, and in 1913 
was made officer commanding the 4th 
military district, then division, with 
headquarters at Montreal. In January 
of last year he was appointed general 
officer commanding military district No. 
2 (Toronto), and seconded for service 
with the expeditionary force.

Big Drive In Earnest.
"The long-talked-of ‘big drive’ 16 on 

in earnest. No more of your go ahead 
ten yards and back twenty stuff. The 
Allies, according to the officers with 
whom I have talked on their return 
from months of service at the front, 
have at last reached the point where 
they can gird up their loins and smash 
through the Hun lines. These officers 
say that it will be a tough proposition 
and that the cost in lives and engines 
of war will be staggering. However 
stupendous the effort those with the 
'know’ are confident of an ultimate vic­
tory in the near future.

“The concensus of opinion among 
these men is that once the German line 
is started backward by sheer force of 
numbers, there will be no turning, as on 
previous occasions, but that the retreat 
will be precipitous.

Fighting in "Civies."
“The morale of the Hun armies is at 

a low ebb, if the statements of their 
own men. now captured, are to be be- 
lieved. I have talked with invalided 
soldiers who will take their oath that 
in many trenches Germans are fighting 
in civilian clothing, poorly equipped and 
altogether miserable.

‘The old Prussian Guard, in the first 
months of the war, used to stand up 
against a British bayonet charge. Not 
so the Hun of today. An officer, re­
turned but yesterday from the front, 
said that when the Canucks charge the 
Germans will fire desperately in their 
midst until the boys from the Dominion 
are close to them, then they will scurry 
away like rats out of the trenches, or 
remain in the ‘ditches' and beg for 
mercy. I know that this has been told 
in Canada scores of times, and has 
been given little credence there. Never­
theless, since I am meeting almost daily 
men who have returned from the front 
line, and consequently know what they 
are talking about. I am convinced that 
the stories we used to hear are true, 
and are a criterion of conditions on the 
battle front.

“The English system of handling 

troops is wonderful. The sleeping and 
eating conditions, of course, are far

Canadians are absolutely unanimous 
about one thing in this war—that jus­
tice and reparation must be secured for 
those who have suffered. The men 
who have volunteered to fight for us. 
While we have stayed safely at home- 
these men, coming back shattered and 
torn, or with health in any way impaired 
by their service, must have reparation, 
and from us.

It is the first word of justice; and 
there is no Canadian worthy of the 
name who will not agree to it with all 
his heart.

Our head as well as our heart, how­
ever, must be employed to devise a 
form of reparation that will really re­
pair—that will as far as possible make 
up to these men what they have lost.

From the beginning of the war it was 
recognized that a man offering his body 
to defend our cause should have repara­
tion for any injury his body might 
suffer in the carrying out of that task. 
A scale of pensions was adopted both 
for disabled soldiers and for their de­
pendents, in proportion to the degree 
of disability. A revised scale, involving 
a large increase of expenditure, was 
lately agreed to by a parliamentary 
committee, and is already in force.

A pension alone, however, will not 
restore the injured man to his place as 
an active and useful member of the 
communitiy; and that has got to be 
done by some means or other, both in 
the community’s interest and in his 
own.

A very few of the injured will be 
found so totally helpless that this 
restoration is impossible. On the other 
hand, judging by our experience so far, 
a large majority, in spite of their in­
juries, will still be fit for their former 
work. But between these two classes 
will be many men with injuries either 
handicapping them seriously in their old 
occupations or barring them out alto­
gether.

Expect To Be Useful.
Such men must not be condemned to 

perpetual uselessness. They would not 
thank us for that. They are not of the 
backboneless kind or they would hardly 
have thrown themselves into the war. 
They did not enlist to be coddled or 
spoon-fed. and they will not want to 
be coddled and spoon-fed now. Having 
recovered their strength, they will 
naturally expect to use it. The ques­
tion simply is. How?

To begin with, their disability can 
often be lessened by what is called 
“functional re-education.” By special 
exercises, with or without the aid of 
the ingenious apparatus invented for 
the purpose, the muscles mutilated by 
wounds and operations, and weakened 
by compulsory disuse, can recover some 
of their strength and become once more 
accustomed to exertion. Then, by

Berlin Reports Attacks On Southern 
Volhynia Front Stopped.

[Canadian Press.]
Cleveland, July 25.—Twenty-two men 

are dead and half a dozen others dying 
as the result of an explosion of gas in 
a waterworks tunnel five miles from 
shore underneath Lake Erie late last 
night. The dead include workmen who 
were trapped in the tunnel when gas 
exploded, and members of two rescue 
parties who attempted to save the 
men first trapped.

Of the dead eleven were trapped by 
the explosion. None of these escaped. 
The first rescue party consisted of 
seven men. Four of them perished 
and three were saved. The second res­
cue party comprised eleven men. Six 
of these lost their lives and five 
escaped. The first rescue party ac­
complished nothing. The second saved 
one of the first relief expedition. No 
one has yet reached any of the ori­
ginal eleven caught in the workings. 
Of the eight rescuers who got out alive 
two died later. The others may die. 
Two men were also overcome by fumes 
who did not go into the tunnel.

Rescuers Perished.

Berlin, July 25.—(Wireless to Say­

ville.)— Teutonic troops on the South­
ern Volhynia front have made a suc­
cessful stand against Russian attacks 
in the Berestechk sector, close to the 
Galician border, says an official state­
ment issued by the Vienna war office 
under date of July 23.

Side Show Wonder 
To Become British

Army Instructor

BRESLAU FIGHTS RUSSIAN
FLEET IN BLACK SEAestablishment of the system may be 

expected very soon; for the Govern­
ment, by order-in-council, has just 
adopted a report of the Military Hos­
pitals Commission, of which we are 
enabled to give this summary:

The report begins by explaining that 
the commssion aims at benefiting not 
only disabled members of the Canadian 
expeditionary force, but also disabled 
reservists of the British and Allied 
armies who were bona fide residents of 
Canada when the war broke ut.

The commission has received the as­
surance, it tells us, of the active co- 
operation of the provinces and various 
municipalities in carrying out such a 
policy. Technical schools, agricultral 
colleges and other public institutions 
have agreed to receive disabled men for 
training, and many offers have also 
been received from private commercial 
establishments to provide training and 
subsequent employment when the men 
have become proficient.

Training Periods Vary.
The period of training for a new voca­

tion will Vary according to the previous 
education and industrial history of each 
individual. The cost of tuition will 
vary in consequence, and also owing to 
the fact that in many cases the tuition 
will be free or the fees nominal. (The 
training will be free to the men in all 
cases. If there is any charge, it will 
be paid by the Dominion Government.)

The commission has already under­
taken the provision of training in gen­
eral subjects and elementary vocational 
work for all men under treatment in 
the various hospitals and convalescent 
homes operated by the commission, 
irrespective of whether or not such men 
will later be subjects for vocational 
training leading to new occupations. In 
a few cases, arrangements have also 
been made for that special training.

The commission was not able, how­
ever, to put into operation a general 
scheme of vocational training until a 
scale of maintenance could be arranged 
for the men undergoing the training and 
for their dependents. The commission 
has therefore prepared a scale under 
which a small sum for personal ex­
penses will be granted to the men 
undergoing training, while provision on 
a sliding scale is made for married 
men and their dependents, and for those 
unmarried men who may have persons 
legally dependent upon them.

Scale To Be Used.
Here is the scale which the commis­

sion has now been empowered to estab­
lish. It will be understood throughout 
that “maximum age" means 16 for a 
son and 17 for a daughter:

1. A single man, with pension, living 
in, receives free maintenance; that is, 
board, lodging and washing.

2. A single man, with pension, living 
out—60c a day.

3. A married man, with pension, living 
, in—free maintenance and $8 a month, 
with the following additions:

For wife having no children, $35 a 
month, less her husband’s pension.

For wife and one child, if child is 
under five, $38; from five to ten years,

London, July 20.—Changed in many 
ways is London since the war began, 
but nowhere is the transformation more 
marked than in the cosmopolitan dis­
trict called Soho, in the West End.

London Papers Deplore Col­
lapse of Negotiations.

SEE ONLY TROUBLE AHEAD REFUGEES BLOCK ROADS

Are Without Food and Ham­
per Military Transport 

on Highway.

Whole Business a Deplorable 
Tragedy, Says the 

Express.GIRLS! MOISTEN A
LONDON, July 25.-3:18 a.m.—A dis- 

patch to the Morning Post from Buda­
pest. dated July 15, says:

"Some Cossack detachments suc­
ceeded in crossing Into Hungary yes­
terday, creating a panic throughout the 
frontier towns and villages, and causing 
thousands of refugees to swarm down 
on the plains. The Russians penetrated 
about 30 miles and then rapidly with- 
drew, fighting continuously with de­
tachments of gendarmes.

"Correspondents explain the panic of 
the populace by saying that a dozen 
Cossacks are sufficient to frighten and 
put to flight a thundred thousand wo­
men and children.

"These refugees.” continues the cor- 
respondent, "have greatly embarrass­
ed the local authorities, who cannot 
supply them with accommodations. 
Moreover they block the road, ham­
pering military transport and holding 
up supplies. The refugees are en­
tirely without food. The cattle which 
they drove with them also have had 
nothing to eat. owing to the sparse 
vegetation in the mountains.

"Journalists who have seen the exo- 
dus in the Bukowina region say that 
only the Serbian flight into Montene­
gro and Albania can be compared to 
it. Everywhere are to be seen bodies 
of persons who died from exhaustion, 
and often beside them the carcasses 
of horses.

LONDON, July 25. — 2:05 a.m. — 
All the morning papers commented edi- 
torially, earnestly and gravely, on the 
collapse of the Irish negotiations. The 
Daily Telegraph says:

“The abandonment of the recent 
hopes of a settlement means trouble— 
trouble in Ireland and trouble in the 
House of Commons. We have the old 
millstone tied once more around our 
necks in a heavier and more danger­
ous shape than ever, and we shall be 
fortunate if it does not hamper our 
progress at every step through the 
deep waters to be traversed.”

The Daily News says: “The collapse 
of the negotiations leaves the Irish 
problem not merely unsettled, but 
worse than it lias been at any time 
since the eighties."

Deplorable Tragedy.
The Express says: “The whole busi­

ness is a deplorable tragedy. There has 
been a plethora of delay and misunder­
standing, until now we are faced with 
the breakdown of a political truce which 
has existed since the beginning of the 
war, and the leaders of the nation, 
who should be devoting all their minds 
to defeating the enemy, arc again to 
be distracted by an internal feud and 
dissension.”

T F A BATTLE were in progress with- 
Iin one hundred miles of London 
It is probable that news reports of the 
event would be voluminous, and that 
the newspapers would be selling by 
the thousands, providing that people 
were left In the city to buy them. But 
it is doubtful if the reports, except for 
what might be called local detail, would 
tell the story in more complete fashion 
than the reports of Frederick Palmer 
are telling the story of the present 
British offensive. The noted corre­
spondent of the Associated Press has 
been actually “at the front" since the 
concerted attack was launched early 
in the present month, and almost every 
day he sends his dispatches to Ameri­
can and Canadian papers a few hours 
within the time of actual fighting. And 
after almost two years of dry official 
statements, doubtful descriptions of 
battle written by men a hundred miles 
away, and, best of all, censored letters 
from soldiers. Palmer’s thrilling narra­
tives, which tell as much in a sentence 
as most correspondents tell in a col­
umn, are indeed welcome.

But the dispatches of Mr. Palmer and 
other correspondents who can now say, 
“I saw ten thousand men rush upon 
a German trench today," may have a 
greater significance than appears on 
the face of them. Is the radical de­
parture of permitting newspapermen 
to visit the front and to witness not 
only preparation, but actual fighting, 
merely the indication that Britain is 
ready and willing to permit the world 
that glimpse behind the scenes so long 
denied? Or does it mean that the new 
commanders have decided that a policy 
of hedged-in secrecy which was en­
forced so rigidly during the late Earl 
Kitchener’s lifetime was unnecessary, 
and that there is a benefit in granting 
correspondents the opportunity to de­
scribe in detail the glorious feats of 
arms of the British and French forces? 
Certainly it is evident that one of these 
conjectures comes near the truth. 
Either the British have nothing to hide 
at present or they realize the value of 
telling the people of the Empire just 
what is the state of affairs. This 
much is evident, that there has never 
been such a feeling of satisfaction

The story sounds a note of hope long| 
deferred. And London needs encour- I 
agement if her patience is to continue; 
if citizens are not to form Ross rifle 
clubs for pinking, pot-shooting and 
tire-puncturing, as a street sport that 
would be less dangerous than reckless 
motoring, and some such reprisal 
seems to be the only means likely to 
keep raw motorists within bounds.

An “accidental" shooting or two 
would promptly reduce the number of 
accidental deaths and injuries due to 
careless motoring, besides abolishing 
many minor motor offenses.

During these dusty dog days all mad 
things should be treated alike—dogs, 
speeding motors and noisy cut-outs, 
street cars with punctured tires and 
their noisy flat wheels, as well as those 
idle watering carts. Each should be 
pinked and punished on the spot; and 
those responsible for each such nuisance 
should be sent to drive a similar 
vehicle for six months’ service on the 
firing line in France.

Let policemen and police commis­
sioners be at once armed with Ross 
rifles. And, please, Mr. Chief, pink 
away promptly at our idle water-cart 
bosses. Send them over seas, and let 
Sir Adam dig another well. And doesn’t 
that prove it—how wise Premier Hearst 
was in prohibiting a "dry" carnival be­
fore September? Just think what would 
have happened with no water wagon 
and this scorching blistering dust in 
a W. C. T. U. "dry" town.

A POET OF THE PEOPLE.
TNDIANA may congratulate herself on 

having set aside October 8, last 
year, in which to do honor to James 

I Whitcombe Riley, the Hoosier poet, for 
had the occasion been delayed another 
year it would have been too late. Death 

. would have prevented the native poet 
from being present and having the 

1satisfaction of knowing in what high 
regard he was held.

On that day the governor requested 
every town and city in the state to 
do honor to the poet, and the request 
was very faithfully granted. From all 
parts of the country men of note at­
tended the banquet at Indianapolis, and 
Mr. Riley had the somewhat unusual 
pleasure of hearing generous tributes 
paid to him and his ability. Too often 
these celebrations only take place after 
the death of the one mainly concerned. 

I In the passing of Mr. Riley, America 
lost one of her foremost, if not her 
very foremost, typical poets. As a youth, 
impatient of restraint, with no taste 

• for the study of law, which his father 
urged, he became an itinerant sign 
painter and sketcher, In spare moments 
giving expression by means of pen and 
paper to the natural poetic feelings 
which burned within him.

) Devoting himself to a great extent 
! to dialectic verse, he became essentially 

Indiana's own. He wrote her language 
and chronicled her habits and customs.

Sir Robert Borden, premier of Can­
ada, has done a good service to the 
newspapers and many public men by 
sending out large numbers of volumes of 
the famous Raemaker’s cartoons. These 
creations have stood out among the art 
production of the war as being the most 
vital contributions to the spirit of the 
allied cause.

6:35 p.m.—"British resourcefulness and British 
intelligence are going to snatch victory in a few months," was the 
statement made in the House of Commons this afternoon by David 
Lloyd George, the successor of Field Marshal Earl Kitchener, at the 
head of the war office.

“One thrills with pride when one thinks one belongs to the 
same race.

“There is no doubt at all that the lesson of this battle is that we 
have simply to press on with all our resources, and with the material 
at our command and victory will be ours."

LONDON, July 24.-8:12 p.m.—A dark 

picture of the treatment of British 
prisoners at the Ruhleben Camp in 
Germany, where civilians ar interned, 
is given in a report by Dr. Alonzo E. 
Taylor, attache of the American em­
bassy at Berlin. The réport reached 
Viscount Grey, the British foreign sec­
retary, from James W. Gerard, Am­
erican ambassador to Germany, through 
Walter Hines Page, the American am­
bassador to Great Britain.

“The barracks at Ruhleben," says 
Dr. Taylor, “are over-crowded. It is 
intolerable that people of education 
should be herded six together in a 
horse’s stall and in some lofts. The 
bunks touch one another; the light for 
reading is bad, and reading is a neces­
sity if these poor prisoners are to be 
detained during another winter, In 
the hay-lofts above the stables the con­
ditions are even worse."

64 In One Loft.
Dr. Taylor cites as an example one 

loft ten by thirteen meters in width 
with the ceiling ten feet high in the 
centre and four and a half feet high 
at the sides, where 64 men live.

"The light from the little window," 
says Dr. Taylor, “is so faint that the 
prisoners’ eyes will be seriously injured 
if their sight is not permanently lost. 
And this semi-darkness will undoubted­
ly cause depression and mental 
trouble.”

The report complains of Inadequate 
heating of prisoners’ quarters and the 
lack of facilities for drying the clothes 
of the men who often have to answer 
the roll call in the heavy rains outside. 
Many things, like soap, which are 
usually given prisoners even in jails, 
Dr. Taylor says are not given the 
prisoners at Ruhleben.

The report of Dr. Taylor says that 
the writer is satisfied the camp offi­
cials are aware of what can be done 
to better the conditions of the prison­
ers, but they have not the authority to 
make the needed improvements.

The Daily Graphic, commenting edi­
torially on the report of the treatment 
of the British prisoners at the Ruhl­
eben camp in Germany, says

Makes Painful Reading.
"To his many humanitarian services 

the American ambassador, Mr. Gerard, 
has added another by a remarkably 
outspoken letter, descriptive of the 
miseries of the British civilian prison­
ers at Ruhleben. The letter makes 
painful reading. Its importance lies in 
the fact of its being the impartial re­
port of a representative of a power 
still on friendly terms with Germany. 
What its effect may be on his own 
relations with the German Government 
Mr. Gerard clearly cares little. He is 
more concerned for the sufferers at 
Ruhleben than with placating the 
friendship of a nation to which he is 
accredited. Perhaps his fearless at­
titude may influence his Government 
to take action in this deplorable mat­
ter."

nificant remark was made in the House 
of Commons this evening by Premier 
Asquith at the conclusion of a debate 
on a motion for adjournment made by 
John Redmond, the Nationalist leader, 
following an announcement by the 
premier that the Government had no 
intention of introducing any home rule 
for Ireland bill, with regard to which 
there was no substantial agreement 
among all parties. In appealing to the 
Nationalists not to throw away the op­
portunity for bringing home rule into 
immediate operation, Mr. Asquith said:

Significant Statement.
"I ask the House, and will ask the 

country, if necessary, if the Govern­
ment’s proposals are not fair."

Just before the motion of Mr. Red­
mond was voted down, Mr. Asquith 
directly addressed the Nationalists, 
denying that any partiality had been 
shown to either side during the nego­
tiations. Mr. Asquith declared that the 
exclusion of the six Ulster counties 
from the operation of the home rule 
act was, to his mind, the greatest 
give-and-take arrangement ever made 
in the history of a political controversy, 
and he asked the Nationalists not to 
break off the negotiations.

May Resign.
The Daily News reports that David 

Lloyd George, in view of the failure of 
the Irish negotiations, in which he was 
the chief agent, offered to resign his 
office.

“The premier’s attitude," says the 
News, "is understood to be that if Mr. 
Lloyd George resigns he should con­
sider himself obliged to resign also. 
The matter is not now being dis­
cussed.

"There is no doubt that the events 
of the last week, culminating in the 
Irish fiasco," adds the paper, "‘have 
weakened the coalition Government’s 
position."

Opposes New Proposals.
"I stand by every word in the agree­

ment we came to. I will not agree to 
any new proposals which would mean 
an absolute and disgraceful breach of 
faith on my part towards my support­
ers in Ireland. I warn the Government 
that if they introduce a bill on the 
lines indicated, we will oppose it at 
every stage."

Mr. Redmond concluded by declaring 
that while the attitude of himself and 
his friends toward the war was un­
altered and unalterable, the National­
ists hold themselves free to exercise 
their individual judgment in criticizing 
the Government’s vacillation, not only 
in the conduct, of domestic affairs, but 
in the conduct of the war.

Secretary Lloyd George frankly ad­
mitted that what Mr. Redmond said 
was true except in one or two points. 
One of these, he said, was the phrase­
ology concerning the exclusion of Ul­
ster. Mr. Redmond interrupted by say­
ing that the form of the words had 
been carefully considered and had been 
drafted by skilled lawyers and approv­
ed by Sir lidward Carson.

Question of Phraseology.
Secretary Lloyd George emphasized 

the difficulty in embodying heads of 
agreement in a bill, and insisted it was 
only a question of phraseology. He con­
fessed that a departure had been made 
in the matter of Irish representation in 
the House of Commons, because the 
Unionist members of the cabinet found 
it impossible to secure the assent of 
their followers to the maintenance of 
an undiminished Irish representation 
after a general election and after home 
rule had been set up in Ireland.

The proposal, he said, therefore, was 
modified as follows:

"Until dissolution Irish members of 
Parliament remain undiminished; af- 
terwards the provisions of the home 
rule act should become operative, but 
the Irish members should be summon­
ed in undiminished numbers whenever 
Parliament considers the final settle­
ment.”

The Government, declared Secretary 
Lloyd George, was faced with the fact 
that an agreement could not be put 
through without the modifications he 
mentioned. He understood Irish mem­
bers would resist any attempt to force 
the bill with these modifications. This 
remark called forth loud cheering from 
the Irish members.

Cannot introduce Bill.
Continuing Mr. Lloyd George said 

that if that was the Irish view it 
would be idle for the Government to 
introduce a bill bringing home rule into 
immediate operation under any con­
ditions, and he regretted it deeply and 
thought that it was a disaster. He 
still believed a high-spirited and cour­
ageous race could only be governed 
with their consent, and the Govern­
ment certainly would not force this 
proposal on them.

Sir Edward Carson said that when 
he went into negotiations he thought 
only of what was best to help win the 
war, compared with which home rule, 
or anything else, mattered little. He 
would have never touched the nego­
tiations except as a war measure and

MAY SELL OR RENT PLANT
LONDON, July 24.—Confirming pub- 

licly the suspicion that the cabinet 
had been unable to reach a decision 
in regard to the home rule amending 
bill. Premier Asquith in the House of 
Commons today announced that the 
Government would not introduce any 
bill of this kind, with regard to which 
there was no substantial agreement 
among all parties. This was taken in 
the lobbies of parliament to mean that 
home rule had been dropped for the 
moment and that David Lloyd George’s 
negotiations had come to naught.

The stumblingblock appears to have 
been the retention in the Imperial 
Parliament of Nationalist representa­
tion in undiminished numbers.

John Redmond, leader of the Na­
tionalists, moved an adjournment of 
the House to discuss the premier’s 
reply and a lively debate, when the 
regular business of the House of Com­
mons was concluded, was anticipated.

Redmond Speaks.
The decision of Mr. Redmond’s mo­

tion to adjourn the House of Com­
mons in order to call attention to the 
rapidly-growing feeling of unrest in 
Ireland and the deplorable effect on 

I the Irish situation, which must re­
sult from the Government not propos­
ing to carry out in entirety the terms 
offered by it for a settlement of the 
Irish difficulty as accepted by the Irish 
parties, began with a speech by Mr. 
Redmond.

The Irish Nationalist leader declar­
ed he did not want to attack anybody 
but merely to state the facts which, he 
said, spoke for themselves. He said 
that when two months ago Premier As­
quith had returned from Ireland and 
announced that the present system of 
government had broken down and said 
the cabinet had unanimously request­
ed Mr. Lloyd George to bring about, if 
possible, a provisional settlement of 
the Irish question by the consent of 
everyone concerned, he was thrilled by 
the hope that in the interest, not only 
of Ireland, but of the Empire, the Irish 
question might be put out of the way 
until the war had ended.

Terms Were Difficult.
The proposals Mr. Lloyd George put 

before Sir Edward Carson and himself, 
Mr. Redmond said, were in no sense 
their proposals, but after considerable 
negotiations and many changes they 
agreed to recommend them to their 
friends. Mr. Redmond declared he had 
had the greatest difficulty in obtaining 
the consent of his supporters, not one 
of whom would have considered the 
proposals unless they were put for­
ward as a purely temporary settlement 
for the period of the war.

Mr. Redmond said the agreement was 
for the provisional settlement of the 
question until the war was over, or 
until a fair and permanent settlement 
was arrived at in a limited time after 
the war. The first words proposed were 
that the whole bill should remain in 
force during the continuance of the 
war and for a twelve-month after-

PORT STANLEY PERSONALSHad Five Divisions,
The attack in this section was car­

ried out as was an attack further 
eastward toward Ukskull, by five di­
visions. It appears the attack was 
designed chiefly as a diversion in con­
nection with the heavy offensive on 
both sides of the main road running 
from Kekkau southward to Bausk. 
German officers scout suggestions that 
the whole offensive was merely a re­
lief movement designed to counteract 
the pressure on the Russian lines fur­
ther south. They say that the nature 
of the offensive showed that beyond 
a doubt it was a serious effort to break 
the German lines at this point.

Fifty Hours Drum Fire.
Along a line some four or five miles 

long where the fighting was hottest, 
the Russians, after fifty hours of drum 
fire preparation, launched an offensive 
with the 3rd, 12th, 13th and 16th Di- 
visions—all elite troops—and the 121st 
Infantry Division. The result of the 
five days’ of desperate efforts was the 
capture by the Russians of a lone Ger­
man listening post, which was to have 
been transformed eventually into an 
advanced permanent position. Russian 
prisoners repeatedly reported that there 
were only five or six survivors in their 
company.

German officers naturally make al­
lowances for exaggeration in such 
cases, but all the officers with whom 
the correspondent talked declared the 
enemy losses had been very great. The 
German losses also naturally were not 
inconsiderable, but were declared to 
be light in comparison with those of 
the Russians.

Names of Those Leaving Here 
Tonight Announced by Sec­

retary Philip.

A. W. Chestnut, a former Londoner 
who was wounded late last month and 
is now recovering from shrapnel 
wounds in the knees, in a British war 
hospital, graphically describes the 
action in which he fell, in writing to 
a London friend.

Pte. Chestnut joined a university re­
inforcing company that went overseas 
some time ago, and was wounded on 
June 29. In his letter he declares that 
he is making a speedy recovery, and 
the greatest trouble is from water on 
the knee that followed the wounding. 
In part his letter follows:

"I was wounded on the night of June 
29, during a heavy bombardment. Our 
guns had been ‘straffing’ the Huns 
from early morning till dark without 
letup, but the Huns had failed to an­
swer. At dusk another fellow and 1 
were sent to guide a couple of men to 
a listening post some distance in front 
of our front line trench.

Huns Open Fire.
“We were sneaking along a road to­

ward the post, stopping every time a 
German flare went up, when suddenly 
all the German guns opened up at once. 
Our artillery answered immediately, so 
there we were between two fires. 
Shrapnel and high explosive shells were 
dropping in every hirection, and the 
German machine guns started sweep­
ing the road with short bursts of fire.

"We lost no time in jumping into the 
ditch at the side of the road, and be­
lieve me we expected to die at any 
moment.

"By this time the Germans were also 
throwing over big trench mortars at 
the post for which we were bound, but 
as the Huns did not seem to have the 
range of that place, some of the minia­
ture mines were lighting too close to 
us for comfort. Finally we thought, 
considering the meagre protection that 
the ditch offered, it would be safer to 
make a dash down the road for the 
front line trench. So up we got and 
down the road like a whirlwind broken 
loose. We did not stop for the Ger­
man flares or anything. Shells were 
bursting in all directions, but some­
how we got through.

Bursting All Around.
“Talk about ‘cannons to right of them 

canons to the left of them’ those shells 
were bursting in front, behind and on 
both sides of us.

"We arrived at the front line safely, 
and lay down on the firing step to wait 
for the bombardment to cease so we 
might start out for the post again. It 
was while lying here that a big piece 
of shrapnel, from a high explosive shell, 
came over the parapet and hit me on 
the knee. However, it might have hit 
me on the head.

Nothing to June 2 Fight.
"This bombardment was nothing to 

the one we had on June 2, however. I 
suppose you have read in the news­
papers all about that. They gave a 
fairly accurate account. I was in the 
front line at the time and was among 
the few to come out.

“I understand that the engagement 
is known as the ‘third battle of Ypres.’ 
I have one satisfaction in knowing that 
more than one Hun bit the dust when 
my rifle cracked.
