nor for paving, ektensions or any other
fmprovements.”
Union Cannot iInterfere.
‘The company informed us that a

‘‘cut” had to be made some place and
that they had decided to make it in
service,” stated John Colbert, president
of the Street Railwaymen’s Union, fol-
lowing the conference today. ‘‘While
we are not pleased to see the service
reduced or men thrown out of employ-,
ment, there is no action that we can
take. T™e International Union will not
aliow us' o interfere with service. That
is something purely between the city
and the company, and the company can
reduce their service to the very limit
allowed by the city. The same trouble
has occurred in other cities, and the
International Union has ruled that the
local union cannot interfere.”

No one connected with the street
railway would state deflnitely how
many cars would be withdrawn. When
the higher-fare bylaw was quashed this:
summer eight cars were withdrawn for!
a time, and it is possible that the same
number may be takan off now.

WESTERN “U” WILL
GET ROCKEFELLER
FOUNDATION GRANT

Medical College Will Not Be Overlooked, Dr. George vfncent
Tells London Student At Des Moines Convention.

(BY T. ROY McLEOD.)

Des Moines, Iowa, Jan. 5.—Western University Medical School will
not be overlooked when grants are made by the Rockefeller foundation.
Dr. George E. Vincent of New York City, president of the foundation, un-
der the supervision of which endowments to Canadian medical colleges for
clinical research work will be made in the near future, was interviewed
here yesterday afternoon by Marshal D. McPherson and Roy McLeod,
delegates from Western University Medical School to the student volun-
teer convention.

When informed of the needs of the Western “U” in its medical de-
partment by the London students, Dr. Vincent stated that he was una-
ware that there was a medical college in Western Ontario, although he
admitted that‘he had been interested in the work done at Toronto, Mc-
Gill and Queen’s Universities in medicine.

He inquired from the delegates the population of London, and the
number of people in Western Ontario served by the Western. The situa-
tion of London was next explained to him, and the clinical facilities there
seemed to impress him favorably. The number of hospitals in the Forest
City-was also noted by Dr. Vincent, who asked what assistance had been
rendered by the provincial anthorities. When informed by the delegates
that Western had received meagre assistance from the Government, he
said: :

“Large institutions are inclined in a way to receive more assistance
than the smaller ones, although I admit that this fact has a tendency to
hold the latter back in advancement.”

Interested in Institute.

Dr. Vincent was quite interested in the
Institute of Public Health at London.

“I happen to be interested in your in-
stitute of Public Health,” he informed
the delegates, *“‘and to know something
about it owing to being an acquaintance
with Dr. H. W. Hill, who is a very
valuable man.”

ECONOMY IMPERATIVE.

The tremendous increase in national finan-
cial obligations during the war period makes
national economy imperative and emphasizes
the necessity for the creation of new wealth
both through scientific investigation and utili-
gation of natural resources and through maxi-
mum production from flelds and factories.
also emphasizes the necessity of completing all
processes of manufacture, as far as possible, in
the Dominion. Millions of dollars are being
lost to Canada through the export of raw pulp
and pulpwood, leather, asbestos, and other ma-
terials. For the fiscal year ending March 31,
1918, Canada exported more than 11,000,000
pounds of unmanufactured leather to a value of

$8,412,060, and imported manufactured leather

products to the value of $4,066,869. If the raw
leather, instead of being exported, had been
utilized in final processes of manufacture in
the Dominion, an additional value of some $86,-
000,000 would have been created, much of which
would have been spent in wages to Canadian
workers and the encouragement of secondary
leather industries. As it was, the countries to
which Canada sent its unmanufactured product

secured all the benefits of final processes of |

manufacture, while more than $4,000,000 of
Canadian money was spent upon imported boots
and shoes and other leather products. In-the
same way over $66,500,000 was lost to Canada
last year in the export of 1,300,000 cords of pulp-
wood valued at $8,500,000.

resented more than $75,000,000, and provided
an additional $25,000,000 for wages for Canadian
‘workers. So in the great asbestos areas of
Quebec, Canada {8 sacrificing both raw materiol
and wealth by fallure to conclude processes of
manuafacture at home.

A NEW FOREST POLICY FOR ONTARIO.

More than two-thirds of the whole area of
Ontario is mnon-agricultural, and must be de-
veloped for timber crops or be turned into a
permanent barrens.

Practically all of this great timber estate is
publicowned and under full control of the On-
tario Government. Fifteen million acres are
under lease to lumbermen, but the authority of
the state as regards imposition of measures of
fire protection, and whatever conservation re-
quirements may from time to time prove neces-
sary, has never been disputed.

While fire protection has vastly improved
during recent years, there is no more public

supervision of timber cutting, no more admin- |
ietrative effort to make the forests reproduce |

tree crops in perpetuity than existed forty years
ago.

Ontario’s forests are being “cut out” with
little provision for future growth. White pine

that built Ontario’s great reputation as a lum- |
ber province has fallen in production by sixty |

per cent in ten years as regards crown lands.

This is largely attributable to exhaustion of |

white pine forests. Many of the largest pine
milis have but a few years supply in sight.

With the exhaustion of the Eastern United
States forests, paper mills are being forced to
ecross the Canadian border. Canada will un-
questionably become a main reliance of the
great newspaper manufacturing industry in
America. Already we export over 600,000 tons
of newsprint paper a year, A

Unfortunately the same influences driving
the forest industries from the Eastern States,
are &t work in Ontario today. Forest fires and
unregulated timber cutting, with meagre pro-
vision on the part of the Provincial Government
for the future of the forest can bring only one
result: e deteriorated forest resource, a reduc-
tion of lumber and paper industries, an exodus
of population, and a transfer of taxes from tim-
ber operations to the shoulders of farmers and
townspeople. The history of Canada and the
United States is blazoned with instances of
exactly this sort of retrogression.

Ontarfo has adhered to the old tradition of
public administration of forests by regarding
the forests primarily as a source of revenue.
The old regulations and attitude have held fast.
Except for fire protection not ¢ single techni-
cally-qualified forester has been employed super-
vising timber berth operations. There is no
body of technical men to enforce the regulations
on Mcensed lands and co-operate with the lum-
bermen in bringing on a new crop of timber.
Political patronage has free play in the selection
of a2 portion at least of the fire rangers. In-

It'

Manufactured into |

administration, fire ranging, timber scaling,
forest surveys, technical control of the cuttins
of timber, etc., two branches in the one depart-
ment of lands and forests split the existing
duties between them and omit entirely the most
vital function of real forest administration.

As a result of careful study of Ontario con-
ditions in the light of well-tested systems in
Quebec, New Brunswick and British Columbia,
the Canadian Forestry Association suggests the
following changes in the Ontario Government's

organization:

1. The transfer to the provincial forestry
branch of administrative control over the
entire crown forest area. This would neces-
sitate an expansion of the provincial forestry
branch so as to provide for the close inspection
of timber cutting operations by technically
qualified men, with a view to the handling
of the forest as a ‘‘crop” rather than as &
mine.

2. The creation of a forest advisory board,
preferably similar to that already functioning
with excellent results in New Brunswick,
sald board to consist of five members, includ-
ing the minister of lands and forests, the
deputy minister of lands and forests and the
provincial forester, with one representative of
the Ontario lumbermen and one of the Ontario
pulp and paper interests. The board would
have complete control of all appointments to
the staff of timber scalers and fire rangers,
with authority to set examinations, and to
engage employees of the provincial forestry
branch not within the jurisdiction of the
Ontario civil service act.

Will Also Try Those Guilty of
War Crimes, He Says.

Blames Churchill For
Antwerp Disaster

LLONDON, Jan. 5.—James H.
Thomas, general secretary of the
National Union of Railwaymen,
said today with regard to the
statement of Mr. Churchill re-
garding the unfitness of laborites
to govern:

“He ought to be the last man
in the world to accuse the people
of incompetence. 1Iis incom-
petence cost thousands of lives
in Gallipoli and in the disaster at
Antwerp. Whatever rmistakes
labor may make, it will be im-
possible, to bring the world into
a worse condition than it is at
the present moment.”

STUTTGART, Germany, Jan. 6.—
(Havas Agency Dispatch.)—Mathias
Erzberger, vice-premier and minister|
of finance, addressing several thousand
persons at the invitation of the Centre;
Party, declared the present govern-|
ment was not responsible for the cha-
otic situation, and laid responsibility |
for the war on the Conservative party.|
He added that the armistice was asked|

for by Field Marshal ‘von Hindenburg
and General Ludendorff.

Referring to the financial situation,
Herr Erzberger said the gtability of the
budget would be obtained this year.

The German people would do all in its
power to pay the reparations due. The
Russian problem could not be solved
without Germany.

With regard to the delivery of those
guilty of war crimes, Herr Erzberger
said the court at Leipsic would prose-
| cute those guilty of inexcusable acts
if Germany’'s enemies would furnish
lists of those persons to the German
Government.

COUNCIL SETS
JANUARY 10 TO
RATIFY TREATY

Date Is Decided Upon Tenta-
tively, Announcement
Is Made.

PARIS, Jan. 5.—(By the Assocl.
ated Press.)—The supreme council
has tentatively set January 10 for
the ratification of the treaty of
Versailles. The council’s basis for
a settlement on the Scapa Flow
sinkings was handed over to Baron
von Lersner today, and it was an-
nounced that an agreement had
been reached with the German
delegation.

The Scapa Flow reparations
agreement was reached upon the
Allies accepting a diminution of
125,000 tons from the 400,000 tons
of naval material originally de.
manded from Germany. The Ger.
mans argueg the impossibility of
surrendering the tonnage originally
demanded, and also pointed out
errors in the inventory of the
Allies,

The Allies were conclliatory, and
fixed 275,000 tons as final. To this
the German delegates agreed.

ITALIAN DISCONTENT
DUE TO UNCERTAINTY,
DECLARES MINISTER

foreign minister, and other prominent
persons in Italian political life, speak-
ing today with regard to the visit of
Premier Nitti to Paris and London, said
the discontent toward the Allies shown
by Italians during the last two months
was merely the passing result of over-
long uncertainty in which Italian ques-
tions had been kept by the peace con-
ference.

“An immense majority of the Italian
people,” said Count Sforza, “are con-
vinced that the greatest danger for
Italy and her future development is
the German peril. Nothing is more
profoundly desired by the Italians as
a whole than a close and sincere un-

“But in order to reach this, it is
necessary that during these last dis-
cussions of still unsolved Italian prob-
lems, the people here should feel, after
their heavy sacrifices and losses, that
they will not be unjustly treated.”

The Industrial Workers of th World
leader was taken to Judge Pam’s court,
where bond was set at $190,000, and fur-
nished by Liloyd.

Judge Pam today an'a!gneq‘ more
than fifty alleged “l‘.eds.'.’ With t‘hc
exception of Thomas Whitehead, who
became secretary of the Industrial
Workers of the World when Ha_\'\\,'oqd
was sent to prison, all were held in
bonds of $2,500. Whitehead's bond was
set at $10,000, in default of which he
was remanded to jail.

| without leave from his unit for 21 days
| is presumed a deserter. This coldier,
| John Joseph Farmer, was absent nine
| months, so that. on his return, he was
{ properly charged with desertion, and by
{ the new regulation ] have mentioned, he
{ had to be taken for trial before the civil
{ court.

Now if, a charge of deser-
| tlon, it is shown that the accused had no
| intention of permanently quitting

| service in this manner, nor of staying
| away to escape some

| such as a draft for overseas, he should
| be acquitted of desertion but comvicted
| of absence without leave. In this case
i it was elear that the man, who ripe
| for discharge after service overseas
| could have no possible motive to desert.

T
may add that the man, though chargéd
with an offence which might have pro-
cured him a long term of penal servi-
tude, had not the assistance of counsel
before the "magistrate, and I did not
hear of the case until after the con-
viction.

Under all these circumstances it seems
to me quite unjvst to make this case
the text for an article against the mili-
tary authorities.
