New Hospital or Addition to 
Local Institution Required, 

Says Dr. Robinson.

To relieve present crowded conditions 
at the Ontario hospital for the insane, 
effort has been made by Dr. W. J. 
Robinson, superintendent, to obtain 
from the provincial government a sum 
of $200,000 or $300.000 for the erection 
of a new building next summer. Al­
ready many buildings of the institution 
are being reconstructed at a cost of 
$10.000 in order that better hospital ac­
commodation might be offered.

A new addition to the London hos­
pital is a necessity, according to a 
grand jury's report at the first of the 
month. Dr. Robinson points out that 
there are 1,400 patients at the Ontario 
hospital now, and a new building for 
at least 400 is badly needed.

The province as a whole is in im­
perative need of a new 1,000-room in­
stitution, Dr Robinson declares. Either 
a new hospital must be built or addi­
tions must be added to the present in­
stitutions in Ontario, he says, and the 
latter plan, in his opinion, is the more 
feasible.

Advocate New Building.
Although a new building for the On­

tario hospital has been advocated in 
each grand jury report of the past few 
years, no action has been taken by the 
provincial government. It is believed, 
however, when the actual crowded con­
dition of the hospital is represented to 
the provincial secretary. a sum of 
money for the immediate construction 
of a new building will be granted.

“It is only througli the backing of 
the public that we can accomplish any- 
thing," Dr. Robinson said today. "I 
am taking up the question of an addi- 
tion to the hospital. We have always 
been crowded, and although present 
alterations will relieve the situation 
somewhat, an addition, costing $300,000, 
should be erected to accommodate 
some three or four hundred patients.

“I believe that every institution in 
Ontario is experiencing the same diffi­
culty and for that reason the true state 
of affairs must be presented to the 
public and the government.

Alterations and improvements have 
been commenced in the interior of 
buildings at the London hospital.

Prescott, Ont., Dec. 24.—Fire last 

night claimed the lives of a mother and 
her two children in their home here. 
The dead arc: Mrs. Edward Boyle, 
aged 36; Hugh Boyle, aged four, and 
Francis Boyle, aged two.

Hugh perished in the flames which 
consumed the family residence on 
Henry street, while Mrs. Boyle and 
Francis died within half an hour of 
each other between 4 and 5 o'clock 
this morning, as a result of burns re- 
ceived in the fire.

The family of three were sleeping in 
a rear room of their home when the 
fire started towards the front of the 
house. Mrs. Boyle awakened to find 
the room full of smoke. Thore was 
only one door in the small building.

It is believed that Mrs. Boyle grabbed 
the children from their beds and stag- 
gered to the door, being badly burned 
herself. To open the door she was 
forced to drop Hugh. She threw the 
younger boy from her into a. snowbank, 
and herself staggered out the doorway.

Little Francis was unconscious when 
found but Mrs. Boyle, while conscious, 
was suffering greatly from pain. Physi- 
clans stated that 90 per cent of her 
body was covered with burns.

After subduing the flames firemen 
found the charred body of little Hugh 
inside the building, a short distance 
from the door. Both legs were com- 
pletely burned off.

An exploding lamp is held account­
able for the fire. Neighbors said that 
only a few seconds before the alarm 
was spread they heard a loud crash, 
and the belief is that the oil lamp ex­
ploded, scattering the flaming oil over 
the room.

The family came to Prescott list 
spring from Throoptown, Ont.

London.* Dee. 24. — Cabling from 
Damascus on Wednesday, Reuter spe­
cial correspondent in Syria said the 
French were endeavoring to speed up 
their peace negotiations with the 
Druses. They were moved by dis­
quieting rumors regarding the situation 
on the northern frontier, where Turk­
ish bands were reported to be massing. 
The Turks, it was said, have even oc­
cupied some of the French posts.

The French peace delegation which

New York Dec, 28.—Mike McTigue, 

former world’s light heavyweight cham- 
pion, tonight won a judges’ decision over 
the Atlanta negro. Tiger Flowers, in a 
furiously fought 10-round bout at 
Madison Square Garden, the feature 
contest of a Christmas fund boxing 
show.

Discarding his customary defensive 
style to trade punches with the south- 
ern fighter, in every round McTigue met 
the vigorous assault of his foe with 
solid rights to body and head. Flowers 
replied with terrific hooks, which several 
times turned McTigue around. They 
fought toe to toe throughout, and at 
the conclusion booes were mingled with 
shouts of approval over the verdict.

Flowers went to the front in the first 
four rounds, backing McTigue around 
the ring with sweeping lefts and rights 
to the head. In the fifth, the former 
champion cut loose a counter-offensive, 
directing his fire at the negro’s body, 
and compelling the latter to hold and 
cover. Both men received cuts over 
the eyes in the sixth, and the fighting 
thereafter was less vigorous. In the 
last two rounds, however, Flowers car- 
ried the fight to the New York man so 
strongly that many observers expected 
the rally would decide the battle in his 
favor.

McTigue weighed 17112; Flowers, 
1654 pounds.

Fidel LaBarba, of Los Angeles, new 
flyweight champion, marked his first 
appearance in an eastern ring tonight 
by scoring an impressive triumph over 
Lew Perfetti, of New York. LaBarba 
was awarded the judges’ decision in the 
six-round semi-final.

George Godfrey, 222, negro heavy- 
weight, challenger, of Leiperville, Pa., 
outpointed Martin Burke, of New Or- 
leans, in a 10-round bout, but failed to 
impress a crowd of 15.000 by his triumph. 
Burke weighed only 17712, and fought 
purely on the defensive, escaping the 
knockout, which had been anticipated 
by the throng, and the efforts of the 
two men were booed throughout.

Ernie Jarvis, flyweight champion of 
England, boxed a fast draw with Izzy 
Schwartz, of New York in the first 

preliminary. It was their second meet- 
ing in two weeks, Schwartz having won 
the first fight by a judges’ decision.

THE NO BODY-CHECKING RULE.
This new C. A. H. A. rule prohibiting 

body checking on the forward line is: 
not designed, as some people seem to 
think, to take the fangs out of a good 
red-blooded he-man’s game. It is de- 
signed to speed up the play, pat a 
premium on hook and poke checking 
in mid ice, and pave the way for quick- 
breaking forwards to get in on the 
defence. No body-checking on the for- 
ward line means just that—no body- 
checking and no more than that. It 
must not be construed as prohibiting 
and penalizing all bodily contact on 
the forward lines. Unless the player 
carrying the puck is relieved of it by 
a clean-cut poke, hoof, or sweep check 
there is bound to be bodily contact. 
Even under the new rule a forward 
is allowed to crowd a player carry- 
ing the puck and he may even, under 
a lot of circumstances, bump into him 
quite legitimately while trying to re- 
lieve him of the puck. The rule merely 
stops deliberate body-checking designed 
to bring the puck carrier up short 

and letting the puck go where it may 
so long as the man is stopped and 
some of his effectiveness and speed

designed to make all forwards pay 
strict attention to the puck and not to 
the man.

Industries with factories outside big cities and 
warehouses in them do their own hauling in 
place of using the railroads.

In the States the railroads are meeting com­
petition by going off the rails and on to the 
roads. The Boston and Maine has established 
bus and truck routes throughout Massachusetts, 
the New York, New Haven and Hartford have 
founded a million dollar subsidiary for handling 
bus and truck business, the Great Northern has 
asked for 1,300 miles of road route mono­
poly in Minnesota, the Santa Fe and Southern 
Pacific are going into bus routes in California.

In most states the control of bus traffic on 
the public highways is passing out of the hands 
of road authorities into those of the railway 
boards such as the Ontario Railway and Munici­
pal in this province. From the free and open 
field enjoyed up to a year ago bus transporta­
tion is passing into a condition of close regula­
tion and legislation. More and more are the 
existing common carriers such as railroads and 
street railways absorbing the independent oper­
ators and making the motor vehicle a co-ordin­
ated service with their existing lines, using it 
only where its economic worth is proven.

Kissed By Fair Punce, Pub­
lic Approval, Ugly Duck­
ling Becomes Queen of the 
Road—Popularity of Motor 
Bus Has Come With Speed 
of Tropical Storm—What 
is future of Travel on 
Rubber Tires?
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T HE jitney has grown up.
The ugly duckling of the transportation 

world has turned out a Cinderella. Kissed 
by the most beneficent of all fairy princes, Public 
Approval, the jitney has been transformed into 
the. palace coach, and the electric and steam 
roads, like the elder sisters in the other fable, 
don’t quite know what they are going to do 
about it.

A few short years ago the rubber-tired com­
mon carriers were a source of minor annoyance 
to an occasional street railway company. So 
minor that no one looked on them as common 
carriers. To-day there is not a single railroad 
system on the continent in which executives are 
not growing grey around the temples studying 
ways and means of meeting bus and truck com­
petition.

Buses and bus services cover the surfaced 
roads of the continent. In three years they have 
spread like a plague. They are to the rail 
carriers’ traffic returns what the boll weevil is 
to the cotton plant, the Colorado beetle to the 
potato and the European corn borer to the hog 
belt.

Nor is it only the rail carriers that are 
affected. Once profitable steamship lines such 
as those between Toronto and Hamilton and 
Toronto and the Niagara Peninsula are carrying 
but a fraction of the business they once did, and 
may be forced to curtail their services or aban­
don them altogether.

In the United States branch lines that a few 
years ago covered the country like chicken wire 
are being torn up or allowed to rust into dilapid­
ation. The Boston and Maine has abandoned 
1,600 out of 4,200 miles of track due to the com 
petition of bus and truck services. "Ive years 
ago the cities in which buses or coaches operated 
successfully could be counted on the thumbs of 
two hands. To-day there is not a city of import 
ance on the continent in which buses are not 
operating either in direct competition to the 
street railways or as auxiliary or special ser 
vices.
