An Act respecting the Inspection of Wheat and other Grain.

W HEREAS it is expedient to provide for the Inspection of Wheatremba
and other Grains in this Province; therefore,

Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative
Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows:-

5 BOARDS OF EXAMINERS,

1. On or as soon as may be after the Tenth day of April, and before Appointmsem
the Twenty-ßfth day of the same month in each year, or in the present Of Examineu.
year 1862, at any time after the passing of this Act, the Council of the
Board of Trade, for each of the cities of Quebec, Montreal, Toronto,

10 Kingston and Hamilton, and of any other city in and for which there
may thon be a Board of Trade, shall appoint five skilful persons, resi-
dent in or in the immediate vicinity of the city for which they are
appointed, to constitute the Board of Examiners of applicants for the
office of Inspector or Assistant Inspector of Grain, for the year or period

15 commencingv on the First day of May thon next, (or in the present year
on the day of their appointnent,) and ending on the Thirtieth day of
April in the then next year ; and eaci Examineri shall, before acting as
such, take the following oath of office before the President or -Vice-To takean
President of the Board of Trade, for the place for which ho isappointed: oath or office.

STANDARDS OF QUALITY.

13. The following hall be the standards of Wheat and other
Grain :-

l0 Wheat.

No. 1 White Winter-Shall be sound, plump, and free from admixture
of other Grain.

No. 2 White Winter-Shall be sound and good, but less frce from other
Grain than No. 1.

15 No. 1 Red Winter-Shall be sound, plump, and frec from admixture of
other Grain.

No. 2 Red Winter-Shall be sound and good, but less free from other
Grain than No. 1.

Extra Spring-Shall be sound, plump, and free from admixture of other
20 Grain, and weigh not less than 61 lbs. per Imperial bushel.

No. 1 Spring-Shall be sound, free from admixture of other Grain, and
weigh not less than 59 lbs. per Imperial bushel, and shall consist of
two grades-No. 1 bright, and No. 1.

Bo; 2 Spring-Shall be sound, but less free from other Grain than No.
25 1, and its weigh, shall not be less than 57 Ibs. per Imperial bushel.

All unsound, damp, or very dirty Wheat of whatever kind, shall be
classed "Rejected."·

Peas.

No. 1-Shall be clean and sound.

10 No. 2-Shall be sound, but too dirty for No. 1.

Al unsound, damp, or very dirty Peas shall be classed "Rejected."

Corn.

Pure White-Pure YeUow-Mized, or Rejected-Shall be classed
according to its quality.

15 Oats.

No. 1.-Shall be clean and sound.



No. 2-Shall be sound, but too dirty for No. 1.

Al unsound, damp, or very dirty Oats ahall be clased as "lRejected."

No. 1-Shall be sound, and well cleaned.

No. 2-Shall be such as is too dirty to be classed as No. 1. à

Barley.

No. 1-Shall be plump in the berry, well cleaned and Sound.

No. 2-Shall be sound and clean.

Al unsound, damp, or very dirty Barley shall be clased as " Rejected."

Mode or mea- 14. 'Wheat, or other Grain, shall be measured as follows for ascer- 10
suring wheat. taining whether it is of the standard weight-that is to say, the bushel,

half-bushel, or quarter of a bushel, shall bc placed on a flat floor, and
filled with a scoop large enough tofill it at one time, and shall be struck
-with a roller 2?; inches in diameter.

DUTIES OF INSPECTORS. 15

Inspecting. 15. The duty of Inspector shall be to determine and certify the
quality of all Wheat or other Grain submitted to him for Inspection, in
conformity to the standards hereinbefore prescribed

Providing 16. Each Inspector of Grain shall, at his own expense, provide
smples as sufficient samples of each of the qualities of the different kinds of Grain, 20
standard'. of which the standard is hereinbefore fixed; such samples to be approved ·

by the Board of Examiners, and to be renewed as often as may be
How kept. required by the said Board; and the same shall be deposited with the

Secretary of the Board of Trade, and kept by him as standard samples,
by which the Inspectors shall be governed in establishing the several 25
qualities of Wheat and other Grain.

Renewiig 17. The standard weight of each kind of Grain shall be fixed and un-
eamples. changeable; and when the samples aforesaid are renewed, the color of the

new samples shall be as near that of the original samples as possible.

Inspector's US. The Inspector shall provide himself with an office in some place 80
°ffice. in the city for which he is appointed, convenient for the trade, and shall

keep a record of all his Inspection, which shall be open to the public.
