It has been said this is a changeling, but it
is a fact that black cannot be changed to violet, and
that, as the 1 shahi of the next two series are found in
violet, it is very probable that this is a genuine issne,

ARGENTINE —The ' centavo has been redrawn,
and is now printed on azure paper. The 1 centavo
has been again re-engraved. The 6 centavo has also
been retouched, and is now printed in a washy slate,
which gives it the appearance of a lithograph.

" T for everything, they neglect the older issues
BV J. BERNSTEIN, Jm, that so rise in value, That, I think, is true of
the inexperienced and selfish collector who
is so ready for his grasp. The wise collec-
tor, however, is not so foolhardy, but
only moderately reaches over for the older
issues before they advance, and leaves the
present issues, if e has not the means to in-
clude them also, to a later date, At any rate,
the collector should remember, that, “variety
is the spice of life.” Not only the beginner
and young collector, as the writer of that new
doctrine asserts, should be general collectors,
but old and advanced collectors must not, as
Philatelists, take up any other branch of
collecting, but that which is general collect-
ing. There is another objection to this «** Spe-
cialism scheme,” unless the collector has un-
limited means, he cannot specialize his collec-
tion, if he has that desire. Do you think that
if a collector makes North American Stamps
his specialty, does he have the advantage of
that which we pride ourselves. Fancy the
historian, geographist, geologist, or philos-
opher studying onlyspart of their respective
specialties. That seems absurd, and still
more seems specialism in a scientific culture,
Or does the specialist who is in South
America lay his nest profit any better ? Or
has the European specialist a better result ?
No, a thousand times no ! They all tend to
the same object, and that is, breaking up the
ground work of philately, which our more
advanced and learned philatelists have spent
their energy on. The only point which I ad-
mire in Mr. Subscriber’s article is his frank-
ness in his criticism of specialists of #00 great
ambition (of course they are all ambitious,)
He characterizes Monsieur Francaise, Herr
Deutch and Mr, Henglishman in  their
respective typical styles, and their connections
with specialism. And yet he still, in the face
of this, strongly persists in his study and lore

I notice in the CANADIAN PHiLATELIST,
an article headed, “ Specialists and Special-
ism,” by a subscriber, which is very good as
far as the 27os are concerned, but is the con-
trary as to the cons, which, by the way, is
crowded out, (perhaps for lack of space.) Mr,
Subscriber begins with the steady advance of
price in the older issues of nearly every stamp-
issuing country in the world, and that the
cause of this is the decline of general collect-
ing, and the rapid increase of specialism,
Now that may be the case as far as the ad-
vance of stamps is concerned, but the in-
crease of specialism is #of the cause, Asa
rule, as every one with common sense knows,
it is certainly the older issues that advance in
price.  Surely no one expects the stamps of
the present issues to advance. So the older
issues advance, not because it is a result of
specialism, but simply because it becomes
older and therefore rarer year by year, thus
Mr. Subscriber’s theory is not “correct, I
cannot, in any way, see the great advantages
the specialist has over the general collector,
I daresay that no collector can form a com-
plete collection of all countries ; but that is
No reason to turn to a special country so as
to obtain a complete collection of that country
Now, supposing that the specialist has grat-
ified his wish and is the owner of a collection
of a certain country ; has he gained anything
in knowledge ? in science ? in historical or
geographical culture ? or in anything else
worth mentioning ? He has, without doubt
gained in wealth (?) selling his stamps, which
have increased in price, at the end of five orten
years. But such is not Philately. It has never
been meant as a money-making scheme, [t
has a nobler aim than that—far more noble.
The real pleasure of Philately it not found in
the attainment of a complete collection, but
in the pursuit of the same. Specialism frames




characteristics. But there is no need of any
broader specialty.

I may add, in conclusion, that Mr. Sub-
scriber errs in his belief that specialism is
growing. It is rather more on the other side.
Trusting that this will turn some to the right,
I thank you for your valuable space.

HOW I FOUND SOME ‘ RARETIES.”

BY 0. ED. KLAPP,

Like all other collectors, my collection was
very small at first, but as I became interested
in stamps more and more, I commenced
searching the “lofts and garrets”, and found
there stored away a few valuable specimens
of the 3 cent green. Besides those there
were numerous others, with some small cat-
alogue value; these filled my stamp album
pretty well, and made my collection amount
to nearly one thousand varieties in all.

My interest in sta ps grew less day by day
for nearly two months, when I had the pleas-
ure of visiting one of my neighboring cities.
After staying toere several days, my friend
and I went to an old “rubbish ” room which
was at one time an old store room of a whole-
sale grocery. In this room was placed all
of their deeds, documents, letters, etc.
There was a scene that would wake up the
dullest of philatelists, for around us on either
side were bundles of letters, postals and doc-
uments of all kinds. The first thing that I
laid my eyes upon was a letter dated 1849,
upon which was two unsevered 5 cent brown,
first issue. This was just a commencement;
next-I found a document with one $5 unp.
rev. stamp cat. at $2.50, also eight $1 stamps.
We next found in an old letter a block of six
unused 3 cent blue, 1869; on a box full of
bank cheques we got about 7000 bank cheque
rev. stamps, 200 blue and orange express
stamps, a few proprietary, and last 2at not
least, 41 2 cent orange playing cards stamps.
After searching around a little while longer, I
came across a bundle of unused U. S. postal
cards, 3rd issue, about 350 in all. There
were also several packages of stamped envel-
opes, mostly the 2z cent brown and carmine.
After we had both been searching for several
hours we went home rejoicing, and found on
looking over our “ treasures,” that they catal-
ogued at no!=ss than $8o. The above is my
own experience, and is actually true.

To the Editor of Tug CANADIAN PHILATELIST

DEAR SIR,—As the person who obtained the in-
corporation of the P. S, of C.,Iam greatly interested,
and naturally so, in the well-being of the Society and
in seeing its prospects set fairly and fully before the
Philatelic public, and especially that portion thereof
residing in Canada, and | respectfully urge on all of
them who are desirous of ascertaining facts for them-
selves to laok at those portions of the Revised Stat-
utes of Ontario, 1887 (whicii, for short, I will here
after refer to as R.S 0.), and decide for themselves
the amount of reliance that js to be placed in such
effusions as the following, which I clip from the Fel-
Yuary number of the Dominion Philatelist :

““We have carelully read over the Declaration of
Incorporation of the Philatelic Society of Canada,
and must say we are very much disappointed with
the manner ‘in which (his Society is incorporated,
Here is what the Judge who signed the paper says ;
‘The within Declaration appears to be in confor.
mity with the Act, gnd this certificate is given by

me in pursuance of the said Act, and the provisions

thereof.” The incorporation is merely a local affair,
All the officers must reside in the Piovince of Onta-
rio.  The Act under which it is incorporated was
intended for the purpose of incorporating agriev|-
tural societies, school sections, etc. Better have no
incorporation at all than a one-horse afiair like this,”

It is usual that a person who attempis 1o eriticise
any particular matter should have, first, the knowl-
edge and ability to do 50 ; and secondly, the desire
fairly and truthfully to state the facts on which that
criticism is based,

Now, I find in the above, with the exception of the
Statement that he is very much diappointed (which
no reasonable person can wonder at, as the extract,
which is found on Page 19 of the February number of
the Dominion Philatelist, is an effusion of the editor
thereof, the exchange superintendent, and the con-
trolling influence of the rival Suciety, the C,P,A )y
at the incnqmrnlinn of the P.S. of C., certain ob-
jections, which may be divided into four critical as-
sertions as follows ;

(@) Only certified by 2 Judge ;

(4) Ineorporation local 3

(¢) Officers must reside in Ontario ;

(@) Incorporation Act was intended for incorporat-
ing agricultural societies, school sections, etc, ;

And my object in writing this is to show that all
such objections are groundless ; that the facts tney
are based on do not exist 3 and then T will ask my
readers to adopt the only raticnal conclusion that this
effusion (I cannot call it a criticism, as it lacks the
essentials of a criticism, viz,, truth and knnwledgc)
was conceived in icalousy and brought forth in spite,

Now, let us look at the Act of Parliament under
which we are licorporated, Let the reader call at
any lawyer’s office or on any justice of the peace,
and let him ask such person for the second volume
of R.S,0., and turn o page 1692, heing chapter
172, “* An Act respecting Benevolent, Py vident and
other Societies,” and he will find the first two sec-
tions of that Act enact as follows :

1. *“Any five or more pers
become incoi porated under this Act for any benevo-
lent or providant purpose, or for any other purpose
not illegal, save and except the purpose of trade or
business, and any purpose provided for by any of
the Acts mentioned in the schedule to this” Act,”—
R.8.0., 1877, ¢ 167, s. 1.

2. ** The proceedings to obtain incorporation shall
be as follows : "

I ““Such persons shail make and sign a declara-
tion in writing cetting forth the intended incorporate
name of the Society, the purpose of the Society, the
names of those who are to be first trust
aging officers, the mode in which their successo
to be appointed, and such other particulars and pro-
visions as the Society may think fir, provided that
the said particulars and provisions are not contrary
to law,

2. “The declaration may be made and signed in
duplicate, or in s many parts as may be required,

3. “ The declaration may be produced to a Judge
of the High Court, or to a Judge or Junior or Deputy
Judge of a County Court, or 1o a Stipeniary Magis.
trate ; and if the same appears to him to be in con-
formity with this Act, he <hall endorse thereon a cer-
tificate to that effect,

4. '“One of the original parts of the declaration
shall be filed in the ‘office of either the Provincial
Registrar or the Clerk of the Peace for the county
or union of counties in which the Society is to hold
its annua! and general meetings,

15, of full age, may
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5. ““When these directions have been complied
with, the persons who signed the declaration shall
thereby bec. ne, and they, their associates and suc-
cessors, shall thenceforward be a body corporate and
politic, anc shall have the powers, rights and immu-
nities vested by law in such bodies."—R.S.0., 1877,
c. 167, s. 2.

With theg exception of companies organized for
the purposes of trade or business (fur which incorpo-
ration must be sought under R S.0., 157), or the
fifteen kinds of companies expressly reteired to in
the schedule of R 5.0, » 172, there is no prn.:tinn
whatever for incorporation in the laws either of thiz
Province or the Dominion except by special Act, it
being the intention that all other kinds of compai.
or, more properly sp @, all companies for other
objects than those mentioned, should use this Act.
It provides a Lheap, ire and expeditious way to
incorporate, and th ect o the Judge's certificate
is, as above, that *““the persons who signed the dec-
laration shall thereby become, and they, their asso-
ciates and successors, shall thenceforward be a body
corporate and politic, and shall have the powers,
rights and immunities vested by law in such bodies ’
I need only refer to the Independent Order of For-
esters and the Provincial Provident Institutioi, two
of the largest Mutual Life Insurance Companies do-
ing business in this Dominion, whose operations
extend from Nova Scotia to British Columbia, and
even through many parts of the States, and which
are both incorporated under the same Act that we
are, to show how untrue, uncalled-for and malicious
is this young man’s reference to a ** one-horse affair,”
Insurance, pure and simple, being under the juris-
diction of the Federal Parliament, the LO.F, ob-
tained a special Act of Incorporation from that body,
fearing that a question wight arise at some time ;
but the P. P.I. being saisfied that the Act was
sufficient, rclied solely upon that, and its validity
was upheld Ly the highest Court of Appeal in On-
tario. This young man can find that decision n
volume No. 17 of the Reports of the Court of Ap-
peal for Ontario, at p. 66. So far for objectivn (a).

As far as objection (4) is concerned, all I have to
sa that chere is nothing either in the Act itself
under which the Society is incorporated or the decla-
ration of incorporation itself which does or can, by
any stretch of a healthy imagination, possibly, di
rectly or indirectly, be construed to limit the Seciety
to a purely local affair. True, its head-office is in
St. Thomas, but it must be in soME place, and so
as well here as any place, seeing that at the general

declaration of incorporation,” and is greatly disap-
pointed because the officers of the P. S. of C. (in his
own opinion) must be xesidents of Ontario,” that I
have now in my possession a letter from the Depart-
ment of the Attorney-General (perhaps Mr. Ketche-
son has heard of Mr, Mowat and his reputation as a
constitutional lawyer), in which it is stated that the
Assistant Attorney-General is *“instructed by the
Attorney-General to state that he sees no reason
why a company composed swholly of American citi-
sens cannot be incorporated under Ontario statutes,”
which was written in respect of a company I was
incorporating under the same statute, but, uf course,
for business reasons [ withhold the company’s name ;
however, he can see the original if he likes to come
to my office. T trust my readers will find no diffi-
culty in deciding which opinion is entitled to the
most value—Mr. Mowat’s or Mr. Ketcheson's.

As to objection (), this is positively untrue, as
any lawyer or justice of the peace will tell any reader.
The vague generality of the “etc.” I cannot deal
with, hm, as Shakespeare says, can give the *‘lie
(hrekl in regard to agricultural societies, school
scctions, ete.  Agricultural societies are incorpo-
rated under R.S.0., chap. 162, and are expressly
exempted, in the schedule to R.S O., 172, from
the operation of that Act. School sections are a
portion or section of the municipal government
wholly different from any society or company, and
exprsesly provided for in R.S.0., 225, and are
formed by township, city, village and town municipal
councils, and the trustees elected by the ratepayers.

1 regret to have taken up so much space, but I
must admit I have rarely met such stuperdous igno-
rance displayed by any one who attempted to criti-
cise as the editor of the Dominion Phila elist has
displayed in his unjust attack on the P.5. of C,,

Other advanced Philatelists no doubt
think as he does, and in time this will be the best
exchange department on the continent, In refer-
ence to the other branch. owners must remember it
is easier to sell than collect, and if delays occur, the
department should not be blamed.  All members
who take unguaranteed sheets must sign the same
agreement as the othes without a guarant.e atiached.
One good solvent member will bLe acceptable for
another, so [ would advise ALL to go into the guar-
anteed branch if they want the better class of stamps,
and feel sure owners will not want, after the past ex-
perience of exchange departments in other socielics,
to put their good stamps in an unguaranteed exchange.
I have made circuits on'y six members, so that [ can
debit and credit quickly. This just costs me three
times as much postage as an 18-member circuit, [
will have to make this up in fines for not lorwarding
in three days, so members must not keep over the
time. If I can keep short-time circuits, I am per-

fectly willing to pay the additional postage. I trust
all members will at once send in f..r sheeis and agree-
ments, and be prompt in forwarding and remitting
both cash and the particulars of their takings, and
80 keep the official collector with time instead of
work on his hands,
