‘I'he Great Want of the Times,

ADDRESS OF THE MODERATOR AT THE FREE
GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

When we look back to the first years of
tbe Christian dispensation, we see men and
women in successive multitudes receiving
the truth ; believing in Jesus Christ as their
Saviour, evidently changed in their nature
and dispositions, and living holy, joyful
lives, in the midst of many temptations and
sufferinge.  The preaching of Christ, and
salvation by Lim, then produced fruit that
conld neither escape notice nor be mistaken,
o wbundant in quantity was it, and so dis-
tinet in its character. Now, does Scripture
teach us that such fruit of preaching, such
success in turning sinners to ralvation, was
intended by Ged to be confined to the primi-
tive times of Christianity 7 [ cannot find it
s6. The Pentecostal period, when apostles
and evangelists travelled from province to
province, and from city to city, unweariedly
and faithfully preaching salvation by Christ,
and him crucified ; and, despite the ignorance
and prejudices which they had to encounter,
und the persecutions and oppositions by
which they were assailed, counted their
converts by hundreds and by thousands ;
that period is not to be regarded merely as
4 pglorious morning of a Gospel day, the
light of which was to wax feebler as the
day advanced. It cannot be the true nature
uf Christianity, that, producing great effects
al first, it should wux feebler as centuries
rull over vur world.  Men opposed to it say
that it is becoming egfete ; that the nations
Tneed something new, something fresher,
with new iife and power in it. And do not
wany of the friends of Christianity, many
true Christians even, practically, to some
extent, indorsa this sentiment, when, either
avowedly or by implication, they hold that
we are not to expect such fruit from preach-
ing as the preachers of primitive times ex-
pected, and so abundantly received ?

True, we have not the gift of tongues,
und the power ol working miracles. Bat it
was-not by these that men were converted
in the times of primitive Christianity. For
very many heard the tongues and witnessed
tke miracles, and opposed and blasphemed
the more, instead of being converted.—
Everything through which the triumphs of
the Gospel were achieved in Pentecostal
times remains to the Church, and belongs
 her in all ages. The doctrine of the
cross then preached is the very same tbat
we uow have in the Scriptures; and there
& not one word of the Holy Spirit being to
be withdrawn, or of bis power being to be
restrained, as Christianity spread over the
world. .()n the contrary, our Lord, when
Le promised the Holy Spirit to his disciples
and Church, said that he should abide with
them forever. The gift of the Spirit, to
convince the world of sin, of righteousnegs,
of judgment—to quicken and give spirituil
life to sinners, aud to sanctify believers, is
& permanent gift to the Church. Itijs g
gift on which the very existence of-a living
spiritual Church depends. Itisa gift, also,
by which the plainly and repeatedly pro-
mised triumphs of Christidnity, in which we
all believe, are to be accomplished. And
then will not the converting and sanctifying
power of the Holy Spirit need to be mani-

fested many times more abundantly than it
15 seen working now among ourselves ?—

Take three quarts of black Elderberries, |
when quite ripe, to a gallon of water and
four pounds of brown sugar, a hLule 100t
ginger aud a few cloves. Boil the berries
aad water half an hour—strain them, and
then boil the wine and spice together about
an hour. Skim the froth as it rises. When
it 1s boiled, let it stand ull almost cold;
then add a teacup full of yeast, and let it
stand three days. Then barrel it, and let it
stand four monthe, when it may be bottled,
with a lump of sugar in each bottle. Cork
tight, upd keep 10 a cool place. Age im-
proves it.” ’

The following is from Mrs. Rundell’s
Domestic Cookery :

To every quart of elderberries put two
quarts of water, boil half an hour, run the
hquor and break the fruit through a hair
sieve; then toevery quart of juice put three-
quarters of a pound of Lisbon sugar, coarse,
but not the very coarsest. Boil the whole
8 quarter of an hour, with some Jamaics
peppers, ginger, and a few cloves. Pour it
