Mr. Speaker reported, that when the House did attend Ris Excellency the Governor
General, this day, in the Legislative Council Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to
make a Speech to both Houses of the Provincial Parliament, of which Mr. Speaker said he
had, to prevent mistakes, obtained a copy, which he read to the House, as followeth

.Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council
Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly :

I am happy again to avail myself of your advice in carrying on the Government, and
I trust that you wil find in the magnificent Buildings erected in the City chosen by Her
Majesty as the Seat of Goveranment, increased facilities for the despatch of publie business,
while they will prove adequate to the great future of this Country.

Immediately after the termination of the last Session of Parliament, I convened, by
instructions from the Secretary of State for the Colonies, a Council of Trade, including
representatives from the different Provinces of British North America.

I have directed the proceedings of this body to be laid before you.
1shall direct to be laid before you the papers relating to the termination of the Reci-

procity Treaty with the United States of America, and to the negotiations on the subject of
our commercial relations with that Country.

It has now become still more imperative to open, by au extension of the trade of the
Country with other Nations, new markets for the varied products of our industry.

• In consequence of the notice for the termination of the Reciprocity Treaty, I deemed it
needful, with the assent and approbation of Her Majesty's Government, to send a deputa.
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tion representing the Colonies of Britis North America, during the winter, to the West
Indies and Brazil, to ascertain the best means of developing and extending commercial

.relations with those Countries. The period at whicli the Delegation returned from their
mission i? so recent that no Report could as yet have been presented, but as soon as received,
it will be communicated to you.

The threats and preparations for attack on Canada constantly and openly mad'e by a
body organized in the United States of America and known as 'Fenians,' compelled me,
since Parliament rose, by the advice of my Ministers, to call out for active szrvice a large
portion of the Volunteer Militia Force of the Province.

The spirit displayed by the people and their ready response to my Proclamation have
received the well merited approval of Her Majesty's Government.

The events which have occurred within the last few days afford additional proofs of
the necessity for the precautionary measures adopted.

The Province has been invaded by a lawless band of Marauders, but I congratulate
the Country that they were promptly confronted,and within twenty-four hours compelled to
make a precipitate retreat.

I deplore the loss of life and the sufférings which have been entailed upon tho
gallant body of the Canadian Volunteers in the engagement which took place in repelling
so promptly the invaders who had attacked the Country'; and I feel assured that you will
not omit to alleviate, as far as may be in your power, the miseries so wantonly inflicted on
many families. But while I grieve for their individual loss, I must congratulate the
Country that the first note of danger has sliewn that Cana.da possesses in her Volunteers,
a body of men ready to peril their livesin defence of their Queen and Country.

The entire people have been thoroughly aroused by recent occurrences; and it must
now be apparent to all, that the whole resources of the Country, both in men and means,
will at any moment be cheerfully give. in repelling any invasion of their homes.

In the mensures of defence which I have been called upon to take, I have received
the unremitting support of the Lt..General Commanding, and of Admiral Sir James Hope.
It is also a source of unfeigned pleasure to me to acknowledge the gallant devotion dis-
played bv the Officers and Men of Her Majesty's Military and Naval Forces in Canada.

I am happy to bo able to state that the. President of the United States has issued a Pro-
clamation declaring that serions infractions of the laws of that Country have been, and are
being committed, by evil disposed persons, within the Territory and Jurisdiction of the United
States, against the British Possessions in .North America, and requiring all Oficers of his Go-
vernment to exert every effort for their repression. I trust that the course thus adopted will
ere long prevent this country from being subjected to further attacks from the citizens of a
nation on terms of amity with Great Britain.

The maintenance of the Force on active duty, which the Government has been com-
pelled to call out, has involved an Expenditure to a large amount which was not provided
for by the Votes of last Session.

The accounts of this Expenditure will be specially laid before you, and I feel confident
that you·will immediately pass a Bill indemnifying the Government for this unavoidable
departure from the provisions of the Audit Act.

Recent occurrenees shew the necessity of extending to Lower Canada the Act, Cap.
98, Consolidated Statutes for Upper Canada, to protect the inhabitants of that section of
the Province against lawless aggression from subjects of Foreign Countries at peace with
Her Majesty. It has also been necessary, for the preservation of law and order, to adopt a
course similar to that taken in the present Session of the Imþerial Parliament, for the
temporary suspension of the writ of tlabeas Corpus. I invite your immediate consideration
of these necessary measures.

I have fixed, by Proclamation, the first day of August next as the time at which the
Civil Code of Lower Canada, passed in the last Session of Parliament, shall come into
operation.

The Code of Civil Procedure of Lower Canada, as reported by the Commissioners,
shall be submitted for your adoption during the Session.
Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly:

I have desired that the Financial Accounts for the current year, and the Estimates of
Expenditure for the next year, shall be laid before you.
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i congratulate you upon the very satisfactory results of the commerce of the, Country
during the past year : the Revenue has been so largely in excess with the Estimates as to
enable me, without inconvenience, to provide for the heavy and unexpected-eharges en-.
tailed upon the Country.
Bonorale Gentlemon and Gentlemen:

The position which the great question of the Union of the Provinces of British North
America has assumed is now such as to induce the expectation that the measure will be
shortly carried into effect. I therefore hope and believe that it will be found practicable,
during the present Session, to adopt such proceedings as may be necessary for completing
the details of the scheme as regards this Province; and I venture to express the confident
expectation that the next Parliament which will be held within these walls will not be
confined to an Assembly of the Representatives of Canada, but will embrace those of all the
Colonies of British North Anerica.

I am happy to be able ta congratulate you on the general prosperity which pervades
all classes of the community in the Province, and I pray that your Councils may be guided
by Divine Providence to secure that which is the true end of all Government, the moral
and material advancement of the great body of the people.

On motion of the Honorable Mr. Attorney-General Macdonald, seconded by the Hon-
orable Mr. Attorney General Cartier,

Ordered, That the Speech of Bis Excellency the Governor General to both Houses of
the Provincial Legislature be taken into consideration on Monday next.

Ordered, That the Votes and Proceedings of this House be printed, being first perused
by Mr. Speaker, and that he do appoint the printing thereof; and that no persan but such
as he shall appoint do presume to print the same.

Resolved, That Select Standing Committees of this House for the present Session be
appointed for the following purposes:-1. On Privileges and Elections.-2. On Expiring
Laws.-3. On Railways, Canals and Telegraph Lines.--4. On Miscellaneous Private Bills.
-5. On Standing Orders.-G. On Printing.-7. On Contingencies.-8. On Publia
Accounts.-9. On Banking and Commerce.-IO. On Immigration and Colonization ;
which said Committees shall severally be empowered to examine and enquire into all such
matters and things as may be referred ta them by the House, and: to Report from time to
time their observations and opinions thereon; with power to send for persons, papers and
records.

Resolved, That if any thing shaïl come in question touching the Return orElection of
any Member, he is ta withdraw during the time the matter is in 'debate;. and all, Membeis
returned upon double Returns are to withdraw until their Returns are determined.

Resolved, That if it shall appear that any person bath been elected or- returned a
Member of this House, or endeavored so to be, by bribery or any other corruipt practices,
this House will proceed with the utmost severity against al such, persans as. shall have
been wilfully concerned in such bribery or other corrupt practices.

Resolved, That the offer of any money or other adyantage to any Member- of the
Legislative Assembly for the promoting of any matter whatsoever>depending or to be trans-
acted in the Provincial Parliament, is a.high crime and misdemeanor, and tends to the
subversion of the Constitution.

Mr. Speaker communicated to the House a Report of the Librarian of the Legislative
Assembly, on the state of the Library of Parliament, which is as followeth:-
To the Legislative Assembly of Canada, in Provincial Parliament assembled:

The Report of the Librarian on the state of the Library o'f Parliament,.
RESPECTEULLx SIZEWETH :-

That the removal of the Library of Parliament fro Quebec to Ott«wq bu bÇQ4
sfected without loss or any serious amount of injury.
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The palking up of the books was commencéd, in Queblec, on thé 28th 6f'Séenber
last, and was completed on the 26th of October. The remoïvâI took plce by means of
barges, along the line of river and canali navigation, lu eder to aoid tlîe délr ~and difi-
culties attending transhipments, or excliange of vessels, whici wold liàèé beeàn ineurred
-by the adoption ofany othei 'mode oftrà:sport. Notwithstandiûi thÈe läteëss ef the sea-
son, and the unfavorable weatler 'éid'eùt the'reto, the iges atriiv'd at their destination
without*impediment.

Owing to the unprepared state of the féw Paliament BÏuiling's, i* 'â- fàii.iinpos-
sible to unpack the books util several- zonths after their arrivl iû' Oittido. Thé intended
Library not being yet fnished, the Picture Gallery, to¢etàiet with ceitain ro6ix âdjoining
it, was fitted up for temporary use in the meantime. The proximity cf ftiesé 'partments
to the respective Chambers of the Legislature will be the meääns of áff'idin-g convenient
access to the boks by Members during the sitting of Parliament.

It was not until the Uegiihg of Februqry that the rooms aforesaid were-in a condi-
tion to admit of being made use of for the redeption òf the book. Biif 6n Èhe 5t day of
February the unpacking commenced and was continued until the 15th of March, when all
our available space being occupied, it became necessary, to apply to-the, Board of Works
for further accommodation. The-wants of the several Departments rendered it a difficult
matter to comply with our re uisition; but at length it was decided to make over to us a
room which had been originaly intended to serve as a Smoking Room for the use of Mem-
bers of the -Legislative Càunoi-

The completion and fitting up of this apartment ocssiionedýfuïther, delay,,and it was
not until the 9th of Mày that-we werie able to resüine ûnùrckiiig the femaindler of the-books.
Since then we have been busily engaged' in tue áraïgeùieït. aiid classification of the
books iu. this and other parts -of tie Libray ; but notwithstaniding extra. assistance, whieh
we have been authofized to employ, the work is not' yet eùtirely finished.

Nevertheless, at the present time, tie wihole of the books belonging to the Library,
with the exception of the clas of'French Law, whichstill remíains at Quebec in chargé of
the Commissioners for Codifying the Laws of Loioer Caàd, has been unpacked, and, for
the most part, carefally arranged and classified, so fài as the' liinitéd space at our command
will permit.

Understanding that the labors of tlie Codification Commission are drawing to a close,
Yoùr Librarian has notified the Secretary that the Frenchr Law Books should, be returned
to the Library without loss óf time, in order that they may, if possible, be available for the
use of Members during the present Session.

In view of the speedy arrival of these books, Your Librarian would respectfully urge
upon Your Honorable House the necessity for providing.some additional apartment, con-
tiguous to those we now occupy, for library purposes. The rooïms already assigned, to us
are quite inadequate for the commodious accommodation of our books. In many instanées
we have been compelled, from want of space; terangë the books in doulilerows upon the
sihelves, a plan which does not admit of their being reâdily seen or consulted. It is esti-
mated that two years, at least, will elapse before the permianent Library will be ready for
occupation. Meanwhile it is' absolutely indispensable that some further space should
be assigned to us, not merely for the reception of books, but also for the display of the
valuable maps aud charte belonging to the Library, which cannotbe conveniently consulted
under present circumstances.

Before the departure of the Government from' Qùûec, Your Librarian, pursuant to the
instructions he received from the Joint Library Comniittee, addressed a letter to the Rector
of the University Laval, expresstng the grateful thanks of the governing body and officers
of the Library for tie -se of the spacious apartments in the University Buildings, which
had been generously placed at the disposal of tie Legislature for the accommodation of a
large portion of the Library, for which no room could be found in the Parliament House,
during a period of six years, free of all charge to the Province. He availed himself of this
opportunity te request the acceptance by the -University of certain duplicate volumes and
philosophical apparatus, belonging to the Library, which the Committee had directed him
to present to the University, as a slight acknôwledgmèát for the favors recei-ved froin tat
Institution. A copy of the Correspondetice upoin tlie occasion is-ereunto appen'ded.

The additions to the Library since the close of last Session, have been necessarily few
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in number, and have not seemed sufficiently important to justify the printing of a supple-
mentary catalogue. Moreover, the time of Your Librarian and his assistants has been much
occupied in the endeavor to arrange and classify the Books, so as to afford the best facilities
for their convenient reference.

In the present crowded condition of the Books, and unavoidably defective arrange-
ments, Your Librarian has been unable, as he had hoped, to obtain for this Report an exact
enumeration of the number of volumes in the Library, and the number of those which are
absent from the shelves and cannot be accounted for. These particulars he is compelled to
defer until a future opportunity, when he hopes to be able to render a satisfactory account
of the state of the Library, and of the provision which has been made for its permanent
care and preservation.

All which is respectfully submitted.

LiBRAnRY oF PARLIAMENT,
Quebec, 4th October, 1865.

Zo the Reverend the Rector of the University Laval,
SIR,-At the time when the Government is about to remove its Offices to Ottawa, the

Directors of the Parliamentary Library would fail in their duty if they were not to express
their most sincere thanks for the liberality exercised toward them by your Reverend pre-
decessor and yourself, in permitting them to occupy suitable apartments in the University
Buildings, as a place of deposit for a large portion of the Library, and by declining to accept
any compensation for the use of these apartments, or for the heating of the same, during
the six winters that we have passed in Quebea.

In the Session of 1864, the Joint Committee on the Library, in anticipation of the
removal of the Seat of Government to Ottawa, after deliberating on the most suitable
method of acknowledging your liberality, resolved, and recommended to both eouses of
Parliament, to offer to the Library of the Jniversity the gift of an Orrery, and of a
certain number of volumes of which duplicate copies exist in the Library of Parliament.
This recommendation received the sanction of the Legislative Council and of the Legislative
Assembly.

I am accordingly empowered in the name and on behalf of the Two Houses of the
Legislature, to express to you their deep sense of the obligations you have laid upon them
by so freely and generously supplementing the defective accommodation forthe Library in
the Publie Buildings of Quebec; and to pray you to accept, as a souvenir of the service
rendered to the Government by your Institution, the Orrery above mentioned, together
with the Books enumerated in the accompanying List.

At the same time, I beg you to believe, Reverend Sir, that the Officers of the Library
will ever retain a lively recollection of the kindness and attention invariably displayed
towards them by yourself and the other gentlemen connected with the University, and
that they will always rejoice to hear of the continued prosperity of the noble Institution
over which you preside with so much dignity and success.

The Order of the Day being read for taking into consideration the Speech of Ris
Excellency the Governor General to both Houses of the Provincial Legislature;
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The House proceeded, according]y, to take the said Speech into consideration.
Mr. Bdlerose moved, seconded by Mr. Gibbs, and the question being proposed,
1. That an humble Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor General,

to thank His Excellency for His Gracions Speech at the opening of the present Session of
the Provincial Parliament, and further to assure His Excellency that we are grateful to.Ris
Excellency for the expression of his desire to avail himself of our advice in arrying on
the Government, and his hope that we shall find in the magnificent buildings erected in
the City chosen by Rer Majesty as the Seat of Government, increased facilities for the des-
patch of public business, while they will prove adequate to the great future of this country.

2. That we learn with satisfaction that immediately after the termination of the last
Session of Parliament, His Excellency convened, by instructions from the Secretary of
State for the Colonies, a Council of Trade, including representatives from the different
Provinces of British Nortlb àmerica; and that we thank Ris Excellency for having
directed the proceedings of this body ta be laid before us.

S. That we shall consider, with the attention their importance deserves, the papers
relating to the termination of the Reciprocity Treaty with the United States of America,
and to the negotiations on the subject of our commercial relations with that Country, when-
ever Ris Excellency shall cause them to be laid before us.

4. That we share with His Excellency the conviction that it has now become still
more imperative to open, by au extension of the trade of the country with other nations,
new markets for the varied products of our industry.

5. That we leara with much interest, that in consequence of the notice for the termi-
nation of the Reciprocity Treaty, His Excellency deemed it needfal, with the assent and
approbation of Her Majesty's Government, to send a Deputation representing the Colonies
of British .Yorth America, during the winter, to the West Indies and Brazil, to ascertain
the best means of developing and extending commercial relations with those Countries. And
that we thank His Excellency for the assurance, that so soon as the Delegation, who have
but recently returned from their mission, shall have presented their Report, it will be com-
municated to us.

6. That we are fully convinced of the wisdom of the course pursued by His Excel-
lency, in view of the threats and preparations for attack on Canada constantly and openly
made by a body organized in the United States of America, and known as "Fenians,"
in calling out for active service a large portion of the Volunteer Militia Force of the Pro-
vince.

7. That we are proud to learn that the spirit displayed by the people, and that their
ready response to His Excellency's proclamation, have received the well merited approval
of Rer Majesty's Government.

S. That we agree with Ris ExceUlency that the events which have occurred within
the last few days afford additional proofs of the necessity for the precautionary measures
adopted.

Ordered, That the entry in the Journals of this House of the llth September last,
touching the Report of the Select Committee appointed to assist Mr. Speaker in making
proper arrangements for the distribution and disposal of the business before the House,

Your Committee have had under consideration the expediency of making such changes
in the Rules and Practice of the House, as may facilitate and render more regular and
effective, the conduct of its business in respect to Private Bills.

They are of opinion that it would be desirable to have the reference of such Bills to
the appropriate Standing Committee, made hereafter at the First Reading, and not, as now,
at the Second Reading. The change would enable the House to deal with the principle
of such Bills at the Second Reading, as it does in the case of Publie Bills. And besides
that this course would be of manifest advantage as regards the progress and thorough dis-
cussion of these Bills in the House, and it would also enable the Committee to enter upon
their duties earlier in the Session, and therefore to discharge them better than they can
under the present system. It would, of course, be necessary that the posting of the Bills
in the Lobby should not take place until after they are printed and distributed; and that
for this, the Chief Clerk of the Private Bill Office should be held responsible. To fix
such responsibility, there should. be appended to the printed Votes and Proceedings, a
note of the Bills posted each day. With this change, the term of the posting of Bills
originating in the House might properly be extended to ten days in place of seven-and
of Bills from the Legislative Council, to two days instead of one.

They would also recommend a change in the practice of the Bouse, as to the time of
considering Private Bills. In the House of Commons, they are taken up during the first
hour of each day's sitting. Your Committee do not recommend the precise adoption of
that system. To meet the case of keenly contested Private Bills, they would maintain the
present Rule, allowing them unlimited precedence on Monday. And with this, they think
it would be enough to allow them the first hour after the re-assembling of the House at
balf-past Seven on Wednesday and Friday.

Every stage of such Bills, inclusive of the first reading, should be brought within
these limits. Private Bills in the hands of Members of the Government may, of course,
be placed on the paper as Private Bills. And as a further means of eiisuring regularity
and dispatch, the Chief Clerk of the Private Bill Office should be in attendance at the
table during the times in question.

They further think that it is desirable to add to the security for the observance of the
delays prescribed by the 51st and 62nd Rules of the House, by providing that no motion
for their general suspension or modification shall be entertained, unless after reference to
the several Private Bill Committees, or on report from two or more of them.

Lastly, they would recommend that the organization of the Standing Committees of
the House, the introduction of Bills generally, and the reference of Private Bills to the
Standing Committees, should hereafter be proceeded with, irrespectively of any possible
delay in the matter of the passing of the Address in answer to the Speech from the Throne.

And no mo-
tion for the general suspension or modification of this Rule shall be entertained by the
House, unless after reference made thereof at a previous sitting of the House, to the
severai Standing Committees charged witli consideration of Private Bills, or upon report
submitted by two or more of such Committees.

Rule 56. All Private Bills from the Legislative Council (not being based on a Peti-
tion which has already been so reported on by the Committee) shall be first taken into
consideration and reported on by the said Committee in like manner, after the First Read-
ing of such Bills, and before their consideration.by any other Standing Committee. .

Rule 58. Al Private Bills are introduced on Petition, and are presented to the
flouse upon a motion-fo leve, to beýmade on a Monday, Wednesday or Friday, imme-

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diately before the calling of the Orders for Private Bills,-and after such Petition has
been favorably reported on by the Committee on Standing Orders.

Rule 60. Tho expenses and costs attending on Private Bills giving any exclusivo
privilege, or for any object of profit, or private, corporate, or individual advantage, or for
amending, extending, or enlarging any former Acts, in such manner as to confer additional
powers, ought not to fall on the public; accordingly, the parties seeking to obtain any
such Bill, shall be required to pay into the Private Bill Office the sum of sixty dollars,
immediately after the First Reading thereof; and all such Bills shall be prepared in the
English and French languages, by the parties applying for the same, and printed by the
Contractor for printing the Bills of the HBouse, and 350 copies thercof in English shall bc
deposited in the Private Bill office, with 200 copies in French. also of such Bills as relate
to Lower Canada, after the First Reading; and no such Bill shall be read a Third time
until a certificate from the Queen's Printer shall have been fyIed with the Clerk that the
cost of pricting 500 copies of the Act in English and 250 in French, for the Government,
has been paid to him.

The Fee payable after the First Reading of any Private Bill is paid only in the House
in which such Bill originates, but the cost of printing the same is paid in each House.

Rule 61. Every Private Bill, when read a First time, is referred to the Committee on
Private Bills, if any such shall have been appointed, or to some other Standing Committee
of the sane character; and all Petitions before the House for or againstthe Bill are con-
sidered as referred to such Committee.

Rule 62. No Committee on any Private Bill originating in this House, of which
Notice is required to be given, is to consider the same until after ten clear days' notice
of the sitting of such Committee has been first affixed in the Lobby-such ten days &to
count froml the day on which printed copies of the Bill are distributed to Members; nor in
the case of any such Bill originating in the Legislative Council, until after two clear days'
like notice. And no motion for any general suspension or modification of this rule shall be
entertained by the House, unless after reference made thereof at a previous sitting of the
flouse, to the several Standing Committees charged with consideration of Private Bills, or
upon report submitted by two or more of such Committes.

Rule 67. The Committee to which a Private Bill may have been referred, shall re-
port the same to the Bouse, in eveey case; and when any material alteration has been
made in the Preamble of the Bill, such alteration, and the reasons for the same, are to be
stated in the Report.

Rule 68. When the C )mmittee on any Private Bill report to the House that the
Preamble of such Bill has not been proved to their satisfaction, they must also state the
grounds upon which they have arrived at such a decision; and no Bill so reported on
shall be placed upon the Orders of the Day, unless by special order of the House.

Reso7ved, That it is expedient that no green raw hide, weighing more than twenty
pounds avoidupois, produced within the limits of the Inspecter of Leather and Raw Rides
for any city or town for which an Inspector of Leather is now or may hereafter be ap-
pointed, be offered for sale or sold within the said city or town, unless it shallhave pre-
viously been inspected in accordance with the law; but that this provision be not applied
to green raw hides produced without the inspection limits of the said Inspectors, but that
every purchaser of such hides so cause them to be inspected after he shall have purchased
or acquired them, and before selling or disposing of them in any way whatsoever.

2nd. That every such Inspector do mark or stamp on each bide, the net weight of
such bide; and that such hides be inspected without the horns, muzzles, snouts or hoofs,
and the Inspector, if he is -required so to do, and give a certificate of the net weight of
such hide, without any charge for such certificate.

3rd. That every Inspecter do subtract fron the weight of each raw bide, all dirt and
parts injured by knife cuts, and any othér thing which ought not to be computed in the
weight of the bides, that be .may also add to such weight all that such hides may have
lost by drying; the whole at his discretion ; that Le do also classify them as numbér one,
two, or damaged, as the case .may be.

4th. That every Inspector as aforesaid be entitled for the inspection of such bides to
a fee of 5 cents for each bide, in lots under one hundred in number, and 4 cents for each
bide, in lots over one hundred in number.

5th. That the following sub-section be added to section seventeen oftbe Act to regu-
late the inspection of raw hides and leather: "But the Inspector shall not be responsible
for any damage resulting from a deficit not .exceeding five per cent. on the whole weight
of such leather by him inspected."

6th. That the word "skins" in the nineteenth section of the said Act be replaced by
the word "leather" in the English version thereof, and the ýsaid section of the English
version be read as if it contained the said word "leath&er."

7th. That the thirty-fifth section of the said Act be repealed in regard to the Cities
and Towns aforesaid as respects such green raw bides.

8th. That every offence against the above provisions be punished by a fine of not more
than eighty dollars, for the recovery whereof a suit may be brought, heard and decided in
the manner and form prescribed by the said Act, and that the amount recovered be applied
as directed by the said Act.

2. That every such Inspector do mark or stamp on each bide, the net weight of such
bide; and that such bides be inspected without the borns, muzzles, anouts or hoofs, and
the Inspector, if he is required so to do, and give a certificate of the net weight of such
bide, without any charge for such certificate;

3. That every Inspector do substract from the weight of each raw bide all dirt and
parts injured by knife cuts, and any other thing which ought not to be computed in the
weight of the hides ; that he may also add to such weight all that such hides may have lost
by drying; the whole at his discretion; that he shall also classify them as number one,
two, or damaged, as the case may be ;

4. That every Inspector as aforesaid be entitled, for the inspection of such hides, to a
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feo of 5 cents for each bide in, lots under one hundred in number, and 4 cents for each
hide in lots over onehundred in number;

5. That the following sub-section be added to section seventeen of the Act to regulate
the Inspection of Raw Hides and Leather: "But the Inspector shall not be responsible
for any damage resulting from a deficit not exceeding five per cent. on the whole weight of
sueh leather by him inspected; '

6. That the word " skins" in the nineteenth section of the said, Act be replaced by
the word" leather" in the English version thereof, and the said section of the English
version be read as if it contained the said word " leather ;",

7. That the thirty-fifth section of the Act is hereby repealed in regard to the
Cities and Towns aforesaid as respects such green raw hides ;

8. That every offence against the above provisions be punished by a fine of not:more
than eighty dollars, for the recovery whereof a suit may be brought, heard and decided in
the manner and form prescribed by the said Act, and that the amount recovered.be applied
as directed by the said Act.

1. That by the 38th paragraph of the Resolution of this House passed on the third
day of February, 1865, for presenting an humble Address to Her Majesty, praying that
She may be graciously pleased to cause a measure to be submitted to the Imperial Parlia-
ment, for the purpose of uniting the Colonies of Canada, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
Newfoundland and Prince Edward island, in one Government, with provisions based on
the Resolutions which were adopted at a Conference of Delegates from the said Colonies,
held at the City of Quebec, on the 10th of October, 1864, it is provided that " for each of
"the Provinces there shall be an Executive Officer, styled the Lieutenant Governor, who
Il shail be appointed by the Governor General in Council, under the Great Seal of the
'' Federated Provinces, during pleasure; such pleasure, not to be exercised before the ex-
"piration of the first five years, except for cawue; such cause to be communicated in writ-
"ing to the Lieutenant Governor immediately after the exercise of the pleasure as afore-
C said, and also by Message to both Houses of Parliament, within the first week of the first
"Session afterwards; '' and that by the 41st paragraph of the same Resolution it is provided
that Il the Local Government and Legislature of each Province shall be constructed in such
''manner as the existing Legislature of each such Province shall provide."

2. That under and subject to the Constitution of the Federated Provinces, the execu-
tive authority of the Lieutenant Governor of Lower Canada and Upper Canada respec-
tively shall be administered by each of such Officers according to the well understood prin-
ciples of the British Constitution.

3. The Great Seal of each Province of Lower Canada and Upper Canada, shall be
the same or of the same design, in each of the said Provinces, as that used in the said
Provinces respectively, at the time of the existing Union, until altered by the Local
Government.

4. That there shall be a Local Legislature for Lower Canada, composed of Two Cham -
bers, to be called the Legislative Council and the Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada.

5. That there slall be a Local Legislature for pper Canada, 'which shal ·consist cf
One Chamber, to bc, called the Legislative Assembly of Upper Canarda.

6. That the Legislative Council of Lower Canada shall be composed of twenty-four
Members, to be appointed by the Crown, under the Great Seal of the Local Government,
who shall hold office during life; but if any Legislative Councillor shall, for two consce-
utive Sessions of Parliament, fail to give his attendance in the said Council, his seat shall
thereby become vacant.

7. That the Members of the Legislative Council of Lower Canada shall be British
Subjects by birth or naturalization, of the full age of thirtyýyears; shall possess a continuous
real property qualification, in Lower Canada, of four thousand dollars over and above ait
incumbrances, and shall continue worth that sum over and above their debts and liabilities.

8. That if any question shall arise as to the qualification of a Legislative Councillor in
Lower Canada, the same shall be determined by the Council.

9. That the Speaker of the Legislative Council of Lower -Canada (unless otherwise
provided by the Local Parliament) shall be appointed by the Crown, from among the
Members of the Legislative Council, and shall hold office during pleasure, and shall only
be entitled to a casting vote on an equality of votes.

10. That each of the twenty-four Legislative Councillors of Loiber Canada shall be
appointed to represent one of the twenty-four Electorgl Divisione gero, mentioned in
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Schodule A. of the first chapter of the Consolidated Statutes of Canada, and such Council-
lor shall reside or possess his qualification in the Division he is appointed to represent.

11. That the Legislative Assembly of .Lower Canada shall be composed of the
sixty-five Members to be elected to represent the sixty-five Electoral Divisions into
which Lower Canada is now divided, under chapter two of the Consolidated Statutes
of Canada, chapter seventy-five of the Consolidated Statutes for Lower Canada,
and the Act 23 Victoria, chapter 1, or of any other Act, amending the same,
in force at the time when the Local Grovernment shall be constituted, as well for
reprosentation in the Local Legislature thereof, as in the House of Commons of the Fed-
erated Provinces; Provided that it shall not be lawful to present to the Lieutenant Gover-
nor for assent any Bill of the Legislatie Council and Assembly of Lozwer Canada by which
the number of the Representatives in the Legislative Assembly or the limits of the Electoral
Divisions may be altered, unless the second and third readings of such Bill in the Legislative
Assembly shall have been passed with the concurrence of three-fourths of the Members for
the time being of the said Legislative Assembly, and the assent shall not be given to such
Bill unless an Address has been presented by the Legislative Assembly to the. Lieutenant
Governor that such Bill lias been so passed.

12. That the Legislative Assembly of Upper Canada shall be composed of eighty-two
Members, to be elected to represent the eighty-two constituencies in Uper Canada, such
constituencies being idertical, whether for representation in the Local Legislative As-
sembly or for representation in the House of Commons of the Federated Provinces, and
which constituencies shall consist of the divisions and b bounded as is provided in the
schedule hereto annexed, marked A.

13. That until other provisions are made by the Local Legislature of Lower and U.p
per Canada respectively, changing -he same in cither of the said Provinces, all the Laws
which at the date of the Proclamation, constituting the separate Provinces of Lower Can-
ada and of Uper Canada, shall be in forc.e in each of the said Provinces respectively, re-
lating te the qualification and disqualification of any person to be elected or to sit or vote
as a Member of the Assembly of the Province of Canada, and relating to the qualification
and disqualification of voters and to the oaths te be taken by voters, and t Returning Of-
ficers and their powers and duties, and relating to the proceedings at elections and to the
period during which such elections may be continued, and relating to the trial of contro-
verted elections and the proceedings incident thereto, and relating to the vacating of the
seats of Members and to the issuing and execution of new writs in case of any seat being
vacated otherwise than by a dissolution, shall respectively apply to elections of Members to
serve in the said Legislative Assembly of Lowcer Canada and in the said the Legislative
Assembly of Upper Canada.

14. That the Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada and the Legislative Assembly of
Upper Canada respectiyely, shall continue for four years from the day of the return of the
Writs for choosing the sanie, and no longer, subject, nevertheless, to cither the said the
Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada, or the said the Legislative Assembly of Upper
Canada, being sooner prorogued or dissolved by the Lieutenant Governor of either of the
sa;d Provinces respectively.

15. That there shall bo a Session of the Legislature of eaci of the said Provinces once
at lcast every year, so that a period of twelve months shall not intervene between the last
sitting of the Local Legislature in one Session, and thefirst sitting thereof in the next Session.

patentedthe same, or put it in operation; as, therefore, no private rights can be interfered, -
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with, and as the use of the same in this Province will be of great publie service, Your
Committee recomend the suspension of the Rule relative to Notice.

importation is by land, the value of the sack, bag, box, casik or covering of any kind in
which such goods are contained, commission at the usual rate, but in, no case loss than 2½
per cent., brokerage, and all export duties, together with all, costs and charges paid or
incurred for placing the said goods or ship board, and all other charges specified by' law.
Provided that in the case, of foreign goods passing under bond throughi the United States,
such charges shall only be added as may have been incurred up to the last port of' ship-
ment of such .goods for the United States. And in the case of goods purchased in the
United States, and not being the growth, production or manufacture thereof, the assessed
value for duty shall be the fair market value of such goods in the markets of the United
States where purchased.

Mr. Sonerville, froni the Standing Committee on Standing Orders, presented to the
House the Sixteenth Report of the said Committee, which was read, as followeth:-.

Your Committee have examined the Notices given on the following Petitions, and
find them sufficient, viz.:-Of Alexander Wilson, senr., and others, for an Act to confirm
and establish certain lines in the Township of Onslow,-and of Daniel Brooke, junr.

On the Petition of George L. King, and Edwin Tright, for an Act to authorize the
issuing to them of Letters Patent for a wrought iron driving pipe for sinking PetroleuIn
W ells, your Committee find that no Notice was given; but they are assured that the in-
vention is neither patented nor in use elsewhere, and as no private rights can be affected,
Your Committee recommend a suspension of the Rule relative to Notice.

Mr. Biggar, from the Select Committee appointed to enquire into the expediency of
constructing a Canal to connect the head waters of the Bay of Quinté with Lake Ontario,
usually called the Murray Canal; and also to enquire whether any money or lands are
applicable to that purpopse; and also what may be the amount thereof,-presented to the
Bouse the Report of the said Committee, which was read. (Appendix No. 3.)

The Honorable Mr.-Madonald (Cornwall), from the Select Committee appointed to
assist Mr. Speaker in the direction of the Library of Parliament, so far as the interests of
this House are concerned, and to act as MemLers of a Joint Oommittee of both Houses on
the Library,-presented to the House the First Report of the said committee, which was
gead, as followeth:-
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The Committee have had under their consideration the Petition of Mr. Alpheus Todd,
Librarian to Your Honorable House, soliciting the patronage of the House to a Work wbich
he is about to publish upon Parliamentary Government in England; its origin, develop-
ment, and practical operation. This Work will be completed in two volumes, of whicb the
first is announced for publication in London, in January n ext. From the ability and re-
search displayed by Mr. Todd in the preparation of this Treatise, the: Committee are per-
suaded that it will prove of great utility to all Statesmen and politicians throughoat the
British Empire; and they deem it a matter of congratulation to Canada, that the first
practical treatise that has ever appeared on Parliamentary Government should emanate
from this Province, and be written by one who bas been so long and so creditably known
as an Officer of the Canadian Legislature. They accordingly recommend that Fifty copies
of this work be purchased for the Library, to be paid for upon the receipt of the volumes.
Had the application been deferred until after the publication of the Book, the Committee
would, in all probability, have advised the purchase of a lIrger number of copies; but
under existing circumstances, they have thought it best to limit their recommendation for
the present to this amount. Hereafter, if necessary, further copies of the Work could be
ordered for distribution to Members of the Legislature.

The Committee have examined the new and enlarged edition of Mr. J. O. Côtê's
litte pamphlet, intituled: " Political Appointments and Elections in Canada, from 1841
'to 1865." Viewing this Manuel as a very useful compilation, and as likely to be unre-

munerative to the Author unless it be liberally encouraged by the Legislature, they have
agreed to recommend the purchase of Two hundred and fifty copies thereof, to be distributed
to the Members of both Houses.

They have also considered the Petition of Dr. William Canif, the author of a Work
on the Principles of Surgery, recently published in the hited States, soliciting the pur-
chase of copies of his Book, which he has printed at bis own expense. Dr. Cannif is a
native-bornçCanadian, who bas had considerable experience in bis Profession, at the Crimea
and during the late American War. Hle has also filled the Chair of Professor of Surgery
in one of the Toronto Schools of ledicine for several years, and the prcsent Work is the
substance of lectures delivered ih that capacity. This Book is, perhaps, the first Treatise
upon Medical Science that bas been written by a native of Upper Canada. The Committee
accordingly recommend the purchase of Fifty copies, as an encouragement to the author ;
the same to be distributed amongst the Library, Exchanges, and the Schools off Medicine
throughout the Province.

The Committee have carefully considered the Petition of Mr. Notmai of Montreal,
requesting that the Legislature would subscribe for copies of the ." Portraits of British
Americans," which he is now issuing in parts ; with Biographical Sketches from the peu of
Fennings Taylor, Esquire. The Committee bear willing testimony to the elegant style in
which this Work is got up, and to the attractive notices it contains of many persons who
have achieved distinction in various walks of life, in this and the neighboring Provinces.
Nevertheless, for obvious reasons, they have deemed it inexpedient to afford Public Pat-
ronage to a work which professes to delineate the characters of living Statesmen, who are
still actually engaged in publie life. They have accordingly refrained from recommending
a compliance with the prayer of this Petition.

I am wellaware that the terms in which you speak of my Official Conduct are not
intended by you as a mere formal and ceremonial expression of your opinion.

I rejoice to find that those who have had the best means of observing my acts, and
who are most deeply interested in their results should feel themselves at liberty to record
their cordial approbation of my manner of administering the Duties of my Office during a
period, not uneventful in the annals of the Province, whether we look at its external
relations or its domestia condition.

I. value the feelings you entertain towards me if possible more highly on public
grounds.
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This community is just about to enter on a new and noble phase of political existence.
The proceedings of this day afford a happy argury for the future in the illustration

whieh they supply of the harmonious working of the elements of which our Constitutional
system is comnposed.

Your Address to me is a conclusive proof that an earnest and honest endeavor to apply
here those principles of government which have long been recognized as: sound in
England, will secure at once the approval of the Crown and the favor of theCommons.

I think 1. shall best evince my gratitude for the many marks of consideration which I
have received et your hands, culminating in the Address whieh you have now presented
to me, by promising that so long as it. may be fier Majesty's pleasure that I shall continue
your Governor, my actions shall be guided by the same principles which have secured for
me your commendation, and that when our official connection shall cease I wili use the.
position which the favor of the Queen has conferred upon me. to promote in the Imperial
Legislature those views which I conscientiously believe best adapted to advance the true
and permanent interests of the people of Canada.

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tions to be made by the Governor in Council, and that such articles when so manufactured,
shall, if taken out o Bond for consumption within the Province, be subject to duties of
excise equal to the duties of customs to which they would be subject, if imported into this
Province from British or Foreign Markets,%nd cntered for consumption;-and that for
every such license or renewal thereof, there shall be paid a duty of $50 ; suclh license to
be renewable yearly, on the thirtieth day of June.

2. Resolved, That it is expedient to provide that in determining the value of goods
imported into Canada (except in cases otherwise provided for) upon which duties imposed
are to be assessed, the actual value of such goods on ship board at the last place of ship-
ment to Canada, shall be deemed the dutiable value; And that such value shall be
ascertained by adding to the value of such goods at the place of growth, production or
manufacture, the costs of transportation, shipment and transhipment, with all the expenses
included, from the place of growth, production or manufacture, whether by Land or.
Water, to the vessel in which shipment is made to Canada, or to the frontier of Canada,
if the importation is by land; the value of the sack, bag, box, cask or covering of any kind
in which such goods are contained, commission at the usual rate, but in no case less than
21 per cent., brokerage and all export duties, together with all costs and charges paid or
incurred for placing the said goods on ship board, and all other charges specified by law.
Provided that in the case of foreign goods passing under bond through the United States,
such charges shall only be added as may have been.incurred up to the last port of ship-
ment of such goods for the United States. And in. the case of goods purchased in the United
States, and not being the growth, production or manufacture thereof, the assessed value for
duty shall be the fair market.value of such goods in the markets of the United States where
purchased.

Ordered, That the said Resolutions be now read a second time.

3. That the Postmaster General be authorized to grant licenses, revocable at pleasure,
to agents, other than Postmasters, for the sale to the public, of postage stamps and
stamped envelopes, and to allow to such agents a commission of not exceeding five per
cent. on the amount of their sales, and that it shall not be lawful for any person to under-
take the business of selling postage stamps, or stamped envelopes, to the publie unless duly
licensed so to do by the Postmaster General, and under such conditions as he may
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prescribe, and that any person who shall violate this provision, by selling postage stamps,
or stamped envelopes to the publie, without a license from the Postmaster General, shall,
on conviction before a Justice of the Peace, incur a penalty of not exceeding forty dollars

"amend and extend the provisions of the Act incorporating the Port Rope, Lindsay and
a Beaverton Railway Company, and the Acts amending the same," were read a second time,
and agreed to.

The Sergeant-at-Arms attending this House, reported, that, in obedience to Mr Speak-
er's Warrant, he had taken Elzéar Gérin Lajoie into his custody.

On motion of thc Honorable Mr. Attorney General Mfacdonald, seconded by the Hon-
orable Mr Attorney General Cartier,

Ordered, That Mr. Gérin Lajoie be now called in, and that the Complaint of the
Honorable Member for the Counties of Drummond and Arthabaska be read to him.

And Mr. Gérin Lajoie being called to the Bar, and the Complaint against him being
read; he addressed the House, and said :-

"Feeling myself grossly insulted by an article published in Le Défricheur, a news-
"paper edited by the Honorable Member for Drummond and Arthabaska, I was desirous
4of meeting with him, in order that I might ask him fbr explanations upon the subject.
"I was, yesterday evening, in the Library, engaged in making some researches, when I
"saw the Honorable Member a fewpaces distant from me. I arose from the seat of the
"Assistant Librarian, where I was working, and asked the Honorable Member for Drum-
"rmond and Arthabaska if I might say a few words to him. He came towards the seat
" which I was occupying, and I offered him that seat; he preferred to seat himself on the
4"stool beside it. I then asked what reason he considered himself to have for insulting me
"in his newspaper ih so odious a manner, I caused him to observe that his attack was
"directed against actions in my private life, a course which I had never allowed myself to
" adopt in respect of him. He told me that there was a misunderstanding; that if I had
"not attacked him in bis private life-and ho acknowledged that I had not attacked him
"in bis private life-I had treated him very unjustly in respect of his actions in bis publie
"life. I replied to him, that if I had attacked his publie life, if I had judged them more
"or less severely, it amounted to a matter of opinion. He quoted ta me a:fact lately pub-
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Cl lished in Le Canada, which he pretended was false, and which I would not retract. I
I pointedt out to him that that fact had been affirmed by a newspaper published in the
"vicinity of the place where he resided, and that I was waiting until the discussion
"between them was concluded to know what ground I should take. The Honorable Mem-
"ber for Drummond and Arthabaska then told me that he had not seen the assertion
"which I menti;ned to him. The conversation continued for some time; the Honorable
"Member acknowledging that he had attacked me in my private life, and asserting that
"he did not regret it. I then became somewhat excited, and told him that the article
"published in his paper was the work of a spy. He then appeared rather nervous. I
e then told him that I did not know whether or not he was the author, but that my words
"were intended to apply to the person who had written the article. I gave him to under-
"stand, very plainly, how mean a thing it was to act the spy towards an adversary, or to
C cause him to be watched with the view of making public his most private acts. I made
"use of the word 'spy> several times. The Honorable Member then said : 'As you seem
'inclined to make use of language of that kind I will withdraw.' I replied immediately,

I'C I repeat that you are a spy and a deliberate liar.' The Honorable Member then, turning
t towards me, struck me in the face with a book which he held in his hand. I returned
" the blow, aud gave him several blows with my fists; the Honorable Member also struck
" me several times with lis bands-he even tried to kick me. In the meantime several
" persons came forward and interposed between us. I believe that one of these persons
"was a Member of Parliament. I again took possession of the seat on which I had been
" working; thereupon, the Honorable Member told me to leave the library. I told him
"that I would not go out, as I had a right to remain, and would remain there. He then
c told me he would have me arrested. Thereupon, I expressly stated : 'At all events, Mr.
"' Dorion, I assert that you struck me first? I did not catch his reply; but I have since
eibeen told that, after a moment's hesitation, he said 'No.' There were several per-
"sons present when I used the words last mentioned. I have nothing more to add on this
"subject, but, with the permission of the House, I would venture to complain of the
"treatment I received after I was taken into custody. Last night, whilst I was at the
"Bar, a group of persons collected at a few paces from where I was standing, and a per-
" son-one of the group, a Member of the House-turned towards me and threatened me,
" brandishing his arms and making use of exclamations unknown to the human species. I
"deemed myself deeply insulted by this proceeding, and have craved permission to make
"it known to the House.'

And tIen hc was directed to withdraw.
Mr. Dorion, Member for the Counties of Drumrnond and Arthabaska, rose in lis

place, and said :
"I wish to add to my declaration of yesterday, or in answer to the statement just

4mode by the Prisoner, that I never struck him first; that I had no book in my baud at
"the time; that I never heard him say that I had struck him first, and that if he made
"such a statement I did not hear it, nor did I give it any answer. I never acknowledged
"that I had attacked him in lis private life; and I positively state that I was in the aet
"of leaving him when he assaulted me."

Resolved, That Elzéar Gérin Lajoie is guilty of a breach of the privileges of this
House.

The Honorable Mr. Attorney General 3Nacdonald moved, seconded by the Honorable

You, Elzéar Gérin Lajoie, pretending a cause of complaidt-against a Memaber of this
House, sought him out, and came within the precincts of this Building, and within a part
thereof to which you are entitled to resort-not by right, but by favor only-grcssly insulted
that Honorable Member, and concluded by violently assaulting him. For 'these gross
breaches of privilege you have not even thought it judicious or becoming to offer any
apology; you have mistaken your rights and position in reference to Honorable Members,
and in this Building. The place in which this insult was offered and assault committed
greatly aggravates the criminality of your conduct.

On motion of the Honorable Mr. Galt, seconded by the Honorable Mr. Howland,
Resolved, That this Houss will, to-morrow, resolve itself into a Committee -to. consider

the following proposed Resolutions:-
1. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to authorize the -issue of Provincial

notes payable on demand, of such denominations as may be determined upon, to an amount
not exceeding five millions of dollars, and to re-issue the same. Such'notes-shah be a
legal tender, and shall be redeemable in specie on presentation at Offices to be established
at Montrealand Toronto, according as the said notes may be made payable. -

2. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to enter into arrangements with any
or all of the Chartered Banks of this Province, for the surrender of their power to issue
notes, on or before the first of January, 1868; and in compensation for suèh surrender an
annual sum not exceeding five per cent. upon the amount of theiroilculation 'as 'established
by the monthly return, upon the 30th April last, shall be payable· to each Bank so surrend-
ering its power, and redeeming its circulation, until the expiration of its charter. And
the Receiver General shall .exchange thé .Provincial Debentures nov :held by such!Bànks
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in accordance with the provi~sions of their respective charters, for Provincial notes. The
Receiver General shall, moreover, pay to such Banks the half of the estimated cost of
their unissued notes.

3. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, in entering into any such arrange-
ment with any such Bank, to provide either for the immodiate or gradual surrender of its
power to issue notes, extending, in the latter case, over a period not exceeding twelve
months. But in case of such gradual surrender the exchange of Provincial notes or-Pro-
vincial Debentures, held under its existing Charter, shall be madeto such Bank only'in
equal proportion to the amount of notes actually redeemed, as shown by the monthly
returns.

' 4. From the date of any suci agreement with any Bank, it shall not be required to
hold any Provincial Debentures as now provided by law.

5. Every Bank, surrendering its power to issue notes, shall make a weekly return of
its notes redeemed and of those still outstanding. The compensation above authorized
shall be paid half-yearly upon the amount redeemed, computing the same fromi the average
of the weekly returns for the half year, until the amount so redeemed, shall equal·9-10ths of
its circulation as at 30th April last, when it shail be entitled to receive compensation
upon the full amount.

6. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, over and above the five millions
hereinbefore authorized, and the iamount necessary to redeem the Debentures held by the
Banks surrendering their circulation, to cause· Provincial notes to be issued-to the amount
of their notes withdrawn from circulation, and also to anyChartered Bank in this Province,
from time to time, upon its requisition and upon payment for the sune.

7. The sum in specie tobe held for the redemption of :the Prdvincial notes shahl be
twenty per cent. upon the amount outstanding, so long as the whole àmount inirulation
does not exceed five millions. For any additional amount of -notes in circulation beyond
five millions, so long as the whole amount shall not exceed ten millions, twenty-five per
cent. shall be held in specie ; and for any excess over ten millions, but not exceeding
fifteen millions, thirty-three and one-third per cent. and for any excess over fifteenmillions,
fifty per cent, on such excess shall be held in specie. But Provincial Debentures shall be
issued against the Provincial notes to the full extent by which the svecie held in reserve
fails to cover the wbole amount of notes in circulation.

8. A return of the whole amount of Provincial notes in circulation, and of the specie
held for their redemption, shall bemade to the Audit Office, on each alternate Wednesday,
which sha'l be published by the Auditor in the Canada Gazette.

9. It shall be lawful for rthe Governor General to establish branches for the Réceiver
General's Department in Montreal and Toronto,for the issue and redemption of the Prôvin-
cial notes ; or he may make arrangements with any Chartered Bank or iBanks for the issue
and redemption of the notes, allowing a commission.hot .exceeding one quarter per' cent.e
upon the average circulation of every three months.

10. It shall be lawful for any Bank, which may have surrendered its power to issue
notes, to resume the same according to the provisions of its Charter, upon giving not less
than three months' notice in writing to the Receiver, General, and publishing such notice
in the Official. Gazette. Provided always,.that such Bank so resuming its power to issue
notes, shall cease, from the expiration of such notice, to receive compensation, and shall be
bound to repay to the Receiver General the Provincial notes received by it in exchange
for ProvincialDebentures. Such Debentures to be again délivered to and heldby snch
Bank as provided in its Charter, before it shall be lawful for such Bank to resuméethe
issue of notes.

11. The proceeds of the said Provincial notes shall formn part of the 'ionsolidatedFund
of this Province, and the expenses lawfully incurred under the foregoing provisions shall be
charged upon and paid out of the said fund.

Such notes shall be a
legal tender, and shall be redeemable in sp'eië on présenta'ti6n at Offices to -be established
at Montreal and Toronto, acc'ordisg -the sad n6tes may be nde payable.

2. It shall be lawful for the Goveriior in Couàiil, to, enter' irto àrrangem nts wvith
any or all of the Chartered Banks of this Provinb'e, for the surrendèr of their 'power to
issue notes, on or before lst January, 1868; and in compensation for such surrender, an
annual aum not exceeding five per cent. upon theamount of their circulation as established
by the monthly return, upon the S0th April last, shall be:payable to each.Bank so surrend-
cring its power, and redeeming its circulation, until the expiration ofits Charter. And
the Receiver General shall exchange the Provincial Bebentures now held by such Banks
in.accòrdance with the provisions of their respective Charters, for Provincial notes. The
Receiver General shall, moreover, pay to such Banks the half of the estimated cost of
their un-issued notes.

3. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, in, entering.into .any such arrange-
ment with any such Bank, tc provide either for the .immediate or ,gradual surrerider of its
power to issue notes, extending in the latter case, over a period 'not exceeding twelve
months. But in case of such gradual surrender the exchange of Provincial notes or Pro-
vincial Debentures,held under itsexisting Charter, shail be made tosuch Bank only in equal
proportion to the amount of notes actually redeemed, as shewn by the.monthly returns..

4.. From the date of any sich agreement witli any -Bank, it shall not be required to
hold any Provincial Debentures as now provided by law.

5. Every Bank surrendering its power to issue notes, shall make a weekly return of
its nôtes:redeemed and those still ontstanding. , The compensation above authorized shal
be paid half yearly upon the amount redeemed, computing the same from theaverage of
the weekly returns for the half-year, until the amount so redeemed shall equal 9-10ths
of its circulation as at 30th April last, when it shall be entitled to receive compensation
upon the full amount.

6. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, over and above the five millions
hereinbefore authorized, and the amount necessary to ,redeem tbe Debentures held by the
Banks surrendering their ireulati"n,"to cause Provincial iotes to be i sued to the, amount
of their notes withdrawn from circulation, and also to make a further iEtié t. ani Ch atred
Bank. in this Province, from tiie to time, upon its requisition, and upon payment for the
same.

7. The sum in specie to be held for the redemption of the Provincial notes shall be
twenty per cent. upon the amount outstanding, so long as the whole amount in circulation
does not exceed Five millions. For any additional amount of notes in circulation beyond
five millions, twenty-five per cent. shall be held in specie; and for any excess over ten
millions, but not exceeding Fifteen millions, thirty-three and one-third per cent.; and for
any excess over Fifteen millions, fifty per cent. on such excèss, shall be held in specie.
But Provincial Debentures shall be issued against the Provincial notes, to the full extent
by which the specie held in reserve fails to cover the whole amount of notes in circulation.

8. A return of the whole amount of Provincial notes in circulation, and of the specie
held for their redemption, shall be made to the Audit office on eaci alternate Wednesday,
which shall be published by the Auditor, in the Canada Gazette.

9. It shall be lawful for the Governor General to establish branches for the Receiver
Gencral's Department in Montreal and Toronto, for the issue and redemption of the Pro-
vincial notes; or he may make arrangements with any Chartered Bank or Banks for the
issue and redemption of the notes, allowing a commission net excéeding one quarter per
cent. upon the average circulation of every three months.

10. It shall be lawful for any Bank which may have surrendered its power to issue
notes, to resume the same, according to the provisions of its charter, upon giving not less
than three months' notice in writing to the Receiver General, and publishing sucli notice
in the Official Gazette. Provided always, that such Bank, so resuming its power to issue
notes, shall cease, from the expiration of such notice, to receive compensation, and shall
be bound to repay to the Receiver General the Provincial notes received by it in exchange
for Provincial Debentures; such Debentures to be again delivered to and held by such
Bank, as provided in its charter, before it shall be lawful for such Bank to resume the
issue of notes.

My LoiD,--I have received your Despatch, No. 51, of the 1lth instant, in which
you enclose copies of two Acts passed by the Legislature of Canada, authorizing respectively
the summary imprisonment of persons charged with certain offences against the peace of
the Colony, and the trial, in Lower Canada, by a Military General Court Martial, rT per-
sons levying war against Her Majesty in that Province.

I rely on your diseretion for the use you will mrake of these extensive powers, and do
not doubt that you will have recourse, in every case in which it may be possible to do so,
to the ordinary tribunals for the punishment ofoffenders.

I hope that the total failure of the recent senseless attempts to disturb the peace of the
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Colony will have relieved your Government from all apprehension for the future, and 'will
enable you to deal with the persons who have fallen into your hands with deliberate con-
sideration of the various reasons which should affect your treatment of them, and without
incurring any appearance of precipitation or undue severity.

The Earl of Caernarvon to Lord Monck.
(Copy.-Canada, No. 4 ) DOWNING STREET, 7th July, 1866.

My LOn,-I observe that the recent Act of the Canadian Parliament, authorizing
the trial by Militia Courts Martial, of foreigners and others who are guilty or accessory to
acts of aggression or hostility in Lower Canada, has formed the subject of a communica-
tion from my predecessor in this Department.

This Act, which is copied from an Act passed in 1838 for the protection of Upper
Canada, and is made applicable to the Lower Province, is of an exceptional character, and
to be justified by the exceptional circumnstances of the time.

I shall advise Her Majesty to leave it to its operation ; at the saine time I am unwill-
ing to lose any time in expressing my earnest hope that recourse will not be had to any
but the usual tribunals for the trial of offenders.

When, in 1838, a similar Act was passed for pper Canada, the generai condition of
the Province was, in many respects, a very critical one. Such, happily, I understand from
Your Lordship's Despatches, is not now the case. Thanks to the loyalty of all classes in
Canada, and to the good faith and co-operation of the United States authorities, all aggres-
sion from their territory has been baffled, and no immediate danger appears to threaten the
peace of the Province. There remains, doubtless, some mutual resentment on the part of
those who have been exposed to so wanton and criminal an outrage, but I am confident
that Your Lordship and your Advisers are fully alive to the wisdom of moderation in such
a case, of confining the punishment of the offenders, so far as practicable, within the limits
of what may bc required for the protoction of the Province now and in the future.

But under any circumstance8 Her Majesty's Government consider it on every account
to be desired that the persons concerned' in this insane'and lawless enterprise sbould be
tried with all deliberation, and should not be deprived of any advantage which can be
claimed under the ordinary forms of law; and it would be to them a cause of serious regret
if any step were taken from which it could be inferred that the British authorities were
either unwilling to await the ordinary course of justice, or distrustful of the spirit in which
it would be administered.

The undersigned are quite willing that such a mneasure should become a law, and
that the minority in Lower Canada should have a recognized right to watch over- the
education of their children. They, at the same time, beg leave to state that, in simple
justice, all rights and privileges granted to the Protestant minority of Lower Canada,
.should be extended to the Catholie minority in per Canada.
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The undersigned therefore beg leave to urge upon Your Excellency the daims of the
Catholié minority of pperCaa'da, and pray that you would bring the matter under the
serious consideration of your Council,

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(IN THE COMMITTEE.)
The first of the Resolutions proposed in Committee on Friday last, the Srd instant,

at the second sitting of the House, was adopted on a division, and is as followeth
1. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to authorize the issue of Provincia

notes payable on demand, of such denominations as may be determined upon, to an amoun
not exceeding five millions of dollars, and to re-issue the same. Such notes shall be a
legal tender, and shall be redeemable in specie on presentation at Offices to be established
at .Mortrealand Toronto, according as the said notes may be made payable.

The Second to the Eleventh Resolutions, inclusive, were severally adopted on a
division, and are as follow:-

2. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to enter into arrangements witb any
or all of the Chartered Banks of this Province, for the surrender of their power to issue
notes, on or before the first of January, 1808; and in compensation for such surrender an
annual sum not exceeding five per cent. upon the amount of their circulation as established
by the monthly return, upon the 30th April last, shall be payable to each Bank so surrend-
ering its power, and redeeming its circulation, until the expiration of its charter. And
the Receiver General shall exchange the Provincial Debentures now held by such Banks
in accordance with the provisions of their respective charters, for Provincial notes. The
Receiver General shall, moreover, pay to such Banks the half of the estimated cost of
their unissued notes.

3. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, in entering into any such arrange-
ment with any such Bank, th provide either for the immodiate or gradual surrender of its
power to issue notes, extending, in the latter case, over a period not exceeding twelve
months. But in case of such gradual surrender the exchange of Provincial notes or Pro-
vincial Debentures, held under its existing Charter, shall be made to such Bank only in
equal proportion to the amount of notes actually redeemed, as shown by the monthly
returns.

4. From the date of any such agreement with any Bank, it shall not be required to
hold any Provincial Debentures as now provided by law.

5. Every Bank, surrendering its power to issue notes, shall make a weekly return of
its notes redeemed and of those still outstanding. The compensation above authorized
shall be paid half-yearly upon the amount redeemed, computing the same from the average
of the weekly returns for the half year, until the amount so redeemed, shall equal 9-10ths of
its circulation as at 30th April last, when it shall be entitled to receive compensation
upon the full amount.

6. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, over and above the five millions
hereinbefore authorized, and the amount necessary to redecm the Debentures held by the
Banks surrendering their circulation, to cause Provincial notes to be issued to the amount
of their notes withdrawn from circulation, and also to make a further issue to any Chartered
Bank in this Province, from time to time, upon its requisition and upon payment for the
same. Provided that the total amount issued does not exceed eight millions.

7. The sum in specie to be held for the redemption of the Provincial notes, shall be
twenty per cent. upon the amount outstanding, so long as the whole amount in circulation
does not exceed five millions. For any additional amount of notes in circulation beyond
five millions, twenty-five per cent. shall be 'held in specie; and for any excess over ten
millions, but not exceeding fifteen mi'lions, thirty-three and one-third per cent. and for any
excess over fifteen millions, fifty per cent. on such excess shall be held in specie. But Pro-
vincial Debentures shall be issued against the Provincial notes to the full extent by which
the specie held in reserve fails to cover the whole amount of notes in circulation.

8. A return of the whole amount of Provincial notes in circulation, and of the specie
held for their redemption, shall bemade to the Audit Office, on each alternate Wednesday,
which shall be published by the AuAitor in the Canada Gazette.

9. It shall be lawful for the Governor General to establish branches for the Receiver
General's Department in M(ontreal and Toronto, for the issue and redemption of the Provin-
cial notes; or he may make arrangements with any Chartered Bank or Banks for the issue
and redemption of the notes, allowing a commission not exceeding one quarter per cent.
upon the average circulation of every three months.

10. It shall be lawful for any Bank, which may have surrendered its power to issue
41
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notes, to resume the same according to the provisions of its Charter, upon giving not less
than three months' notice in writing to the Receiver General, and publishing such notice
in the Official Gazette. Provided always, that such Bank so resuming its power to issue
notes, shall cease, from the expiration of such notice, to receive compensation, and shall be
bound to repay to the Receiver General the Provincial notes received by it in exchange
for Provincial Debentures. Such Debentures to be again delivered to and held by such
Bank as provided in its Charter, before it shall be lawful for such Bank to resume the
issue of notes.

11. The proceeds of the said Provincial notes shall form part of the Consolidated Fund
of this Province, and the expenses lawfully incurred under the foregoing provisions shall be
charged upon and paid out of the said fund.

Mr. Wallbridge,(Nortli Haâtings) reported, from the Select Committee on the Bill,

Mr. Backenzie, from the Select Committee on the Bill to amend and consolidate the
several Acts respecting the Assessment of Property in Upper Canada, and other references,
presented to the House the Third Report of the said Committee, which was read, as
followeth:

That they have carefully examined the Bill referred to them, and intituled, "An Act
"to amend and consolidate the Acts to impose a tax on Dogs, and to provide for the better
"protection of Sheep in Upper Canada."

That they have made several amendments to the said Bill. and now present the Bill
and Amendments for the consideration of Your Honorable House.

The Order of the Day for receiving the Report of the Committee of the whole House
to consider certain Resolutions respecting the Currency, being read;

And the Question being put, That the Report be now reccived; the House divided:
-And it was resolved in the Affirmative.

Mr. Shan7y then reported several Resolutions, which were read, as follow:-
1. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to authorize the issue of Provincial

notes payable on demand, of such denominations as may be determined upon, to an amount
not exceeding Five millions of dollars, and to re-issue the same. Such notes shall be a
legal tender, and shall be redeemable in specie on presentation at Offices to be established
at Montreal and Toronto, according as the said notes may be made payable.

2. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to enter into arrangements with
any or all of the Chartered Banks of this Province, for the surrender of their power to
issue notes, on or before 1st January, 1868; and in compensation for such surrender, an
annual sum ndt exceeding five per cent. upon theamount of their circulation, as established
by the monthly return upon the 30th April last, shall be payable to each Bank so surrend-
ering its power, and redeeming its circulation, until the expiration of its Charter. And
the Receiver General shall exchange the Provincial Debentures now held by such Banks
in accordance with the provisions of their respecti7e Charters, for Provincial notes. The
Receiver General shall, moreover, pay to such Banks the half of the estimated cost of
their un-issued notes.

3. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, in entering into any such arrange-
ment with any such Banky to provide either for the immediate or gradual surrender of its'
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power to issue notes, extending in the latter case, over a period not exceeding twelve
months. But in case of such gradual surrender the exchange of Provincial notes for Pro-
vincial Debentures,held under its existing Charter, shall be made to such Bank ouly in equal
proportion to the amount of notes actually redeemed, as shewn by the monthly returns.

4. From the date of any such agreement with any Bank, it shall not be required to
hold any Provincial Debentures as now provided by law.

5. Every Bank surrendering its power to issue notes, shall make a weekly return of
its notes redeemed and of those still outstauding. The compensation above authorized shall
be paid half yearly upon the amount redeemed, computing the same from the average of
the weekly returns for the half-year, until the amount so redeemed shall equal 9-10ths
of its circulation as at 30th April last, when it shall be entitled to receive compensation
upon the full amount.

6. It shall be lawful for the Governor in Council, over and above the five millions
hereinbefore authorized, and the amount necessary to redeem the Debentures held by the
Banks surrendering their circulation, to cause Provincial notes to be issued to the amount
of their notes withdrawn from circulation, and also to make a further issue to any Chartered
Bank in this Province, from time to time, upon its requisition, and upon payment for the
sarne. Provided that the total amount issued does not exceed Eight Millions.

7. The sum in specie to be held for the redemption of the Provincial notes shall be
twenty per cent. upon the amount outstanding, so long as the whole amount in circulation
does not exceed Five millions. For any additional amount of notes in circulation beyond
Five millions, twenty-five per cent. shall be held in specie ; and for any excess over Ten
millions> but not exceeding Fifteen millions, thirty-three and one-third per cent.; and for
any excess over Fifteen millions, fifty per cent. on such excess, shall be heli in specie.
But Provincial Debentures shall be issued against the Provincial notes, to the full extent
by which the specie held in reserve fails to cover the whole amount of notes in circulation.

8. A return of the whole amount of Provincial notes in circulation, and of the specie
held for their redemption, shall be made to the Audit office on each alternate Wednesday,
which shall be published by the Auditor, in the Canada Gazette.

9. It shall be lawful for the Governor General to establish branches for the Receivér
General's Department in Montreal and Toronto, for the issue and redemption of the Pro-
vincial notes; or he may make arrangements vith any Cbartered Bank or Banks for the
issue and redemption of the notes, allowing a commission not exceeding one quarter per
cent. upon the average circulation of every three months.

10. It shall be lawful for any Bank which may have surrendered its power to issue
notes, to resume the same, according to the provisions of its charter, upon giving not less
than three months' notice in writing to the Receiver General, and publishing such notice
in the Official Gazette. Provided always, that such Bank, so resuming its power to issue
notes, shall cease, from the expiration of such notice, to receive compensation, and shal
be bound to repay to the Receiver General the Provincial notes received by it in exchange
for Provincial Debentures; such Debentures to be again delivered to and held by such
Bank, as provided in its charter, before it shall be lawful for such Bank to resume the
issue of notes.

11. The proceeds of the said Provincial notes shall form part of the Consolidated
Fund of this Province, and the expenses lawfully incurred under the foregoing provisions
shall be charged upon and paid out of the said fund.

The said Resolutions, being read a second time, were agreed to.

"said inventions and discoveries."

To the Queen's Most Excellent Majesty.
MOST GRAcIous SOVEREIGN :

We, Your Majesty's most latiful and loyal Subjects, the Commons of Canada, in
Parliament assembled, humbly approach Your Majesty, for the purpose of praying that
Your Majesty may be graciously pleased to cause a measure to be submitted to the Imperial
Parliament, to provide for the Local Government and Legislature of Lower and Cpper
Canada respectively, when the union of the Provinces of British North America is
effected, with provisions based upon the accompanying Resolutions, which were adopte.d
by this House on Saturday, the eleventh August, one thousand eight hundred and sixty-
six. All which we, the Commons of Canada, humbly pray Your Majesty to take into
Your Gracious and favorable consideration.

REsOLUTION s providing for the Local Governments and Legislatures of Lower and Upper
Canada respectively, wen the UNIoN of the Provinces of Ba1TIs8 NORTH AM RI0A
is efected.-(A dopted on the lth August, 1866.]

1. That by the 38th paragraph of the Resolution of this House passed on the third
day of February, 1865, for presenting an humble Address to Uer Majesty, praying that
She may be graciously pleased to cause a measure to be submitted to the Imperial Parlia-
ment, for the purpose of uniting the Colonies of Canada, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
Newfoundland and Prince Edwarl 1sland, in one Government, with provisions based on
the Resolutions which were adopted at a Conference of Delegates from the said Colonies,
held at the City of Quebec, on the 10th of October, 1864, it is provided that " for each of
"the Provinces there shall be an Executive Officer, styled the Lieutenant Governor, who
"shall be appointed by the Governor General in Council, under the Great Seal of the
"ifederated Provinces, during pleasure; such pleasure, not to be exercised before the ex-
"piration of the first five years, except for cauue ; such cause to be communicated in writ-
"ing to the Lieutenant Governor immediately after the exercise of the pleasure as afore-
"said, and also by Message to both Houses of Parliament, within the first week of the first
"Session afterwards; " and that by the 41st paragraph of the sameResolution it is provided
that " the Local Government and Legislature of each Province shall be constructed in such
" manner as the existing Legislature of each such Province shall provide ":-and it is
further now resolved, that in the opinion of this House the appointment of the first
Lieutenant Governor shall be provisional, and that he should hold office strictly during
pleasure.

2. That under and subject to the Constitution of the Federated Provinces, the execu-
tive authority of the Lieutenant Governor of Lower Canada and Upper Canada respec-
tively shall be administered by each of such Officers according to the woll understood prin-
ciples of the British Constitution.

3. The Great Seal of each Province of Lower Canada and Upper Canada, shall be
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the same or of the same design, in each of- the said Provinces as that used in the said
Provinces respectively, at the time of the existing Union, until altered by the Local
Government.

4. That there shall be a Local Legislature for Lower Canada, composed of Two Cham-
bers, to be called the Legislative Council and the Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada.

5. That there shall be a Local Legislature for pper Canada, which shall consist of
One Chamber, to be called the Legislative Assembly of Upper Canada.

6. That the Legisiative Council of Lower Canada salail be composed of twenty-four
Members, to be appointed by the Crown, under the Great Seal of the Local Government,
who shall hold office during life; but if any Legislative Councillor shal, for two consec-
utive Sessions of Parliament, fail to give his attendance in the said Council, his seat shall
thereby become vacant.

7. That the Members of the Legislative Council of Lower Canada shall be British
Subjects by birth or naturalization, of the full age of thirty'years; shall possess a continuous
real property qualification, in Lower Canada, of four thousand dollars over and above all
incumbrances, and shall continue worth that sum over and above their debts and liabilities.

8. That if any question shal arise as to the qualification of a Legislative Councillor in
Lower Canada, the same shall be determined by the.Council.

9. That the Speaker of the Legislative Council of Lower Canada (unless otherwise
provided by the Local Parliament) shall be appointed by the Crown, from among the
Members of the Legislative Council, and shall'hold office during pleasure, and shal only
be entitled to a casting vote on an equality of votes.

10. That each of the twenty-four Legislative, Councillors of Lower Canada shall be
appointed to represent one of the twenty-four Electoral Divisions thereof, mentioned in
Schedule A. of the first chapter oftthe:ConsolidatédStatutes.of£ Canada, and such Council-
lor shall reside or possess his qualification in the Division he is appointed to represent.

11. That the Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada shal' be composed of the
sixty-five Members to be elected to represent the sixty-five Electoral Divisions into
which Lower Canada is now divided, under chapter two of the-Consolidated Statutes
of Canada, chapter seventy-five of the Consolidated Statutew fobi Lower Canada,
and the Act 23 ictoria, chapter 1, or of any other Act, namending the same,
in force at the time when the Local Government shall be constituted, as well for
representation in the Local Legislature thereof, as in the House ofý Commons of the Fed-
erated Provinces; Provided that it shall not be lawful to present tothe Lieutenant Gover-
nor for assent any Bill of the Legislative Coun cil and Assembly of.Lower, Canada by which
the limits of the Electoral Divisions mentioned in the schedule hereto annexed, marked
A. may be altered, unless the second and third readings of such Bill in the Legislative
Assembly shall have been passed with the concurrence of the majority of the Members for
the time being of the said Legislative Assembly, representing the Electoral Divisions men-
tioned in the said schedule marked A, ani the Assent shall not be given to such Bil unless
an Address bas been presented by the Legislative Assembly to the Lieutenant Governor
that such Bill has been so passed.

12. That the Legislative Assembly of lpper Canada shall be composed of eighty-two
Members, to be elected to represent the eighty-two constituencies in Upper Canada, such
constituencies being idetytical, 'whether for representation in the Local Legislative As-
sembly or for representation in the House of Commons of the Federated Provinces, and
which constituencies shall consist of the divisions and be bounded as is provided in the
schedule hereto annexed, marked B.

13. That.until other provisions are made by the Local Legislature of Lower and Up-
per Canada respectively, changing the same-in either of the said Provinces, all the Laws
which at the date of the Proclamation, constituting the separate Provinces. of Lower Can-
ada and of Upper Canada, shall be in force in each of the said Provinces respectively, re-
lating to the qualification and disqualification of any person to be elected or to sit or vote
as a Member of the Assembly of the Province of Cana.da, and relating to the qualification
and disqualification of voters and to the oaths to be taken by voters; and to Returning Of-
ficers and their powers'and duties, andrelating. to the' proceedings at elections and to the
period during which such elections may be continued, and relating to the trial of contro-
verted'elections and the proceedings incident thereto1 and relating tothé vacating of the
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seats of Members and to the issuing and execution of new writs in case of any seat being
vacated otherwise than by a dissolution, shall respectively apply to elections of Members to
serve in the said the Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada and in the said the Legislative
Assembly of bper Canada.

14. That the Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada and the Legislative Assembly of
(pper Canada respectively, shall continue for four years from the day of the return of the
Writs for choosing the same, and no longer, subject, nevertheless, to either the said the
Legislative Assembly of Lower Canada, or the said the Legislative Assembly of Upper
Canada, being sooner prorogued or dissolved by the Lieutenant Governor of either of the
said Provinces respectively.

15. That there shall bo a Session of the Legislature of each of the said Provinces once
at least every year, so that a period of twelve months shall not intervene between the last
sitting of the Local Legislature in one Session, and the first sitting thereof in the next Session.

16. That it is expedient that auy Act of the Imperial Parliament which may be passed
for the Union of the Colonies of Britis .No th Amnerica, should contain a provision that the
division and adjustment of the debts, credits, liabilities, properties and assets of the Pro-
vinces of Upper and Lower Canada, should be referred to the arbitrament of three arbitrators,
one to be chosen by th e Local Government of lper Canada, the other by the Local Govern-
ment of Lower Canada, andthe third by the GeneralGovernment; it being further provided
that the selection of the arbitrators shall not take place until after the General Parliament
for Briti.h .Nor.7& America and Local Legislatures for Upper and Lower Canada have been
elected-and that the third arbitrator shall not be a resident in either pper or Lower
Canada.

Then, the Honorable the Speaker of the Legislative Assembly addressed His Excel-
lency the Governor Gencral, as followeth:-
MAY Ir PLEAsz YoUR EXCELLENCY:

Immediately upon the opening of the present Session, the attention of the Legislature
was directed by Your Excellency to the outrages which had been comnitted upon the
soil of Canada by a lawless band of marauders who had crossed the frontier at various
points from the neighboring States, and assailed the lives aud property of our peaceable
citizens.

The formidable aspect of the invasion had compelled Your Excellency, by the advice
of Your Ministers, to call out for active service a large portion of the Volunteer Militia
Force of the Province, and to incur considerable expense in defending the frontier from
aggression. No sooner had we returned from Your Excelleney's presence than, with an
alacrity and unanimity unprecedented in the history of Parliament, Bills were passed
through all their stages conferring upon Your Excellency the necessary powers for dealing
summarily with all those misguided persons who had been or might be hereafter concerned
in the senseless movement which is known by the name of "Fenianism," and empowering
the Government to act with the utmost promptitude in the maintenance of law and order
throughout the land.

It is a subject of sincere congratulation and thankfulness that the loyalty, vigor and
foresight-which were displayed by the Legislature upon that occasion-and which met
with a heaity response and approval from the public at large-have been instrumental in
allaying popular excitement, restoring confidence to the community, and frustrating the
machinations of the Queen's enemies in their evil designs against Her Majesty's Colonies
on this Continent.

In view of the approaching change in the political condition of British North Ame-
rica, our attention has been seriously directed to the formation of the Local Governments
of Upper and Lower Canada, to be connected hereafter by a Federated Union with the
Maritime Provinces. Resolutions embodying the opinions of the Legislature upon this
momentous question have been matured, agreed upon, and transmitted to Your Excellency
to be forwarded for the consideration of the Imperial Government.

The gradual but decided change of public opinion in New Brunswick and- Nova Sco-
tia, on behalf of a closer alliance with Canada, the favor with which the scheme of Con-
federation has been received by the most eminent statesmeD in the Mother Country, and
the cordial satisfaction evinced throughout these Provinces at the prospect of political
union with those who are already so nearly connected with us by ties of interest and
friendly intercourse, agree in encouraging the hope that we are about to enter upon a new

er wereinl by the favoy end ble@oigg of fflmightï God, ý4e British noqies inl NoQrthý
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America will become a great, powerful and wealthy nation, cleaving the closer to the Parent
State, because of the freedom we onjoy under the beneficent rule of our beloved Qheen.

Notwithstanding the absorbing interest which has naturally attached to the grave
constitutional questions connected with the safety, protection and future government of the
Canadas, the attention of Parliament has been direoted to various other measures of minor
importance for the improvement of our municipal system, the fostering of native industry,
and the general advancement of our material prosperity. The Code of Civil Procedure
for Lower Canada bas also reccived the approval of the Legislature, after mature con-
sideration by a select committee of members of the legal profession from that section of
the Province. The number of Bills, both publie and private, which have been just sub-
mitted for Your Excelleney's sanction, will testify to the zeal and assiduity with whici
the Legislature bas fulfilled its responsible duties during the present Session.

The Honorable Mr. Speaker of the Legislative Assembly then presented the following
Money Bill :-

"An Act for granting to Her Majesty certain sums of money required for defraying
certain expenses of the Civil Government, for the financial year ending on the thirtieth of

4June, 1867, and for other purposes connected with tho Public Service."
To this Bill the Royal Assent was signified in the following words:-
"In Her Majesty's name His Excellency the Governor Generalthanks Her loyal sub-jects, accepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill."
After which Ris Excellency was pleased to make the following Speech to both

Hlouses :-
Ronorale Gentlemen of the Leqislative Coun2cil:

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly:
I have much pleasure in releasing you from farther attendance in Parliament, and Iobserve with satisfaction the large amount of important business, both public and private,

which you have transacted during the Session.
The completion of the Code of Civil Procedure in Lower Canada, is a permanent

memorial of the ability and industry of those who devised and carried the project into exe-
cution, and cannot fail to be highly advantageous to those who live withiD. that portion ofthe Province.

By the Acts for amending the Laws relating to Municipal Institutions, and improv-
ing the mode of Assessment in Upper Canada, the Municipal system of that Province,
already admirable, will be further consolidated and improved.

It must be a source of satisfaction to you to feel that the credit of the Province will bestrengthened, and her commercial operations will be extended by the changes which havebeen made in the duties on imports and other financial alterations, tending to reduce the
cost of living in Canada.

We may confidently expect that the effect of the tarif which you have adopted wili
be to provide for the publie wants without opening new sources of taxation, and to increase
the available resources of the country by enlarging the markets for the industry of thepeople.

The establishment of Telegraphic connection between the portions of the dominions
of our Queen situated on opposite sides of the Atlantic Ocean, has been hailed in Canada
with feelings of the utmost satisfaction. The success of this great undertaking cannot failto advance the progress of civilization, to extend the operations of trade, and thereby topromote the peace and prosperity of the world at large.
Gentlemen of the Legislative AssemLly:

I thank you for the liberal provision you have made for the Public Service for the eur-rent year.
It shall be my object, and that of my advisers, to administer your grants so as tosecure at once economy and efficiency.
I am particularly gratified that you have enabled me to make provision for those whohave suffered by the loss of relations, or have been wounded during the late attack on theProvince.
This act is a just tribute on your part to the patriotism of the men upon whom devolvea
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the defence of the Province, and'will prove to the survivors that they do not serve an un-
generous or ungratefal Country.

The votes for purposes of Publie Defence are on a scale which will enable the Gov-
ernment to improve the efficiency of the Volunteers in armament, equipment and drill,
and no exertions shall be wanting to apply your grants with effect in each of these parti-
culars.
Ronorable Gentlemen and Gentlemen:

I rejoice that you have completed your part of the plan for the Union of the Colonies
of British North America, and I shall not fail to transmit to the Secretary of State for the
Colonies, for presentation to Her Majesty, your Address on this subject.

In bringing to a close the last Session likely to be held under the Act for the Union
of the two Canadas, I congratulate the Parliament which that law called into existence on
the retrospect afforded by the events of the last quarter of a century in this Province.

You can mark during that period the firm consolidation of your institutions, both
political and municipal, the extended settlement of your country, the development of your
internal resources. and foreign trade; t.ie improvement and simplification of your laws, and
above all the education which the adoption of the system of responsible government has
afforded to your statesmen in the well-tried ways of the British Constitution.

-The same principles, the application of which has been attende& with-so much advan-
tage in the smaller Union, will be the guide of your course in the larger sphere of action.
on whichyou are now about to enter, and I fervently pray that the blessings which you
have hitherto enjoyed may be given in larger measure to that new nationality of which you
will form a part and the dimensions of whieh will entitle it to a high place amongst the
Powers of the world.

GÈNTLEMEN,--In accordance with the Standing Order of the Committue, I now pre-

sent the accounts for Printing, Binding and Printing Paper.
For the verification of the Printing Accounts, there is a complete fyle of the several

Documents printed, each endorsed with its cost in detail; they are nmbered, those of the
Honorable the Legislative Council from 1 to 307, and those of the Legislative Assembly
from 1 to 866, inclusively, in all 1173 vouchers.

There- was much delay in the issuing of the J ournals and Sessional Papers of the last
Session, owing to the premises occupied by the Contractor for the binding being destroyed
by fire; unfortunately they contained the whole of our printed sheets which were totally -

consumed. The cost of those sheets was $4,000, on which we had an iasurance of $3,000,
but by great care, and an exorcise of the utmost economy, we have replaced all that was
necessary for preservation, for that sum, so that in a pecuniary sense, nothing was lost.

Mr. Trudelle, the Contractor for the binding, bas transferred bis Contract to Mr. Des-
barats. I submitted the Document in relation thereto, to one of the Law Officers'of the
Legislative Assembly, who declared it to bc in due form of law, and to contain all the pro-
visions necessary for the proper carrying out of the Contract. Mr. Trudelle's Sureties have
also become Surety for Mr. Desbarats.

During the past year the several services have been most efficiently performed. The
work is ordered through the proper channels, and paid for according to the prices specified
in the Contracts, without a single dispute or complaint.

The annexed Balance Sheet shews that the Parliamentary Printing for the past Ses-
sion bas cost $14,580.46.

MURRAY CANAL.

The Select Committee appointed to enquire into the expediency of constructing a
Canal to connect the head waters of the Bay of QuintC with Lake Ontario, usually called
the 4 Murray Canal," and also to enquire and report whether any money or lands are
applicable to that purpose, and if so, what may be the amount or value thereof, beg leave
to report:

That it appears a grant of land was made for the above purpose as early as the year
1796, and that said grant, which was then ascertained to contain some six thousand acres,
vas afterwards repeatedly acknowledged and confirmed;

That a reservation of sixty-four acres has. been made between Presqu'isle Harbour
and Bay of Quinté, on which said Canal vas intended to be constructed;

That the value of the original reservation of six thousand acres was estimated by the
Crown Lands Department, in 1839, at three pounds per acre, or eighteen thousand pounds
currency;

That the construction of said Canal, in addition to the important commercial advan-
tages whieh would be bestowed on the inhabitante of the counties adjacent to the Bay of
Quinté, and the trade and navigation of the country generally, would afford most important
facilities for the safe: transport of men and munitions in time of war ;

That Your Committee obtained the evidence of Colonel McDougall, Adjutant General
of Militia, which isappended to this Report;

That besides providing an admirable harbour of some seventy or eighty miles in length,
capable of being made almost impregnable against attack, the great natural facilities for
ship-building and for obtaining supplies of timber, would enable the Bay of Quintó to be
used to great advantage for the repair or construction of ships of war;

That on reference to the Journals of the Legislative Assembly of 1845, Your Com-
mittee found the record of a letter .dated 7th January, 1840, signed by R. B. Sullivan,
then, CommiFsioner of Crown Lands, which. vas furnished as a Report on the whole ques
tion of the Murray-'Canal, for, the information of the House, in reply to an Address to Bis
Excellency,.under date-lithJantary, 1845.

Your Committee have deemed it expedient to q<ote fully from this Report for the
information of Your Honorable House.

1st Exiract.-The suggestion of constructing the Canal by a grant of money instead
of the apprqpriation of Crown Lands to that object, was adopted bythe Legislatur.-in an
ttdye Ïf16th Frgråy 1888, tg Hfis eeqllpe tbe JPieutegy oge ntea
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ject, with the trust that in the estimation of the amount to be granted in lieu of the
reservation, due regard may be had to the increased value to which these lands may have
attained. His Excellency, by answer of 26th February, was pleased to concur with the
Address.

Extract No. 2.-I would respectfully recommend to Ris Excellency to fix upon some
specifie sum which may be charged upon the Crown Reserve, and made payable out of its
first disposable proceeds towards the completion of the Canal, and which, upon the cession
of the Crown Revenue to the Legislature, will be considered a payment for which the faith
of the Government is pledged and provided for in any Bill which may be passed for the
granting a civil list in returu for the cession of the Revenue.

That Your Committee examined a work, composed in the year 1826, by Major General
Sir James Carmichael-Smyth, Baronet, entitled, Precis of the Wars in Canada from 1755
to the Treaty of Ghent in 1814, the said work having been published for the first time in
1862, by Sir James Carmichael, Baronet, son of the author. That this work contains the
following statements, which may fairly be quoted in favor of the construction of this Canal.

In the dedication of this work to His Grace the Duke of Wellington, the author makes
the following remarks

"The events of these wars afford, in my opinion, a demonstration as clear as that of
any proposition in Euclid, of the impossibility (under Divine Providence) of these Pro-
vinces ever being wrested from under Rer 31ajesty's authority by the Goveiidïént 6f the
United States, provided we avail ourselves of the military precautions in oir power to
adopt, by establishing those communications and occupying those points which posterity
will one day learn, with, if possible, increased respect for Your Grace's great name, were
principally suggested by Your Grace."

At page 202 lie writes as follows:-
"Our Harbour and Naval Establishment at Kingston are very good indeed, and infi-

nitely beyond what the -Americaius possess at Sackett's Harbour. There cannóôtbea finer
basin in the world thtai the ýBay of Quinté. When the Rideau Canal is completed tiere
will be great facilities for forwarding stores to Kingston."

At. page 203
"In the event of the Americans having the temporary command of the Lake (Ontario),

York (now Toronto) would be useful for the protection of small craft and co tigssels
sailin'g from the ýBay of Quinté with supplies foi the Niagaia Fiontier."

In a Report published by the Board'of Trade· of the fity of Mntrealfor teèear-
1865, under the heading of "Improvement of Inland·Navigation," Youïr Comnittée have
found the following

"AN IMPORTANT CUT-OFF.

"It was long ago proposed te conneet Lake Ontario with the Western extreni§yóf
the Bay. of Quinté, by a short Uanal. The land required for such'a purpose-isresérved by
the Government. The distance to be out through is less than two-mifes ; soiè additioàl
dredging being, of course, required in theBay*and the Lake to~perfect ,thêoemniùlation;.
As no lockage is requisite the expense of the work "wouid be sniall,iwhiei thie advaiäge:
would be great.

"When it is remembered that the stretch between Presqu'isle Harbor snd~-Kin-st»n
is the most hazardons on Lake Ontario, the advantages te be derived:fim suer à:eut-off
-will be evident, especially in the fall, when stormy weather is most preválént- ad-thàt
little Canal existed last year, a iuwiar of marinè disasters might ha:b e iaWidèd An
one who examines the map may see at once how -im'ortaùt the Bayof taiiit& dthi
become in the event of hostilities on the Lake."

Colonel MACDOUGALL attended, and was examined as follows:-
By the Hon. Mr. Bolton:
Be pleased to state to the Committee your views of the importance, in a military point

of view, of connecting the waters of Lake Ontario and the Bay of Quinté by a Canal, navi-
gable for vessels of the largest class in use on Lake Ontario ?-I am aware that the Defense
Commission sent to Canada in 1862, to report on the general defences of the Province,
strongly recommended the formation of a Naval Station in the Bay of Quinté. The natu-
ral features of that bay render it, in ny opinion, admirably a'dapted for such purpose. In
the event of a Naval Station being formed in the Bay of Quinté, it would be of great im-
portance to have a short and secure entrance direct from Lake Ontario to the head waters
of the bay. This is especially the case in view of the fact that the stretch between
Presqu'isle Harbour and Kingston is the most dangerous and difficult on the Lake.
Judging by the map, and in ignorance of local peculiarities, it appears to me that the best
means of obtaining such a short and secure communication as is above referred to, would
bo by cutting a Canal between the head waters of the Bay of Quinté and Weller Bay. The
mouth of the Canal would be covered and protceted by the perfectly land-locked barbour
of Weller Bay, the entrance to which, from Lake Ontario, is susceptible of being very
easily defended against a hostile flotilla. If the case is considered of Canadian vessels
running before a superior naval force of the enemy from the general direction of Toronto,
it is obvious that if the first were obliged to weather the peninsula of Priice Edward, in
certain winds they would run serions risk of being driven ashore or captured before they
could make ' entrance to the Bay of Quinté, whereas the same vessels, with the same
wind as woutd expose them to destruction in the first supposed case, could enter the har-
bour of Weller Bay under full sail, and reach the head of the Bay of Quinté without
molestation. Even though it may not be in contemplation to establish a regular Naval
Station in the Bay of Quinté, that bay would, in case of war, afford an admirable harbour
of refuge, which could bc made perfectly secure in a military, or rather, naval sense.
Again, in case of war, the proposed canal would supply the means of far safer communica-
tion by water, without the sacrifice of time between Kingston and Toronto, than could be
afforded by. the open Lake.
