T.ondon, Sept. 26.—Although de-
tails are lacking, it iss reported that
a thrilling battle occurred between

German and British airmen a few
miles from London, which probably
accounts for the fact that last night’s
air raid resulted in so little damage
in the Metropolis. German airships,
although they crossed the coast at
different points, were met and con-
tinually harried by a large force of
Fritish machines. Whether any of
the raiders were brought down has
not been learned, but, according to
early reports, the formation of the
German fleet, which was coming to-
wards London at a great height and
ot great speed, was completely bro-
ken up by the British flyers, the raid-
ers separating and all excepting one
turning back, closely pursued. So
effective were the measures taken
tc intercept this lone intruder that
he was unable to penetrate beyond
the outskirts of London.

While anti-aircraft guns boomed:
constantly ‘estavlisiing a barrage fire
around the city as on Monday night,
diners in hotels and restaurants and
audiences in theatres and at the opera
a: the time for the most part were
indifferent and unaffected. Some
theatres and moving picture places
anticipating the raid, had increased
their advertising in the evening pa-
papers with such announcement;

“Moonlight nights open as usual,
ample bombproof shelter.”

Many persons went to parks and
other open spaces for-a good view of
what thev called “the Hun air show,”
while others went about the streets
refusing to take cover under stair-
vays, platforms and under ground
stations where the more cautious, in-
cluding thousands of women and
children, sought shelter. The scenes
in these sheltered places were similar
tc those of Monday night, many
laughing and joking and others read-
ing newspapers, magazines and books
with which thev had provided them-
selves apparently for a siege. The
crowds in some places were havin®
such a good time that the poliee
found difficultv in dislodging them
when the “all clear” signal was
given.

The morning newspapers devote
more space to the descriptions of
Monday night’s raid.than that of last
night, all agreeing® that the latter
vas a failnre. The few papers cou-
taining editerial comment on the
raid reveat the demand for reprisals
and call for. warnings of night raids
the same as during the day.

Little Damage

London, Sept 26—The area bomb-
ed in last night’s raid was inhabited
chiefly by the poorer classes, but
aside from the breaking of windows
and slight damage to two three
small frame houses, there as no
property loss. The Zeppelin raid
eorly Tuesday morning on the York-
shire and Lincolnshire coasts result-
ed in some property damage in one
populous area on the coast, wherea
number of aerial torpedoes fell, but
it is rather remarkable that no cas-
ualties of any seriousness were caus-
ed. It appears that the raider got rid
of a large cargo of bombs hastily
and at random from @ great height.
The greater number fell harmlessly
in fields. @

Petrograd, Sept. 26.—The cabinet
to-day, in the absence of Premier
Kerensky, considered the re-organi-
zation of the supreme government by
the formation of a war cabinet of -
five members politically responsible
to the Workmen’s and .Soldiers’ De-
puties with 15 “directors of minis«
tries” who should be non-political
and not liable to dismissal. For leg-
islation there would be®ormed a
parliament of 150 members repre-
senting all the parties. The new sys-
tem of government would remain un-
til a regular constitution was framed

by the constituent assembly, This
plan will be referred for.elaboration
tothe judicial counecil, which since
the tevolution has advised the gov-
ernment on all important laws. The
controversy over the Korniloff con-
spiracy had diminishéd in its inten-
sity to-day and the Bolsheviki as-
saults on Kerensky were weaker, but
the evening papdrs state that the -
premier, as a result of the Bolshe-
viki conquest of the Petrograd Work-
men’s and Soldiers’ group intends to
resign from the presidential ceuncil
as Tcheidse and other moderate So-
cialists have alceady done.

The dancer and former favorite of
the ex-emperor, Ballerina Kshesin-
ska, has begun suit against the staff

Trial Closes.

Petrograd, Sept. 26.—There were
impassioned speeches at the close of
the trial of General Soukhomlinoff,
former minister of war, for high
treason. M. Kazarinoff, counsel for
Madame = Soukhomlinoff, declared
that the trial was not a judicial pre-
cess, but a protest of the Russians
against the nation’s unpreparedness
for war. { ?

“What role could .a woman, &
young woman, play in this bloody
affair?” he asked. ‘‘All the evidence
we have is that she ordered ten hats
in one season and wore diamonds and
rings.” :

He made an impassioned appeal to
the jury’s war sentiments, saying
that most of the war charities were

: A strong argument against permit-
ting sedition—something that is al-
together too common in Canada, as
well as in the United States—appear-
ed in a recent issue of the New York
Tribune, in the form of a letter from
a New York man, Lemuel Ely Quigg.
Quigg’s utterances, which might
be taken to heart by some Canadians
lare as follows:

The mouth of sedition should be
shut by a bullet.

I am not boiling with rage, Mr.
Editor. I am not even excited. The
point is this—my son, my only child,
in prompt response to his country’s
duly sounded call, is to-day headed
for the French trenches, there to be
the_z target for German bullets. Every
voice raised here at hoine, to dis-
eourage others from going with him,
they to back him and he to back
them, and so te make their mighty
work a success at the least sacrifice
to any, increases the chance already
considerable, that he will never come
back to his mother and me. I think
that that voice cught to be stilled be-
fore his has been.

But this view, so important to me,
80 important to the fathers and
mothers of the thousands who
marched down Fifth Avenue yester-
day and to the parents of the hun-
dreds of thousands that are being
gathered from all over this land to
places of training and departure, is
the very least of it. The great thing
is that until the world rids itself of
nations organized into beasts of
prey no man’s home is worth build-

baby, getting a breath of fresh air
in the street in front of his house, is
grafe from rape or death.

When Was War Popular.
I have often heard it remarked
that this war was unpopular. What
war ever was ‘popular,’” except to
the greed, lust and ambition that
caused it? What war ever was pop-
ular to people who want to live n
the enjoyment of peace, order and
liberty. The word ‘“popular” in con-
nection with a war is despicable. But
rever before has there been a war
where the principle of individual li
berty, the right to make a home, t2
g about freely, to do one’s lawful
business without interruption, io
protect one’s women and children
against the barbarity of lust and
murder, has been so definitely pre-
sented to us to-day. Lexington aud
Concord were not so bad as this. The
issue that brought us into conflict
with one another sixty years ago was
not so bad as this.
Not “popular”! Do you suppos?
that five million fathers like myself
would permit our boys to be taken
away from us. hustled into barges
and then planted straight in the way
of bullets and bombs and killing
atenches if we didn’t think it was
their duty to go and to urge them
to go? Do you suppose that we ﬂvg
millions would permit a handful of
men down in Washington to impose
upon us billions of taxes for us to
pay next year if we didn’t think that
they ought to do it and that we
ought to pay? If the war was un-
popular, do you suppose that we
would leave the manifestation of
that fact to a rabble ona street corn-.
er in Butte or on Broadway.

The Everlasting Menace
Up to now nothing has been zal-
lowed to go verv far in this country
unless it accorded with the will . of
the people, and the reason that we
are at war with Germany is because
we intend to keep things that way.
The reason we are standing these
taxes, the reason we hand gung to
our young men is because, after our
patience against provocation wun-

and money power and the encroach-
ment of entrenched wealth on tae
rights of the nnprotected poor.
