Women as Firesrangers,

To the creditable list of occupa-
tions in which the war showed wo-
efficient and faithful, may
be added that of serving as observers
in lookout posts on the peaks of
western mountains and hills From
these lonely points of vantage watch
is constantly kept for forest fires in
the region roundabout Because of
the scarcity of available men during
the war, this work was performed
largely by women and girls, many of
the latter being of High School uge,
who were glad of an opportunity to
spend a summer vacation in the open
Usually the girls “manned' the posts
in pairs, but in one instance a lone
girl and her faithful dog were on
duty. Whenever smoke was seen ris-
ing among the trees it was the task
of the walcher to ecalculate the loca-
tion of the fire by means of special
apparatus provided for the purpose,
and then comwunicate at once by
telephone to the forest-rangers, who
would hurry out prepared to fight the
flames
