Judgment was today handed down
by Mr. Justice Dugas'in the case of
Norwood et al vs. Marshall ot al, an
action quite complicated and
which consumed several days at its
trial. The decision is quite lengthy
and reviews to considerable extent
the causes which preceded and led up

“During the year 1900, the plaintifis
made advances to tHe defendants
Faulkner and Kronert tp the gmount
oi $18 682, whereby they became in
terested in certain claipms mentioned
in° the statement of claim and also in
an agreement between the defendant
Faulkner and the plgintifis, dated
26th December, 1900 ! During the
diflerent” transactions fwhich took
place Kronert was disifterested ‘and
the plaintiffs with Faullfper remained
alone proprietors. Finding that op
erating the mines together was not
satisfactory, as Faullfher was de
