The population of London, Eng-
land, consumes less milk per capita
than that of any American city. The
consumption is between 500,000 and
600,000 gallons per day, which is an
average of from two-tenths to five-
tenths of a pint per day among the
well-to-do ¢lasses, while among the]
poor ‘the dverage daily consumption
is less than one-tenth of a pint. Medi-|
cal men atiribute the apparent de-
terioration of the British race to this,
among other ecauses, chief of whizh
is the high cornsumption of gin, beer
and other liquors.-The working class
of London drink more liquor than
milk and the beer and gin habit pre-
vails more generally among the wo-
men in London and the.other large
cities in” England than. in any other
country of the world. ;

There are 4,102,000 milch cows in
the. United Kingdom of Great  Brit-
ain and Ireland, which yield an aver-
age of 400 gallons per .year each,
making a total of 1,600,000,000 gal-
lons of milk per year. This is an aver-
age ‘of only thirty-six gallons per
in the United Kingdom, or less than
half a pint a day.

In the. suburbs milk" is
served the same way, except the carts
are drawn by horses instead of by

Nearly 30 per cent. of the entire
supply is furnished to the  public
through dairy shops, of which there
are 9,204 in Greater London. These
shops keep ‘butter, ‘eggs, cheese, and
gometimes dressed poultry, in addi-
tion  to milk, ‘which they' sell over
the counter to: casual customers -of
deliver by their own errand boys to
families in the neighborhood in tins
or bottles.

“Inside of an area one-fourth of
a mile 'square, lying near here in' Hal-
sted Street,”I have found 257 resorts
and 1,759 fallen women, By our inves-
tigations we have discovered that
when a pretty girl comes into Chicago
from the country districts she is made
a target for the agents of vice. She is
watehed, it may be for a week, per-
haps a month, and again she may be
dounded for years until she falls into
the traps that are set for the young,
the beautiful, the 'virtous. Apart
from the -moral side of the question,
look at the financial side of it. More
than $20,000,000 is expended each year
in this trafic of shame.”

16 MILLIONS

FINANCIAL RETURNS SHOW NO
_ LET-UP IN THE DOMINION’S
PROSPERITY.

Expected that Fleldmg’s Estimated
Surplus. of Thlrteen Millions Will
Be Largely = Exceeded—Surplus
Large Enough to Meet All Capital
Expenditure and Reduoe the Pub-
lic Debt—Nine Months Revenue
Over $67,000,000.

OTTAWA, May 10.—The final fi-
pancial returns for the fiscal year
ending March 31st are not yet all to
hand, but there are enough to show
that the*year will be one of the best
in the history of the Dominion. The
revenue for the nine months is $67,-
138,594, but this will be increased
by two millions when all the 00113s
tions are made. Fielding

budget speech made an estimate of
$65,000,000, but it will be about four
millions more. The expenditure,
Fielding put at $52,000,000 on ordi-
nary revenue, and on capltal account
$12,500,000. To date ordinary ex-
penditure is $45,000,000 but this will
be increased by four or five millions,
and that on the capital account about
$12,000,000, which will be increased
by half a milllon or more. The sur-
plus- on' ordinary revenue, Fielding
estimated at thirteen mhillioms, and
judging from all appearances it will
be three or four millions better,
which will be the largest on record.
This will be sufficient to meet the cap-
ital expenditure and all other liabili-
ties, and reduce the net debt by a
handsome sum.

SUPREME COURT ‘DECIDES THE
BAY OF ISLANDS DISPUTE
'IN ISLAND'S FAVOR.

ST. JOHNS, Nfid, May 11.—The
stupreme court .of Newfoundland, in
upholding ' the Colonial Government
in its contentions respecting the so-
called Bay.of Islands herring fisher-
{es case, in which the right of Ney-
foundiand fishermen to be employed
by American vessel owners within the
three-mile limit, was involved. decid-
ed that the treaty of 1818 and the
modus vivendii of 1906 between the
United States and Great Britain had
no bearing on the-issue, although sec-
tions of both agreements were con-
gsidered in the arguments. o

The hearing of .the:case, which‘is
one of the most involved ever consid-
ered by the court, has occupied a per-
iod of more than two jmonths. The
case was a test one, TUnder the en-
forcement of the colonial bait act, the
Americans were prohibited from en-
gaging Newfoundlanders. within = the
‘three-mile limit, unless the colonial
fishermen held a licemse. To-circum-
vent these regulations the Americans
engaged colonial . fishermen outside
the three-mile limit, but afterwards
continued -them in their employment-
within the limit! The'Americans held

this under the terms of the wmedus
yvivendi, arranged last year between
the American and BritiSh Govern-
Jments. - :

In carrying out the bait act the
Colonial Government last year . ar-
rested two Newfoundland fishermen,
named Grane and Dubois, at Bay of
Islands, on the charge of violating the
law in' putting herring aboard ‘the
Gloncester (Mass.) fishifig schooner
Ralph L. Hall. In the local court they

¥ were convicted and sentenced to pay

a flne of $500 each or spend three
months in jajl. & ‘- .

When the case was appealdd in its
decision, the court held that the men
were rightly convicted and-are bound
by local laws, The court held that the
treaty of 1818 and the modus vivendi
are' not_involy as the appellants
are not American fishermen, and en-
joy no exemption from coloniak laws
under these arrangements.

The Newfoundland Government-re-
gards the decision as a great viclory,
but its final effect on-the American
frozen herring industry will not be
determined until the polints involved

LONDON, May 11.—Richard Hard-
ing Davis, American novelist ahd war
correspondent, has returned from the
Congo, where-he made a personal in-
vestigation of the charges against
King Leopold in the administration
of the Congo Free State.

“In ‘my opinion,” said Davis, “the
charges are true that King Leopold
has enslaved 20,000,000 people, over
whom he was placed as a protector,
that he has prevented any foreigner
from trading in the Congo, although
he was placed in authority on the-un-
derstanding that he would keep the
Congo open to all nations; and that
he has taken all the trade, all the
products of the country, which ought
to belong to the world, to himself.
