; THE CROWD AT A FIRE

(Washington Post})

'Nig, the best knowa fire dog in
Washington, and the pet and mas-
cot of Chemical Company No. 1, dis-
tinguisted himself and probably pre-
vented an accilent to the apparatus
last Sunday afternoon. On the way
to the fire at the Mezerott building
Nig preceeded the engine.

The heavy fire fighting machine,
on its way up Twellth street at a

* galiop, was handicapped by cabs,
carriages and other vehicles which
liced the curbs, and left only a tun-

* nel through which there was a free
passage. Nig was ahzad of the appar-
atus, slmost under the horses’ feet,
when the E street crossing was
reached;

As ‘tflo engine crossed the car
tracks a big dog bounded from ‘the
sidewalk, directly in the path of the
engine. He faced the plunging horses
and barked his disapproval of the
clanging bell. It looked as though
the horses must run over the dog
and probably causz th2m to stumble
and go down, with serious conse-
quence to Loth animanlsand fire ap-
paratus. The driver knew this, and
took a itighter hold on the reins,
Nig also te2mel to real'zz the situae
tion. Bounding at the other dog, he
seized it by the neck and swung it
to one slde, so. that it rolled into
the gutter, clear of the wheels of
the engine. The bystanders on the
sidcewalk applauded the act with
cheers, as though a heroic feat had
been performed. But Nig did not seem
to know that he had done anything
but his duty.

At the fire Nig was one of the first
to enter the buruing building. He
bounced up tha five flights of stairs
and was present with his company
oh the scene of the [ire on the ‘top
floor. That night_at the fire com-
pany house, on D street, he was re-
galel with a pound of llall and call-
ed *“great dog.”

Nig’s particular friend in the com-
pany lives in Georgetown, and when
the fireman 1s off duty the dog
trots up to 34th street to visit him.
Then Nig bhit upon a better scheme.

One day one of the firemen stand-
ing at 1welfth and D stréets saw
the black maseot board an avenue
car. The do:s was alone, but he knew
his business. He had learned to save
himself 8 long tramp by riding on
the cars.

*“But that's nothing,” said ‘the five-
man. “Nig's the smartest dog in
Washington, and no mistake. We
caught him one day standing at
Twelfth street and the avenue wait-
ing for a car to visit his pal up
in Georgetown. B'wo Fourteenth
street cars, yeliow ones, passed the
corner in succession. Nlr; passed ’em
up. He never moved. Then a green
car came along, and Niz jumpzd on
the platform. \We ran up as far as
Thirteenth street to see what would
happen.

He always takes a car straight
through to Georgetown.

#He koows all the conductors on
the line now, and they never ask
for his fare any more. He goes up
to Georgetown every time Bill’s off
duty. And he rides, too. That dog
won't walk any place except to a
fire. And then he runs.”

GREAT SPEED OF MOTOR ENGINES

While Driving the Boats They Exceed
‘fwo Miles a Minute.

It requires some study to ascertain
the precise speed required in an engine
that drives the fast autoboats that
plough through the water at the rate
of twenty or twenty-five miles an hour,
and having ascertained the figures one
is. almost inclined to disbelieve them,
although it is said they cannot lie. To
attain the speed named the propeller
wheel revolves from 500 to 1,250 times
in a minute. When the number of re-
volutions is stated vne rarely compre-
hends what it means.

In a boat of high power the pro-

peller will be twenty-three inches in
diameter. This means that its peri-
phery is a little over six feet.

If this screw revolves at the rate of |
1,250 times a minute the outer edge of '
the blades of the propeller are cuttmg

—

water each blade is twuted ﬁ
a spiral, and that twist m the
stretch of the blades beyond its cifeum-
ference by about 1.4, so that what mar-
ine engineers call the helicoid path of
the propeller would be very nearly two
miles in a minute.

This remarkable speed is produced by
a motor that is only twenty- elght inches
wide, forty inches long and forty-one
inches high. It develops a horse:power
of about sixty-five,

The propellers which drive the fast
Atlantic liners are about forty-eight
feet in circumference. The tip of the
blade will cover about a mile and a
fifth each minute when revolving at full
speed.

The cruiser Minneapolis, which is one
of the fastest in the navy, has pro-
pellers forty-eight feet in circumference.
They make 132 revoiutions a minute,
so that the tip of the blade hen
driven at full speed is travelling at the
rate of 6,336 feet each minute, and the
helicoid path, or the distance covered
by the spiral twist of the blade, is
8,870 feet a minute, or more than a
mile and a half.

The Minneapolis and the ocean liners
are driven by steam, but in the fast
autoboats gasoline is the motive power.

It can be understood to what a nicety
the mechanism in a gasoline engine is
adjusted when it is stated that to
make 1,000 revolutions a minute means
that in a four cycle engine, there are
500 sprays of gasoline forced into - the
eylinder, 50 times the electric battery
makes a spark and 500 timse the escape
valve is opened to let the gas out,

If there are four cylinders at work
on the same shaft, and many of the
fast boats have four eylinders, then
each operation is repeated four times.
Some motors have eight cylinders and
one is mow being built that will have
twelve cylmdera It is figured tnat a
motor uses a pint of gasoline for each
horse-power an hour. An eight horse-
power motor will use a gallon of gaso-
line an hour, and will cost about 16
or 17 cents an hour to run. A twenty-
four horse-power motor will take three
gallons an ‘hour, which will make the
cost about 50 cents an hour.

There is a motor boat being built
that is to have a 500 horse-power motor.
This motor will consume about sixty
gallons of gasoline an hour, and if run
for ten hours a day will cost more than
$90 a day.

There is grave question by many whe-
ther Poe ever did anything to entitle
him to lasting fame. He had a curiosity
lurid, one may almost say grotesque,
extravagance of imagination in certain
morbid and fantastic ways and no im-
agination at all of the broad, noble, up-
llftlng type.

Fifty or sixty years ago, when ' Poe
was living, there was a curious impres-
sion widely prevalent that an abnormal
thirst for brandy, a mania for getting
more or less drunk, was an indubitable
sign of genius. The curious delusion has
not wholly disappeared even yet, but it
was a common article of faith then and
is only exceptional now. It would have
done little harm, perhaps, if it had not
carried with it a notion that many who
possessed genius could manifest it only
while intoxicated.

Probably no small part of Poe’s con-
temporary fame grew out of that queer
notion. While he lived, and for long al-
ter most of what was said of him was in
a deprecating, apologetic vein. The world
was asked to pardon the habits of drunk-
enness because of the genius, and was
assured ' that without the former the
latter could not have existed.

yesterday.  While the embers of the
ruined warehouses were still aglow
Toronto’s business men were plan-
ning a fresh start. From Lorne
strect through the very heart of the
old business city to Yonge street, and
.north half-way to King street, there
stretches a desert of tumbling walls
and twisted girders, from whieh will
spring the business city of the future.
Toronto’s financial interests will stagger
under such a blow as few other Cana-
dian cities ever received, but the signs
of recovery are already here. Thirteen to
fifteen million dollars in property were
swept out of existence by the fire of
Tuesday night. Two thousand clerks snd
operatives who have daily thronged Bay
street to and from their employment
came down yesterday to gaze upon the
ashes and the piles of hot bricks, and
wonder where their wages would come
from. Nearly nine millions of dellars
are to be paid by the insurance compan-
ies, some of which have within the past
few months experienced heavy losses.
Such is the position of Toronto after its
great fire. There is no despair. The busi-
ness community will feel the loss, but it
is recognized as only a check on the
city’s progress. Manufacturers who c¢s-
caped the fire are offering their former
rivals opportunities to establish them-
selves at once, so that their trade can
be mantained, and the aid which came
go willingly from other eities to Tor-
onto to fight the flames is being extended
in other ways to help fight the results of
the fire. :
No Thoroughfare.

It is imposible to traverse the burn-
ed distriet; even the firemen work only
on the skirts of it. At the southwest
corner of Front and Yonge streets the
custom house stands as a barrier to
the desolating fury of the destroyer.
Yesterday a solid Dlock of great ware-
houses filed the snace betweeh it and
Bayv street; to-day oniy porcions of the
gin'nt walls are standing. Qn the Espla-
nade side the smouldering debris is scat-
tered to the foot of the custom honse
walls.  All morning crowds of sight-
seors waded through the filth and mud
of the Esplanade. There the telephone
and telegrapa poles have been burned,
and men are at work erecting new ones,
while the way is strewn with a snarl
of tangled wires and cables. At -the
southeast corner of Bay and Esplanade
streets the dismantled stone walls >
the MecLaughlin flour mill still stand,
witn the street. wall leaning men-
acingly, while the entire street is piled
deep with brick and water. Across Day
street is a counterpart of ruin. North
arises the impenetrable veil of .Snmk«‘.
and through it, here and there, rise the
skeleton of walls, looking, with  their
chroud of white smoke, like ghosts of
departed prosperity.

‘vhe Dying Fire.

At half a dozen points on the scene
of battle small fires are burning fitfully.
and over them the tired victors are
standing guard. These are the dying
embers of the field of flame that swept
ihrough fourteen acres of business build-
ings vesterday morning. The fire has
been 'rnnquon-nl—1-unqum'ml through 1‘h0
ckill and courage of Toronto’s fire
department and their allies from sister
Canadian cities and the sister city
aeross the border.

Deputy Noble in Command.

With the chief on his unwilling way
to the hospital, his first lieutenant, De-
puty Chief Noble, assumed command.
Across the street to the south were
the warehouses of Brown Brothers and
Rolph, Smith & Co., filled with inflam-
mable stocks of papers and books,
kindling for an awful blaze. The three
buildings on the north side of the
street were doomed, and Noble tried to
confine the fire (o them. Twenty
streams of water played on them and
the adjoining buildings to the east and
south, but, the fire had gained a foot-
hold. Flames shot up a hundred feet
in the air until they were caught - by
the icy gale and blown over the roofs
towards Yonge street. Blazing embers
were carried for blocks bv the wind and
within half an hour the premises of
Brown Brothers and Rolph, Smith &
Co. were a part of the fire. The
larger buildines of W. R. Brock & Co.
and Dignum & Moneypenny at the south-
west and mnorthwest corners of Wel-
lington and Bay streets, with their
fire: walls, mave ground for- hope that
they would block the progress of - the
flames to the east. To the north, how-
ever, on Bay street the fire found a
vantage point in the Westwood & Gar-
land buildings, and in a few minutes
these were enveloned. The gale in-
creased in fury, and the flames leaped
the sixtyv-foot street and licked up
walls ‘of the buildings opposite. Here
at the Teleeram office the first vietory
of the night was won, and won by
amateurs.

Calls for Help.

‘Biit the flames found other avenues
of attack, Beginning with the large
Gale factory, the varable wind carried
burning embers to the roafs to the
north of the Garland Company’s build-
ing on Bay street, and they were soon
buwrning. Down on Wellington street
the premises to the south of W. R.
Brock & Co. had caught, and the fire
area had extended so far that Deputy
Chief Noble found the forces at his dis-

posal insufficient. Mayor Urquhart, who:

had been on the scene early, sent
the deputy a message asking if he
needed assistance. “\We need all the as-
sistance we can get,” was the answer.
Within a few minutes telegrams telling
of Toronto’s danger were being read in
the fire department offices: of Buffalo,
Niagara Falls, Hamilton, London, Peter-
boro’ and the .suburban towns. ‘The
railway officials had the sanction of His
Worship to spare no expense in provid-
ing special trains for the speedy trans-
portation of the detachments from other
cities, and Deputy Noble renewed his
efforts to hold the fire until aid arrived.
The heat welling up from the burning
buildings increased the furv of the gale,
and as a last resort the use of dynamite
was suggested. It was proposed that
several buildings in the path of the fire
should he sacrificed to prevent the ruin
which threatened the entire commercial
section. The authorities at the fort
were asked to provide a squad of en-
gineers for the exceedingly dangerous
duty, and the rveply came that while
there were plenty of volunteers, the
necessary explosives could mnot be ob-
tained. City Architeet MeCallum, who
like all of the city oflicials, was on the
ground readyv to render assistance, ad-
vised that the use of dvnamite might
soread the fire, and the project was
abandoned.
Fighting for Time.

For another hour Deputy Noble knew
that he had to carry on a losing battle.

' Although gradnally being beaten back,

the firemen fought each foot of the way.
The engines were carrying every pound
of steam that they could produce, and
their ceaseless ecalling for fuel sounded
above the roar of the gale-swept
flames. Work as they would, the fire
drove them back. Foreman Frank Smith,
in charge at the south, was driven down
Bay stroe; from Wellington® to Front,
and then to the Esplanade, and more
than once the engines had to be dragged
away hurriedly to escape falling walls.
At 10.30 vae flames were extending in all
directions, but the sween of the fire was
towards the east. On the north it was
being held in control at the Davis &
Henderson firm’s building, the north
wall of which saved the adjoining wood-
en buildings. The strenuous efforts which
saved the Telegvam building to the east
were impossible with the premises of the
Ofiice: Speeinlty « ompany next door to

the newspaper office and opposite the |

blazing Davis & Henderson building. 1ts
whole front was ablaze in a few minutes,
and this turn of affairs sealed the de-
struetoin of the whole block to the
south.

Number of Japanese Troops Increas-
ing, However.

St. Petersburg cable says; General
Kouropatk.n tas sent the followinz
telegram to the limperor;

“Gen, Kasatalinsky reports as fol-

lows on April 19;
+ “All 13 quiet on the Yalu. The Jap-
anese are throwing up entrenoa-
ments oppos.te Go.utsy and further
to the north.

“The numbers of Japanese iroops
are increasing. They are concentrat-
ing at Wiju, and spreading toward
the north along the Yalu. .

“Cossack sentinels have -observed
the lights of Japanese transports
near Chingtaitse, opposite. the vil-
lage oy Potansa, west of Tatung-
kau. The vessels were anchored at
a distance of four miles from the
shore.

«spccording to a despatch from
Gen. Misichecko, Japanese ships ware
also seen near Couchou.'”

The general staff has lssued the
following statement—

“pAccording to official reports all
has been quiet at Port Arthur and
Yinkow and along the Yalu, during
the last few days. There is no fur-
ther change in the geveral situa-
tica to report.”

. Russians in Corea.

. Tokio cable; Russian troops to
the mumber of 1000 are reporied to
be in occupation of Yong-Gan, in
North-eastern Corea.

A detachment of 40 Cossacks has
appeared for a second time ' at
Sung-Jin, about 150 miles north of
Gensan, where they burned the Jap-
aneso settlement and took posses-
sion of the post and telegraph of-
fices. The Corean officials at sSung-
Jin were friendly to the Russians.

Another detachment of 75 Rus-
slan soldiers has advanced as far
south as Puck-Chyong, about 75
miles down the coast from Sung-Jin.

EXIT ALEXIEFF.
Viceroy's Resignation to be Accepted
korthwith. ’

St. Petersburg cable; The re-
signation of Admiral Alexieff, Vice-
roy of the Far East, has not been
announced officially, but it is re-
garded as a fact. It is believed that
it will be accepted forthwith. His im-
mediate reason for resigning is un-
derstood to be the appointment of
Admiral Skydloff, who is known to
be hostile to Admiral Alevieff as the
successor of the late Admiral Mak-
aroffl. According to gossip in of-
ficial quarters Admiral Alexiell's po-
sition has been rendered impossible
by the series of humiliations con-
veyed by the successive appoint-
ments of Admiral Makaroff, General
Kouropatkin, and Admiral Skrydloff,
He was not consulted regarding any
of these appointments. 1t is added
that when Admiral Alexieff notified
the Czar that he had hoisted his
flag on the battleship Sebastopol in
succession to '‘Admiral Makaroff, His
Majesty did rnot reply to the de-
spatch. He then appointed Admiral
Skrydloff to the command of the
Russian fleet in the Far East, ig-
poring Admiral Alexiefl’s suggestion
that Admiral Dubastofl be appoint-
ed. Admiral Alexiefl’s retirement will
remove from power the last of those
who were responsible for Russia's pol-
icy before the war. It is not expect-
ed that another viceroy will be ap-
zointed during the war.

STILL IN HARBOR.

Viadivostock Squadron Heard from
Atter Fortpight's Silence.

Vliadivostock cable says; Thr Es-
sen, of the Russian eruiser Novik,com-
mander of the squadron here, has is-
sued an order of the day referring
to the death of Vice-Admiral Mak-
aroff, in which he attributes the loss
of the Petropaviovsk to the battle-

THE FALL WHEAT.™

Mice Worked Havoc With Frait Trces
and Grape Vines,

The reporis as to the condition of
fall wheat throughout the Province,
and of small fruits and fruit trees
are generally optimistie, but in some
counties, more particularly Kent and
Crant, much of the land devoted b
fall wheat will have to b2 ploughed
up, theé crop being a failure. The

gouneral condition, however, is prob-
ably decidedly better than .in the
United States, where the fall wheat
is far below, the average.
In the Fruit selt.

Oakville, April 17.—The [amous fruit
belt in this district, as well as Bronte
and Clarkson, has suffered greatly
from young trees being girdied by
mice. In'some cases growers will
lose eighty per cent. of young plun,
cherry and apple trees, and the loss
will aggregate thousands of dollars.
Not only were the young trees a&t-
tacked, put bearing trees of all kinds
have —been completely —destroyed.
Grapes. have been damaged as well,
especially young vineyards. One.
grower will loee fifty per cent. of &
large vineyard. Old vines were not
touched. - Blackberries and currant
bushes have not escaped. Such hav-
oc among fruit trees has not been
known in twenty years, and it is at-
tributed to the great depth of snow
and the scarcity of food for the mice.
The greatest damage is done in or-
chards and vineyards that were not
carefully cultivated. Long grass
found a Dharbor for the mice.
In. some ‘cases the trees are
girdled two and three feet
high. A few young orchards were
saved by wrapping tar paper around
the trees, and others by banking in
various ways. J. C. Wilson has a
bearing orchard badly damaged, F.
G. McCraney loses 80 per cent. of
a young cherry and plum orchard;
John Bothwell suffers the loss of a
half of a (young vineyard, and A.
E. Earle, A, Morden and J. Hutchi-;
son are heavy losers in this immedi-
ate district. Growers now recognize
the necessity of destroying the
mice, and claim that there are ' no
better agents than cats in barns and
fox terrier dogs on fruit farms. The
fruit area is spreading here, .the
large farmers setting out four and:
five~ acras of strawberries ang
twenty acres of tree fruits. This
year great numbers of cherry trees
are being planted. With the increas-
od prodmction of fruit, some syjstemx
of co-operation must ba adopted, in
order to find a prolitable market.
Central packing stations and can-
ning factories are being promoted!
One packing house is under construe-
tion. It is early yet to predict the
tree fruit crop, but strawberries
have. wintered well under the deep
snow, which protected them from

the covering - is removed, a Tine
growth of strong young plants is
found. Barring late frosts, which are
often hurtful, the berry crop pro-
mises to be large. Raspberries have’
also wintered well, ‘and there should
be a good yield. There is & epgt
acreage of tHhiese fruits here: The 1058’
of trees by girdling, combined with
the desire for more fruit, has creat-
ed 4 great demand for nursery stock,
the growers placing some large or-
ders. The Canadian nurseries will be
taxed to supply the demand. i

THE CATTLE EMBARGO.

' Liverpool Chamber - of Commerce
) ‘Condemns it.

London, April 25.—At a meeting
of the animal and meat trade sec-
tion of the Incorporate Chamber of
Commerce at Liverpool, a telegram
wag read from Sir Alired  Jones,
urging fthe¢ sestion to press - the
Government ' for the removal of the
cmbargo on: Canadian ttle. Thei
Chaitman strongly advocated the're-"
moval, on the ground that it would
be an excellent thing for this coun-
try from a hygienic point, in view
of the fact that we are sending our
best beef stock from this country,’
and as a consequence our stock are
interbreeding,: which naturally re-
sults jn a deteriorating quality of
stock.” Also the embargo might be
removed for reasons oY friendship
for Canada. !

Mr. J. J .Gilbertson, of the Can-
adian Paeific Railway and others
spoke strongly in favor of the sec-
tion taking action. Professor Boyce,
referring to ,the health of Englisk
cattle, stated that, owing to lack
of fresh stock, 25 per cent. of the
cattle were infected with tubercu-
losis.

The following resolution wascar-
ried unaniimously; “That the pre-
sent restrictions on the importa-
tion of Caradian cattle to Great
Britaln are unjust, so far as they
are based on the dread of discaso
existing among such cattle since any
outbreak of disease Is as rigidiy
dealt with in Canada as in Great
Britain, and no infectious disouse
now, exists in Canada.” The resolu-
tion concludes by asking those pre-
sent that the regulations be at once
reconsiderdl. X .

ANCIENT BABYLON.

its Great Wall Was One of the Won-
ders of Those Days.

According to Herodotus, the ancient
city of Babylon stood on a broad, level
plain and was an exact square of four-
teen miles each way, making the entire
circuit of the city fifty-six miles. It
was protected both by a wall and a
moat, the latter being broad and deep
and kept constantly filled with water.
But the wall was the wonder of won-
ders, being 93 1-3 feet in width and an
even 200 feet in height. This monster
barrier was provided with 100 gates,
all of solid brass, the lintels and side
pieces being in bronze. Cross walls
ran along the banks of the Euphrates,
each provided with twenty-five gates,
which corresponded to the number of
streets running in each direction from
the river.

The most remarkable edifice inside
the wall was the temple of Bel, a pyra-
mid of eight square stadia. On the
summit of this pyramid stood a pure
gold image of Bel forty feet high, twe
other smaller figures of the same pre-
cious metal and a golden table forty feet
long and fifteen feet wide. This won-
derful city first came prominently into
the history of the world in the year 747
B. C., but since the time of Alexander
the Great it has been a ruin, the site
having at one time been entirely lost.

THE GREAT CONDOR. _‘

it Is the Most Dificult Bivd In the
Werld te Trap.

Probably the great condor is the most

difficult bird in the world to trap. One
of the great vultures, it inhabits lofty
peaks of the Andes, hardly accessible
to man. It builds its nest among the
topmost crags, often on a ledge of some
precipice with an almost perpendicular
drop of many hundred feet.
° An extremely wary bird, it shares
with its congeners the proverbial “ea-
gle eye” and is thus able to see im-
mense distances while yet unseen by
man. Its wings have a spread of
twelve feet, and, though its flight is
heavy, it can sustain itself for long pe-
riods in the ajr.

To trap it men ascend to its haunts
and shoot some animal of considerable
size. This is skinned, and a man lies
down by the body under the skin and
waits, perbaps for hours. Soon con-
dors come flocking round until one set-
tles on the skin, when the man below
grips its legs, flings the skin over it
and stabs it te death. P

The strength of these birds is enor-
mous, and the condor hunters oftem
have their armB8 broken by strokes
from their powerful wings.

The Offending Handkerchief.

It is in fact a grave sanitary ques-
tion whether the handkerchief does not
do more harm than good as it is ordi-
narily used. When‘we assume that the
nose does not need to be wiped, we face
a reasonably broad proposition as to
the danger of the handkerchief as a
disease propagator. Most nasal ca-
tarrhs are of an infectious character,
motably those of grip origin.

Contrary to a general law of asepsis,
the handkerchief saturated with dis-
ease germs, instead of being promptly
washed, is stowed for hours in the
pocket, with a result that can be easily
imagined. Is it any wonder then that
catarrh is constantly fostered by a sys-
tem of auto ififection?

MAY FIRE ON BLUEFIELDS.

British Cruiser Retribution to Return
There.

Kingston, Jamalea, April 25. —The
LCritisk cruiser Retribution,which, un.
der instranciions from the Imperial
Government, sailed from Kingston
April- 11 for a Nicaraguan port, in
connection with the seizure of six
Cayman turtle schooners and the ar-
rest of their crews by Nicaraguan
officials, returned to Port Royal
from the Nicaraguan coast to-day,
after ascertainirg that the vessels
and crews had been sent to Bilue-
fieids. The captain of the Retribu-
tion accused the Nicaraguan com-
mandant, under whose orders the
schooners  were seized, of piracy.
There is constepnation among the
Nicaraguan officials over the affair.

The Retribution will sail for
Bluefields on Saturday next, to
demand the release of the
prisoners and the boats, and also
immediate compensation for the il-
legal geizure and detention. It is
rumored that, should it e found ne-

GREAT RAILWAY STRIKE.

! Traffic on Hungarian State Lines is
: Stopped.

Pudapest, Wpril 23 — As a
thousand railroad employees . have
been arrested in connection with the
strike of railway men, which began
yesterday on the Hungarian West-
ern Railway. The strike became
general, and on all the Hungarian
State railways to-day traffic isat
a complete standstill. The Southern
Railway, which is not owned by the
Government, alone managed to start
trains out of Pudapest. Six trains
due last nizht have not yet arrived.
The strike committee by telegraph
ordered all traffic to stop at mid-
night, and all trains 1o be abandon-
ed by their crewse at the stations
where each happened to bz at that
hour. :

The railroad stations are now
guarded b* troops. The prices of
provisions have risen.

Th2 men in the workshops of the
Western Railroad joined the strikers,
who have disconnected the telegraph
instruments at various points.

A band of 730 employees seized a
train at Bia-Torbagy, brought it to
Budapest and reported themselves to
the police, who began criminal pro-
ceedings. against them.

Zoltan Doeme Secks to Have Inter-
locutory Decree Set Aside.

New York, April 25.—The hearing in
the action brought by Zoltan Doeme to
have. set aside the interlocutory decree
of diverce obtained by Madame Nordica
was begun to-day. J. R. Soley, attorney
for Madame Nordica,fead from an affi-
davit by his client, setting forth that

singing. The affidavit further set forth
that Nordica had given Doeme upwards
of $300,000 in the past five or six years,
she transferring to him at his request
on one occasion $40,000, which she had
on deposit with a trust company.

Russia Wants Money on Overdue War
Indemnity.

Paris, April 25.—The correspond-
cat of the Temps at Constantinople
says tiat an the ozeasion of the Jast
audicnce with the Rusgian Ambassa-
dory M. Zinovieff, was granted by
the Sultan he Ins'sted on the pay-
ment of $4,000,000, long due to Rus-
sia for arrears [of the Murco-Rus-
sian war indemnity. Such a demand
atisuch a moment, the despatch adds,
leads to the bzlief that Russlan dp-
lomacy is preparing the way for
other demands.

Sulmarine Disaster.

Portemouth, Eng., April 25.—As a
consequence of the sinking of the
Britisn submarine torredo boat A1
near ‘the Nab Lightship, off the TIsle
of Wight, on March 18, and the
death of all on board, eleven offi-
cers and men, B coroner’'s inquest
was held, and a verdict that the
victim¢ were  ““accidentally drown-
ed” was rendered. The coroner’s jury
added a rider to its verdict, ex-
pressing the opinion that submarine
torpado boat manoeuvres should not
be held in a narrow fairway.

OYSTER FARMS IN VIRGINIA.

Natural and Artiticial Beds in Eastern
Part of State.

In eastern Virginia there are sev-
eral thousand acres of oyster farms,
where oysters are raised by arti-
ficial methods on artificial beds.
The “natural” oyster bed is where
the oyster breeds and matures nat-
urally. TLere are thousands of acres
of such beds in' the Chesapeake Bay
system of salt 'water. In such beds
the oysters breed by the millions,
and as thoy are too close together
there they cannot all reach a sat-
isfactory growth. If taken when
small from these “natural” beds and
strewn along on ‘the bottoms, where
there are no oysters naturally, at
the rate of 600 to 1,000 bushels per
acre, such young oysters mature and
ripen off for ‘the market, some in one
and th» rest in two years.

fThere is a profit in such work,
when intelligently managed, of 25
to 88% per cent. Prcbably more than
100,000 acres of artificial oyster
beds are made to grow an oyster
crop, in addition ‘to itho acreage em-
braced in the “natural” beds. The
area ol “artificial” beds is increas-
ing rapidly each year.

One singular feature about the oys-
ter is this: They all look exactly
alike; there being no difference be-
tween the male and the female ex-
ternally or internally; in faet, the
antt xaman I8 pot sufficient to dis-
tingtish one sex from another. An-

Average Yield is F'rom 6,000 to 10,
000 Flowers KEvery Day in Year.

Commercial carnation growing in
the northern, middle west and
easiprn parts of this great coun-
try«of ours has been a problem
in economics, Qutdoor growing in the
sections named is always confined
to limited times, or rather seasons,
and so much of it has necessitated
Lothouse ‘adjuncts that theories
theories vanished before the attacks
of conditions. Thke flower is one
tLat has always ben popular, and
Las been cultured and specialized to
almost a perfection, but never com-
mercially satisfactory, excepting to
the ipterested grower whose ef-
forts became remunerative upon
t:.e extreme demand and limited sup-
ply. \

To the stranger within the gates
of thisState, the carnation grow=
ing of California becomes an ob-
ject of the greatest interest and
a most. . satisfactory sight, The
success’ of the enterprise, and the
very simple and effective style of
cultivation make .it another mar-
vel in this land of natural wonders.

When E. J. Vawter retired from
the ' activé life of a banker he
sought recreation in ranching. Part
the land in the confines of Santa
Monica, the particular eection of
this city, claiming title as Ocean
Park, hLe experimented with, f{ive
years ago for a more remunerative
crop than that of barley. Al tract
about two acres was rlanted with
pure California  seeding carnation
plants. Since then the acreage has
increased to twenty, and at the
close of the planting work this seas-
on the ranch will have 200,000
rlants in active growth. Ultimate-
ly the most of a 200-acre ranch
will be devoted to the culture of
this flower. | .

In brief the carnation fields are
yielding on an average from 6,000
to 10,000 flowers every day in the
year, with a market in which the
demand is at all times greater
than the supply. The plants are
perpetuating in a sense, are pro-
pogated in the open fields, culti-
vated with less labor than ordinary
crops, and are exempt from insect
pests, and but rarely troubled with
disease, excepting ordinary fungus
attacks, .

The average life of a field carna-
tion varies from two to three
years. New plants are taken in
cuttings from' the old ones and put
directly into the ground. They
in .about ten months are in bloom

quota of blossoms until they die
out. In planting the carnationsara
placed in rows three feet apart
and the plants two feet from each
other. This rermits the cultiva-
tion with horses, and after once in
Lealthy growth they require only
watcLfulness for disease and insect
rests, irrigation about every two
weeks and daily picking.—X.os An-
geles Times.
