HINTS ON BOILING VEGETABLES

If potatoes are old and withered, put
them on to cook in cold water. After
draining, shake them in the pot in or-
der to expose all the sides to the air.

DEMAND FOR ADEQUATE
IMPROVED HIGHWAYS

question which is of so much mo-
neiat to the peoplc of this province
requires the most careful and sober
thought. 1 wenty years ago the auto-
mobile was with us a curiosity: to-
day there are upwards of three thou-
sand avicmobiles using the public
highways of this proviace to an ex-
tent utterly uadreamed of and with
the resultant creation of problems
which necessitzte a revolutionary
change in every phase of road con-
struction and manjage nent. The rad-
fus of travel has bee: so greatly in-
creased frcm that of the horse-drawn
vehicle as to make farmers’ homes
which were considered remote from
the cities in the old days, now almost
ia the class of suburbaa homes. The
automobile at first a city luxury,
afterwards a city neccssity, thea a
country luxury and aow a country
recessity, has brought about a=u in-
sistent demand from both city and
country for adequatc improved high-
ways. The automobile har; done more
ttan create a dermand; it has provid
cd to some extent a source of revenue
for road purposcs which has now
beccme quite considerable. The to-
tal motor wehicle ragisration aad
license fees during 1916 was a little
in excess of $38,000, and this formed
less than one-fifth of what wa ex-
pended upon the public highwass
during last season, and yect the de-
n:and is going out from our peopie,
coming from every direction through
out the proviace, saying that we
want greater expenditures; made Anl
a more efficient maintenance of tie
highways throvgout the  country.
With the revenues which the gov-
ernment have at their command at
the present time it has been difficult
indeed to use a larger amount than
has been w>d upon the public high-
ways. having in view the other public
services of the country which must
receive attention. Therefore, it will
be seea that in doaling whk this
great question we find ourrplves on
the one hand, with the public anxious

i fcr greater expenditure, and, on the

other hand a revenuec not expanding
sufficiently to meet those needs
which are so apparent. Hence, after
giving this matter the most careful
con jderation from a businesslike
standpoint, the government has de-
cided to submit for the consideration
and approval of the public through-
out this province the following plan,
and the following method. to raise
funds which may be applied as here
inafter referred to:
SERIAL BOND ISSUE
TO RAISE $500,000
The automobile faer, hich, it is es
t‘mated, during the year 1917 will
amount to $50,000 it is proposed to

pose of providing for a bond issue
tkat will be made, and which will be
retired, both principal and interest,
by the fees from automobiles. It has
been decided that the most attractive
form will be a serial bond issue, up-
on which both the interest and the
principal will be retired within ff-
teen years. ‘The amount that can be
raised from siich bond issue, based
upon the actual revenues from auto-
mobile fees as they exist this year,

place in a separate fund for the pur,)|

the responsibility of successfully car-
rying out the work which will ineaa
| much towards economy aad the gea-
eral improvement of the highways
{ over which he has jurisdiction. The
| selection of these officials will be
made with a view to their compet-
ency to take charge of a work of this
importaace, and from no other stand-
point. We have throughout our
provirce today many excellent” men
who are actiag in the ecapacity of
road supervisors that will be well
qualified, if a careful :plectica is
made from among them, to under-
take this important branch of ser-
vice . The work that is done in every
county, not only by the constructioa
gangs, which it is intended to create
Lut the supervisor, also, who fhave
in the past, and will have next sea-
so«, ciarge of the local labor, will
all be under his direction and super-
vision. Complaints, that may be com
ing from aay section of the county
can promptly be referred to the ia-
spector. and it will e his duty to
give accurate information directly to
the Departmeat of Public Works.
This step will insure, without doubt,
the mo-¢ judicious haadling of the
expenditeres which are to be made.”

STABLE CONSTRUCTION WITH-
OUT EXTRAVAGANCE

“It is obvious that in the haadling
of the large sums of money as herein
proposed, every precautiin must be
taken that it be not squandered. The
department must see to it that of-
ficlals charged with this great ex-
penditure are not o1ly honest, but
are as well men of sh>und practical
judgment. 7t is espentially a busi
ress in which the leadership should
be that of practical commoa sense.
The controlling authority should be
bus ness sagacity coupled with a
spirit of fairness in a distribution of
road benefits. There are over eght
thouand miles of hizthway in New
Drunswick, and even with the pro-
posed bond fi:3ue we caanot afford
%o carry on a type of coastruction
excessive In cost. In the States of
Maine, Nevw Hampshire, Vermont aad
many other state; of the Unioa, a
road policy has been ian force for
some few years which classifies the
road:y and heavy taxes are levied
vpon the people to keep up the difl-
ferent higaways in those states. In
addition to this, very generous as-
o'stance has been given by the fed-
eral authorities in financing the pro-
ject of building permanent highways.
We in New Brunswick are depending
wholly ag the present time upon our
provincial revenues (o take care of
this important work. Therefore, we
cannot expect to eater upon the|
same clarg of road constructios as
is being done in many of the states
tc the south of ury where thcy -are
expending from $5,000 to $10,000 per
mile. The best that we can expec:
in New Brunswick for some years to
come, at least, iy that our roads shall
e built to a uniform width and pro
perly graded and drained.”

MODERN EQUIPMENT TO BE
USED IN ROAD WORK

“Too much stress caanot be laid
upon the last mentioned phase of road
cons/ruction, as the drainage »f our
roads is the first step towards per-
maneéncy. In addition to this ar-
rangements are being made so that
gravel can be tran:ported aloag the
bhighways of the province at the low-
est possible cost. Modera road trucks
will be purchased and will be in op
eration to golve the problem of mov-
ing gravel along our highways; con-
crete culverts and arch culverts will
be given special attention, and these
will be rp laid dowa that they will
not oaly be permancnt, but remove
entirely the possibility of the old
dang®rous wooden culvert that has
given so much " ancoyance {ia the
past. ‘In order to perform this fea-
ture of the work and to conctruct on
¢ permanent basis as far as it is
reasonable to expect, it is our in-
tention to organize a construction
gang that will operate in every
couaty in the provinco. These con-
struction gangs will be headed by
competent foremen who will have
charge of them and direct their move
ments, and who will be well versed
in practical road building. They will
be furnished with modern road ma-
cliinery propelled by motor power;
heavy plows, road graders) and other
implements necessary for the ac-
complishment of eoffective road work
no matter what conditions they may
come in contact with."”

CONSTRUCTION GANGS TO
REMEDY EXISTING EVILS

“These consfruction gangs will be
Operating e ously ‘during the
summer months and can be expected
to performi not only & very much
better class of labor, but will . become
proficient in the work and give very
much better service to the province.

Therefore, it
is proposed that this feature of our
road policy will result in not oaly
overcoming the:> minor evils, but as
well in the widening of the ryads to
a uniform width as {ar as it is prac-
ticable; the proper drainage and
crowning of the roadway; the in-
stallation of concrete culverls t> re-
Flace the old woodea ones and the
gravelling or our highwayss generally
together with rock filling, and sur-
facing where it is found that the or-
dinary earth will not make a suffi-
cient road bed to ondure.”

Siince the advaat of Honourable
Mr Hazen to office, in 1908, the party
in power has accomphlished mich
for the welfare of the people. In that
year the Covernment, on assuming
office, found the financial affairs of
the province in a state of chao:, Ir-
regularities. sucnense accouits and
over chpenditures were rampant. As
a regjilt, one of the first acts of the
administration was to place on the
statute book an Audit Act which has
