Oldest Republic-
The oldest Republic in the world
is San Marino, a rocky patoh of
land on the Adriatic, surrounded on
all sides but the sea by Italian terri-
tory. As citizens of a very big and
a very new Republic, we should be
interested in a very small and very
old one.
Last month the regents of the
Republic entered on their . six
months, term of office. The cere-
mony was of unusual importance, as
the new Senate building was open-
ed at the same time. Monte Titano
s mountain with three peaks, which
2 ".‘. .“._..

of San Marino and where the public
buildings are situated, was brilliant-
ly illuminated. ' . &

The patron saint and traditional
founder of the Republic is Marinus,
a holy Dalmatian stone mason. His
portrait Hangs in the Ssnate house.
He is shown with his [Jtools, and his
last words are written ander the
portrait : “Relirquo vos liberos ab
utroque homine.” He died fifteen
hundred years ago.

The Sammarinesi deserve the
eulogies whioch Italy's greatest
living poet, Giosue Carducei, lavish-
ed upon their institutions in his elo-
quent speech jat theopening of the
new Government House, whither
the archives of this miniature Re-
public of nineteen miles in circnm-
ference have now been 'removed.
For, small as their Stale seems be-
sides the gigantic Empires of to day
it hae, like the Greek communities
of old, produced not afew men of
mark, whose tact and siatesmanship
have guided it amidst the mazes of
international politics. Its Constitu-
tion is the sole eurviving specimen
left to show us what the Italian Re-
publicsof the Middle Ages were
like. Napoleon spared San Marino
for this very reason. “Let it re-
main,” he said, “forever as the pat-

which makes the laws, is composed
of twenty nobles, twenty townsmen
and twenty countrymen from the
sdjoining hamlets, all of whom are
eleoted for life, Whenever: a
vacancy ococurs, the Oouncil chooses
some suitable person, usually the
son of the deceased Councillor, to
fiil it, But the Constitution is care-
ful to guard against the concentra-
tion of power in the hands of one
family. For no one ‘can be elected
to the Cognsil during the lifetime
of his father, nor may more than
ne of a family of brothers living
together be chosen as a Senator. In
the whole history of the. Republic
there is no instance of au®attempt
on the part of any of her citizens to
establish & diotatorship.

The two Regents, who are elected
by the Council,bold office for only
six months, and act each as a check
upon the other. Moreover, they
are not eligible again for three
years. One of them must be a
noble; the other is chosen from the
oitizens of the little oapital or from
the country folk of the Provinces.
They look very imposing in their
robes of office, with the grand cor-
don of the Hquestrian Order of San
Marino. The Republicans of San
Marino believe greatly in titles, and
derive & portion of their revenue
from the sale of these decorations.

Newfoundiand Fisheries.

In order to obtain possession of all
the facts connected with the Newfound«
isnd fisheries the secretary of the United
States treasury in October, 1893, as-
signed T. Aubrey Byrne, special trea-
sury employe, to the dnty of studying
and reporting the conditions existing in
this braneh of business. Mr. Byrne’s
report is now in the hands of the secre-
tary of the treasury, and charges that
trhough the syst8matic frands of the
importors and the culpable negligence
of certain custom officers the treasury
has been deprived of large\ amounts of
duties. The report states thatover 95
per cent. of the salted herring coming
from Newfoundland have been openly
purctased in that country in inland
waterg/on the southern coast, outside
the limits where under the treaty of
1878 fish might be taken, dried and
cured. It apears that the flshing ves-
sels sailing from the United States car—
ry cargoes which are bartered for
fish caugh by Newfoundland fishermen.
As the fish thus produred are not the
product of the American fisheries, and
being used for food, are not *fish for
bait, ’ they arq dntiable under United
States laws. The treaty of Washing-
ton, which was abrogated by the Pan-
American treaty of January 1885, made
concessions to American fishermen, but
these concessions were confined to the
sea fisheries and did not, it is clarmed
in thomropo;te. include tl:dherring fish-
 exies, the; ing restricted to & region
within. tl miles - of the o:alf In
‘arder to evade the United -States re-
venus laws, it is said a scheme was ‘put
into_practice by which the Newfound-
land fishermen would become quasi
employes-of the United States vessels,
under which pretence they would real-
1y sell to the latter fish canght by them.
It is further claimed that the treasury
department has been led by means of
misrepresentation to ‘make several de-
cisions affirming the right of free entry
of fish 8o caught. Mr. Byrne estiamtes
that during the past nine fishing sea-
sons there have been imported at east-
ern ports 262,528 barrels of frozen herring
weighing 63,016,620 pounds; of salted
herring 62,648 barrels, weighing 21,935,-
600 pounds, and that the total loss to re-
venue on the above has been $243,454.

Iuow the Prohibitory Law is En-

forced in Bangor, Maine.

The Bangor Daily Commercial of the
30th wult., contains an account of the
union Thanksgiving Bervice held in the
Bangor City Hall, on the previous day,
Thanksgiving day, from which we take
the following extract: Rev. Edward
McSweeney was the last speaker and
spoke on local topics. In the course of
his remarks referring to the prohibitory
law Father McSweeney said that it was
not enforoed because, lacking the support
of public opinion and sympathy, it was
im, tent and i P ticabl there oou]d
be no dispute on that point, a8 the plaio
facts were too well: known. The speaker
did not call for the organization of publiu
support of the law, because the practical
results of the attempts at enforcement
had always been unsatisfactory. The
law was impotent, and the policy of the
civil authorities here in Bangor was such
that it left lovers and defenders of good
morals ““between the devil and the deep
sea”—there was in Bangor at present,
neither prohibition nor reasonable restric-
tion of the liquor traffic.

No matter what may be our wishes or
our hopes in this matter, we have to look
at the facts as they really are—consider
the existing condition of - things. The
speaker had before asked for enforcement
of the law on Sunday, but the request had
not been heeded, and various weak ex-
cuses were snvanced for the toleration,
the present order of things. The lawi
pnmmfuu books, yet we bave neithér
prohibition nor restriction. should
be an end of this humbug. Give usen-
forcement of the law, or a least reason-
able limitation of the traffic in liguor, or
kill the law !

What about the lack of restrictions
even on Sunday ? Occasionally & poor
woman is brought into court and fined
for Sunday liquor selling, while all the
numerous other offenders go unmolested.
A few small cases are prosecuted, while
from the foot of Exchange street to Uniou
street the sale of liquor and worse offences
go steadily on without let or hindrance,
week day and BSunday, early and late.
Small boys had been arrested by the
police and vigorously prosecuted for play-
ing ball on Sunday in the streets or parks
—these trifles were snapped up while the
substantial and deplorable features of
Sunday desecration were allowed to pass
unnoticed. This is the work of unfaithful
servants of the law, and the pecple should
call them to account.

Rough Oeean Trips.

Three Warren steamers, the Angloman,
Evans, Roman, Lewis, and Palestine,
Whiteway, arrived at Boston, from Liver-
pool on Thursday last, making the largest
number of ocean steamships of ome Jine
that ever entered the port of Boston ina
single day. The Leyland liner, Lan-
castrian, Muir, also arrived from Liver:
poul. All four vessels report tempestu-
ous voyages. The Roman was thrge days
late reaching port. The Palestine was
six days overdue, and the other two
vessels were twenty-four hours lgte.
Cngtqin Whiteway, of the Palestine,
said the trip was the roughest and longut
he ever had, November $9lst, a moun-
talnous wave engulfed the forward part
of the vessel and swept everything. Only
careful manipulation saved the ship.
The wave struck the strongly buil ron
honse forward spd oompletaly ripped up
the hurricane deck. Anather volume of
water stove in the saloon bulkhead, flood-
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smashed, and the private saloon was
flooded and ymany valuable papers, in-
cluding the ship’s manifesto, ruined. The
Palestine made only twenty miles that
day. The steamer Roman also eucounter-
ed the hurricane, November 21, a heavy
sea carried away the ventilators and other
fittings. The Romén made only halfa
mile an hour duriug the twenty-four
hours the storm lasted. The vessel was
hove-to for several hours. The Leyland
liner Lancastrian and the Angloman, also
encountered similar weather, but d
with little damage,

St. PETER CLAVER’S MIssioN,
NuraTo, ALAsKA, Juame 30, 1894.

Rev. and Dear Brother—I think
my last letter to you was written in
July, 1893, while I was on a visit to
Holy Cross Mission. In the latter
part of August I returned here, and
a few days after my arrival, Father
Ragarn left, having -been called by
Father Superior, leaving me alone
with one Brother, to attend to these
two_villages one of which is within
five minutes walk of the house, ‘and
the other dbout two miles down the
river.

Here we have a small church and
have begun to build a better one,
but at the lower village we bad none
until last November, when an Indian
