As the seal leaches the 
Innuits the art of housing themselves, so flic 
white bear teaches them how to kill the wal­
rus, their most plentiful aud frequent food, 
when the ice is drifting, and Vie unwieldy 
creatures lie upon the blocks close inshore ; 
then the bear climbs the overhanging preci­
pice, and taking a heavy block in his deft 
forepaws, he hurls it with rare skill and nicety 
of aim upon the basking monster below.. So 
brutes train men in those dreadfi l regions, 
nnd not men brutes. Tne life of the Innuits 
is full of such * contradictions. And their 
deaths ? From the contemplation of th**se 
one turns away appalled^ for they die in utter 
solitude.

When Captain Hall first heard of this hor­
rible custom, he started off at once to see its 
truth ; and having removed the blocks with 
which the doorway had been built up,entered 
an igloo, and found a woman who had yèt 
many days to linger thus fastened up m her 
living tomb. Again, hearing that a woman 
had been abandoned to die, at a great dis­
tance, he set forth, and having reached the 
spot with immense difficulty and danger, he

mochunt replied that it was coal oil. “ Well” 
replied he, “ il that is coal oil, there is lots 
of it on my father’s fa- in.

But might does not make 
right, and we have a faint glimmering of
hope left that the American Government 
wiU fiot be hose enough to re-enact in the 
person of Mr. Davis scenes to be witnessed 
heretofore only in countries held up to the 
youth of the country as ruled by despotic 
and tyrannical kings. There is, however, 
a vindictive blood-thirstiness breathed out 
against the fallen President that boles ill 
for the cause of mercy and magnanimity. 
He is pre-judged. lie is declaicd to be 
guilty of the most awful crimes, and then 
the unscrupulous spies are goaded on to 
March up, or alas, to invent iho proofs.— 
What has Davis done that lie 
should be hung like a felon ? Treason ! 
Why, he was called to the Presiden­
cy of the Confederacy by the unani­
mous voice of his people ; he left his plea- 
san: plantation home, as thousands of

ooe or two hundred others are guilty of 
aD the crimes charged against them, but 
we do deny, as every honest man must, 
that there has been thus far a single tittle 
of evidence to prove that Mr. Davis was 
cognisant of or had even the remotest 
share m the recent horrible tragedy.

How to Catch Rats.—In auiwer to an in­
quiry Ui 'llie London Field, several corres­
pondents of that paper give their esptrience 
us follows :

‘ For the benefit of your readers I will give# 
by your permission, my experience on the 
subject. I was very much troubled with rats, 
anu tried every known dodge for catching 
them without success, until I adopted the 
following plan : Ï set an ordinary steel trap I» 
their tun and covered it over with a duster or 
cloth, and within a few bouts I caught every 
rat on my premises. A "clean cloth is neces­
sary every time the trap is set. I found s 
butter c'oth thc best decoy. I om informed 
by iny son, who was stationed at Bermuda, 
that a convict wus rewarded for revealing hie 
secret for attracting rats, which was cantha­
rides steeped in brandy (Tr. Lyttœ), bet t 
cannot make out the number of drops used* 
The best way lo catch rats with a etee! trapr 
is to put the guard up, and lay tbe trap down 
as if set ; feed the ruts for a few days, always 
putting the meat on the kettle-hoard ; they. 
will eat it and ge.quite familiar to it; then 
ill at once begin to catch them; wait upoa 
the trap, and if they have been well fed, they 
may.be taken nearly as fast «■ it can be -eeL 
I have taken by this means 17 in one hour, 
and at one timo I had two—one by the 
norie and the other by the fore foot—and I 
had only one trap set.1

Tiic London Sewerage.

The greatest and, almost beneficial system 
of sewerage in the world is that which has 
just been partially completed in London, at 
a cost of twenty millions of dollars.

The latter .replied in a friendly tone, and ex­
pressed the hope that Gen. Sherman would 
not consider * a friendship of twenty year's 
standing severed, because he (Halleck) had 
been compelled to officially perform an un­
pleasant duty, and expressing » hope that he 
miglSt httve the 'pleasure of reviewing Gen.

A Sad Picture.1

The New York World after quoting the 
arguments which are used in favour of try­
ing civilians by military Courts, draws the 
following sad picture of the state of tho ad­
ministration of justice in the States :

Yet these are the very best arguments 
which have ever been adduced by anybody 
to shield the lawless, arbitary. re volutinary 
proceeding qi Secretary Stanton and his un­
derlings during the last three years of war. 
Peace has come, but bad, disloya', lawless 
man at the head of the War Department does 
not lay down his tools. Still he seizes photo­
graphs not his own ; taps news still off the 
telegraph wives ; still.he lightly esteems the 
laws of the land, and disregards them or wan­
tonly tramples them under foot ; still he 
strives to keep his muzzels on the prçs* ; still 
be rings’his little bell and locks up in the 
nationul forts whomsoever be pleases, for the 
commanders of departments truckle still.: 
daily some poor wretch is buried from these 
prisons in a nnineless grave ; and hourly the 
cry of hundreds of innocent men and woman, 
and boys and girls, imprisoned by Stanton1» 
ordefs.'for no one knows what crime—impris 
oned and forgotten—ascends to heaven for 
the mercy and release which never come. The 
assassins of President Lincoln, who should be 
sent to the gallows by the'justice and the 
judgement of the sentence of Law, out of the 
merest respect to the dignity and honor of 
the nation which has suffered so keenly by 
their atroeioi s crime, will bo huddled to the 
rope by platoons, Vith every 'contrivance 
which this Stanton can devise to make justice 
look like injustice, and the avenging of n 
national crime seem the resentment of a chief 
of police.

Tht First lastaise of the I'm 
of Paper Money.

In the year 1483, the Spanish castle of Al­
hambra was besieged by a powerful force of 
Moors. This fortress was situated near the 
beautiful flowing Kenil, within a few leagues 
•f Grenada, Ihs capital of the Moorish do- 
mirnonc; and nearer still, were other warlike 
cities of that people. Nestled in-the lap of 
wild and rugged mountains, in the heart of 
an enemy's country ; surrounded by numerous 
active and deadly foes, it was critically situ­
ated, and required a shrewd and experienced 
commander, fertile and prompt in expedients 
to maintain it.

Muly Abul Hassan, the Moorish king, 
reused at last by the clamors of the people, 
sent forth powerful troops of horse to protect 
the country, and came with a vast force in 
formidable squadrons, and settled down 
around the gales of Alhambra. It was impos­
sible for the Spaniards to sally forth. Time 
wore away. Confined in the castle, with no 
opportunity of obtaining supplies, the gallant 
defenders suffered many privations. But the 
Count of Tsndilla was fertile jn expedients, 
and often displayed great ingenuity and tact 
in hie plans.

At one time this noble cavalier was desti­
tute of gold^md silver, and could not pay his

necessary articles from the people of the cita­
del. Tbs chief could not afford to lose the 
favor of hie soldiers, nor must he embarrass 
or discourage them.

injunction that hie orders should be exeeeted 
before eleven the following day. This had 
the desired effect of intimidating the belly, 
who left Paris the following morning, and 
never more was heard or seen in public,
