The War
Situation.

In explaining to Sir E.' Goschen, 
the British Ambassador at Berlin, the 
refusal of the Kaiser to refrain from 
violating Belgian neutrality, Herr 
von Jagow said: “they had to ad­
vance into France by the quickest and 
easiest way, so as to be able tq get 
well ahead with their operations and 
endeavour to strike some decisive 
blow as early as possible. It was a 
matter of life and death for them, as 
if they had gone by the more south­
ern route they could not have hoped, 
in view of the paucity of roads and 
the strength of the fortresses, to have 
got through without formidable oppo­
sition entailing great loss of time. This 
loss of time would have meant time 
gained by the Russians in bringing 
up their troops to the German ïrout­
ier. Rapidity of action was the great 
German asset, while that of Russia 
was an inexhaustible supply of 
troops.”

That great German asset has al­
ready been lost. The decisive blow 
against France was to have been de­
livered within four weeks. Fourteen 
weeks have now passed and France is 
not crippled. The easy road through 
Belgium and North France has proved 
as formidable as Vf they had content­
ed themselves with paucity of roads 
and faced the fortresses of East 
France. The easy way brought in two 
great factors which have saved 
France and enabled her to gain time 
to present the strong front she is 
presenting to-day. Belgian opposi­
tion proved more stubborn than, they 
expected, and “the contemptible little 
army” of Britain has proved the most 
formidable opposition they have met 
with, t in addition to this, the Ger­
man Dreadnoughts have had to quit 
the open sea, and Germany is faced 
with a total destruction of her over­
seas commerce, and in sacrificing her 
honour she has failed to obtain the 
advantage of time she placed so much 
reliance on. Russia has had time to 
bring up considerable portions of that 
“inexhaustible supply of troops" Ger­
many so much feared.

BOERS DEFEATED.

LONDON, To-day.
General DeWet, rebel leader, says 

Reuter's Pretoria correspondent, has 
been in contact with and dispersed a 
small Government Comihando under 
General Cronje, Member of the Legis­
lature near Doornberg. In the course 
of the fighting DeWet’s son, Daniel, 
was killed. The Government is send­
ing strong reinforcements to Cronje. 
Reuter’s Capetown correspondent 
gives the following concerning the 
fighting in South Africa. An engage­
ment between General Lamner’s for­
ces and the Transvaal rebels under 
General Beyers occurred on Wet 
River, Southwest of Bloemhof on 
Nov. 8. The rebels were well armed 
and led by Beyers. They were entire­
ly dispersed, losing 9 men killed, 11 
wounded, 364 prisoners, 300 rifles, 
300 horses; the loyalist casualties 
were 3 men killed, 9 wounded.

Sir John 
French after doing yeoman work in 
preventing the turning movement on 
the West in early stages of the war, 
and holding the lines on the Aisne in 
the neighbourhood of Soisson has de­
feated the. gigantic effort of the 
Kaiser to hack his way through Tpres 
and across the Yser to Calais. Not 
bad work for the “contemptible little 
army” against the violent attacks of 
twelve German army corps. But over 
and above all this ts the spirit which 
animates the people in preparing a 
million British men who will be ready 
to take their place within the next 
twelve months. The spirit of the na­
tion can be seen in the determined 
tone and inspiring speeches delivered 
at the Guild Hall last night. The sen­
timent in the speeches rings true. As­
quith has made clear what Britain in­
tends to do. Kitchener not only is a 
Maker of Armies, but his words show 
that he can stimulate the spirit of the 
nation and army and in his own way 
of putting it, that is what tells. The 
British bulldog is fully aroused, and 
now he has got his hold, he will not 
îéave go, until the fight ends as As­
quith says it must end with the de­
struction of Prussian militarism.

EMDEN’S CAREER ENDED.

LONDON, To-day.
It is officially announced in Lon­

don to-day that the German cruiser 
Emden has been driven ashore and 
burned.

Twenty-two ships, mostly British, 
have been sunk by the Emden, to the 
total value of about four million dol­
lars, which was destroyed by the Aus­
tralian cruiser Sydney, was driven 
ashore on an island of the Coco group. 
The Sydney sighted the Emden yes­
terday morning and with a superior 
speed she at once closed in and gave 
battle. The German boat could not 
escape. There was a running fight, at 
the end of which the Emden, burning 
from the effects of the shells of the 
Australian boat, was beached. The 
casualties on the Sydney are said to 
have been slight.

This was the steamer that devas­
tated so much shipping in the Indian 
Ocean. She bombarded Bombay and 
She also disguised herself as a Jap­
anese cruiser and entered Penang, de­
stroying a Russian cruiser.

WILLIAM HOGARTH born 1697. 

The celebrated engraver and painter 
who satirised the follies of his time 
in a series of engravings instinct 
with character, humour and power.

MARTIN LUTHER born 1483. He 
was educated for the law, but his 
deep religious convictions prompted 
him to retire to the cloister to study 
the Scriptures, after which he began 
to lecture on theology and was soon 
known for the strength of his opin­
ions.

OLJVER GOLDSMITH horn 1728. 
His poetical works are limited, but 
they are exquisite in their kind ; he is 
one of the pioneers who broke down 
the artificial barriers which conven­
tion had erected against a natural 
literature.

A DAY AT ADMIRAL’S COVE.—CHAPTER XXYI.

Storm usually means wreckage, and 
so it was with the storm of Sunday, 
September 27th. The first results 
were seen when a small schooner of 
about thirty tons, entered the harbour 
with her head sails blown away. By 
careful steering the little ship was 
brought to safe anchorage, and there 
rode out the gale in company with the 
other boats.

The next news was that a large 
schooner which had landed supplies 
at Cape Race, had been driven ashore, 
and that the crew had taken to their 
boats and were standing by their 
ship, as she had grounded in a shel­
tered part of the shore. Following 
this came the news that a large 
steamer was ashore at Ferryland 
Head. The steamer was reported to 
be outward bound, and that she was 
grain laden. This part of the story 
seemed contradictory to the men of 
Admiral’s Cove, for, if the steamer 
were outward bound with grain she 
must have left some of the Gulf ports, 
and, if so, how could she get down by 
Ferryland. But the mystery was 
soon solved, for the next report stated 
that the ship had left St. John's, and
it very soon became known that the 
wreck was none other than our popu­
lar Montreal boat “Caeouna.” When 
this question was settled there was 
still anxiety among the people, and 
there was every reason for it. On 
Saturday evening one of the schoon­
ers of the place was seen approaching 
the harbour, but owing to a change 
of wind she failed to make the port. 
The night proved wet and foggy, and 
the high wind on Sunday gave room 
for grave concern. What intensified 
the anxiety so much was the very 
serious, and most unusual fact, that 
the crew ’of the schooner consisted of 
seven men, all of one family, viz., the 
father and his six sons. At such a 
time the suspense is keen, and those 
whose loved ones “Go down to the sea 
in ships” feel the anxiety deepen as 
the hours pass. Twenty-four hours 
is a long time to wait and watch when 
every moment of it fa filled with un­
certainty and suspense, but at last

light appeared, and just when hope 
was beginning to fail one of the crew 
entered the house and told of the 
safety of his father and of his broth­
ers, and of the ship. In the storm 
they wisely ran for the nearest port 
to leeward, and got good anchorage; 
and then to relieve their friends at 
home he at once lett and walked a 
distance of some ten miles. This re­
moved all the anxiety of the storm, 
and when Monday morning dawned 
upon Admiral's Cove all was calm, 
and peace reigned supreme.

Our readers will remember that Ad­
miral’s Cove is the birthplace of that 
noted man, known in local history as 
“The mad prophet.” His name has 
been confused as Broderick, and as 
Broders, but the correct name seems 
to be Brothers. Not a great deal is 
known about him, but fn Ms time he 
exerted such a peculiar influence in 
public and political life, that he has 
since been known by the above title. 
His doing were not confined to local 
poitics only, but at home in London 
he made himself felt in the House of 
Commons, and also had a word or two 
to say to Royalty itself. He seems to 
have been an erratic man, but what­
ever he was, he made a name for him­
self, and whether he deserves this 
name or not his title is establshed, 
and will likely continue. We ’were 
shown the spot where he was born, 
and also met some people of the same 
name. But his birthplace has been 
disputed, and many claim that it was 
at the historic town of Placentia he 
first saw the light. This we cannot 
decide, but it is certain that most of 
his public career was identfied with 
Placentia. At present we have not 
his history at hand, but as far as we 
have been able to ascertain, we think 
that what is here stated about him is 
fairly correct.

James O'Neill and Mr. Brothers and 
his nephew of the same name. We 
were also kindly entertained by Mrs.

Caterpillar Siege Guns.

It was felt 
that as soon as an airship had un­
loaded a few cargoes of explosives 
upon the shuddering vitals of Europe 
that continent would give a few con­
clusive twitches and succumb.

The war has now been raging with 
great fury for three months and, as 
usual, the prophets are trying to re­
move their prophecies from the re­
cords. The airships have fizzled and 
the aeroplanes have not murdered 
any armies to speak of. The navies 
are so carefully wrapped up in tar 
paper and other preservatives that 
the submarines cannot get at them 
and only one new invention has 
created any havoc to speak of. That 
is the caterpillar gun.

The caterpillar is a large and very 
heavy cannon with the instincts of a 
volcano. It is a moveable catas­
trophe and it travels by gasoline on a 
series of iron feet. This enables it 
to waddle slowly up and down hill, 
through mud and ditches and farm, 
yards at the command of a chaffeur.

Germans Abused
the White Flag.

French Too Proud of Their Uniforms
to Change Them for the Germans.
Washington, Nov. 6.—The Foreign 

Office despatch to the French Em- 
bfssy to-day duplicated the usual war 
office statement, and added a denial 
of accusations made in the German 
press that the French were using Ger­
man uniforms as disguises to cover 
their attacks.

‘In one of their recent communi­
cations to.the press,” the despatch 
said, “the Germans accused our 
troops of having on many occasions 
put on the uniforms of certain of 
their regiments. This ruse, to which 
they have often recurred, themselves, 
has never been employed by our sol­
diers, who, proud of their uniform, are 
content to fix bayonets and hurl 
themselves into the assault of a posi­
tion. The Germans, however, have 
often abused the white flag since the 
beginning of the campaign, waiting to 
shoot down our troops at close range, 
after -they have advanced unsuspect­
ingly.”

Adams,Noted Historian, Prof. G. B,
of Tale, Bids America Join in Con-
filet Against Germany.
London, Nov. 2.—“So much is at 

stake for civilization in this war, that 
Germany must not be allowed to win 
it, even if it is necessary for the 
United States to enter the conflict on 
the side of the Allies,” is the asser­
tion made to-day by Professor Gêorge 
Burton Adams of Yale, who has just 
returned to England after several 
months in Italy. But Professor 
Adams does not think it is likely that 
Germany will win. On the contrary, 
he is inclined to believe that the Ger­
mans have already spent their 
-strength in two great attempts one on 
the east and the other on the west, 
to crush the Allies, and has failed in 
both.

He says that, judging from the in­
formation from all available sources, 
there' are not enough soldiers in Ger­
many to strengthen either wing suf­
ficiently to bring about a final de­
cision in the Kaiser’s favor. This, he 
maintained, places Italy in a position 
where, if she entered the war now on 
the Ailes’ side, she would be a de­
ciding factor, and as Turkey has 
chosen to become embroiled, it would 
be little surprising if Italy joined the 
Allie®. Professor Adams said:

“And Italy can place a fine body of 
troops in the field. From what I 
could learn she would be able to sup­
ply -fully 3,000,000 men. The Italian 
army, next to that of England is com­
posed of the finest body of men 1 have 
seen in England. The officers are 
alert and keen and the men are a fine 
appearing lot. The Italians are over­
whelmingly in favor of the Allies. In 
fact there seems to be only two kinds 
of Italians those who want to remain 
neutral and those wffc> want to fight 
against Germany and Austria.

Salisbury, Eng., Nov. 5.—If smart­

“In whose name does the German 
Emperor attempt (without success, 
however,) to insult these heroic* up­
holders of justice to which they are 
sacrificing their lives? In the name 
of an army of house breakers, hang­
men, executioners, and ‘fire-bugs,’ dis-, 
honored for all time by their crimes; 
in the name of the Imperial Princes 
who found nothing more worthy of 
their race to do than to loot chatteaux, 
as the Crown Prince did at Baye; in 
the name of the Generals who raised 
pillage to a law of war like those who 
cleared out the hotels at Compiegne.

“Ff these people had known how to 
carry out the orders of their supreme 
chief, and had been able to destroy 
the enemy, as it was their duty to do, 
well and good; but they exterminated 
nothing at all, and the Emperor has 
achieved nothing by his ragings and 
his anger. His insults have no effect, 
and he is like Bismarck, with the end 
of his life haunted by the nightmare 
of the coalitions which make him fore­
see the last days of his Empire. He 
is specially furious with Great Brit­
ain, because he feels in his shoulders 
the claws of the British lion. He 
vainly seeks to bite great Britain. She 
holds him and will not let him go.”

ALFOUR SPEAKS AT THE LORD 
MAYOR’S BANQUET.

LONDON, To-day.
Scenes of extraordinary enthusi- 

sra were witnessed at the Guildhall 
ist night, on the occasion of the in- 
ugural banquet of the new Lord 
layer of London, Sir Charles John- 
ton, who succeeds Sir Thomas Bow- 
jr. An added interest attached to 
le gathering by reason of the special 
Ircumstances of the times, from the
resence of the principal Ministers of 
le Crown responsible for the conduct 
f the war. and diplomatic represen- 
itives of the Allied nations. The 
uildhall has been the scene of many 
ivic national functions during the 
ast five hundred years, but seldom 
as there been one which so strongly 
ppealed to popular Imagination. The 
nests who numbered a thousand, in- 
luding leading statesmen, diplomats 
nd financiers, entered the civic head- 
uarters of London between two lines 
f khaki clad men.

We are living in times that are. also 
lthout precedent, when the whole 
orld Is either in arms or in anxious 
xpectation. Japan,” continued the 
weaker, “had made one most drastic 
nswer by the capture of Tsing Tau. 
he most insolent message ever sent 
y one Sovereign to another, was 
iat which 17 years ago compelled 
apan to give up Port Arthur which 
lie had taken from the Chinese.” The 
x-Premier spoke in glowing terms oi 
le gallantry of the Russian army and

the powers of organization displayed 
by Grand Duke Nicholas and the re­
morseless speed with which Russia 
had carried out her movements. Here 
one success after another might be 
looked tor, and as for the. West, the 
memory of the days when the French 
and British fought side by side
against the enemy of civilization
would never be forgotten, Balfour 
also spoke of Servia which was pre­
pared to give up everything short of 
national existence, to keep the peace 
of Belgium whose history was even 
more tragic. Belgium had been over­
run by Germans for no cause except 
the expediency of war. Cynicism
would go no further In politics, and 
he denounced the brutal militarism 
inflicted upon the civil population of 
Belgium. He declared Belgium would 
be restored to all and more than her 
ancient prosperity by the Allies who 
were bound together by the pursuit 
of one great object. There was no
danger of a disagreement, for no 
mean or petty motive actuated them. 
“We are five Nations,” said the ex- 
Premier, in conclusion, “and we 
fight not for ourselves alone, but tor 
civilization, and for all small States 
who seek to follow their own ideals 
without interference from any unau­
thorized and insolent aggressor."

thority. The Turkish statesmen va­
cillating in Council from day to day 
has allowed their true Interests to be 
undermined by German threats by 
German ships, by German gold. They 
were tempted to one futile outrage 
after another. It is not the Turkish 
people. It is the Ottoman Govern­
ment that has drawn the sword and I 
do not hesitate to predict that the 
Government will perish by the sword. 
It is they and not we who have rung 
the death knell of Ottoman Dominion 
not only in Europe but in Asia. With 
this disappearance of Turkey will 
disappear as I hope and believe the 
blight which for generations past has 
withered some of the fairest regions.” 
Asquith told his readers that they 
should not be moved unduly by the 
conflicting fortunes of the campaign 
which was going to be a long strug­
gle. There is certainly nothing, he 
declared, in warfare of this hundred 
days to damp our hope, to depress our 
confidence, or impair our resolve. Our 
enemies tried in turn three seperate 
objectives, namely:- Paris, Warsaw 
and Calais. From each- in turn they 
retired balked, frustrated by 4he in­
vincible steadfastness of the allies, 
but this is net enough, we shall not 
sheath the sword which v.e have not 
lightly drawn, until Belgium recovers 
in full measure more than all she 
has sacrificed, until France is ade 
quateiy secure against the menace of 
aggression, until the rights of the 
smaller nationalities of Europe are 
placed on an unassailable foundation, 
until military dominatioon of Prussia 
is fully and finally destroyed. That 
is a great task worthy of a great na­
tion. It means for Its accomplish 
ment, that every man among us. old 
or young, rich or poor, learned or 
simple, should give what he has and 
do what he can.

EARL KITCHENER’S INSPIRING 
WORDS.

Earl Kitchener pointed out the 
great issues at stake, the advantages 
possessed by the Allies in men and 
material and in that wonderful spir­
it which has never understood the 
meaning of defeat. He praised the 
territorials, particularly the London 
Scottish, and the East Indians. He 
spoke of the admiration, of the Brit­
ish troops for “The Glorious French," 
and said that under the direction of 
General Joffre, who is not only a 
great military leader, but a great 
man, we may confidently rely on the 
ultimate success of the Allied forces 
in the Western theatres of the war. 
He praised the brilliant leadership of 
Grand Duke Nicholas, and also “The 
splendid deeds of the gallant Belgian 
army” and the gallantry of Japanese 
forces. Continuing, Ixird Kitchener 
said: The British Empire is now 
fighting for its existence. I want 
every citizen to understand this car­
dinal fact, tor only from a clear con 
ception of the vast importance of the 
issue at stake can come a great na­
tional moral impulse, without which 
Governments, War Ministers, or even 
their Navies can do but little. I have 
no complaint to make whatever about 
the response to my appeals for men 
The progress in the military training 
of those who already have enlisted is 
most remarkable, and the country 
may well be proud of them, but I 
shall want more and still more until 
the enemy is crushed. Our losses in 
the trenches have been severe but 
such casualties are far front deterring 
the British Nation from seeing the 
matter through. They will act rather 
as an incentive to British manhood 
to prepare themselves to take the 
places of those who have fallen. In 
paying a tribute to the leadership of 
Sir John French and his Generals and 
to the high efficiency and courage of 
the army, the War Minister said: “I 
think that it has now been conceded 
that the British army has proved it­
self to be not so contemptible an en­
gine of war as some were disposed to 
consider It.

CHURCHILL AND THE NAVY.
Churchill told of the work of the 

Navy, and continued: “It is difficult 
to measure the full influence of the 
Naval pressure in the early stages of 
the war, but it will spell the doom 
of Germany as assuredly as Winter 
strikes the leaves from the trees. As 
to the loss we have 'suffered,” he 
said, “th,e punishment we received is 
clear, and the definite punishment we 
inflict-is very often not seen, and 
when seen very often cannot be mea­
sured, hut time will tell.” The First 
Lord also pointed out that despite the 
losses, the Navy was stronger in 
every way than at the beginning of 
the war.

PREMIER ASQUITH
LONDON, To-day.

At the Guild Hall Banquet the 
Prime Minister, on rising to respond 
to the toast of His Majesty’s Minis­
ters. “Never," he said, “has any Gov­
ernment in our history more needed 
the whole-hearted confidence and un­
selfish co-operation of the community 
without distinction of party or class, 
never has that confidence been more 
ungrudgingly expressed and that co­
operation more generously offered.” 
Referring to Turkey’s entrance into 
the war, he said, “when war began we 
made it clear In conjunction with our 
allies to the Turkish Government that 
if they remaind neutral, the Empire 
should not suffer in integrity or au-
